This is not as easy at it looks,
for Prohibition—the world’'s greatest
farce—has, among other things, re-
vived piracy. The agent has to seek
out the “bootleggers” and arrange
with them for the purchase of the
cargo. Having done this, he has to
insure against the pirates. One has
3 be .slick and cunning to circum-
vent the pirates. The “bootleggers”
have established a great and grow-
ing industry, and employ a fleet of
fast motor-boats to smuggle the
whiskey ashore, The speed of these
boats ranges from 25 to 50 knots per
hour, so that the position of the
speed of the ship from the shore de-
pends upon the speed of the motor-
boats.

Sometimes
the speed boats have to fly flags of
various colours and the crew must
be dressed in a certain manner,
sometimes with straw hats, some-
times with Stetsons, at other times

i with knitted hgad coverings. As a

further measutfe of security, the
agent hands to .the “bootlegger” a
token of some kind or other.  Parts
of a number of pages torn from an
obsblete A.B.C., or from a book long
since out of print and unobtainable
in America, are occasionally used.
These pagesgfare inscribed with a code
of letters or figures and cut in two
in some peculiar manner. The “boot-
legger” is handed so many sections
of pages, and the agent retains the
corresponding sections. When the
whisky ship arrives and the speed
boat cemes out to meet her, every
man on the “bootlegger’s” boat must
carry something which will tell the
captain of the whisky ship that he is
properly authorized to receive the
whisky. But precautions go even
further. When the speed boat reach-
es the whisky ship only one man is
allowed to come up the ladder. Im-
mediately he is searched from head
to foot in order to discover whether
or not he is carrying firearms. The
search, satisfactorily concluded, he
presents his credentials, hands over
the dollar bills in payment for the
Tliquor he intends to take ashore, and
immediately the cargo winches are
got to work, and the cases  of Jov
juice are slung over the. side into the
speed boat.

If there is one thing more than an-
other the matter with this country at
the moment it is excessive taxation.
The average e\'er_\;-day-run-ot-mine
citizen begins on January first of each
year to save his tax money. For three
hundred and sixty-five days he saves,
and the following first of Januai'y he
begins all over again the heart-break-
|ing task of saving for another year
that the spendthrifts may spend.

In between times he is plucked in
the form of fees, fines, and the thous-
and and one other methods that Gov-
ernments, Dominions, Provincial and
Muncipal, have of holding up the citi-
zens. The thing is heart breaking.
It is disastrous to the individual and
the country alike.

This country is paying -annually
over six hundred million dollars in
taxation, aside entirely from the var-
ious forms of petty larceny known and
practised by governments. Think of
it, well over $60 per individual, or over
$300 for the averﬁge family of five
people, taken from the family purse
annually to keep these governments
in funds. Out in Manitoba in 1923 it
took 17.2 per cent. of the total pro-
duction of that Province to pay'.the
local taxes, to say nothing of the Fed-
eral levies, such as three cents every
time you issue a check for any sum
between five dollars and fifty; a fifty
per cent. advance in postage. But
what is the use? One could fill'col-
umns and not half tell the tale.

Then there are the taxes on your
life insurance. Insurance companies
aré easy to plunder, so all Provinces
take a hand. In the year 1924 the life
insurance companies doing business
in Canada paid the various Municipal,
Provincial and Ottawa hold-up men
to the tune of $3,149,000, and this in
the last analysis was the money of the
assured.
