. FLORA CORRESPONDENCE.
From out own Correspondent.

There is not a village in the Dominion 
that has made more rapid strides, in the 
building line this season, than Elora. Mr 
Mitchell has his store on Mill street in a 
forward state, and will expose his first- 
class harness, etc., in it shortly. Mr. 
Thomson’s store, adjoining, will be ready 
for occupation in about a month. The 
buildings are of stone, with dressed cor­
ners, and,make an excellent appearance.

Mr Jno Godfrey has erected three stone 
stores on Metcalf street, one of which will 
be occupied by Mr Bowes, a pushing dry 
goods and millinery man, who does a very 
large trade. The single store will be oc­
cupied by Mr. Stephenson, watchmaker, 
and the remaining one by a Montrealer in 
the dry goods* line.

Mr Dalby is adding a store to the south 
end of his hotel, which will be filled with 
a choice stock of hardware in a very short 
time by Mr Connell, who has already es­
tablished a good trade here. The upper 
flat will be occupied by the Masonic So­
ciety as a lodge room. The block is de­
cidedly the most imposing one north of 
the county town.

Mr John Waddell is erecting two stone 
stores on Geddes at., which will be ready 
for the roof next week.

Mr Wm. Stafford has his two stores on 
the same street in a forward state. The 
Professor is a funny fellow ; he built the 
foundation of stone, the first storey of 
concrete, and the second storey of brick.
It is hard to tell of what the third storey 
will be composed. I’ll keep you posted 
about it.

Mr Thomas Connon, photographer, has 
built an excellent concrete dwelling, two 
storeys high, in rear of his gallery, which 
will, when finished, be an ornament to 
the street. Mr. Gibb's concrete cottage 
is already roofed and will be finished and 
occupied in the course of a short time.— 
He is a pushing man, and is worth his 
weight in gold. »

Mr John Gordon, son of Mr A. Gordon, 
has built a snug storey-and-a-haif con­
crete house in a central spot, which will 
be ready for the roof in a week or so. A 
more creditable young man does not live 
in Elora, and we trust that the happiness 
of occupying the house in reversion for 
him, with one of Elor&’s fair daughters, 
will nerve him to still greater exertions.

Mr Andrew Gordon has removed his 
workshop to the “ Peak,” and his show­
room, in consequence, is much larger.— 
The two large windows have been re­
moved, and smaller ones substituted, 
which is a decided improvement. He has 
a very good stock about ready for the 
fall tiade.

The building of the Fergus Drill Shed 
was let yesterday. Mr Andrew Forrester 
of Fergus secured the stone work, at the 
rate of $1.55 per perch, and Mr William 
Beattie, of the same village, the carpen­
ter work for $1530. The building will 
be 100 feet in length by 50 in width. The 
walls are to be 20 feet in height, with an 
arched roof. The cost of the building 
will be about $4000. If possible the 
building will be sufficiently forward to 
hold the Agricultural exhibition in it this 
fall.

Mr Joseph Black of the “ Fergus Arms 
Hotel,” has made extensive alterations in 
his hotel. A new bar-room has been fit­
ted up in the west end, and a large num­
ber of airy bed rooms added. Joe is a 
pushing lad, and will make his “ pile” in 
a short time. There is some talk of Mr 
John Gerrie, of the St. Andrew’s Hotel, 
starting a morning Stage from Fergus to 
Guelph direct. This would be an accom­
modation to the Fergus people, and the 
travelling public in general.

Thunder Storm at Seaforth.—An 
employee of Messrs. Goldie & McCulloch, 
of Galt, at present engaged in the erection 
of a mill at Seaforth, writes, to the Re­
former the particulars of a severe thun­
der storm which occurred at that place on 
Saturday. He says : This section of coun­
try was visited by one of the heaviest 
thunder storms I ever witnessed. About 
five o’clock this aiternoon dark clouds 
began to gather, and before long we were 
nearly in total darkness ; then the light­
ning bçgan to flash, followed by loud 
and terrific peals of thunder, and the rain 
came down in torrents. We had to quit 
work for a time owing to the darkness, 
when presently a flash more vivid than 
the others struck the gable end of the 
mill, which we are at present erecting for 
James Crombie, Esq., tearing off some of 
the cornice and scattering the bricks and 
shingles in all directions, throwing some 
of them a considerable distance and mak­
ing an opening in the roof about three 
feet long. After passing through the 
roof it descended to the bottom by the 
main upright shaft, which reaches nearly 
to the roof and rests on a step at the bot­
tom which iejto^into the timber that eup-

