W asnINGTON, Jan. 22.—Representative
Foote, of New York, has a project for the
securing by the government of the ruing
of the old crown point fortress in Essex
county, N. Y., on Lake Champlain.

Details’ of the Slaughter of a Peace-
ful Expedition in West
Africa.

G. Copeland-Crawford, deputy commis-
sioner and vice-consul in the Niger coast
protectorate and adjoining native terri-
tory; Captain A. M. Boisragon, com-
mandant of the Niger coast protectorate
forces; Captain Maling, of the 16th lan-
‘cers, an officer of the Niger coast pro-
tectorate forces; Mr. R. F. Locke, of the
consular staff; Mr. H. C. Campbell, of
the consular staff; Mr. R. H. Elliot,
imedical officer, and Messrs. Powis and
Gordon, civilians.

The party was unarmed, and was pro-

with King Obah in regard to increasing
the trading facilities with that- part of
Africa, the King having previously con-
sented that the expedition should vigit
bhis capital.

news of the massracre, although seven
Kroomen of the carrier party also suc-
ceeded in escaping and were the first to
spread the reports of the disaster.

A dispatch received here from Brass,
on the Guinea coast, late last night gives
further particulars of the massacre of
Consul Phillip’s party. It says that the
expedition left Sapele on January 2,
wholly unarmed, bearing all kinds of
presents for the King of Benin. It was
divided into two parties. The first party
was four hours march ahead, when it
was surprised by a host of ambushed
Benin warriors and cut to pieces, not a
man escaping. The second party, sus-
pecting nothin%, suddenly came upon
the corpses of the vangunard, and while
they were examining the scene of carn-
age were attacked and shot down from
the bushes. Out of 250 carriers with
Consul Phillip’s expedition only one
escaped and brought the news to
the coast. A relief party, sent up
the river in a canoe, found
Messrs. Boisragon and Locke, who had
been hiding in the bush for five days,
living on plantains and drinking dew.
Six men-of-war are now lying off the
Niger coast protectorate and troops are
massing at Brass. A steamer has gone
to Sierra Leone to bring the West India
troops. ? .

The affair is looked upon as deserving
of sending a punitive expedition to
Benin Qity, which is known as the
* City of Blood ”’ on account of its being
the seat of the fetish priests of that part
of “Africa and because human sacrifices
are of frequent occurrence, the remains
of sacrificed slaves being seen bleaching
in the sun on all sides.

The British warships Phcebe, Wid-
geon, Alecto, Barossa, Theseus and
Borte have already been_dispatched to
the entrance of the river Benin. British
officers left Liverpool for the same coast
on Saturday, and munitions of war will
follow. Preparatiens are being made to
utilize the Haussa police force of
the neighboring colony of Lagos,
and this body of men will be
strengthened materially by a landing
party of some 200 to 400 bluejackets and
marines from the British warships. The
Barossa, recently at St. Helena, will
furnish the bulk of the naval contingent,
as she is the largest vessel available at
short notice for the operations prepar-
ing against Benin city. f

The city iteelf is situated in a fairly
open country, but is ‘scattered and only
partly stockaded, although it is. believed
that King Obah has in his possession a
large quantity of ammunition and some
modern guns of a quick firing type. The
bage of operations of the expedition will
be Sapele, whetre there is a vice-consular
station and barracks capable of accom-
modating about 600 men. .

Benin city is some distance from the
river and about sixty miles from its en-
trance. The only roads leading to it are
denee bush-paths through which troops
pasg with the greatest difficulty, and in
which they are always .exposed to am-
buscades. Besides there is a great
gearcity of even brackish water, and the
climate is most unhealthy.

Captain Gallwey, who is
one of the few white mén who have vis-
ited Benin city, says that the place is
situated about three days® travel from
the entrance of the Benin river. He
travelled as far as Gwato, twenty-five
miles from Benin city, by the river, and
from that point marehed through
the dense forest. About two miles
from the ' city the country
became more open, and on a nearer ap-
proach to the Oapital some horrible
sights were witnessed, dead bodies and
skulls lying around ' in all directions,
The house in which Captain Gallwey
was lodged was built of red clay, and had
a high walled court yard all round. The
building consisted of two large rooms
and skulls—human and animal—were
hung round upon the walls upon whi¢ch
he algo toticed im‘fresaions of a huge
hand in blood and lime, apparently a
reminder that the King’s hand was
always ready to punish.

Benin isdikely to prove a very valu-
able acquisition for the British, as it is
believed to be a storage place for an im-
mense amount of money, as for genera-
tions back it is believed the natives haye
been compelled to contribute a certain
amount of their ivory to the royal treas-
ury and the amount accumulated is re-
ported to be beyond comprehension.

CURIOUS PHENOMENON.

McLeod, of the brig Courtney Ford from
Tahiti, reports that a revolving water-
spout passed within a mile of his vessel.
It was in gouth latitude 15:15, 4nd west

longitude 148:08, at 6 ¢’clock in the
afternoon, when the ship’s company was
suddenly attracted to the almost instant

spira; swallowed up thousands upon
thousands of tons of water, and reached
an altitude of fully one mile in height,
where it seemed to deposit the great
volume of sea water into a ¢irrocumulus
cloud. Around the base of the spout the
sea was lashed into a cauldron of white
foam for several hundred yards. The
wind was blowipg gently from east-
south-east, and the phenomenon formed
about a mile distant on the lee bow of
the brig.

The spout remained stationary for
five minutes and then moved slowly to-
ward the westward. It was fully 100
feet in thickness and penetrated the sky
almost a mile overhead, presenting an
almost indescribable scene—one that
was intensely thrilling and exciting and
not altogether free from danger. Slow-
ly and majestically it bent overand
moved west, gradually decreasing in
volume until a quarter of an hour %a.ter
it disappeared from view. In'the mean-
time the cloud which acted @s the re-
ceptacle expanded in size until the
whole sky was obscured, and .indicated
that a heavy shower of rain was falling
to the leeward of the vessel. By eight
o’clock the wind veered to southwest by
soutq, and the clouds cleared away.

UNITED STATES AND SPAIN. -

New Yorg, Jan. 20,—A special to the
World from Madrid says: Despite offi-
cial denials the impression in political
and diplomatic circlesand in the Madrid

press is that the government has in-
structed the Spanish representative at
Washington to inform the American
government, quite unofficially, how far
the government is disposed to go in the
way of colonial reforms, including tariff
and commercial concessions to the Un-
ited States. The impression is also that
President Cleveland and _Secretary
Olney are disposed to leave the settle-
ment of the Cuban question and all Am-
erican claims rising outof the Cuban in-
surrection to their successors, McKin-
ley-and Sherman. Spain will, neverthe-
less, carry out the reforms in February.

CANADIANS FROM BRAZIL.

