An execavation six feet- deep marks
the spot where the buildings stood. The
railway track near by was torn up and
two rails twisted like corkscrews
around the trunks of trees. Oune large
tree was cut off fifteen feet above
ground. Ih a building four hundred feet
away George Preston was engaged in
the most dangerous process of all, in
the mixing room. The doors and win-
dows around him were blown in, and
one side of the building was wrecked
He himself was flung on the machinery,
but to allow work to stop, however,
at the stage which it had been reached
meant a third disaster, and with the
greatest coolness and courage he stayed
at his post and kept the machinery going
until his task was completed.
‘I'wo men inside another building near
by had a very narrow escape. The
walls were blown in and timbers fell,
but they were uninjured.
The cause of the explosion can wonly
be surmised. The company was very
busy with a large order of gelignite for
Texada and other mines, Fulford, asu-
ally employed in the dynamite room, had
left his regular work, and was. tempor-
arily assisting Simonetti.” They - and
ten Chinamen are supposed to have been
busy in the gelignite room when one of
them went to-the guncottqn room = to
weigh out some guncotton. ™Then the
accident happened, but of the direct
cause nothing is known,
The concussion was felt as far as
Parksville and Ladysmith. In Nanaimo
the roar of the explosion was terrify-
ing. ‘All over the city glass in windows
facing the North crashed into frag-
ments. Buildings shook and people rush-
ed into the streets®fearing disaster had
occurred in the mines.
‘George Simonetti had been in the em-
ploy of the company for five years: At
the time of the last explosion he had a
narrow escape, as he was but a few
yards from the building when the ac-
cident which cost the late James Sloan
his life oecurred.
James Fulford came here from Brock-
ville, Ont., a year ago, and was joined by
his wife and three children just before
Christmas. - Fragments of limbs sup-
posed to be parts of either Fulford’s or
Simonetti’s body, have been found.
The damage done to the building and
machinery is estimated at about $3,000.
The loss of material cannot be estimat-
ed until stock is taken, but it is believed
that a large quantity of both guncotton
and gelignite is destroyed.
Only two other fatal accidents have
occurred in the history of the works,
which have been operated here about 16
years. The first was in the spring of
1896, when a wagon loaded with nitro-
glycerine exploded, killing the driver.
The other was on December 13, 1902,
scarcely more than a month ago, when
g}e mixing room went up, killing James
oan.

U. 8. Coal Bill |
Has Pzassed

S8enate and House Both Pro-
nounce in Favor of the
Measure.

Only Five of the Representatives
Cast Votes Against
: It.

'Washington, Jan. 14—The bill report-
ed from the ways and niepns conunuttee |
yesterday, to provide for a rebate of tuey
duties on foreign coal for a period of onel
year, was passed in short ovder by the
House today by practically a unanimous
vote of 258 to b, those voting against be-
ing Messrs. Cushman and Jounes, = of
Washington; Jaines, of West Virginia;
Mondell, of Wyoming, and Patterson, of
Pennsylvania, all Republicans,
The bill was considered under the op-
eration of a rule which cut off an op-
portunity té amend. The opposition to
the measure came from some of the
members representing coal, states, “:110
expressed the fear that the admission
of coal mined in Canada by -Chinese
would injure the coal industry in their
states. Both Mr. Dalzell, of Pennsyl-
vania, and Mr. Payné, of New York, t.he
Republican, leaders, expressed the opin-
ion on the floor that the bill would not
relieve the existing distress. They said
it would satisfy the public demand for
action and show the disposition of Con-
gress to do what it would with the de-
mands. Although they all su.pportejd
the bill, they took the view that it did
not go far enough, saying that . coal
should go on the free list, and when the
bill came from tg Sepate with a pro-
vision 'which virt®ally placed anthracite
coal on the free list, they applauded
vigorously. ‘Mr. Dalzell, in the course
of his remarks, said that there was prac-
tically no anthracite coal in the world,
except that in the United States and a
little in China. When a message from
the Senate announced the passage of the
rebate bill, with an amendment, Mr.
Payne (New York) moved to concur in
the amendment. The amendment was
adopted without division, thus passing
the bill. . t
Washington, Jan. 14.—The Senate
took up the coal duty bill and passed it
as soon as it.was received from the
House. A committee amendment was
adopted by the Senate, adding a section
to prevent the imposition of a duty oa
anthracite coal after the expiration of
the time provided for in the bill, grant-
ing a rebate on all coal.

Referring to the measure, the Seattle
P.-1.’s Washington despatch says, re-
garding Canadian coal:

“An agreement of the ways and means
committee of the House by which coal
will be put on the free list, aims a seri-
ous blow at the coal mining industry of
the state of Washington, and, as many
persons believe, will be of no benefit on
the Atlantic coast, where the coal fam-
ine exists. It was first proposed to have
the rebate of duties apply only o the
Atlantic ports, but the ‘measure finally
adopted by the: ways and means com-
mittee, and as it will almost certainly
be passed by €ongress, applies to all
parts of the country.

