HOW THE ASSBASSIN IS REPORTED
TO FEEL.
——

The Jury Pind a Verdics Without Muaohk Trouble
~ Notés of the Olosing of the Trial—Breaking
the News to Mrs. Garfield.

WASHINGTON, Jam;, 26.—Judge Cox’s
charge to the jury yesterday swept away dil
the cobwebs which the lawyérs on_each
side had constructed. The jury would have
been ready to return five minutes after they
left the box if they had not thought it
more seemly to remain out a while longer.
Just before the assassin was brought down
again to the court-room he was told by the
guards that the jury had found a verdict of
“Quilty.” He was struck dumb. One of
the officers sald he couldn’t say anything.
‘“He was scarcd to death.” On the first
ballot, eleven votes wete cast for convic:
tion and one biank. This letter was given
by Heinleim,who wanted to be assured that
Guiteau bad said that the notoriety: he
would gain by killing the president wou 1d
increase the sale of his book. This was
proved to him and the next ballot shewed-
twelve votes—‘‘Guilty,” The t;ia; hasted
just seven days less than the ageny of Gar-
field. e
One of the jurors said last evening that
there never was a moment 'since the evi.’
dence was complete when the jurors were
not readv to render a verdict, - He did
not believe the argumentsof counsel made
any impressions one way or the other upon
the jurors. The jury, he said, had been ab-
solutely ignorant of the drift of publie opin-
ion during the trial: They had not beeh at
all impressed with the belief that Guiteau
was insane, the unanimous opini on
being that his insanity wasshammed.

at suicide. ~The prisoner stated : ‘I have
no fault to find with Scoville or Reed.

ON THE BOUNDARY.’
(RS S———. 1
Mr. Moredith Called $o Order—Ofvil War and
Treasen Threatémed—Mr. Mowat Prefers
Provincial Rignts to Confederdsion.

- A good deal of excitement characterized

the proceedings of the legislature yesterday.
Mr. Pardee effectually snswered! Mr, Mer-
rick’s speech, charging inconsistency o the

He' did not be-
lieve that Ontario had- been awarded amy
more territory than she should have, but
the parliament at Ottawa had to deal with
this from the stand point of the whole Do-
minion, and the people of Ontario wonld
not view the matter in a narrow light.
Ministerialists had been dealing with the
boundary award in amanner that was
most treasonable, in suggesting the use of
force. He was serions. After cross-firing,
he accused ministerislists of treason and:
trying to ereate civil war. The' liberals
were brankrupt in  primciple  and
polic and were mnow ftrying to
decide whether they would steal
the policy of their ' eopponents. He con-
cuded by movinz an amendment to the
third paragraph of the address respecting
the boundary award striking it ont regref-
ting the delay which had taken 'place in
confirming it, favoripg all lawfal and con-
stitutional means of obtaining its confirma-
tion, but opposing any which would be a
breach of ' the peace of the Dominion, and
regretting the delay on the part of the On-
tario Government in tsking the eourse open
to them of obtaining a settlement of the
question. ;

Mr. Sinclair (North Bruce) moved in
amendment to the amendment to restore
the original paragraph in the address struck
out by the amendment, -ap roving the
course which the government had taken in
the matter, expressing confidence in them
in regard to it, and promising to uphold
them in any steps which they might take
to uphold and enforce the award. :

Hon. Mr. Mowat had heard the noisest
speech from the opposition leader that he
had ever heard from him and it was because
there was mothing {for it but noise.” He
was deep in the confidence of his friends at
Ottawa, and he gave notice that if Ontario
tried to enfore her rights to the territory
civic war would be the result, that is that
the Dominion would make war on Ontario,
That was the notice he gave, He admitted
that the territory rightfully belonged. to
Ontario. Sir John Macdonald from 1857
on claimed much more, prima facie it be-
longed to Ontario. The government intend-
ed to assume authority and administer
justice in the territory. For three
{)ears they had been calling on the

ominion to make : some provisional
arrangement but Sir John Macdonald had
always refused. Ths territory was now

confederation but if eonfederation meant
that Ontario was to be deprived of one hun-

The committee de-
cided not to entertain the application.

A clause of the committee on worke re-
port, recommending the purchase of 1000
toise ‘'of stone, - led to considerable
discussion.  Alderman Hallam objected
to buying stone to be thrown into the mud.
