With great unanimity the consuls agree
lhlic?vw:nl condition must . act as a
powerful stimulus to emigration, In 1882
the emigration was 89,000, an increase of
10,000'over 1881, .and the present year, at
the lowest, it will certainly be over 100,000,
Seventy\four por cent of the persons leaving

last yesr were between ‘the aves of
15 and' 35, * 0f 47,000 males who emigrated
were ‘laborers and 3000 farmers,

As to whether the government guardians
of the poor or assistants are sending paupers
to the United Sfates, some diversity of
opinion exists, . Consul Burrows, ub-
lin, says there is no  such
practice in his district., Cousul Wood,
Belfast, knows of no organized effort for a
large deportation of suflerers or paupers to
thej United States. No doubt, he says,
many will find their way there by the aid
of friends and often in a measure by chari-
table funds, Consul Livermore, London-
derry, understands the government agents
with no great success are endeavoring to
induce the poor and lszy to emigrate,
Ecclss, at Sligo, says the poor law guardi-
ans schedulec out certain districts under
the emigration clauses of the land acty, and
in the Sligo union 600 spplications have
been made and in the western unions
consderably more. The bulk of these im-
m ts will go to the Uuited S:ates, They
will receive £7 each to cover the cost ot pas-
sage and outfit, This will leave about a
pound to each on his arrival, The guardi-
ans desire to emigrate those likely to be
in a state of chronic poverty at home,

Merritt says: ‘‘As to relieving Irish dis-
tress by cootributions from the United
States, which have always been so liberal,
the cnarges have been so frequent in the
past that much of this money has been used
for other pur puses that I suggest in the fu.
ture the utmost care be taken in choosing
-the channels throuzh which the charity is
to be administered,”

The consul at Cork says a story has been
current there that the potatoes sent to Ire
land by the Upited S'ates steamer Con-
s'ellation three years ago went begging for
somebody to eat them. They were not
thought as good as Irish potatoes, and
some were returned to (Jneenstown and ex-
ported to the United States. The consnl
says a high au'hority informed him there
was vo actual distress in the coast region,
This gentleman expressed indignation that
the people of the United Sta‘es in view
of the terribte Onio valley floods should be
called upon to minister to fictiticus distress
4a Ireland.

The consul at Belfast says no exccptional
distress appears to exist or is reported ex-
jsting among the people of thact distiict,
Cousul Bnrrows says as faf as his know-
Jedge extnds there has been very little un-
usual destitution in the vicinity of Dublin,
or in the cuunties directly westward across
Ireland.

The consular agent at Limerick reports
that as far as his knowledge and ¢xperience

oes, he does not believe au‘\)’ exceptional

istress prevails amno the laboring classs
of Limerick. lu the we'tern part of
county Clare be has good reasuns Lo Lelieve
the published accounts ot the distress and
destitution were not exageerated. The
consular sgent at Sligo writes that there's no
doubt real snd very great distress: exists
slong the western and northwestern seaboard
snd in some inland districte,

The consular agent at Waterford says
that no exceptional Jistress exists in Kil-
kenpy county, but the people are emigrat-
ing every day, and there is every prospect
of the number of emigrants increasing.

THE BIBLE SOCIEIY.

