THE APOSTLE OF ALBERT HALL.

Charles Watis Discusses the Relative
Events of Secularism and Christianity
Albert hall was crowded to the doors

last night when Chas. Watts lectured on

the ‘‘superiority of Secularism over Chris-
tianity.” In his remarks, J. Ick. Evans,
stated that Mr. Watts had chal Dr.

Sexton to meet him upon the same plat-
;form, but the Dr. had declined to accept
the challenge. From this they inferred
that the rev. gentleman did not think he
had the best side of the question.

Mr. Watts said that in discussing the
subject of the-lecture he would compare
the two systems, christianity and secular-
ism upon three points: their authority,
their teachings and their ivfluences.

Christianity bases its authority upon
Christ and the New Testament, But the
latter has been in existence 1800 years and
ignores the great tactors of human pro-
gress. The most of the atteranees of
Christ are beyond human comprehension,
and if he did teach anything there was
nothing of practical value in his instruétion.
His own di.c:'_})!u were unable to under-
stand it and Christ himself says he does
not wish them do so,

On the other hand secularism rests upon
experience and reason, To experience we
owe all the advantages of life. The bible
never told you how to stay the ravages of
the cholera, but ‘experience does. Our
reason has improved the bible in the past
fifty years, therefore our reason must be
superior to the bible, The teachings of
Christ would have no meaning unless our
ren’i‘aon intelrprebed them.

he bible holds that man is guil

through the sin of Adam, bug muE:uz
teaches that he is responsible for his own
actions only. The plan of salvation laid
down by Christ is absurd, for a man is
saved or lost according to the caprice of
His maker. Then comes the closing scene
of the tragedy of life—judgment day—
when mankind shall bs divided to two
classes, the one sent to hell, the other to
heaven. According to the teaching of
scripture no man in either class is responsi-
blel for his condition, but all is as God
wills,

The chief point of superiority of secular-
ism over christianity is this: the former
teaches man to do good, not for the fear of
God, but for the love of his fellow.

Iun conclusion the lecturer claimed that
before fifty years seeularism would be as
popular in the couniry as ehristianity.-

At the conclusicn of the lecture Richard
Reynolds took the platform and spoke for
about fifteen minutes. He announced that
next Wednesday evening he will reply to
the lecture in the orange hall on Chestnut
street, and accorded Mr. Watts an invita-
tion to be present, promising to give him
thirty minutes in which to reply.

Next Sunday morning a meeting of the
secular society will be held in the opera
house bleck, Mr. Watts giving an address.

'4'TRADE OUTRAGE AT THE G. T. R.
DEPOT.

The Mystery of the Mutilated Fire Hose
Cleared Up by Detectives.

One of the most dastardly attempts to
stab the rep and b standing
of a well- known mercantile institution in
this city has just been unravelled by de-
tectives specially employed for the work.
It will be remembered that the gutta

were awarded the contract from the city of
Toronto to furnish it with 5000 feet of
Maltese cross rubber fire hose. The order
was promptly filled by installments. On

New York factory. Of this amount 700

feet (the completion of the 5000 foot con-
tract with the city) was sent to the
care of Chief Ardagh of the fire
department, while and 200 feet
respectively were sent to the corporations
of Harriston and Almonte. The goods
were forwarded in the regular way, and
on being tested by the servants of the re-
spective owners 1t was discovered that they
had been very cleverly tampered with.
Readers of The World will easily remember
the expose made of the attack on the To-
ronto goods. Every one of the 50-foot
lengths of the 700 feet was skilfully punc-
tured at intervals with a sharp-pointed
awl. To the eye of such an expert as ex-
Ald. J, B. Boustead it was easily percep-
tible that the-dastardly work was per-
formed by one who understood his busi-
ness. As stated above, the Almonte and
Harriston shipments were found ia a similar
mutilated condition. The manager of the
Toronto house, Mr. T. Mcliroy, jr., at
once employed the services of skilful de-
tectives, whose labors have just been re-
warded by tracking home: the guilty
authors of the outrage. It was learned
beyond the shadow of a doubt that
between the dates of May 1 and 4 last the

