SCOTCH RAILROAD OUTRAGES.

Attempt to Derail a Train—Stone Trowing 
—Trouble with Reporters. 

Glasgow, Jan. 89.—The strikers seem to 
have resolved to continue their policy of 
railroad outrages. At Greenock yes­
terday a passenger train happily crossed 
safely over a chain which bad been twisted 
around the rails. The train and passengers 
were entiiely uninjured.

Stone throwing continues in spite of the 
police protection afforded to the companies, 
and an additional number of engineers and 
firemen have been injured by this bombard­
ment upon the part of the strikers. The 
railroad companies have offered rewards for 
the apprehension and conviction of any per- 
sqn found throwing atones at tbe trains, but 
there have been but few arrests made in con­
sequence.

The strikers’ orators recently, apparently 
discontented with the views the newspapers 
take of the strike, have been villifying the 
reporters of the Glasgow newspapers. The 
result is that the newspapei-s of this city 
have agreed not to report any future meet­
ings which the strikers may bold.

The great railroad strike has collapsed and 
the leaders of the strikers are treating with 
the officials of the companies.

MILITARY RIOT IN JAMAICA.

Soldiers Attack the Constabulary Station 
and Fc^cemen and Are Badly Beaten.

Mat­
ters got so serious and the besieged 
constables were getting so badly hurt that at 
last it was deemed advisable to sound the 
fire alarmi,jsud so bring out the reserve of 
constabulary in the Suttonjkreet station.

The arrival of the ex|ra policemen was 
greeted by a very heavy shower of stones, 
one of which foiled Inspector Wadderburn, 
while another which struck* him on the head 
w hen rising nearly knocked him senseless. 
Only the timely arrival bf a strong picket 
from camp under the conpnand of several 
officers put an end to hostilities and un­
doubtedly saved the lives of the policemen. 
The large”force of soldiers prevented the cap­
ture of any of their number save one, who 
was run down to Sutton-styeot station with 
tbe handcuffs on. Fully two dozen constables 
Were so badly injured that they had to be 
dent to the hospital, and a civilian who went 
to the assistance of the constabulary had one 
side of bis nose torn away by a brick which 
was thrown at him.

~A highly important, although informal con­
ference was held this morning at the resid­
ence of Secretary Blaine between the Sec­
retary of State, Chairman Hitt, of the 
House Committee on Foreign Relations, Mr. 
Blaine’s supporter and right hand man in 
Congress, and the Hon. Edward Farrer, 
editor of The Toronto Globe and one of 
the laymen leaders of the Liberal party in 
Canada.

The conference was important as being 
the first of a series of informal talks with 
Secretary Blaine upon the question of Cana­
dian reciprocity, which Mr. Farrer has 

Washington to obtain. He was in­
troduced to Secretary Blaine by Mr. Hitt, f 
who, of course, is heartily in accord with 
Mr. Farrer’s scheme of reciprocity.

Mr. Farrer’s visit has peculiar significance 
at this time, in view of the statement which 
is current that the Canadian Parliament is 
to be dissolved in the latter part of this 
week and the administration is to go before 
the country at the March elections upon the 
question of reciprocity with the United 
States.

Mr. Farrar’s visit is believed to be for the 
purpose of obtaining assurances from party 
leaders fn this country of the possibility of 
reciprocity being acceptable to the United 
States at this time, which assurances he 
wishes to communicate to his colleagues in 
the Liberal party of Canada at the coming 
hustings. Considerable quiet missionary 
work is being done among members of the 
House in favor of Mr. Hitt’s Canadian reci­
procity amendment now pending in the 
House, with the view of establishing a senti­
ment favorable to it before the matter is 
brought up.for consideration.

Text oft Mr. Hitt’s Resolution.
This resolution is as follows:
“That whenever it shall be duly certified to the 

President of the United States that the Govern­
ment of the Dominion of Canada has declared s 
desire to establish commercial union with the

Of course, if it could be made to appear to the 
committee, and through the committee to Con­
gress. that annexation was likely to be promoted 
by a total want of action in the direction of 
better relations between the two countries, the 
chances of the Liberal party would be greatly 
diminished, and it is surmised that Sir John 
Macdonald, or some of his ministerial leàders, are 
really behind this movement to defeat the Liberal 
party even before it goes to the polls, by showing 
the utter impossibility of reciprocity in the Con­
gress of the United States.

Treaty Obstacles to Federation. ,
The agitation for the removal in the 

commercial treaties with Belgium and 
Germany of the clause which restrains 
Great Britain and her colonies and depen­
dencies from according any fiscal advantage 
to British goods over those of these two 
countries (a restriction which, under the 
most favored nation clause in other treaties, 
extends to all other nations) has gamed great 
strength during the past year. The league 
in England is now making formal repre­
sentations to the Board of Trade Commercial 
Treaties Committee, at present sitting with 
regard -so the matter, and we also under­
stand that the Dominion Government is 
urging that notice be givey to abrogate tne 
objectionable stimulations. It is to be 
hoped that these eiïorts will be crowned with 
success, as the existence of these clauses is an 
unwarrantable restriction on the freedom of 
action in commercial matters of Canada and 
the rest of the empire, and is further an ob­
stacle to the adoption of such a trade policy 
as tne interests of the empire may render 
needful.

