Washington, May 7.—Representatives

York. Several conferences have been had 
with the senator, during which the barley 
tariff has been discussed.

The New York brewers draw their sup­
plies of barley Uom the great crops qf 
Canada, and with a nominal duty the 
eastern men have a prospect of command­
ing the brewery business of the country, 
but the western interests, particularly those 
centered atfMilwaukee, St. Louis and Cin­
cinnati, draw their supplies mainly from 
American farmers, and can get along without 
the low duty barleys of Canada. With the 
Canadian crop kept out by a high duty the 
westerners have a prospect of commanding 
the market. The Western men were well 
satisfied with the high rate of 40 per cent, 
fixed in the Senate bill, but now the East­
ern men are at work to bring the rate {U

Death of a Mnn who Was Arrested In 
Toronto—Swindled Canadians 

Ont of Thousands.
There died in Chicago Sunday in the 

person of John Fleming a man whose name 
was well known in the early ’80’s.

Time was when for a brief period John 
Fleming’s name was in everybody’s mouth. 
If was in connection with Hie speculative 
firm known as Fleming & Merriam, and 
then as the operators of “Fund W,” as big 
a scheme in its way as was the South Sea 
Bubble, to which at the time it was often 
likened, and which numbered scores of vic­
tim! in Toronto and other cities.

Fleming was born in Canada and re­
moved to Chicago, where with Frank 
Loriog and a man named Miller, he organ­
ized a bucket shop scheme, which after­
ward developed into what was knorçn as 
“Fund W.”

The firm name was Loring & Merriam. 
John Fleming was ostensibly the manager 
and head of the firm. He met and looked, 
after the country customers that came in. 
From a legitimate backet shop the scheme 
was shifted to what became afterward 
famous as the “Fund W” deal. The latter 
scheme Was in brief tounass the funds of all 
customers, and invest the amount as a 
whole, dividing the profits pro rata. They 
paid some dividends and <&bat brought in 
more customers. Whether they actually 
invested any of the fonds is doubtful. 
Whenever a country customer made a re­
mittance in a short time they would send 
back a portion of it, stating that the in­
vestment had been successful, which usual­
ly brought increased business from that 
person and others in the town in which he 
lived. Their intention undoubtedly was to 
make a big hauleby securing as much cash 
as possible to handle and then announce 
that all had gone down jn a losing venture. 
The operations ot the Fund W gang lasted 
about six months, when they were brought 
to an abrupt close upon the charge of using 
the mails for fraudulent purposes. Fleming 
went to Canada. About a year after his 
flight he wus-arrealed in Toronto, where he 
was engaged in trâde of some kind—a 
butcher shop—and with little or#no money. 
He was taken back to Chicago and sen­
tenced to a year’s imprisonment.

It was the general talk at the time that 
anywhere from $50,000 to $200,000 was 
cleared by the parties in the deal, and some 
of the papers claimed that the firm got 
away with a cool half million.

Mrs. Evans told exactly the same story as 
she did to Mr. Murdoch. % j

Why did you not give your husband his 
medicine?-t-A. Because I do not like to give 
anyone medicine.

Mr. Murdoch ob­
jected aud His Lordship again sharply re­
minded Mr. Murdoch who was running the 
court.

When Mr. Murdoch got through with 
M/s. Evans His Lordship breathed a sigh of 
relief and said that the evidence should 
have been through long before.

“Does that close the case for the defend­
ant Lottie Evans?” inquired His Lordship.

“I cannot just say,” said Mr. Murdoch. 
“Sonpe witnesses were subpoenaed who are 
not present”

“But you must get on at once or close 
your case.”

“Your Lordship cannot make me say 
anything that I will not say.” There were 
some more sharp words and then Mr. Mur­
doch called Charles Pegg.

