‘Walter Evans, Her Husband, and Charles
Pegg Also Examined—The Defence
Closes Its Case, After a Sitging Lasting
Uuntil Midnight—-The Sensational Trial
Nearing-Its End.

MM The fourth day and night of the trial of
Lottie Evans, Charles. Pegg and George
Osman for conspiracy to murder has passed
and the end 1s not yet.

The evidence for the defence. is all in,
His Lordship insisting upon the ‘case being
closed before the adjournment of court. He
succeeded, after sitting bngil the hands on

The crowd which- has all along watched
the progress of the evidence was, if pos-
sible, greater than ever yesterday. Up to
the time when the crier in his nasal tones
safig  his  justly  celebrated  little
song - commencing  with $* Oyez !
Oyez!” and - proclaimed that the
court would econvene at 9.30 this
morning there was not a seat to be had.
The listeners stood in the aisles, climbed
up the steps leading to the judge’s bench
and distributed themselves all over the
court ropm,

A fresh delegation of medical gentlemen,
who™ slung large variegated chunks of
language at the jury, were present
and in fine form. 'They brought
with them an extended vocabulary and
spoke of toxines, cerebro-spinal meningites,
tomane poisoning, hysteria, hysterio-
epilepsy, hydrophobia and tetanic convul-
sions in & manner peculiarly learned.

The evidence of the day was by far the
most interesting of the trial and  Walter
and Lbttie Evans said their say and Charles
Pegg was also examined. The prisonersall
looked well and both Mrs. Evans and Pegg
ware model witnesses. Much testimony
was given which contradicted the story of
Maggie Reid on different points.

The Intended Vietim Testities,

Walter Evans, with rings on his fingers,
a heavy gold cliain and pendant across his
véut, his reddish mustache. freshly curled,
stepped jauntily into the witness box. He
told of his sickness on Jan. 2. On that day’
he had been out hanting with John Lepper.
Before starting out Mr. KEvans fortified
himaelf for the chase with whisky, tea,
beer and some water. He ate some raw
oysters. About 5 o'clock they came back
with wet feet. The night before this he
and Lepper went to a dance at Queensville,
and when he got back about 2 o’clock
in the morning his wife was
waiting up for him. He did not remember
that Maggie Reid ever told him that his
wife had been locked in the parlor with
Pegg. é

*‘Do you remember having a little friend-
Iy scuffle with Maggie Reid?” asked Mr.
Murdoch, et :

“We did have a little scufile. I néver
had much to do with Maggie Reid.”

Life In Dakota, !

Evans told of how he went to Queens-
ville on one occasion and returned with
Pegg, John Lepper and a jug of whisky.
Exnmingn the question of the oysters he
said: .

‘“My wife dished ,hem out.

od ‘they were bitter. My, wife
{them, and told me not to eat them.. They
looked pink. I ate about half a dozen.
After my wife told me I should not eat
them I said I wonld eat them if they
When I felt sick Lottie came
to me and waited upon me. She gave me
whisky and salt and water. *In preparing
the oysters I put vinegar on them.”

Cails It a Conspiracy.

Evans described minutely the symptoms
of his illness to the jury. ' They varied
Jittle from: the statements of Dr. Howe.
Since the trialewitness has been living most
of the time with his sister, Margaret
Evans. His wife bought his ticket to To-
ronto when she was arrested, and gave him
all. her money. While she was in jail
she gave him the furniture in the hotel
and assigned an insurance policy to him,
and all this, Mr. Murdoch said, showed
that there had been a vile conspiracy fo
keep Mrs. Evans in jail.

