OPPOSE THE ACTION,

Litigation Fellows His Worship's Jublla-
tion -Warm Discussion in City Council
—Tunnel Scheme Relegated to the Board
of Works—The Mayor's Two-Fold Mes

sage—Georgian Bay Company’s Offer.
Exciting and interesting were the
proceedings of the City Council for
more than three hours yesterday afte:-

noon.

An amended offer of the Georgian !
Bay Ship Canal & Aqueduct Company |
to supply the ecity with .water was
warmly discussed and referred to the

Board of Works.

The Mayor’'s proposal for the imme-
diate submission of the expenditure of
$540,000 ‘on the bay tunnel met with a
similar fate.

After a brisk discussion it was re-
solved that the Mayor proceed forth-
with to England to -defend the suit
which Messrs. Paulin, Martin & Co.
have instituted against the city in re-
lation t6 their claima to sell the bonds.

Legal action was ordered to be tak-
en to compel tha Canadian Pacific
Railway to proceed at once with the
erection of the York street bridge.

The only absentees were Ald. Shep-
pard, Saunders, Dunn and Davies.

~The Company s Now Offer.

Mr. G. S: Macdonald, for his com-
pany, offered to furnish twenty mil-
Ilion imperial gallons of wtaer daily
by means of gravitation, at high pres-
sure, for $600 per day, and one and a
half cents per thousand galons for
any quantity in excess of twenty mil-
lion gallons, the contract to be.for 30
years, subject to rencwal by 1
agreement or arbitration. .s a gud™
antee of good faith, the company ccn-
sent to deposit 350,000 with the City
Treasurer. In their former offer the
company agreed to assume and retire
at’' maturity the city’s debenture in-
debtedness.

Ald. Bates and Gowanlock moved
that the matter be referred to the
Board of Works. 5

Ald. Lamb vigorously objected to
paying a company $219,000 a year for
what now only costs $70,000.

Ald. Leslie was equally earnest that
the proposal be considered on its mer-
its, on which he expatiated.

Ald. Shaw favored its submission
to the Board of Works, and on a div-
ision the only members opposed ‘to this
course were Ald. Hallam, Hubbard,
Crane, Oliver, Scott and Lamb. -

Ald. Shaw and Allen then carried a
motion that the matter be not consid-
ered till after the holidays. Their con-
tention was that neither the tunnel
scheme nor the Georgian Bay project
could be of present utility, as two or
three years must elapse in case either
project were endorsed by the ratepay-
ers. ’
Mayor’s Message on the i‘u-nel Project.

There was little that was fresh In
this, the third message His Worship
has brought dwn on this topic :

Two dangers, said he, stare us in the
face—the possibility of an inadequate
supply for domestic purposes and fire
protection, and an accident to the con-
duit. The construction of a tunnel, as
recommended by the engineer, he re-
igiarded as a solution of these difficul-

es. :

The water is two and a halffeet low-
er than twelve months ago and four
and a half feet below the register of
1892. For the past week it has fallen
one and a half inches daily.

“1 cannot too strongly impress upon
you the great risk we are running,”
added His Worship.

Then he quoted Mr. Keating on the
practicability of the tunnel, and con-
cluded by recommending that a by-
law - be submitted to the people.

An Amnimated Discussion,

Ald. Lamb wished the Mayor’s mes-
sage to be considered by the Board of:
‘Works after vacation.

Ald. Leslie and Frankland moved

-that a bylaw be submitted to the rate-

payers at the earliest possible moment.

Ald. Leslie claimed that this did not
commit him to the project.

Ald. Gowanlock saw no necessity for
a tunnel

Ald. Oliver said the proper thing to
do was to protect the conduit.

Ultimately the ,whole matter was
sent to the Board*of Works.

The € P.R. and York-sireet Bridge.

City Counsel Fullerton wrote, in an-
swer to an inquiry by the Mayor: “The
city is bound to provide the money to
build the York-street bridge, leaving
the question between the city and the
Grand Trunk Railway Company to Le
decided by arbitration.

‘“This bridge is urgently required,
and the city is running great risks of
damages by reason of its non-construc-
tion. I therefore most urgently press
upon the C.P.R. Company the neces-
sity of immediate proceedings being
taken to ‘construct and complete this
bridge.”

