Tucker, rector of St. Paul’s cathedral,
London, and Mr. Caskey, of Toronto,
the secretary of the Central Laymen’s
Missionary Movement.. Canon Tucker
spoke first. © He traced the missionary
work of past ages from the time of
Christ, showing that all ‘our present ad-
vantages were indirectly traceable to the
missionary work of the past. His ad-
dress was replete with vivid description,
convincing argument, and an earnest
appeal for personal service, either in
work, financial support or prayer. i
Mr. Caskey took up the more practic-
al phase of the work, that of personal
canvass and regular weekly giving, and

‘his hearers were much impressed with

his intense interest in the subject. At
the close of his address a motion was
unanimously carried recommending that
a house to house canvass should be en-
tered into and the weekly envelope
system of raising missionary money ad-
opted.

Votes of thanks to the speakers, the
Women's Institute, etc., were also pass-
ed, and the meeting brought to a close
by singing the National Anthem and
pronouncing of the benediction.

We venture to say that there was not
a single person present who was not
deeply impressed that a greater personal
effort than heretofore in the cause of
missions was necessary and desirable,

Court Lorne Public Installation

The public installation of officers of
Court Lorne, C. O. F., held in their
lodge room on Monday evening was at-
tended by a large number of members,
their wives and friends. High Court
Officer Bro. A. R, Galpin presided, .and
with High Marshall -Bro, W. McLeay
assisting, duly installed the newly-elect-
ed officers in, their respective positions.

Galpin gave an
exceedingly concise and instructive ad-
dress which was warmly 1eceived by
those present. In speaking of the ex-
cellent financial standing ot the Order
he stated that the Inspector's statement
for Dec. 31st 1914, showed that there
was $4,735,386 01 to tjge credit of the In-
surance Fund. This amount showed an
increase for the year of $373,295.94. Al-
though this was a little less than the in-
crease for the previous year, owing to a
rather larger number ot deaths than
usual, yet it was considered very satis-
factory. In the Sick and Funeral Bene-
fit Fund the balance at the close of the
year was $403,284.77, an increase for the
year of $55,071.58. This is a larger
amount by about $5000 than was added-
1 1913, “In the General Fund the bal-
ance at the close of the year was $30,-
559.50 which was several thousands less
than previous year but the decrease is
accounted for by the expenditure made
in connection with the war, the assess-
ments paid for enlisted members amounf-
ing to over $2000 and a similar amount
was spent in patriotic subscriptions. The
interest on the Insurance Fund for the
year amounted to $223,761.64, on Sick
and Funeral Benefit Fund §18,725.10 and
on General Fund $1,333.56. The inter-
est on the Insurance Fund enabled the
Officers to pay 36 per cent of all death
claims.  This excellent showing was
warmly received by those present. A
number of other brethren gave short ad-
dresses, after which all adjourued tc
Bro. Frank Lovell’s restaurant where an
excellent and appetizing luncheon was
served, and after all had enjoyed the
bountiful spread provided by Watford's
caterer and his attentive staff, a pleasant
hour w pent in speeches and music.
The profitable social evening was closed

TAKING MEDICINE.

There Are Many Ways of Doing It, but
Only One Right Way.
Take a fiuid remedy from a medicine
glass or from a silver spoon. Chemical
action of some liquids apon brass
creates a liquid that would B8 fatal it
taken into the stomach. A good rule
is never to take medicine from any-
thing made of the coarser metals. ;
‘While pouring the medicine from
bottle to spoon or cup hold the bottle
80 that the label is uppermost. This
will prevent the medicine pouring over
the label and staining if not obliterat-
ing it. This precaution, especially .in

ful if taken by mistake or in the
wrong quantity, is imperative.

Unless directions require you to take
medicines full strength, it is better to
dilute them half and half with water.
Never take doses larger than those
specified in the directjons. Better that
they be smaller, »

Under no circumstances take medi-
cine in the dark. The reason is ob-
vious. Read the frequent news of
deaths of persons who have taken
poisons by mistake, S

Be sure never to pour medicine back
into the bottle. Never fail to shake
the bottle before taking a dose of the
contents. If there be any sign of sedi-
ment, shake the more. .
Unless directed otherwise you would
better take all capsules, pills or tab-
lets with a half glass of water.

Never use a liniment near an open
flame, for a liniment usually contains
some combustible element. Always
rub a liniment into the skin until it is
nearly dry.

Be sure to brush the teeth after tak-
ing medicine, since many medicines
contain acids or iron, both of which
are injurious to the teeth.

