ginity, and therefore is to be acknowledged
the Ever Virgin Mary, Agif the gate of the
sanctoary in the prophet of ‘Fzekiel were to
be understood of her: « This gate shall be
shut and shall not beopened, and no man
shall enter in by it : because the Lord. the
Gad of Israel, hath entered in by it : therefore
it shall be shut. (Ezek. xiiv. 2).

Many indeed have taken the boldnessto
deny this truth, because not recorded in the
sacred writ ;and not enly s, but to assert the
contrary as delivered in the Scriptures, but
with no success.

When
the conclusion of Deuteronomy was written,
it wassaid of Moses, ¢ No man knoweth of
his sepulchre unto this day;” ( Deut. xxiv. 8)

On the 10ih, while Capt,
Belcher was preparing to bring his com-
patriot from the Clememine by forco if
necessary, the Veuuz, a French firstsclass
frigate commanded by capt. Du Petit
‘Thouars, anchor in the outer roads. ‘F'he
two commanders had a conference, and
resolving on prompt measures, proceeded
directly to the counnl chamber ofithe
chicfs, and made a formal and determined
tequest, in the name of the sovercigns of
France and England, that the imprison-
ment of thewr subjects should instantly ter.
minate or good reason be shown for jts
coatinuunce. The Governess, through
her interpretor Mr, Bingham, insisted on
the propriety of her course, and to the as-
tonishment of civilized officers, the Rev
gentleman warmly justified her treatment
of the Cathohies.  He, an American citi-
sen, thought toleration an evil not to be
endured.

The Commanders of the ship of war,
finding remonstrance and persussion of no
effect,left the assenibly of chiefs, determine~
ed 10 act ad the imperative sense of jusiice
demanded. Atabout 5 o’clock in the af-
ternoon of the snma day, they procerded

treating them, without any trial, likc con-
victed criminsly, and ended by demanding
permission for Bachelot and Short to res
remain on the island,  ‘This was refused,
for the King’s ndvisers were silting bekind
him, and he ofiecn turned and spoke to
them in s own language during the cons
ferenice, which lasted cight hours. It was
ut last agreed that the pricsts wight res
maia until a vessel hound to some civili-
zed port should leave, when the commana
ders pledged themselies they would des

forced to buy the Ilonoluln, a small ves.
sel of 30 tous, to convey them from this
land of persecution.

On the 17th of November, 1837, Mr
Muigret was removed on board the Hono-
[lulu without having been suffered to land.
vuthe 23d, Mr. Bachelot, whose long
continued scflerings had brought on a
wasting sickness, feeble and emaciated as
he was, with his reason impaired, and his
very life hanging on a precarious thrend,
was driven by Christinn men on hoaed
this miserable Hitle vessul; the nccomtmo-
dations of which were better caleuluted
for the kenuel of a dog than the habitas
tion of man.  Sick as was this persecuted
man, with the assistance of his fricnds.he
suceceded in walking 1o the beach, not a
murmur escaped his lips, and when he
was placed on board the little vessel, and
turned to take the last farcwell of hig
friends and associates,.it was evident that
