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Managemement of Poultry for Profit. .

Poultry and eggs are equivalent to casil every-
where, and buyers co:ne to the farms instead of the
farmers being forced to hunt the markets, In
view of this demand, whic’ :xists from the begin-
ning to the ending of tne year, there is a wide
field for the enterprise of those with limited means,
or who are interested in this particular pursuit, for
present prices have brought large profits on small
investments. Why should not poultry farms be
established for the rearing of poultry alone? The
difficulties arise principally from the universal
idea that to be healthy, poultry must partially feed
and care for themselves. It is due to this, more

‘than anything else, that most persons who have

made ventures in poultry raising, have become
disgusted, and until farmers come to the conclu-
sion that their fowls must be bred and fed for pro-
fit rather than ornament, they will meet with little
success. A few comparisons between the improv-
ed and the old-fashioned methods of feeding and
managing fowls may not be out of place.

First, as to the breeds; this is a very important
matter, Some farmers are partial to the non-sit-
ters, and do not care for the trouble of hatching
young chicks. Of the non-setters the Leghorns
stand first. The browns lay a little earlier than
the whites, but the whites grcw to larger size than
the browns, though the differcace is but little.
They are very hardy, and make excellent crosses
with the Asiatic breeds; but the crosses produce
sitters. The Houdans are the largest of the non-
sitting breeds, and produce the finest of market
chicks when crossed with larger fowls; but they
are poor winter layers, The Polands and Ham.
burgs are the most beautiful and are excellent lay
ers, but are not likely to pass through the damy
seasons without an attack of roup, unless careful-
ly guarded. The Leghorns have large single
combs which are easily frosted. Jence, in select-
ing the non-sitters, we see difficulties in the way
of each breed, and crossing pure non-sitters, of dif-
ferent breeds with each other does not help the
matter, as the produce results in sitters. The
Black Spanish are .cnder, having been bred too
choice for face arnanjent.

The sitters have their defects also, the Asiatics
being slow in coming to maturity, and are rather
heavy, often breaking the eggs in the nests.
Early maturity is the most essential point to be
sought in raising poultry, s it is from the early
and quick growing pullets that eggs in winter are
produced, and if the pullets are siow to grow they
pass over into the spring before they begin to lay,
To obviate the objection of size it is best to cross
the white Leghorn with the light Brahma, and the
.brown Leghorn with Cochins and dark Brahmas,

This gives uniformity and beauty of plumage,
medium size, good laying, with a moderation of
the inclination to sit, and quickens the vigor and
growth, The Plymouth Rocks make good mothers,
lay well, and produce the Dest chicks, but they fat-
ten very easily, which is an advantage in one re-
spect and an obstacle in another, for they will not
Iay at all if too fat; therefore they should be fed
with judgement, A new acquisition is the Lang-
shan, an Asiatic, and the best of that class. 1t
strongly resembles the Black Cochin, matures car-
1y, lays well, and altogether possesses many desir~
able characteristics, as also do the American Se-
brights (not the bantam), which are becoming
favorites with some,

Those farmers who hatch out hundreds of chicks
every year and raise only a few, are legion, This
is the discouraging pait of the business, but the
fault is with the farmer. To give a hen a brood
and allow her to lead them wherever she chooses
to find her own and chicks’ food is a time-honored
custom. No one can be successful with broods
under such a system. Rats, minks, hawks, wet,
cold and irregularity of feeding, thin thém out with-
‘out the farmers knowing it, until finally the num-
ber remaining is but & fraction of the-whole num-
ber hatched. The strong chicks of a brood lcad
the hen, and, as she naturally follows, she races
the weak ones to death. All these difficulties can
be overcome by keeping the broods in little coops,
well protected from the weather, with lath runs,
facing the sun. The chicks should be fed often
and well lovked after. Count and close them up
carefully at night; then in the morning count
them again, and all losses will be observed with-
out trouble. XKeep each brood in confinement un-
til ready for market; keep & book account, and
profii wil) take the place of loss. Plasiering lath
is the cheapest material for use in constructing
little runs or pens, and they will last for several
seasons,

