‘The idea of going from New York to
Liverpool in three hours is cnough to take one’s breath away, but we
imagine that the idea, if' put in practice, wonld cause more pain to the
passengers than that resulting from a severe blow below the belt.

Halifax, in many respects, is an enjoyable city to reside in, but woe
unto the man who has fe~quently to walk through her thoroughfares. The
Morning Chrounicle, in a very sensible editorlal, stigmatizes the condition of
our sidewalks as disgraceful, which indecd they are. It would be ten times
better to cart away the asphalt, bricks and paving stones, with which they
arc now laid, aud replace these with good, solid, esen plank-walks. The
City Council should move in this matter and obtain such logislation as
would cnable it to have the sidewalks properly paved and kept in repair.
Speaking of nceded reforms, we might suggest that the drivers of empty
coal carts and other such vehicles should be prohibited from driving along
the main thoroughfares at the rate of six or eight miles an hour.

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PRACTICAL SUGGESTIONS.

We note that the Governmont proposes sending Mr. Cunningham
Stewart, of tho postal department, across tho water to study thoe postal sys.
tems of Great Britain and tho contivent of Europe. This 18 a move in ths
right direction, for in vo depmtmont of the public sorvico is thorough reform
more needed than in our postal system,
intolligent observation, an ability to discern a real improvement whon he
sees it if ho is imbued with a desive to faithfully perform theduties which |
aro tho ostensiblo object of his mission ; and if he is capable of absolutely |
divesting himself of all prejudices in favor of what his oflicial traming and
habits havo made custowary to him ; it is in his power to render servicos
that will bo of incalculablo bonefit to this country. There is no doubt that
ho may learn much in Great Britain, for we are in many respects bohind the
mother country in our postal mothods. But in Coutinental Europe ho will
find that tho greatest strides in the line of improving and perfectiug tho pos-
tal sorvice have been wade, In France, Russia, sud Gormany—cspectally
the latter— tho subject has beon carofully studied by the best minds, and the
highest porfoction has been altained that the science has reached.

Among the many points which wo would respectfully suggest to him to
study may be named tho German systom of insuring lotters with valusble
contents, instead of tho crulo and practically useless plan of registration in
vogue here. Another, is the plan of the post oflice undertaking the for-
warding of goods, c. 0. d. from place to place, and advancing to the shipper
a proportion—say two-thirds—of the face of his bill on shipment, and the
balanco on tho delivery to and accoptaneo by the shippee of the goods, thas
allowing the shippor the immediate uso of a portion of hie capital. A por-
tion of Mr. Stowart’s timme might be profitably omployed in cuquiring into
the subjects on which candidates for appointment to the postal service are
oxsmined. He will find that in most European countries candidates are not
oxamined on absurdly irrelevant topics such as history, abstruse niathoma-
tics, otc., 03 they are hore, but thoy must boe thoroughly conversant with at
least two modern langnages besides their own.

Ho should not be content with merely visiting post oflices and interview-
ing postmasters concerning the objocts of his mission. o should go to the
men from whom the postal authorities of othor countries are not teo proud
to acknowledgo that they obtain the ideas which they putinto practice,
Philatolists and philatelic socictics have mado mattors connected with or
rolated to the postal service their constunt and absorbing study for many
years. They have mastered the science—if such it may be called—and can
botter than any other men point out the excellencies and the defects of tho
various oxisting systems. \Wo can assuro him, that from theso men and
theso socicties ho will obtain more practical information, and derive more
useful instruction, than from any other class ; and if he applies to thom he
will boe ccurteously treated aud assisted in overy possible way. Our own
impression is, that a practical philatelist would make the best commissioner
that the Government could send on such a mission, because ho wonld necos-
sarily possess nearly, if not fuite, all of the desirable qualfications for the
porformance of the duties that would devolve upon him. Among those
whom woe know to be thus specially qualified for this mission may be named
Major Todd, of tho Governor-Geuersl’s Iloot Guards, one of the assistant
Librarians of Parliamont, and Alderman Hechler, of this city. Both of
them are enthusiastic philatelists, good linguists, havoe studicd postal matters
for many years, and being on corresponding terms with all Furopean phila-
tolic sociotios, would render splendid service, if they could bo indueed to
underiake the work which is particnlarly adapted for specinlists.

