Tue new Cabinet formed by Mr, Thomas
Groenway is one that should give general ratis.
faction when we consider the position in which
hoe is at present placed, and thae material imme.
diately available for the formation of a Cabinet.
Mr. Greenway himself as Premicr and Minister
of Agricalturc and Immigration, will find a
field in which he should accomplish much good
work, and if he manages to fulfil even in an im-
perfect way the pledges made in opposition,
the interests of the Province will bo well looked
after. In the new Attornoy-General—Mr,
Jogseph Martin—we have & man ot extreme
party tendencies, but one well able to fill the
exalted position lic now fills in a legal sense.
Besides he is noted as an untiring plodder, with
whom indolence or carclessness will find no
place. In Mayor Jones, of Winnipeg, the pro-
vince should, and doubtless will, find a man
possessing business, and especially finaucial
ability, far beyond that of any occupant of a
Cabinet seat in this province for many years,
and poasibly in its history. The selection of
Mr. James A.-Smart, of Brandou, as Miuister
of Pablic Works is also a good move, as that
gentleman, although comparatively young,
ranks aniong the ablest busineas me» of Mani-
toba, and his mercantile experiencs for the past
six or seven years has been such as would aid
much in fitting him for his present public posi-
tion. Mr. James E. Prendergast, the new
Provincial Secretary, although a practising
barrister, is a young man not much known yet
in business circles generally. Although he is
a capturé from the ranks of the opposition, he
can scarcely be classed among that collection of
political trading stock in the membership of
the House, whoso party scruples are measured
mainly by their chances of place and remunera-
tion. The new Premier has donbtless-been an-
royed muca of late by the importunities of this
crowd, and he is entitled to great credit, for
havibg képt so free of them ‘in his cabinet
organization. We hope the newly appointed
Ministers may all be returned to the House by
their constituents, and that the new party in
power will have a fair chance. to redeem the
many pledges to the people, which they Thave
made while in-oppositiou.

As yet the farmers aslong the southern
boundary of this province have not been able
to get permission to ship their wheat over the
Northern Pacific from Pembina to esstern
points in bond. The United States custom
authorities have cleared away every opposition
so for as thoy are concerned, and only the re.
fusal of the necessary certificates by the
Canadian customs prevents the farmers around
Emerson fiom taking advantage of the southern
shipping route. Scemingly the distinet in-
tentions of the Departmnent at Ottawa on the
subject cannot be ascertained, and this delay of
over two months is only on the part of the
local officers at  the houndary, who are waiting
instructions from their superiors at Ottawa.
Of course they msy have to wait until next
summer before their superiors at Ottawa will
condescend to furnish such instructions, and it
very likely that these same instructions will be
held back just so long as C.P.R. intcrests de-
mand that they shall. The vice-regal veto is
not the only power that the Government at
Ottawa can prostitute, for every Department
can be made to do service in the interests of
this railway monopoly, and more cringing lip
spittle service than the Department of Customs.
The iron-clad policy of tke Dominion in con.
nection with railway nonopoly has plunged
this whole country into a grain blockade, which

* has demoralized business all over the same, and

threatens ruin to our farmers by the hundred,
Seemingly around Emerson there was one little
leak in the otherwise impenetrable policy,
through which relief'to a few farmers might
come. It required thc mcanest department
and the ineanest minister that could be found
to block up this leak, and the Department of
Customs and its head were found possessed of
oll the nccessary qualifications.

In fact he showed plainly to those- whom he
thus tried toinfluence, that he for one was
still determined to force upon Manitoba the
crushing railway monopoly from which four
years ago he promfsed early relicf.

Thero are those here who incline to believe
that furthor opposition from the Dominion
Government to the Red River Valley railway
nced not be expected, and that monopoly is
practically atan end here, The utterauces of
Sir Charles to the wavering faithful hore do
not warrant any such a hope, and it is suprome
folly for the people of this proviuce to expect
to free themselves from railway monopoly, un-
less by unitedly maintaining an atitude, and
following a course which will leave the Govern-
ment at Ottawa the alternative of conceding
the just claims or resorting to force and
precipitating a rebellion,

Paralyzing as the present blockade on tho
C.P.R. may be upon the trade of this country,
and though it means a great set back to our
farmers, aud ruin to net a few of them, it
furnishes no argument at Ottawa againat con.
tinuing the crushing monopoly. It must Lo
remembered that this proviuce and its welfare
ave at Ottawa & secondary consideration com-
pared with the intevests of the C.P.R. Com-
pany. The people of this province who are
opposed to railway monopoly donot furnish
pap for the Government following, while tho.
C.P.R. is only second to tho civil service in'
furnishing soft cribs for political llowers and
strikers, and fat things for shiftless and im.
becile relations and friends of Cabinet Ministers.
It may be safely assumed thatno party in
power at Ottawa will do what they consider‘an
injury to such’a good mitking cow as that
‘The state of rotteness to which politics in this
Dominion has decended would not warrant us
in expecting any such a sacrifice, evén when
the very life of a province depended upon its
being made. -

The movements of straws show which way
the wind blows, and even Sir Charles little
tattle among the wavering faithful of his party
here have given clearer indications thun mere
straws in the wind. Added to matters they
say to Manitobans *‘You have still a great
struggle for your liberty, und to_gain it you
must go shoulder to shoulder.” Let thers
thercfore be no vain hopes indulged in about
railway nionopoly in this province being at an
end.

