From the Records of the -Uniled Breth-
-ven’s Chureh,
SOME ACCOUNT or Tne WALDENSES.
* Frequent mention being made in the
ancient history of the- brethren of that
society of christians, commonly called
‘Waldenses; it may be proper to intro-
duée our extracts by inserting a brief
abstract of their history. There is no
certain account of their origin, It ap-
pears most probable ‘that they had regu-
Adarlarly 'descended. from those, whe in

the apostles’ days, heard and believed the-
gospel. ‘As long as those congragations,
which in the first ages of christianity;
liad been gathered together in. the various
countrias, remained faithful to .the doc-
wine of Jesus ‘Christ, and his apos-

tles, they constituted the true Christian .~

chureh, uaitedin one spirit. ‘But when,
in.process of time, and especially after
the heathen persecutions had ceased, the

greut body of christians had deviated from '

the pure doctrines of the gospel, and -

proportionably declined in true piety,
then all who saw and Jamented the pre-
vailing apostacy, sought fellowship with
one another, covenanted together, fuithe
fully to maintain” the truths as revealed
in the Bible, and to make them' the rule
of their lives ; and regulated their, con-
gregations according to the' practice *of
the upostles, Being on these accounts
hated and persecuted, by themore degen-
erate cbristians, they sought rest and shel-
ter in remote and sequesfered situations,
In the eighth century, ‘and_acording to
some historians, much earlier, a - consid-
erable number of these npright . people,.
who refuzed to participate in the daily
increasing depravity “of the Romish

church, Lad taken up their abode in the

deep vallies situated between the highest
Italian Alps, Hence they obtained the
name of Valenses, or Valley-men.—
They and “their posterity traced their
doctrines, and the sutcession of their
bishops from theaposties and the primi=
tive church, -Original and authentic docs
uments are indeed wanting to prove the
date of the first formation of this remar-
kable society. Probably in their first
beginnings, they did not commit their
history to writing : -and even suposing
them to have done so, it would be no
wonder, if, amidst the consfant perse-
cutions which they suffered from the Ro-
mish church, all their original records
bad been lost. It is, however, worthy
of remark, that the testimony of their
most inveterate enemies seems to con-
firm their apostolic origin,© Among ma-

ny other adversaries, was - Reinerus Sa- .
chon, who lived in the 13th century. Ha;. -

N
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Jived for some time in fellowship with
the Waldenses; but apostatizing from
them, became, as.is usuui in such circum-
Btances, their greate-t enemy. 'This nfan
writes os follows: —* Among all sects or
religious partics, separated from the Ro-
mish commnnion, there is not one more
dangerous than the Leonists,j(a name
given to the Wauldenses) for the follow-
ing three rcasons:—Tirst, because this
suct is older than any other. It existed,
according to some, in the days of Pope
Silvester, in the fourth century ; and ac-
cording to others, even in the days of the
Apostles.  Secondly, because it is wide-
ly spread; for there is scarcely a country
into - which it has not found its way.
Thirdly, because, while other seets create

“disgust by their blasphemous doctrines,

this has a-great appearance of piety ; as
its members fead a righteous lif: among
men,. believe the truths concerning God,
and divine things, and retain all the ar-
ticles of.apostolic faith, only hating' the
Roman church and her clergy,””

,--.Ever since the middlc of the twelfth

century, the above mentioned Vallenses,
have been called Walden:es, from  their
union with the followers of Peter
‘Waldus ; through. whose means, a great
religious awakening took plucein Frunce,
Waldus was a rich and respectable mer-

“chant at Liyons.—UBeing once on a party

of pleasure with some {riends, it happen-
ed, that one of the company was seized
with an apoplexy, and (ell down dead.—
Waldus was thereby led to deep medita-
tion concernig the stute of his own soul,
and became anxious to know what he
should do to be saved. He began dili-
gently to read the scriptures, and by the
enlighteuing of the HolySpirit, attuined
to true conversion, and saving faith in
Jesus Christ our Saviour, .

- . .He now proved his faith by works of
Jove, not only supplying the temporal
wants of the weedy, but, m.order to make
known *he truths of the gospel, exponnd-
ing the scriptwes to the inhubitants of
Lyons, in their own language. The

number of eager hearers; who flocked to
‘him.from town and.country, becane so

e Yl

6

great, that it excited general attention,
and stirred up much hatred, and jealousy,
among the ignoraut and dissolute Romisnh
priests, which séon broke out into open
‘persecution.  Thus the Waldenses were
dispersed * through various countries,
Many took refuge in Bobemia, and’ it
is even said, that Waldus himself ac-
companied the exiles thither, and died in
that country.  The ' Waldenses and
-Bohemians having united, enjoyed rest
and peace for some time. Divine wor~
stip was conducted among them with
regularity ; their assemblies being held in
some plices privately, in others, more
publicly : they muaintained good order
and discipline ; adiinistered help ac-
cording lo their ability,  purticularly to
their dispersed brethren'in "distant coun-
tries : and sent missionaries to England,
Hungary, Brandenburg, Pomerania, and
other places. Thus they * procéeded
quietly, and unobserved, for about twa
centuries when, being betrayed, by the
indiscreet -conduct of two of their
preachers, a dreadful persecution arose,.
and almost all of them were forced to fly
into the neighboring kingdoms,

" LIVERPOOL BETHEL REPORTS,

When the Rev. CLeLavp Kirkpa-
rrick was yreaching at Pitt-street Cha-
pel, a captain of a vessel was so power-
fully mwakened to a true sense of the va-
lue of religious dutics, and particularly
of the reading of the Holy Scriptures,

heart he left his lodgings, without the
book so much desired. The morning
was just dawning. In a few minutes al-
ter this, he came running back to his
lodgings, declaring he zould not go to sea
without a Bible. The mistress of the
house recollecting there was a Bible left
there by a gentleman belonging ‘to the
Seaman’s Friend Society and Bethel
Union, put-that iato his hands, but knew
not the charge to make; at the sight of
this much longed for trensure his coun-
tenance cheered ; ; with 2 smile of grati-
tude be placed it under his arm, and
scampered away as if in the posses:xon of
an invaluable prize.

One of the Secretaries of the Bethel
Companies was waited upon by the cap-
tain of un-American veesel, who related,
that being at Liverpool on a former voy-
age, he had the pleasure of hearing seve-
val sermons preached by the Rev. Mr.
Ssrrn, of Penzance, and became fully
convinced by his discourses of the neces-
sity of religious instruction among sea-
men, particularly when at sea, By way
of experiment, he purchased one of the
books of tracts called the *Boatswain’s
mate, and other Pieces.”  When at sea,
after reading the book himself, be.called
one of the men aft, and said to him, « T
will lend you a book to read; be careful
to keep it clean, and when you.have read
it, lend it to one of your shipmates, and
