THE WEST INDIAN TRADE.

Conflicting reports have come over the
wires, which, however, agree substautially
88 to the fact of negotiations having been
opened between the Governments of
Great Britain and the United States, with
a view to a treaty{of reciprocity with the
British West Indian Colonies. It is al-
leged in the Uniled States papers that
‘the overtures came from Great Britain,
while another account states them as hav-
ing originated with the United States.
It seems highly probable that when it
became knownithat it was provided by
the Spanish treaty that the sugar of Cuba
and Porto Rico was to be admitted into
the United Siates free of duty, Great
Britain may bave asked that her colonies
ghould be admitted to the same privilege,
and that thereupon it may have been
stated ~ that, provided United States
exports were admitted at Jower duties
than those of other countries, including
Great Britainjand her colonies, the de-

mand of free admission of British West

Indian sugar to the United States would
be granted.

It has, been further stated tha.t. there is
P lelBIOD “of opinion  in the Brmsh Cabx-
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pet on the proposal which has thesupport
of the Earl of Derby, Secretary of State
for the Colonies. Meantime there is
great unceriainty as io the fate of the
Spaonish treaty in Congress. It is violently
opposed, but, on the other hand, it has
influential supporlers both in the press
and among influential statesmen., Can-
adn is deeply interested in the question
of discriminating duties in the West In-
dies, aud itis to hoped that her Govern-
ment is giving close attention to the sub-
ject, It has been rumored of late thata
Departmental Order has been issned, im-
posing extia duties on European best
root sugar sufficient to countervail the
bounties granted to theexporters of those
sugars, This would be in strict aceord-
ance with the policy adopted in regard to
the United States sugar, on which boun-
ties were paid, and which the West

Indian interest has been seeking from

the British Government without success.
There is, however, & question whether
the decision recently arrived at has not
been premature, in view of the possibility

of the West Indian Colonies discriminat-

ing against Canada.

The most satisfactory solution of the
existing difficulty would be the rejection
of the Spanish treaty. The West Indies
would have nothing to complainof, more
especially in view of the counteracting
duty on beet root sugar. Should the
treaty be ratified the British West Indian
colonies will spare no effort to obtain ad-
mission for their products on equal terms,
and the United States will insist on the
admission of their products on terms as
favorable as those granted by ihe Span-
ish colonies. Canada would be almost
compelled to concede the same . terms,
and yet she can ill atford at the present
time to part with her sugar duties. The
strong probability is that the present
Government in Bngland will not congent
to sauction the principle of discriminating
in favour of a foreign country and against
her own colonies, a messure for which no
precedent can be found.. The subject is
one of paramount intereat, and the course
of events will be watched with consider-
able anxiety.

THE CANADIAN PACIFIC RAILWAY.

The Toronto Globe hae published an
account of an - interview, with a well-
known Conseryative Senator (Alexander),
and has headed his sccount with the
startling announcement of “ Waste at
Oltawa," “ Reckless expenditure,” « Un.
sparing condemnation of the Govern-
ment.” Unusual pains haye been tuken
to distribute the Globe's report on a

sepavate sheet, and it may be interesting
that the public should learn that in
Senator Alexandser’s opinion the country
will have to pass through a more trying
stringency than it has ever done before.
The Senator “as a public man,” feeling
it his duty to convey this warning to the
banking institutions, and in reply to a
query why he had not given it at an earlier
period, states that * his long and serious
iliness, extending cver a year and a half,
prevented him.” We have carefully read
the report of Senator Alexander's opinions,
which are simply the views of a con-
firmed pessimist, as to the Canadian
Pacific Railway. R

