THE WEST INDIAN TRA DE.

Conflicting reports have come over the
vires, which, however, agree substantially
as to the fact of negotiations having been
opened between the Governments of
Great Britain and the United States, with
a view to a treaty[of reciprocity with the
British West Indian Colonies. IL is ai-
leged in the United States papera that
the overtures carne fron Great Britain,
while another account states them as hav-
ing originated with the United States.
It seeme highly probable that when it
becarne knownthat it was provided by
the SpanisBh treaty that the sugar of Cuba
and Porto Rico was to be admitted into
the United States free of duty, Great
Britain rnay have asked that ber colonies
should be admitted to the same privilege,
and that thereupon it may have been
stated that, provided United States
exports were adrùitted at lower duties
than those of other countries, including
Great Britain jand lier colonies, the de-
inand of free admission of British West
Indian sugar to the United States, would
be granted.

It has been further stated that there is
.i division" o'-iioio tie B3rîÏ7îsh Öal
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net on the proposal which bas the'support
of the Earl of Derby, Secretary of State
for the Colonies. Meantime there is
great uncertainty as ta the fate of the
Spanish treaty in Congress. It is violently
opposed, but, on the otier hand, it bas
influential supporters both in the press
and anong influential statesmen. Can-
ada is deeply interested in the question
of discriminating duties in the West In-
dies, and it is ta hoped that ber Govern-
ment is giving close attention ta the sub-
ject. It bas been rumored of late thlai a
Depart nental Order bas been issned, im-
posiug extia duties on European beet
root sugar suflicient to countervail the
bountiesgranted ta theexporters of those
sugars. This would be in strict accord-
ance with the policy adopted in regard ta
the United States sugar, on which boun-
ties were paid, and which the West
Indian interest bas been seeking from
the British Government without success.
There is, however, a question whether
the decision recently arrived at has not
been premature, in view of the possibility
of tie West Indian Colonies discriminat-
ing against Canada.

The most satisfactory solution of the
existing difliculty would be the rejection
of the Spanisi tre aty. The West Indies
would have nothing ta complain of, more
especially in view of the counteracting
duty on beet root sugar. Should the
treaty be ratified the British West Indian
colonies vill spare no effort ta obtain ad-
mission for theii, products on equal terms,
and the United States will insist on the
admission of their products on ternis as
favorable las those granted by .the Span-
isi colonies. Canada would be almost
compelled ta concede the same ternis,
and yet she can ill atford at the present
time ta part with lier sugar dudes. ''le
strong probability is that the present
Governmentin England will not consent
ta sauction the principle of discriminuting
in favour of a foreign country and against
ber own colonies, a measure for which no
precedent can be found. The subject is
one of paranount interest, and the course
of events will be w'atcied with consider-
alile anxiety.

THE CANADIAN PACIFIC I1AILWAY.

The Toronto Globe has published an
account of an interview, with a well-
known Conservative Senator (Alexander),
and has headed his account writh the
startling announcement of I Waste at
Ottawa," "Reckless expenditure," " Un-
sparing condemnation of the Govern-
ment." Unusual pains have been taken
ta distribute the Globe's report on a

separate sheet, and it may be interesting
that the public should learn that in
Senator Alexander's opinion the country
wiilI have ta pass through a more trying
stringency than it bas ever done before.
The Senator 4 as a public man," feeling
it bis duty to convey this warning ta the
banking institutions, and in reply ta a
query why he bad not given itat an earlier
period, states that "his long and serious
illness, extending over a year and a half,
prevented him." We have carefully read
the report of Senator Alaxander's opinions,
which are simply the views of a con-
firmed pessimist, as ta the Canadian
Pacifie Railway.

The Senator does not object to the con-
struction of the railway, but, strange ta
say, his great alarm is that the running of
the road will involve an enarmous los, and
that this will necessarily fali on the Domi-
nion. The most extraordinary feature in
Senator Alexander's report is that, follov-
ing closely in the footsteps of the Mani-
toba opposition, and indeed of their allies
in Ontario,' lie ignores altogether the
important fact that the construction of
the Pacific railway was rendered neces-
sary by a deliberate bargain, entered into
between the Dominion Government and
Parliament and British Columbia, under
which that Province became a part of
the Dominion, conditionally on the com-
pletion of the railroad at a period which
bas long since passed. Ignoring this
bargain altogether, Senator Alexander
admits that " every enliglitened and
" patriotie mind w'ould gladly agree ta
"make great sacrifices ta carry railway

facilities ta every honmestead in Our North-
West, asfast as any inicoming population

i could utilize.the saine," actually ta every
homestead in the NortLh-West. Such, in
lis opinion, is wiat would be the desire of
every enligitened and patriotic mind,
irrespective of any obligation. Now let
us point out how' the Senator treats a
solemn agreement ta which le was himi-
self a party. " And further to extend ta
"British Columbia such advantages as
a soon as the state of our public finances
Swould safely admit, but our Pacific Pro-
"vince never demanded, and the Parlia-
" ment of the Dominion did not intend that
" thai road should be carried to completion
"before 1891.'

