he budget speech of Sir Charles Tup-
per is one of the most important oflicial
utterances promulgated since the incep-
tion of the National policy. Without go-
ing so far as to call it his masterpiece, it
is certainly w clever and exhaustive expo-
sition of the financial condition of the
country, and the changes mndicated in the
new tarill bear {okens of palient and care-
(wl investigntion into the subject, and of
the honest desire of the Finance Minister

to foster the industries of the country and
develop, our great mineral and other re-
sources. .

But unfortunately, in their natural de-
sire toforward that end, the Government
have been persuaded to make additions to
and alterations in the iron tarifl, which it
is to Le feared, from the nature of the
changes introduced, may lend to do as
much harm to ceriain other equally im-
portant lines of manufacture as they will
do good {o those particular ones which
they aim toebenefit. Ti is only natural
that a desire should exist among our Cak-
inet ministers Lo forward by every means
in their power the great mineral and man-
ufacturing interests of Nova Scotia, but if
in accomplishing this end they do so at
the expense of other greatl inierests, equ-
ally important in their character, in the
amount of capital they represent, and in
the number of workmen to whom they
give employment, it- is obvious that the
ultimate advantage acerning to the coun-
try will be infinitesimal in its character.

Itis with a view of impressing this side
of the question upon the Government that
an influential deputation of manufacturers
of iron is now at Ottawa, and doubtless
Sir Charles will be able to devise some
means of softening the rigor of the change
so that existing interests shall not suffer
unduly. Of course it was only to, be ex-
pected that so sweeping a change in the
iron tarifl’ as that just promulgated should
evoke opposition from those merchunts
and manufacturers whose interests, if not
commetrcial existence, are seriously im-
perilled by the unexpected nature of the
changes. It haslong been felt that some
alterations in the direction of increased
protection were necessary to foster Cana-
dian iron industries, and we have, in
these columns, drawn attention to one or
two anomalies in the old tarifl’ whicl, it
was felt, must be abrogateq if the pig iron
industry of Canada was to hecome an ac-
complished fact. But no one, not even
those most interested, ever contemplated
changes of 8o revolutionary a characler as
those indicated, In fact it almost looks as
if these changes had been made in the ex-
clusive interesis of the manufacturers of
one section of the country and, to a certain
extent, at the expense of the rest of the
Dominion.

Lspecially in the case ol bav iron does
this appear. The sudden incrense of duty
by nearly 25 per cent. must involve serious
losses to those firms who have already
placed contracts for hundreds, if not thou-
sands of tons, at prices based upon {he old
tarift, prices ruling in some cases $S per
ton below those now asked for lhe same
iron. Besides this, there secems to be no
guarantee that the only concern now cap-

able of making puddled har in this coun-
iy, and in whose interests this duty Las

presumably been imposed, will really carry
out their promise to run mainly upon it.
Mémbers of the deputation of iron men
stated that in former years when Montreal
manufacturers offered orders for puddled
bar, the manager of the works informeg
them that the company proposed to make
only the finished article, as under the then
exigting tariff, they could make more
money out of it. What is there to gnard
against such an answer being given again?
The tariff, too, is most complicated, and
in somo cases it seems diflicult to under-
stand why the distinctions in the duties
have been made. Yor instance bar iron,
6 by }, pays 815 per ton, while the same
iron, 6 by ¥ pays only $11 per ton.  Such
a tarifl’ naturally opens the door of fraud,
and it seems diflicult lo see why the com-
plicated provisions of the American tariff’
should have been followed instead of the
more natural course of imposing one uni-
form tarifl upon bar iron of all dimensions.

In the case of cast iron pipe, the sudden
increase in the duty {from 30 per cent. to
practically 90 per cent. ad valorem, must
undoubtedly produce cases of individual
hardship. One Montreal firm for instance
has entered into contracts for the delivery
of two thousand tons of piping af prices
based upon the old tariff, and must con-
sequontly sufler severe pecuniary loss un-
less some provision allowing a rebate on
contracts entered into bona fide before ihe
present alteration of duties be introduced
into the bill. Under these circnmstances
it ig to be hoped that Sir Charles Tupper’s
half-promnige that the Government would
try to avoid any cases of individual hard-
ships under existing contracts, may as-
sume tangible form, and that the present
change, which wé believe in the long run
will prove beneficial to the native iron in-
dustries, may not be the immediate cause
of financial disaslers to those firms who
have already enlered into engagements
based upon the moderate duty which has
ruled hitherto.

Of course it cannol be expected that
such a radieal change in the dulies of an
important staple like iron can be inaugu-
rated without some cases of individual
hardship. But there -are undoubtedly
some modifications and ameliorations re-
quired before the {ariff can come into
beneficial effect. The requert of the dep-
uiation that contracts, bonu fide entered
into before the 12th May last, should he
permitied to come in under the old tariff)
seems just and reasonable enough. "The
counter stutement that this would form a
ioophole for fraud, and that under cover of
this clause, supplies for four or five years
could be easily rushed in, is not, we think.
justified by the circumstances. It could
not, we may presume, be diflicult for the
Government to exact salisfactory proof
that the contracts under which the iron ig

imported were really entered into previous
to the intreduction of the budget. No
honorable firm would lend itsell to the
falsification of its books, and consequenily
if there are black sheep among the iron
merchants, capable of taking advantage of
such 2 clause, their numbers must be very
few, and the loss to the Government pro-
portionately very small. The introduction
of such a clause would remove one preg-
nant cause of discontent, it wonld remove
anyground for charges of unfuirness and
injustice, and by reducing the prospects of
financial disaster, would prove a genuine
advantage to the business inferesis of the
country. The merchants and manufac
turers interested have just grounds for de-
manding such a concession, and il is
therefore to be hoped, if not confidently
anticipated, that the Government will see
their way clear to the granting of a de-
mand which will remove many of the
principal objections fo the contemplated
changes.

