Catholic umity, and to submit to the Council and
to the Holy See various measures tending to the
gpiritual welfare of Oriental Catholics. The miss
tonary Bishops are not less active. They meet
several times a week, and among the other bep
efits to be expected from the Vatican Council
will be the 1auguration of 2 new era for Apos
tohc Missions, and the adoptnion of efficarious
measures for the propagation of the Catbolic faith
in the lands of the heathen.

THE LAYE FATHER SMARIUS.
(To the Editor of the Trus Witne.s.)

Sir—The late Father Smarins, whose demise
y-u angounced in a former 1ssue, was personally
kaown wmn your city by the brdhant and fruitful
retreat or mission which be preached at the Glesu,
some (wo years ago. Oup that oceasion, his
wonderful powers of cratory were admired by
all classes of the community, Protestant as well
as Catbolic, In view of this fact, 1 bave ima-
gined that your readers would be pleased to
learn more of the career of this remarkable
priest, from one who knew bim intimately for a
loag term of years 10 the character of pupil, acd
who enjoyed the privilege of his usreserved con-
fidence,

Tlornelius Fraacis Smarius was born in Hol-
land about the year 1823. He performed his
elementary and collegiate studies in his native
town, distinguishivg himself not only by his good
hehavior, but also by s extraordinary talents.
He was not yet twenty when he felt himselt
called to the missionary career, and sacrificiog
all prospect of advancement in bis own country,
be sailed for America and entered the Jesuit
novitiate of Missourt, After the probationary
course, or even before its termina‘ion, he was
attached to the then flourishing college ot St.
Xavier, Ciocinnati, There he at once made his
mark, As Professor of Eloquence and Belles
Lettres, be oot only gave early proofs of his
oratorical excellence, but hkewise formed the
literary tastes of scores of young mes from the
Wast and South, who remember bim to this
day. In 1848 49, he was transferred to the
Uuaiversity of St. Louis, Missouri. There, at
the early age of twenty five, by an exceptional
privilege 1o bis favor, be was raised to the priest-
hood, that he might preach  the Collegute
Church, at the same time that he beld the jm-
portunt posts of Prefect of Studies and Profes-
sor of Rbetoric. Those who knew him at this
period, as the present writer did, predicted a
brilliant future for the young orator. ' His ser-
maps, though ratber more imaginative than he
a‘ftgnjwards‘approved, were 'earnest, striking, and
singularly . scriptural —the latter quality bélng“

The articles tending to prove
his crimigality were laid on the table before the

. prconer.  They conmsted of a pistel, cape, bat
“and two cards, The President of the Court
delivered an eloquent address to the jury. The
advocate for the Partie Civile demanded that
the Court require the presence of M. Rochefort
and the President repled be would give the
necessary orders. The first witness examined
was Bosteav, Commissary of Police, who testi-
fied 1o takiog the deposition of the Prince imme-
diately alter the shootwg. The Secrelary
of the Commissary was the second witmess, and
his evidence corroborated that of the frst,
"The third witness was Ulric de Focvielle. His
tertimony was listened to with the deepest attee-
tion. He was subjected to a most rigid cross
exammation. Pascal Groussel was lle pext
nitoess. He was brought mto Court in charge
of two gepdarmes. His replies to questions
.asked were so irrelevent and his conduct so de~
fiaut that the Court refused to hear him further,

30 his absence. Tlhe conduct of M Grousset 1s
geperally condemned. M. Foovielle seemed
too much exctted to testify properly, but Ins be -
baviour gains in comparison with that of Grovs-
set.
. Tours, March 22,—The High Court of Jus-
tice opened its session this morning The first
witness examined to-day was Milliere, who came
between two gen d'armes. He gave his testi-
mony with firmoess, but made oo altempt at dis-
- play. He said the letter seat by Prince Napo-
leon to Rochefort was not one of provocation,
but of insuft.  When asked why be wore arms ;