Krtfl it about one inch, and passing from 
low the step it tore off a large splinter,

Letter from Mr. Dunn.

my humble opinion, facts will net justify, 
and which, under the circumstances, I re­
spectfully submit, are unfair, ungenerous 
and unwarrantable. From the animus, 
tone and inuendoes of the Mercury's 
article, it is clear that the “ writer ” sup; 
poses, imagines and assumes, that I had 
something to do with the Advertiser's edi­
torial. I beg to set the said " writer ” on 
this point right, as he is evidently labour­
ing under a delusion, lie is indeed a 
thousand miles at sea in his guess, if not 
more. I had nothing to do with the arti­
cle in question,was not consulted with re­
gard to it, and did not see it till I saw 
and read it in the Advertiser of Friday. 
For any statements, arguments, expres­
sions, criticisms, &c., it may therefore con­
tain I do not hold myself responsible. The 
Advertiser, I have no doubt, can take care 
of itself, and I feel equally confident that 
the Board of Trustees (for the members 
of which, personally, I have the highest 
respect) is perfectly able to do tho same

The drift or tendency of the Mercury's 
article, whatever the intent, or ulterior 
motives of the “ writer,” is to disparage 
aud undervalue the status and influence 
of the Grammar School. I am too charit­
ably inclined to think that this is the 
” writer’s" wish. Assuredly if he is a trye 
friend of education it ought not to be.
I am not aware that numbers in a school, 
a ay more than in an army,are a guarantee 
of efficiency. Judged by such a standard 
some of our very best institutions wov’d 
rank low indeed.

At the samè time, I may remark, that 
the number of pupils attending the Gram­
mar School is as large as can reasonably 
be expected, is in fact, as large as, if not 
larger than, that which usually attends 
at this season of the year. Even now it j 
is considerably in eibesa of the average of 
Grammar Schools. I found it with tome 
six classical pupils—last December I re­
turned over fifty. The trouble, T appre­
hend, is not that the attendan-e is unrea­
sonably small, but that it might be much 
larger. For fuither light on this point I 
refer the Mercury to the concluding pari 
of to-day’s Herald's editorial. As regards 
the attainmentsand standing of the pupils,
I will only say, that if the “ writer” of yes­
terday’s article, or any critical or hypercri- 
,ical friend of his acquaintance thinks him­
self qualified, or feels disposed, to act the 
part of an examiner, be will be afforded 
every facility for so doing. The Grammar 
School does not shirk examination : it 
courts it ; and is prepared to let the results 
speak for themselves. This is surely fair. 
Is coming to conclusions without fr’r, 
impartial ond dispassionate investigation 
of facts and causes equally fair?

Tbe reflection upon the prowl charac­
ter of our Provincial University, and, to 
say the least of it,unseemly and ungener 
ous insinuation with regard to myself, I 
pass over as beneath notice. They have 
clearly been dashed off, thoughtlessly— 
currente calamo. At all events I can af­
ford to be again charitable and think so. 
I hope that the time is far distant when 
this University of ours, of which not only 
Canadians, but any people, might well 
feel proud, will be compelled to make its 
honors “ cheap,” or the subject of barter 
or mercenary consideration, as the Mer­
cury's" writer” unmindful of the fable of 
the “ fox aud sour grapes ” would seem 
to imply.

London, Aug. 18—Soon after the ar­

rival of the American yacht Sappho at 
Cowes, Mr P. B. Baldwin, the captain, is­
sued a general challenge to yachtmen in 
England for a race. The challenge was 
at once accepted by the following named 
yachts—Alive, Cambria, Onoura and Con­
dor. A conference was held, and details 
of the friendly encounter agreed upon. 
The race, which will be tor £20, will oc­
cur on Friday, 21st instant. The yachts 
will start from Cowee and proceed to the 
east through Spithead, oat at sea around 
the Isle of Wight to the westward, and 
through Solent to the place of starting, » 
distance of perhaps 75 or 80 miles. The 
event has made considerable stir in the 
sporting circles, and a fine race is looked 
tor.

Amsterdam, Ang. 19—Representatives 
of France, Holland, Belgium, Prussia and 
England are now assembled at Hague 
for the purpose of holding a Conference, 
looking to the equalization of duties on 
imported sugar.