Loxpon, Jan. 21.—The Lampert &
Holt steawmer Buffon arrived to-night
from Santos, Brazil, with 53 stranded
Lanadian emigrants, who left their
northern homes to establish them-
selves near Santos. The warm “clim-
ate of southern Brazil was too
much- for the colonists, and they
were unable to toil with their usual en-
ergy. They were nearly all destitute
when the British consul became inter-
ested in them, and by his aid they em-
barked on the Buffoon, their transporta-
tion being paid to Canada by the British
government. They were provided by.

FRANCE IN SOUTHERN SEAS.

Porr TownsenND, Jan. 21.—The brig
Courtney Ford, from Tahiti, brings news
that the French have at last determined

to stamp out the rebellion in Riatean.
Two men-of-war and a government
transport were in readiness to proceed
to the island the day after the brig
sailed. The commanders had orders to
shell the island and subdue the natives
at all hazards. For years the natives
have refused to recognize the authority
of the French or to pay their taxes.
They obtained possession of an English
flag and hoisted it from the topmost
peak of their isiand several years ago.

The island is volcanic, mountainous
and almost impenetrable. As often as
the French would establisi® settlements
the natives would come down and drive
them off the island. When a man-of-
war hove in sight they sought safety in
the mountains. Frequently they am-
bushed the soldiers and killed a few.
All the while the English flag floated
over the island, the inhabitants claim=
ing allegiance to Great Britain. The
British government dispatched a con-
sular representative to tell them that
the island belonged to France and that
England was powerless to afford them a
protectorate. °
The consul was landed from a French
man-of-war, and advancing under a flag
of truce ex&lained the situation, askin,
that Her Majesty’s emblem be hauleg
down. Thbe old chief listened attentive-
ly to the consul and then said: * You
lie; you came in that warship, and you
are a Fiench dog.”” The consul was es-
corted back to the place of landing, and
the English flag still flaunts in the is-
land breezes, notwithstanding that it has
been shot down a time or two by the
French,

OFFERS FOR WAR EAGLE.

SPOKANE, Jan. 19.—The stockholders
of the War Eagle mine will hold a lively

meeting here to-morrow. Recently the
trustees contracted to sell the mine for
$700,000 to a Toro?o syndicate, subject
to the glpproval i a majority of the
stoek.

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SELF-RELIANCE \
THE WATCHWORD.

The desirability at this particular
time of any ‘overtures on the part of
Canada looking to reciprocity with the
United States, may be questioned. It
is already well understood at Washing-
ton that the people of this country, ir-
respective of party, stand ready to enter
into any reasonable arrangement for re-
ciprocal trade that is, consistent with
Canada’s position as a part of the Brit-
ish Empire. It will be a part of .the
duty of the next congress to deal with
the foreign trade of the United
States, and reciprocity is a feature
of . the Republican programme.
Under these circumstances - we. sug-
gest that it would be more consistent-
with the dignity of Canada for the min-
istry to wait for overtures than to make
them. Ifin the opinion of the Ways
and Means committee of the Hpuse of
Representatives it is desirable that Can-
ada should \be embraced in any general

* scheme of reciprocity, proposals to that
effsct will be forthcoming. Reciprocity
with Canada would be as good a thing
for our neighbors as for us, and until
they see this for themselves overtures on
our part will only result in exposing the

.Dominion to misrepresentation. The
Dominion has managed to get along very
well for thirty years without reciprocity,
and if need be it can get along without
it for thirty years more.

If we correctly appreciate the situ-
ation, the Dominion government would
do well to turn its.eyes from the South
to the New West, which we have been
accustomed to call the Orient. The great
fact of these closing years of the century
is that the portals of Asia are slowly
swinging open to the commerce of the
world. This will be the dominant factor
in the commercial life of the next
twenty-five years, and probably for a
much longer period. In competing fora
share of this commerce Canada has
matchless advantages in point of geo-
graphical position and the immense
prestige of the British flag. Every day,
almost, aftords some new evidence
that the trade of the Orient is rapidly
growing. In the last twelvemonth foanr
or five large steamship. organizations
have been séeking termini upon this side
of the Pacific. Is the government keep-
ing in touch with these matters? If so
the evidence of the fact is not manifest.
It it be asked ‘what the government can
do to supplement private enterprise in
this matter, we reply that it is the prov-
ince of the government to diseover this.
‘We are not disposed to be unreasonable
and believe that the ministry should be
given time to formulate a policy ; but we
think that in view of the fact that a
tariff commission has been in session for
some months, it seems unfortunate that
no attempt appears to have been made
to investigate the Oriental trade.

In truth there has never come to the
public men gf Canada a greater oppor-
tupity than that which now presents
itself. That the Atlantic seaboard of
the Dominion faces Europe is a factor of
immense importance to the commercial
fatare of our country. That the greatest
republic lies to the south of us is per-
haps of equal moment. But neither of
these things, and possibly not even both
combined, equal in their potential influ-
ence upon Oanadian destiny the fact
that%ur Pacific seaboard faces the Ori-
ent, with its teeming population and its
exhaustless possibilities. We can con-
eeive of no line of action in which Can-
adian statesmen can hope to achieve
grander results, no field of labor that
promises more enduring fame to those
who rightly labor in it. The oppor-
tunity is one such as has never been
offered to Colonial leaders.

STREET PAVEMENTS.

The best method of. paving the streets
of Victoria is now before the taxpayers,
and connected with it is the matter of
sidewalks. The latter is not very diffi-
calt. The city-of Fredericton, N.B., has
tried a very successigl experiment st
laying asphalt sidewalks. The ground
is prepared by being levelled up with
earth, and upon this is placed a layer of
elean gravel, on which asphalt is put.
The cost per square yard is under 40
cents and the sidewalk is as good as can
be wanted. Victoria is very well adapt-
ed to such sidewalks, :

The paving of the streets is another
matter and one upon which there is
room for much difference of opinion.
The methods most frequently spoken of
are the macadam, the asphalt, the vitri-
tied brick and the wooden block. Each
of these has its advocates, The. value of

- 8 good macadamized street is very well
N ]

Enown, and all will admit that it can be
in any case relied upon as a- deenier re-
sort. ' Asphalt properly laid makes an
excellent street, but is open fo the ob-
jection that if it is made hard enough to
regist the wear of heavy traffic it is apt
to he too hard to give a sure footing to
horses. But when everything is taken
into account, it must be conceded that
asphalt would go far towards solving the
paving problem here, If we had much
frosty weather this statement would
have te be'considerably modified.
Vitrified bricks make a good street for
some purposes’; but they afford such
poor foothold for horses that teamsters
do not like them. If one watches a
horee hauling a load or trotting along a
vitrified brick street, he will see that the
animal’s feet slip a little at every step.
This greatly reduces the draught power
of the animal and will cause him to
break down sooner than he otherwise
would. Moreover, every so-called vitri-
fied brick is not fit for paving. A special
quality of clay is needed and before
the city council decide to adopt this plan
they ought to be quite certain that the
needed variety is available. For noise-
lessness, traction qualities and cost the
wooden pavement appears to advantage
when compared with asphalt or brick,
for the fonndation ought to be substan-
tially the same'in each case. We have
plenty of wood at hand.