‘““The effect of the bill is to remove the
duty of G7 per cent. on coal, thus per-
mitting Nanaimo coal to come into free
competition with Washington coal and
with California oil. The Pacific Coast
delegations do not like this at all, but
they say a coal stampede is on, and
that it would be as much as a man’s

lar demand for the removal of the duty

on coal during the present stringency in

the East. No opposition will therefore

be made by the Pacific Coast representa-

tives to the bill. _At least they will not

An important meeting was held yes-
terday in Victoria of the men interested
in alluvial gold mining in British Ce-
lumbia. The amount of invested capital
represented ,at this meeting -was large,
and those present were in an undoubted
position to speak for their branich of
the mining industry.  [If they  work
harmoniously together they should b.e
able to do mueh to improve the condi-
tions of the industry. The Chairman,
Mr. Hobson, expressed the wview that a
mining association, embracing all- the
branches of the mining industry, and all
the elements interested in the industry
in the province should be formed some-
what on the lines of a similar institu-
tion in California. There has been for
some time in British Columbia a mine-
owners association. Whether it is still
in existence or not we do not know. .If
it survived the publication of a certm.u
Memorial in which the mining condi-
tions in British Columbia purported to
be described, and compared with the
author of which, Hamlet was a merry-
hearted optimist, it must have posses‘sed
an extraordinarily tough constitution.
This mine-owners association was a tol-
erably comprehensive’failure in every-
It was not based
on sufficiently broad lines. The “owner
of a mine is generally an estimawule aux.d
always an enviable person. But he is
one owf the rarest produets of the human
race. He is like the man whb fell asleep
at the revival meeting and - woke up
just as the revivalist was inviting those
who desired to go to Hades to stand up,
he is in a hopeless minority. It 'fs there-
fore¢advisable for mine-owners ln\‘qqu‘
tions that are settled by the majority,
to be in sympathy with other people
The+mining indus-
try as a whole is composed of owners,
opborators, prospectors, engineers, \\'o.rk-
ing miners and merchants. No eﬁectl‘ve
service can be done to benefit the min-
ing industry which does mnot proceed
on the lines of benefiting aill of these
classes recinrocally. We *do not know

just as much right to life and the pur-
suit of happiness as they have. We
should think that what caused pros-
perity to mine-owners was likely to re-
flect prosperity upon other people con-
nected with the industry. If so, there
is nothing which could be legitimately
striven for by mine-owners in which the
rest of the community dependent upon
mining is not vitally interested. Tf the
aims of the mine-owners association,
were good as no doubt they were, its
methods were the worst possible to carry
out those aims, Because for some inex-
plicable reason it always found itself
in acrimonieus hostility to either the
government or the working miners, or
the commercial communities dependent
upon the mines, and sometimes to_ all of
them together., The time may be ripe
for the formation of a comprehensive min-
ing association of the type suggested
by ‘Mr. Hobson, in British Columbia.
Mining is, so far, the great industry of
British Columbia, and it is growing
and expanding more than any other
industry. An asociation formed for
mutual benefit aud protection within the

However, at the Sudbury nickel
mines hard by sulphuric acid gas was
bestowing itself upon the ungrateful air
to the value of about $2,000 a day to 'the_
curse of the landscd’pe in the vicinity. A
nickel mine was purchased and a model
laboratory followed.. But still the ques-
tion was what to do with the residue
after the#sulphtir was extracted. -By a
beneficial electric treatment the.mckel
and iron -<were restored to a vigorous
rew hea'th in the shape of  a perfect
nickel-steel alloy. Next came a redue-
tion works and a ferro-nickel plant.

But mention may be made of
three railroad lines under construction,
one of which*will in two years have
thrown open to commierce the huge fish-
eries of Hudson’s Bay; a 5_.000 hqrse
power canal on ‘the A'merlcal; side,
which would hold fifty ocean liners; a
charcoal plant that requires 300 cords 2
day, and a 7,500-ton barge just ﬁq1>lx-
ed for the company. In prospect is a
500-foot dry dock. For the Canadian
side another 40,000 horse power canai
has already been surveyed. Tt is very
easily seen that the arrest of such op-
erations as’ these through a decline of
credit is something which might have
disastrous and = far-reaching conse-
quences. The free traders 'wish to sub-
ject Camadian industry to the dan_ger%
resulting from a commercial crisis in a
foreign country, not in one branch of
industry, but in every branch of indus-
try. They would make of ‘Canada a
vast ‘farm, mine, and lumber camp, a
country whose cities would not be in-
dustrial icentres, but merely depots for
the export of raw material and the im-
port of manufactured articles.

Tacoma Arrives
From the Orient

Heavy Storms Are Encountered
By the Northern Pacific
Liner.

Overdue Pegasus Reaches the
Golden' Gate —Kinshiu
Maru Due.

e —

Nteamer Tacoma, of the Northern Pa-
iic line, Capt. Dixon, reached port yes-
rday afternoon after another stormy
pissage.  As will be remembered when
e Tacoma sailed outward in October
~lie encountered terrible weather, and
ler whole upper works was wrecked,
it being necessary to spend five weeks
in dock at Kowloon to make repairs.
On her voyage from Yokohama, which
she left on December 27, the Tacoma
cucountered very heavy weather, but,
although the gale was equally as heavy,
there was a following sea, instead of
the tremendous confused seas which
raged on the former occasion, and no
damage resulted. FKor the first part of
the voyage the weather was fair, but
after passing the meridian—in about 51
North and 172 West—the steamer en-
counitered a strong Northeast gale,
which lasted for two days, with heavy
following seas. The steamer was buf-
fetted considerably, but no damage re-
sulted.