Dr. John Hall of New York Preaches th
Annual to an Overflowing Con
Lo

The annual sermon of the Bible society

was preached lasb-nightin the Jarvis street
baptist church by'Rev. Dr. John Hall of
New York. Thecllurch was filled to over-
flowing, and sermon was listened to
throughout sod earnest interest.
It could hardl, been the fame of the
preacher that drew together so large an su-
dience, for another New York preacher
hardly less famous than Dr. Hall addressed
sudiences of less than half the number in
theseme church a few nights ago, What
came the people out for to hear? Not a
discourse on creeds, or dogmas, or faiths,
or religions, Not a discourse about pro-
phecies or . revélations, None of thede
things ; but an orthodox sermon abont the
oldest and most orthodox of ali books—the
bible; . What other book in the whole
range of the world’s literature could have
drawn sach an audience, to hear an address
upon it ? But a reporter must not preach,
or moralize, or make sage reflections—not
that a reporter can’t, but because that is not
his business.
Dr. Hall has a hale look; a little past
middle age; with a beniznant face, and a
rich, sonorous voice, He does not tal .
actly like adl Irisbman, but he d i
cate hint that he once was one, No doubt
he was cunﬁht young, and much may be
made of an Irishman as well as of a Scotch
man—or of any other man for the nmatter
of that—if he is caught youog. The ser-
mon was based on the last verse of the 15th
chapter of Paul’s tirst letter to the Corin.
thians, and was an appesl to be steadfast in
the faith of the christian religion, to be un.
movable in relation to the forms of obedi.
ence to the divine will, and' to be alwa;
abounding in the work of the Lord, ’l'g:
evidences of the truths of christianity, the
preacher maintained, were accumulating
daily, and so its hold on the intellect of
man is daily growing stronger. There
never was so much reason for belief in the
bible and its records and truths and teach-
ings as in the present age, snd christians
are the men above all others who may
rightly claim to take broad views of
things They are the real liberals, the -
uine secularists, the true free thinkers
of the world. Nor are the forms in which
they are exhorted to be unmoveable of lit-
tle account. The safety ot life and prop-
erty depends on the forms ot jastice. The
pleasure and charm of the intercourse of
man with man depend upon obedience to
the forms of civility, he salute ot the
British flag at Yorktown two years ago by
United States soldiers was a form. In 1812
it would mean surrender, but in 1881 it
meant reconciliation, And so the right of
baptism and the communion of the Lord’s
supper are forms, but they are esséntial to
vital godliness, But work is essential also,
God means that his people should work; not
only to work now and then, but always;
not when it is conventional or fashionable,
but wkhether popular or unpopular, and
whether it pleases us or not,we are to abound
in it that He may be glorified, To abound
in bis work means going out of the way,
and tp suffer sacrifices if need be. And the
reason is that ye know your labor is not in
vain, How many things have men entered
into and their work came to naught? But
not so here, There will always results;
if not visible to man, visible, at all events,
to Him for whom the work is done.

The committee of fire and gas has always
been a sort of grab-bag for certain alder-
men.  They win their election on the
strength of promised patronage to their
“heelers” and followers, And when
clected they have to redeem their promises
ab any cost to the city’s welfare, When
vacancies oceur, good men are cast aside if
needs be and some faithful ward politician
or his nominee is pressed into a position for
which heis wholly unfitted, This state of
affairs is gradually growing worse, as the
records of the past few weeks will show,

The ratepayers of Toronto have to open
their eyes to the fact that their fire depart-
ment is on the brink of demoralization,
The question may be asked, what is the
remedy ? The remedy, we suggest, is a fire
department commission, The city police
force owes its efficiency, reliableness and
depertment to the police commissioners,
The police department would be a nice in-
stitution in the hands of a committee of the
city council. Montreal has tound this out
long ago. The people of that city are heav-
ily taxed to maintain their police depart-
ment ; but the only return they get is—
““clues,” The force is disorganized, inef.
ficient and is merely used for the private
parposes of the police committee, For
years the chairman of that committee sold
the contractor who made the police clothing
the cloth for that purpose,

The debate in the council  on
Mooday night on  the promotion
of Foreman Davis to the assistant chiefship
of the west end farnished plenty of food for
reflection,  Davis had been charged with
draokenness, cowardice and breach of the

Are vacaut houses not wantonly
destroyed ? Are the youth of both sexes
taught to be civil and decorous? Is great
improvement not possible—not desirable 7
If 80, there is no need that woman should be
called upon to assist in out-of-door legsla.

tion—in that which is at home she has
enough todo. Aud if woman—if the mo-.
thers of the country do their duaty there—it
is the testimony of leaders philokophic and
watlike from Sopbocles to Napoleon that
the chiefl work of legislation is performed,

And what of the court of Socisty ? Man
compared to woman, has indeed but fenble
controlling power there, Arc the dis-
honest and the dishonorable, the ingrate
and the profligate, the liar and. the slan<
derer, the vicious and the idle excluded, or
are they the tolerated, or even the cherished
visitors in a thousand homes ? If the latter,
woman has there s work more strennous, g
work more uselul, s work more within Ler
own peculiar sphere, than any sne coald
perform at the polls, were it even possible
that, without ivjury to hersclf, she could
engage in such public contests,

Anacute writer says :—** The unlikenes,
between men and women is radical and
essential. It runs through all the spheres,
Distinct as they are in bodily form and
teatures, they are quite as distisc: io mental
aud moral characte:istics, They neither
think, feel, purpose, will, nor sct alike,

They take the same views of nothing,