rson in question entered the Grand
ank freight shed and under the plea of
looking for his own goods “‘located” his
successful rival's consignment, produced
his little instrument of destruction and
executed his despicable work. Although
he was unobserved in the actual commissicn
of the act, yet from statements made
by checkers and others at the depot there
can be little Teasonable doubt as to the
identity of the party. He was never seen
in the depot before nor since the time that
the mutilated hose remained there, viz,
from May 1 to 4. The detectives alse dis-
covered that the person in question visited
the rubber works now being erected at
Parkdale on the nights of June 23 and 29
last, and made several suspicious surveys
of the buildings. As the detectives have
their eye on this person, it would be well
for him to take this hint. From these and
the other movements mentioned there
can be very little doubt that the per-
son who Eerformed the decidedly under-
band work was a rival of Mr. Mcliroy,
who carries on business not over
a huudred miles from the
depot where the outrage was committed.
And why was it committed ? ‘Parely and
simply because he was disappointed and
outgeneraled in securing several contracts
awarded to Mr. M:liroy.

The Cattle Trade.

It appears to be a fact settled that the
cattle export trade has not generally been
a paying one of late for Canadian operat-
ors. A very few have perhaps held their
own, but the majority have either worked
for nothing or made actual losses. Mr.
Fawecett, the western private banker who
suspended recently, attributes his embar-
rassment principally to the duliness of the
cattle trade, in which his various agencies
were largely interested. This throws
light upon the circumstance of consider-
able losses, or at all events, delays of pay-
ments occurring at points where ordinary
commercial liabilities could not have been
very | heavy., He says that many cattle
dealers have bsen unable to dispose of
their stock at remunerative prices. Others
have kept their cattle over from the spring,
thinking that better figures could be ob-
tained for them this fall, but shipments to
England have not proved as successful as
anticipated, arid his agencies have not been
able to collect.

He adds that there has been dullness all
over, in business generally, and puts in the
reminder that, although the year’s harvest
is a good one, farmers have not yet rea-
lized on it to any extent. All this allowed
for, however,the information now before the
public as to the cattie trade suggests that
buyers going round the country have been
too eager, and that they must have been
payiog the farmers higher prices for cat-
tle than the markets would warrant.

The Ship of the Future.

Last week the America, the latest addi-
tiop to the Curard fleet was launched on
the Clyde-from the shipyard of John
Elder & Co., who entertained a distin-
guished party at luncheon on the oc-
casion. In the course of his speech, Mr,
Pearce, a member of the firm, said that
the ship of the future for the passenger
business would. carry no heavy freight.
Vessels would yet be built to carry pas-
sengers only, and the traffic would be di-
vided just as it is on railways now, which
have their passenger trainsand their freight
trains. ‘‘We have no right,” said Mr.

The Mowat procession was a big one, al-
though. the political arithmeticians are not
agreed as to how big exactly it was. But
it was nothing to the procession of ice-
bergs that commenced sailing past St.
John’s, Newfoundland, less than two
weeks ago. At times as many as sixty or
seventy of these glittering and dangerous
monsters from the frozen north could be
seen at once, slowly drifting towards the
warm southern waters. The Montreal
Gazette’s Newfoundland correspondent
says: ‘‘The oldest inhabitant” does not
remember anything approaching to the ice
phenomena of this year. In ordinary
years, a few icebergs are seen after Aug.
1. But now we have a huge fleet of them
gailing past in the middle of September
and chilling our atmosphere, Since the
beginning of February a stream of ice-
bergs and floes has been passing at inter-
vals, Some great ice movement must have
occurred in the arctic regions of an unus-
ual character to cause such an abnormal
disgorgement, and call into existen®e the
vast ice-argosies of the last seven months,
As a consequence, the supply of the next
few years may be comparatively small,
and we may have but few of these mighty
wanderers of the deep, the arctic ware-
houses being temporarily exhausted.