For the fiscalymtr 1886-9 Jhevalue 
of goods entered at Ontario ports was 
and Toronto’s share was $19,187,844, or 4M* per 
cent, of the whole.

The Council Must Be Watched.
If our city desires to maintain her com­

mercial pre-eminence, and to overtake her 
great rival down by the 8t Lawrence, it is of 
the first consequence that we Should attend to

They came, they made a carefnl survey, 
they took accurate measurements, they took no­
body’s word, they went back to Washington, and 
in their report to the Secretary of the Navy they 
say that there are 050,000,000 tons of ore in sight,

The value 
ofl the nickel, computed at 50 cents per pound, 
which is less than the current rate, reaches the 
great sum of $16,250,000,080, or as much as the 
value of ail the agricultural products of this pro­
vince for a hundred years, on the present scale 
of production. The proportion of cooper in the 
ore is usually higher than the nickel By some it 
is placed at frore per cent., but estimated at 4U 
per cent, the 650,000,000 tons of ore would yield 
29,000,000 tons of copper, worth at the current 
price $8,700,000,000. Add the computed value of 
nickel and we have $25,000,000,000 in round num- 
bers.a sum large enough to pay the public debt of 
this Dominion a hundred times over.

Smelting Works In Toronto.
Now, I am frank enough to say that my chief 

object in referring to this mineral wealth of 
Ontario is to awaken an interest in the industry 
in this city of Toronto. Refining works will be 

tablished somewhere, and nickel-steel works 
„jll be established somewhere. Why not in the 
city of Toronto? We can bring the material here 
from the furnaces at Sudbury. We can bring iron 
ore of fine quality from Peterboro, Hastings and 
Haliburton. We can bring coke, bv water from 
ports on Lake Erie or by rail direct from Pennsyl­
vania. And we have any quantity of waste land on 
the east shore of the bay. where furnaceptand refin­
ing works could be erected with capacity to sup­
ply Europe and America with nickel and nickel- 
steel. Experiments recently carried on at Pitts­
burg and elsewhere have conclusively shown that 
the industry has an assured future. Some place 
will become the seat of It, and why not the chief 
city of the province which produces the raw 
material? It will employ capital and skilled 
labor possibly beyond any industry now estab­
lished in Canada, and wherever it may be suc­
cessfully set up it cannot fail to become the 
parent of other industries. And so I say to the

theThe Result of the McKinley Bill. 
Referring to trade interchange the presi­

dent said:
Our chief business must be with Britain and 

the United States, and we should on that and 
on every account be good friends with both. 
Because the States are nearest us, it might be 
assumed that they would be our best customers; 
but Inasmuch as interchange te usually most 
profitable when it takes place between countries 
which differ largely as to their products and re­
quirements, it seems to me that Britain’s custom 
fcllkely to be even better. That would be the 

if we had unrestricted reciprocity with both. 
It to much more likely to te the case when the 
one is doing all It can to dig trench# and build 
walls between itself and the rest of the world, 
and the other is doing all It can to 
build bridges between itself and the rest 
of the world. Bat the McKinley tariff 
brings us face to face, not with a theory on which 
there might be difference of opinion, but with a 
fact on which we can agree. The effect of. that 
tariff, as long as its operation continues, must be 
to reduce the volume, and still more the value, 
of the trade between Canada and the States; and 
everyone will admit that it, to our present duty 
to consider what steps should be taken to develop 
trade in other quarters to make up for this cer­
tain reduction in the nearest quarter. Hie Gov­
ernment to considering tbu subject, and its Fin­
ance Minister to, I understand, proposing to the 
Wret India colonies that they should make differ­
ential duties in our favor, in exchange for a re 
duced scale of duties on sugars, which are their 
Chief product. We would all favor a commercial 

ty on some such quid pro quo basis. Even 
Free Traders in Britain favored Uobdên’a com­
mercial treaty between Britain and France, on the 
basis of “one thing for another,” and the certain­
ty of its enlarging the trade of the two 
tries. We believe that such a treaty would, in 
present circumstances, stimulate trade and com­
merce between Canada and the West Indies, and 
everyone who admits that must also admit that a 
commercial treaty between Canada and Britain 
would be a hundred times more beneficial to u 
Why then should we not try for the dollar paths. 
than for the cent, or for the dollar and the ceer 
instead of the cent only ? If there is no argument 
of principle against such a treaty in the one casnt 
tBerecanbenone in the other. The existine, 
treaties with Belgium and Germany forbid it, bug 
these, I think, are subject to revision this yeart 
and a movement is ««ready on foot in Britain to 
-have them revised accordingly. The foregoing 
being agreed to, the next question is, who should 
t-ftjrg the initiative in bringing about a commer­
cial treaty between Canada and Britain? Evi­
dently Canada, not only because we adinit -that 
there are threatened gaps in our trade which 
must be made good, but because commercial 
treaties are mote in accord with our trade policy 
than with that of the Mother Country. 
I think that both parties, Canada and 
Britain, are prepared to consider the ques­
tion now, because both understand better 
than ever before the position of the other. Bri­
tain knows that we must raise a revepue, and 
that we can raise It only by taxing-imports, 
know s also that, herself excepted, every other 
country in the world, the Colonies included, is ae- 
cept.ing the principle of the McKinley tariff, if not 
it* details. Lord Salisbury admitted