Ie There a Family Compact ?
Editor World: The public of On­

tario are strongly impressed 
the Mow at Government, which has
existed so long in Ontario, has been 
entirely too fond of concentrating offices in 
its power. The old family compact which 
the old Reformers struggled against and 
finally ove^fnrew through the aid of Lord 
Durham’s report and the aid of Robert 
Baldwin in 1841 had the great evil of con­
centrating all offices in itself, from sheriffs, 
registrars, commissioners, even down to the 
lowest bailiffs in courts. It appointed all 
magistrates in the quarter sessions, county 
court judges and every officer in the di­
vision courts, allowing no patronage to any 
other party but itself. The people thought 
it most intolerable, and, as is well known, 
some of them were forced to rise against 
the system ih arms.

Nothing is so intolerable as this Cabinet 
aristocracy in a country. Now the ques­
tion is have we not too much family com- 
pactism in the Mowat Government? I 
mean among his close Liberal friends.

Even the control of all the division court 
officers, license commissioners and especial­
ly registrars, sheriffs and inspectors has 
been taken possession of for many years by 
Mr. Mowat’s Cabinet. The Patrons have 
lately made a great outcry against such a 
system, and Mr. Mowat has commenced to 
reform it. Another thing the people do 
not like in his Cabinet is the tendency to 
yield to Roman Catholic influences. Had 
Separate schools and the Confederation 
Act been left as originally enacted by the 
North American Act it would have been 
bad enough. The people generally of all 
parties are opposed to Separate* schools in 
Ontario, because they tend to distract and 
divide the people.

The old family compact of 1837 and prior 
to it had universal power over all offices. 
Now look at our Ontario House of As­
sembly. There are 92 members, of which 
about 30 are in the Opposition. How many 
of the balance, say 60, in the House of Aç-

mblv, are looking for office, expecting it, 
apart from his Cabinet of six members?

Look how many persons have been ap­
pointed from this House of Assembly dur­
ing the past 10 or 15 years to public offices 
by the Mowat Government—the sheriff- 
ships, registrarships, inspectorships and 
other fat offices. Can such an As­
sembly be true and independent where 
a Cabinet has such a tendency to 
appoint to office, and is this not as bad as 
the old family compact in many respects? 
Ontario is full of county court judges who 
are supposed to be impartial geutlem'xh. 
Why was the power taken from them to 
appoint their bailiffs and clerks by Mr. 
Mowat? Would the judges not hasre been 
the best persons to have chosen their own 
officers? The old family compact used to 
say: We, the executive power cf Toronto, 
know whom best to appoint through­
out the country, and thus often 
controlled the House of Assembly. Is 
the same reason not resorted to at 
present by the six cabinet ministers of Mr. 
Mowat?; It must not be supposed tfiat I 
approve of concentration of offices by the 
Ottawa Government, I condemn misgov- 
ernment everywhere as , an independent 
politician. I believe it not well to leave 
any cabinet too long in office. Look at the 
legislation of the past session and consider 
the dishonest manner in which Mr. Conmee 
was allowed to bring in the power to vote 
in separate schools. Why did not Mr. 
Mewat’s Government bring that bill in if it 
was proper to do eo? Consider the manner 
in which his favorites have been appointed 
to offices about Osgoode Hall and in the 
family of Sir Richard Cartwright. How 
many offices has Mr. John Winchester of 
Osgoode Hall held? and Mr. Scott, the Ex­
aminer of Titles? Have the inspectors of 
registry offices done their duty? Jji so, 
why are such things as this Peterboro abuse 
allowed? Now I *im not for the present 
going to enlarge this letter.

Organized Outlaws Terrorize a Section of 
Fennyslvanta — 300- Murders and 

Two Millions Damage.
Port Richmond, Pa., May 7.—For a 

long period lawlessness has prevailed in the 
Wyoming coal fields, and hardly a week has 
passed since J an nary that a crime of a heinogs 
character hai not been committed. Within 
the last three months crime has been on the 
iuerease, and Captain Whalen, chief of the 
detective department, states that 35 mys­
terious and brutal assaults have been com­
mitted, besides other atrocious deeds.