Not Stryehmine, But Hysterin,

Irving H." Cameron, M.D.; professor of
chemical surgery at Toronto University,
and a member.of the staff of several city
hospitals, did not think that the evidence
was sufficient to. base a scientific opinion
upon. However, the doctor had formed a
conviction in his own mind that the disease
was hysteria. If the spasms had continued
for an hour the patient would probably have
died. If strychnine were put on oysters it
wdtld give them a decidedly’ bitter taste.
I Evans had taken strychnine he should
have tnlly recovered by Thursday morn-
ing at the latest. In strychnine the
stiffening of the jauws s the last
part of the attack.® As a general
rule cases of strychnine poisoning result
fatally within two to. three kours or -else
the patient would immediately recover.
There were several causes which might
have produced the same effects that were
noticed in ‘Evans’ case. Among the rea-’
sons which he adduced were cerebro-spinal
meningitis, toxine poisoning and the tak-
ing ot angostura batk. o
Stryohnﬂm win ﬁb: Dissoive on Oysters,

Dr. J. G. Gullen thought that the
symptoms were thoge of hysteria as much
as of strychnine or tetanus. He thought
they inclined more to hysteria. He had
tested strychnine on raw oysters. There
was no change ‘in color and the strychnia
woauld not dissolve. In his opinion the symp-
toms of hysteria and strychnine poisoning
were almost identical. The case was very
much the same as hysterio-epiplepsy and the
symptoms were all the same. In this case
Le would diagnose it _ps a species of
hysteria. He would thigk that Evans was
very liable to  hysteria. If the
dysters hed been diseased they ~might
have caused the illness. That would be
tomane poisoning. The medical man hadw
case of this kind in which the symptoms
Awere similar to those of Evans’. The same

Mrs. Evans Sticks to Her (Gans.

Mrs. Evans was the first witrdess called
after adjournment. Through the 'long
ordeal of her e¥smination and cross-ex-
amination- Mrs. Evans maintained an un-
shaken front. "She was by far the most
self-possessed and ready witness for the
defence so far. - Mr. Clute’s Yross-examina-
tion was a bitter one, but under it ail Mrs.
Evans never. wineed. Stinging questions
were ﬁung at her, and Mr. Ciate followed
up every interrogation in a manner to make
any woman yuail. Mrs. Evuns stuck to her
guns through all the hours ‘of stern cross-
questioning and all the attacks could not
break her down.

His Lordship refused to allow Mr. Mur-
doch’s attempt to contradict the testimony
of Maggie Reid on outside matiers.

What were your husband’s drinking
habits during last fall 2—A. He drank more
or less right along.

The Pink Oysters.

Did your husband eat anything before
he went hunting on Jan. 2?—A. Yes, he
ate some oysters at.about 12 o’clock. Both
Walter and I ate some.

Where did the oysters come from?—A.
Maggie Reid brought them in the house and
put them dowu the . cellar. She brought
them up when we had dinner. At both
meals the oysters were eaten raw.

Did you notige any peculiarity about the
oysters?—A. They didn’s taste right and
i e same as
my busband. During the afternoon I was
s¢ized with cramps dnd took some whisky
and a little lanudanum.

 What time did you have for your even-
ing* meal?>—A. About half-past ;5 or 6
o’clock. When we sat dowu at the table
I told Maggie Reid tofetch the oysters. She
brought them in from the summer kitchen.
I'taek off the top of the sealer and took the
oﬁs:era out with .a spoon. They were

oned with pepper anda- salt. I went
down cellar and got.some fresh vinegar.

When I came upstairs I was called into the
bar and returned, after serving some cus-
tomers. My husband said the oysters did
not taste just right and I-tasted his. They
were bitter and they were pink—more so
than they were at noon. I started to take
the oysters away, telling my husband not
to eat them. He said he would eat them it
they killed him. Then I took two plates of
oysters and threw them into the gwill-pail
in the kitchen. Do not remember what
wes done with the sealer. I did not tell
Maggie Reid to throw them out. Then I
went and got some boiled  ham and cut a
piece off for my husband and myself. He
ate some of the meat and got up and went
to the bar, where Evan Morris wus waiting
for him. o

Mrs. Evans Sent For Medical Aid,

* What ‘was the next you saw of your
husband?—A. I was in the kitchen drink-
ing a cup of tea when 1 heard my husban
call me. I found him standing in the
door of the smoking room. I asked him
what he wanted and he said, “Oh!’ 1
asked him pwhat was the matter with _him

Several conferences have been had
with the senator, during which the barley
tariff has been discussed.