Mr. Fullerton adds that he had ask-
ed Judge Clark to bring the matter
at once before the Board of Directors,
of the Canadian Pacific Railwfy Com-
pany.

Ald. McMurrich and Lamb carried a
motion that the City Solicitor take
legal action to compel the Canadian
Pacific Railway to at once construct
York-street bridge.

ORONHYATEKHA RE-ELECTED.

Supremo Court I. O0.F. Chooses Its Officers
—Dr. McConnell to Be Buried
in Britain,

London, Aug. 2.—The Supreme Court
of the I.O.F. adjourned immediately
the sad news of Dr. McConnell's sud-
den death was made known. A cable
from Toronto announced that it was
the desire of the friends that the re-
mains be interred in England, and ar-
rangements were thereupen made for
the funeral, which will take place on
Wednesday, and at which all the dele-
gates will attend.

At the post-mortem examination it
was decided that his death resulted
from pulmonary apoplexy. The body
was removed to the morgue, and a
coroner’s inguest upon it will be held
on Wednesday next. At to-day’s ses-
sion of the Supreme Court of Foresters
resolutions expressing condolence with
the family of the deceased delegate
from Toronto were passed.

The Supreme Court decided during
to-day’s session to increase the rate of
assessment upon new members be-
tween the ages of 40 and 49. 'The sal-
ary of the Supreme Chief. Ranger was
fixed at $10,000 yearly, that of the Su-
preme Secretary at $3000 yearly <and
that of the Supreme Treasurer at $2000
per year. The auditors’ salary was
fixed at $1000 per year, and that of the
Supreme Physician at $2500 per year.

The report of the Supreme . Chief,
covering the work of the organization
for two years was presented, and his
recommendations, including one that
the sessions of the Supreme Court be
held every three years instead of ev-
ery two years, adopted.

GAUTHIER TRIED TOHANG HIMSELF

The Montreal Murderer Committed for
Trial-His Victim Buried in Um~
consecrated Ground.

Montreal, Quebec, Aug. 2.—This has
been a red-letter day in the already
eventful life of Azrie Gauthier, the
slayer of Celina Costigny. At 2 o’clock
this morning, whiie occupying a cell
in murdereis’ row,Montreal Jail, Gau-
thier tore his bed quilts into stiips
and tried to hang himselr witn a cord
thus made, and at 2 ’‘clock this att-
ernoon Juage Desnoyers formally com-
mitted the accused to stand his trial
at the September term of the Court
of Queen’s Bench. Had the guards
not rushed in and cut him down, Gau-
thier would have been d¢ad in short
order, and when he came into court
and faced the rep rters’ he drew his
right fore finger across his throat to
indicate what he had been about. Be-
ing questioned as to the attempt upon
his own life, Gauthier smiled a ghast-
ly smile and remarked that it was bet-
ter to die that way tham to go out of
the world standing up before a big
crowd of people.

The murderer is apparently quite in-
different as to his fate, and a broad
grin spread over his face when Mr.
St. Jean, his lawyer, was instructing
the prisoner to plead not guilty. Gau-|
thier seemed to think that his trlal|
was over when he had been committed
and he said to his counsel. “You have'
handled my case very ably, and I
am very grateful, and as for the pay
we will -see about: that later on.”

Since then Detective Slemin has been
quietly working up evidence in prepa-
ration for the inquests on The Globe
and Osgoodby fires. A favorite adage
with Slemin is, “It is a hard stone that
won’t break if you keep pounding,’”
and in this case it gives promise of
being justified.

A Former Tenant Suspected.

Within the past few days the detec-
tive department have been given in-
formation which they believe will en-
able them to solve the mystery of at
least the Osgoodby fire. An investiga-
tion is in progress of the ‘story told
them, and suspicion has attached to
a young man who was tenant of one
of the offices in the building. It is
said he was in financial difficulties
and applied the torch to conceal his
deficits.

DIVERS DISOLOSE THR DIRR WORK
OF JAPANEBSE CRUISERS.

The Sanken Transport Kow-Shing an Ap-
palling Sight Awfal Work of Torpedo,
Shot and Shell-The Rooms ’Tween
Deeks Packed With Hundreds of Dead.