Keep effervescent medicines in a cool

The Wooden

How He Drew the Enemy’s

In Virginia in 1862 a Federal captain
was standing on a rise in the ground
looking down a turnpike which ex-
tended through a depression and, rising
again, entered a small town half a mile
away.

“No; that would involve an advance
of the entire picket line.”

The general rode away.’ Private Tom
Bixby, who had been standing at at-
tention beside the road and had heard
what had been said, dropped the butt
of his musket on the ground and re-
sumed the position of a picket on the
lookout. The rest of the afternoon
his mind was on the town and the
question which side would get there
first. At sunset he was relieved and
ate his supper. Then, lighting his pipe,
he sat down on the ridge and smoked
and looked for signs of soldiers in the
town on the other side of the valley.
When it was dark he knocked the
ashes out of his pipe, went to his cap-
tain and, saluting respectfully, said:

“Captain, it seems to me that, con-
sidering we can’t see what's going on
in the dark, some one should recon-
noiter.”

“All right. I'll just walk down the
road and up the other side of the val-
ley, near enough to see if there is any
stir, and if there is I'll come back
and let you know.”

Tom sauntered away into the dark-
ness. On reaching the edge of the
town he saw- citizens moving about,
but no soldiers. The people went to
bed early, and when everything was
quiet Tom made an entry. Passing
a shop under a sign “Otto Schmitt,
Tobacconist,” Tom, thinking it a good
opportunity to replemish his stock of
tobacco, went inside.

CHILDREN AND THE TRUTH.

A Famous Psychologist Points Out the
Importance of Training In This Line.
H. Addington Bruce says in the Pic-

torial Review:

‘““There is a tendency on the part of
many children to deviate frequently
and sometimes startlingly from the
ways of truth, Usually, to be sure,
children’s lies are comparatively harm-
less to all except themselves, but they
may be and are to a greater extent
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than most persons imagine attended
by exceedingly serious, even disas-
trous, consequences to others. It is,
for example, a well established his-
‘torical fact that in the sixteenth cen-
tury 100,000 people were executed for
witcheraft on charges based mostly
on lies told by children. In our own
country the Salem witcheraft delusion,
with its sad record of persecutions and
executions, was distinctly a product of
children’s les.

“No child, it may be safely said, is
ever born into this world a liar. Nel-
ther is any child ever born into the
world a saint. The child in the be-
ginning of its life is simply an ani-
mate entity of nerves, tissues and mus-
cles co-ordinated and governed by an
indwelling principle—call it spirit, soul
or what you will—that expresses itself
to good or bad purpose according to
the influences brought to bear in the
course of the child’s development.
There may be, it is true, inherited de-
fects of physical structure—especially,
defects of brain organization—that
make a child peculiarly responsive to
influences for evil, but even these can
usually be counteracted by proper
training. On the other hand, given im-
proper training, the child with the
' best brain organization in the worid
is quite likely to develop into an in-
veterate liar and blackleg.

“And by the word ‘training’ is meant
much more than the formal imparting
of ideas of morality by pious exhorta-
tion, Formal education in morality
there should be, but it cannot amount
to much unless accompanied by the
more powerful education of exampld
and by an intelligent effort to study
and meet the child’s individual mental
and physical needs.”

Wir SBummary

W;'Iﬂn. 15.—An official report
giving details of the naval engagements
in the Black Sea during the first week in
January, when the Turkish -cruisers
Breslan and Hamidieh were damaged,
says that fifty-one Turkish boats were
sink by the Russians on the night of
January 6 in Sourmene 8ay and in Rizah
Bay (35 miles east of Trebizond).

Jan. 18,—Much of the fighting in Bel-
gium has been doue along the region of
Nieuport and Lombaertzyde, where the
French claim to have torced the Germans
to evacuate their trenches in the great
dune,

The Germans claimed to have secured

the advantage in the Argonne, although

the operations have been hampered by
heavy storms.

The Allies in Belgium and France and
the Russians in Poland are both making
progress against the opposing forces,
according to the latest official statements
issued from Paris and Petrograd.

The Germans, who are endeavoring to
advance on Warsaw, seemingly have
been held in check, which Russian ad-
vance columns have stormed and captur-
ed the important pass of Kirlibaba, lead-
ing from Bukowina into Hungary.
Petrograd, Jan. 19.— Correspondents
with the Russian army in the Caucasus
send to their newspapers stories of the
terrible plight of the retreating Turks
after the defeat of the Turkish 11th Corps
in the Kara-Urgan region. It appears
from these stories that large numbers of
prisoners were secured through the cap-
ture of the victualling transport, which
left the regiments concerned no alter-
native but starvation or surrender.