In feeding poultry, give them a little of every-
thing, if possible, that can be used for the purpose,
Corn is very good in its line, but corn exclusively
is an injury. As a desirable substitute for meat
use cotton-seed meal and ground bone mixed in
their soft food, in the morning. TFeed at night
good screenings, oats and some corn. Green food
need not be necessarily grass, but chopped vege-
table tops, green rye or oats, and in winter finely-
chopped clover hay steeped over night in water.
Always give some salt in the soft food. Provide
fresh, clean water always; and little boxes of sul-
phur, charcoal and pounded oyster shell should
constantly be within reach, It is the variety and
quality rather than quantity of food that induces
hens to lay. They show their wants in the men-

ner in which they accept or reject their focd.

cleanliness is necessary in the houses and on the
grounds.
If the houses and coops are kept clean the fowls
will free themselves of vermin with the dust bath.
Whitewash is . z. of the most important articles
in poultry management, and it should be used frec-
ly. Light, sandy soils are best for poultry kept in
confinement, as the rains carry down many impuri-
ties. — Detroit Commercial Advertiser.

Editor Review,

With the Industrial the campaign of 1882 opens,
and though it can be regarded only in the light of
a skirmish ; still the names that met the eye led
to the conclusion that the engagement was some-
what general, while the quality of the stock attest-
ed to the sanguinary character of the engagement.
Still I must say that, in some cases, I was disap-
pointed; where I expected to find something pretty
fine the reverse was the case.

I have not had much experience at poultry
shows, not being able to get away from my busi-
ness, but so far as I havel find that it happens
with the regularity of a general rule, that the more
a man has “boasted” the less reason there seems
to have been for it, or the less he seems to have
had to boast about. It does not follow that because
in a certain department in an exhibition the com-
petition is always known to be slack that a man
will bring out his poorer specimens for the place.
There is no doubt but he will put his big foot first,
and if he wins accepts his success as an infallible
proof of the superior excellence of his stock, even
if he had just to “ walk over the course.”

Another speaks of the man who is capable of
extracting pleasure out of the mere fact that he is
the owner of a prize winner, having purchased it,
with profound pity, and among other fine things
says “ that a true fancier'’s real sourcelof pleasure
is found in having succeeded in solving a difficult
problem, or “ producing his ideal,” forgetting, if
the above is true, how little cause he has ever had
to congratulate himself upon his success. Still
the public must not get that impression; it won’t
pay. And so we hear of “Ihave succeeded in pro-
ducing a strain,” &c., but enough of this.

" Now, 8ir, it is evident that the opportunity
which such shows as that of Toronto affords to
fonciers to meet and enjoy the pleasure and profit
of a social chat over their pets, is not tke least im-
portant feature in such shows. I, for one, enjoyed
it greatly, and for the futurc would allow very few
of such opportunities for pleasure and improve_

ives one an inferest in tl;e whole thing which

The yards should be often spaded up.|otherwise one would not have.

If I may judge from so short acquaintance, it
occurs to my mind that there is, or seems tc be at
lcast, an almost incxhaustible fund of suspicious
circumstances connected with the career of every
noted poultryman in Canada, of which every other
poultry man, noted and obscure, is fully acquaint-
ed. Now this state of things is to be regretted, as
it will do more to destroy the harmony and suc-
cess of these shows than all the other unfavorable
conditions to which they arc nccessarily subjected
put together. These feelings of distrust and sus-
picion have played the principal part in destroy-
ing the usefulness of our township agricultural
shows, and, in many instances have put thern out
of existence altogether. It is also a bad policy,
serving to destroy the reputation of the whole fra-
ternity in the mind of the public. It is, in the
majority of cases uncalled for and unjust, for I have
no doubt but nine out of ten of the fanciers of On-
tario are business men of honor and integrity,
and are known and trusted as such in their own
community,

I called upon Mr. Edgar, of Lefroy, a few days
ago to see some stock he had been purchusing, I
found that he had just received from Ireland, from
the Earl of Enniskillen, by the steamer ¢ Briftania,
by way of New York, a fine trio of Silver Grey
Dorkings. These are the finest specimens of this
variety I have ever seen. Itis to be hoped that
he will exhibit them at Toronto; though he will
sell no eggs from them. He also received from
the same sonrce a pair of magnificent Rouen ducks,
The express charges on the five birds from Ireland
to Lefroy was $14.04.

Shall say a few words in my next upon the de-
sirability of having an Ameriban judge for our
winter show, B. N, Pierce, for instance.

Doings of a Gift Jeweler and would-be
Poultry Fancier.

The following clipping was seni us by one of
our advertisers who had an opportunity of sending
at least $100 worth of fowls to L. W. Lee, & Co.