PRIMOGENITURE ALOLISHED BY THE HOUSE OF LORDS

The Irish Question has so absorbed public attention that littic heed hx
Leen given to other important legislation that has been passed by the Brt
ish Parliament. The House of Lords, composed as it is, of the great titld
landlords of the Kingdom and the Bishops, (the latter influenced, perhaps,
by the fear of disestablishment, being more opposed to reforms than the
temporal lords), has earned for itself the reputation of blocking, until foreed
to yield to the irresistible demand of the public, all legislation tending
weaken the powers or privileges of the landed classes. It was with genuine
surprise, then, that it was learned that this most unprogressive branch of
the British Parliament had passed a bill abolishing the law of primogenitare
in Great Britain. This, as we understand it, does not directly interfere
with the law of eriail, but it strikes at the root of the principle of tha faw,
and effects a radical improvement outside of it.

Hitherto, with one or two notable exceptions, as in the County of Kent,
where the ancient gavelkind tenure, of which a principle branch was the
joint inheritance of all the sons, has been zealouely preserved, the law of
the United Kingdom declared that when any psrson died intestate—that &
without leaving a will otherwise regulating the succession—then the eldest
son or his heir should be entitled to all the heritable or real estate, hor-
ever valuable, and that the personal property should be divided among the
other representatives. Where the heir considered it to his intcrest, he had
the option of collating with his brothers and sisters, or G*'-ar represents:
tives. in other words, to throw the real'and personal prope tv iuto anel,
and have it divided equally among them. Briefly stated, this wus the much
decried law of primogeniture, and the effect practically of its abolition nor
will be, that collation will take place in all cases of intestacy,

The new law will not interfere with the power of any testator devising
his property to such persons as he may desire, but in striking at the princ:
ple that mere precedence of birth gives rights of itself without the expres
sanction of the parents, the bill is a significant democratic victory.

The general press has contained repeated accounts of the remarkabie
case reported by Dr. M. H. Lockerstein, of Chicago, in the effects of nitro-
glycerine in resuscitating life. His patient was 2 woman, who sank rapdly
and was apparently dead. An action of the heart was imperceptible, the
temperture of the body had fallen to gz deg. F., and every indication of
death was present. A solution of nitro-glycerine was administered hypo-
dermically, when there was a gasp, followed by three others within a minute.
During the second minute six respirations were noted, with a faint fluttenag
of the heart, but no wrist-pulse was discernible. During the third minsie
eighteen respirations wcre evident and a festle pulse. During the fouth
minute the pulse rose to 180 and above, the face was flushed, the epes
rolled, the muscles slowly relaxed, and the patient becany: comfortable.
These data are quite unique in character, and, if substantiated by later
rescarches Ly Dr. Lockerstein and othors, may lead to most important a4
valuable applications of the drug.

The presses, which are being prepared in England, are noiseless and
automatic, and are capable of prodncing 2,700,000 coins per day of ten
hours. The coius are to be dollar pieces and three subdivisions, a half, a
ffth and a tenth in silver, as well as the “cash" or * mils,” equal to one-
thousandth part of a dollar in rolled brass. The silver dollar 15 cqual to
ss- English money. Of the 2,700,000 cains which are to be struck per
day, 100,000 are to be (if required) silver dollars. The oxtent of the order
may be estimated from the fact that the Royal Mint in London is only
furmished with sixteen presses. ‘I'he value of the daily comage in English

What the church wants and what church-
men desire, is a bishop capable of overtaking the otk of a large dioceso, a
wan intellectually and physically vigorous, ono who is capable of harmoniz-
ing the several shades of opinion within the Church, and, above all, one
who can appreciato tho sclf-sacrificing work of the clergy, and, at the same
time, realize the difliculties with which the laity have to contend, cspecially
in small parishes.

UNDERGROUND AT MIDNIGHT.