SeEyINOLY the United States Senate and
House of Representatives are certain to under-
take: the amending of the banking laws of that
country, and'tho législation of this session will
be watched with interest. On one point there
seems {0 be considerable unanimity, and thatis
that the National banks of the country shall be
al!oyvgq to increase -currency to the par value
of their deposit in the National treasury, in-
stead of being as heretofore restricted to ninoty i
per cent of ‘the same. This wonld add
materially 1o the circulating medium of the
Country, and' at the.same time leave ample
security to the holdgx_}. of bank notes. What
seems fo be.the great trouble to United States ;

Evidently ithe time has come, when the United
States can without any .inconvenience cotm-
mence & rapid system for the reduction of the.
financial burdens which a great civil war
placed upon the nation. The present system
of baukiug” the creation of ‘the late Secretary
C .was-found" a sound financial prop to the
nation-in a time of dirc need. It has proven it. -
self ad elastic and adaptable system in time of
recovery; and in a few years it will be tested as
to its a('iaptulli!ity,_in a period of national pros-
genty and financial loading. We have o

oubt, but it -will be found capable of bein
aniended; .to .suit the. improved nationa
clienmistances, At least we hope so.

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AN UNNECESSARY DEFBNCE.

The worning Call of Wednesday con-
tained an editorial in defence of the O.P.R.
management in connection with the pre-
sent grain block in this province. In
an almost congratulating tone it com.
mences by stating, that Minnesota and
Dakota are similarly inconvenienced, from
which we may infer, that we should be
thaukful for company in our misery.
Next the Call pleads the scarsity of craft
on Lake Superior before the close of
navigation, the Mink Trestlo accident and
soveral other unfortunate circumstance, all
of which contributed tohamperthe O.P.R.
inanagement in their handling of the grain
crop. Taken altogether the article of the
Call is a fairly well reasoned argument in
fa‘v,or of the railway management, and
only on one point is it really inconsistent,
although on others its statements are
strained. ‘That inconsistent point is the
reference to the construction of a mam-
moth storage elevator at Winnipeg. Be-
fore the Call's existence was thought of,
and therefore before its day of resronsi-
bility, this mammoth eclevator scheme in
Winnipeg was'discussed, and discouraged
in every way by the C.P.R. management.
In fact one person high up in the road
managenment got credit for stating, that

the company wouid suon make the stock- -

holders of any elevator companies in
Winnipeg sick of their investment. As
atrangements now stand an elevator at
Winnipeg would just be subject to extra
unloading and loading charges. of about
two centsa bushel, or just enough to
knock the bottom out of a shipper’s pro-
: fits, for grain shipping is carried on upon
very slender margins in this prorince now,
compared with three or four years ago.
If the C.P.R. company would remove this
\ extra charge against Winnipeg stored
wheat, there would soon be wheat storage
enough here to materially relieve the
strdin upon the O.P.K during the winter
months: They will not do this however,
and a year ago, they were very unwilling
to allow on.wheat stored here over winter
the rebate equalizing the freight with
through shipment. To ask Winnipeggers
to build'a mammoth elevator, to relieve
the C.P.R. company, and in returnreceive

every discrimination against the city that

supply of gall, we should think, even for
& monopoly-hired organ like:the Call

.But the Call’s defonse of the C.P.R.
management is altogether unnecessary.
In the complaints agaitst the present
grain blockade wo lave noticed that com-
pluinants have invariably. given the man-
agement credit for straining every nerve
and muscle of their resources, to handle
the delugs of grain freight, which it
is simply impossible for them to handle.
No person acquainted with the facts in
the case can do otherwise than give them
praise for their efforts, and the praise is,
doubly earned, when we state, that in the
famine for grain carswhich has existed for
weeks, the complaints about partiality in
the distribution of these have been sur-
prisingly few. Itisno use tryingto draw
people off the right trail with this herring
bone scent, in the shape of a defence of
the C.P.R. management from the blame
which rests alone with the Dominion
Government. The Government which
enforces inonopoly, and chokes off com-
petition is responsible for it all, for with
free railways no cause for complaint could
exist. Competition in that as well as
other fields will wipe out all the evils of
monopoly, and nothing else will wipe
them out.

The Call in furnishing this province
with companious in its misery, makes
statements about Minnesota and Dakota,
which besides being wmisleading are not
supported by facts. In the first place in
‘making comparisoas the exports of Mani-
toba must be taken at 12,000,000 bushels
and those of Minnesota at over 100,000,:
000 bushels, thus the free railway. system
to the south is saddled with about nine
times the quantity of grain freight which.
the C.P.R. hasto haadle. Then the Call
makes the most dreary picture of snow
blocked roads in Dakots, not likely to be
opened for weeks, and by other tactics of
the cuattle fish character seeks to draw the
whole question into' s muddy and indefi-
nite haze so that- its' readers may fail to:
see the real point at issue. If the Call
knows anything about this question at
all, it knows that complaints of grain
blockade have been loud here before a
snow block or a blizzard was heard of,
The best efforts of the CP.R. manage-
ment with open.?ines brought the block-
ade, and snow storms have only added to
its evils. Before snow storms interfered
with the traffic. some two weeks ago in
Minnesota and Dakota; there was not &
point at which grain buying and an-open

farmers market was intorrupted for forty-
eight hours. Before a snow block was
hzard of in Maxitoba nearly overy out-
side point was hopelessly blocked with
grain, and no farmer's market was opened
at such places for weeks, For this we
cannot hold the O.P.R. managément re-
sponsible, much, less can we for the blocks

caused by snow, The Government which

enforces the monopoly alone are respon-
sible to the people of the province:

There is another pressure from mono-
poly, which the Call and journals of its
ilk do not care to notice, and that is the-
price paid to farmers in this province and
in Dakota for their grain. Siice the close
of lake navigation the price of our.No. 1
hard wheat has been from three to six.
cents lower at Port Aithur than the.
sane grade has been at Duluth, although
our standard calls for a grain three
centsa bushel better in quality thanis,
called for by the Minnesota standard.
Railway monopoly, which prevents our
local dealers from taking advantage of
the Duluth market, is responsible for
this discrimination. .against the province,’
and the grain block hai added to the evil,.,
until the crossing of our southern bound-
ary line shows a difference of from eight
to ten cents a bushel iy the price of wheat’
in favor of the Dakota farmier. No doubt
the Call will vate the publication of this
fact as a piece of dnsloyaﬁy But the in-
terests of our farmners, who, with unpnd
(debts staring them 1n the face, and visions
of a sheriff’s visit to comfort themselves’
with, and who are unable to find even an.
inferior market for their grain, are, we.
believe, more wortky of consideration
than the pap-purchased loyalty of such
Journals as the Call to a- Government.
which seems prepared to heap any injus.
tice and oppression upon this province, if,.
by so doing, the most purely . imaginary.
interests of one railway corporation.can:
be furthered: ‘The Call’s duties- in con-
nection with such loyalty seems t> be,.by-
a weak-kneed and unnecessary :defence of
the C.P.R. majagement from accusations
never made againgt them; except imthe
Call’s own defensive article, t6 iise- évéry
effort that people may “be: mislead as to,
the real offenders .in the case. The at-’
tempt is an_awkward: -one and. will mig-
lead no -one in-Manitoba. Manitobiiis
have placed:.the responsxbxhty «where it"
belongs.. - foe‘ Save ¢ saddled the- rlght*
horse.” .
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KNIGHTLY-EXPECTATIONS AND REBUKES.

Sir George Stephens the *baronet bold’
but certainly not diplomatic, in bis threat-
ening telegram to Mr. Norquay last spring
condeactnded to call the business men of
‘this . provinco irresponsible speculators
snd.shysters, for the sole reason that they
demanded the rights of the province, and
frecedom from railway monopoly, which
he and. his aseociates in the C.P.R. still
insist upon holding, for purposes of gain
to themselves. Evidently Sir George
meant this as a rebuke.to those who dared
to opposs his pet scheme, and it may be
that some people were astonished that the
“Laronet bold” but not diplomatic should
have manifest his mighty displeasure in
language smelling so strongly of Billings-
gate. :

But Sir George gave some hint at his

\expectatior‘ts and desires regarding those
irresponsible speculators and shysters,
when he stated that they would be better
employed in plowing the prairie lands
around them and raising crops, than in
agitating for frecedom from railway mono-
poly. Sir George’s knightly expectations
were therefore, that only in the shafts of
a plow should the Manitoba settler be
allowed to live.

But Sir George Stepheu is not the only
titled gentleman who has made known his
expectations regarding Manitoba, and
administered rebukes to those who differ-
ed, with him regarding the administration
'of its affairs. Sif Oharles Tuppér has
made his nawe; noterious in.this respect,
andévery trubdriend of thé province éin
remember the rebuke he administered to
Mr. Watson wember for Marquette, when
that gentleman ~demanded from ‘the
Dominion ‘House the freedom-of his prov--
ince from railwayimonopoly as a condition
of the.Clovernment guarantee of $22,500,-
000 then asked by the company.

But Sir Charles, like Sir George, has
expressed expectations regarding Manito-
‘ba, “Yeés'he has gone him one more, for
‘he has expressed’in the Dominion Huuse
his disappointinent at the non-fulfilment
of his expectations, and on the strength of-
this disappointment he based -his further

sipport. of railway monopoly. His ex:{

pettations'regarding the' progress. of the-
province had 'béen so far from réalized,
that-hé felt justified in refusing to-aliow
the:abolition of that monopoly,.although
threa years previously he had a5 a mem:
ber of the Government .and on ‘behalf of
the C.P.R. Company, promised that long .
eré now the manopoly should. cease. -~

Now wo shall bid good bye to knightly
robukes and ‘study knightly expectations.
Had those of Sir George been fulfilled
and all Manitoba turned farmers, where
would we now ho? And had those of Sir
Charles been realized, lot us ask the same
question and ponder carefully over it.

Manitoba'has a population of a little
over 100,000, and less than 30,000 of
these are adult males. Government ser-
vice, Dominion and local, reduces the
number of adult males at farming, busi-
ness, speculation and shystering, if Sir
George must have it, to less than 25,000,
That the number is so small is due en-
tirely to the policy of railway monopoly
forced upon the province. The progress
made by this 25,000 people is, that from
one crop they are able to supply them-
selves with bread and export over 12,000,-
000 bushels of grain, or about 500 bushels
per capita of their number. But the
facts in the case are that only about
10,000 of our adult wale population are
engaged in farming, and thatis a larger

proportion than can be shown in the pop-
ulation of any other part of this continent.
These 10,000 farmérs have, therefore,

produced enough grain for the population -

of their own province, and have on the
average, supplied, or are only waiting to
supply 1,200 bushels each for.export pur-
poses. To bring the matter down short,
this province with 100,000, of a popula-
tion, less than 30,000 acult males, and
not more than 10,000 farmers has
produced in one year bread enough

to supply two-thrids of the entire.

population »of Canada, and it is less
than seven years since the province
was in a position to export one car of
grain. Whth these facts before us we ask
Sir Charles Tupper what progress he
really. expected from the people of Mani-
toba? and at the same time we may ask
Bir George Stephen & plain old “rule of
three” question, namely,if 10,000 farmers
produce s0 much grain in one year, that
the efforts of his road to carry it to mar-
ket are abuut as successful as the mythical
old woman, trying to bale the-ocean dry
with a pitch fork, how would. he succeed
with the prodacts of 25,000 farmers to

.haul? Vet Sir Georga in his rebukes as-

sumes that we should all be farmers here.