The Senator does not object to the con-
struction of the railway, but, strange to
say, his great alarm is that the running of
the road will involve an enormous loss, and
that this will necessarily fall on the Domi-
nion. The most extraordinary feature in
Senator Alexander’s report is that, follow-
ing closely in the footsteps of the Mani-
toba opposition, and indeed of their allies
in Ontario,” he ignores saltogether the
important fact that the construction of
the Pacilic railway was rendered neces-
sary by & deliberate bargain, entered into
between the Dominion Government and
Parliament and British Columbia, under
which that Province became a part of
the Dominion, conditionally on the com-
pletion of the railroad at a period which
has long sincs passed. Ignoring this
bargain altogether, Senalor Alexander
admits that “every enlightened and
“ patriolic mind would gladly agree to
“ make great sacrifices to carry railway
¢ facilities o every homestead in our North-
% West, as fast as any incoming population
“ could utilize the same," actually to every
homestead in the North-West. Such, in
his opinion, is what would be the desire of
every enlightened and patriolic mind,
irrespective of any obligation. Now let
us point out how the Senator treats a
solemn agreement to which he was him.
sell & party. “ And further to extend to
“British Columbia suck advanfages as
¥ s0on as the state of our public finances
“ would safely admit, but our Pucific Pro-
“yince never demanded, and the Parlia-
% ment of the Dominion did not intend that
“that road should be carried to completion
“before 1891

We own that we read the foregoing
passage with amazement, although we are
not much surprised that the Senator, who
hasbeen notoriously in pronounced antag.
onism to the Government for fhe last
few years, for reasons wholly irrespective,
either of the Pacific railway or the com-
position of the Senate, should  avail
himself of any opportunity of having a

fling at his old friends. We can under-
stand the opposition to the comstruction
of a Pacific railway, on the ground of the
great expense which it necessarily in-
volves, but we own that we find it difficult
to comprehend the views of those who
object solely to the rapidity of comstruc-
tion, which, if for no other reason than
to maintain good faith, should be pushed,
a8 is being done with the greatest vigor.
Our chief object }in making these few
comments on Senator Alexander's
opinions has been to remind him and
others that, the obligation to conmstruct
the railroad was to British Columbia, and
not to the North-Western territories, and
that jthe period for its completion has
expired long since,

AN AGGRESSIVE PEOPLE.

- It would obviously be most unfair to
hold the United States, as a nation, res-
ronsible for the utterances of her citizens
at public meetings, or for the articl®
which are disseminated broadcast by the
press. It is, however, most discouraging
to those who desire the maintenance. of
friendly relations between Great Britain
and the United States to witness the
utter disregard that is exhibited by many
of her citizens for treaty obligations, ‘At
the present moment there isa treaty
under consideration by the Senate of the
United States which is universally be-
lisved by the people of Great Britain to
be a violation of ihe Treaty known as
“'The Clayton Bulwer treaty,” which was
entered into ata time when there'wa‘s
serious danger of an interruption of the
friendly relations subsisting between the
two countries. Great Britain at that time
exercised a protectorate over the Indians
on the Mosquito Coast, and occupied Grey-
town and  some ‘islands in the vicinity.
The United States was much dissatisfied
at this occupation, and other causes of
irritation, owing to the slave trade, led
both nations to -make an effort to solve
the difficulty.

The result was the withdrawal of Great
Britain from the Mosquito Coast, under a
pledge made by the United States as to
the neutrality of the projected canal. We
are now told by United States writers,
that # the Clayton Bulwer Treaty should
“receive no attention whatever in the de-
“liberations of Congress on this question,”
but that the new treaty should be ratified,
or rejected, entirely with reference to
American interests. Commenting on j.}ié
above, s Canadian Conservative journal,
the Hamilton Specialor, after suggesting
that “a great people. like those of the
“ United States might possibly have some
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“regard for their plighted faith,” pro-
ceeds to suggest that the abrogation of
the treaty should be demanded, in which
case, no doubt, Great Britain would will-
ingly consent to relieve the United States
from itz obligations. We must acknow-
ledge that we are unable to concur in the
very liberal view taken by our contempor-
ary. Inmany cases treaties are either
conditions on which war between two
nations is terminated, or by which it is
averted. The abrogation by one con-
tracting power of a treaty would be a
legitimate casus Delli, and it is & measure
that would not be taken by a high-minded
Government.