We own that we read the foregoing
passage with amazement, although we are
not much surprised that the Senator, who
bas been notoriously in pronounced antag-
onism ta the Government for the last
few years, for reasons wholly irrespective,
either of the Pacific railway or the com-
position of the Senate, should avail
himself of any opportunity of having a

fling at his old friands. We can under-
stand the opposition to the construction
of a Pacifie railway, on the ground of the
great expense which it necessarily in-
volves,.but we own that we find it difficult
to comprehend the views of those who
object solely to the rapidity of construc-
tion, which, if for no other reason than
to maintain good faith, should be pushed,
as is being done with the greatest vigor.
Our chief object ein making these few
comments on Senator Alexander's
opinions bas been ta remind him and
others that, the obligation to construct
the railroad was to British Columbia, and
not to the North-Western territories, and
that ¡the period for its completion bas
expired long since.

AN AGGRESSIVE PEOPLE.

. It would obviously be most unfair ta
bold the United States, as a nation, res-
ponsible for the utterancesof her citizens
at public meetings, or for the articles
which are disseminated broadcast by the
press. It is, however, mostdiscouraging
to those who desire the maintenance, of
friendly relations between Great Britain
and the United States to witness the
utter disregard that is exhibited by many
of her citizens for treaty obligations. Àt
the present moment there is a treaty
under consideration by the Senate of the
United States which is universally be-
lieved by the people of Great Britain to
be a violation of the Treaty known as
"The Clayton Bulwer treaty," which was
entered into at a time when there was
serious danger of an interruption of the
friendly relations subsisting between the
two countries. Great Britain at that time
exercised a protectorate over the Indians
on the Mosquito Coast, and occupied Grey-
town and same islands in the vicinity.
The United States was much dissatisfied
at this occupation, and other causes of
irritation, owing to the slave trade, led
bath nations ta -make an effort to solve
the difficulty.

The result was the withdrawal of Great
Britain from the Mosquito Coast, under a
pledge made by the United States as tO
the neutrality of the projected canal. We
are nowy told by United States writers,
that "' the Clayton Bulwer Treaty should
"receive no attention whatever in the de-
"liberations of Congress on this question,"
but that the new treaty should be ratified,
or rejected, entirely with reference ta
American interests. Commenting on the
above, a Canadian Conservativejourrl,
the Hamilton Spectator, after suggesting
that '"a great people like those of the
" United States might possibly have some
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" regard foi' their pligh laith," pro-
ceeds to suggest t.hat the abrogation of
the treaty should be demanded, in which
case, no doubt, Great Britain would will-
ingly consent to relieve the United States
from its obligations, We nust acknow.
ledge that we are unable to concur in the
very liberal view tiakeni by our contempor-
ary. In many cases treaties are either
conditions on which war between two
nations is terniinated, or by which it is
averted. 'hie abrogation by one con-
tracting power o? a treaty would be a
legitimate caîsus bell, and it is a measure
that would not be taken by a bigh-minded
Governnent.

Unfortunately there is another solemn
treaty in which Canada is still more inter-
ested than that known as Il the Clayton
Bulwer Treaty." The NewEngland fisher-
men are on the war-path. They have dis-
covered after a lapse of nearly seventy
years that the treaty of 1838 deprived
thema of 1just rights " guaranteed to them
by the treaty of 1782. They declare that
W the surrender of our rights has been the

source of great annoyance and injury to
"our lisliermen,"' and they'declare thlat
lait is the duty o? the 'United States at
once to take sucl action as vill protect
the fisliery interests," and they further
declare that they are I decidedly opposed
''to making any treaty with Great Britain

i having like provisions in relation to our
"lisheries." The final denand is as fol-
lows: Il We therefore request that the

Governnent of the United States will
' take prompt action to restore to our

fisliermen the rights (aken from them by
" 1he treatly of 1818, or provide for them a

" full andijust compensation therefor." The
meeting which was leld at Gloucester ras
largely attended and decided on forming
a permanent Association to be styled
"1'The Anierican Fisliery Union," with a
president and six directors, fonr fron
Massachusetts and three from Maine.