THE ONTARIO STATUTORY CONDI.
TIONS, -

By the courlesy of Professor llunter,
Inspector of Insurance for Onfario, we
have been favored with a copy of “The
Ontario Insurance Act, 1887 (E0 V., ¢ 53),
being an Act for Consolidating and dmend-
ing the Acts respecting Insurance Com-
panies;” to which the learned inspector
has prefixed notes on the new provisions.
From these we, for the present, content
ourselves by a consideration of the “statu-
fory conditions ” as they are now revised,
but which do not go into operation in
respect to compunies which have their head
oftices on this continent until the 30th June
prox., ncr, as respects companies having
their head oflices in Gireal Britain or Ire-
land, until thie 31st December next.

The first statunlvry condition remains
unchanged, and is a provision for a truth-
ful representation of the risk to be assumed
by the company and for the disclosure of
all the facts which are material to be made
known, in order that the risk may he
properly judged, the penalﬁ for unirath or
concealment being the non-enforcement. of
the contract of insurance.

The second condition likewise remaing
unchanged, and, very fairly, provides that
the policy will e held in accordance with
the application, unless the company points
out, in writing, the cuses wherein it differs
therefrom.

The third remaing as hefore, providing
that any change material to the risk shall
be made known to the company, in order
that it may decide s to continuing the risk’
or cancelling the policy. the assured being
bound {o pay such extra premium as may
be demanded or the po!icy will not remain
in force,

The fourth is not changed, IL makey
the consent of the company necessary to
all wsgignments; changes of title by sne-
cesuion, or by operntion of the law, or by
reason of death, not being deemed Lo be
such transfers ag vitiate the policy.

The fifth condition i8 rendered sell-
inderpreting in consequence of the stupid
construetion pot upon the old form of it in
the ease of Melaren »s Commereinl Union,
in which the word “ratably ” was held to
refer exclusively lo contribution hetwgpen
two or more companies on the same risk,
s0 Lhat the assured was absolved from all
contribution, ‘The condition, ag amended,
provides againgt the abandonment of par-
tindly damaged  property unless by the
congent, of the compnruy or itg agent; and
that the assured shall bear o ratable pro-
portion, with the companies interested, of
the foss and expense attending the remov-
al of property Lo eseape conllagration.

The gixth continues to exclude money,
books of account, securities for money, and
evidences of debt from assurance under
ordinary fire policies.

The geventh yet continnes o reguire
special mention'of such parls and contents
of buildings as are articles de heee if Lhey
are to he covered by the policy.

The eighth, refeering (o “other insur-
ance,” continues the non-lability of the
company in ease of prior insuranve not
endorsed on the poliey ;3 and provides that
il further insurance i subsequently ellfected,
written notive must be given to the con-
pany. The condition, as revised, i3 very
clunsily expressed and will cause many
disputes a8 to itg interpretation,  The in-
tention appewrs Lo bave been io reqniro the
agsired lo give written notice of the in-
tention to procwre further insurance; to
require the company to assend or disseut
within Lwo weeks from the receipt of the
notice or 1o he held {o have assented ; but,
it seems o assume that the assured will
know hig intention 1o procure further in-
surance some three weeks or so before he
varries his intention into eflect, ng it will
hold the poliey in force unless the company
does not dissgnt in writing awesn guay
Tk (Lo \\‘ueﬁs affer receiving notice of
the intention or desire to efiect the subse-
quent insurance) and hefore the siubsequent
o further fusurance is offceted-

The ninth is unchanged, providing fov
ratable contribution wmongst the compun-
fes without resavd (o the dates of the
policies,

The tenth defines the vontingencies
which will relieve the companies from
liability,  There is no material change,
oxceph to extend as to the “contents” of
buildings ; non-linbility for loss eanged by
the want of good and substantial chimneys;
or by ashes or embers in wooden vessels,
or by unsafe stoves o stovepipes.

10(f) prepares the way for false and
contradictory evidence as to the specific
gravity of lubricating oil, of which five
gallons may now he kept in an inswred
building (2).

The cleventh continues {o make the
companies iiable for fire cauged by ex-
plosions or by lightning, and for losses
caused by explosion of coal gag in a huild-
ing not forming part of gas works.

The twelfth defines the proceedings in
connection with claims for {loss, and re-
maing unchanged excopt to add the re-
quirement of (5) disclogure of all liens and
incumbrances, (6) of the place where
movable properly was deposited at the
time of the fire, (¢) the production of ware-
house receipts and stock lists, the separa-
tion, as far as reasonably may be, of the
damaged from the undamaged goods; (2)
relioves clergymen from the making of
logs certificates, replacing them by com-

.migsioners for taking afidavits and muni-

cipal clerks.

The fourteenth defines the conditions
under which the proofs of loss may he
made by, an agent.