Vienna, Aug. 19th—Apprehensions are 
entertained that the recent attempt at a 
rising against the Turkish authority in 
Bulgaria will be renewed. Accounts re­
ceived from that quarter represent that 
the country remains in an unsettled con­
dition, and though the insurrectionary 
bands have disappeared or been dispersed, 
the indications are that secret prepara­
tions of a formidable character are being 
made for another and more extensive out­
break. The attention of the Austrian 
Government has been called ta this threa­
tening state of affairs by an unusual de­
mand for firearms from the other side of 
the Danube, and an order has been issued 
prohibiting the exportation of arms or 
ammunition from Austrian territory into 
the Danubian Principalities.

London, Aug. 19th—Despatches from 
Madrid state that a crisis has taken place 
in the Spanish Government. The Minis­
ter of War has withdrawn from the Cab­
inet, and the Captain Generals of Madrid 
and Barcelona have resigned.

London, Aug. 19th—Crop reports from 
Calcutta to 23rd July have been received 
they state that cotton in the northwest­
ern districts of India has suffered from 
heavy rains, and the yield in that part of 
the country will fall below the estimates 
ot the planters.

I tions for members of the Corps Legislatif 
have been postponed until next year. At 
a review of troops at Marseilles yesterday 
which attracted an immense crowd of 
citizens, a popular demonstration was 
made in favor of peace. Loud cries were 
raised by the spectators for peace and 
against war. The crowd was orderly, 
and there was no interference on the part 
of the police.

The Fejee Islands.
Some time ago the United States made 

a demand on the King of the Fejee Is­
lands for tbe sum of $45,000 ns compen­
sation for the crews of tho two American 
vessels who had been cast upon h*e 
shores, and eaten by his cannibal sub­
jects. The King paid one instalment 
which so depleted his exchequer that he 
was unable to meet further obligation^, 
and requested the States a short time ago 
to take one of his Islands, and relievo 
him from financial embairassetnents that 
he might concentrate his attention on 
the subjugation of some of his rebellions 
subjects. The American Government 
however took too long to consider, and » 
company was formed In Australia, which 
raised the money and paid it over to the 
United States Consul^nd thus prevented 
the realization of the hopes of the Ameri­
can government. The company, how­
ever, in negotiating the payment, secur­
ed the title of the Islands, and being 
British subjects, thus brought their new­
ly acquired territory under the protection 
of the British flag. These Islands are 
225 in number but only 80 of them are 
inhabited. Tbe total area of them 1» 
said to be about 8,000 square miles, and 
the aggregate number of inhabitants 
300,000, who, though not many years 
ago savages and cannibals, have been for 
the most part converted to Christianity. 
The English Wesleyan Methodists have 
sent missionaries thither, and they re­
port 50,000 of the natives as attending 
their ministrations. Only seven years 
ago, the Kiùg, anxious for a foreign pro­
tectorate, to cede these islands to Great 
Britain, but though the British Govern­
ment promised to give the subject its 
favorable consideration, it never made 
any other reply. The action of the Meltf 
bourne Company will, of course, lead to 
a British protecorate.

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ME. DUNN'S LETTER.
We print in another column a letter 

from Mr. Dunn, in which he com­
plains that our article of Monday on 
the school question contained personal 
insinuations and reflections directed 
•gainst hi'iiself. and that we were 
anxious to make the public believe 
that be was the writer of the article in 
the Advertiser which called forth ours 
in reply. We must say that Mr. 
Dunn is exceedingly thin-skinned and 
aensitive when he makes such a com­
plaint. He was not alluded to in the 
elightest degree in the article in ques­
tion until his name came up in con­
nection with the Grammar School, and 
then we can honestly say—and the 
public can bear equally honest testi­
mony—that we advanced nothing in 
the shape of insinuations. We thought 
we indulged in the plainest language 
which no one could mistake or miscon­
strue. With regard to any reflections 
affecting Mr. Dunn’s position and pto- 
fessional character, we were careful to 
give facts in relation to the Grammar 
School—facts too which cannot be 
gainsaid—leaving it to every individ­
ual reader to form his own opinion, or 
ehape his own reflections, as he might 
choose. Mr. Dunn is also much 
aggrieved because he imagines we 
sought to moke the public believe he 
was the writer of the article in ques­
tion in the Advertiser. We never 
sought to do any such thing. We be- 
lieve—for it is the common talk of the 
town—that the small thunder of the 
Advertiser is now manufactured by a 
corporation of writers—composed we 
may be sure of men of rare ability and 
experience—Qpççif ^bem, report says, 
Js Mr, Dlinn himself. But we never 
imagined for a moment that Mr. Dunn 
would shoot at such small game as our 
Grammar or Common Schools. We 
were always in the belief that it was 
the great social and political problems 
which engrossed his most serious at 
tention—that having a special mission 
to reform the world all his energies, 
all his talents, and a fair share of his 
time were occupied with that object, 
and that he left all small and trifling 
questions to the “juniors” to discuss 
as best they might. Such being the 
case how could we for a moment sup­
pose that Mr. Dunn was the “ writer” 
in question.