The claim is made that it would pay
the cities on this coast to import paving
blocks from Australia, where a very
hard and durable wood can be obtained
cheaply; but it is open to doubt if the
Australian woods are any better fitted
for paving than our own fir, and especi-
ally the pitch-soaked butts of the trees.
It is often objected that wood pavements
will not stand our wet seasons. This is
a perfectly gratuitous assumption. Ta-
coma has had a wood pavement for some
years on Pacific avenue and if the wet
weather is injuring it, the fact is not
apparent to the ordinary observer. It
is true that in some of the Ontario cities
wood pavements have not proved very
successful, and the same is true of a
number of American cities, but this has
not deterred ‘the city of Cincinnati
from adopting Puget Sound fir blocks
for its latest work in this line, and it is
being laid on streets where there is the
most traffic. The fact that London and
Paris are adopting wood for paving pur-
posed is a strong argument in its favor.
An ,English authority says that the
hprime question in street making is the
foundation, which must be much the
same no matter what kind of cover is
used, apd that as a cover nothing gives
more satisfaction when in use or is more
cheaply replaced when worn out than
wood.

THE BEGINNING OF HISTORY.

To what date should we assign the be-
ginning of history? Not very long ago
little difiiculty would have been found in
answering this question. The Protest-
ant portion of Christendom accepted the
chronology of Bishop Ussher, who esti-
mated that, in order to harmonize with
the Old Testament records, it was ne-
cessary to assume a little over 4,000
years as having elapsed between the
creation and the birth of Christ. Other
studenté of the Hebraic records made
the period longer. None, as far as we
racall, made it shorter. Bishop Ussher’s
"Thronology was received with such con-
fidence that it became an artiele of faith
with many people, and most middle-
aged persons can remember a time when
to intimate a doubt as to its correctness
was to give rise to a suspicion of infidel-
ity. ¢

When the Egyptologists began to in-
struct the world as to the meaning of the
records of the Nile country, the neces-
sity for leaving the question of the earli-
est historical dates an open one became
very apparent. Nor was the shaking up
of the dry bones of chronology confined
to the events recorded in the Scriptures.
We soon learned that we must unlearn
what we had accepted beyond a doubt in
Greek and Roman history and;be willing
to take the dates assigmed to any events
occurring more than 500 years hefore
Christ as at best only approximations
and in many cases ag little more than
guesses. The Egyptian records were
continuous for so many centuries as to'
make it perfectly clear that the date of
the great catastrophe, the story of which
is preserved by every race. and which
we call the Deluge, must be placed at a
more remote period than Ussher had set
for the creation.

During the last twenty years a new
element has come up for consideration,
namely, the bearing of the ruined cities
of Central America_and the adjacent
portions of South America upon the
early history of mankind. Here are the
remains of cities so ancient that the
legends of the Indian tribes contain no
suggestion as to their origin. The same
is true of the gigantic statues of Easter
Island, that solitary speck in the wastes
of the South Pacific. . There stand huge
carved figures looking out over the ocean
as they have looked out over it for so
many centuries that the

ology of Polynesia' ' preserves not
even a  hint 'as . to who the
unknown sculptors were. A French
explorer claims to have discovered and
deciphered an ancient Mayan record,

from which it-appears that the Gentral
American ruins antedate tkose of Egypt,
the latter being in fact the work of a
colony sent out from the ancient Mayan
nation. This claim is supported by the
Egyptian storv of Atlantis, but there is
a dieposition in well-informed quarters
to receive the claims of the Frenchman
with many grains of salt.
In the midst of so much uncertainty
as to the antiquity of human records, it
is satisfactory to know that the explora-
tions now in progress in Babylonia are
fixing the dawn of civilization with some
slight approach to accuracy. Professor
Hilprecht, the historian of the most re-
cent exploratory expedition, says that
‘‘ we ean no longer hesitate to date the
founding of the temple of Bel and the
first settlements in Nippur somewhere
between 6,000 and 7,000 B.C.; and prob-
ably earlier.”” The chief source from
which this conclusion is drawn is a li-
brary of 32,000 tablets that has been
found in the Babylonian ruins. A very
significant fact is thatin the oldest ruing
yet unearthed, that is ruins which lie
beneath a series of ruined cities and
hence must be older than those. above
them, the inscriptions show that some
progress had been made towards the art
of writing. They are not simply pictor-
ial or hieroglyphic, but show the begin-
ning of the cuneiform system of writing,
and are not merely memoranda, such as
the American Indians are accustomed to
make, but” an attempt ata veritable lits
erature. A written language and
a written literature, no matter
how crude they may be, imply
progress in civilization. How great the
gap is between, say, the naked savages
of Polynesia and a people who had ad-
vanced far enough to build temples and
write theron inscriptions to * the King
of the Universe ”’ and commemorate the
deads of his vassal, *the king of the
earth,” we cannot even guess. It is
something, however, to know that the
residents of the Euphrates valley had
reached this stage of progress 8,000 and
probably 10,000 years ago. From this
1 we may infer that mankind has been
slowly ascending the pathway of civili-
zation for at least one hundred centuriés.

| VICTORIA’S__STREETS; .

Citizens Are Anxiously Waiting to
See What the New Conneil
Will Do.

Mayor Redfern Favors Macadam—
Experience in Other Cities of
Paving Material.

-

Now that the new city council are settling
down into their places, people will natur-
ally look forward to some movement to-
wards putting the streets in proper repair.
Mayor Redfern made this question one of
the leading features of his campaign
speeches, and also of his inaugural address
at the meeting of the council on Monday
evening.

Questioned yesterday as to his views
upon the best method of giving the people
good streets, His Worship said:

‘“As you know, one of the principal
planks in my election platform was that
immediate attention should be paid to this
most important subject, and I have already
requested the city engineer to prepare some
estimate of the principal streets that re-
be in a
position to present it to the council and ask
them to take action.”

He bad not yet had time, the Mayor ex-
plained. to go into details,"nor could he
say offghand what streets should be in-
cluded in the estimate, but his own indiv-
idual view was that a sum of money, say
$100,000, should be borrowed to place ail
the streets in the centre of the city in good
condition. Macadam with concrete gut-
ters would; he thought, answer admirably
in the present state of the civic finances,for
block or brick or asphalt paving was very
much more expensive, and a compreher-
sive scheme he feared on such lines would
just now be beyond the city’s means. Gov-
ernment street was already in fair condi-
tion, the lower part of Yates street had also
been macadamized, with concrete gutter:,
and _ similar work ~_was in _progress
on Wharf street, Part of Belleville
street was also in excellent condition, and
what was needed was to continue macad-
amizing in that direction so as to give a
first-class road to the outer whaef. Then
the central streets should also be attended
to and the work gradually extended.