The scene of the gale encountered on
this vovage was almost identical with
that wnicn wrecked her housework so
badly. On this former voyage, the Ta-
coma has reached this part of the Pacific
on Oetober 13, which was a dirty, dis-
agreeable day. The Tacoma was ship-
ping seas continually, and about 2 a. m.
next day she pooped a heavy one, the
port door of the after wheel house being
washed away. A few minutes later she
shipped a tremendous sea abaft the
smoke stack on the port side, This un-
shipped and smashed the two after life-
hoats, completely up-ending the large
iron life-boat and laying it upside down
across the galley skylight, the after life-
hoat being lifted from the chocks and
thrown against the engine room skv-
lisht. These boats were subsequently
thrown overhoard, being dangerous to
the other deck fittings, This sea wash-
ed away the saloon skylight, flooding
the saloon and all the state rooms. The

The
davits were snapped off like pipe-stems,
the taff-rail disappeared, the deckhouse
was wrecked, and a window in the
wheel-house stove in, ' The bulkhead be-
tween the captain’s roomi a4nd the social
hall was washed overboard, and all tke
woodwork smashed into matchwood.
Pouring down the after companion way,
the sea again flooded the saloon and
ladies’ after-cabin, the store rooms, and
the linen locker, The captain, who
remained on the bridge throughout the
gale, and was ably assisted by his offi-
cers, engineers, and men, says he never
encountered such terrible: weather in
the Pacific. After shipping the second
heavy sea, the ship behaved splendl_dly,
and rode out the gale, which by night
had completely abated.

The annual meeting of the Pacifie
Coast Lumber Manufacturer's associa-
tion was held in Seattle on Tuesday af-
ternoon, at which there were present
about 45 members, from all parts of the
Coast territory. The Seattle Post-Intel-
ligencer says: The principal business
of the meeting, aside from the hearing
of wNe reports of the various officers,
was the election of officers for the en-
suing year, which resulted as follows:

President, Everett G. Griggs, Taco-
ma; vice-presidents, N. W. Hamilton,
Seattle; W. H. Acuff, Spokane; J. B.
Ayer, Portland; R. H. -Alexander, Van-
couver, B, C.; J. A. Vanness, Winlock;

The report of the legislative commit-
tee, as made at the meeting, recommend-
ed that a bill be prepared for presenta-
tion to the legislature to provide for mea-
sures having a tendency to lessen the
number of forest fires; also that one be
presented to prevent a discrimination by
the railroad companies in the division
of a supply of cars to the lumbermen
for shipments to all parts of the coun-
try; also a bill which will require the
railroad companies to weigh all cars at
the point of shipment on the ‘Coast.

There were several other matters of
lesser importance taken wup and dis-
posed of, and the meeting adjourned to
meet again at the call of the president.

CRUSHED B
FALLING EARTH

Fatal Accident to Workman Yes
terday Morning — Ambu-
lance Was Not Sent.

John Nelson, 55 years of age, a native
of Yorkshire, was killed as a result of
a ton of earth falling on him in the ex-
cavation being made for the marine slip
for the Victoria Machinery Depot yes-
terday morning. A feature of the fatal~
ity, which is worthy of investigation is
the failure to sewd the ambulance to
tl&e scene of the accident when request-
e

It seems that at 7:45 a. m, yesterday
the foreman of the works, asked Nelson
to go on top of the bank, six feet above,
to break down the earth. Instead of
doing so, Nelson continued his work
undermining the bank, with the result
that without warning a ton of earth
fell on him. Quickly other workmen
hurried to the assistance of the unfor-
tunate man and removed the mass of
earth on top of him, and carried him,
suffering great agony by reason of his
injuries, into the building of the Vie-
toria Machinery works close by.

An official of the company telephoned
at once to the Jubilee hospital asking
that the ambulance be sent to the scene
of the accident, as a man had been bad-
ly hurt, and was likely to die. A reply
was given from the hospital to the effect
that they had better ring up the police
station and tell the police about the
matter. In the meantime a message
had been sent to Dr. Frank Hall. A
message was also sent to the police sta-
tion, stating that a man had been badly
hurt, as suggested by the Jubilee hos-
pital, when a request was made to send
the ambulance. A reply was received
from the police station that a doctor
had better be summeoned.

Meanwhile the unfortunate man lay
suffering great agony, crying. in pain.
Dr. [Frank Hall arrived, and he said
that he had better be sent to the hos-
pital without delay. A hack was sum-
moned and the workmam was taken to
the hospital in this manner—while the
ambulance remained in the barn. Nel-
son died on the operating table shortly
after his arrival at the hospital as a
result of the internal injuries he re-
ceived, being badly crushed by the mass
of earth which had fallen on him. His
right hip was broken, his intestines
pierced in two places, and he was other-
wise injured. This:is the first serious
accident which has occurred at the Vie-
toria Machinery Depot,

WEEKIL WEATHER SYNOPSIS.

Victorla Meteorological Office, 7th to 13th
January, 1908,

The weather during this week, though
generally overcast, was remarkable for
the small amount of precipitation record-

-ed, both here and on. the Lower Mainland,

while in Cariboo. and Kootenay only a
trace of snow occurred. The force of the
wind during this period was also excep-
tionally light, and the temperature below
average. These abnormal conditions wwere
caused by 'the almost constant hovering
of an extensive high' barometer area over
this province, and the adjoining States,
while over California where the barometer
is usually high at this season of the year,
it was remarkably low. - 7The prevalling
winds therefore on the North Pacific Coast
were off shore, being from the North and
East. The weather has been quite cold
throughout the Pacific Slope. The tem-
perature fell to the freezing point at Vie-
toria upon one day, and upon four days
sharp frosts occurred on the Lower Main-
land. The heaviest rainfall occurred on
Thursday, the 8th, during the passage of
an ocean low barometer area across this
province to the Territories. Owing to the
absence of wind and the presence of cold
air over the surface of the water, consid-
erable fog occurred, particularly on the
Straits of Fuca and Georgia and the inlets.
This cold spell will prove beneficial by
checking the growth of vegetation which
during the recent mild weather has been
very marked.