Paris, Jan. 38,—There is 
dtement in the township of South Dumfries 
over the circumstances surrounding the 
death of Robert C. Wilson, a prosperous 
farmer, whose body was found in his cistern 
on Saturday last. Hé was 61 years of age 
and unmarried. He owned a farm of 126 
acres, and had living with him a nephew and 
niece, Archibald and MaryMcEwen. Last week 
he sold the farm to his brother, Ogden Wilson, 
who recently returned from British Colum­
bia. On Thursday night about 8 o'clock 
Ogden Wilson took a lawyer out to the farm 
and the deeds were made out. The following 
day he again took the lawyer to the farm 
and Robert Wilson made tiis will, leaving 
830UO each to his nephew and niece, $1500 to 
Ogden Wilson and the balance to his brother 
in Detroit and his sister, Mrs. Hunt, of Ayr.

Ogden Wilson moved part of his furniture 
into the house on Saturday, and had dinner 
there with his nephew and niece. Robert 
Wilson was missed for some hours,
and it was supposed that he had gone to 
Paris with some neighbor passing by. In the 
cellar of the new house there is a cistern, 
which contains about three feet of water, 
with a nump projecting from the tank. 
About 4 o’clock in the afternoen Ogden went 
into the cellar to get gome water. The 
needed priming. He put the pail down into 
the cistern to get some water for this pur­
pose when it struck against something soft 
He returned above and-reported the circum­
stance, and the nephew went down to in­
vestigate. He soon came back and said his 
uncle Robert was in the tank. The cellar 
was quite dark, and nothing could be dis­
tinguished in the tank by looking into it 
They then all proceeded Into the cellar and 
recovered the body. These are the facts as 
to the finding of the body, as related by the 
brother and nephew ana niece. Coroner 
Kerr of Brantford ordered a post-mortem 
examination, and an inquiry was held. 
Owing to the peculiar circumstances sur- 

tiing the case, the jury decided that fur­
ther investigation should be made, and or­
dered that the stomach, liver and kidneys 
should be sent to Toronto to be examined, 
which has been done. The inquest wae ad­
journed until Feb. 8, pending the result of 
this examination.

tendance. Mr. W. Hamilton Merritt, chair­
man of the section, read an interesting and 
exhaustive paper on the “Manufacture of 
Iron and Steel in Ontario.”

He denied that the iron ores of the United 
States were becoming exhAusted and there­
fore the statement that they must 
ores was misleading, “for it take* us away 
from the great question of developing and 
utilizing our own Iron ores. Year succeeds 
year," he continued, “and still we remain 
content with a half-hearted iron policy and 
Import our iron and steel from England or 
the United States, save a very small propor­
tion, which :ie manufactured in Nova 
Scotia.” He said that in the United States 
.67 of a ton of pig iron per capita of popula­
tion was produced; in Canada the proportion 
was .005 per capita or in the UnitetPStatee 
each person has 184 times as much 

iron manufactured for him in 
own country than he would 

have if be lived in Canada He held that 
Canada's greatest deficiency lies in not pro­
ducing her own iron and steel No nation in 
the world ever amounted to anything which 
did not do so.

To the Question, “Have we the material to 
make iron and steel f" he said there is no 
question about the quality of iron ore avail­
able. The considerable quantities of ore pro­
duced in the past in Eastern Ontario and 
many other sources left no doubt that 
the supply of good ore would be 
forthcoming. With regard to fuel, 
he said there was no more favor­
ably situated district for charcoal iron 
smelting in North America than Eastern 
Ontario. “With regard to coke, let me point 
out that the Illinois Steel Company of Chi­
cago turned out last year the largest output 
of street rails of any firm in the United 
States, nearly a million tons. We should 
not have to bring our coke and ore so far to 
works—eay in Toronto."

Touching ou the question of markets be 
said: “I merely allude to the home market 
For what foreign demand might spring up 
for a superior grade of nickel-steel, did we 
make it, I shall not attempt to predict The 
fact that I previously pointed out that a man 
living south of the 48th parallel has pro­
duced for him in his own country 
134 times as much pig iron as if he were lo­
cated to the north of said line,seems to prove 
tame that there is a great deficiency that 
can be legitimately made np by smelting and 
manufacture,'T that the average Canadian is 
lower in the scale of civilisation than I be­
lieve him to be. I think, if the matter were 
thoroughly investigated, that a Canadian 
uses per capita as much iron as an inhabi­
tant of the United States, ” He repudiated 
the statement that one blast furnace could 
supply all the needs ot Canada, and 
quoted the evidence of J. H. Bartlett 
given before the Ontario Mining Commission, 
which showed that it would require 16 blast 
furnaces to provide for the Canadian m&r-