In every instance the crimes have been 
traced to Hungarians and Slavonians, who 
have managed to escape. Entire communi­
ties have been terrorized by members of an 
oath-bound organization, whose influence 
appears to reach from the anthracite coal 
regions of Northern Pennsylvania to the 
boundary of Central Pennsylvania and 
west of the Alleghany Mountains to the 
coke country.

I The criminal record of the sections of the 
state enumerated. shows that during the 
last year over 200 murdera have been per­
petrated and but seven /of the murderers 
apprehended. The same body of organized 
outlaws committing these crimes has also 
been guilty of the wholesale destruction of 
property, and the value alone of the coal- 
breakers and other mine works destroyed 
in the anthracite country amounts to 
nearly $2,000,000. So great has been out­
lawry within a recent period that the authori­
ties have determined to adopt more reso­
lute measures to apprehend the law-break­
ers.

Wild flower,, which rescued the disabled 
North German Lloyd steamer Ems with 
neatly 500 souls aboard in mid-ocean on 
March 27. and to>wed the big liner to Faval, 
arrived at this port to day from Bordeaux. 
The story of the rescue as told by Capt. 
Livingston of the Wildflower is thrilling 
throughout and depicts the heroism of the 
master in saving the ship under decidedly 
adverse circumstances.

The Wildflower left Cape Henlopen 
Match Ht On March 26 she passed a 
number of icebergs. The Ems was sighted 
the next morning in the trough of a 
heavy cross sea, and was firing guns 
and flying signals of distress. Captain 
Livingston lowered the only boat left on his 
vessel and, after placing the chief officer in 
command and picking a crew, sent the frail 
craft on its errand of mercy. After u lonj 
and tedious struggle the Ems was reachec 
and the chief officer was greeted as one 
from Heaven. When the Wildftower’s 
chief officer returned and reported that the 
Ems was leaking badly and to 
leave her meant certain death to those 
on board,' Captgin Livingston promptly 
decided to risk everything in an effort to 
tow the ship to a haven of safety. It re­
quired delicate and skilful maoœuvering to 
work the Wildflower about in such heavy 
seas in a thick fag and so close to the Ems, 
but after four hours of patient toil the 
two hawsers were stretched between the 
vessels. When the Wildflower, with steam 
ull on, her funnel belching out great thick 
clouds of black smoke, forged ahead and 
the lines creaked under the fearful strain, 
the passengers ou the Ems sent up a 
mighty cheer. The greatest peril, how­
ever, had just begun, for there was immi­
nent risk of the lines fouling in the Wild- 
flower’s propeller and disabling her, loo, 
but. she forged ahead for Fayal.

The 
women embraced and kissed him in spite of 
his blushes and protests, and the passen­
gers cheered him till they grew too hoarse 
to cheer more, and then told him ovef^and 
over of their gratitude. When the people 
got off the Ems they crowded around the 
Wildflower in boats and cheered the officers 
and crew to the echo.

■ .Wcave explorers presented a ghastly 

spectacle as they were brought into the 
daylight, so weak from exhaustion that 
they were barely alive. The church bells 
of the village of the Lugloch ran out joyous 
peals, and the diver to whose efforts the 
rescue was due was carried on the shoulders 
of the villagers. Mrs. Fas hinge, one of the 
partv, gave premature birth to a child 
whilfe at the cave. Mrs. Sewer was driven 
mad from despair and fright.

Six of the seven persons who were in the 
cave have so far recovered that they are 
able to walk. They still had a small sup­
ply of bread and cheese when they were 
found and they also had a tew candles left. 
The prisoners heard the attempts to rescue 
them, but the slow progress the rescuers 
were making had made it seem certain that 
they would die before they could be reached 
and their anxiety and terror were intense. 
They were cheered by the noise of the ex­
plosion ot the dynamite blasts, but the 
shocks were so violent that they were in 
constant fear ^>f being killed by falling 
rocks.