The New York brewers draw their sup-
plies of barley ffom the great crops of
Cunada, and with a nominal duty the
eastern men have a prospect of command-
ing the brewery bvsiness of the country,
but the western interests, particularly those
centered at {Milwaukee, St. Louis and Cin-
cinnati, draw their supplies mainly from
American farmers, and can get along without
the low duty barleys of Canada. With the
Canadian erop kept out by a high duty the
westerners have a prospect of commanding
the market. The Western men were well
satisfied with the high rate of 40 per  cent.

“FUND W*» RECALLED,

Death of a Man Who Was Arrested In
Toronto—Swindled Canadians
Out of Thousands,

There died in Chicago Sunday in the
person of John Fleming a man whose name
was well known in the early '80’s.

Time was when for a brief period John
Fleming’s name was in everybody’s mouth.
It was in connection with the speculative
firm known as Fleming & Merriam, and
then as the operators of “Fund W,” as big
a schems in its way as was the South Sea
Bubble, to which at the time it was oftén
likened, and which numbered scores of vic-

-tims in Toronto and other cities.

Fleming was born in Canada and re-
moved to Chicago, where with Frank
Loring and a man named Miller, he organ-
ized a bucket shop scheme, which after-
ward developed into what was known as
“Fond W.” i

The firm name was Loring & Merriam.
John Fleming was ostensibly ‘the manager

and head of the firm. He met and looked,

after the country customers that came in.-
From a legitimate bucket shop the scheme
was shifted to what became afterward
famous as the “Fund YV” deal. The latter
scheme was in brief tolmass the funds of all
customers.and invest the. amount as a
whole, dividing the-profits pro rata. They
paid some dividends'and that brought in
more customers.  Whether they actually
invested any of the funds is doubtful.
Whenever a country customer made a re-
mittance in a short time they would send
back a portion of it, stating that the in-
vestment had been successful, which usunal-
ly brought increased business from that
person ‘and others in the town in which: he
lived. Their intention undoubtedly was to
make a big haul by securing as much cash
as possible to handie and then announce
that all had gone down _jn a losing venture.
The operations of the Fund W gang lasted
about six months, when they were brought
to an abrupt close upon the charge of using
the mails for frandulent purposes. Fleming
went to Canada. About a year after his
flight he was-arreated in Loronto, where he
was engaged in trade of some kind—a
butcher shop—and with little or ‘no money.
He was taken back to Chicago and sen-
tenced to a year’s unprisonment.,

"It was the general talk av the time that
anywhere from $50,000 to $200,000 was
cleared by the parties in the deal, and some
of the papers claimed that the firm got
away with a cool half million.

OrrAWA, May 7.—On the orders of the
day being called this afternoon Mr.
Frechetto rose to a question of privilege
aud read an editorial from L’Electeur of
Quebec, in which it-is stated that Lieut.-
Governor Chapleau, who was in the House
when Sir John Thompson made his speech
stating no promise of remedial legislation
having been made by the Government, had
said that Sir John’s statement was untrue,
and also that Mr, Fréchette had told Mr.
Dupont that Sir- John’s speech wpuld ruin
the Conservative party in Quebec. Mr.
Frechette said that no such’ conversation
had ever taken place between Mr. Dupons
and himself.

Settlers ¥rom the United States.

Mr. Martin moved for a return showing
the number of settlers brought. into the
Yorkton and Saltcoats districts from Da«
kota, and into the Calgary distriot from
Chicago, and in doing so attacked the set-
lersy saving they were mostly Jews and had
not remained on their land.