Ban 'Francisco, Cal, Aug. 2.—Ad-
vices from Chefoo, received by steam-
er to-day, say divers have been at
work on the Chinese transport Kow-
shing, sunk by the Japanese cruisers
oft the Yalu. They report, that the,
vessel is an appalling sight, as she is
literally torn to pieces with shot and
shell.

There is no doubt of her having
been sunk by a torpedo, as there is
a large, ragged opening in her port,
bilge into an dthrough one of the
bunkers. She is riddled all about the
water line with big shot holes, and
from the top of her foremast down
to the water line there are the marks
of the machine-fire gun,

About half way up the mast, where
the riging joins, is badly torn by small
progélgtiles. Probably many poor
wretches climbed up there to be slau-
ghtered. The mainma# 4is gone, pos-

. sibly injured by the g. Her decks
are torn up and splintered throughout,
and marks of machine-gun and shell
fire cover the ship from end to end.
particularly about the funnel casing,
which is badily riddled. The ’‘tween
decks are ful lof dead, many of the
rooms being packed, especially on the
starboard side, where hundreds of poor
wretches had crawled to escape, if
possible, th pitiless storm of projec-
tions.

The North China News comments on
this as follows : Any unnecessary sac-
rifice of life or property is not legiti-
mate warfare. It is barbarous, and
there was not the slightest excuse for
sinking this ship. She was a good,
safe prize, and could not possibly es-
cape. At the worst, her rudder might
have been shot away ; but to fire tor-
pedoes, to pound away with shot and
shell from two, eight and six-inch
guns, to haul down a shower of nit-
rals from machine guns on a small
steamer crowded with human beings,
was an act which we need not now
characterize.

ACOTOH COLT.TRRY FLOODED.

Fears Entertained That a Score of Lives
Have Been Lost.

London, Aug. 2.—A despatch from
Saltcoats, a town on the Bay of Ayr,
Scotland, says that ¢he Auchenharvie
colliery, near that place, was flooded
to-day, and that it is feared that a
score of persons have perished. No de-
tails are given.

A later dispatch says that the dis-
aster was caused by water breaking
out from old disused workings. At
the time the dispatch was sent the
water was still rising in the mine.
About 90 miners were at work when
the accident occurred. Most of them
escaped, but 14 were known to be still
in the mine and it is feared that all
have 'perished.

A CHANCE FOR CAPITALISTS.

It is reported that an elevated bicy-
cle track will be constructed between
the cities of Chicago and Milwaukee, a
distance of eighty-five miles. The idea
is a new one, but there seems to
be great possibilities ahead of it. The
bicycle is an ideal machine, construct-
ed on the best mechanical principles.
Its natural complement is a roadbed
that is equally perfect from a me-
chanical point of view. With a per-
fect-machine and a perfect roadbed,
the mechanical friction is reduced to
such a minimum that the ordinary in-
dividual has energy enough to propel,
himself without fatigwe® at the rate of
fifteen miles an hour ahd upwards for
hours at a time. In the cities we find
some of the streets so excellently
adapted for bicycle traffic that they

probably” cannot be imiproved. upon.
But when we leave the city and get
into the country we meet with a con-i
dition of things that is not adapted |
for the maximum of speed and the!
minimum of exertion. The elevated |
bicycle track will accomplish for thei
country what the asphalted streets pro- |
vide in the cities. There is no doubt|
that a large amount of the traffic
that is done between adjacent cities,|
towns and villages will be diverted |
from the steam and trolley railways
to roads that are specially adapted
for bicycles. The majority of people
who are accustomed to travel short
distances, say from flve to fifteen
miles, would prefer to make-the jour-
ney by their wheel, instead of by an
electric or steam railway. If this pre-
ference is destined to be permanent,and
we believe it is, it means that roads
specially adaippted for this particular
traffic will be built. We predict before
long there will be quite a brisk traffic in
obtaining charters for the construc-
qon of bicycle roads between contigu-
ous cities, towns and villages. An
elevated track, such as that proposed
for Chicago, would be subjected to
very little wéar and tear, no ipart of it
having to withstand a greater strain
than that of two or three wheels at
any given place or time. The wear and
tear on the wearing surface would be
only nominal, so that the road once
constructed would cost very little for
maintenance.