The correspondents say that the con-
dition of the prisoners taken reveals
demoralization in the Turkish forces.
The soldiers were hungry and tattered.
Many were without uniforms, but all
appeared to be equipped with modegn
weapons.

Montreal, Jan, 18.—A letter from Major
Hamiltdon Gault, dated ‘“‘in the trenches,
January 3,” has been received by R. E.
McDougall, of Montreal,

Major Gault describes his personal ex-
perience on the day before Christmas,
when he, with a few others, spent some
time in the trenches and were vigorously
shélled by the Germans. This engage-
ment was the first in which the Princess
Pats came under fire, Major Gault's
references to the engagement follow :—
“A few of us went up to the trenches,
which are not so very far away, to get a
general idea of the situation. It was an
interesting experience, and one that I
shall not soon forget, for we got a nasty
bit of shelling on the day of Christmas
Eve, and for about 15 minutes I really
thought it was all, or very nearly all,
over. The ‘Huns’ got a nice ‘bracket’
on us, and their direction was perfect,
and before you could say ‘kmife’ they
plumped in eight or ten ‘Weary Willies’
(small Jack Johnsons, from howitzers),
which burst just behind our back parapet

we were lying. The crashes were deafen-
ing and six yards shorter would have
found us nicely.”

The Mail and Empire correspondent
says :—“I am informed from a private
source that about two hundred of the
Princess Patricias were in the heroic
charge described in, Friday’s despatches,
and that the enemy made a violent on-
slaught upon them, with the result that
only eighty-three returned from the
charge, while Major Hamilton Gault had
a vEéry narrow escape.

London, Jan, 19.—German air craft
made their long-threatened raid on Eng-
land to-night and attempted to blow up
with bombs the King’s residence in Sand-
ringham, County of Norfolk. This in-
tention was ill-timed, for King George
and Queen Mary, with-their family, who
had been staying at Sandringham, had
returned this morning to resumie their
residence in Buckingham Palace.

A Central News dispatch says ;that
bombs actually dropped on the King’s
estate. A dispatch to the Press. Associa-
tion from King's Lynn says that a bomb
fell not far from Sandringham Palace,
Lut that no damage was done to the royal
residence.

It is still not definitely known whether
the raiders were Zeppelins or aeroplanes,
but Zeppelins were reported yesterday
afternoon 'as passing over the island ot
Ameland, in the North Sea. The mght
was quite calm but very dark and cloudy,
which made it impossible for. the people
in the towns over which they passed to
distinguish even the outli ies of the raid-
ers, though the whirr of their propeliers
and the droning of their motors could be
distinctly heard. A 'Zeppelin is reported
to have been brought down by the fire
of a British warship at Hunstanton, a few
miles north of Sandringham. Bombs
were dropped in Yarmouth, King's Lynn,
Sandringham, Cromer, Sheringham and
Beeston, and everywhere, except at Bee-
ston, casualities and damage to property
resulted.

The visit of the aircraft lasted ten min-
utes.

Great excitement prevailed in the
town, and ¢ 1 constables, the police
and the mulitary were called out to con-
trol the 'people, who streamed out of
their homes when the explosion took
place. The electric' supply was imme-
diately cut off and the town was plunged
in darkness.

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Government Crop Réport

Ottawa, Jan. 13th, 1915. —~The Census
and Statistics Office has issued to-day its
final report on the yield and value of
field crops in 1914. The report shows
that, in marked contrast to 1913, the
season proved particularly unfavorable to
the growth of grain. Persistent drought
throughout the greatest part of the
Northwest provinces resulted in a yield
per acre of the chief cereals lower than
in any season since 1910 and lower than
the average of the six years ended 1913.
In Ontario and Quebec, though the grain
crops suffered from a dry season, the
conditions were mnot so unfavorable,
whilst in the Maritime provinces a favor-
able season resulted in good returns.

For the whole of Canada the area esti-
mated to be sown to field crops was
45,102,175 acres, as compared with 35,-
375,430 acres in 1913, but owing tothe
drought the total productive area in 1914
was reduced to 33,440,075 acres. Upon
this area the total production of grain
crops in bushels was as follows : —Wheat,
161,280,000, as against 231,717,000 in
1913 ; oats, 313,078,000 against 404,669,-
000 ; barley, 36,201,000, against 48,319,-
000; rye, 2,016,800, against 2,300,000 ;
peas, 3,365,500, against 3,951,800 ; beans,
797,500, against. 793,300; buckwheat,
8,626,000, against 8,372,000; mixed
grains, 16,382,500, against 15,792,000 ;
flax, 7,175,200, against 17,549,000, and
corn for husking, 13,924,000, against
16,768,000 bushels.