Charles M. Cornwall, a ‘\Tew York buok and job
printer, yesterday took legal “steps which will

'probably put an end to a thriving business which

has been conducted during the summer by J. A.
Vail at No, 1237 Market street in this city. Last
spring Vail, wko 2t that time was carrying on the

jewelry business from an office at the corner of

Thirty-third street and Broadway, New York,

L
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under the name of F. Cornish, gave Corpwell t!;e
contract to print for him 55,000 Iarge illustrated
catalogues describing the grorgeous gold watches,
diamond earrings and other rich jewelry which he
was prepared, “in order to introduce kis business,”
to distribute among the public at prices ranging
from $1.50 for a hvavy gold necklace to $20 for a
super excellent lady's stem-winding gold watch
and chaio. Mr Cornwell stipulated that the trans-
action shonld be a cash one ; but with the excep-
tion of about $200 on account, no cash has yet
been puid, although the contract price was about
$1,100. The canterprising jewelry dealer left New
York suddenly, and after tracing him to Staunton,
Mass., Cornwall happened to see one of the circu-
lars which he had printed and upon which the ad-
dress had been changed frum F. Cornish, Thisty-
third strecet and Broadway, New York, to J, A.
Vail, No. 1237 Market street, Philadelphia, After
satisfying himself by a personal visit that Vail
and Cornish were one, Cornwall placed the matter
in the hands of counsel, who received from Mr.
Cornwell yesterday an extract from the Star'and
News, of Mount Joy, this State, which read as fol-
lows: #Beware.~—Wge would advise our readers to
be somewhat careful in : ding money to J. R.
Vail, No. 1237 Market stre.., Philadelphia, whose
advertisement appeared in this paper of May 11.
Glowing representations are made, which may be
true, but we somewhat doubt their responsibility.
One thing we do know, that the advertising agent,
J. Cudney & Co., No. 1267 Broadway, New York,
who gave out the advertisement, are first-class
frauds and dead-beats. Possibly Vail and Cudney
are one and the same firm.” A copias was issued
at Cornwall’s instance yeésterday for the arrest of
Vail. Judge Allison fixed the bail at $1000.

A number of our advertisers have had communi-
cations from L, W, Lee & Co., Philadelphia, Pa.,
who was anxious to make large purchases of tho-
rcugh-bred poultry, and “ being a stranger” to each,
gave J. A. Vail as referenc:. We know of butone
case where a shipment was made to the party—
after a payment of $25 had been received--but
Lee was so plausable, and his terms so reasonable
it is a wonder that several did not deal with him,
There is little doubt but L. W. Lee & Co. and
J. A. Vail is one and the same person,

Meeting of Ontario Poultry Association.

A meeting of the Ontario Poultry Association
weas held last evening in the association rooms
at the grounds. Mr, Kester, the President, was
called to the chair, and Mr. Sanderson acted as
Secretary.

Mr. W. H. Doel, being called upon to explain
-the cuject of the meeting, said that he thought it
would be a good thing to bring the members of the
associztion together in order that they might have
a talk upon matters in connection with the breed-
ing of poultry, He might mention that the books
had been placed in the hands of Mr. Hill to audit,
but he had not had time to do the work. He
understood, however, that there was a deficit of

over $325 from last year'sshow. He did not think

that Toronto men would be willing to take the.

soctety with this debt hanging on its shoulders,
He reminded the mecting, however, that the prize,
list had been raised last year, the Toronto men not
wishing to reduce it. He did not fecl like accept-
icg the responsibilty of this debt, because if it
were not paid at the close of the show the Toronto
men would be blamed for it.  Under these circum-
stances he had no wish to take the chair as presi-
dent until this account wus settled in a satisfac-
tory marner.

Mr. Bogue explained that the deficit was due to
exhibitors, who he felt satisfied would not press
for payment. He was himself one of the largest
holders of these due bills, and he would give his
word that he would not press for payment until
the association was in a position to pay him.
Other gentlemen present would no doubt do the
same thing. If, however, the association was put
to it he had no doubt but the money .ould be
raised easily enough. He also reminded the meet-
ing that the deficit had been created by causes
over‘which the Executive Commnittee had no con-
trol.

The President remarked that the officers were
not liabie personally for the dekt, which could be
collected only from the association.

Mr. John James said that in his opinion the
officers of the association could be personally
sued for the debt, and he, as treasurer-elect, did not
like to place himself in such a position.

The president still contended that the associa~
tion only was liable for the debt.