"Fwas on a damp and somowhat chilly evening during tho presg
month, that, in company with several of the young students of the Schul
for tho Blind, the Rev. W. C. Wilson, Wmn. Resse, the foreman of the Spriny
hill mines, and Alexander Robbins, I took my firsl railway trip unde
ground, and, ag many of my readers have never enjoyed a similar experisxc,
I will briofly note some of my impressions of this midnight pleasure trip,

When our party gathered in the engine house, at the mouth of tho gt
western elope, we found evervthing in readiness for our descent. lom

guage railway tracks; the cars, which are coal-boxes, four feet long, thw
wide, and threo feet deep, being drawn up the track by s strong wire cabl,
which is wound on a great reel by a powerful link engine of three hundmd
horse power. Getting into the cars and squatting ourselves on the flon
foreman Reess gavo the order to stact, with the precaution for us to lisks,
as the beams over our heads were within easy reach. Toboganning is ui
to be pleasurable on account of the spice of danger with which it &
associated in most minds, but it is anything but a pleasurable sensation &
be one of a parly in a train of three coal cars, freighted with human beiny,
which is gradually being lowered into s pit at an angle of thirty degw,
and to know that the safoty of the party depended upon the strength ofs
cable not more than an inch and a quarier in diameter. It, however, sl
the test, and in due time wo arrived at tho bottom of the slope, with eish
hundred feet of mother carth or mother rock above our heads. The su
of coal into which we had decendod, lies at the same angle as the slo&
down which we had come, and is fourteen feet in thickness. From

bottom of the slope a lovel or tunnel, about nine fest high and seven or eih
feot in width, extends on either side. In one direction a railway track

been carried for nearly three quariers of a mile, while, in the oppoi
direction, the track is over a mile in length. The level durmg the dayim
presents o busy scene of activity—coal-laden cars drawn by horscs, drim
by sturdy lads of trom twelve to fifteen years of age, are constantly by
drawn to the bottom of the slops, whences they are dragged up the inclind
plane to the surface, and at the same time empty coal cars are being cor
stantly lowored and carried off in either direction to bo re-filled. At nigk
time the coal cars cease to run, and the horses, thirty-ome in number, &
comfortably stabled in their underground stalls, munching their ostsk
contentedly as horses are wont to do in stables on the surface. One of v
animals in the stable has been in the pit for eight years continuously, andi
was noticable that his cost, like that of all horses not exposed io ik
woather, was beautifully aoft and smooth. Foreman Reese infory:ed us it
the mine was overrun with rats, which lived upon the fodder which droppd
from the horses’ mangers. They had endeavored to get rid of thess pessly
bringing into the mine & colony of cais, but the proverbisl nino livesd
these animals did not hold good in a coal mine, as they seldom hyod o]
than a few monthe after being brought from the surface. Walking akg
tho track in the level we came to the foot of one of the balances; these
tunnels driven up from the level parallel to the main slope ; on either sk
of these balances excavations are inade, called boards, and as sqonulh
coal from the balances, boards and cross tunnels, have been carried amy,
tho pillars, which have been left as supports, are cut down and the o
secured. Wae ascertained that, as a rule, the cos! was left standing withia s
hundred feet of either side of the slope, but that the coal from all oibe
parts of the mine was removed. Having been shown a rock boaring v
perfect impression of a fern leaf, Mr. Reese took thc party fo the Pliee
where such fossils were procured. In mining phraseology, these lsyerd
rock, with aro cver and underlaid with coal, are known as “ faults,”
they sometimes cause considerable trouble in mining operations. Inqumy
how the mine was drained, we found that a great hole, or well, forty It
in depth, had beon dug below the level, and from this the water was el
to the surfaco by a stesm pump. At the Springhill mines three sosms &
coal are being worked, ans, in.order to save time and expense, thew &

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in the adjoining seams is carried by cars Lo the bottow of tho wostern slopoe.
;\'oticing that the air was romarkably fresh, one of tho young men onquired
wher4 the Ureeze was coming from, whereupon tho foreman took us to tho
sir shaft, at the top of which was a fun driven by steam. Horo wo found a
current of air as fresh and cool as a soa breers, and Lhis, we underatood, wae
kept up duy and night without cessation. Parron Wilson, realizing thav
moet novices st mining have a natural curiosity to know how the coal is cut,
oblained a pick for ue, and, with the foreman's leave, I began trying my
band as a cutter, and from the way the coal camo tumbling down, and from
the evident anxiety of the foroman not to have mo repeat the experiment, I
have come to the couclusion that, under favorablo circumstances, I could
sarn 8 pretty fair living as a coal cutter. Having regained the bottom of the
shaft and deposited ourselves in our cars, wo wero slowly drawn up to the
sutface, the sensation of going up hill backwards being anything but
plessant.  Psrson Wilson and Mesars. Reeso and Robbins, did their utmost
o maks this underground jaunt onjoyable to the young men from the
Schocl for the Blind, and for many a day to come tho story of the midnight
trip will bo.rehoarsod within the walls of tho Institution at Halifax. At
the present time twelve hundred men and boys are ongaged in aud ahout the
coal mines of Spuinghill, and forty thousand tons are shipped to varions
perts of the Duminion each month. Tho manager, Mr. Teckio, apponrs wo
be the right man in the right place. He is able, industrious and entorprising,
avd, under his superiutendence, the wine has gained a continontal fame.