"Sir George will probably give'it up, and’

if he will give up advising and rebuking
our citizens at the same time he will'act
wisely. As for the disappointment of
Sir Charles, hir expressions were only one
of those subterfugcs to excuse an act of
perfidy, in ‘the useof which no one is
more skilled than the fishbone knight.

friend of free trade of the utter selfishness,

which has prompted overy ovorture from.
the United States in the direction of

Qommercial Union or reciprocity. with

this Dominion,

Mr. Daniel R. Noyos the convener of
the committes of the St. Paul Chamber,
who has had the Reciprocity question in
his care for a year or so is undoubtedly
one of the very few men of mercautile
prominenée in his own city, who believes
that Commercial Union between Canada
and the United States is o step in the
direction of free trade, although it is im-
possible for us to see on what grounds he
reasons out the connection. At the
meeting referred to however, he had the
misfortune (for Commercial Union we
mean) to drop a few words to that effect,
and immedistely a storm: of opposition
wad showered at him and his project.
Protected interests were by far to power-
ful in the Saint Paul chamber to allow
the endorsation of anything that had a-
taint of free trade. Commercial Union
and even political union were freely ad-
vanced by some speakers, but not upon
any grounds that would admit of a possi-
bility of free trade, although it is question-
able if six men in the meeting could by
any course of reasoning show, where a
link between Commercial Union and free
trade could be formed.

‘There is no use trying to evads the
fact, that in the United States the move-
ment for Comnmercial Union with Canada
is being pushed in order to check the ten-
dency of the present Washington Admin-
istration to legislate in the direction of
reduced tarift. If the United States
manufacturers could secure Capada as a
new field, in which they would be pro-
tected from outside cowmpetition, they
wonld have temporary .relief from the -
state of industrial over-production, to
which tariff-bolslering has brought mat-
ters there. The relief would only be
temporary, for Canada’s market is limited,
and Canadian manufacturers would have
to be bought or crowded out to se.
cure even this temporary relief. It would
be relief, however, aud would aid greatly
in averting the proposed tariff reductions
they so much fear, but under present cir-
cumstances are powerless to prevent.
But the very thought of free trade makes
such advocates of Commercial Union hunt
for their protective shelter in a hurry.

In Wianipeg in the near future. the
citizens may-be called upoun to pronounce
upon this question of Commercial Union,
as Senator Butterworth and Mr: Epastus
‘Wiman have been invited by the Winni-
peg Board of Tradeto visit the city and
explain their ideas of union. We. hope.
when cur citizens come to consider the
question with the intention of recording
a decision, they will show that they too
can frame their -opinions upon selfish- -

"grounds, and that the selfish interests of

this country will be the weight which

WINNIPEG WHOLESALE TRADE,

Tho work of collecting wholesale trade re.
ports in this city has been a very unpleasant
one during the past week. The replies to in-
guiries about the state of trade if condensed
into onp reply would be a lowd and not very
pleazant growl, Nobody is satisfied with the
state of affairs, and the dissatisfaction is all
the deeper on account of the cause for it being
an artificial and not a natural ome. Trade
is thoroughly demoralized, and must remain
more or less so until the country can by some
means get its grain crop to market, and only
thoss who have business connections over the
provinoe can realize to what an extent this de-
moralization exists, and how paralysing are iws
effects. Since our last report appeared some
merchants have awakened a little from the
business stupor the first shock of the grain car
fgmiug brought on, and are realizing that sup-
‘ples of actual necessaries must be kept up.
This has in a small way imnproved matters in
these lines, but the state is still a quiet one
indeed. In season lines there is an utter ab.
sence of the straggling calls for odds and ends
for immediate wants which were common in
January of former years, and even in ordering
from spring goods samples retailers are slow
and irresolute under the present circumstances,
ond show by the caution they exercise, that the
hopeful feelings they had in the opening of
winter hava given place for those of supreme
disgtat over & season's business spoiled. The
collection retarns from both-city and country
are aleo very discouraging, and retailers who

The
machinery is all «t cxcellent order and made
expressly for the requirements of the firm's
trade. The building is a substantial frame
structure, 100x30 feet, and 3} storeys high. The
drying kiln has a capacity of four tous per day.
The drying is done by the use of coke. Vesscls
call at the wharf, the accommodation being such
that the largest steamers can enter and tie up
at the wharf with safety. ‘The firm have also
g store attached to the mill. The firm was
established in 1876, and is composed of Henry
Brackman and David R. Kerr. 1t is under-
stood that the operations of the firm are to be
largely extended, aud that branches arc to be
opened by them throughout the Province, This
step they deem as o necessity, in order to meet
eastern competition.

Lomber Cuttings.

Wages in the Michigan woods, it is said, will
average two or thrce dollars per month this
wiuter better than last. In some portions of
Wisconsin, it is reported, there is a larger in-
crease than the above. In the vicinity of
Wausau, VWis, men who received $26 last
winter ave getting from 830 to 823, and team-
sters, loaders and choppers are offered £40, and
some very desirable men are even offered $45.

An order-in.council has been passed pre-
scribing regulations for the disposal of the coal
Iands within the Indian reserves in the province
of Manitoba and in the Northwest Territories
which have been, or may be surrendered by the
Indians to be disposed of for theirbenefit. The
regulations provide for a royalty of ten ceuts
per ton, to be paid by the purchaser of the
lands. fix the upset price of the lands at 1 2.50
per acre, limit the quantity of land to be sold
to one applicant to 320 acres, define the boun-
daries beneath the surface as vertical lines or
planes in which the suiface boundaries line,
prescribo that all employes, not being Indians
of the reserve, engaged in mining on an Indian
reserve, must be married men living with theit
wives and families at or in the vicinity of the
mines, and provide for the employment by the
purchasers of coal lands of constables to pre-
serve the peace and see that there is no inter-
course betwern the Indian residents upon the
reserve and the employes engaged in mining.