Unfortunately there is another solemn
treaty in which Canada is still more inter-
ested than that known as * the Clayton
Bulwer Treaty.” The New England fisher-
men are on the war-path. They have dis-
covered after o lapse of nearly seventy
years that the treaty of 1818 deprived
them of “just righis " guaranteed to them
by the treaty of 1782, They declare that
¥ the surrender of our rights has been the
‘“ source of greaf annoyance and injury to
4 our fishermen,” and they ‘declare thab
“it is the duty of the 'United States ab
once to take such action as will protect
the fishery interests,” and they further
declare that they ave “ decidedly opposed
“ to making any treaty with Great Britain
# having like provisions in relation to our
“lisheries.” 'The final demand is as fol-
lows:
“ CGovernment of the United States will
“{ake prompt action to restore to our
4 fisliermen the rights taken from them by
%othe treaty of 1818, or provide for them o
“ full and just compensation therefor.” The
meeting which was held at Gloucester was
largely attended and decided on forming
a4 permanent Association to be styled
“The American Fishery Union,” with a
president and six directors, four from
Massachusetts and three from Maine.

It is satisfactory to have an admission
from avery prejudiced class of the United
Stales population that what they ave
pleased to term “their rights” werve
taken from them by the treaty of 1818 by
“the Government of the United States.
Canada might with at least equal justice
contend that the  just rights  of Can-
adian fishermen were taken from them by
the same treaty. As to the treaty of 1782
by which the so-called American rights arve
said to have been guaranteed thiey were
abrogated by thegwar of 1813, which was
declared by the United States, and it is
a principle of international law that all
subsisting treaties are abrogated by war.
"Nevertheless, Greal Britain, with great
libemlity, for ' which it has never

“We therefore request that the

got any thanks, conferred on the United
States the right offfishing on certain de-
fined coasts, in consideration of its re-
nonncing tor ever the rightof entering all
other bays with the exception of those
defined. The New England fishermen,
utterly disregarding their treaty obliga-
tions, persisted in trespassing in the Bri-
tish waters, and the treaties of which they
now complain 50 bitterly, the Iast especi-
ally being pronounced “a frand and a
cheat upon our people,” were deliberately
entered into by their own Government
and ratified by their own Senate.

It cannot be too soon understood by
our neighbors that Canada is not anxious

. for a separaie fishery treaty, indeed she

has placed so high avalue on her fisher-
ies that she has been reluctant to admit
foreigners to their enjoyment on any
terms, Ier demand prior tothe treaty
of Washington was simply for a reference
of the treaty of 1818 to the arbitration of
a friendly power. Whatever her rights
under that treaty may be she will be
satisfied with them, and moreover her
fishermen have but slight interest in the
question of duties, a8 the consumer will
have to pay them, and the fish can only

be got in our waters. Of course  if the-

United States choose to compensate the
Massachusetts and Maine fishermen by
money payments for the so-called sur-
render of their rights, Canada can have
1o objection, but the abrogation of the
treaty of 1818 would only have the effect
of depriving the United States of any
fishery rights whatever in Canadian waters.
The recent meetings and the expression
of opinion by Unitéd States members of
Congress should be a ‘arning to Can-
adian journalists not to play into the
hands of foreigners as they have been do-
ing for some time back, [t is sufficiently
clear that there is no immediate prospect
of the United States entertaining any
proposal for a treaty of reciprocity, and
that, apart altogether from. the humili-
ation whieh such a proposal would entail,
it would have a most prejudicial effect on
our future relations. Our fishery vights
must be defended,—and the first step to
take is to have them established, which
can only be satisfactorily done by a refer-
ence of the treaty of 1818 to arbitration,
and thereafter by the maintenance of a
marine police to prevent trespassing, The
New lngland fishermen cannot prosecute
their important industry without obtain-
ing admission to our waters, and nob, an
hour should be lost after the termination
of the treaty -in asserting and maintaining
our rights, according toour own interpre-
tation of the treaty of 1818, offering at the

same time to be bound by the decision of
a disinterested arbitrator.

FALLURES 1IN 1834,

Messrs, Dun, Wiman & Co. have lost
no time in giving the results of the busi-
ness failures in the United States and
Canada in 1884, As was fully anticipated
the liabilities of the insolvents are con-
giderably in excess of 1883, notwith-
standing a very considerable reduction
in those of the Province of Manitoba.
The percentage of increase in the liabili-
ties is very large in Ontario and in the
Maritime Provinces, while there is a con-
siderable falling off in Quebec and Man-
itoba. The United States has likewise
suffered severely during the past year,
and whatever differences of opinion may
prevail as to the influence of the fiscal
policy on trade there can be no_doubt
that the depression is not confined to
those countries where protective duties
are maintained, but that it has been
severely felt in Great Britain, The com-
mercial community are, we believe, thor-
oughly alive to the importance of exer-
cising a greal deal of caution in? their
business operations, until fthe country
recovers from the effects*of the over-
trading which has prevailed for some
time beck. We give ab foot the tables