It is satisfactory to have an admission
fron a very prejudiced class of the United
States population that wliat they are
pleased to terim "tLheir' rights " were
taken froim then by the treaty of 1818 by
thieGovernîmeit of the United States'
Canada iniglit witLh at least equal justice
contend t,îat the I "just riglits " of Can-
adian fislernîcn were taken fron them,, by
the saine treaty. As to the t.reaty of 1782
by whicli th so-calld American rights are
said to have been guaranteed they were
abrogated by the"war of 1812, which was
declared by the United States, and it is
a principle of iiternational law that ail
subsisting tî'aties are abrogated by war.
Nevertheless, Great Britain, with great
iberality, for whicl it has never

got any thanks, conferred on the United
States the right offfishing on certain de-
fined coasts, in consideration of its re-
nouncing toi ever the right of entering ail
other bays with the exception of those
defined. The New England fislermen,
utterly disregarding their treaty obliga-
tions, persisted in trespassing in the Bri-
tish waters, and the treaties of which they
now complain so bitterly, the lest especi-
ally being pronounce'd "a ftuid and a
cheat upon ouri people," were deliherately
entered into by their own Government
and ratified by their own Senate.

It cannot be too soon understood by
our neighbors that Canada is not anxious
for a separate fisheiry treaty, indeed she
bas placed so high a value on hier fisher-
ies that she has been reluctant to admit
foreigners to their enjoyment on any
terms. Her demand prior to the treaty
of Washington was sinply for a reference
of the treaty of 1818 to the arbitration of
a friendly power. Whatever ber rights
under that treaty May be she will be
satisfied with themi, and nmoreover ber
lisliermen have but sliglt interest in the
question of duties, as the consumer will
have to pay then, and the fish can only
be got in our waters. Of course if the
United States cloose to compensate the
Massachusetts and Maine fishermen by
money payments for the so-called sur-
render of their rights, Canada can have
no objection, but the abrogation of the
treaty of 1818 would only have the effect
of depriving the United States of any
fishery rights whatever in Canadian waters.
The recent meetings and the expression
of opinion by United States members of
Congress should be a warning to Can-
adian journalists not to play into the
liands of'foreigners as they have been do-
ing for some time back. It is sufficiently
clear that there is no inimîediate prospect
of the United States entertaining anY
proposal for a treaty of reciprocity, and
that, apart altogether from. the humili-
ation whiclh such a proposal would entai],
it would have a Most prejudicial effect on
our future relations. Our fishery rights
must be defended,-and the first step to
take is to have them established, which
can only be satisfactorily donc by a refer-
ence of thc treaty of 1818 to arbitration,
and thereafter by the maintenance of a
marine police to prevent trespassing. 'Tlie
New England fishermen cannot prosecute
theirimportant industry without obtain-
ing admission to our waters, and not, an
hour should lie lost after the teriiLation
of the treaty in assertingand iaintaining
oui rights, according toour own interpre-
tation of the treaty of 1818, offering at the
sane time to be bouînd by the decision of
a disinterested arbitrator.

FAILURIES IN 1884.

Messrs. Dun, Wiman & Co. have lost
no time in giving the results of the busi-
ness failures in the United States and
Canada in 1884. As was fully anticipated
the liabilities of the insolvents are con-
siderably in excess of 1883, notwith-
standing a very considerable reduction
in those of the Province of lWanitoba.
''he percentage of increase in the liabili-
ties is very large in Ontario and in the
Maritime Provinces, while there is a con-
siderable falling off in Quebec and Man-
itoba. The United States has likewise
suffered severely durinfg the past year,
and whatever differences of opinion may
prevail as to the influence of the fiscal
policy on trade there can be nodoubt
that the depression is not confined to
thosecountries where protective duties
are maintained, but that it bas been
severely feit in Great Britain. The com-
mercial community are, ive believe, thor-

oughly alive to the importance of exer-
cising a great deal of caution in' their
business operations, until 'the country
recovers from the effects:>of the over-
trading which lias prevailed for some
time back. We give at foot the tables
showing the reslt of the operations of
the year