The fifteenth remains as hefore, provid-
ing that “any fraud or flse stalement in
a statutory declaration, in relation to any
of the requisite particulars in a proof of
logs shall vitiate the claim,

TI'he sixteenth is now the most clumsily
expressed, the most illogical, and the most
stupid of all enactiments. It provides that
“if any diflerence arises ag lo the value of
the (1) property insured, (2) of the property
saved, or (3) the amount of the loss,
such value and amount and (4) the pro-
portion thereof (if any) to be paid by
the company, shall, whether the right to
recover on the property be disputed or
not, be submitted to arbiteation . . . .
subjeat to the Taws applicable to reference
in actions; and the award shall, if the
company is in otber regpeets liable, be
conclusive as to (1) the amount of the loss
and (@) the proportion to be puid by the
compuny.”  Fowr things are submitted ; in
firp only is the award conclusive. This is
followed by the provision that “ where the
full amount of the claim is awarded the
costs shall follow the event.” This last
provision must have been inserted by
some one who had net read the previons
part of the condition, as in no case is the
liability of the company submiited, and
cven when the amountof loss is as claimed
by the assured, there may be questions as
to the value of the property insured and
the proportionate amount of insurance
whieh wonld have been permitied, which
would make payment by the company of
vosts of arbitration very unjust.

The provision for the appointment of
third arbiteators by the county judge of
the county wherein the loss has happened,
will assist in making this condition without

use, as, in many cases, it will give the
assured the choice of two of the three
arbitrators.

The seventeenth makes the logses of
mutual companies payable in sixty days
and of other companies in thirty.

The eighteenth remains as before, giving
the companies the right to replace or re-
build. :

The nineteenith has been changed. It
containg much “ English as she is spoke ”;
it would trouble g Parsee to parse it. Un-
der it many policies may “be cancelled
without the knowledge of the assured;
no provision appears for the protection of
payees.

19 (¢) now restores to the assured the
right of cancellation which the companies
have always freely accorded.

The twentieth, twenty-first and twenty-
gecond are unchanged, proyiding  that
walver must be in writing, clearly express-
ed; that any oflicer or agent of a company
assuming Lo enter into o written agreement
shall be deemed, prime fucie, to he agent of
the company for the purpose; and that
unless action is taken within one year
after the fire, it shall he barred.

The twengty-third is anew condition, and
provides that alt notices must be in writ-
ing.

THE TAX ON TIMBER LTMITS.

Next probably in importance to-the 3}
million doliar loan contemplated by the
Quebec Government, is the proposal to in-
crease the annual ground rent on timber
limits from $2 to S5 per square mile. It is
a guestion likely to ocenr to those engaged
in lumbering operations whether the
amount sought to be added to the revenue
by this increase could not be obtuined by
a distribution, with less burthen te our
home industries, and be made at the same
time a protection to the manufacturer. In-
stead of making an increase of £3, let the
advance be $1 per square mile, making
on say 47,000 miles §47,000. To obtain the
balance, let there be a slight increase of
say 3 cents on stuppage of the larger pine
logs (17 inches and upwards in diameter by
184 feet in lenglh), or from 22¢ to Z5c; on the
next size of logs advance it from 11¢tol2¢;
and on spruce frombie to Ge. On white pine,
which has no competitor in the country,
make it double. We had better manufae-
ture it in this country and save the freight
upon the wasle caused in preparing it for
exportation, which wuste is also one of
the most prolific causes of bush or forest
fires. T.et red pine alone, because of ifs
strong competition from the south. Tam-
arack should alsobe untouched. Our legis-
lators in Quehee are not so wedded to so-
alled free trade principles as rigidly to
exclude all cousideration of anything sav-
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oring of a National Poliey such us thal we
owe to Sir Chas. Tupper, and it may be
hoped therefore that due consideration
will be given the few supgestions which
we respectfully submit to their collective
wisdom.

THE BRITON MEDICAL.

Al last, afier many delays, a tangible
scheme for the reconstruction of this un-
fortunate company has been presenied to
the English policy-holders with the sane-
tion of Mr. Justice Xay. It will be re-
membered that in August last the court
directed that a scheme of reconstruction
be prepared, the only guestion left in
aheyance being whether thé affuirs of the
reconstructed company should be handed
over {0 some insurance company in good
standing, or whether it should be carried
on by directors gelected from the principal
policy-holders. The first alternative proved
unsatisfactory, as the companies approach-
ed demanded such terms as could not
possibly be acceded to, and consequently it
has been deeided that, for the present at
least, it would be better for the policy-
holders to retain control of their own
affairs,

The first step in the scheme of recon-
struction’was naturally to ascerlain what
amount of reduction upon the existing
policies was necessary to render ihe asso-
ciation solvent, by ascertaing first the
proportion of assets available tor allocation,
and secondly the value of premium income
10 be derived from each policy-holder. The
answer {o the question as to the amount of
assets available for ailocation is extremely
ungatisfactory. Although in January, last
year, the estimated value of the gross
assets was £312154, so doubtful is now
their real intrinsic value that only the
sum of £156,000, or o sum egual o about
fifteen cents in the dollar of theirliabilities,
can be given to the actuaries for allocation
in the firstinstance ; although by the terms
of the reconstruction a further addition
may be made to the reconstructed policies,
or paid in cash in case of death, in propor-
tion to the ultimate value of the assets
over the very moderate valuation now
assigned to thenl, so soon as their realiza-
tion will permit. In any case, however, it
is unlikely that they can possibly exceed
twenty-five coents in the dollar, and it is
barely probable that they will reach that
sum.