We have no wish to disparage or 
undervalue the status and influence of 
the Grammar School thougn Mr. Dunn 
is inclined to think so- But the un­
just charges preferred against the 
Board of School Trustees by the Ad­
vertiser, in which the whole blame of 
the small attendance at the school is 
thrown on the Board, compelled us in 
justice to that body to clear them of 
such blame, and if the reputation of 
the school, or that of its headmaster» 
suffers in consequence the fault is not 
ours. It is best to tell the truth even 
though it may be unpleasant for some 
people to hear it.

We leave our readers to form what 
estimate they may of the apology Mr. 
Dunn offers for the small attendance 
at the school. To our mind it is far 
from satisfactory, and his statements 
do not accord with the figures which 
we gave yesterday respecting the at­
tendance at the school some four or 
five years ago and the attendance now. 
Mr. Dunn feels particularly sore about 
what he calls our unseemly and un­
generous insinuations towards him in 
regard to the degrees he latelv received 
from the University. It is quite ex­
cusable in Mr. Dunn to be proud of 
these, but it docs not follow that be­
cause he places such a very high value 
on them as to think they give the Gram­
mar School a “ name,” others should 
view them in the same light. We give 
Mr. Dunn all due credit for obtaining 
these honors, but we arc not prepared 
to admit that the school has won a 
e‘ name" through their being conferred 
on him until we see the fruits. These 
honors may be some indication of a 
teacher’s learning, but they afford no 
•idence whatever of a teacher’s talent 
for teaching, or of his energy and ap­
plication in the discharge of his duties. 
There have been many successful 
teachers who never could boast of such 
handles to their name, yet their 
schools have ranked high among our 
educational institutions, and obtained 
• “name” of which the Guelph Gram­
mar School cannot boast.

The Absurdities of Fashion.
The correspondent of an American

The Return of the Old Colors, of 
the 78th Highlanders to Scotland.- 
The old colors of the 78th Highlanders 
(Ross shire Bufls) were taken from Cana­
da to England by Major-General Russel, 
C. B., ana on July 9th, thev were at the 
depot in Aberdeen under charge of Cap­
tain Forbes. On July 21st they were con­
veyed to Inverness by an escort consist­
ing of Captain Forbes, Captain Savory, 
and Lieutenant Kirwen ; Color-Sergeant 
Boden ; Sergeant Kilgour ; Lance-Ser­
geant Mackenzie ; Corporal Marshall ; and 
Privates Davidson and James Mitchell. 
Here the escort was welcomed at the de­
pot by about 80 Volunteers under com­
mand of Major Lyon Mackenzie, and a 
large crowd ofpeople and were escorted 
to the Town Hall. Up stairs the colors 
were received by the Magistrates and de­
posited in safe keeping. At 8$ P. M. a 
banquet was given in the Caledonian ho­
tel in honour of the officers forming the 
escort. On the following day July, 22d, 
the colors were returned to their proper 
custodiers, who were escorted to the sta­
tion by the Inverness Volunteers. Upon 
the arrival of the train at Dingwall sta­
tion, in the evening, there was a large 
muster of the Ross shire Volunteers, 
under the command of Major Macleod of 
Cadboll. The Provost, Magistrates, and 
Town Council of Dingwall also met the 
escort nt the station, and headed the pro­
cession to the Burgh Court house. On 
their arrival at the Courthouse they 
formed three sides of a square four deep, 
and the escort of the 78th men, amidst 
general cheering, stepped with the colors 
to the front. The Provost, Magistrates, 
and Council were assembled at the head 
of a flight of stone steps forming the en 
trance to the Courthouse, and the officers 
marched up and handed the colors to the 
Provost and) Town-Clerk. The Provost 
made a speech complimenting the Regi 
ment on its achievements,and assuring the 
men that the old colours would be pre­
served with veneration by the people ot 
Dingwall.