All this could be accomplished, the
Mayor believed, without adding to the city
taxation. At present, out of the general
revenue the city was spending between
30,000 and $35,000 on street work. Now if
$100,000 were borrowed, the interest and
sinking fund would only amount annual-

to about $6,900. If this interest and
sinking fund were taken out of the sum
now taken from the general rey-
enue to spend on the streets it
would, in ~addition to making the
$100,000 loan available for immediate use,
leave some $28,000 from the general revenue
to spend on outside streets at the same
time. Next year a $20,000 loan falls due,
and when it was disch%xged that would set
free $1,400 of interest and $830 sinking fund.
In 1899 another loan of $92,500 would
mature, setting free $9,810 now paid’ for
sinking fund and interest. So that by 1899
there would be available in general revenue
$12,040 more than to-day, a sum sufficient
to pay off interest and sinking fund on the
$108,000 loan and to still leave $5,000 ahead.

His Worship’s preference for macadam
was, he said, because while macadam cost
30 cents a square yard and the concrete
gutters 75 cents a Iineal foot, block paving
on a corfcrete foundation would cost about
$2.50 a yard, and other kinds of paving as
much or more. ' In conseguence he did not
think that $100,000 would "go far enough if
paving were decided upon instead of
macadam.

City Engineer Wilmot was able to sup-
ply a good deal of information in regard to
the different kinds of paving and ‘their re-
lative merits, as found in the experience of
other cities. No brick or asphalt street
paving has been used in Victoria, but a
couple of years ago.a block street-crossing
was laid at the corner of Yates and Gov-
ernment street as a trial, and Mr. Wilmot
was of opinion it had worn very satisfac-
torily. ~This paving was of fir blocks,
seven inches by three ! inches, dip-
ped in asphalt ‘and 'laid on a 6-inch con-
crete foundation with 14-inch Jjoints filled
with asphalt and sand.” This kind of pave-
ment answered well, he believed, if the fir
was cut in the winter when the sap was out
of the wood. Otherwisé the pavement de-
teriorated rapidly. il

Roughly speaking, the sfféets in the cen-
tre of the city, including .from Douglas
street to the water-front.and from Cormor-
ant street to James Bay bridge comprise
about four miles of roadway, and the cost
per mile macadamized with concrete gut-
ters would be approximately $15,000, as
a%amst $64,700 a mile for bricks or wooden
block paving. Asphalt or bituminous pave-
ment would come still higher. Mr. Wilmot
was of opinion that a foundation of con-
crete for paving was preferable to sand, and
was decidedly against a plank foundation,
though it might be somewhat cheaper than
concrete. He furnished a number of
comparisons of the cost of paving in
various cities and showed by the report
of Mr. St. George, the city engineer of
Montreal, that wooden blocks were notnow
being much used there, rock asphalt hav-
ing the great preference. In Vancouver the
bituminous paving that has been laid there
does not seem to stand wear well at the
edges, for alongside the railway tracks it is
crumblin away. .

2.44
Vitrified brick has come much into use
in Toronto and in a great mani towns in
the United States, its durability being given
as from ten to twenty years.

Theé most recent experiment on the Coast
in Pn.ving has been the experience of
Seattle.and through the courtesy of Mr.
Will H. Parry, the city -comptroller, the
CoroNist has been furnished with the fol-
lowing information on the methads followed
there and the cost of the work:

‘ During the dpast two years there has
been constructed in this city 31,635 square
vards of vitrified brick pavement at an
average cost of $2.20 per square yard for
‘topping’ only, including concrete foun-
dation six inches in thickness. The brick
cost practically §1 per square yard, and the
Mems which enter into the fotal cost of
construction and the average contract price
for the same are as follows: Clearing and
grubbing $60 per acre; excavations 25 cents
per cubic yard; lumber $11 per 1,000 B.M. ;
granite curbing 6 inch by 20'inch $1.05 per
lineal foot; catch basins one inlet $47 each :
catch basins two inlets $.6 each ; pavement
per_square yard $2.18. ‘Pavement’ in-
cludes the construction of the foundation
and the surface pavement, including sand
filling and cleaning.

s \50rk done under the above prices cost
property holders as follows: For lots 60
feet frontage and 120 feet depth, $480, the
width of the pavement absolutely paid for
by the property holders being 19145 feet.
our streets being 90 feet in width, is aivided
as follows: Sidewalk, on both sides, 16
feet; strip through centre, requircd to be
paved and maintained by street railway
companies, 19 feet; strips on both sides of
railwayv franchise, 194 feet. From the
above you will see that the total cost of
pavement, including grading, concrete
foundation, granite curbs, catch basins to
sewers, the topping itself and all incident-
als, azgregate something like $3.70 per
square yard. Some of this pavement has
now been under heavy traflic for nearly
two years and,is still in perfect condition.

‘‘ As to the cost and details and construc-
tion where wooden blocks are used, I am
not prepared to give much informa-
tion. e have justlaid on Cherry street
1,143 square yards of fhis class of pave-
ment, half of which is of cedar and balf of
tir. This pavement is laid upon concrete
foundation six inches in depth, prepared as
for brick Pavement; but there is no sand
¢ cushion’ between the concrete founda-
tion and the blocks as is the case with the
brick pavement, and all joints between the
woodets blocks*are filled with gavera’ piteh ;
whereas in the case of brick, dried sand is
used for grouting the joints. The
price of vitritied *brick wused ' in our

avegnents averages about $16.50 per M,

am'informed. I have not been able to
learn what price the contractors pay for
their wooden blocks. The cost of the
wooden block pavement, I am informed by
the engineer, is nearly identical with that
of the brick pavement.”

Another person who had something to
say on street-paving yesterday was Mr. A.
¥. Barham, the manager of the British
Columbia Pottery Co.

‘“Iread with much interest,” he said,
‘“ the editorial in this morning’s CoroxIsT
on the subject of street pavements, and,
though I agree with much there stated, 1
must beg leave to differ with some of the
remarks on the subject of asphalt side-
walks. Inthe first place I do not think
that the people of Victoria want to try any
more ‘experiments’ in this material.
They have, I think, already convinced
themselves by sundry and costly. experi-
ence that it is not a success here, whatever
it may be elsewhere. In the second place,
Iventure to doubt that any pavement, laid
in the manner you describe, would stand.
The settlement of the earth filling,
of which there would in most
cases require to be a good deal, would, I
think, in all probability, cause the surface
of the sidewal{k to crack and break ug, as
has happened in many instances: and the
rats, also, would be a source of danger to
the durability of the pavement, as they ap-
pear to look upon under the sidewalk as
the most desirable location in the city. You
are possibly not aware that the city author-
ities now require a sibstantial foundation
of stone filling and concrete under any per-
manent sidewalk, which of course consid-
erably increases the first cost, though it
makes a thoroughly good and reliable job
when done properly.” I should like to call
your attention to a piece of vitrified brick
sidewalk, manufactuted and laid by the
company, opposite the Five Sisters’ Block,
about six months ago. It ison a stone and
concrete foundation, as required by the
city engineer, and cost, including every-
thing, $1.50 per square yard, put down by
day work. I am inclined to think
that  from the remarks which are
almost daily made to me and by
people who are qualified to pass an
opinion on such work, that it is already
considered to be a success.