The weather in Cariboo and XKootenay
was very fine and moderately cold, while
Bast of the Rockles several cold waves
and one blizzard spread across the Terrl-
tories to_Manitoba and thence to the Great
Lakes. During the latter portion of the
week the influence of the warm Chinook
winds from the Rockies caused very mild
weather in Alberta. The highest tempera-
ture recorded was 42 at Calgary on the
12th and 138th, and the lowest, 28 below
zero at Minnedosa on the 12th.

Trustee Matson suggested that the
board provide tea, coffee, and sand-
wiches for the ladies who, as they did
last year, are likely to spend election
day in the lobbies of the City Hall.
Trustee Hall said the Board had mo
power to do so.

Trustee Jay suggested that it was
up to the Mayor and Aldermen:
Trustee Dr. Hall said it was setting
a precedent.

Said Trustee Matson—*‘Let’s chip in.”
Trustee Huggett wanted to know
what was the idea.

And there the matter ended.

A letter was read from P. S. Lamp-
man, 'Secretary of the Law society, an-
nouncing the receipt of the board’s let-
ter re the acceptance of departmental
certificates in lieu of the regular pre-
liminary examination, which matter has
been laid before the benchers. The let-
ter was filed.

Trustee Dr. Hall then took up the
question of the board’s position regard-
ing the teaching of stenography, which
had been discussed on the campaign
platform, He said that he did not ob-
ject to the teaching of stenography,
but to the conditions, and Trustee Hug-
gett said likewise. Trustee Matson
said he would oppose the question tooth
and mail. .
This being the'last meeting, the chair-
man, Dr. Hall, - felicitated the trustees
on the harmony which had prevailed,
and that the finances, schools, ete., were
in a flourishing condition. All the trus-
tees spoke in similar terms, and after
the chairman had complimented the sup-
erintendent, secretary, assistant-secre-
tary, and other offieers, the Board ad-

‘and in the first place said that the cry
of discrimination was misleading. Years
ago-the pay was to the teacher and not
the position, but thig had been changed
and the present attempt was to go back
again, In the old days the new teachers
went into the junior grades and drew
salaries accordingly. Ome of the first
resolutions he had moved when elected
to the board was that ‘the principals
should arrange the assistants according
to their ability. If all were put on the
same footing, where was there any in-
ducement for the older teachers to work
up? He left it to any firm in the city
or anywhere else to say that length of
service didn’t count in the salary paid.
Dr. Hall then went' into the aigurgs,
showing that to level all the salaries
would be-unjust and would make no al-
lowances for ability qr scholarship, and

machine.
the pay roll of the teaching staﬁ. and
showed that iue average salary paid to
the ladies was even more in some cases
than that paid to the male teaclher’s.I
These figures appeared in Sundays
Colonist. The speaker then dealt with
the question of the segregation of thel
Chinese. The late Minister of HEduca-
had beth stated that the board had
the power to deal -with this mat-
ter. It had been stated that the board
could set apart-a room and make Chi-
nese pupils attend there, but according
to the Public School Act the superin-
tendent was responsible and answerable
to the department, and what would be
the result should the trustees direct the
superintendent to open such a school
when the department said no? It would
simply mean that the departmeunt would
lop off the grant to city schools ;md the
city would have to foot the entire edu-
cational bill themselves. He would defy
anyone ‘with common sense who would
take the trouble to look into the maitter
to say that the position of things was
not as he represented them. Dr. Hall
then pointed out that he was in favor of
cheaper books, but did not propose to
offer free books. Besides it must be re-
membered that the trustees had no say
in the curriculum. As to the cost of
books and paper in Toronto, he had had
a telegram a day or two ago from the
inspector of that city, which gave the
cost at 25¢. and in Hamilton it cost $1.
This was quite a difference to the 7
cents which had been guoted by the La-
bor candidates. The schools were now
in a better shape than they had been,
and it was for the electors to say wheth-
er or not the present board were not en-
titled to credit for the high standard at-
tained. The trustees proposed to
have the act changed, if meces-
sary, 80 as to prevent any
children attending the schools who
could not speak English.

Trustee Jay wished to point out the
reason why in seme cases the male
teachers received higher pay than did
some of the females. That there was
a difference and.a mnecessary difference
there was no denying, but it was exact-
ly the same throughout the whole prov-
ince. The report of the Educational
Department showed all the salaries paid
to teachers, and it was thus possible to
compare them. In New Westminster,
where they had a boys’ and a girls’
school, a comparison could be made with
this city, which was similarly situated
i (this regard. Here it would be
found that the difference between males
and females’ salaries was more glaring
than it was here, for four male teach-
ers in the highest division were paid
$90, $75, $60 and $60, whereas the fe-
males in the corresponding division of
girls drew $80, $60, $55 and $50. This
was a fair illustration of the proportions
paid to teachers, throughout the .prov-
ince. The charge had been made that
the female teachers were dissatisfied.
This he could confidentially say was
wrong, as so far as his knowledge went
the females were perfectly satisfied.
Take for instance the last time wages
had been increased, only two male teach-
ers had been given more salary, where-
as 21 females had received additions.

Miss Cameron—That would be all
right if they were even after the rise.

Mr. Jay—Have you any reason to say
that they are uneven?

Miss Cameron—Yes, sir.