Mr. Reid, who was received with loud 

applause, said he was disposed to apologize 
for appearing before them, as in the course 
of a few weeks they would have the oppor­
tunity of listening on the same topics from 
the leading statesmen of Australia. He 
explained that the proposed conference had 
been delayed longer than was expected, 
hence the lateness of his arrival.' The 
Aq?tralian colonies labored under a dis­
ability, as their constitution did not permit 
them to deal preferentially with any coun­
try. They felt, however, that the time 
haul coine when the various British, colon­
ies should act together and try and'develop 
intercolonial trade. He would like to see 
Australia, Canada, New Zealand and South 
Africa empowered to enter into trade 
treaties with each other. In bringing the 
matter before the British Government he* 
had been cordially seconded by Sir Charles 
Tupper. No Government calling itself 
Liberal could afford to look with indiffer­
ence upon an international movement like 
this. There should be increased facilities 
for steamship and mail service through the 
Dominion. When Mr. &|ackenzie Bowell 
visited Australia} he was heartily wel­
comed,' and his own cordial reception 
showed how strongly the commercial pub­
lic felt on this important;question.

The New Mail' service.
The Canadian Government proposed to 

build up a new mail service which ought 
to be supported by all Britishers. It. would 
Secure the receipt of mails in Australia one 
week earlier than under the present system. 
A rapid mail service would secure greatly 
increased passenger traffic through the Do­
minion. This meant the expenditure of 
larga amounts of money in the country. 
The present service via the Suez Canal 
would be menaced should a war break out 
—along the line of the proposed route 
there were no foreign powers to intervene.

A cable beneath the Pacific from 
Canada po Australia would cost £1,800,000; 
of this Gteat Britain had been asked to 
guarantee one-third, while Canada and 
Australasia would each be called on for 
another third. As London was built up by 
the trade of thé world and was the capital 
not of a kingdom but of an empire, the re­
quest was not unreasonable.

The speaker gave details as to the trade 
of Australia. Her commerce with the out­
side world amounted to £86,000,000; of 
this £69,000,000 was with Britain and Brit­
ish Colonies, showing that trade followed 
the f4g. The revenue of united Austra­
lia amounted to £31,000,000 ; of this 
£12,000,000 were railway receipts, so that 
the net receipts amounted to £19,000,000. 
The sheep, of the Australian colonies num­
bered 130,000,000. Since 1851, when gold

Lord Brassey, Earl Spencer and 
the other heads of the Admiralty, together 
with the naval and military officers, are 
arranging to give the flagship’s officers a 
welcome. They intend to honor Admiral 
Ehren and Captain Mahan with a public 
banquet in London.

The Daily Chronicle says; “Taking ad­
vantage of the opportunity thus unexpect­
edly occurring for offering a testimony of 
respect and regard for a great friendly na­
tion of our race, and to the navy which in a 
bappHy remote period, proved to be the 
most worthy opponents of our own ever 
encountered, it is intended, with the cordial 
co-operation of the First Lord of the Ad­
miralty ^nd others, to organize a public 
banquet in London to the American Ad­
miral and his officers.”

In Booth and -Central America Cause 
Uncle Sam Uneasiness.

Washington, May 7.—Disquieting news 
from Central America and South America 
have caused the Navy Department to assign 
several ships, to localities where American 
interests are endangered through prospec­
tive hostilities. On account of the revolution 
m Salvador the assignment of the gunboat 
Bennington to Behring Sea has Been changed, 
and to-day she was ordered tp;£foceed from 
San Francisco to the perturbed Central 
American republic, 
issued for the Cruiser New Y^rk to proceed 
from Kingston, Jamaica, t<* Colon, and 
the cruiser Charleston from Montevideo 
to Callao. The emergency which calls for 
the presence of the New York at Colon is 
the Bluefields affair, and the big cruiser 
will be kept there pending any serious re­
newal of the Mosquito coast trouble. The 
Charleston was originally assigned to the 
Pacific Naval Station, and left New York 
for that service soon after the Columbian 
naval review, but was delayed at Rio 
Janeiro until recently on Account ot the 
Brazilian revolution.

Her presence at Callao is not urgent, but 
the reports of dissatisfaction among the 
people on the west coast have decided the 
department to send her there as a safe­
guard.