The New York Sun has adopted a . new
policy towards Canada. - It still desires to
see this. country amnexed to the United
_States, but it urges different methods from
“those which it Has heretofore recommended
to secure annexation. The Sun’s policy
up to_Thursday last was based on the as-
sumption that the quickest, way to bring
about annexation was to starve this\ coun-
try into submission, The editor of The
Ban called on the President and Congress
to cancel the railway bonding privileges
that exist between the two countries. This
was a stroke, he imagined, would jast about
break poor Canada’s back. During the
discussion of the Wilson bill the same
paper directed philippics against the legis-
lators, warning them in the cause of
patriotism and of the Monroe doctrine to

way of tariff preferences. Last week a
change of heart came over the garrulous
New York editor. He says: :

The Sun is an advocate of continental union, or
the political union of the United States and Can-
ada upon terms just and honorable to both of
the great communities concerned, but to secure
its consummation we do not desire to see the
industries of Canada depressed, prostrated or
destroyed. Far from it.

. How different this from the browbeating,
threatening language employed by the same
paper but a few weeks'ago! But this is not
all. The Sunis willing to help us. It
starts out with offering us good advice.
The people of the United States would
rather annex a prosperous than an insolvent
country. - Therefore The Sun believes in
seeing Canada hold its own. ‘So much does
it delight in the prosperity of what is sub-
sequently to become the northern half of
the great continental republic that it even
goes so far as to discredit the Canadian
party, through whom it one time imagined
fate had in part assigned the task of con-
federating the two countries. The Sun
castigates the Liberal party in this style:

° The average customs duty colleeted upon im-
ports into the Dominion for the yedr 1502 was
1714 per cent. - Any marked reductions from this
rate would paralyze the manufacturing indus-
tries of Canada if not destroy her industrialin-
vestments, without in - the slightest degree en-
-larging the market for her surpins natural pro-
ductions. Why then mislead the electorate with
thbe disingenuous cry of revenue reform? If the
Liberal leaders obtained control of the Treasury
benches, they could not redeesm their pledges
without producing a disastrous financial, com-
mereial and industrial revolution.

Further on The Sun says that “Revenne
reforms as proposed by Messrs. Laurier and
Cartwright involve financial trouble, an in-
creaged exodus, decreased immigration,
and cial and . industrial stagnaiion.”

The agticle concludes with'a few lincs of
philosophic advice for the benefit of the
Liberal party. : Mr. Laurier is told tn
formulate a new issue, one that wili con-
serve rather than destroy the prosperity of
the Dominion, §f'he concentrated wisdom
contained in these few words of advice must
appeal to Mr. Laurier with telling effect.

But what lies at the bottom of The Sun’s
change of heart we know not, neither is it
of much concefn to speculate. Let The Sun
attend to the affairs of its own country.

question ot electric lighting and electric
power has been thoroughly canvassed by
the City Engineer and laid before the coun-
cil and people. The!city befora’ long “will
be deciding on the advisability of furnish-
ing electric current for lighting the streets
and furnishing light for - private ' citizens.
Any agreement we may make with the
Agqueduct Company will probably prejudice
our position. in regard to taking over the
electric  business ourselves.  Electric
lighsing is now in a transition stages
Neither of our two eiectric light.
ing  companies possess the latest
and most  approved - plants - for
supplying electric ‘current. We may give
one instance to show how Toronto is handi:
capped in the matter of electric lighting.
As is pretty generally known an _are light
is ten times as effective as the same amount
of current diffused in incandescent lights.
That is to sa}, to produce a given quantity
of Jight it should be ten times cheaper to
use arc than incandescent lights. But in
‘loronto we cannot get an arc light for
a shorter period than a whole night,-and
then, if we are correctly informed, a con-
tract must be made for a week, month or
longer period in regard to this light. If a
merchant desires to illaminate his store for
an hour or two_during a rain storm, or if
the manager of a factory wishes more*light
in his concérn between say, 5 and 6 o/¢lock,
he has to use gas or incandescent lights,
He canoot get an arc light under these
conditions, although the arc light would be
cheaper than .eithgr of the other two
methods, The two companies have regu-
lated the business to suit themselves, and
it apparently pays them to put these re-
strictions on arc lighting. . The one com-
pany does no incandescent lighting. The
other will not furnish arc lights. That is
one reason why the people of Toronto can:
not get the benefit of the cheap arc light
for short periods. But another reason ap-
pears to lis in the fact that the companies
do not possess the latest electrical plants.
The direct current system, which is-used by
the Toronto Electrio Light Company, is
just about out ‘of date. The alternating
gvstem has come to the front lately and it
possesses many radical advantages over the
other. Under the latter system arc light-
ing can be reckoned by metre the fsame as
incandescent lighting or gas. It permits
of both kinds “of lights being obtained;
from the same wire, If the consumer
desires an arc . light for half an hour he
turns the tap himself, justas he would a
gas light, and he pays for the exact amount
of current consumed. As we have already
said, a given amount of current will make
ten times as much light- in,an arc as in an
incandescent. But up to date the people of
Toronto have not’ enjoyed the benefit of
this cheap lighty The Toronto company
runs on the direct system, ana it either
cannot or will nox supply are lighting by
meter.