If any speculators in Toronto wish
a good thing, we would suggest .their
securing a franchise for an elevated
road between this city and Hamilton.
Such a track would secure a large
amount of through traffic between the
two cities, as well as a big local traf-
fic. The company owning such a road
would earn dividends by charging ten
cents a trip, and both Hamilton and
Toronto would be benefited by its con-
struction. The residents along the
route within twenty miles of this city
would naturally visit Toronto more
frequently than they now do, while
those who live nearer Hamilton would
make a larger number of trips to that
city. A company that would- go into
this business with as much capital as
that possessed by the Hamilton Steam-
boat Company would, in our opinion,
make a good thing out of it. -

Isn’t it about time
that this city took its head out of the
sand and looked around to see the be-
neflts that other places are deriving
while we are letting them slip through
our fingers ? The argument in favor

National Schools Impracticable,
(Watson Griffin in The Canadian Ma-
gazine for August.) :

Evidently the system of Public
Schools so much desired by Canadian
Protestants has not proved a success
in the United States.

Tor the sake of establishing in Can-
ada a system which has proved a com-
plete failure in the United States, the
Protestant majority are asked by Mr.
D’Alton McCarthy to take advantage
of a legal technicality to break faith
with the Roman Catholics, and violate
the solemn compact of Confederation.
When a man is asked to do a dishon-
orable thing, it is customary to offer
him something for it. But what d-
vantages are Canadian Protestants to
get in consideration of this breach of
faith?

“America’s Greatest Ratlroad.”

At the recent meeting of the Imstitu-
tion of Engineers at Cleveland, Jeremiah
Head of Middlesbero read a paper on the
comparison of English and American
railroads, and, in referring to the New
York Central, Mr. Head said:

“An American Railway, the New York
Central, holds the palm at present for
the quickest and most frequent service of
any leng-distance railway in the world.
Between New York and Buifalo, 440
miles, there are 22 trains per day each
way. The northbound Empire State Ex-
press, which is one of them, runs the
entire distance -at 50 3-4 miles per
hour, including stoppages, or 52 1-2 miles
per hour excluding them. Our West Coast
Scoteh Express achieves respectively only
47 and 51 miles per hour between Edin-
burgh and London, which 'is just 400
miles. The New York Central is also
the only reailway which has four tracks
over the whole of its main line, an ar-
rangement which enables the goods and
passenger traffic 'to be kept entirely

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FRENCH SOLDIERS COT DOWN

e

DESPERATE BATTLE ONTHE FRENCH
GUIANA BOUNDARY.

A Band of Mapans Tear Down the French
Flag and Kill the Captain Sent to
Punish Them—Their Village Burned
by Reinforcements After a Bloedy

Btruggle.

Barbados, W.I., Aug. 2.—Infoymation
has been received here of a terrible
fight between French soldiers and a
band of Mapans on the boundary be-
tween Brazil and French Guiana,wkich
took place on the 15th ¢f May last

It appears that a band of lawless
Mapans had attacked the residence of
Capt. Trajan, the French agent at
Counani, and after tearing the French
flag which floated over the zgent's
residence into shreds they made Capt.
Trajan a prisoner and took him to the
Mapan settlement.

The occurrence was reported to the
French authorities at Cayenne, the
capital of French Guiaha, and they
immediately ordered Capt. Lunier of
the French gunboat Bengali to pro-
ceed to Mapan to effect the release of
Capt. Trajan and to bring the offend-
ers to Cayenne. The French Governor
had evidently ‘“reckoned without his
host,” or had at least grievously un-
derrated the strength of the enemy,
for when Capt. Lunier landsd with a
force of about 20 marines he found the
Mapans prepared for hostilitics, every
house in the settlement being barri-
caded and garrisoned.

Capt. Lunier made inquirizg for Vei-
ga Cabral, Governor of the Mapan ter-
ritory. They met between the wharf
and the Governor’'s resid:nce, - and
Capt. Lunier called upon Cabral to
surrender, at the same time covering
him with his revolver. Cabral sprang
upon Capt. Lunier, snatched the re-
volver from his hand and ordered Fris
men to fire. Capt. Lunter and four of
the marines were immediately shot
down. Before the reinforcements from
the Bengali could come upon the scene
of the conflict Cabral and his follow-
ers withdrew behind the barricades
and opened fire upon the French ma-
rines. The latter came on the “quick,”
and, after firing one volley, charged
to the right and to the left with their
bayonets.