The yields per acre were in bushels, as
follows :—Fall wheat, 21.41, compared
with 23:29 in 1913 ; spring wheat, 15.07
against 20.81; all wheat, 15.67 against
21.04 ; oats, 31.12 against 38.78 ; barley,
24.21, against 29.96 ; rye, 18.12 agginst
19 28 ; peas, 17.64 against 18 05 ; beans,
18.20 against 17.19; buckwheat, 24.34
against 21.99; mixed grains, 35.36 against
33.33 ; flax, 6.62 against 11.: and corn
for husking, 54.39 against 60.30.

GRAPE JUICE.

Bettled For Winter Use and May Be
Made the Basis of Many Desserts.
Grape juice, which retains so muck

of the flavor of the grapes and can be

made into so many delicious beverages
and desserts for winter, may be made
by the following recipe:

Heat very ripe grapes in a crock in
the oven or in a double boiler or fire-
less cooker. When the skins are ten-
der drain in a jelly bag. Heat the re-
sulting juice, add sugar and bring to
the boiling point and pour into steriliz-
ed jars or bottles.

If you use bottles, sterilize the corks
and after they are in the bottles cover
with sealing wax.

Use either half as much or a guar-
ter as much sugar as grape juice. The
amount added depends on the taste,
Remember that it is an easy matter to
add more sugar to the grape juice,
but it is impossible to take any from it
Jater on.

If you desire a clear grape juice let
the bag drip without squeezing. A
more economical method is to squeeze
the bag. The resulting grape juice will
be a little cloudy, but its flavor will be
quiteas good.

‘What, For Instance, Guides the Vine In
Finding Its Support?

A plant that actpally goes insect

hunting is among the latest-of the sci-

entific discoveries.’ It is known as the |

sundew, Its leaves, covered with ten-
tacles, close in upon a fly the moment
it touches them and slowly strangle it.

This has long been familiar to the
naturalists, but it now develops that
the plant does not passively walt for
its prey. If a fly alights within a half
inch of one of the leaves it slowly ap-
proaches the insect until close enough
to lay hold and destroy, thus demon<
strating the possession of some sort of
sense or instinct with which plants are
not usually supposed to be endowed.

Something of the same sort {8 mani.
fested in that plant parasite, the dod-
der. It germinates from seed, sending
out a thin, threadlike growth, which
winds In and out among the grass
stocks until it finally approaches its
natural victim, Then its growth is
greatly accelerated. In a sense it fair-
Iy leaps upon its host and once there
not only fastens to it, but multiplies
with surprising rapidity.

If a stake be driven within a few
inches of a growing sweet pea vine it
will be observed that a tendril drops
from a leaf of the plant in the direc-
tion of the stake. Forthwith the whole
upper shoot of the vine bends in the
same direction, and very soon the ten-
dril is able to fasten itself. The same
observation holds more or less true
with all climbing plants,

Vegetation . of various kinds sends
roots through distances, sometimes to
be measured in yards, that they may
reach soil or water below. Science is
asking if the sundew knows that the
fly is near.

Has the vine a method of detecting
the proximity of its support?

Does the plant so situated that its
nourishment is lacking realize that far
below it are earth and water?

An afirmative answer involves the
admission of a sense or instinct in veg-

| etation that corresponds to that in ani-
i mal life, and yet those who have stud-

jed the matter most profoundly give
that very answer.—Exchange.

BOATS OF THE ANCIENTS.

Floating Palaces Used by the OId
Greeks and Romans.

It is generally agreed that Noah’s
ark measured about 450 feet in length,
seventy-five feet in breadth and forty-
five in depth. It is interesting to note
that the proportions of these dimen-
sions are practically the same as those
of the great modern ocean liners.

The Greeks and Romans constructed
several large vessels measuring up-
ward of 500 feet. These were built
for the emperors or rulers and were
little more than enormous scows, with-
out any means of propulsion. Upon
these were erected elaborate cabin ac-
commodations, and even gardens were
planted. A Roman bath was installed
on one of these boats.

A vessel 420 \feet in length was built
by Ptolemy which was propelled by
6500 rowers, arranged in five banks,
using oars fifty-seven feet in length.
The boat is recorded to bave developed
considerable speed.

The fame of the Thalamegus still
lives. This boat, which measured 300
feet in length, forty feet in breadth
and sixty in depth, was said to have
been the most beautiful craft in an-
tiquity and was used exclusively by
the emperor.