Mr. Doel held a very different opinion. Indeed,
he knew very well that the parties who held the
due bills of the association could sue him as presi-
dent, if he were to act as such, and recover the
amount,

Mr, McClelland was of the opinion that if the
association made an effort the debt could readily
be paid of. He felt satisfied that the parties
holding the due bills would not press for payment.

Mr. Boddy said he knew of certain parties who
would press for payment. In fact, muny who held
due bills would send them along as entry money
with their entries, and the association would be
compelled to accept them as cash. This would be
equal to paying out $350 as cash at the start. He
had been told by a lawyer that the due bills could
be presented by anybody holding them, and that
the association would be cornpelled to pay them,

The president said there was no doubt but the
association was lisble for the payment of this debt,
but he.did not think the bi}ls would be presented.

Mr. Sanderson held that the newly elected
officers should either act or resign. Mr. Doel, who

had been elected president, did not seem to wish
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to assume the responsibility of the office until the
matter ic dispute was sottled. Outsiders had not
asked permission to bring the show to Teronto,
and if the officers resigned, the association would
have to appoint others, 6o that the business would
go on ag usual. If the prize list had not been
raised last year there would be no deficit; in fact
the due bills represented the raise in the prize list.
It had come to this, that the newly-elected officers
would have either Lo consent to act or resign. He
wag und . the impression that Mr. Doel was the
duly-elected president,and was the only gentleman
entitled to act as such. He hoped that Mr. Doel
would accept the position, so that a meeting of the
board might be held for business, There was &
desire to hold the exhibition in Toronto, and if it
were o 3uccess there would be little doubt but it
would be held here for scveral years afterwards.
He hoped Mr. Doel would consent to assume the
office to which he had been elected, and call his
board together for business that evening. The
prize list had to be arranged, and preparations
" made for holding the show in February next.

Mr. Doel then consented to fall in with this
agreement, and the meeting adjourned.

Mr. Doel- then took the chair and called the
board to order for the consideration of the prize
list. Several classes which have herctofore been
bLadly represented were struck off, and placed
under the head, « any other class.”

The list, as amended, was adopted, and steps
taken to assure a fine show of poultry next Feb-
ruary in this city.

‘The board then adjourned.—Mail, of Sept. 13th.

The Fall Exhibitions.

The rapidly growins interest in thorough-bred
poultry in Canada is shown by the great increase
in the number of entries at the Fall exhibitions.
In every case where circumstances were at all
favorable, a good exhibit was on hand this year,
and were:it not that the shows followed so
_quickly upon each other, and in one case two
being held on the same dates, there would cer
tainly bave been mucl the largest exhibits of
poultry at each ever seen in. Canada. Not only
has the number of exhibits increased, but the
number of exhibitors at a greaterrate. In times
past it was often the cuse thal three or four ex-
hibitors npearly filled the coops and won the
prizes, but this year there has been very few
large individual ertries, and the prizes have
been well distributed—a few old fanciers have
not monopolized the bulk of the red cards.

The stock does not show much impro-ercent
in quality; but this cannot now be expected to
be so very marked from year to year asin the

past, as the room for improvement is being nar-
rowed down.

Nearly all the other classes of stock are natur
ally in prime showing condition in the fall, but
this is not the case with poultry. Fowls are
generally in moult, and the drain on the system
to produce the new coat deprives the comb and
waltles of the blood which gives these members
their rich appearance, and leaves them shrivel-
led and unattractive; the chicks are ~eldom fully
developed —in fact the fall shows only give a
partial guide to the quality of the stock. Tosee
both fowls and chicks at their best it is necessary
to visi¢ a poultry show in winter or catly spring,.

There has also been an inclination shown by
some of the sncieties to further encourage the
exhibition of poultry by increasing the prize-
lists, the Great Central, Hamilton, and Western,
London, setting an example 1n this respect
which other societies, it is to be hoped, will fol-
low. Funciers showed their appreciation of this
step by giving exscellent cxhibits at the places
named; and were it not that these shows were
held on the same dates, there “would have beea
fully one-third moze entries at each,

At Toronto the entries were 163 in excess of
last year. The judging, for the most par,
gave satisfaction. The grumbling was mostly
confined to the exhibitors of games. It was
thought by the management that better satisfac-
tion would .ikely be given were the awardsin
this class made by an outsider, and Mr. S. Cur-
tis, a breeder of some note across the line, was
appointed. He certainly left as much cause for
coinplaint as the home judges did in former
years,

We have not yet been able to get the list of
awards at the Provincial, but hope to have it for
next issue. Bad weather and the fact of the
show being held so far east contributed largely
to produce a reduction in the exhibit.