{0 be a very small number,

Vhen we learned that the Nova Scotiau and Canadian Governmonts had
esch granted s subsidy of $2000 to » steambost, which was to make
fortnightly trips between this cosst and Halifax, wo felt as if wo
were making oue step towards civilization. But alas! it is now the first
week in July, and the steamboat has not pus in an appearance as yet.

But we are thankful for what wo have got, and that is steam communics-
tion with St. Johns once a fortnight instead of once a month.

‘This coaat has been visited this scason by tho steamships Clurinde, Drac
snd Fmerald. What the Ewmerald did we do not know, but we do kpow
that the commander of the S. S. Druc forced a man, who was lishing a cod,
fo take up tho trap. Now, had this man been interfering with the French
in any way, ono could make some excuso for such an action, but the truth is,
the man wus not intetforing with the French. I wight mention other acts
of injustice committed on this coast, but I think one instanco is quite cnough.

MUSICAL ECHOES.

Many have a mistaken idea about conservatory systom. It is spokou of
frequently as a “class system,” implying that tho pupl, necessarily, is
obliged to study in *classes.” This is not so. Privato instruclion is
given, and any ono desiring privato lessons can readily bo accommiodated.
The great advantages of the * class systom " are those: cheapness and the
benefits derived from reciting before others, If four pupils arrange to
divide the hour's lesson botween them, cach ono pays in proportion ;

This is the principal difference as vegards the financial question, and any
one can readily see whether class or private lessons would be arranged for,
10 cas6 one cost the same as the other. Therefore, it is safe to state, while
class lessons are about four times as cheap as private lossons from tho same
Inatructor, the mass of people are going to bo educated in music. This
being the fact, many pupils in moderato circumstances who bogin tho study
1n this “class system ™ are going to be found posscssiug qualilications

COMMERCIAL.

‘The condition and prospects of trade have undergone no change since
our last re{:oxt. The movement for tho month just closing har been a full
ous, and the presont situation has a healthy toue. [t is eatisfactory to note
that the indications continue to favcr a good, steady fall distribution. The
country at larga is in probably as good a condition as jt over was before, and

it is ovidently capable of and propared for a full weasure of consumption.
Yet that fact may in itself ofler an inducement for over-trading with its
attendant ovil consequonces, against which wo havo taken occasion frequently
of late to give warning.

The wholesale trade of the past week has gonorally been quiet. Stocks,
as a rule, show full assortments, which are bolieved to bo in some instances
in excess of immediate demand. When we considor, however, the large
quantity of goods, the importation of which was hurried, so that thoy might
come in bofore the 1st inst. under the old tariff, and thus ovado the opera-
tions of tho new, it is not surprising that there should be for a time an appa-
rent overstock in sone leading lines. Take, for instanco, the heavy mports
of ivod ana dry goods which arrived prior to July 1st., and which amounted
1o more than aro genemally recoived up to tho last of August. Orders have
not, of course, kept paco with these forced imports, because consumers have
no inducement to hasten their purchases. Consequently, merchants aro just
now carrying lnr%cr stocks than is usual at this seasor of the yoar. It must
be remembered, however, that imports for tho next fow mouths will doubt.
less be of smallor volumo than if the smooth tenor of trade had not heen
interfored with by the tarill changes, and it will be evident that natural con-
sumptive uecessities will suon restore tho rogular balance between supply
and demand.

It has always been a stock complaint among volunteer correspondents to
the city daily papers that ¢ Halifax wants painting.” This complaint has in
the past, doubtless, been woll founded, and is unquestionably so to some
considorable extent, but signs of improvement in this respect aro not want-
ing. Wo aro gratified to noto that scores of stone aud brick business build-

while paint is not stinted in improving the sppearance of woodon ewye
turos within the city limits. There is also much aclivity in building
gpemlignn. and skillod stone-masons, bricklayers and csrpenlers are iy
emand.