A well known broker of Wall Strect was
chatting a few days ngo with some friends, and
soniewhat surprised them by assorting that luck
has had moro to do with the making of sudden
and immense fortunes in the street than is
commonly supposed. He referred for one ex-
ample to his own experience, and said that
twice he had found himself a hundred thousand
dollars betté off at night than ho was in the
morning, and had at once realized, although
whon he went down to the strcet that day he
had no idea of making such a comfortable sum.
Three times by sheer accident, for which he
was not to blame, he had lost a pretty little
fortune, and he belioved that his own experi-
ence could be matched by very many of the
speculators of the street. OI course, he ex-
cepted those great operators who, from their
control.of immense amounts of cash, from their
ownership of controlling interests in large pro-
perties, and their ability to manipulate the
market, were placed beyond the power of lucky
or unlucky accidens to affect greatly their
wealth.

¢ Perhaps the most remarkable case that ever

came under my observation,” the broker Went
on to say, ‘‘was that of one of the most con.
servative men now on the street. He is now
simply a broker, and since Black Friday has
never speculated one dollar's worth., You re.
member that thiee or four men brought on the
panio now known as Black Friday by cornering
gold, and running the price up till many opera.
tors were ruined, the street was in a wild panic
and finiversal smash seemed imminent. These
men relied on what they believed to bo good
assurauce that the Government would .put no
gold onthe market that day, and they ‘had
‘locked up pretty much all-the rest of the gold
in the country that was uavailable. Right in
the niidst of the panic, when’ thestreet was like
a madhouse, and mauny men who in the morning
supposeéd .themaclves vich, were almost stark
staring mdd over the ruin which, had befallen
thein in a few hours, and when almost the high."
est figures had been tonched and nobody was
selling short, this broker to whom I refer sud-
denly lost his head. He had covered early in
the morning ata comparatively small loss, and
had been looking in during the day without any
personal anxiety, except that caused by the fear
of a panic that would knock the bottom out of
everything. Suddenly, he never knew why,
ner bias heany but the mnost vague recollection
of the transaction, ho rushed into the bawling,
howlmg pit, and sold right and left at their
highest figures. Hc probably rmght have
avoided-his contracts or his friends invalidated
them for him, for he was undoubtedly insane
when he did this. At all events, he was still
selling when suddenly there. came that littls
message from Secretary Boutwell that knocked
the bottom gut of the corner in the twinkling of
an eye, ‘sell five millions of gold.””

*¢ In:half an hour my friend would have been
& lunatic pauper, and as it was, his brother, I
think, or some near relative, found him utterly
irresponsible, ana with a good deal of difficulty
led him away to his office. There, when he
was told of the order of Boutwell's, and that
the bottom had droppad out of the panic, he

did not secem to comprehend the truth st all
but mumbled something which noboedy under-
stood. His contracts, however, were found,
and taken-care of by his clerks, and a rapid
estimate showed that ho stood to the good not
far from » quarter of & milliby. When they
told him, ho did not seem to comprehend He
had not been drinking, for he was a tectotaller.
Suddenly they missed him. They could not
find him in the strect, nor in the gold.room,
nor at any of the other broker’s offices ho was
accustomed to visit, Nobody had scen him,
He had not gone to his home ; and his family
at midnight, becoming thoroughly alarmed,
notified the police that he was missing and
temporarily deranged. He wasfound wander-
ing up Broadway long past midnight, muttering
his calls and recognizing no one. Nor did he
know any one for nearly two weeks, He was
on the verge of paralysis of the brain, and
barely pulled through. When, after two wecka
illness, he woke one morning rational, his first
thought was that he was on ’Change, Ho re.
membered nothing of his operations, but re.
called very vividly so much of the panic as he
had witnessed before he began to operate him-
self. It was along time before his physician
permitted him to be told that he had by his
crazy freak made a fortune. He has kept it,
too, for from that day-to this, as I said, he has
never bought a stock except for- investment.

¢ There was another case that I'm always re-
minded of when I sée a young man in the
street, who'is a very bright cliap, and will be
heard from some day. His father was the
president of a savings bank somewhere down
East, and somewhere in ‘1870 took a lot of
Southern Minuesota seconds at 90. He in-
tended to buy them for the bank, but thi; king
he had a good thing kept them hxmself ‘The
panic’of73 knockéd Séuthern anesotn ‘down
te nathing, and the president threw th,e T)onés
into a box in his library at his hotise. ! Hé was
afterwards obliged. to compromise -with 1his
creditors, and threw in a lot of .stuff, among it
beiug, as he suppoed, theSouthernMinnesotas.
The whole lot' &t .that time would not have
brought over §200. Later this man came to
New York and went on the street. . He .made
mopey at first, but either in the simmer of '80
or early in '8! he was badly bitten in oil, and
was, a8 he supposed, a rained men again. The
very evening thal he bad made up his mind to
ask the next day for an accommodation from
his creditors, his boy, who.was then about 14,
came to him to ask if he might have a piece of
paper with pictures on it to paste in his scrap-
book.

‘¢ The futher was about to say yes without
looking, when he “ecognized the crisp rustling
of parchment paper such as are usually used
for bonds. He snatched the bond from the
boy’s hand, and it was a Southerh Minnesota,
worth about par. |

“““Where on earth did you get this? he
asked. .

“!Why, up in the attic in a chest, where
some of your old Looks aud papers are, and
there are a good many more of them.’ '

“I don't think the father was ]ong io mal g,

trachto the artaic,. a.nd there he found hu

long-forgotten Southern. Minnesotas. They

were worthléss when he put them away, but

they wero worth theu‘ face now—-something
liko $30, 000, 1 thmk at all evonts, enough to
put our friend on’ his fect and hé hasn’t touched
a thing since that hasn’t turned to gold. .He
has just taken tho boy into his office, and a
mighty lmght lad he is, and his father thinks
he is n genuine Mascot.

‘I conld tell youof a number of other re.
markable pieces of pure luck that ha.vs made
some of our operators middling rich, and I
doubt whether the ‘Thousand and One Nights’
would be regarded as a more marvelous narra-
tive of tho ups and downs.of the street wou]d be
if some man like Cammmk or Wash Connor
would only write it.”—Hurness.