Tug TomoNTo TrAVELLERS.—The ~ report
placed before the Commercinl Travellers’ As-
sociation of Canada, v their recent annual

meeting in Toronto, was highly satisfactory,

The net result of the financinl year showed &
gain of $13,560, the surplus now being $85,700,
while the netassets of the Permancnt Reserve

Fund were $86,500. The membership increased

88 during the year, the total now being 2,202
At the beginuning of 1884 the directors Iaid
aside $11,013.23 a3 the annual benetit allot-
nent, and fixed the maximum mortnary benefit
at $1,000, The total payment from the anntal
benefit allotment was $6,800, leaving an allot-
ment surplus of $3,555.25 on band. At vari-
ous times appeals had been mude to the Boied
on behalf of members in distressed cirewmstan-
ces through illness for aid from the funds of
the association, and it had heen considered
that o settled plan should be adopted whereby
relief conld be afforded promptly, the delay
involved under the present circular systen
being obviously a great drawback. The direc-
tors, therefore, decided to recoumnend the for-
mation of a “ Sick Benefit Fund” to be estab-
lished by each member, who might desire to do
80, subscribing, sny, $2 annually. The direc-
tors, acting conjointly with the other associa-
tions, had endeavored during the yenr to
obtain from the railway companies a restora-
tion of the continuous rassenger ticket, which
they had reason to hope would soon be granted.
All the siatisties regardieg the age and mor-
tality of the members having been, as was the
ractice-at the close of the year, lnid before
fr. Wm. McCabe, F.LA., manager of the
North American Life Insurance Company, that
gentleman examined them thuroughly, the
result being that he felt warranted in recom-
mending an increase of $100 in the Mortuary
Benefit. Acting npon this advice the directors
had fixed the maximum Mortnary Benefit for
1885 at $1,100.—The Sick Fund was estab-
lished on ihe following basis: Lvery member
the time .he purchases his annual certificate
may pay to the Secretary the sum of $1 each
year, and an additional dollar if required, and
at no time shall this fund .be fess than $500.
Upon any member of the association baving
contributed his annual subseription to the fund,
leaving it, he shall make application at once
to thie Seeretary for participation in the bene-

The weather has again proved an unfavor-
able factor in the business situation, crusing
complete stagnation in many sections of the
interior owing fo  the impassible condition of
tbe ronds and the impossibility of farmers mak- -
ing deliveries, and attending to market affairs.
A lending merchant, however, discussing this
mitter said: * Anything for an apology.”
There is no question that business is exceed-
ingly dullin quite n nuwber of lines ; but an im-
portant exception to the rule is the tynde in
breadstuffs which exhibits decided improve
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ment, and if it continues other branches will
soon be benefitted thereby. Remittances have
been coming in fairly well for the season. In
money matters thereis little or no change, funds
being as plentiful as ever, and good borrowers
as scarce as ever. Good Commercial paper is
discounted at 7 per cent, and Calf loans on
stock collateral are obtainable at 4 per cent,
Sterling Exchange is quiet and steady at 8 1-8
to 8} for sixtics between banks and 8 3.8 over
the counter. Demand bills 8 7-8 to 9. Docu-

mentary is purely nominal at 73 premium.,

New York drafts 1-16 premium. The Montreal
stock market i3 quiet aud steady, the only
fenture of intercst being the speculative sale
of 1,000 shares of Bank of Montreal stock yes-
terday, by a magnate who stated that this
market was not big enough for him, and that
he intended to launch out into New York
stacks. If he intends to “launch out” there,
he will soon discover that there are plenty on
the alert to “haul in.” The following were
the quotations of and business in Montreal
stocks during the past week :

Prices are
nominally unchanged although there has been
some cutting going on for some time past, and
by one firm-here, which it is said was never
known to practise it before,

Damy Propvos.—DBuller.—No materinlly
new phase bas dawued upon this market since
our last review, Choice creamery and dairy
of course oceupy the same steady position, but

there is sojlittle of that stock available that itis
doubtful if it should be quoted, as it might prove

mislending to the general market. A Boston
buyer wag looking around tor fine creamery,
and when he came across it he wanted to make
his selections at 25¢, whichi, however, was not
allowed. A tew small lots of fine Brockvilles
were also uld at 184c to 19¢, for Liverpool
shipment.  Poor and medium grades are the
great drawback to the market, as they form
such & large proportion of stocks here, which
are estimated at from 12,000 to 15,000 pack-
ages, by some dealers, and at 18,000 to 20,000
packages by others, who claim to be equally
well posted.