At viari-
cus tiies appeals had been iade ta tie Botard
on behaitf of' imnembers in distressed circumstaii-
ces tlroughî illiess tor aid from .thc fuids of
hie association, anud il iad been consideried
that a settled plat should h a doted whereby
relief contd be atgorded promptly, the delay
involved uînder fthe prescnt circuilar syste n
being obviously a greaqt drawback. The direc-
tors, therefore, decided ta recoiniend ftie for-

Tiese acknowledgments
are either advertisements of the business
promptitude of the companies concerned in the
transactions, or expressions of the gratitude of
the beneficiaries. lut the cases whici are thus
circuimstantially publisied bear an ininitely
smali proportion to those which are suppressed
or isnnoticed. If ftie receipts of alt ftie pay-
mlents made by our lite comliaiies inu the course
of a year were collected and publisthed in bookI
form-i, what a tuige report they wo iuld malke t If
we divide ftie annuinal outgo-sonme thirty mail-
lions-into policies or paynients averaging
thlree thousand dollars each, We shall have ten
îlusand acknowledgnetis o paynents made.
If te,, of these receipts were primted on a page,
wve'shuouild have a volune of one thouîsaînd
pares. But if ftie formai receipts verenecom-
penied by expressions of the satisfaction which
such payments occasion, together with hints of
lh inconvenience, the want, or Ite destitution
which thuey relieve, they would fil a dozen or
a score of bvy octavos.-Baltimore Under-
wrier.

healvy duty here as to virtually exclude its
importation into tie Dominion. At the same
tnie it will, tend to stimulate tise cane sugar
trade of the West Indies by eicludiing the
beet root produet. Orders sent t Germany
for beet sugar have already been cancellei,
and the Goverimentas action hias caused con-
siderable comment in hie trade, the general
drift of which appears . ta favor, the change.

Thera is noc disappointment felt at the state
of trade that exists. There is no longer any
sort of clamor about unseasonable weather.
We have struck the dul! time and no weather
under the sun will sell goods for some time to
come. Merchants are resigned, not content, to
do a very moderate business for a month. The
wholesale trade is so much better off, that it
appears by returns made the imports for some
months past are not nearly so large as those of
a year ago. The retail trade, throughout the
rural sections and villages, bas not been so bad
as reports might lead to believe; but a feature of
the country trade for uome weeks paît was the
large proportion of farm produce that was
given in exchange, poultry and butter chiefly,
which failed to realize sa much money as they
miglt have done. The settlement of overdue
accounts by cash payments or by sale of wbeat
bas been still delayed on the grand pretext tbat
the farmers will not sali their wleat, and it is
difficult ta press the producers ta sell their
wheat for sixty-five cents a bushel, if there is
any chance at aIl of it reaching to one dollar.
In the meantime the expenses of carrying the
farners' accounts are increasing, and the ine-
vitable lots by shrinkage and vermin will soon
run away with ten cents a bushel. The entire

With old accounts still unpaid, and tbeir
produce of sa small value in the market, the
majority of the farmers are cutting down cx-
penses and buying in snall bulk. This is
affecting the small country traders aven more
disastrotusly than the operation of the renewal
notes. The notes can be carried and will
be carried with a deserving and bonest
trader, but there must be a living busi-
ness done besides, and this is just what
il creating the graveost part of the difficulty,
that general trade is so exceedingly dull. The
insolvent list is not causing any special com-
ment so fer, but the future is not clear. The
wholesale trade las been pushed with gres,t
energy, and in some cases with small regard to
anything beyond placing the goods in the
retailers' bands. It could scarcely be other-
wise considering the army of drummers that la
thrown. over Ontario. And in this connection
it is remarked that the wholesale men would
be thankful if they could sec some way to
escape from the beavy expenses of keeping
their travellers in the field. It is even hinted
that a movement will b made ta reduce the
roll and decrease the expenditure. The out-
look for anything beyond a moderate trade
during this year is not briglt. It is not pro-
bable that ordinary farm produce will be
enlanced in value. Wheat will not be high in
price. Cat le are almost certain to be lower in
vaise than they were during the past year.

There is a thought ibt discounts will b in
demand if prices of produce adrance. There
is yet no change, but only hope of improve-
ment. Rates of discount are unchanged.
Commercial paper is taken at G and 7, and
7a per cent; there is very littie doing in loans
besides. Exchange is about ateady, and not
much doing. Stocks are generally quiet and
steady. Velues have been steady and main-
tained, except in the case of Western Assur-
ance which bas gone down below all expecta-
tion.