Of course no absolutely fixed basis of
reduction has been practicable, in view of
the fact that one of the assets isthe annual
income from expectedd premiums, The
older the policy the greater the reduction,
because the expeciation of life is shorter
and, therefore, the preminm payments in
the future will be less; hut no matter how
reduced the policy may be, even if it now

amount to only fifteen per cent of ils
face value, the original premium will be
exacied, as this sum forms the basisof one
of the assets upon which the ealealation is
based. This seems unjust and may fairly
be considered so, but as the policies in
question are uvsnally those of old people
who wowd find it diflicult to procure as-
surance at this period of their lives, it is
hoped they may be induced to continue
their payments to secure even the miser-

able fragment that remains to them put of

the policy they expected to form provision
for their descendants, The younger lives
and those who can readily obtain insurance
elsewhere may be naturally expected to
allow their policies to lapse.

TFortunately for the Canadian policy-
holders this scheme does not apply to them.
Thanks to the deposit exacled by the
government at Ottawa, a cerfain imeasure
of security attaches to their claims, It is
now evident that the Association have
abandoned all hope of having this deposit
handeéd over as part of the general assets
instead of, as it is and was always intend-
ed to be, considering it as a specizl fund to
cover the claims of policy-holders in the
Dominion. It is now learned thai very
shortly terms of agreement will be arrived
at by which this fund will be abandoned
to the Canadian policy-holders, to be
divided amongst the different classes as
future legal proceedings may decide, and
that those who have taken out policies in
this unfortunate company, on the strength
of the Dominoin deposit, will receive that
security which they were entitled to ex-
pect. . .

For the English policy holders nothing but
pity can be felf. Deccived and defranded
by the very man whom they entrusted
with the ‘management of aflairs, and in
whom they believed and confided until his
death showed him to be one of the most
ingenions and accomplished swindlers
London has ever known, they are entitled
Lo our sincerest sympathy. It is only the
fact of the government deposit that has
saved Canadian policy-holders from asimi-
lar fate, and, therefore, the narrow escape
they have had should lead them to contine
their insurance either to home companies
or to those great standard iostitutions
whose security is known, and to religiously
avoid small companies with whose ofticers
and methods of working they are not
thoronghly conversant.

FANCIES.

Lace dresses will be as popular as ever,
and some exquisite designs in lace, both
in black, white and tinted, are offered by
the trade. The underskirls in surab,
satin or sateen’ are preferably of black,
and black satin slips are still the first
choice "of the leaders of fashion; but for

those who prefer less sombre hues, amber,
daffodil, heliofrope, primrose, silver gray,
rosepink, ivory and cream, make beautiful
foundations for the transparent material.
Black is preferred hecause it can be worn
on more oceasions than a dress having a
bright color Leneath its Jace drapery, and
also because it can be worn with many
different flowers and ribbons which is out
of the question with a bright foundation,

With all light materials the bodice gath-
ered like a chemisette on o a band will be
very -fashionable with ladies of slight
figure, but those with & tendency to stout-
ness must still adhere to the plain bodice
peaked in front. ‘I'his style is rendered
novel by the addition of one of the various
styles of shoulder picces now coming into
vogue, the pointed shoulder piece having
the valuable quality of making the figure
look much slighter. In this connection
we may notice the new vests of light col-
ored ribbed silk, orbamented with the
Bonnaz stitch, which are now just becom-
ing popular. These serve a double pur-
pose, as they both enhance the beauty of
the toilet and act as additional protection
to the chest of the fair wearer,

The walking costumes now worn are un-
usually simple in character. They are
generally of some light cloth or faney
woollen material combined with plain silk,
Yor instance, one model which seemed to
enjoy the most favor, had a plain round
skirt of dark brown silk. Over this was
an upper skirt of a bull' woollen fabric
falling in fall hollow plaits at the hack,
open in front and slightly draped at each
side. The tight-fitting jacket bodice was

of the same material, forming a round -

basque at the back and open in front to
show a plaited plastron of brown and bufl-
striped silk,  The sleeves were plain,
without any revers, and were fasiened at
the wrist with two larze hutlons.

At the silk counters the light weight
bengalines attranct much attention, as in
addition to the plain lines which come in
the lashionable light tints of grey, beige,
heliotrope, reseda, turquoise, maize, ete.,
each color has a corresponding piece of
fancy combination either in siripes or
printed with quaint floral designs in nat-
ural colors. ither the plain or the fancy
hengaline can be used alone and, il pre-
ferred, velvet can be used either of a
darker shade than the ground tint or of a
contrasting color, to form the combination.
In fact many ladies prefer to use the plain
bengaline only, and trim it with a broad
velvet band at the bottom of the skirt,
velvet accessares at the waist and velvet
ribbon in bows with loose ends among the
drapery.

Beoteh tartans are again figuring among
new materials, and seem {o have obtained
a fnir share of custom. In ribbons espeei-

visible in all styles from the actnal clan
tartan in all its barbaric splendor down to
innumerable small and pretly checks.