‘ With regard to brick paving for streets
I have no personal experience of these,
though I have made what has been done in
the United States in this direction a matter
of study. and the general verdict seems to
be in favor of brick paving in preference to
any other material for city streets. I shall
be very pleased to give anyone taking an
interest in this subject all the information
I have at my disposal.”

Mr. Barham showed several specimens of
brick paving, and stated that his company
had as good material here for making street
paving bricks as could be had elsewhere,
and if the city were prepared to do several
miles of streets, the company would be
ready to put in a plant for making the
street paving bricks, and could furnish
them at he believed a price just as cheap as
could be secured in the East. He showed
a letter from F. F. Cooke, Mayor of Gales-
burg, Illinois, stating that that city has 17
miles of streets paved with vitrified brick,
two courses being used, the bottom one
laid flat, the top course on edge at right
argles with a coat of sand between. No
foundation is used except rolling the earth
solidly, and then placing on it four inches
of sand. Some of this paving had been
down for twelve years, and not a cent had
been needed for repairs. The cost was be-
tween $1.30 and $1.60 a square yard.

subject. The most important provisions
of the measures are as follows: “It
shall hereafter be unlawful for any
male alien, who has not in good faith
made a declaration before the proper
court to reeord his intention of becom-
ing a citizen of the United States, or to
come regularly or habitually into the
United States by land or water for the
purpose of engaging in any mechanical
trade or manual labor for wages or sal-
ary, returning from time to time to a
foreign country.

" INDIAN RELIEF WORKS.

JayLum,Punjaub,Jan. 22.—The special
correspondent who is visiting the fam-
ine-stricken districts in India, acecom-
panying the official mission engaged in
the same work, has arrived here. An|
exhaustive inepection was made of the
vast relief word known as the Jhylum |
Canpal, about which no less than 40,000
coolies are congregated. Of this number'
12,000 persous, either aged or blind, are’
claseed as non-workers. As the corres-
pondent arrived here the coolies were
just quitting work, and the scene re-
called the spectacle of a great oriental
mela. The  prepgnde .. af . wonxen.
and children was noticeable.

After visiting the tent the officials of
the mission traversed the bazaar market
along a double line of mat huts floored
with grass. The market was filled with
grain dealers, and heaps of wheat, bar-
ley, maize and millet were piled on the
ground in front of the huts. Prices, it
was remarked, had fallén slightly since
the recent rains, causing a slight change
for the petter in the stricken district,
but in spite of this prices asked for grain
were terribly high, the cheapest kind be-
ing double the nominal price. Theregu-
lar traders are furnished with huts iree
of charge, and from out of the hut goat’s
flesh and other luxuries were dispensed
to customers, such as officials of the.gov-
ernment and those who were rich enough
to indulge in them.

Hospital tents have been erected here
for the care of the sick, but up to the
present there has been no necessity to
use them. The officials of the mission
have mede an insnection of the <coolie
quarter consisting of long rowes of mat
huts thirty feet upart. They are ranged
on both sides of a broad sandy street
and are kept scrupulously cleau.
Each hut is built to accommodate
fifty persone, who are constantly
under supervision of different officials.
At the eanal works a marvellous scene
was witnessed. About 28,000 men and
women were buisly at work. Some were
digging,-and others were carrying away
the excavated earth in baskets upen
their heads. The wonkers were =a
healthy, wigorous, cheerful lot of people,
most of them singing as they progressed
with the'tasks allotted them, and now
and then glancing at their children, whe
were playing about in the vieinity ap-
parently as strong as their parents.

At the registering department the vis-
iting officials had another interesting
experience, four clerks seated on a hizh
bamboo plattorm, were giving new ar-
rivals in search of relief work the slip of
paper qualifying them for employment
on the works. On these slips were in-
scribed the mames, caste, description
and ameunt-of wages to be paid tothe
workers, who were in turn taken: to
the different 'sections of the eanal,
The greatest order and discipline pre-
vailed on, gl wides, and there was
a cheerfulness.and regularity about the
whole preceedings which reflected credit
upon all concerred. Finally the mis-
sion officiais visited the huts set apart
for the helpless non-workers. There
again there was evidence of good werk
on the partof thegovernment officials.
The same extreme €leanliness prevailed
in and about the hats, and every medi-
cal care poseible was bestowed upon
those needing attention.

Many babies have already been born
at the canal works and the mothers of
these infants are maintained free of
charge, receive extra pay while they are
ineapacitated from doing hard work and
are also ajlowed extra pay for the main-
temance of their babies. Deserted babies
or babies whose methers are unable to
suekle them are fed from bottles of con-
densed milk by the medieal staff,

Several days afterwrrds Gen. Wesler
transferred Piu’s command to Manzan-
illo, and ordered Gen. Prat, at Matan-
zas, to take charge 6f Pin’s command.
Gen. Piu has become suddenly ill and
asked leave to return to Spain. It is
generally expected that in eight days
Gen. Weyler will give orders for the re-
sumption of grinding of cane on the
whole igland.

Gen. Marin has arrived from Gibara
with his-aides, and will go to Matanzas
to take command of the province. Man-
zanillo reports that an expedition, sup-
posed te be from Jamaica, has landed in
the river Plata, on the south ceast. No
details are given. :

VERY HARD TO PLEASE.

Loxpen, Jan. 19.—Mr. Curtis, libra-
rian of cengress at Washington, is a gen-
tleman very hard to please, 8o say Swiss
authoritiel.” Ldst yea¥ Mr. Curtis was
arrested thrée times during a little trip
in Switzerland on suspicion of being a
desperate criminal, and it seems that
he is ‘net at all contented with the
satisfaction of being released with apol-
ogies. ‘He complained to his govern-
ment, which since has been engaged in
his behalf. Swiss diplomats are almost
as ingenious as their prototypes at Con-
stantinople in finding excuses for put-
ting things off, but recently they were
brought to the point of having the
blundering police whoanade the arrests
severely reprimanded. This action was
communicated to Curtis, whom it should
have made perfectly happy, but word
reached Berne ‘that 'he is still discon-
tented, and the business of exchanging
diplomatic notes has been recommenced
with great vigor. The suspicion is be-
ginning to take hold of the Swiss govern-
ment that Curtis wants dollars rather
than apologies and reprimands. If that
proves to be the case the diploniatic
struggle will be indefinitely prolonged.