Mr. Jay then took up segregating the
‘Chinese, Mrs. McGregor was in favor
of renting a school in Chinatown, while
‘Mr. McKay says that he did not want a
separate school as the results would be
that some 150 Chinese will have to be
educated instead of 25 as at present. A
move for a new school in Chinatown
would simply mean more teachers, and
a larger salary list. The power of the
School Board was very limited. . They
had no power to arrange the curriculum
and could not say what text books were
to be used. As to stenography in the
High school, his idea had been that
2Dy moving in that direction they would
be making the school more practical. It
was intended to have it an optional sub-
ject, and taught after hours, as the
board had no authority to add any sub-
ject to be taught. This measure had
been voted down, but if ne-elected he
proposed to again bring the subject up
and trusted that his co-laborers on the
board would ther support him. Sqme
30 pupils had expressed their intention
of taking Ap stenography. The speaker
had the right to take some credit for
having moved in the matter of the af-
filiation of the High school with the
University of McGill. More school ac-
commodations would have to be provid-
ed in the near future. ‘As to the “facts”
contained in the dodger now being ecir-
culated, he noticed that nothing had
been stated therein bearing or the ques-
tion of books. Mr. Twigg had referred
te the question of school books, and it
had been omitted from the “platform,”
and the speaker could only think fhat it
had been omitted through shame. Mr.
Jay then read from the report of a
special committee of the Kingston school
board signed by W. G. Kidd, inspector
of the Kingston schools, and by Jno.
*Macdonald, the secretary of the same
board (which report he attributed to Mr.
Twigg). This report, extracts from
which have already appeared in these
columns, Mr. Twigg claimed that the
cost to the taxpayers was Tec. per pupil,
and that the loaning of books was per-
fectly sanitary, many of the books be-
ing in use ten years. He would like
to ask the mothers present whether they
would like to have books ten years old
handed to their children, and even for
20 years as was proposed. It was a
most cruel proposition. As a ‘parent
he would object to have his children
having old books handed to them, not
knowing into what infection they have
been. Mr. Jay thought such a step
would be criminal. Much amusement
was here caused by Mr. Grant, who
wished to know if ‘Superiitendent Eaton
had ever reported on “the conditions
in Chinatown, in which Chinese were
said to have more than two wives.
Another member of the audience said
that it seemed that the great complaint
was that the teachers were not paid
enough.

Mr, Huggett followed Mr. Jay, and
paid a tribute to the efficiency of the
present staff of the school. The expendi-
ture in connection with the schools was
then discussed. His grounds in opposi-
tion to introduction of stenography was
that if the board had. not the power to
add to the subjects, they had no power
to appoint a teacher. In spite of this
he was in favor.of making the course
more practical. He thought that he
could take credit to himself for this
stand. He had debated whether it
would net have been better in the in-
terests of his boys whether or mot he
should ret pack up his bag and baggage
and move elsewhere where the oppor-
tunities of fitting themselves for the
work of life would bé better than it
was in this city. However he had de-
cided or his return from his visit to the
Old Country to try and make the schools
more of a practieal course. Mr. Hug-
gett then discussed the Chinese ques-
tion, and stated that for his part he did

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£ HE most deceitful country I
know,” said an experienced
rolling stone, speaking of the
Canadian_prairie region, #and
I can’t get rid of the vice of losing my
way in it.” ~ This witness knew the
Australian bush and the African veld—
high veld, low veld, and the country by
Lyaenburg—and spoke with authority,
and not as a journalist; and ;he writer
has found that his testimony is ‘corrob-
orated not only by other travelers, but
also by the circumstantial evidence of
his own experiences.

Many years ago I found myself
dumped down with two companijons on
a section of Saskatchewan farm-land
between 30 and 40 miles from the near-
est town. A week later the deceitful-
ness of the country found a victim. Our
store of bacon had run out—and with-
out a little flesh-food, rail-cutting and
the breaking of virgin prairie capnot be
done by an Englishman—and we cast
lots which of the three should take an
afternoon off and try his luck at shoot-
ing for the pot. 1 drew -the longest
mateh, and made for a string of sloughs
on the section which lay due south of
ours, just as the sun took the down-
ward trail. Duck were hard to ap-
proach, being wild at that time of day,
and I must have trudged a half-dozen
miles for as many mallard and widgeon.
When I turned to retrace my steéps the
sky had clouded over, and the sum, the
Northwestern traveler’s best guide, was
invisible, so that I had to fall back
upon my recollection of the landmarks
fientioned above. To my surprise,
found that nearly ever lake and bluff 1
passed seemed very like those marked
op the journey out, and soon my case
resembled that of the Irishman in the
tairy tale, who marked the place of the
buried -crock of gold by planting his
shillalagh and hanging his hat on it,
and found on his return that the Lepre-
chaun had covered several acres of
ground with- trophies of the self-same
description. - Of course, I lost my way
irretrievably, and it was long after sun-
set when I blundered into camp to re-
ceive the chaff of my companlions. Not
antil I had lived in the Northwest for
a couple of years did I learn to retrace
my way by remembering the general lie
of the land, rather than by trying to
find particular landmarks. In after
years this act of memory was performed
without conscious effort, and I fpund
myself possessed of a f.aqulty akin to
the homing instinct of.ammals. Some
BEnglishmen who go to live in the North-
west never learn this useful lesson.
"Thus I knew a very worthy missionary
who could not drive ten miles without
contriving to. lose his way once or
twice. 1t was said that his wife saw
the flidker of a lantern down by the
stables late one stormy winter’s night
two or three hours after he had left
to visit a sick-bed, and sent the “hgred
man” to find out what was happening.
He found his master preparing to spend
the night there. He had alreaﬁy pitched
his tent and taken off his breeches. He
firmly believed that ®he bhad lost his
bearings and was miles away from

>~ home. This anecdote must not be taken
too seriously.