Tomgnto must have one system under
which citizens can_get a current that may
be used for either kind of light or for power,
and the charge therefor - must be based on
the actual current consumed. Such a sys-
tem exists in other cities, We haven’t got

Is There a Family Compact?

Editor World: The ' public of On-
tarip are strongly impressed that
the . Mowat Government, which has
existed 8o long in Ontario, has been
entirely too fond of concentrating offices in
its power.. The old family compact which
the old Reformers struggled against and
finally ovet"ft:rew through the aid of Lord
Durham’s' report and the aid of Robert
Baldwin in 1841 had the great evil of con-
centrating all offices in itsclf, from sheriffs,
registrars, commissioners, even down to the
lowest . bailiffs in courts. It appointed all
magistrates in the quarter sessions, county
court judges and every officer in the di-
vision courts, allowing no patronage to any
other party but itself. ~The people thought
it most intolerable, and, as is well known,
some of them were forced to rise against
the system ih arms.

Nothing is so intolerable as this Cabinet
aristocracy in a cogntry. Now the ques-
tion is have we not too much family com-
pactism in the Mowat Government? I
mean among his close Liberal friends.

Even the control of all the division court
officers, license commissioners and especial-
1y registrars, sheriffs and inspectors, has
been taken possession of for many years by
The Patrons have
lately made a great outcry against such a
system, and Mr. Mowat has commenced to
reform it. - Another thing the people do
not like in his Cabinet is vthe' - tendency to
yield to Roman Catholic influences. Had
Separate schvols and the Confederation
Act been left as originally enacted by the
North American Act it would have been
bad enough. .The people generally of all
parties are opposed to Separate schools in
Ontario, because they tend to distract and
divide the people.

The old family compact of 1837 and prior
to it had universal power over all offices.
Now look at our Ontario House of ' As-
sembly. There are 92 members, of which
about 30 are in the Opposition. How many
of the balance, say 60, in the House of As-
sembly, are looking for office, expecting it,
apart from his Cabinet of six members?

Look how many persons have been ap-
pointed from this House of Assembly dur,
ing the past 10 or 15 years to public offices
by the Mowat Government—the sheriff-
ships, registrarships, inspectorships and
other fat| offices. Can such an As-
sembly. be true and independent where
a Cabinet .has such a tendency to
appoint to office, and " is this nof as bad as
the old family compact in many respects?
Ontario is full of county court judges who
are supposed to be 1mpartial gentlem¥h,
Why was the power taken from them te
appoint their baififfs and  elerks by Mr.
Mowat?  Would the judges not hawe been
the best persons to have chosen their own
officers? The old family compact used to
say: We, the executive power cf Toronto,
know whom best to appoint through-
out the. country,. and thus. often
controlled .the House of Assembly. Is
the -same . reason not resorted to at
present by the six cabinet ministers of Mr.
Mowat? It must not be supposed  that I
approve of concentration of offices by the
Ottawa Government,; I condemn misgov-
ernment everywhere as ,an independent
politician. I believe it not well to leave
any cabinet too long in eoffice.- Look at the
legislation of the past session and coasider
the dishonest manner in which Mr, Conmee
was allowed to bring in the power to vote
in separaté schools. Why did not Mr.
Mcwat’s Government bring that bill in if it
was proper to do eo? Consider the manner
in which his favorites have been appointed
to offices about Osgoode Hall and in the
family of Sir Richard Cartwright. How
many offices has Mr. John Winchester of
Osgoode Hall held? and Mr. Sgott, the Ex-
aminer of Tities? Have the inspectors of
registry officés done .their duty? It so,
why are such things as this Peterboro abuse
allowed?