For fully two hours the natives kept
up a regular rattle of musketry, but
| failed to drive off the attacking party,
which comprised 20 infantry and the
| remainder of the marines.

The French soldiers were engaged in
a deadly combat from house to house,
till they set fire to the buildings and
allowed the flames to complete the

: work of devastation.

Meanwhile Governor Cabral and the
majority of the inhabitants had re-
tired to the woods, but the attacking
force was not strong enough to follow
them there.

Frenchmen, the latter retired and
speedily re-embarked on board the
Bengali.

The casualties on the Brazilian side
were 60 killed, but that does not In-
clude those who were slain in the
houses or consumed by flames. The
wounded number 200.

On the French side there were five
killed and 20 wounded. Two of the
wounded have since died

The Governor of Cayenne reported
| the occurrence to the French Govern-
| ment, at the same time asking for the
assistance of 1000 soldiers and an ad-
t ditional gunboat, and 'z telegram has
been received intimating that the as-
sistance asked for has been ordered to
proceed to Cayenne to co-operate with
the forces from French Guiana in the
next expedition against the Mapans.

SEVEN HUNDRRED WHEELWOMEN IN
TORONTO,

Dress Reform Responsible for the Large
Increase of Cyclistes -Bloomers Worn
the World Over—Toronto Ladies Only
Afrald of the Comment of Boorish
Cranks—What Wearers Have to Say.

That we are to have the bloomers
among us very soon there is no matter
of doubt. The facts published in yes-
terday’'s World give a true picture of
the state of the feminine mind on the
subject. Bloomers are the only safe
coe}ume for the wheelwoman, and wheel-
women are increasing. There. are at
least two Jadies’ bieycle clubs in To-
ronto, The ‘“Y” organization has its
headquarters in Elm-street, and for some
time past there have been ladies’ branches
in connection with the Wanderers and
Atheneum Bicycle Clubs.

Craaks Objected to Lady Riders.

It is four years since the pioneer wheel-
ing was done by ladies in Toronto. Half
a dozen ladies purchased wheels in the
summer of 1891, and the readers of The
World will recollect what a howl was
raised by one or two erank journals at
the time. Half the leading physicians in
town were interviewed, with a view to
showing that the bicycle endangered
feminine health, and half the clergymen
it
was dangerous to feminige morals. The
opinions expressed were vague and not of
such a decided character as to deter any
woman who was independent enough to
use \her; common sense on the matter
from buying a wheel.

The uproar raised in certain, Toronto
journals in 1891 against the alleged im-
modesty of bicycle riding by women
was much greater than any opposition
that has been raised this year against
the bloomer. Now, anybody whoshould
disapprove of wheeling for women on
any groupd but personal taste or pre-
judice, would: be laughed out of court
It will be the same way with the
bloomer. 3

700 Cyclistes in Toronto.

Prejudiced opposition did not prevent
ladies from riding wheels, but it is° a
certainty that the mnumber of fair cy-
clists hardly increased at all for four
years, Within the last two months,
however, the number has increased an
hundred fold, so that at a moderate
estimate there are 600 or 700 lady
cyclists in Toronto to-day. you
doubt this, take.a stroll upon Jarvis-
street, or on any other well-‘,pa’ved
thoroughiare in the cool of the eyening.
Another thing you will discover 18 that
after dusk mamy a charming woman of
irreproachable character comes out
with an escort to air her bloomers. Just
yet, women fear the boorish surprise and
ill-natured comment of people unaccus-
tomed to the simple and modest inmova-
tion. ;

Bloomers Worn the World Over.

The World has proved by general
enquiry that the real reason for tl{e
sudden demand for wheels by women 18
practically due to the dress reform move-
ment. A year ago the bloomer was not
thought of in connection with .the bi-
cycle. It was just being experimented
with in Paris and from thence it spread
to London and to that bower of lady cy-
clists, the city of Dublin. There has bee.n
no purer race of women in the world’s
history than the Irish, and yet the Celtic
belles take to the knickerbockers without
a theought of immodesty.

Skirts Uncieanly and Dangerous.