A king of Syracuse is also credited
with having built a very palatial boat,
whose cabins were hung with costly
silks and decorated with rare statues.
After the decline of the Roman empire
no great ships were constructed for
more than 1,000 years.

The biggest modern ship, the Vater-
land, measures 950 feet, thus approxi-
mately fulfilling the tradition that
ships would come to be 1,000 feet long.
—Boston Herald.

AN INTERESTING LETTER
FROM “NICK”
W. Glenn Nichol, Formerly df the Guide-

Advocate Staff, Writes From
Salisbury Plains

Salisbury, Eng., Jan. 5th, 1915.
EDITOR GUIDE-ADVOCATE :—

Dear Sir :—You have no doubt, by
this time, given up all hopes of receiving
a letter trom me since my departure from
Watford. Itis not that I had forgotten
my promise to write, but my negligence
in so'doing, and therefore kept putting
it off from time to time, but at last I have
made a start and will try to give you at
least a vivid account of our doings since
we left Canada.

It is needless to go into details concern-
ing our voyage across the ocean, as you
are no doubt already acquainted with
all the facts pertaining thereto, ' But I
must say that it was a delightful trip and
the weather most ideal from the com-
mencement until our landing at Ply-
mouth - the water quite calm during the
whole time with the exception of two
days, when the fishes had an extra feed.

t was a grand sight to see the fleet and
escort, and perhaps something that may
never be seen again crossing the Atlantic.

We disembarked at Plymouth on a
Sunday at 2 o’clock a.m., and were cer-
tainly more than pleased to be on good
old Mother Earth again after tour Weeks
on board the S.S. Laurentic. From the
docks to the station was about an hour
and fifteen minutes’ walk, and the boys
were quite tired by the time our destin-
ation was reached. Upon arrival at the
depot we were at once ordered to get on
the train as the time was limited, and I
can tell you there wasn’t much time lost.
I might say that the trains are funny
little ones compared to the ones we have;
in Canada. By the time we were all|
packed in and removed our heayy march,
ing order, we heard the guard shouting,
“All board,” then a ‘‘toot-toot,”’ and

away we went, starting on the secund’

stage of our journey to Salisbury Plains.
Some fine country was passed through
during the train trip, which Jasted until
11 o'clock, a.m., when the train stopped
at a station called Amesbury, and natural-
ly, when we were ordered to look lively
and get out, our thoughts were that we
had at last arrived at our journey’s end.
No such luck ; orders could be heard
being shouted by the different company
officers, ‘‘Fall in, two deep, form fours,
right turn, quick march,” and away
went the boys again, and after an eight
mitle march over a very hard road reached
camp at last, for which we were all

was prevalent with f1s all on account of
pot being used to it for so long. After a
good night'’s rest all were fit and ready
to commence their various duties.
The rain commenced falling that night
and bas practically never ceased since.
The plains are in a very muddy coudmpu
which is a great hindrance to the train-
ing of the troops. Luckily, I have unss‘ul
it for eight weeks as I was sent, with
fourteen others from the 1st Batt. to the
city of Salisbury to work in the Canadian
Ordnance Stores, and we have been here
ever since, but expect to soon be called
back to do our musketry hefore proceg(l-
ing o the front. This is a very nice
place and we have a good time ; dances,
parties, etc., every week for us, so you
see some soldiers are lucky while others
are tramping around in the mud. We

 are billeted in privates houses and enjoy |

it very much as it is a welcome change
from what we were used to. !

The Watford boys are all well and in
the pink of condition, and when we get
to the front will do our utmost to do due
credit for the town which we represent,
and you may rest assured if the worst
happens we will account for a few of
those d Germans before they get us.

The King and Queen reviewed us some
time ago and were highly pleased with
the Canadian contingent.

I really can’t tell you much that is
going on in camp as I haye been absent
so long but will write you another letter
after we go to the fron¥ which we expect
will be this month.

I might say that Sergt. Newell, Corp.
Cunningham and myself had a week’s
trip through part of Scotland -as -well as
visiting Old London. - Scotland 1s one
of the most picturesque countries that
has been my lot to visit and it would be
absurd for me to even try and give a
description of the beautiful scenery that
was presented to view. = We stopped in
Glasgow for a day and then proceeded to
the Isle of Bute by boat. I couldn’t be-
gin to name the different Lochs, etc.,
that we visited and even the places on
the Clyde, which we travelled for miles
and miles by boat. I won’t tire you by
giving a description of the sights, but
will say that we had a jolly time and
saw—well, sights galore.

I will now close, hoping this finds you
enjoying life and health such as I am,
and that it will be our lot to meet at
some future time.