Mr. Ludlow, the celebrated English artist, says
of the Langshan ;—“ Langshans Lave fall flowing
tails, so als~ had the Cochin when first known to
us, but it was decreed that they should be small;
and. alas, how difficult it is after all our experi-
ments, to maintain these artificial points. Not-
withstanding all our cfiorts, the black leg will come
in black poultry, whether we want it or not, ‘tis
natural, 'tis hatnonivus., Tue wings and tail, toy,
will speedily revert to nature, without our con-
stant care and judgement, as tuv many of our
weedy Cochins so often sadly prove. 'F'o judge
this Cochin-Langshan business, comparisons at
exhibitions are not of much avail ; it's enough, tis
true, to the practised eye, but the cenvincing test is
to be foand elsewbers. The Stunduerd Cochinsare
sent to the shows, but the Langshan type are kept
2t home for either the spit or breeding Cuchins.”

Ponltry at the Provineial, ¥oatreal.

Editor Review,

I promistd to give you the particulars of the
poultry exhibit at the Provincial c¢xhibition, held
in Montreal in September. At the time I cxpect-
ed to see something worth writing about, but real-
1y it was the worst display I ever saw. There
might have been twenty or thirty pens occupied,
and perhaps as many pigeons I will not attempt
any deseription, there not being over half a dozen
birds in the lot that should ever have seen the in-
side of a show-pen.

I must say to the credit of the judge, whosver
he was, that he showed good sense in withholding
prizes, as many of the specimens were totally un-
deserving of notice. The game display was the
greatest farce T ever saw—particularly the Black-
reds; only one entry. The cock may have been a
Brown Leghorn trimmed, for aught I know, while
the hens were about three-querters Brown-red, the
other quarter most anything. ¢ Game, any other

quect-looking specimens as hens, and about six or
cight half grown chickens, all in one coop. The
chicks were all huddled together in one corner of
the coop, the “old grey" standing guard over
them, and every time one of the cockerels showed
on the outside he was immediately pelted in the
most vigorous fashion,

They showed a new variety, the «White Pic Game.?
Perhaps some of your readers would like to get
some of them, There were some very good ducks
and geese.

It might bLe expected that this department of the
exhibition wouid be o complete failure when the
facts arec known. I understand the. the birds
were required to be shown ia trios, to remain five
days, and be fed and attended by the exhibitor.
This may be why Messes, Nichol, Costen, Winfield,
Seriver, Hall and a host of other good breeders in
the vicinitysof Montreal, were not heard from.

The poultry buitding on the cxhibition grounds
is very tastefully fitted with fine coops, and well
arranged, Lut not sufficient light—however there
was plenty on this occasion.

It is'my humble opinivn that an autumn poultry
show is seldom satisfactory to either exhibitor or
spectator as a whole. It is an impossibility to
show fowls in September; the chicks, if early, may
do very well, but the ragged, moulting -old cock
malkes a pretty sickly appearance.

I learned from a friend that the display at the
Toronto Industrial was very good. He also men-
tioned that there was great dissatisfaction with the
judging. There always must be. The position of
Jjudge, particularly if he be a local man, is an un-
enviable one. I do not know who the judges were
on this occasion, but have no doubt but that they
discharged their duties conscientiously, and per-
naps well. I think it a great mistake for poultry
associations to employ any other than authorized
Jjudges—men who malke it & study and attend to it
as a business during the winter months, they
first having passed an examination before the
American Poultry Association, and receiving a di-
ploma. There can be ro question but what such
a person is more competent to judge a show thsn
amateurs. The very fact of the association making
known that an authoriz«d judge is engaged insures
them o far greater number of entries. I am free
to admit that I would much sooner send my birds
to an cexhibition to be judged by a regular judge
than by any gentleman fanciers or amateurs. No
doubt the latter would act honorably, and do the
best they could, but in all probability many of
their awards would be erroncous from want of ex-
perience.

I have been reading some of the very ably
written articles by your Canadian poultry breeders,
but as yet Lave not noticed any one whose little
chicks wure affected like mine were last season. We
gave them every care and attention combined with
good feeding, but still our loss was heavy.