‘Tho ontire westorn iron trads
outlook is good. In Philadelphia, businoss in iron and steel is light, Lu
plonty of business hangs fire. Prices are firm.

Bugavsturrs —Tho market for flour has bosn steady and moderately
aclivo. Froesh-ground lots are most sought after—tho old-ground arlicls
being harder to sell. European cables have continucd dull and weak wiy
valuos tending lowor. Wheat in Liverpool is dull and lower, having
doclinod id. to 1d. por cent. Fair average red wintor was at 67s; while
Michigan at 6s. 104d.; and red American spring at Gs. 54. Corn has alyn
bosn weakor., Cargoos of wheat off coast are slow, and on passage or for
shipment neglocted. Minneeota first bakers' flour was 24s. In Paris wheat
is steady, and flour a shade dearer. Tho total quantity of wheat in sight on
this continont and atloat to Europe is 53,140,000 bushels, an increase of
826,000 as compared with the samo dato ono year ago. ‘I’here has bern ng
essontial change in the Chicsgo grain markets, trading being limited and
fluctuations comparatively small. Corn is weak there, and oats are steady.
At the seaboanl, both wheat and corn have fallen off somewhat, Ian Moz.
treal, the Trade Bulletin says, that—* Allowing for the improved exporl
enquiry (for flour) for Quebec, Newfoandland, snd Great Britain, the market
has been unsatisfactory, for the reason that unprofitable prices have to be
accepted in order to do business. The continusnce of hot weather has had
an adverse effect upon the market, as holders have, of courss, had in viex
tho tendency of their flour {o sour, and this, in some instances, has induced
thom to shade prices. Advices from Ontario state that a number of mills
have shut down, and that receipts may, in consequence, be expected to fall
off. Stocks in atoro here are also lighter than at this time last year; hui,
making allowance for those facts, we do not anticipate any difficully to arise
on tha score of short suppliss.

Nothing has been mado
wublic of the intentions for the future of tho St. Lawrence Company, the
Luming of whose refinery at Montreal was announced in tho columas of our
lt isaue, It is said, however, that St. John is preparing to offer them
secial inducements to settle and rebuild there.

Movasses.—The firm market that wa have reported for somu time past,
has developod into one of great strength, and tho outlook certainly points to
dill higher figures than evon now obtsin.  The total averags advance in the
st few weeks has beun 4 and Sc.  Of course if prices continuo to advance
it will soon be found that curtailed consumption will ciuse supplies tv
sccumulste.  Certainly there is overything ut the moment to inspire confi-
dence in the waintenance of presont prices, and a still further advance is not
stall u_ilely to be experienced, but now appesrs to us to be the time for
holders to make profits, as the future is very uncettain,

Fisi.—In this market littlc is doing in fish for the reason that stocks
are extromoly low, and scarcely any new is received. Still, despite theee
facts aud the small hopes that this year's catch will reach even a low average
in quantity, pickled ﬁ.sh, herring and mackerel are dull. Dry cod will pro-
Lably always hold their own, but scarcely oue ssne person oul of a hundsas
would cat a pickled fish from choice, if & fresh one was obtainable. Our
greatest and best noarket for pickled fish has always been the United States.
But there the people havo learned to preserve all kinds of fish in 1efrigerators,
s that dealers can supply consumers all the year round with the fresh
aticle.  For this reason that market for fish in pickle is rapidly becoming
exlivct, and promises cre long to cease to exiet. If our people are to con-
tinue lo ma{:e she fisheries profitable, we nican those that we claim are
exclusively our own, we must learn or devise some method of nressrvin
them in & fresh state instead of as we now do. Ve also have the additiona
incentive for so doing, if possible, in that fresh fish arc admitted to the
American matkets fres of duty. A few berrels of new Cape Breton herrings
have been received in Montreal, and were sold at $5 and $5.50 per bbl.