In an ideal state of society anything which
tends to incroaso the productive power of me.
chanics will certainly elevate the race, by les.
gening the hours of drudgery and giving oppor.
tunity for the development of scholars, poets and
acientific men.

The benefits from the use of machinery as
sociuty is at present constituted are somewhet
doubtful. This is especially true in the shoo
busiuess, because in no other has the ingenuity
of mav been more wonderfully displayed, A
siogle large family settled in the wildorness
without necessary agricultural implements,
would bo greatly benefitted by the introduc-
tion of plows, harrows, rakes and the like,
because they would be enabled to produce the
necessaties of life in much less time than form-
etly, and conld employ the leisure timo in the
improvement of their minds.

It is evident that the march of labor-saving
machinery cannot be stayed, nor would it be
wise to attempt it. It is equally evident to
thinking ininds that a change in the labor
situstion to countersct the tendency-of ma-
chinery to throw men out of employment, must
be made if our country is to remain contented
and happy.

Ja the early days of New England, and’par-
ticularly Massachusetts, made o specialty of
shoemaking. In my own native town in cen-
tral Massachusetts, scarcely a man, woman or
child in the township, buc what had soinet\hing
to do toward the making of shoes. Gradually
the ‘busivess from being done piecemeal in
hundreds of little shops was collected into large
manufactories and machinery largely increased
th2 product while diminishing the number of
workmen. The machines for cutting sole
leather, the improved pegging and stitéhing
machines threw hundreds out of employment,
but since then other and more wonderful in.
ventions have appeared. Thelasting mnachines
trimming machines, heeling machines, crimpf
ing machines, trecing machines, and many
others have increased the product to a great
extent.while decrcasing the employees corres-
pondingly. It is gencraily admitted that
enough shoes can be made to supply -all de.
manuds if the factories are run but eight months
per year on.the average, such is the power of
labor-saving machinery.

Now' what advantage “1as the shoemaker
goined by all this? He is told that shoes can
be biught so much cheapes, that he gets them
with much less tronble and in- better grades
than formerly, that thoss .who remain -to run
the machines get much better pay than forier.
ly, and that those who are shut out from work
get employment elsewhere greatly to their ad-
vantage. The idle..shoemakers are reminded
by the first argument of tho Irishmazn who on
coming to America complained of the cobt of

certain articles, saying that they could be

bought in. the Old . Country. for a shilfing,
When asked why he did not remain in Ireland,
he said,. ** Bedad, I Gouldn’t get the shilling.”
So the shoemakers thrown out of work say
they.can’t get tho shilling: The machinery in
many cases requires sim
: gggg 20 }I%Qt_m;qy heads of families are thrown

y. the watchful eye of -

What beeomes of the men thrown out of em-
ployment? If thsy scek to enter any other in.
dustry they are mot by tbe same labor-saving
machinery the large surplus of unemployed labor
enables manufacturers to be tyraunical with
impunity and reduce wages.

The remedies which thoughtful shoemakers
and other workers would apply to the discased
state of affairsavro:

First, tho prohibition of child labor by an
fncrease in the school age, and tho passage of
tho most stringent lsws against the employment
of children under school age, also by tue eu-
actment of apprentice laws,

Second, by a reduction in the hours of labor
from ten per day to eight. This, if adopted
generally, would require un addition of twenty-
five'per cent, to the present working force and
employ all those now idle. Fach worker would
have money in his pocket and the increaced de-
mand for commoditics would without doubt
mako the eight hour day worth as much in wages
as the former ten hour day.

Third, the placing of some restriction upon
the enorimous influx of thousands who arsready
to sell their labor at almost any price. This is
dangerous and should receive the attention of
all true patriots. :

The cry of anarchists, demagogues and agi-
tators raised against those who discuss the labor
question will not prevent an impending crisis.
These are preblems which must be solved and
true lovers of libeity who desire to prevent
disorder and crimne should consider candidly the
situation and work earnestly for those things
which will tend to preserve our peace and pros-
perity.—Frederick Mason, in Shoe and Leather
Worker.

Cash ¥s. Credit.

There is a sort of traditional belief among
people who ave not themselves directly con-
nected with tue shoo trade that shoes sell for
cash, Of course it is known very well in the
trade that such is not the fuct, though it must
be admitted that the beginning of the departure
from the cash system was made by the manu-
facturers for their own convenience rather than
that of customers. But while dating bills
ahead has become a necessary feature of the
business, it has not stopped at that. Not only
are bills duted ahead for such a length of time
as will smt the convenience of the manufacturer,
thereby enabling him to get his goods out of
the way, reduce expenses of storage, insurance,
ete., but this concession in his favor paves the
way for customers to ask favors and they get
them iun the shape of extensions on bills, at 30,
60, 90 days and over. So then the shoe trade
is no longer conducted on a cash Lasis. Indeed
it seems impossible now to get the business
down to o cash busis; but the next best thing
that can be done is to keep collections closely
made and ot permit them to run behind.