Cheese.—A firmer feeling has sprung up in
sympathy with an improvement in New York,
Liverpool, London and Glasgow. The total
stocks in the principal centres, although show-
ing a larger volume than at this time {ngt year,
is said to be much better concentrated, espe-
cially in England. The stocks in store here ure
estimated at 35,000 boxes, and about 40,000
boxes more in the Enst of Canadn. Stocks
west of Toronto are much smaller than has
been estimated. The shipments from Portland
last week were 3,244 boxes, against 7,153
boxes fur the corresponding week last year.

ag well as on the fo.b. price. This will
seriously interfers with the importation of raw
beet root sugar, ns the German Government
gives a heavy bounty on alf shipments of raw
sugar to foreign - countries, amounting to 9
marks 40 }f nnings per centner, which addcd
to the f.o.b. price will make it linble to such a
heavy daty bers as to virtually exclude its -
importation into the Dominion. At the same
time it will. tend to stimulate the cape sugar

Arade of the West Indies by excluding the

beet root product. Orders sent to Germany
for beet sugar huve already been cancelled,
and the Goverument's aclion has caused con-
siderable comment in the trade, the general
drift of which appears.to favor the change,

There ig no disappoiniment fell at the state '

of trade that exists, There is no longer any
sort of clamor about unseasonable weather.
We have struck the dull time and no weather
under the sun will sell goeds for some timse to
cotme. Merchants are resigned, not coutent, to
do a very moderate buginess for a month, The
wholesale trade is so' much better off, that it
appenrs by returns made the ‘imports for some
months past are not nearly 8o large as those of
ayear ago. Theretafl trade, throughout the
rural sections and villages, bas not been so bad
a3 reports might lead to believe; but a feature of
the country trade for some . weeks past was the
large proportion of farm produce that wag
given in exchange, poultry and butter chiefly,
which failed to realize so much money as they
might have done. The settlement of overdue
accounts by cash payments or by sale of wheat
bas been still delayed on the grand pretext that
the farmers will not sell their wheat, and it is
difficuls to press the producers to sell their
wheat for sixty-five cents a bushel, it thers is
any chance st all of it reaching to owe dolar.
In the meantime the expenses of carrying the
farmerss acconnts are increasing, and the ine-
vitable loss by shrinkage and vermin will soon
run away with ten cents a bushel. The entire

chain of circumstances is also hindering any-
thing like moderately free buying by the pub-
lic. With old accounts still unpaid, and their
produce of 5o small value in the market, the
majority of the farmers are cutting down ex-
penses and buying in small bulk. Thig is
affecting the small country traders even more
disastrously than the operation of the renewal
notes. The mnotes can be carried and will
be carried with a deserving and honest
trader, but there must be a living busi-
ness dome besides, snd thig is just what
i creating the gravest part of the difficulty,
that genersl tradeis so exceedingly dull. The
ingolvent list is not causing any epecial com-
ment so far, but the future is not clear. The
wholesale trade bas been pushed with preat
energy, and in some cages with small regard to
anything beyond placing the goods in the
retailers' bands. It could scarcely be other-
wise considering the army of drommers that is
thrown. over Ontario, And in this conuection
it is remarked that the wholesale men would
be thankful if they could sce some way to
escape from the heavy expenses of keeping
their travellers in the field. It iz even hinted
that a movement will be made to reduce the
roll and decrease the expenditure. The out-
look for anything beyond a moderats trade
during this year is nmot bright. It iz not pro-
bable that ordinary farm produce will bs
enbanced in value. Wheat will not be high in
price. Cattle are almost certain (o be lower in
value than they were during the past year.