T Grascow axnp Loxnox—The annual
statement of the Glasgow and Londoen Iive
tnsnrnnce Go,y given clsewhere, will be reand
with some degree of nterest by the many in
Candn, who have watehed the carcer of this
comparatively new comer wmong  British
compunies in the Canndinn field,  The family
name of the head mianager, Mr. D, Marshall
Lang, is thll kindly remanbered by many
people in Montrenl; and Mr. Stewart Browne,
the Canadinn manager, has not lost any of the
plnek with which he undertook the exclusive
direction uf the company but o very few yeurs
ugo.  As the figures of the report speak for
themselves, we need only mention the state-
pent made in o recent circular that « absolute
seeurity is provided for every policyholder in
this company, it having deposited one dollar

cash with the Canndinn Government for every
dollar of Lability”  Five per cent dividends
have heen declared by the company, payable
in June and December. The adoption of the
instnbiment, plan for farm risks cannol fail to
be of considerable assistance to agents, who
are afforded speciad privileges under its oper-
whions. 14 has been usund in other countries
under this plan to provide for & refunding ol
the connnissions by agenty, in event of can-
collntion or loss.  With {he experienee of the
pust 1o gnide them we have no renson to
donbt thib ihe enterprising and experienced
wanagers of the Glasgow and London on both
sides of the Ocenn Ferry  have made all ne-
cessury provisions in this new departure i
Canndian agricultural underwriting,

Tuk Auaser—Mve, D Lanvie, of the Alli-

Canee Asswrancee Coo of Bigland, has been

sojouring  for some days in Montrenl,  As
alrendy intimated, the Allianee, which s
wmong the staunchest of British offices, has
been contemplating the opening of u branch
in Gana ly, and Mr. Lourie's visil is for the
parpose of exatuining and reporling o the
company in this respect. The name of o
well-known generad insurance agent in this
¢ity hns been mentioned in connection with
the contemplated movement.  With such a
company, such a manager, with his iotlaential
connection, shonld hnve little fenr of obtuining
a goodly share of the business, . Canada s
steadily advancing in populstion and wealth,
and the Allinnee, which had formerly enter-
tained the iden of coming among us, could
probably find no more favorable time to begin,
PThe Allianee pays 18 per cent. annual divi-
dends, nud the shaves ave quoted at 34 times
the nmount paid up,

Tue continued  warm dry weather of the
Inst three weeks, while grateful o the senses,
lms not been favorable to the growing crops
of vegetables, prain or hay,  'The sudden
change into warm sutmmer weather on the st
May gave a wonderful impetns to vegetation,
but for the Inst ten duys’vain has been badly
wanted ; the ground in many places is parched

THE BUDGET.

S Cuantes Turrer moved the House into
committee of ways and menns.

tective tarifi.  T'he protective principle bad
gained greatly in fuvor with the most distin-
gnished economists during recent years., In
England, where ‘it would have been heresy a
few years apo to have advocated a high fiscal
tarifl, o marked change had taken plice. In
the United States, loo, the protective policy
was adhered to  with the utinost tenacity.
Another gvidence of the growth of this senti-
ment was afforded by the fact that in this
country, since the lust session of Parliament,
the feader of the Opposition had announced
hLis enlire conversion to the principles which
had been so long mnintained on the Govern-
nent side of the Jouse.  (Applause)) It was
gratifying to find that at last we were all ab
one on this important question, and that the
time had come when capitalists could invest
without fear of disturbance arising from a
change of Administration.
RECEI'TS AND EXPENIITURES,

With regard to the receipts and expendi-
tures for the year ended 30ih June, 1886, the
lnte I'inance Minister last year estimated that
the tolal receipts on sccount of the consoli-
dated fund wonld amount to $33,550,000.
The public accounts show that the actual
amount received was $33,177,040, showing
that the late Ifinance Minister's esiimates
wereg almost  literally verified. His caleula-
tions of the cnstonrs yield was realized within
$150,000, but the main dilference arose from

the receipts from excise; which did not come '

up to expectations, 1t must be realized,
however, that all through that year Canada
stffered particularly from other causes in ad-
dition to the ordinary depression of trade felt
all over the world. In the enrly part of the
year the effects of the rebellion in the North-
west were severely felt, and the smallpox
epidemic in Montreal for months laid that
city under quarantine, and to a large extent
had o disnstrous eflect on the trade of the
Dominion, On the olher hand the late Fi-
nance Minister estimnted the total expendi-
ture nl $38,126,287. 'This was increased in
the actunl amonnt expended to $39,011,612.
‘The dilference may be said to be made up by
the charges for the suppression of the rebellion
in the Northwest, which were estimated ab
52,300,000, wheveas the actual expenditure on
this head was $3,177,220, and in addition
there was an increased charge on account of
Morated Police of 31,029,369, as against an
estimate of $832,241, These cexpenditures
were unnvoidable and had to be met, and un-
fortunately for the Dominion, the deficit of
fast year was the consequence. It may he
argued hat this expenditure in connection
with the Novthwest rebellion, not being of an
ordinary charvacter, should be regurded as o
capital expenditure, and it is propoesed fo
adopt this course with the swms paid in the
current fiscal year to complete these services
and also with payments to be made to suffer-
ers by the rebellion.

outcoME roit 1886-7.

Coming now to the outcome for the current
year, it will be found that the late Finance
Minister, in his stalement last session, esti-
mated that vhe revenue from all sources
would amount to $34,500,000. Probably in
making this estimate he took into ' consider-
ation the depression under which Canada was
suffering in common with all parts of the
world, and made an estimate accordingly.
However, from the returns up to date, it will
be seen that the nmount expected was under-

estimuted, that Canada has, in fact, emerged
from her depression, and that instend of a
revenuo of $34,500,000 it is:believed that the
year's income will in round numbers amount
to $35,300,000. (Cheers,) It may be inter-
esting to state, in conneetion with this point,
that the colunins of the Statist of the 5th
February last, in reviewing the financial and
commercinl history of Epngland for 1886, con-
tain the following:

“ Therg.ip some cause for satisfaction at the
general course of business ithroughout the
year. People in business have shaken off
their long languor and depression, have found
at last that things have touehed bottom and
have been more disposed Lo go ahead, There
ar¢ many circumstances not altogether re-
assuring, aud some trades, it would seem,
have hardly participated in the general im-
provement ; but on the whole, merchants are
more cheerful, and an impetus has been given
to trade which- cannot but last a good while
unless some untoward event should happen.” .
To notice the details of the estimate made
above, it is expected that customs will yield
$22,600,000. In excise, it was estimated that
the yield would be $7,000,000 ; but whether
much of this yield was anticipated in the
previous year, or whether the habits of the
people are becoming more and more tem-
perate, it is not thou zht by the officers of the.
Inland Revenue Department that the income
from this source will be more that $6,000,000.
The miscellancous items will be about as
estimated, viz, $7,300,000, making a total or
$35,3¢0,000. "T'urning to the expenditurelside
of the statement, we find that the whole sum
expended to Lhe 30th April last has been
$25,985,548 ; from which, as has been men-
tioned befove, it is proposed to deduct and
charge to capital $210,085, miscellaneous
charges in connection with the North-West
rebellion,  The further charges on the Con-
solidaied Fund services will probably be to
complete interest payments $4,500,000, sinking
funds, $600,009 and for miscellaneous service
of all kinds and deseriptions 34,760,000, It
is probable, therefore, that the expenditure
may be about $35,600,000, leaving an apparent
deficit at the end of the year of $300,000, and
I have no doubt it will bu found, when the
year has expired, if the revenues come up to
the expectations formed, that this estimate
will be about correct.  (Iear, hear.)

As to the probabilities for the year com-
mencing July Ist next, which are purely a
matter of estimate, the Government believe
that if the present state of trade continues,
and they see no reason from present appear-
ances of any diminution, and teking into
account the changes in the tarifi, the revenune
from customs will umount in round numbers
to $22,500,000. I am informed by the Com-
wissioner of Tnland Revenue that, after a
close calenlation, the vesult next yeur will be
a revenue of $6,400,000, of which in round num-
bers spivits will yield $83,500,000 ; tobacco,
51,600,000 ; cigars, $710,000, nnd malt liquors,
$100,000, the rest being made up of receipts
from licences and from miscellaneous sourees.
From miscellaneons revenne, including . post-
offices, railways, interest and investments and
and ail other incomes, it is safe to nssume
that the amount realised will probably be
$17,500,000, making in all an estimated revenue
during 1887-8 of $36,400,000. Mewmbers have
before them the estimate of the expenditure
likely to be made for the several services of
the year 1887-8, and unless the Minister of
Tublic Works should require further grants to
complete the service under his control, or to
sutisfy the requircuents of the country it is .
not likely thai the supplementary estimates -
to be brought down will add largely to the .-
sum therein shown,
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THE DERT OF THE I)O’.\H.\'ION.

1t is now my purpose to present to the
House certain statistics in regard to” the debt
of the Dominion and the expenditure since
Confederation for capital charges. On the
186 of this month the gross debt of this Do-
minion- stood at $270,072,853, and the net
debt $225,705,961, being a decrease of the net
debt in the month of April of 8759,870, At
Confederation the net debt, by the public ac-
counts, was 575,728,641, which ‘deducted from
the present net debt shows an increase since
1867 of $149,377,319, The aggregate of the
several sums expended on public works and
allowed as debs to the provinees o the 1st
May is $183,202,58:4 aund the net debt to the
same period showed an increase since Confud-
cration, as before stated, of $149,377,319, from
which it will be seen that, in addition to
making due provision for all ordinary expen-
diture; in addition to building Custom houses,
post-ofiices and other public buildings through-
ont the Dominion ; in addition to providing
for an cfficient lighthouse system, Canada has
paid for the several cupital charges since
Confederation "the large sum of 233,915,265
beyond the increase in the net debt. O, if
we {ake these figures in auother way and
exclude from the increase of the net debt
$149,377,319, the several allowances to the
provinees $30,743,392, and tuking the balance,
$118,633,927, as for public works ouly, it will
be found that for tha three large services
before mentioned, namely, the Pacific railway,
the Intercolonial and the canals, the cost has
been $134,412,580, or $15,778,653 more than
the whole net debt, exclusive of the allow-
ance to the provinces. (Cheers) I do' not
propose to defuin the llouse by enlwrging
further on this subject, but it nay be interest-
ing to note at the present moment the Do-
minion hes no floating debt of any kind or
description, nor, as fue as the Government is
wware, will the requirements, as shown to
Parlinment, call for any further loan to be
contrrcted in the English market for a long
time to come, (Cheers.) -

COMMERCIAL PROGRESS SINCE CONFEDERATION.