* CUBA INDEPEXDENCE.

New Yerx, Jan. 22.—The Sun corres-
pondent in Manzanilla, Cuba, writing
under date of Jan. 13, says: * A trust-
worthy person of this city who is in
direct communication with the insur-
gents had an interview two days
ago with General ‘Calixto Garcia,
in the latter’s camp, seven miles
from here. ‘I am moreeconvinced than
ever,” said General Gareia, ‘‘ that we
do not need help from any other country
to assert our independence. We can
fight the Spaniards  alone, and drive
them out of the-island, netwithstanding
their superiority in numbers and re-
sources.

‘“Interference on the part of the Am-
-erican nation is therefore unnecessary.
We can have the glory of being an Am-
erican country that can win its freedom
without any aid from abread. We do
not z;;)ect sweh assistance as when the
United States affered a friendly hand to
Juarez to free Mexico from an European
monarch.”’ *

ELECTRIC LOCOMOTIVES.

Loxpox, Jan. $9.—A new eleatric loco-
motive of large dimensions, .calculated
to draw trains of double the weight of
those attached ¢o endinary .engines
at the rate of sixty-4wo miles an
hour, has been tried with success.on the
Western railroad of & French line.
The firet experiments of this kind were
made in 1893, between Havre and Benze-
wville, with an electrie locomotive, which
behaved well throughoui the trial trip.
Owing te the success of this machine
the company’s engineers eonstrueted
two iarger locomotives, and it is oneof
those which has just been tested. It is
fifty-seven feet long and of 1,350 horse-
power.

In spite of its size it will wear out
rails less than ordinary locomotives, as
the weight is distributed on six axles in-
stead of four or five. It is safer than
others, owing to its elastic character,
which enables it to make curves with
security at full speed. Great things are,
in fact, expected from these contri-
vances, which, when perfected, will do

none of it,

from 100 to 115 miles an hour.

Senator Morgan Once Move Addresses
His Antagonistic Olequence
to.Great Britain.

The U. S. Statesman Discerns the
Hand of England in a
Certain Letter.

WasHINGTON, Jan. 22.—The Nicara-
gua canal bill was taken up by the sen-
ate this afternoon. Mr. Sherman cre-
ated a sensation by presenting and hav-
ing read a communication from the min-
ister of the Greater Repubiic of Central
Ameriea to the secretary of state, which
had been transmitted by Secretary Ol-
ney. It criticised :the pending Nicaya-
gua canal bill. The communication was
signed by J. D, Rodriguez.

As soon as the communication had

been read Senator Morgan took the
floor.. He said the communication had
come before the senate in proper form
because it came through the state de-
rtment, but the senate had no know-
edge who the signer wae, and did not
even know officially of the ‘‘Greater Re-
publié of Central America.’’
“ Mr. Rodriguez is the accredited rep-
resentative here of that republic,”’ inter-
rapted Mr. Sherman,
Mr. Morgan said the British govern-
ment was interested in counteracting
the purposes of the United States as to
Nicaragua. He had so expressed his
conviction to the Secretary of State. The
British ' railway lines had been estab-
lished across the Isthmus for the dis-
tinct purpose of securing exclusive con-
trol of this isthmus communication.
This belief was confirmed by recent de-
velopments. Turning to the letter from
Minister Rodriguez just read, which was
being scanned by Mr. Gray, the Sen-
ator exclaimed: ‘‘Great Britain
is ueing that<oediét as a catspaw

Isthmus. That is a serious statement,
but I make it deliberately in the United
States and it demands an ' ‘ahéwer™
Raising his right hand, Mr. Morgan
brought it down with resounding force
on the desk and added: ‘‘ That answer
must be given before there is any rati-
fication of this rew arbitration treaty.”
Mr. Morgan said’:it''was an unusual
thing that the minister for this new re-
public should send such a communica-
tion. If these governments desire to
forfeit any comcessions théy should do
it, and then the American congress
would determine if there had been a
violation of the contract rights given to
American citizens.

Mr. Hale interposed the suggestion
that Minister Rodriguez’ letter seemed
to raise a grave question as to. whether
the measure under consideration could
proceed. Whether this could be ex-
plained away or not, he was not able to
say, but he asked Mr: Morgan, who was
in charge of the bill, as to the status
since the presentation of this letter.

Mr. Morgan explained the diplomatic
status. Nicaragua wes formerly repre-
sented by a minister, Dr. Gusman, buat
h: l(x;ad ;;ont%.I Ni o ua t.x:g.lnd A;a!::tered
the Greater Union Jentr. erica,
and.on this matter the Union had sent
Minister Rodriguez to represent it at
Washington. '

‘“This is an impertinent intrusiom,
thrust in our face while the senate is
seeking to deal with the isthmian ques-
tion,”” said Mr. Morgan, who favored
making Nicaragua live up to her con-
tract and concessions. Until lately she
has favored the American construction
of the canal, and yet she comes here
with two other Central American coun-
tries and raises objections which, if held
to be good, would end the prospect of
American control of the Nicaragua canal.
The American people would not quietly
give up the right to cobatrol that great
waterway whatever clamor might be
raised for a peace treaty with
Great Britain. The presenta-
tion of this letter, coming from
the Secretary of State means that the
President of the United States had de-
rmined that the pending Nicaragua
nal bill was not to allowed to pass.
That was a remarkable threat, and yet it
was 80 in line with previdus executive
acts that Mr. Morgan said he felt guite
prepared for the interference. . |
Mr. Morgan continuing said that the
letter of Mr. Rodriguez was in effect a
notice to the Senate not to pass the
Nicaragua canal bill. ' 'With this threat
** flouted in ourfaces’ and the Amglo-
American treaty standing ahead of us
the United States Senate might as well

-close its work and surrender its func-

tions as to acoept the views of this ngin-
ister about whom the Senate knows
nothing. .
Mr. Hale insisted that Mr, Rodriguez
was fully recognized ; the letter of Secre-
tary Olney termed him *¢ Minister of the
Central America Republic.” Mr. Hale
held that the minister’s protest was of
the gravest consequence. .
Mr. Morgan replied that the entire

Mr. Hale answered that he did not
consider the assertion justified. He felt,
too, that the word * blackmail”’ was ill-
chosen and that Nicaragua’s motives
were not open to such insinuations.

AN UNPOPULAR CANADIAN.

Canada, a member of the Canadian bar,
and who also served in the Montreal
Garrigon Artillery, to shut out the pub-
lic from the historic grounds of his seat,
Moor Park, near Farnham, Surrey, has
created a great deal of ill-feeling and led
to a remarkable manifestation on Sun-
day, when it was locked for the first
time in centuries.

The chains
and fastenings of all other gates were
cut in the same manner.

ON TO KHARTOUM!