One of the most interesting accounts
of these misadventures is contained in
a letter written in 1805 by a Mr. John
Pritchard, of the famous X Y Com-
pany. ‘l'his great fur-trading concern
was founded by certain seceders from
even the more famous Northwest Com-
pany, which for so many year engaged
in =~ (literally) “cut-throat” competition
with the ofiicers and men of the Hud-
son’s Bay. Mr. Pritchard was in
charge of the X Y fort at the mouth of
the Souris river, which is a tributary
of the Assiniboine. On the 10th ot
June he and one of his clerks suwg out
up _the -Assiniboine with the intention
of visiting Fort Qu'Appelle, distant
about 120 miles. They traveled with-
out mishrap as far as Montagne a la
Josse, where was a small trading
house, and then, after they had turned
westward and traveled for a whole day,
their horses strayed from -camp, and
the two traders seporated to search for
them. (Pritchard could find no trace of
them, nor, when he lit fires to attract
the attention of his companion, was
any notice taken. of his signals. Then
he understood that he was lost, and
made up his mind to find'the Assini-
boine, a -river which was doubtlessly
familiar to him. Misled by the similar
appearance of the belts of timber alon:
the various streams, he followed the
course of the Pipestone river, under
the mistaken impression that it was a
tributary of the Assiniboine. For ten
whole days he crept down the left bank
of the little river, his food during tuc
laborious march cobvsisting of . frogs,
two hawks—no doubt these were mos-
quito-hawks, birds of nocturnal habits
which are easily caught in the day-
time—and a few young birds. At tu.
end of the first ten days his appearance
must have been pitiable. “I per-
ceived,” he writes, “my body completely
wasted. Nothing was left of me but
my bones, covered with a skin thinner
than paper. I was perfectly naked,
my clothes having been worn (used?) in
making .shoes, with which T protected
my blistered and bleeding feet.”

Two or three days later he made 2
great and glorious discovery; he found
a nest of teal’s eggs, and lived on them
for a  time, Before' obtaining this
{Heaven-sent gift of a little really nutri-
tious food he had moved forward like
a machine incapable of either thought
or feeling; now that he had made a
little blood he became aware that he
was like the Barmecide’s guest. ‘{How
mortifying to me,” he writes, “to see
the buffalo quenching their thirst in
every lake mnear to which T slept’’—he
would eee them, T suppose, in the twi-
light “before sunrise—‘“and geese and
swans in abundance, whilst I was

but jpust as he was on the pomt of
yielding he caught a hen grouse, which
he - cooked and ate forthwith.  This
greatly strengthened him, both in body
and soul. He had mow crossed the
Souris river under the impression that
it was the Assiniboine—it is not easy to
understand how an observant man
could have made * this - blunder—and
co out upon a vast meadow, -where
the prairie-turnip—the “pomme blanche™
of the voyageurs—grew in great abund-
ance. @Gathering a store of these roots,
he traveled' due south many a weary
mile, until at last he came to a large
lake near a hill, where he found two
empty wintering houses belonging to
the fur-traders. ‘He recognized both
the lake and the hill, and knew that he
was at Whitewater Lake, near Turtle
mountain—a place 60 miles from his
own trading post. In one of the de-
serted huts he found. several pairs of
socks and an old pair of shoes; accept-
able treasuré-trove,. considering that his
feet, pierced by the wubiquitous spear-
grass, were in a Thorrible condition.
But he was no longer lost, and it was
with hope in his heart that he turned
northward on the last stage of his40
days’ wandering in the wilderness.
He had not gone far when he was met
by a band of Indians, who gave hima
meal and carried him to his fort. Dur-
ing most of the journey he was uncon-
scious. Describing his appearance,
“Picture to yourself,” he writes, “a man
whose bones are scraped, not an atom
of flesh remaining, then over these bones
a loose skin, fine as the bladder of an
arimal; a beard of forty days’ growth;
his hair full of filth and scabs. You
will then have some idea of what 1
was.” The nearest Hudson Bay Com-
pany officer supplied his wants, in spite
of the covert hostility existing between
the two rival corporations, and event-
ually he made a good recovery, though
unable to walk for months. :
After this misadventure the Crees
called him Manitou (the ghost), and the
Assiniboines always spoke of him as
Cheepe (the corpse), so great an impres-
sion had the bloodless face of their
employer produced on the hunters who
frequented his post. Pritchard lived to
a green old age, and was buried in the
great camping-place of his kind at Red
River.
‘The first story I ever heard of the
experiences of a traveler lost during a
blizzard was told by a certain Jo?
McKay, a Scotsman with Indian blood
in his veins, who was employed as a
scout or: “tracker” by the Northwest
Mounted Police. ‘One cold January
day, a few years after the first occupa-
tion of the Blackfoot country by the
“Riders of the Plains,” when he was
stationed at an outpost in southern
Assiniboine, he received orders to visit
a Sioux encampment about 60 miles to
'ghe south. His business was to enquire
into a reported case of selling liquor to
the Indians, an offence always severely
punished in Western Canada. He had
ridden about half the distance when a
blizzard began to blow, and it became
impossible to continue the journey.
The wind was blowing 60 miles an
hour, the temperature was 40 below the
Ifahrenheit zero, and he could not see
a yard in any direction for the clouds
of fleeting snow-dust, dry, -glittering,
impalpable stuff such as is never seen
in Kngland, which whirled up from the
drifted levels of the prairie or whizzed
down out of the ghostly sky. He made
his horse lie down, and lay down beside
him, and so they waited for the storm
to break, blindly struggling against the
temptation to sleep. 'The last opal
gleams of hope (even at the height of a
blizzard’s fury the setting sun will