200 MURDERS IN A YEAR,

Organized Outlaws Terrorize a Section of
Pennysivania — 200- Murders and
s Two Millions Damage,

Porr Ricamoxp, Pa., May 7.—For a
long period lawlessness has prevailed in the
Wyoming coal fields, and bardly a-week has
passedsinceJanuary thatacrime of a heinogs
character had not been committed. Within
the last three months crime has been on the
inerease, and Captain Whalen, chief of the
detective department; states that 35 mys-
terious and brutal assaults have been com-
mitted, besides other atrocious deeds.

In every instance the crimes have ‘been
traced to Hungarians and Slavonians, who
have managed to escape. Kntire communi-
ties have been terrorized by members of an
oath-bound organization, whose influence
appears to reach from the anthracite coal
regions of Northern Pennsylvania to the
‘boundary of Central Pennsylvania and
west of the Alleghany Mountains to the
coke country. §

The criminal record of the sections of the
state enumerated ' shows that during the
last year over 200 murders, have been per-
petrated and but seven /of the marderers
apprehended. The same body of organized
outlaws committing these crimes has also
been guilty of the wholesale destruction of
property, and the value alone of the coal-
breakers and other mine works destroyed
in the anthracite country amounts to
nearly $2,000,000. So great has been out-
lawry withina recent period thatthe authori-
ties have determined to adopt more reso-
Iute measures to apprehend the law-break-
ers.

JEW-BAITERS IN POLAND.

Troops Called Out to h‘np&-en a Riot—

Four Killed and a Hundred lnjured,

- 'Warsaw, May 7.—A Jew-baiting riot
occurred in Grajewo, Poland, to-day, which
resulted in the loss of several lives and the
injary of a large numher of persons. A
mob of workmen who were engaged ‘in the
construction of the new barrack buildings
at Grajewo, made an attack upon the Jew-
ish traders in the Jewish section of the
town, looting their shops and houses, beat-
ing the men and insulting the women, and
finally set fire to several stores,

The troops were,called out and the mob
was ordered to disperss. The command
not being heeded, the troops were ordered
to fire. Four men were killed and 12 were
so badly wounded that they died a few
hours later, and about 100 others were
more or less seriously injured by bullets.
None of the Jews were sariously hurt,
though some of them were severely beaten,

RESCUED ALIVE,

The Styrian Cave Explorers Reached After
Ten Days’ Terrible Suffering.

Grarz, May 7.—A diver at 10.30 o’clock

WA | this morning succeeded in reaching the

party of tourists who have been imprisoned
in the stalactite cave at Souraich since Sat-
urday, April 27, owing to the sudden rise in
the water, which blockaded the passage into
the cave with timber and boulders. The
diver found all seven of the tourists alive.
1t was at first believed eight persons were
imfrinqned. P

The cave explorers presented a ghastly
spectacle as they were brought into the
daylight, soweak trom exhaustion that
they were barely alive. The church bells
of the village of the Lugloch ran out joyous
peals, and the diver to whose efforts the
rescue was due was carried on the shoulders
of the villagers.” Mrs. Fashings, one of the
putz,‘ gave premature birth to a child
while at the cave, -Mrs. Sewer was driven
mad from despair and fright.