“While it was a question of wearing
a skirt in riding the women were per-
fectly right to shun the bicycle,” said a
married lady cyclist yesterday. “A lot of
flaunting petticoats are meither modest
nor safe, graceful nor even cleanly.”

“Who supposes,” she went on, “that if
the bicycle had been invented 40 years
ago anybody but a dress reformer would
have had the temerity to/suggest its use
for women ? In a dress reform book writ-
ten before 1884 I find fthese words: At
present I do mot want ‘to ride a bicycle.
At some future tims I may. I see men
and boys riding them in what seems to
be the most convenient apparel for that
purpose. Suppose I want to ride one.
The principles on which they are con-
structed and operated will not allow the
use of a side saddle, and even if they
weuld T am not reckless enough of life
to want one.

GERARD FUDGER GETS 3 MONTHS

e Will Ben Witness Against the Gang
. ' Which Conspired to Rob the
Goldsmiths’ Co.

When Gerard Fudger was arraigned
In Magistrate Kingsford’s court yes-
terday, he pleaded guilty to an indict-
ment which charged him with the
theft from the Goldsmiths’ Stock Com-
pany of 32 watches and 37 diamond
rings. Fudger is a boy of 18 years, and
a nephew of the president of the com-
pany from which he stole,and by whom
he was employed. When the facts of
the thievery which had been going on
came to the ears of the firm, Fufiger
was on his holidays in New York
State.

He returned voluntarily, gave him-
self up and confessed.

Through the information which he
gave to the police, a large amount of
‘the stolen property was recovered and
the true facts of the conspiracy made
known. He had been in the employ of
the firm for five years, and up to a
few months ago was thoroughly hon-
est. Then he became involved, and got
into the power of certain men, who
threatened that unless he stole at their
bidding they would “open out ” on him.
This led to the larger stealings.

These were the representations made
by Fudger’'s counsel, Mr. E. F. B.
Johnston, who asked for a light sen-
tence. Crown Attorney Curry said
that he was going to use Fudger as a
witness against the other prisoners.
He was satisfied that the boy was a
tool in the hands of unprincipled
schemers, and, although he was op-
posed to a remanded sentence, thought
the court could exercise leniency. The
remarkably light sentence of three
months in the County Jall was im-
posed.

Sam Blake, who does not look unlike
his legal namesake, elected for jury
trial on the charge of receiving, as did
Fred Roots, who was an employe of
the firm. It was shown that the waich
passed from Fudger to Roots, and then
to Blake, who, after he got it, refused
to pay for it, as he said Fudger and
Roots dare not squeak.

Both were sent for trial. The cases
against Wurster, Cable and Smyth
were adjourned until the 7th.

Dixon, received the following despatch
over their private wires to-day from
Schwartz, Dupee & Co., Chicago: Reports
from New York of gold exports again
to-morrow once more put the bull wheat
considerations in the background. Wheat
dropped considerably under the put
price, and rallied only feebly. St. Louis
receipts showed a light increase over
last year’s; crop reports from the North-
west were all bearish. There was li-
quidation by almost every class of hold-
ers, particularly by the locals. Cables
steady at the opening, but not so
strong at the close. The aggregate of
the cash sales here was very
amall, less than 050,000 bushels. New
York reported no demand there.  The
only business reported was from Mont-
real, 140,000 bushels. Primary receipts
were not much over 800,000 bushels,
against almost 900,000 bushels last year,
Although northwesterp people say their
movement will be véry large, they do
not expect it to in for a fortnight.
Minneapolis and Duluith had only 64
cars, against 872 last year.. Corn was
weak, dropping over & cent for Sep-
tember, and 3-4¢ for May. The country
was liguidating long September. The
May weakness was on the splendid crop
prospects. New York said ‘the cash de-
mand had dwindled there. Receivers
said offerings to arrive were increasing.

Provisions opened higher; stocks of
provisions proved to be a little under
public estimate and there was consid-
erable outside buying and covering of
scattering shorts, The = offerings by
packers soon filled this demand and a
slumpy break followed, with stop loss
orders quite prominent in September
pork. No support to .the market was
offered, except the covering of several
thousand pork by a leading short., The
cash demand was not nearly'as good as
yesterday and there are at present no
prospects of a satisfactory consumptive
demand from the south,and, therefore,
outlook for holders of September and
October contracts is discouraging.