We first noticed them in one corner chirping,
and then with their little feet trying to scratch
their heads, evidently in pain, as I thought, in their
head. Their food was then moist, with milk and
water to drink. But since then we have changed
their dict and been very successful.

For the first ten days we give them nothing to
drink, and take particular care that their little feet

do not get damp, in fact, my experience has taught
mé to believe that this is the grand secret in chic-
ken raising ; following this rule one may look for-
ward t5 & good healthy bjrd, and one that his
breeder can say to, “ Now my little fellow you are
strong and healthy,” in fact, one he can take a
pride in, We have some chicks just now three
weeks old, fed entively on dry food, which are fine,
strong, healthy birds.

Our plan in mothering chicks is to give one
hen not less than three broods, taking care not to
get too young a hen, or one with the fifth toe.
We have had as many as thirty five chicks under
one hen, and not lost one.

How 10 Frieate o Hex Hotvse.—Take an old
iron pot and in it place a pound of sulphur with
which two ounces of saltpetre has been thorough-
ly mixed. Remove all the fowls, close all doors
and windows, and set fire to the mixture. This
will burn slowly and thoroughly fumigate the
room. If it will not burn well, add more saltpetre.
Throw open the doors and windows an hour or so
before allowing the fowls to enter.

ST AR
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Hints for October and November.

The careful poultry-man will have all the ar-
rangements for the winter care of his stock made
before this month is over. The stock of green
food, such us cabbage, turnips, onions, &e., will be
in the cellar, and s load or two of fine sand will be
stowed in a dry place so that it can be had for use
in the dust box, and to sprinkle under the perches
and on the floors. A supply of gravel should
also be laid in. All broken windows will be re-
paired, loose battons nailed on, and the fastnings
of the doors looked to, so that the fowls will not
be subjected to drafts of cold air during the cold
damp nights of fall.

He will also make such arrangements that
crowding will be impossible. It is very natural
for the chicks to huddle closely together as the
nights grow colder. To prevent this is often diffi-
cult where many are kept. The easiest plan is to
give them broad roosts, about nine inches or a foot
frum the floor for Asiatics, and they may be made
a little higher for the more active breeds, These
roosts shoutd be about four inches broad. It may
be necessary to educate them to use the roosts by
placing them on them for a couple of evenings.
Some obhject to allowing chickens of the larger
breeds to roost until nearly full grown, believing
that their breasts ave injured, but a wide roost will
reduce this danger—at any rate it is preferable to
crowding, which is the cause of more deformity
and disease than many may think,

The cocks and cockerels should be separated at
this season. With the active breeds, in the sum-
mer time when they have the yards to run to, the
young birds can escape fror.. the old when in their
angry moods, but when confined together in close
quarters many the severe beating they will receive
if they show uny ambition before the old fellow,
Many the guod young bird has been spoiled by
having all the spirit bullied out ofhim in this way.
If you have plenty of room it would be better also
to szparate the pnllets from the hens for the same
reason, but it is not so necessary as with the males.

Now is the time to lay your plans for next year's
breeding. Sclect those birds from your flock that
you think will be the best for breeding and exhibi-

“tion purposes, and do not be induced to part with

them if they suit yon, unless you are sure you can
fill their places with others that will suit you bet-
ter. A breeder who sells his best stock year after
year will soon find himself without anything good
to sell. -

Every bird should now be examined to see if
there ave lice on its body. If there are they will
be found most plentiful among the fluff, at the
roots of the feathers. Dust thoroughly with sul-
phur or insect powder, and if your quartersare dry
and warm, give a little sulphur twice a week foc a
couple or three weeks in their soft food. All the
perches and nest-Loxes should be sprinkled with
coal oil to prevent the smaller and mauch the most
troublesome parasites from getting a foothold.

Gather the dead leaves and bed your coops six
inches deep with them. When kept dry leaves
make a splendid litter for coops. If grain is scat-
tered over the leaves every morningthe fowls will
find agreeable exercise in seratching for if, and the
feathers are kept clean and in good shape.

Grain of all kinds being at present cheap, a good
supply should be laid in. Wheat should form the

staple food, corn will come next in importauce,
then barley, peas and oats.  All of these should be
on hand so as to give a change. Corn, barley,
pease and oats, ground together and mixed with
one-third bran, when scalded, makes an excellent
soft food for first meal,

Attention to these matters now will add greatly
to your succesg throughout the year, besides mak-
ing your winter's lIabor lighter and more pleasant.