their work. In sowe few instances miners of monns do their own prospect.
ing, but in the wajority of cases a number of meu club together and furniay
the money to lit cut a prospector or prospectors, it heing underatood that
their men will roport any finds that they may muke to the cowpany. There
are charms about the lifo of & prospector that are known only to “the
initiated, Having carriod their provisions into tho wildernese, they
genorally locate their camp on some rushing stream, where trout and salmon
abound, and where they aro always sure of an abundant supply of fresh
fish. In season tho barrens supply strawberries and blueberriesin profusion,
aud these delicacies, coupled with an abundauce of coarse bul wholesoms
food, leave littlo to be grumbled at in the way of table hardahips. If they
are industrious, the day is fully employed in exploring the surrounding
country, and at night, what citizen would not envy their refreshing sleep on
beds of fragrant spruce? The delights of the successful sportaman are well
kuown, but can they be compared with the exultation of the prospector
when lo discovers a rich boulder, placing him: on the scent of a valuable
lead 7 If he is honest, he will think of the welcome news he is to carry to
his company, but alas ! in too many cases the lead is located, but carefully
concealed, until the finder shall have severed his conpection with the
company and securs the find for himeelf. Then there are lazy prospector,
who spend all their time fishing and sleeping, until, having devoured their
stores, they appear befors their outfitters with fabulous stories of work done
and brilliant prospects to be still followed up, and, having thus secured
renewed supplies, they again return to the woods to repeat the former
discreditable tactics. Unfortupately, the lazy and dishonest prospectors are
pumerous, aud thess deceivers have well nigh ruined the occupation of the
balance. Capitalists tire of throwing their money away, and, year by vesr,
the prospector finds his backers falling away, and the business no longe
self-sustaining.

Hardworking and reliable prospectors are needegl, and when they are found
there is little doubt but what many new and valuable discoveries will be
reported, hut at present most of the new discoveries are accidently made by
farmers or sportsmen. During vacation colisge students often take long
walking tours, with no very definite object, beyond the scenery cu ruule.
How would it do for some of these young men to form a prospecting club
and thus work off their superfluous enorgy in a pleasant, healthy occupe
tion, which might turn out profitably. We believe that if the fashion was
once started the woods would scon be full of amateur prospectors, who,
while they could do no harm, might accomplish some good. Geology and
botany are both fuscinating studies, and where could they be demonstrated
more practically than in the wilds frequonted by prospectors. We make the
suggestion for what it is worth, but for ourselves nothing could suit us
Vetter than a month's cawping in the backwoods prospecting for gold.

Its prosperity is largely dependent upon metallurgical mothods and skill,
and thess things aro taught in tho mining schools ; and while a considerablo
kuowledge of these sciences is not an absolute necessity to the miner, they
sre valuable aids, which sometimes lead men to avoid costly blunders

The best miner is the man who is train2d 1o observe little things ; who
sees in a crystal or a seam in tho rock a fuct of value; who knows enough
of geology fo upnderstand its velations 10 faults and deposits of varivus
kinds, and who can group together a set of fucts and read their langungo;
who knows enough of enginesring 1o avoid costly mistakee, aud understand
when great akill and accurate work are required ; who knows enougu of
mechanical priuciples of labor to understand the vuluo of labor-saving
machinery, snd when it can be properly introduced ; who has been trained
in studyivg and nssaying ores until he knows how to provent wasting his
valusble ore in the mins, or throwing it over the dump when it is raised to
the surface ; who knows enough about gases and ventilation and the chem-
istry of explosives to protect the health and life of himself and his meu.
These are things which men are taught in schools.

Mining is something more than handling a hammer, pick snd gad, or
puiting in sets of timbers. It is an art and a science combined, which is
worthy the employment of the best thought and tho best skill of which men
are pomsessed.  And it is just because it requites intelloct and thonght and
study tho occupation is mote honorable and dignified than the labor of the
shoveller on the railway grade.—~Denver Tribune Republican.

Tunencrronis,—Consumption in cattle, which is scientifically termed
tuberculosis, is, as yet, little understood by farmers, and th:2 fact that even
in the New Lnglond States the natuve of the disease is nol comprohended,
proves that we all have much to learn with reepect to it. Consumption in
cattle does not always attack the lungs, although it most frequently attacks
these organs. No preventivo measuros have yet been discovered by which
the discaso can be stamped out, but its causes are very well known, and
farm.ers ahould bear these in mind, To allow cattle to stand for duys in ill-
ventilated barur, is certeinly unuatural treatment, but were tho want of
exercise and the inhaling of foul air without results, we would not require
to call attention to them. Consumption in csttle is attributable to the
caroless way in which they sre housed, and farmers should sce to it that
barns are well ventilated, and that the animals, evon in the winter months,
are given an upportunity to take exercise,

The meat and milk of animals affected with this disease are positively
injurious to the human system, and there can be no doubt that many a death
has resulted from eating the flesh or drinking the milk of cattle which had
been attacked by tuberculosis.