Now at the beginning of the year is a good
time for merchants and manufacturers to stiffen
up their bickbones and' make new resolutions
on the matter of col'ections. Therc are somec
exceptions, Lut the general rule is, that the
more lenicnt one is with a customer owing a
bill, the poorer customer he becomes. While
convern.ly the more promptly collections are

made, the botter customer and better friend
ono becomes, In the first placo when bills are
promptly collected tho customer gets all the
benefit there is to be had of discounts, ete., und
pays no intercat. 1f he wants niore goods, ho
thinks, well, I have settled up with so and so,
I can buy another bill of them to fill up broken
assortments, But the other hand, if so and so
have let their bill run and charges interest, it
makes the customer feel as if he were paying
teo much for his goods, and if ho needs more
goods before'the bill is paid, he is almost cor-
tain to order tliem of some house to which he
has paid up his bills in full. In fact when a
bill runs on a long time it is alinost certain to
creato more bad feelings in the end than if the
collections were pushed, and the bill promptly
paid. The moral of this is obvious and is
taught by every business man’s experience.
Keep your collectione well up. Don’t wait for
a ‘“‘botter time.” Havea rule and stick to it,
that when bills are due they must be paid, and,
barring reasonable exceptions, insist upon the
enforcement of the rule, But of course, do
it in a proper manner. Strictness in collections
may give offence, but it will not if done prompt-
ly. Get up the name of being prompt collec-
tors and customers will pay your Dbills in pref-
erence to those of other houses anyhow. Re-
member that it is dilatory collections more than
a1l other things combined that bring about losses
finally,—Teather Gazetle. .
BRADSTREET'S, of January 14th, gives Mayor
Hewitt,"of New York City, credit for anidea
i, connection with local taxation, which has
the merit of boldness to recommend it. .Al-
though the idea is intended only for New York,
Mayor Hewitt's might be worthy of. considera-
tion in other citics. We quote the article in.
full: <*Mayor Hewitt, of New York, has
made his annual message the vehicle for the
expression of some sound and suggestive views:
upon taxation, which he has set forth in such a
way as to nake them likely to attract attention.
He says that the city of New York would be a
large gainer by the abolition of taxes on per-
sonal property. The abolition of these taxes
would make necessary the levy of an additional.
rate upon real estate, but the increase would,
he says, be rather nominal than substantial,
and would be compensated for by the advance
in the value of real estate, which would follow
inevitably. Mr. Hewitt states a fact thorough.
ly well known.when he says that personal prop.
erty taxes are notoriously impossible of collec-
tion in New York city, and that their incidence
in practice is highly unjust. Thoze who orght
to pay most largely evade payment,. while.the
estates of widows and orphans and wards.in
chancery pay the full amount. Agsin, he sug=
gests that if the personal property taxes were
repealed it would not be difficult to devise a
system of taxation upon corporations enjoying
public franchises which would not be.ongrous
to them. In referring to this point, however,
Mayor Hewitt is careful to point out -that any
pro’position to impose taxes upon what peoplo
or corporations owe, instead of what they own,
is absolutely unsound. This latter proposition
1s one which legislators interested in the success.
;f the state and city would do well to lay, to.
ea" ”»
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Assessment Tnsurance,

The advocates .of the assessment mothod of
lifo insurancoe have recontly been presented with
an extremely difficult nut to crack by the Su.
perintendent of Insurance of the Stato of Ohio.
In his report to the Departnent of Insuraunce,
Mr. Reinmund calls attention to the fact that
in very fow cascs aro assessment cortificates
paid at their ostensiblo face value.  Out of nine.
teen assessment companics doing business in
that State, only five had paid a $1,000 certifi-
cate in full, while tho other fourtest had only
paid from $790.31, the lowest, to $961.45, the
highest, in redemption of a certificate calling
for §1,000 on the death of tho holder.

Nor is tho State of Qhio alone or remarkable
in this experience. An American insurance
journal recently published some statistics re.
garding 86 cases of asscasment insurance in
which the amount the unfortunate insurer was
supposed to receive, according to certificate,
was contrasted with the amount actually paid
to. his heirs after death. These 86 claims called
for a face value of $410,282, or a loss to the
bereaved families of $224,168 from what they
had been led to expect. Can this be called
cheap insurance when only about 45 per cent. of
tho.amount insured is obtainable in the hour of
peed? And yet the association that furnishes
this record claims to be solvent and is one of
the loudest in its denunciations of the cost of
insurance in old line companies, calling upon
the public in general to witness how much
cheaper its rates for a certificate for $1,000 at
death ave than the premiums charged for a
similar amount by any of theregular companies
who pay the face value of their policies.

To form any comparison of the cost between
the two systems, oue of which pays 100 cents
in the dollar and the other only 45, it is neces-
sary to double the premium of the assessment
company, since at the rate we have shown it
would require two policies of $1,000 each in
order to produce 3900 at death, which even then
would be ten per cent. less than that produced
by one regular policy. If we do this, where
does the assumed cheap:iess of the ussessment
policy come in? Not cnly this, but we must
remember that the association in question ranks
well amoug asseasment companies and that
there are some, as we have pointed out, who
only paid $79 in full for each 81,000 of -the face
vilue of their certificates. How do these com-
panies compare in poiut of cheapness, and how
many of their one thousand dollar certificates
would it not take to equal one genuine policy
for $1,000?
balancé of cheapness and security is over-
whelmingly in favor of the old line of insurance,
which carries out the promise it makes at the
time of issuing the pulicy, as against assess.
ment concerns whose policies represent an un.
kuown amount, deterininable only at the death
of the-holder, but always sure to be largely

under the amount they arc supposed to

call.for ?

the specions arguments of tl}e.bmeumeut can.
vasser, ave all based upon the assumption that
the $1,000 policy in these associations is really
worth its fsce value. {Verethis the case un-
doubtedly it might lay claim to superior econo-
my to the insurer, but we have just shown {hat
it does nothing of the sort. Anothé¥ point is
that the premliims asked by the regular com-
panies, which are always quoted to show their
greater expense than those asked hy the aasess-
ment concerns, do vot represent the actual cost
of the policy at all. Advocates of the assess.
ment system forget that the actual premium
does not form the true basis of cost, since the
dividends accruing will inatérially diminish the
net sum paid for insurance.

Of what advantage will it be to s man’s
family after his death to know thatif they only
receive eighty or one hundred dollars for ev very
one thousand that they fondly believed was

debts? "Would not any practical man prefer to
pay increased rates in return for abeoluto se.

and who can practically settle with his heirs
on any terms they choose? A policy in a reg-
ular company guaniltees ite facé value in.case
of death and thus givesa fixed value to its con.