Coming now to a review of owr commercial
progress since Confederation, I have prepared
the following statistical table :—

1 think no further evidence than this is re-
quired toshow the enormous expansion which
we have made in all our feading  departments
of lrnde since Confederation.  (Applause) A
substantial proof that Canada had pnsse(z the
period of serions depression was found in the
fact that customs, excise and miscellaneons
revenue all showed a steady fncrease for the
tast ten months,

THE FISHERIES QUESTION,

There was only one clond on the horizon
and that was threatened non-intercourse on ll)(':
part of the United States. The protéction of
our fishicries sincé the abrogation of the
Washington T'reaty had been urged by mem-
bers opposite, even more than on the Govern-
ment side, but all partics were at one that it
was the duty of the Government of Canada
not to shwink in maintaining our admitied

rights, rights which for a long course of years
had Dbeen fairly and frankly admitted in the
United States as”belonging to Canada. He
trusted the time would never come when any
Government in Canada would shirk from
temperately and judiciously maintaining in a
firm and unflinching manner the admitted
rights of the people of this country. (Cheers.)
Fverything that the Government of Canadu
could do to deal with the question in a man-
ner agrecable to the United States was done,
even at the risk of subjecting themsclves to
the obloquy of the Opposition. This Gov-
crunment said to the Government of the
United States, so anxious are we to scttle this
question amicably, that if you will undertake
to submit to ihe Congress of the United
States n proposal for an International com-
mission to dispose of this question, we will
allow your fishermen to enjoy the privileges
of our waters without molestation, although
we do not ask that Canadian caught fish
should Dbe admitied into the States free of
duty. It was felt by the Government of Can-
adn, while protecting our fishermen, that
everylthing should Le done to obinin a fair
and fuvorable reciprocil arrangement with
the United States. He (Sir Charles Tupper)
was commissioned to go to Washington on
the subject before he accepted the Iigh Com-
missionership.  There he had an interview
with the late Secretary of State, Mr. I'reling-
huysen, and” he (8ir Charles Tupper) vegarded
it as a great calamity and misfortune that the
Administration of which Mr, Frelinghuysen
was a member, was not returned to power and
that his life was not spared to carry out what
he was anxious to do. A Democratic Presi-
dent was elected and a Democrutic Adminis-
trution, but unfortunately that Administration
had not a majority in the Senate; and although
the Governmment of the United States in good
fuith carried out their engagements, the Sen-
ate rejected it, 1t was therefore not beenuse
he had any preference for one party or the
other that he said it, was a misfortune, The
question had not to be adjudicated upon by a
Republican Government, but simply because
the Democrats had to fuce a Republican ma-
jority in the Seuwate, Canndn was thevefore
compelled to adopt a policy of proteeting its
waters. During his term of office as Tigh
Commissioner, coming into conlact constantly
with the leading statesmen of England, he
was giad {o find that, no watter what party
was in power, there was a steady and uniform
desive and determination on the part of Her
Majesty's Government fairly {o maintain
Canada in a position of her just and legili-
mate  rvights.  Lveryone knew low  ex-
tremely anxious the Imperial Govesament
wag {0 avoid any cause of difficulty with
the United States, but hie believed the Govern-
ment of England would always continue to
give u fair and candid consideration to the
claims of Canadu in reference to this question.
Under these circumstaneds  the Canadian
Government expected . the Congress of {he
United -States to pursue a different course

than it did.  He thought the interests of that,

country, as thginterests of Canadu, were bound
up in inereared commercinl relations and ex-
tended reciproeal trade nrrangements.  (Hear,
hear, from the Opposition.) And it wonld be
u great misfortune if snything were to pre-
vent i reciprocal trade arrangement being
arrived at that would be alike beneficinl to
both countries.
Reciprocity, Ureaty from 1854 to 1866 was

advantageons to the people of Ganada, but it.

was sUll more advantageous to the people of
the States,  During the past fifty yenrs the
balance of trade between the States and
Canadn was $350,000,000 in favor of the
States. I'rom 1821 {o 1853 the annnal average

It was well known that the,

balance of trade letween the {wo countrics
was $3,000,736 in fuvor of the States. IFrom
1854 to 18066, the reciprocity period, it was
$7,357,766 annually ; from 1867 to 1870 it
was $8,645,770 annually, and from 1880 to
1886 it was $5,561,000. These figures showed
that the States had been very largely the
gainers under every system of trade that had
been in operation during the last fifty years,
During the past few years Canada  had
wonderfully .developed her means of com-
munication, and had it not been for the con-.
struction of the Canadian Pacific railway,
when ‘he rebellion broke out, we would have
been at the feet of our American neighbors,
Much as we would abhor an unjustifiable and
barbarous policy of nen-intercourse on the
part of a friéndly nation, were it carried out
to-morrow Canada would stand in the proud
position of having a perfect line of communi-
cation from the remotest section of the
western country down to the sen. If a poiicy
of retaliation were adopted it would lead to
the development of Canadinn communicntion ;
and the through commeree of Canada, which
was to-day helping to Luild up New York,
Boston and Portland, would be carried through
exclusively Canadiun channels o Canadian
ports.  Montreal, Quebec, St. Audrew, St,
John and Halifax would be built up by the
monopoly of that commerce with n rapidity
the people of this couniry could senrcely
understand.  Lord Salisbury had laid down
in an interview with the sugar refiners that
the Imperial Govermmnent would be warranted
in imposing a duty on sugur cquivalent to
the bounties given by foreign Governments,
Carying that principle a step further the
TImperial Government had only to meet the
policy of non-intercourse by imposing a duty
on grain coming from the United States, and
it would work a marvellous change on the
graineproducing indusiry of Canada. Com-
petition between the wheat of Indin and that -
grown in Cunadw would be suflicient to pre-
vent any materinl advance in the price of
bread in England.  While he earnestly hoped
and believed o policy of non-intercourse
would not be adopted, great as is the Ameri-
can Republic; enormous as js her population,
we would find that Canada was as great
and valuable a portion of the North Amerienn
continent as theirs, and in the people of
this country, a united band of patriots
which would say, no matier what Govern-
ment was in power, it would DLe justi-
fied in maintaining the undoubtedly ndmitted
rights of the people of Canade.  (Loud
cheers.)
DEVELOPISG OUt ‘1ItADE,