LonpoN, Jan. 23.—The latest news
from Cairo indicate that the start of the
Anglo-Indian expedition to Khartoum
may be expeeted within six months.
Preliminaries are to be expedited, and
when Sir Redvers Ballers, V.C., adju-
tant-general, who, it is no longer doubt-
ed, will supersede Sir Herbert Kitchener
at the head of ten thousand British
troops who are going to stiffen the back-
bone of the Egyptian army, starts for
Kbhartoum, he will find but little to im-
pede his rapid advanee. There is no
reason why Kitchener should be super-
seded except on account of his youth.
Sir Herbert Kitchener was born 1n 1850
and Sir Redvers Buller was born in
1839, but it is felt a change is needed at
the head of the expedition which is
to make the important advance about to
be undertaken. It is understood, how-
ever, that the command of the army
wil be given to Sir Herbert Kitchener.

Grant Gowan Syndicate Purchase
Several of the Channe Mining

The Size of the Sale- Will Direct

and attracting the notice of capitalists is
shown by a large sale that was com-
pleted yesterday.

It was for a time bonded by Seattle peo-
ple but they failed to meet their bond

'The Channe
mines are situated in the vicinity of
Phillips and Fredericks Arms, and their
proximity to the water solves the ques-
tion of iransportation very simply, for
shipping by water gives an enormous
advantage in cheapness over raillway
transportation. !

THE FREE GOLD BELT.

(From the Rossland Miner.)

The Norway is a mile or more south
of the U. K. When work was started on
it a short time ago a good looking quartz
ledge was opened near the surface, but
it carried little mineral. A shaft was
supk on this showing and it is now down
36 feet. The bottom of the shaft is now
in quartz of a mixed character.

Iron pyrites have come in, and the ore
looks as though it might turn into a reg-
ular sulphide. A striking change has
occurred during the last few days. The
mineralization has increased very much.
The ore looks exceedingly well, #nd
there appears to be a great deal of it. It
extends entirely across the bottom of the
shaft. The developments of the next
week will be watched with intérest. as
the permanent character of thé' oré may
in that time be determined.

It is a rose
quartz of the most beautiful deseription.
Free gold was quickly detected by J. L.
Warner, manager of the O.K., who was
one of the visitors at the mine. All the
oreis being carefully saved and there is
a dump of considerable proportions.

- As to the great discovery of free gold
in the O.K. The .quartz ' carrying the
free gold isin the stope between level
No.11 and the .mew level known as No.
10, sixty feet above. The wein is fiv
feet wide at this point and.the very rich
streak is about eight inches wide. Free

* gold, however, is found across about two

feet of the vein. The richest ore is on
thé hanging wall. The ore on the foot
wall is heavily char%ed with copper and
iron pyrites and will conceatrate well.
The very rich ore has been a good deal
oxidized. Much of it has gold protrud-
ing from every part of its surface like so
many pinheads. It has to be taken out
with great care in order that all the gold
may be saved. No blasting is done, but
the ore is removed by gads and immedi-
ately placed in sacks. Itisto beshipped
to the United Smelting Conzpany’s works
at Great Falls, Mont., as it 18 too rich to
he put through a stamp mill with
economy. Manager J. L. Warner thinks
the ore will run at least $20,000 a ton.

The B. C. Benevolent Society Com-
plete a Quarter Century of
Useful Work.

Officews Chosen for the Cl\rrent

fifth year of active philanthropic work,
the annual meeting being held as usual
in Pioneer hall, under the chairmanship
of President B. W. Pearse, and with a
fair attendance of both ladies and gen-
tlemen.

How far the principle of char-
itable society deriving its funds from
such a source only, is right, involves a
question of ethics which we - need
not discass here, but it muet be clear
that such a system if persistently
adopted, must tend to cuitail and dry
up charitable and philanthropic feelings
amongst the people, for love and charity,
are incompatable with forced contribu-
tions levied by law. It is, however, ap-
parent that our subscriptions have ma-
terially fallen off, beingin 1891, $949, be-
sides $878 derived from the ladies’ Ball
and the public market concert, whereas
in 1896 the total receipts were from
members $306, exclusive of a legacy of
$232.

STATUTE REVISION.

Chief Justice Davie Has Completed
His Draft of the Consolidated
Provineial Laws.

Justices Walkem and Drake Now
Associated With Him to Cheek
and Revise the Work.

The draft revision of the provincial
statutes having been completed by His
Lordship Chief Justice Davie, to whom
tlhe first commission was entrusted, he
has formally returned his commission
and a new one has been issued appoint-
ing as commissioners the Chief Justice,
Mr. Justice Walkem and Mr. Justice
Drake, to check, examipeand correct the
draft work and to insert additional pro-
visions or acts wherever necessdry.

In 1895 an act was passed by the legis-
lature of British Columbia making it
lawful for the Lieutenant-Governor to
appoint a commission for the revision
and consolidation of the statutes of the

rovince and algo of the statute laws of

ngland in force and applicable to
the province of British . Columbia.
Chief Justice Davie was appointed as
commissioner under this authority and
his first report was presented at the last
session. of the legislature, the draft
volume containing over 1,000 pages.

The second volume of a similar charac-
ter is now finished- and is understood to
be in the press. Itisto examine these
two volumes that the present commis-
sion has been appointed. The com-
missioners have already entered upon
their duties and are now busily pushing
the work with a view to its earliest
possible completion. The consolidation
of the statutes i8 highly important and
necessary, and requiring as it does a
vast amount of labor and research, its
completion is looked forward to with
great interest.

THE QUARANTINE REGULATIONS.

The agreement between the secretary
of agriculture and the Canadian minister
of agriculture, relating to the'quarantine
of animals between the United States
and Canada, provides that :

1. Each country shall accept the
veterinary certificate of the other.

2. That the chief of the bureau of
animal industry and the chief inspector
of stock for Canada will mutually inform
one another of any outbreak of conta-
gious animal disease in either country,
orof disease in animals imported from
either country.

3. A ninety-day quarantine shall be
enforced by both countries upon all
cattle imported from Europe or fram
any other country in which contagious
pleuro-pneumonia is kndwn to exist; a
fifteen-day quarantine shall be enforced
upon all ruminants and swine imported
from countries where foot and mouth
direase has existed within six months
and upon all swine imported from-all
other countries.

Breeding cattle admitted to this coun-
try must be accompanird by a certificate
that they have been suijected to the tu-
berculine test and found free from tu-
berculosis ; otherwise they shall be de-
tained in quarantine one week and sub-
jected to the tuberculinetest. All cattle
found to have tuberculosis must be re-
turned to the country whence shipped
or slaughtered without compensation.

Cattle for feeding or stocking ranches
must be accompanied by a certificate
showing that they are free from any con-
tagious disease, and that (excepting tu-
berculosig) no such disease exists in the
district whence they came.

Cattle in transit will be admittel at
port of the United States and Canada, in
bond, for exportation bv sea from anv
Canadian port, or from Portland, Boston
and New York in the United States.