Every movelist who
visits a new country in search of ma-
terial and is not -content merely to col-
lect that dry sawdust of circumstances
which is called local coloring, should
inscribe those words on the first page
of his note-book, or, better still, com-
mit them to the tablets of memory. Ii
the reporter who tracked (Larone and
afterwards  cursed him for his
malignant taciturnity, had learned to
play on the vanity of nature’s foster-
children, he might have earned an
honest column; as it was; he made
only a paragraph, which, ngvel~theless,
contains two or three curious facts.
Larone weighed 210 pounds when he
left camp; -when' he crawled back,
more than seven weeks later, his Wélg}}t
was less than 140. -As a rule, his
meals consisted of berries and bark,
but on one occasion he caught a porcu-
pine, the flesh of which provided him
with food for four days. A }'ortmght
before the time of his wanderings was
fulfilled he heard the whistle of the
logging engine between the false and
the true dawn, summoning the team-
sters to their first duty. ‘There was
no mneed, he thought, to economise his
strength; he would be home at 'break
fast. But as he ran blindly in the
direction of the sound he stumbled :}ud
fell: and though he soon came to lim-
self, it was a full week before he agalr:
distinguished that mechanical sound
among the living noises of the. awaken-
ing woodlands. In the last few days,
when he was-crawling through the in-
extricabilis of underbrush and brule, he
saw many wild animals, more than he
had ever seen in his life before, an,d
some of them passed within arms
length. Supposing that these were
realities and not the creatures of his
sick imagination, we may bgl_leve that
the wolves and bears inhabiting those
forests knew that he was too weak to
harm them. Such is the skeleton of
Larone’s story. It would not be diffi-
cult for one well acquainted with
forest life to use it as a plot for a
somewhat gruesome tale. The twi-
light gleams of the many-(;olored Cana-
dian forest, with its drapings of grev
moss, are apt to impress the wanderer—
“you feel the weight of the darkness
on the back of your neck,” said a Brit-
ish Columbian trapper—and it is seldom
indeed that a solitary man lost therein
ever finds his way back to his com-
panions’ watchfire, It is almost im-
possible to judge with accuracy the
quarter whence a sound comes, and"the
device which has saved so many lives
on the great plains, of signaling by
means of a “smudge” or smoke-fire—n
calm, bright weather the thick spire of
smoke rising therefrom may be seen 70
or 90 miles—is of course quite useless.
The most experienced backwoodsmen
never lose their fear of the forests,
Nature's most dangerous ambuscades.

As I was passing by the kitchen door
on that eventful morning I caught
sight of the giant (Lebrand is mnearly 6
feet high) chasing the pigmy around
the table, with knife in hand, and on
“murderous thoughts intent,”  Luckily
he was soon overpowered and safely
lodged in “chokee”’—the prison punish-
ment cells.

An accomplished linguist, Tebrand
was once attached to the Danish or
Swedish embassy; but owing to some
embroglio he left his country—possibly
for his country’s good—and got a com-
mission in the Ottoman army, during
the Russo-Turkish war. After the fall
of Plevna he was arrested as a spy,
but succeeded in breaking prison anc
eecaping to England, where, after some
fishy transactions, he set up as a “priv-
ate, detective.”

But
the loss of life is worse; and it is so
easy to bulid- fire proof—or, better, in-
combustible—houses, such as in
River Plate countries. The manner is

Home Office upon the subject.

Instead of acting immediately upon
the advice of the governor, who, being
on the spot -and knowing each member
of his staff personally, was well ac-
| quainted with the actual condition of
. affairs, the prison board sent two of
their members down to the prison, with
powers to make enquiries and -report
upon the truth or falsehood of the
charges made by the governor.

That gentleman was a man of high
moral principle; of unquestionable in-
tegrity, and of strong religious views—
qualities which, I suppose, are not in
keeping with the accepted tenets of
the “Prison Department.”

Anyhow, the appointed “delegates”
went down to the prison, but instead of
examining the witnesses prepared to
testify on oath 'to the truth of the
gevernor’s statements, they held private

statement (which was handed
to the judge) completely exonerating
Lis companion snd taking the entire re-
sponsibility upon his own shoulders!

This generous act resulted in his con-
federate’s acquittal, but, having pleaded
guilty and making the thing as hot as
he could for himself, he was sentenced
to ten years’ penal servitude—a terrible
punishment.

- Bnt
the thief made up his wind that he
would have that watch again, and on
his release from jail he once more
broke into the same house and again
j carried. off the family heirloom, along
{ with other valuables.

Three or four days later a report of
the robbery appeared in the Jocal
papers, and was read by -Adams, who
at the time was lodging in a first-class
hotel.

Appended to the account of the rob-
bery was a paragraph’ intimating that,
in consequence of her loss, Mrs. R—,
the owner of the property, was com-
pletely prostrated, snd was under
medical treatment. Adams had by this
time disposed of all the stolen goods,
including the watch, to. a well:known
“fence” in the town for the sum of £15.

Conde;nns the Box Drains and
Makes Important Re-
commendations.