Six of the seven persons who were in the
cave have so far recovered |that they are
able to walk. They still had a small sup-
ply of bread and cheese when they were
found and they also had a tew candles left.
The prisoners heard the attempts to rescue
them, but'the slow progress the rescuers
were making had made it seem certain that
they would die before they could bereached
and their anxiety and terror were intense.
They were cheered by the noise of the ex-
plosion ot the dynamite blasts, but the
shocks were so violent that they were in
con;tlnb fear "of being killed by falling
rocks. 6

PROSPECTIVE HOSTILIT1ES

In South and Central America Cause
Uncle Sam Uneasiness,

WasniseToN, May 7.—Disquieting news
from Central America and South America
have caused the Navy Department to assign
several ships to localities where American
interests are endangered through prospec-
tive hostilities. On account of the revolution
n Salvador the assignment of the. gunboat
Bennington to Behring Sea has Been changed,
and to-day she was ordered to: proceed from
San Francisco to the pertiirbed Central
American republic. Orders’ were also
issued for the éruiser New York to proceed
from Kingston, Jamaica, to: Colon, and
the cruiser Charleston from Montevideo
to Callao, The emergency which calls for
the presence of the New York at Colon is
the Bluefields affair, and the big cruiser
will be kept there pending any serious re-
newal of the Mosquito coast trouble. The
Charleston was originally assigned to the
Pacific Naval Station, and left New York
for that service soon after the Columbian
naval review, but was delayed at Rio
Janeiro uatil recently on ‘account ot the
Brazilian revolution.

Her presence at Callao is'not urgent, but
the reports of dissatisfaction among the
people on the west coast have decided the
department to send her there as a safe-
guard.

HOW THESTERN

NER EMS WAS SAVED

Heavy Weather, Though That Hoat
Was Disabled.

Wildflower,, which rescued the disabled
North German Lloyd steamer Ems with
veatly 500 souls| aboard in mid-ocean on
March 27, and towed the big liner to Fayal,
arrived at this port to-day from Bordeaux.
The story of the rescue as told by Capt.
Livingston of the Wildflower is torilling
throughout and depicts the heroism of the
master in saving the ship under decidedly
adverse circumstances.

The Wildflower left Cape Henlopen
Match 19 On | March 26 she passed a
number of icebe The Ems was sighted-
the next morning in the trough of a
heavy cross sea, and was firing guns
and flying signals of distress. Captain
Livingston lowered the only boat left on his
vessel and, ‘after placing the chief officer in
command and picking a crew, sent the frail
craft on its errand of mercy. After 'u long
and tedious strugegle the Ems was reached
and the chief officer was greeted as one
from Heaven. | When the Wildflower’s
chief officer returned and reported that the
Ems was leaking badly and’ to
leave her meant certain death to those
on board,’ Captain Livingston promptly
decided to risk everything-in an effort to
tow the ship to & haven of safety. It re-
quired delicate and skilful manceuvering to
work the Wildflawer about in such heavy
seas in a thick fog and so close to the Ems,
but aiter four . hours of patient toil the
two hawsers were stretched between the
vessels. When the Wildflower, with steam
all on, her funnel belching out great thick
clouds of black |{ smoke, forged, ahead and
the lines creaked nnder the fearful strain,
the passengérs on the Ems sent up a
mighty cheer. The greatest peril, how-
ever, had just begun, for there was immi-
nent risk of the lines fouling in the Wild-
flower’s propeller and disabling her, too,
but_ she forged jahead for Fayal. Good
weather was enjoyed for two aays, but on
the 30th and 3lst very heavy gales were en-
countered, and" the Wildflower plunged
again and again beneath  the
mountainous seas. Time and again
she was almost wholly submerged,
the towing strain keeping her stern down
and preventing her from rising to the seas.
On April 1 a-terrific gale came up with
seas that rose to mountainous heights, and
the brave fellows on the Wildflower ex-
pected that their vessel would founder
beneath them. Captain Livingston never
flinched.

On April 2 the welcome spires of Fayal
loomed up and more mighty shouts of joy
arose from the decks of the disabled Ems.
Reaching a moorage Capt. Livingston
boarded the. Ems, and was at once sur-
rounded by the oyverjoyed passengers. The
women embraced and kissed him in spite of
his blushes and protests, and the passen-
gers cheered him till they grew too hoarse
to cheer more, and then told him over-and
over of their gratitude. When the people
got off the Ems they crowded around the
Wildflower in boats and cheered the officers
and crew to the echo.

rendering establishment and asking the
council not to allow the business being car-
ried on. Referred to Board of Health.