Fresh air and exercise are the only preventives, aad these can bo
secured without cost by anyone who is not too lazy to let out his animals
snd air the barns.

It is always dangerous to express an adverse opinion about s dog in the
presence of its owner, und yet there is scarce anything in which people are
80 indifferont to quality as they arein dogs. Scarce a furmer in the country
owns a good Newfoundland or St. Bernard dog, and we might sesrch for a
day before finding a thoroughbred Scoteh Collie or Shopherd dog. In their
stead we would find undescribable dogs of all sizes and of vatied colors,
from the black and white cross-grained bhalf-bred bull dog to the yellow
yelping cur, whose unmusical bark never fails to grate on the ear of a visitor

The young inen on the farms should make an endeavor to get hold of
some thoroughbred dogs that could be of somo use on the farm, and rid the
conntry of the sheep thievesand curs, which are becoming a pest in the land.

Many methods have been suggested as to how egrs can best bo kept, but
the old-fashioned salt method has stood the test of time, and is, after all,
one of the most simple and successful methods we know of. A correspon-
dent of the New Enylund Farmer, in writing upon this subject, says :—

“ At certain times of the year it becomes desirablo to pack away eggs and
keep them until they may be sold at an advanced price. As to the best
method of preserving eggs the most reliable authorities disagres, but the one
which has stood the most thorvugh tests aud has become wost universally
established is called the sult method. In this metbod fine dry salt is used
exclusively. Kegs or half barrels should be procured and thoroughly
cleanod. A layer of salt is first placed in this and eggs set closely with
small ends upwards. Layers of salt and eggs should them be put in
alternately until tho barrel is full, always taking care that a layer of salt is
uppermost, and place the cover antightly. A dry cellar is always proforable
in preserving eggs. By this method eggs may be kept for six months,
which secures them for use duriog an ontire winter and carries them from a
dall to a high maiket.”

The afternoun is the proper time in which to cut hay. If it is cut in the
morning it will take longer to make. and will be more difticult to mow than
later in the day. Kxperievcod farmers seldom cut hay hefore noon, know

ing that they can wake it quite as soon as if cut several hours earlier in the
day.

In a study of pigs the American Consul at Copenhagen has added thirty
pounds to the weight of some animals hy haviog them daily washed.
Besides cleanliness easily maslicated food gave striking results. When
whole corn is fed them, only half of it is avsilable as food, the other half
passing away in an undigested form.

A farmer should keep account of all the money ho receives and spends,
He ought also lo keep account of each crop, and know what it costs him,
There ought %0 be system ip farming a8 woll as in other things,

The New England Farmer advises its farmer readers to * look out for
little wsates.” Lucky be didn't say waists; if he had a turmoil wonld

have been created in the household of the honest tiller of the soil that many
issues of the Farmer couldn't quench.

Nover sot a lantern down on a barn floor. Have scveral placos in tho
barn where you can hang it up. A cord or small chain suspended from
a beam with a hook on the end is very handy for hanging it up.

Tar Urs axp Dowss oF CRANBERRY CuLTURE.—From statistics gath-
ered Ly the American Cranberry Growers’ Asaociation it is lesrned that in
1883 Wisconsin produced 135,507 bushels; in 1384, 24,783; in 1885,
264,432 bushels; and in 1886, 70,686 bushels of this fruit. By these
figures it will be seen that the yicld is very irregular. This is owing, prin-

cipally, to the fact that may of the marshea are not yot provided with the
means of flooding, and, of course, suffer from worms, droughts, late spring
or early autumn frosts, and oxtensive firea started by sparks from the
engines on railroads running through the marshes, Theso and various othe:
avils are averted on the more improved farms, So that while handsome for.
tunes have in many cases been made in oranberry growing, many thouswnds
of dollars have, on the other hand, boon sunk in tho same mdust.ry. Only
the wealthior owners, who have expended vast sums of money in improving
and equipping their praperty, can caleulate with any degree of cerlainty on
n paying crop of fruit overy year.—G. O. Skivlds, in the American Maya.