How to Judge Canned Goods.

A hint now about canned goods, meat espe-
cially. Note, when about to purchase, the
condition of the tin: if bulged outwards, don’t
bave it, even as a gift! We will explain the
process of canning to give weight to our warn-
ing.

The meat is packed in tins while raw, then
sealed and cooked in outer vessel of boiling
water, with sometimes the addition of chemicals
to raiso the temperature. When cooked, the
can is pierced, and, as soonas the air and steam
have been expelled, it is soldered. Experts
know when it is ready for soldering ; a moment
too soon and the miischief is done, because if
air is left in, the tin bulges and the weat will
not be good. On the contrary, if the tin has
shrunk, it is an infallible sign of goodness; it
proves & vacuum, which is natural, as the meat
shrinks when no air is in tho can,

Some say, what matter if the air be left in
the tin? Simply this? Nitrogen, an clement
of air, imparts to bodies with which it comnes
in coutact with, a tendency to change and
decay.

Often, on opening a can of pr&et\ed goods,

people are heard to say  “ the air is escaping,”
instead of which the slight hissing sound is the
result of the air rushing in, another proof that
there was a vacuum. Woll,.wo go so far as to
say that, assuming the outward sign of good.
ness above referred to, a label bearing the name
of a good exporter or importer, and also relia-
ble vendor of the article, whether meat, fish,
milk, soup or vegetable, the chances are a mil-
lion to one against any being injured, much less
poizoned, by tinned goods. -,

Another caution though, always look out for

-apy little globules of solder that sometimes find-
“their way outside of the tin; and take care,
-ecpecially in the case. of salmon and lobster,
-to empty the.contents as soon as open into
.an earthenware vessel.

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Business and Politics.

Business men take little intorest in politics—
too little for their own good as a general thing.
But at present, matters political are presenting
o phase that scoms to be a matter of great im.
portance at least to some lines of trade, and
those therein ongaged are being naturally u
good deal stirred up by it. The phasec of
special interest now, is the rolation of probable
legislation to the wool trade. If the tariff is
taken off of wool, it will ot course create a very
considerable change in the wool trade of the
whole country. After the changes have been
made under such laws, if passed, no doubt busi-
ness will settle down to its usual routine, and
the present interest in the law wmaking will
subside, Hide and leather men in this coun-
try not being affected, are unconcerned as to
the proposed legislation in this conatry ; while
in Eongland, a free trade country, efforts are
being made by the leather men to get a tariff
law on leather passed.

Thus it seems that business m2n only takean
interest in politics, or law making when it
directly affects their interests. It ought to be
otherwise. Business ought to Dbe ‘so much
interested in the general subject of politics and
legislation as to discussall proposed measures
and to elect mnen of their own number to repre-
sent them. It is a surprising thing that,
having so much at stake, they permit the men
to represent them and make cheir laws, that
generally do it. Itis gencrally conceded that
national elections, involving a change of ad-
ministration, are periods of great interest to all
business men. We do not think they are any
more 80, 11 fact that they are or should be less
so than the election of legislators.

1. 18 all very well fur a business maa to adopt
as his motto, ““Strictly Business,” when actually
engaged at business, but the best of sentin.ents
may be abused. If the business men would
take a life interest in the great vital questions
affecting us all, their solution would be easier.
The question of transpurtation is one of in-
finmite 1nterest to all cumimerce, su 1s telegraphic
communication. Yet we do not hear that the
business men of the country have been con.
cerning themvelves to secure legslation favor-
able to their interests. We do not believe
when the great questivus of Inter-state com-
merce was before the country, that one per
cent. of the business men took any interest
whatever 1 the subject, yet the law that was
passed affected all of them to a greater ox less
extent, and some of them very adversely.

And now that the law has been pmeat and
it is still a recognized fact tlnat#ﬁ-c’ure abuses
affecting trade unfavorally,“there is no con-
certed endeavor to secure such benefits from
the law as there hes in its power to confer, In
fact, it must be concluded thatevery business
man ought to be a politician to some extent ;
that is business tor him to be so. He need not
be an office seeker, and he need not waste time
on such maiters, buta moderate amount of
attention to such matters will servz as a whole.
some foil to the grninding application to the
details of business which balittic a man’s mind
and weaken his body. The time will como
when questions of a political nature will get
very near to oll engaged in trale ; it would bs

better if they did not wait to be forced into
politics by such an emergency, but take an
intorest of their own will.—Leather Qazette.

Lake Dlsastgrs in 1887,

During the season of lake navigation, in 1887,
73 vessols of an aggregate tonnage of 20,087
tons register were a total loss, against 57 ves.
sels of 17,070 tons in 1886. Tho value of the
property destroyed was about 82,600,000, The
total number ot vessels on tho lakes, American
and Canadian, is between 3,000 and 4,000,
There were in addition, partial losses in $396,-
600 on hulls and §238.700 on cargoes. This
makes an aggregate loss, total and partwl, of
$1,835,000, with estimates of minor losscs,
swelling tiie aggregate to about $2,500,000. The
insurance companies have suffered severely.
Since the opening of navigation in 1887, 47
steamers, 4 tow barges, aud 2 tug boats have
been lannched and completed, of an aggragate
tonnage registor of 52,234 tons. The aggregate
value of this new addition to the lake fleet is
$5,5625,000. There are besides, on the stocks in
the various stages of construction an almost
equal amount of new tonnage. The 20,687 tons
lost will be replaced in the spring of 1888, on
the opening of navigation, by upwards of 109,-
000 tons of new tonnage, most of waich is steam
while most of the old was sail snnage. 'This
will give a working increase of three or four
tons to onc lost. This means, in the season of
1888, cheap carrying charges on the lakes, as
the tounage will he so much increased, with
less grain to he carriad, especially corn—very
considerably less then in 1887.—Coal Trade
Journal,