Under these circumstances we should adopt
every means in our power to develop the
frade of onr country,  'I'he efforts of the Gov-
ernment had been directed to that end.  After
considerable negotintion, but without the
slightest concession on our part, we had ob-
tained, through the trealy between Ier
Majesty’s Government and Spain, every ad-
vantage with respect to the privilege of ted-
ing with Cubaand Porto Rico thatithe United
States enjoys under the modus vivend? nrranged
between the Washinglon Government and
Spain,  Further,Spain had intimated to us her
willingness to arrange for an enlarged treaty
that will give ns a valunble market for our
fish, flour, lumber, potatoes and other pro-

ducts, and he hoped at the close of the session

to go to Madrid for the purpoese of working
that arrangement. (Cheers,)  As the House
knows the Government had invited tenders
for a fust Atlantic mail stenmship service by
which he believed we would be able to carry
Luropean mails for Boston and New York,
and certainly for Chicago and the western
States, by & much shorter route than they
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could posgibly be bronght by any other way,
On the Pacilic side, too, the Government was
arrnnging for n similar last service, viz, from
the terminus of the Canadinn Pacific Railway
to Yokohwma and the Australusian Islands,

Armungements would soon he perfected by
which a line of steamships would e estab-
lished  belween Canada and France,  ‘The
prosperous condition of the country and the
fnet that we hind been alile to pass through a
petiod of depression without seriously feeling
il, was owing to the influence of the National
Pulicy.

OUIL 1RON INDUSTRY,

It was now proposed to npply the principle
of protection in wonew divection, to the en-
conragement of the iron industry,  Inoall
countties where iron and conl abounded, the
development of the ivon industry was con-
sidered of prime fmportance,  To properly
develop this industry, a protective policy wus
neessnry,  ‘The government of the United
States, after hnving fully informed themselves
on this suliject, sdopted i policy of tostering
this trude by protecting the Ibor that entered

into the production of iron in all its depart-
ments, If there was a country in the world
to which the iron industry was important, that
country was Cnnada.  We possess coal and
ore, and we have them in close proximity to
cach other, We possess also special facilities
for the production of charconl iron, which is
an important branch of the manufacture. 1f
our iton industry were put on a similar foot-
ing iu regard to the tariff 84 the other indus-
tries of the country, 1he balance of trade that
had up to the present time been recorded
againgt us would quickly be changed,  The
policy of the States had been to foster their
wreat jron industry, while Canada had been
systanatienlly ignoring the undeveloped tren-
sures lying at her feet.  In the event of war
Cunadi would be heldess, and her industries
would lnnguish for want of iron, Ouly yes-
terdny, Englind, Belgium and Germany had
united to merense the price of steel rls $5
per ton, The adoption of the changes in the
iron duty would, in his judgment, place Cun-
ada in a pesition in which she would be uble
to produce steel rails herself; but for the pre-
sent they would be allowed to come in free.

In order to encourage the iron industry, the
government proposed to take the duty off
anthracite conl. "The annual consumption of
pig iron was 25C,000 tons, not inclusive of
steel rails.  To make this quantity ourselves,
750,000 tons of iron ore, 120,000 tons of lime-
stone nnd 750,000 tons of coal would be re-
quired. Considering the benefit which would
acerue 1o the country by the development of
the iron industry, the government thought
they would be perfectly justified in losing the
el duty of half a million, After having
given careful attention to all the proposals in
reference to the. {arifly the goverament had
decided on changes thut would involve an
increase in revenue in vound nembers of about
half & million per anuum,  The aldvance in
duty on cigirs would increase the revenue by
abuut $150,000 yearly. In the proposed iron
turifl the govert.auent had nos followed exactly
the American syrtem, but it was proposed to
place a duty of two-thirds the American rate,
or $1 pe ton, on piriron. The hon gentle-
man then announced the proposed  tariff
changes, which will be found clsewhere, and
resumed his seat nmid applanse.

In most of the leading staples a disturb-
ance has heen’caused by the tariff changes
and deputations to Ottawa with the view of
oblaining modifications, also cxtensions of
time for the fulfilment of existing contracts
have been numerous. Business has suffered
aud the spring trade is unavoidably delayed
by revision of quotations to travellers, some
of whom in certain branches had to be re-
called. As the views of certain deputations
are still under consideration possible re-
adjustments continue to cause uncertainty
but tlie old and new tariffl as it stands at
present is given in a clenr form clsewhere in
this issue. The water has now receded from
the wharves and there are a sufficient number
of steamships in port to cause activity in
shipping circles.

Asurs.~—Receipts ave light almost the same
as for May of last year, Deliveries so far
exceed receipts by 87 barrels since opening of
navigation. The demand for pots has been
active and the price hag advanced steadily to
$4.60/@%4.65 for first pots, for light tares;
seconds $4.00. Pearls ave worth about $6.00
@$06.25 for flrst sorts. Receipts since 1st
January, 1259 pots, 60 pearls ; deliveries, 1590
pots, 92 pearls ; rtock in store, 300 pots, 22
pearls. Stock on 15th May, 1886, was 925
pots, 50 pearls.

Coau axv Woon.—1t is stated that most of
the vessels of the Cape Breton conl fleet have

eseaped fromn the ice puck and some are
expected on Sunday and Monday next. Prices
will probably open about $3.26. ‘I'he duty of
50c is now off American anthracite but an
additional Goc paid to striking miners makes
this coal dearer than it otherwise would be.