No animals covered by this memoran-
dum may be placed on board the cars
till the litter from previous loads has
been removed and the car thoroughly
cleaned and disinfected.

Sheep may be admitted subject to in-
spection at the port of entry and accom-
panied by an official certificate that
sheep scab has not existed in the district
where they have been fed witidn six
monihs. If disease exists in any of
them they may be returned or slaugh-
tered.

Sheep may be admitted for transitin
bond from one port to another of either
country, and if for slaughter, they may
be adinitted without inspection. Subject
to inspection at a shipping port they
may be admitted into either country for
transit to any shipping port in Canada
for export by sea or the United States
for export from Portland, Boston and
New York.

Swine may be admitted without in-
spection for slaughter, in bonded cars to
the bonded slaughter-houses, or when.
forming partof a settler’s effects, and
accompanied by a certificate that swine
plague or hog cholera has not existed
within six months in the district whence
they came. Lacking such certificate
they must be inspected at port of entry,
and if diseased will be slaughtered with-
out compensation.

Horses may be admitted in bond from
one port to another in either country
without inspection at the shipping port.
Horses may be admitted for racing, show
or breeding purposes on inspection at
the port of entry.

Horses may be admitted for a tem-
porary stay, teaming or pleasure driving,
at points along the frontier for a period
not exceeding one week, at port of en-
try, upon permit of the customs officer.
Should he observe any evidence of dis-
ease he will detain the animal and re-
port to the district inspector, who will
decide whether the animals may be ad-
mitted.

Horges used for driving or riding to or
from points in Manitoba, Northwest Ter-
ritory or British Columbia, on business
connected with stock-raising or mining,
and horses belonging to the Indian
tribes, may be admitted without inspec-
tion, bat must report to the customs
officers both going and coming. Under
all other circumstances horses must be
inspected at the port of entry.

It may be accepted as a fact that as
soon as preliminary arrangements can
be made, construction work will be com-
menced on the Slocan river branch of
the Columbia & Kootenay railway.

New York, Jan. 22.—A dispatch to the
Herald from St. Petersburg says two
cases of bubonic plague, which is zaging
in Bombay, are reported from Kamaran.
Kamaran is an island off the west coast
of Arabia in the Red Sea. It is a British
possession and . one of the landing sta-
tions near the city of Mecca. Severe
quarantine has been ‘established by the
Raussian authorities.
The mail from India, which arrived on
the steamship Teutonic from Liverpool,
has been thoroughly famigated to guard
against any possibility of danger from
the bubonic plague. As soon as the
Teutonic reach uarantine all mail
matter from the infected district was
put through the process usual in such

ases. X

In order to prevent the introduction of
the plague into this city, President Wil-
son, of the New York health board, has
instructed all officers of the department
to make a careful investigation of any-
thing which may give local physicians a
means of rapid diagnosis. Drs. Biggs
and Prudden are now engaged in such
experiments. Local physicians admit
they have little knowledgeof the scourge
except what they have obtained by
reading the papers.

A CONFLICT OF AUTEOHTY.

The state and Federal quarantine offi-
cers came together fast night on the ar-
rival of the steamer Umatilla from Seat-
tle and Victoria, says a San Francisco
dispatch of Thursday. 8She¢ had eighty-
six passengers on board, and Dr. Chal-
mers, of the board of health quarantine
officers, refused her a clean bill of health.
Several hours elapsed before the matter
was adjusted. The trouble -occurred
over the removal from the ship of six-
teen Japanese passengers by the Federal
officers before the state officers had a
chance to inspect them. Dr, Rosenan,
the Federal officer, boarded the vessel
and steamed - up the bay about 5 p.m.,
and found the sixteen Japanese in the
steerage. All hailed from infected ports.
In order to avoid delay Dr. Rosenan ord-
eréd all sixteen removed to Angel-island
with their baggage, there to beifumi-
gated according to law. He then gave
the vessel a clean bill of health and she
g;oceeded to the wharf. Dr. Chalmers

arded the Umatilla as she docked,
called for the ship’s papers and asked to
see the Japanese, and when told they
had gone to Angel island refused to give
the vessel a clean bill of health or to per-
mit the passemgers to land, Captain
Hunter produced the Federal officer’s
eertificate, but Dr. Chalmers calmiy ig-
nored it. He demanded to see the J ap-
anese passengers, and of course this was
imgossible. Captain Hunter stormed
and the passengers implored, but to no
purpose. Finally  Capt. Hunter accom-
eamgd Dr. Chalmers to the office of Dr.
Williamson, chairman of the board of
health quarantine committee, and there
the matter was discussed. AtS8 p.m.,
after a delay of three hours, Dr. Wil-
liamson igsued a certificate under pro-
test and the Umatilla's passengers were

GREATER CANADA.

Dr. Bell, of the Canadian geological
survey, who visited the country lying
gouth of James Bay and north of the
watershed which separates the rivers
flowing into the Great Lakes from thoge
which reach the ocean by way of Hud-
son’s Bay, reported that he found a very
large area there, well timbered and
fitted by natural fertility and climate to
be the home of a large agricultural com-
nuunity.

ALASKA’S GOLD FIELDS. |

Much has been written about Alaska,
its gold flelds and the hardships that
baye to be horne by the seeker of wealth
who braves anything when he believes a
fortune to be gained is ahead of him,
The Chicago Times-Herald recantly pub-
lished an article written by 7. Edward
Spurr of the United States geological
survey, which is regarded by many as
being one of the best expositions of the
respurces of the Yukon country.

Close to the waters of the Yukon
river lies what the U.S. government now
pronounces to be the coming g: i min-
ing centre of the world. The g+ logical
survey sent out a party headed by J.
Edward Spurr to thoroughly examine
the gold field, the truth concerning
which has hitherto been veiled in mys-

ry.

Any great increase in the number of
men going into the Yukon district would
be disastrous, on account ot the strictly
limited food supply. and the lack of
facilities for transportation. The result
would be famine, disorder and failure.
Several yearsago this actually happened,
when all the Forty-Mile miners were
without food and were obliged to travel
down the Yukon over the ice to St.
Michael’s in the dead of winter, a terri-
ble journey of 2,000 miles. At thet time
there were only a few men in the coun-
try, but if the number had been very
much larger even this resource would
have been impossible.

My general advice to the average
man intending to go to the Yukon gold
district is to stay out. Many men go
there every year and suffer hardship,
failure, loss of capital and sometimes of
health. If any one undertakes the trip
he should take with him enough supplies
to last him ‘as long as he intends to stay
—one year, two years, or whatever
amount. He should have money enough
to last him into the country and out
again, if necessary, and should start
early enough in the season to enable
him to.return up the river if he intends
to come out the some year, for the facil-
itiés for transportation by steamers are
likely to be entirely inadequate.