The Medical Health Cficer and the
Sanitary Officer, at the last
meeting of the City Council, submitted
their reports for the year 1902. The
former states that the general health of
! the city is good. He expresses the be-
, lief that the numerous cases of diph-
! theria and scarlet fever are due, to a
large extent, to the box drain system.
Improvements to the isolation hospital
are recommended, as is also the pro-
viding of a medical ward at the rear
of the police station, to permit of prompt
,attention to emergency cases, Dr. Rob-
ertson favors, also, arranging for an
emergency ambulance to be placed at
the command of the police officials. He
states that every precaution is being
taken to prevent the introduction: here
of the dread bubonic¢ plague. The sani-
tary officer, Mr. Wilson joins Dr. Rob-
ertson in condemnation of the: box
drains. The reports of both officers are

as follows:

OFFICER,

His Worship the Mayor and Board of
Aldermen of the City of Victoria:—

Gentlemen,—I beg to submit the an-
nual report for the year 1902, g

The general health of the city during
the past 12 months has been good, there
being at no time a tendency to an out.
break or epidemic of coutagious or io-
fectious diseases. . 3

In all, there have been reported 83
cases of diphtheria, with three deaths,
and 48 vases of scarlet fever with a
mortality of nil.

Typhold fever has existed, but there
have been only a small number (un-
known), with mo deaths. ;

The other exanthemata have given no
trouble, and as medical men are rarely
called in, the number of cases cannot
be ascertained. .

We had only one case of smallpox,
but prompt measures checked the occur-
rence of further trouble, 2

Box-drains are still held responsible
in the great majority of cases of diph-
theria and scarlet fever, and it cannot
be too forcibly impressed upon your
honerable body the ever-present dangers
which are -liable to arigse from these
drains at any time; and it is to be
most strongly recommended that no
more wooden drains be laid into which
discharges from: kitehens, etc., might be
emptied. o

As yet no improvements in connection
with the isolation hospital have been
made, as suggested in my last year's
report; but it is to be hoped that the
work can be carried out upon the lines
indicated as soon as possible. When
there is now any crowding of patients,
necessitating the use of several build-
ings, the number of nurses required in-
volves the city in a great expense, and
I feel that with the completion of the
changes recommended the expense of
the city will be materially reduced.

The police station has for years been

cases, for the simple reason that the two
city hospitals are very much disinelined
to admit patients who would so much
disturb the peace and quietneds of the
other inmates, and the police station
possesses but the scantiest and most
primitive accommodation for these in-
ebriates. It has been suggested that a
medical ward be erected in the rear of
the station, in whieh all” cases requiring
medical attendance and nursing could
be placed. I consider the suggestion|
timely and valuable, for it would not!
only be a boon to many unfortunates,
but it would also very materially in-
crease the efficierey of th: police de-
partmont.

MACES AND CHAINS.

Interesting History of Some Used in
Canada.

called upon to shelter delirium tremens|TFrom Toronto 'World.

A few weeks ago, following the time-
homnored custom, the Ontario Government
forwarded to F. E. A. Evanturel, the
member for Prescott, the beautifully
carved and upholstered chair that he
was wont to occupy with so much grace
and dignity while speaker of the legis-
lature. It has already been Teplaced
by'one almost of. theéisame. design, and
it in turn will go to tlte mext gentleman

‘who prosides over the deliberations of

the House, when his term of office shall
have expired.

Since confederation seven members of
the‘ legislature, for a long or shorter
period, have had the distinguished honor
of being the first commoner of the pro-
vince, and as far as is known each one
has claimed and has been granted his
right to the speaker’s chair.

The names are as follows, and doubt-
Io.:sg the most cherished possession of
their families is the speaker’s chair;
Hon. John Stevens (Lennox), R. W.
Scott (Ottawa), now secretary of State
in the Dominion House: Hon. George
James iCurrie (Midland), Hon Rupert
Mears Wells (Sout Bruce), Charles
Clql'ko (Centre Bruce), now clerk of the
legislature; Jacob Baxter, Thomas Bal-
lantyne (South Perth), and the last
speaker Hon. Mr. Evanturel,

There is a little bit of interesting his-
tory, too, attached to maces that have
been used by the parliaments of Ontario
and of Upper Canada. These insignia
of authority—there have heen four of
them since th's part of British North
America has had a legislative body-
have had eventful careers. The first
mace was made of pine or some other
kind of wood, painted red and gilded,
and was first used by Governor Simcoe
Im opening the dirst parliament at .Ni-
agara. Later, when the seat of govern-
ment was moved to York, it was used for
a short time, and in 1813, when the
troops of the United States captured
and sacked the town, it became part of
;he spoils of war, and wow finds a rest-
ing place in the TUnited Staes Naval
Acnd«_nn.)_v at Annapolis, together with
a British ensign and a speaker’s wig,
captured at the same time.

After the American war another mace
was bought, but what has become of
it no one seems to know. The third
mace was a costly affair. It was pur-
chased at the time of the union of the
Canadas in 1845, at a cost of £500
sterling, and was a facsimile of the
one used in the British House of Com-
mons at the time. Three times it
narrowly escaped destruction by fire,
and at the time of the big riot in Mont-
real it also came within an ace of - be-
ing either lost or destroyed. At con-
federation it was taken to Ottawa, and
is now used in the House of ‘Commons
there.

The -fmposing-looking mace that Ser-
geant-at-arms, |Glackmeyer bpens fad
closes the House with was purchased
by the John 'Sanfield Macdonald govern-
ment, and cost $200.

‘He knew
his fighting generals and t.rusted them,
and his trust was never misplaced; and
if he is not the hawk-eyed bat.tle—chxef
that Wellington was, he is this much
the more, that he places his own men in
positions where they caunot lose, and
the enemy in positions where they can-
not win. Can any one ask for more?
Lord Kitchener enjoyed some marvel-
ous escapes in the Soudan; he never
geems to have had much thought for
his personal safety. “The Atbara was