The manafer of the Imperial Bank wrote
stating that owing to the ‘money market
baving become a good deal easier, it had
been decided to reduce the rate of interest
from 6 per cent. to 5}.

The township’s solicitors wrote that they

.had searched the title to part of lot 22,

concession 3, required for the deviation of
the south part ot the Forest Hill-road, and
certified that Margaret Baldwin has a good
title and has executed a proper conveyance
to the township. : ¢ 5

The Reeve said that nothing now pre-
vented the straightening of the Forest Hill-
road and that the work could be gone on
with at once.

Who Pays Dr. Page?

Dr. Page presented a bill for $105 for
medicine andjattendance on the late George
Gibbon, covering a period of 18 weeks. As’

' no member of the council had ordered the

doctor to attend him, the account was laid
over.

Messrs. Robinson, O’'Brien & Gibson
wrote on behalf of Mr. David Kennedy
that a year or so ago the Townshipof Yerk,
without permission and contrary to the
notification of Mr. Kennedy, built a bridge
across the Humber, north of Bloor-street,
and opposite an old road running east and
west, upon which is Gamble’s mill, and
countinued their road thiough Mr. Kennedy’s
property to Bloor-street, and besides taking
the land seriously depreciated the adjoining
property. Mr. Kennedy wants'ecmpensa-
tion: or proceedings will be taken for
trespass and damages, and the bridge re-
moved if such’compensation is not made. -

Unsatisfactory Bookkeeping,

The auditors, Messrs. Burnside* and
Moore, presented their report,. statiig that
they had considerable difficulty in:balancing
the books. They reecgmmended that the
assessmeut roll be arranged in such a way
that it would balance with the amount re-
ceived by the treasurer. As it is now al-
lowances are sometimes made where taxes
have been paid on lots returned by the
County Treasurer as being unpaid, .and
taxes are collected on lots omitted from
assessment roll. It is, therefore, impossible
for auditors to state whether the ‘@mount
collected is correct according to the assess-
ment roll. They also guggested that the
books of the township
entry, and that one bank account be kept,
and that the anditors be appointed at the
beginning of Lhe year in order that a regu-
lar monthly audit be made. In case this
were done the new council would be in the
possession of the auditors, report at .its
second meeting in each year.

The matter was finally
settled by the clerk being instructed to ask
Mr. Jones, high constable, to notity his
special constables that complaints had been
made of - disorderly characters in the dis-
trict, and that extra vigilance be used.

‘W. Bok in The Ladies’ Home Journal,
it has always seemed a pity to me that
the man who framed that sentenpce
didn’t die before he constructed |it.
%rom the way some people talk one
would imagine that every mau had in-
stilled into him. at his birth a certain
amount of deviltry which he must get
rid of before he can become a man of
honor. Now, what is called ‘‘sowing
wild oats” is nothing more- or less than
self-degradation to any young man. It
doesn’t make a man one particle inore
of a man because he has passed through
a siege of riotous living and indiscretion
when he was mineteen or twenty; it
makes him, just as’ much less of a man,
It dwarfs his views of life far more than
it broadens them.

The Lord knows. that it
torces itself upon our attention soon
enough. It does not wait to be sought.
A young man need not be  afraid
that he will fail to see it.. He will see
plenty of it, and without any seeking on
his part either. And even if he does fail
he is the gainer. There are a great many
things which we can accept by inference
as existihg in this world, It is not a
liberal education to see  them.
., Téo many young men have a burning
itch to see wickedness—not toindulge in
it, as- they are quickly to explain, but
simply to see it. But the thousands of
men who have never seen it have never
feit themseives the losers. If anything,
they are glad of it.” It does not raise a
man’s ideal to come into contact with
certain types of manhood or womans
hood which are only removed from the
losvest types of the animal kingdom by
virtue of the fact that the Creator chose
to have them get through the world on
two legs instead of four, The loftiest
ideal of womanhood that a young man
can form in his impressionable days will
prove none too high for him in his years
of maturity. To be true to the best that
is within a man’s means, above all, to be
an earnest believer in the best qualities
of womanhood.
