THE STATE OF ITALY.
Lawlessness was never go ripe in Italy,as it
is at the present moment, Life and property
arc insecure, and bands of armed men appear
to carry all before them in many parts of the

country. Aun English contemporary says:—

“ The news that a band of about sixty armed men,
calling themselves Iuternationalists, but behaving
as brigands, as the Standardeaid—the ‘but’ implying,
we fear, that our Conservative contemporary has
too high an opinion of the general behaviour of the
members of the International, At the same time
‘they show that there is a restless spirit abroad
among the extreme Socialists and members of the
gecret societies, which, were there only a favourable
opportunity might lead £0 & more extended con-
spiracy and rebellion, The southern part of 'United
Italy' must also be in a very disturbed state, when
the Naples correspondent of the Zimes finds great
reason for rejoicing in the fact that twenty men of
the police force, supported by some Carbineers, were
able to capture two notorious brigands who some-

. what rashly ventured inside the town of Palermeo.

'Some of the richest and most influential people in
Sicily seem to have adopted the profession of the rob.
ver. ! The son of Baron Nicolo, one of the richest and
most powerful men in the province of Girgenti, as
well ag another wealthy person'called Soalis, have
been warned by the police, and Iast week there were
arrested in Girgenti the Baron Caltabellotts, a
wealthy proprietor, his steward, and Cavaliere di
Stefano, all charged with being accomplices of brig-
ands.' If arr:stsare madein other townsin the same
proportion, the prisons will soon be as full as they
can hold.”

CATTLE V. PEOPLE.

To make Ireland, what Lord Carlisle so
often predicted, she would become ¢ the fruit-
ful mother of flocks and herds,” has been the
ambition of many British statesmen. The
people were banished, and cattle took their
places. Agricultare ceased, and sheep multi-
plied. Now, however, a change is coming.
Beef is going to England from the States, and
from Canada. There is too much beef and
not enough of green orops, and now the Lon-
don Universe says that:~— ‘

“It will not ‘pay’ to spend so mouch money on
the raising, fattening and exporting of cattle when
prices tumble down., Thus a great deal of Irish
land will in conrse of time return to its natural

' condition, in a country whose fertility is proverb-

ial. But the people are, to a large extent, gone—
‘gone,’ as the Times once exultingly eaid, ¢ with
A vengeance'—and soon the question will be,
‘How nre agricultural labourers to be again ob-
tained 7 .

Princes and peers may flourish or may fade,

A breath can make them as a breath has made;

But a bold peasantry, their country’s pride,

If once destroyed can never bo supplied.

"The Irish catile trade of 1876 represented a value
-of nearly ten millions sterling, but to produce this
result comparatively few labourers wers required.
Those who years ago selfishly encouraged a trade
which left the bulk of the people without employ-
ment, driving great numbers to the workhouse or
to the emigrant-ship, may soon bu made to feel
bitterly the results of their mistaken and narrow-
hearted policy.”

ROUMANIA AND THE WABR. ‘

While Turkey and Russia are drawing to
close quarters upon Roumanian territory, the
principality itself does not mean to remain idle,
We lcarn that :—

‘* A BHll is about to be Introduced in the Chamber
of Deputies suspending the Constitution, endowing
Prince Charles with discxctionary powers, and au-
thorizing military preparations on the largest pos-
gible scale. A conventlon which has been ratified
by the Chamber hasalso been concluded with Russia,
assurix_lg to the armies of the latter & free passage
and friendly treatment, and the Czar for his part
binds himself to respect the rights of Roumania.
The resources of the Principality are also placed at
the Czar's disposal, and all necessary privileges are
:lxtended to permit the carrying on of military opera-

ons,

SPECULATIONS ABOUT THE WAR.

As usual speculations as to the intentions
of the Europcan Powers are busy flying
around the world. With Tarkey £12,000,000
deficit, and Russia supposed to be prepared for
the campaign, it might not be dificult to fore-
tell the issue if the struggle was left between
them. A contemporary thinks that:—

¢ The story that Russin had contracted a hundred
million rouble loan with the Hamburg firm of
Bleichroders is & mere fabrication. Other reports
of general interest are to the effect that the Turkish
Budget shows a deficit of twelve millions sterling ;
that Austria and Russia are contemplating an ar-
rangement whereby Bosnia will be ceded to Austria;
that the Italian Government has issued, and the
United States Government is about to issue, a pro-
clamation of neutrality ; that Greece is only waiting
to declare war until the Russians shall have crossed
the Danube; that the Russians fearing s British
occupation of Crete, have ceased to tamper with the
inhabitants and to furnish them with supplies ; and
that the son of the famous Schamy! will assume the
command at Kars”

WHAT WILL ENGLAND DO?

If the Standard 13 the inspired organ of
Lord Beaconsfield, then England means to fight
Russia. la anarticle which appeared in that
Journal about twelve days ago the following

ominous passage oceurs:—

¢ Enrope has asked Turkey to display a willing-
ness to come to terms with Montenegro, to show
herself in earnest in introducing administrative re-
forms, and to consent to disarm simultancously
with Russia. To all these requests Turkey has
responded affirmatively, and it is in our opinion the
duty of Europe to say plainly that it is satisfied
with the reply. We cannot, and we will not, per-
mit ourselves to be dragged along that slippery and
dangerous incline over which Russia labours to
meke ustravel, Russia seems to imagine that dip-
lomacy is the art of duping. Weo are determined
that we will not be duped, just as Turkey is deter-
mined it will not be humiliated. We have no con-
fidence left in Russia's sincerity.” And the same
journal on Thursday adds. ‘‘The very menace of
Russia is an insnlt, itz fulfilment would be an out-
rage. . . . Englaod will build no more ‘golden
bridges.! In plainer words, it is to be hoped that
therecent Protocol will be the last diplomatic docu-
ment drawn up by Russian statesmen which England
will consent to sign, and that Lord Derby, declaring
that he is satisfied with Turkey's reply, will com-
mence atlast ! to take cognisance of’ the Russian
intrigues in Bosnia and Mobtenegro, which now
constitute the greatest dunger to the peace of
Europs.”

_ THE WAR.

At last Russia and Turkey are fuce to face.
England, from policy may be forced to take
sides, Ircland, from principle cannot sympath-
ise with either one or the other. As Catholies
we can have no sympathy for the autocrat of
the North, who has been the consistent cremy
of our Church, and as Irishmen we must dis-
like a power that has barbarously treated gal-
lant Poland. As for Turkey, Catholics may
be & little better treated there, but the brutal
manner sho suppressed revolt in Bulgaria, has
alienated from her whatever sympathy she

otherwise might have, To us it is nearly six
of one and half a dozen of the other., However
cvents may transpire which may induce us to
take another view of the situation :—

# Another sensational story respecting England's
attitude with regard to the war in the East is serv-
ed up this morning. The authority in this in-
stance is the Manchester Guardian, which states
‘that a conflict of opision:exists between Iarl Bea«
consfield and some of his colleagues, and that an
army corps of thirty or forty thousand men _is
being rapidly piepared for despatch to any point
where English interests may require them. It is
algo rumoured that an English fleet has been
ordered to proceed to Alexandria to protect English
interests in Egypt. "Apropos of Egypt, the Khedive
finds himself inan exceedingly nnpleasant position.
On the one hand, his allegiance compels him to
render active aid to his suzeraine, and on the other,
Russia warns him against granting any assistance
in the shape of troops, whils France cautions him
against diverting to'military purposes any sums he
has 8et apart for the payment of his creditors. In
this predicament, Ismail Pasha deems discretion
the better;part of valour, and sends Lis son Hassan
on'a mission to Constantinople to explain his in-

ability to assist the Sultan.” . Lo

THE IBISH POLITICAL PRISONRRS.

In our Saturday edition we shall publish an
account taken from the Irishman of a recent
visit paid to Sergeant MecCarthy, the political
prisoner now in Chatham. Meanwhile we
learn that :—

*¢ A meeting was held in London, for the purpose
of forming a committee to arrange for regnlar visits
to the Irish political prisoners and establishing &
fund to defray the expenses. Mr. O0'Connor Power,
MP,, presided, and Messrs, Biggar and Parncll,
M.P's, were amongst those present. The meeting
wag a large and intluential one. Among the offers
to work with the new movement were those con-
tained in letiers from Mr Butt, MP,; Mr Shaw,
MP; Chevalier O'Clery, M P; Mr, O'Sollivan, M P;
and Mr F H O'Donnell, M.A. A committee for
carrying out the movement was apppointed.”

ENGLAND AND THE POFPE.
England is day by day becoming more
Catholic. No one knows this better than the
Holy Father. He is to receive an English de-
putation on the 10th inst., and the Roman cor-
respondent of the Universe says :—

“'We learn that hit Holiness recently received a
deputation of English, who were presented by
Monsignor Stonor. Monsignor de Btacpoole de-
livered an address to the Holy Father on the occa-
slon, thanking him for having raised Monsignor
Howard to the dignity of Cardinal. The words of
the prelate were marked by the love and devotion
which filled bis heart. In reply, after having ten-
derly eulogised the new Cardinal, his Holiness said
that he loved and admired this great nation of
England, fYou have he said, ‘great authority;
you have the gepins of enterprise—you possess
enormous wealth; your ships traverse every sea.
But I do notenvy you all this—I pmay,ah! I pray
withall my hearc for the conversion of Eagland '’

THE BRITISH ARMY.
The following figures may be interesting just
now. The numbers refer to the regular army
alone:—

$The Pall Mall Gazetle says: 1tappears from
the general annual return of the British army for
the year 1875, thatthe cffective strength of the
regular army on the 1st of January iu that year was
186,432, all arms, and on the 1st of December, 183,
745, The average strength during the year was
184,669, composed as follows: Household Cavalry,
1,282 ; cavalry of the line, 15,142 ; Royal Horse
Artillery, 5,520; Royal Artillery, 28,702; Royal
Engineers, 5,647; foot guards, 5,550; infantry of
the line, 115,357 ; Army Service Corps, 3,002 ; Army
Hospital Corps, 1,299. The average strength at
home was 97,193, and abroad, 87,476. Qfthis latter
pumber 63,1865 werein Indin, The total number
of recruits who passed into the service was 18,375,
exclusiva of those enlisted for the colonial corps
and others raised abrord. The number of desertions
wasg 4,373, the number whorejoined from desertions
was 1,914, snd the net loss from desertion was
2,449, The nationalities of the non-commissioned
officers and men on the same date were ns follows :
Englisbh, 118,721 ; Scotch, 13,818 ; Irish, 39,366;
forviguers, 2,503 ; not reported, 1,444. Their relig-
ious denominations were ; Church of England, 114,
143 ; Presbyterian, 14,336 ; other Protestants, 6,371 ;
Catholics, 39,374; Mohammedars, Hindoos, Juws,
etc,, 131; not reported, 1,501. Asto educational
acquirements, 9,294 could neither read nor write;
79.336 could only read and write; 77,600 were
better educated ; and 1,591 are described a8 ‘not
reported.”’

THE DUBLIN CORPORATION AND THE
CLERICAL ABUSES BILL,

The Dublin Corporation has taken action in
the matter of the Clerical Abuses Bill—or the
new pena! law in Italy—as it should be calied.
Acre there not enough of Catholics in the Cor-
poration of Montreal to pursue a similar poliey,
Wo recommend the suggestion to our Irish
Catholic representatives. If they take it up,
no doubt the French Canadians will support
them. Ifit can be done, Montreal will stand
to the front in the Catholic world. An Irish
contemporary tellsus that :—

-4 The Corporation of Dublin adopted a petition
to the Prime Minister praying him to use his in-
fluence with the Italian government to bave the
Clerical Abuses Bill withdrawn. Amongst those
who supported the petition in speeches were Alder-
‘man M‘Swiney, Alderman M‘Cann, Mr, Dennehy,
Mr. Dawson (who delivered a very elogquent specch),
Mr. G. O'Ncill, Alderman Fry, and Mr, Dwyer Gray
—~—the two last-mentioned gentlemen being, as ia
well-known, Protestants, - His Emiaence Cardinal
Cullen has issued a pastoral lettet on the same
subject, in the course of which he suggests that
metbers of Parllament, corporations, and other re.
presentative bodies might assist, by petitions and
protests, in restoring and preserving the liberty of
the Holy see and the Catholic Church; while next
week a meeting is to be hold in Kilkenny, under
the nuspices of the Bishop of Ossary, to give the
Catholic people of that part of the country an op-
portunity of uttering a protest' against -the out-
rageous acts of the Italian Miniatry.”

MESSRS. BIGGAR AND PARNELL.
Messrs, Biggar and Parnell continue to pur-
sue their policy of obstruction in the House of
Commons, They are fighting the whole Par-
liament, They oppose every Eaglish measure
introduced. Mr, Butt remonstrated with

Mr. Butt insupport of their policy. The House
of Commbns and the British press are very
angry, but they are only being paid back in
their own coin, Irishmen should not be too
scrupulous as to the * anger” of the [Imperial

Parliament, Meanwhile the Nation writes .—

t# As a result of these proceedings in Parliament,
several significant prononncoments bave been
made in the Newspapers and otherwise. TheEng-
lich journals bewail tho fact that the tactics of
Meagers. Parnell and Biggar have thrown the busi-
ness of the House of Commons much mote into
arrear than bhas been the case for years; and,
secondly, they admit that none of tho varionsplans
for defeating them is likely to prove successful, or
can be adopted withont injury to whatis called
the dignity of the House. Irish feeling, on the
other hand, so far as it has yet found expression
rejoices at this state of things. We may add, as
will also be seen by reference to our newa colamns,
that the branches of the Home Rule Confederation
of Great Britain continue to pass resolutions of a
similar character.”

It appears, too, that the people arc gonerally in
favour of the *“obstructive’’ polioy, and although
we know that it canmot result in obtaininy
Home Rule for Ireland, still it will teach Great
Britain a lesson that shoe will nover forget.

THE WAR,
TR COMMANDRRS OF THE HOSTILE ARMIES.

The commanders of the hostilo armies are no
men of much practical military experienco in
the fiold. Neither Abdul-Kerim Pasha, nor
the Grand Duke Nicholzs, have ¢ faced the
music "' in many great campaigus, A contem-
porary gives an acoount of the lives of the two
men, It says:—

# Abdul-Kerim Pasha is an unagsuming man over
scventy years of age, with no pretenslons to a bril-
liant pedigree, but with a solid rveputation as an
excellent soldier, Abdul-Kerim Pasha's official tille
is that of Serdar-I-Ekrem, or Commander-in-Chief,
as distinguished from the Miniater of War, Redif
Pasha, He is, howevever, the senjor of the sinis-
ter, both fa age and experience, and Redif Pasha is
much under bis control. The old soldier washim.-
self Minister of War during the reign of Abdul-
Azis, The fame of the old General has not hitherto
beon special in the outside world, partly on acconnt
of his modesty and constant deeire to keep in the
background, partly because the living military men
of Turkey have had only onc jchance to show their
abilities, and that was durisg the war of 1853.54.

Tho Grand Duke Nicholas is fine-looking, tall,
forty-six years old, a brotherof the Czar,as haughty
a prince as the House of Romanofl has ever pro-
duced, and a soldier as devoid of a wmilitary history
as any reviow and parado guardsman, Abdul Kerim
Pasha I the actualjcommnander.in-chief of hia army,
The Grand Duke Nicholas is a merc figurehead,
guided and commanded by his chiof of staff, Gen,
Nepokoytchizky, the MMoltke of Russia. Ho has
beon in active eervice sinco tho ago ot sixteen, or
for thirty ycars past; but ho has had scarcely nny
tield experience. He spent a few days in Sebastopol
during the eiege, and was, when quite n youth
attached for some two years to the general staff of
thr Army of the Caucasul, where he took part ina
few skirmishes with the Cherkesses., e was bronght
up as a field engincer, and is at present the chief of
all the military ongizeers of the empire, with Gen.
Todtleben as his assistant. The Grand Duke is
married to the daughter of Prince Peter of Olden-
burg, and has two sons, one of whom, the Grand
Duke Nicholas, Jr., a youth of twenty, is with him
in the capacity of aa aide.de-camp. Tho Grand
Duko is tho third son of Czar Nicholas, and is ac-
cordingly an uucle of the two princely sailorsat
present in this country.

The Russian Army about to operate in Asia Minor
against Mukhtar Pasba is under she orders of tho
Grand Duke Michnel, younger brothor of the Grand
Duke Nicholas, and the Czar’s Lord Lieutenant of
the Caucasus,a much brighter and more experionced
ofticer than the Commander-in.Chief of the army of
the Danube,

TWO GOVERNMENT SPIES.

LEONARD MACNALLY AND BARNEY O'DUG-
GAN,

By Masor MUSKERRY.

The name of Leonard MacNally was formerly
held in high estimation and always remembered in
connection with the sayings and doings of Curran
and other good Irishmen who, in the days of the
'08 affair, stood forward as the advocates of the
popular cause—or, at least, of those who tried to ad-
vance it in their own way. After the denth of
MacNally, people came to know he enjoyed a pen-
gion; but the particulars did not come out till the
publication of.the “Cornwallis correspondence”
and the # Secret Service’” papers.

MacNally was alwsys a prominent man on the
patriotic gide, and usually employed as counsel for
all gortg of ‘“rebels’” He originally belonged to
the Whig Club and the Society of the United Irlsh-
men, and when any of the latter were in trouble
they looked to him almost as confidently as they
did to John Philpot Curran. When both were
together engaged in the detence of Finney,the lat-
ter counsellor threw his arm’ round the neck of his
aggociato in court, and said, with great emotion:
“AMy old and excellent friend, I have long known
and respected the konesty of your heart, but never
until this occasion, was I acquainted with the ex-
tont of your abilities,” The incident was rather a
curious ope, and would be natural enough if at
that time therc were any whispers afloat of Mac-
Nally's understanding with the government. And
thers were, very probably, The above mentioned
“ Secret Service” papers exhibit his initials in con-
nection with the receipt or payment of money, from
the date of 1797 to 1803. In the latter year Mac-
Nally was so trusted by the patriots that he was
employed as one of Robert Emmet's counsel, and
made a very zealous fight for the 1ifo of the prisoner.
It is surprising enongh tofind in the above Castle
documents, under date September 14, 1803, the
entry, “L, M., £100.” MacNally visited big un.
fortunate client-in prison, and took leave of him
with a great show of affectionate emotion, on the
morning of his execution, In the same year there
is the record of, “Pollock, for L., M., £1,000.”

These letters are helieved to refer to Leonard
MacNally, who had desired to connect himself
with the government; and they very probably do
—though ihereis no exact certainty of the fact.
Bt there are certainties enough in connection with

‘his name—the records of government pay,and the

regular pension of £300 a year which he received
till his death in the year 1820.

‘MacNally was born a Catholic, and he tarned
Protestant to make his way atthe bar. But he was
still a United Irishman; and when Sir Jouahk Bar.
riugtor scoffed at the Society, he * called him out”
and fired at him, according to the old Irish regula-
tion. 5ir Jonah, remembering this event, says
MacNally was not very popular in soclety; but
others have described him asa most agreeable com-
panton, with somethbing of the witty, lively way of
his frlond Curran, The latter, we koow, had a

strong attachment to him; and W, H. Curran, in |

the life of his father,speaka of ¢ the uncompromis-
ing and romaatic fidelity” shown, in this relation,
for forty-tbree years, by MacNally. Curran,in the
biogrephy alluded to, praises the many endearing
traits of Leonard’s character, aud apparently has no
suspicion of his connection with government.-—
Neither did John Philpot Curran appear to have
any suspicion of it—which is strange enough.
Charles Phillips, alluding to the report that Mac-
Nally had a pension, wrote: “The thing is in-
credible. If I wero called on to point out, next to
Curran, the man most obnoxious to government—
who most hated them, and was most hated by them
—it would have betn Leonard MacNally; that
MacNally who, amidst the military audience, stood
by Curran’s side, when he denounced oppression,
defied power, and dared every daager.”! Human
opinion and human testimony are in Yeneral very
untrustworthy and very worthlesa things,

After the death of Coungellor MacNally in 1820
at the sge of 68, his heirs claimed the reversion of
the pension of £300 a year; where upon Lord Wel.
lesly asked for a statement of the terms on which
it wasfirst granted, and the matter became known,
Daniel O'Connell was as much surprised as most
people; but be made use of the discovery in his
own way, to discourage in Ireland anything like
a secret conspiracy against the Eoglish govern-
ment,

As for MacNally, the poor man disliked rebellion
—and so did Currao, Grattan, and the rest. Leon-
ard was for fierce parliamentary reform, not pikes;
ard no doubt thought it was “only right” to cir-
cumvent those who wanted to destroy the govern.
ment, Somuch may he said in favour of the sub-
Jject in hand, after the rule of most biographers. If
I were writing the biography of Jefferson Davis, I
would be apt to contend that he was not taken in
a woman's dress, after all,

In the #“ Cornwallls Memoirs® thers is a letter
from Secretary Cooke to the Lord Lieutenant, in
which he says; ‘ Pallack’s services ought to be
thought of. He managed Mac—— and MacGuicken,
and did much. He received the place of Clerk of the
Crowp, and Peace, and has the fairest right to in-
demnification.” The name thus omitted was, no
doubt, Nally. '

The “ manager” above-mentioned was Attorney
John Pollock, a well-known Dublin practitioner in
his day. In 1786 he was solicitor to the Trustees
of the Linen Manufacture, In 1795 he was Clerk
of the Crown and Peace for Leinster, and Clerk of
the Peace for Dublin. In 1800 he got the valu-
able sinecure of Clerk of the Pleas of the Exchequer,
These offices indicate that he was an active friend
of the government, and the Secret Service papers
show a great numher of pnyments made to him at
various times, The money was probably meant as
payment for some of his under strappers ; but much
of it stuck to his own fingers. The sinecure office
of the Pleas enabled him to spend £9,000 a year in
a grand house at Mountjoy-square ; and he enjoyed
his magpificence for many years. This clerkship
of the Pleas had been created for Lord Buckisg-
hamshire, in order to reward his services in Ireland
as Chief Secretary and other Services in India. The
fees of the office amounted to about £35,040 a year
for his lordship—Counsellor Pollock acting always
as his deputy. On the death of Lord Buckingham-
shire in 1816, Sir John Newport brought the ques-
tion of the clerkship before Parliament, and Potlock
being summoned into the Court of Kxchequer, to
answer for the enormous abuses and extortions of
his office, was found guilty and dismissed, This was
in 1817; and in 1818 the old attorney died of dis-
gust in very reduced circumstasices.

Another of those men of '98 who worked undor-
handfor the yovernment was a person named Ber--
nard O’ Duggan, who presents some curious flashes
of biography, He was a native of Tyrone, and he
finds 8 place inS8ir Richard Musgrave's ¢ History
of the Rebellion,” where he is represented ns one
of the leaders at the battle of Prosperous, riding
about on a white horse, and boasting courageously
—all the heroes of Homer bonst, and so o those of
the middle age romances, and scme of the best of
Walter Scott’s men—that he was as good a soldier
as the military commanderof the district. Ee was in-
deed a bold and energetic fellow, and simply told the
truth in that respect. In a gtatement written by
himself, subsequently, and presented to Mr, Jobn
C. O'Caliaghan, author of # Green Book,” 0’Duggan
says he and other rebel officers were induced to
enter into a treaty with government, and accept an
act of amnesty in 1798 ; after which he went tolive
at Palmerstown,

In 1803, when Robert Emmet prepared for a ris-
ing, O'Duggan says he was called on at Palmers-
town by Quigley, who bhad jnst come over from
France; by James Hope, of Belfast; and by Tho-
mas Wylde ; and induced to enter the conspiracy
and join the others at the depot.of arms in Thomas
street. He mentions the names of several persons
whose general duty was to collect into the depot
the pikes made by smiths in various places, to
manufacture cartridges, and ranke rockets. ¢ 0'Dug-
gan, Burke, and Condon brought in the powder and
balts from the different places, but for the most
part from Hinckley's at the corner of Cuffe street,
who was licensed for selling gunpowder, and got it
from {he government stores. So there was n groat
preparation, and all went well till the explosion of
the depot in Patrick street” On this occrsion
O'Duggan, Burke, and Condon had been seut down
to that place to get the rockets filled ; but as things
were not in readiness, they came away again about
& quarter of an hour before the explosion occurred,
blowing up several persons, two of whom died in
Madame Steeven’s Hospital,

In thatsame Yyear,
1843, Dr, Gray, belog in Connaught on a visit to
his father, went to see the Rev, Joseph Sirr, son of
Major Sirr, and rector of Kilcoleman, who showed
his visitor a number of old letters belonglng to the
major’s officisl life, Among these the doctor dig-
covered some handwritings which bLe recognized,
and which had the signature *D.” At last he dis.
covered one—a receipt for money—rwith the name
elgned, “ B. Duggan.” He found that his suspicion
was correct, and that he was readiug the letters of
his old man of 98, addressed to Major Sirr. The
Rev. Alr, Sirr said he thought these notes extended
over a space of thirty years, and that the writer of
them had thirty aliases. Dr. Gray found him writ.
ing under several names—ast one time Dpersonating
# priest—at anothera peddlat—at another a smug.
gler. He wrote on one oceasion for a hogshead of
tobacco; then for £15 to buya case of pistols, “1n
one year alone he got £500.” Such is the state.
ment of Dr. Gray. Mr. Sirr begged that there might
be no exposure of the old man, fearitz some one
might kill him. The doctor went bail for Barney's
lifo; but, on his return to Dablin, let Lr, 0'Con.
nell, Thomas Davis, Jobn Pigot, U'Callaghan, and
others know what an old rogue they bhad to deal
with, and then prepared to cover U'Duggan with
confusion ns with a garment,and make bim asham.
cd of himself, .

For this purpose he invited Mr, Martin Haverty,
the historian, to breakfast, and at thesame time in-
troduced the old '98 man, who began to talk very
frankly of the pike training of the rebellion, and to
recommend the uge of it a8 tho only means of re.
dressing the exlsticg evils of the country., He
spoke like an aucient “beresark,” longing for an-
other good fight Lefore he died. Having listened
to all he had to say, for some time, Dr, Gray put cn
a face of retribution, and exclaimed : ¢ Barney you
think I do not know you, though I know youss
well ag youknow yourself, Do you remember when
you were dressed as a priest at Dundalk?' The
account goes on to state how the doctor taunted
him with everything he had learned from the docu-
ments, till O’Duggan, in consteruation, “lost all
self-command, and flung himseif at the feet of Dr,
Gray, imploring mercy.” MHe asked for twelve
hours, after which, he said, he would leave the
country. * He tottered from the roowm, left Ireland
and did not return for many years.” Such is the
account of Mr. Haverly, who was present at the in.
terview; and I suppose it is a true one—ttough it
seems to have a certain wild touch cf melodrama in
it. Curiously enough, when the old schemer did
come back at last, he called on Dr. Geay and made
a confession of his former doings. He received
some trifling relief, and shortly afierwar.ds died.

If Borney had truly written aut the © porsonsl
recollections” of his life he would probably have
made a very attractive book; for he seems to have
been a most resolute and red-kanded fellow, full of
close contrivances and up to all sorts ot strategy.

She was decidedly in advance of Germany in hav-
ing her cadres for war ready in times of peace,
Germany could not avoid a measure destined to
compensate for it. An increased grant for the cap-
taincies was then apopted. The Progress Centre
and Socialist parties voted against it,

Tne MEMBER FOR JERUSALEM 1IN THE ToUREISH PAR-
LIaMBNT—Tho member for Jerusalem, Youssouf
Zia Effendi, was the first deputy who mounted the
tribune in the Turkish Parliament and made a sct
speech, More than that, he was the first subject who
peacefully, yet successfully, opposed a decree of the
Caliph.

Eovcarivo Honsxs.—Iorres can be educated to
the extent of thelr uuderstanding as well as chil-
dren, and can be easily damaged or ruined by bad
mansgement. We believo that the great difference
found in horses as to vicious habits or reliability
comes more from the different management of men
than from variauce of uatural disposition in the
animals. Horses with high mettle arc more easily
educated than those of leas or dull spirits, and are
more susceptible to ill training, and consequently
may begood or bad, according to the education they
receive, Horses with dull spirits are not by any
means proof against bad management, for in them
may be found the most provoking obstinacy,or
vicious habits of different characters, that ronder
them almost catively worthless, Could the com-
ing generation of borses in this country bo kept
from their days of colthood to the age of five ycara
in tho hands of good, careful managers, there would
be seen a vast difference in the general characters
of the noble animals, If a colt is neverallowed
to get an advaatage it will never konow that it
posseases & power that man cannot control; and
if made familiar with strange objects it will not be
skittish and nervous. If a hoise is made accus-
tomed from his early days to havo objects hit him
on his heels, back and hips, he will pay no atten-
tion to the giving out ot a harness or of a waggon
running against him at an unsuspected momens.
Weonce saw an aged Iady drive a highaplirited
horso, attached to a carriage, down a steep hill,
with no hold-back straps upon her harness, and she
assured us that there was no danger, for her son ac-
customed his horses to all kinds of usages and
sights that commonly drive the animal into frenzy
or fear and excitement. A gun can be fired from
the back of a horse, an umbrolla held over his
head, a buffalo robe thrown over his neck,a railway
engine pass close by, his heels bumped with sticks
and the animal take itas a natural condition of
thiugs,1f only taught by carefal management that
he will ‘not be Injured thercby. There iz a great
need of improvement in the mnnagement of this
noblo animal ; less beating and more education.

WiLp Beasts v Ixp1a.—An account has recently
been taken in British India of the number of
human lives that wero sacrificed to the ferocity of
wild beasta during tho Jast three years, The
figures reached the frightful and almost incon-
coiveable numberof 38,248 victims. Of this number
25,664 dled from tho bite of venemous serpents.
The remainder were devoured by tigers—12,554 in
three years, or 4,184 a year. In certain parts of the
country the tigers have depopulated entire villages.
They spring upon and carry away men in opcn day,
upon frequented routes, Whererich and populous
villages would otherwise grow up, the ferocious
tiger renders habitation and cultivation impossible;
and the {nhabitants escape from those animals
often only to'dio of misery and famine, Wherever
tho tiger exists there is war to the death Letween
man and him, One tiger during many wecks com-
pletely arrested the traffic upon a certain route,
after baving put to dcath more than a bundred in-
dividuals. In one instance an officer, at the head
of his men, was sefzed and carried off by a tiger
without its being possible to render him any as-
sistance. In another instance, one hundred and
cight persons were killed by the same tiger, a fa-
ther, mother, and three children falling victims to-
gether In o singlo attack ; and before the animal
was finally killed by the bullets of a company of
hunters, he succeeded In destroying seven of his
opponents. Nor is the ferocity of the tiger limit.
ed to human victims, Ilocks of sheep and herds
of cattle are attacked; and for every man that is
killed, it is eatimated that sixty head of cattle are
devoured. The loss of domestic animals during the
three years is estimated at $5,000,060. Since the
revolt of the Sepoys the inhabitants are not allow-
ed to possuss firearms, in conscquence of which the
tigers have redoubled thefr audacity and increased
very congiderably in numbers, Nor does the Gov-
ernment afford tho people adequate and reasonable
protection, after having deprived them of tho means
of protectivg themsclves, It is thus complained
that, witn “all the improved ongines that man
has invented tor destroying his fellow-creatures, o
large number of her Majesty’s subjects are exposed,
as if it were a natural forin of death, to be devoured
upon the threshold of their doors by wild animals.”

A Mexicay Ticer—DMMr. Hunter, of Brooklya,
some seven months ago procured from tho captain
of a sniling vessel a beast which ho termed a Moxi.
can tiger. It was young at that time, but was ex-
tremely vicious, and Mr, Hunter took the precau-
tion to have jts teeth extraoted and its claws ciip-
ped as fast ns they grew, and confined it in a strong
wire cage. Recently an owl was added to Mr.
Hunter's collection,and was brought into the same
room with the tiger, The result was disastrous.
The_tiger canght ono glimpse of the owl,and his
cago, which had theretofore been large enough to
afford him a genteel promenade, suddenly became
too small to contain him, For half a minute or so
there was not a part of  the interior of that cage in
which the tiger was not distinctly visiable all the
time, and the noise of his snarling overflowed the
room and deluged tho sidewalk, attracting at once
a number of bystanders, Presently after shaking
the wires of his cage till they seemed about to give
way, he sprang at the door of it, which flew open
and gave him egress. At that moment, according
to tho testimony of & number of eye.witnesses, the
air scemed to be full of that one tiger, The room
was luminous with his presence, but he'guickly
focussed on the owl's.cage, which he battered wild-
ly in his attempt to get at ¢the frightened inmate.
The danger of meddling with the beast was not
immediately apparent, as he is not much larger
than the largest size of ordinary house cats, and an
attempt was made by scveral. to tear.him away
from the cage and to restore him to his. own
quarters.

bers of our mixed community to sink eriginal
nationality and pride of recs, and to become
Canadians, It asks us to abandon the' senti-
ments which spring from early training, and to
see in Canads and its institutions all that is
calculated to awaken patriotic emotion and to
quicken that love of country which poets laud
as being of ¥ Qod’s right hand.” The Star
thinks that this polioy would promote a more
kindly fecling amongst the various races that go
to make up a community such as ours, and that
in a short time the old feuds of national strife
would fall inte disuse and finally disappear. We
wish we conld agree with our contemporary,
but we cannot. We would like to see all men
resident in this free Dominion become, in some
measure, Canadians upon Canadian questions.
Here thers ought to be no class or creed ascen-
dency, and upon -questions which influence
Capadian politics, the differences of race and
creed ehould be ullowed to stand aside, But
what is the fact? YWhen 200,000 Irish Catho-
lics in Ountario are unrepresented in the House
of Commons; when Orange Immigration has
been encoursged by o2e Government and per-
petuated by another ; when the Irish Catholics
of Quebec are unrepresented in the Legislative
Council of the Province; and official assignees,
and most of the gifts within reach of party
favour, are given toanyene but to an Irishman,
we do not see how it is possible for the Irish
Catholies to rest and be thankful. What have
we to gain by becoming Canadians in all
things? In the first place we abandon a tra-
ditional patriotism which is more than a senti-
ment, and we surrender the privilege of priding
ourselves for hailing from an old land that was
once the abode of scholars and the nurse of
arms. Let our enemies call that sentiment
what they please, still it exists, and it is power-
ful enough to influence the policy of the Im-
perial House of Commons. A sentiment which
animates o Nation cannot be trifled with, and
the fidelity with which the Irish people—at
home and abread—have clung to the love of
eountry, cannot be eradionted in & generation,
Anyone who knows the lrish people, knows
well that no matter whatever may be the mis.
fortunes to which they may ho subjected, thelove
of Ireland and of her cause is one of the strong-
est passions of their lives. And again, what
do we guin by becoming Canadians? Do we
not give up the power of exercising any direct
influence as Catholics and as Yrishmen upon all
party warfare?

We publish on our cighth page an aczount
of one of the most terrible calamities that ever
occurred in Montreal, Eleven men have lost
their lives, while nine others have been serious-
ly injured, by this calamity only one—Barry
—_was a Catholic, and his funeral on yesterday
morning was attended by an immense con-
course of our people. The remains were
prought to St. Patrick’s Church, and were
taken through the streets on a Catafalquo,
made by the hook and ladder brigade. 'Chey
were followed by representatives from all the
Irish Catbolic Societies, foremost amongst
whom we noticed the Catholic Union, Mac-
Mahon Guards, and St. Ann's Temperance
Society. The band of the 6th Fusileers, the
Shamrock band, and a police force of about
50 attended as well. The volunteer fire brigade
of St. Jean Baptiste, and Cote St. Louis at-
tended also. In the afternoon the burial of nine
of the victims took place. The Corporation,
the fire brigade, the police, the volunteers and
an immense concourse of people attended, and
the demonstration was one of the largest ever
held in Montreal.

For the fitst time in the history of public
processions in Montreal the Orangemen formed
a part of a public demonstration. Yesterday
they flaunted their colours in the faces of the
Catholic people, and this new departure is, we
fear, ot calculated to promote u kindly feel-
ing between the Orangemen and the Catholics
of the city.

MEMORIAL DE L'EDucATIiON DU BAs-CANADA
—par J. B. Meilleur, M. A., M. D,, LL.D.,
ancien Qurentendont de I'Instruction Pub.-
l{que pour le Bas-Canada, etec., cte.

To trace the progress of a colony for nearly
two centuries and a half| is a ponderous labour.
This, however, has been done in the work now
before us. It commences with a deseription
of this colony in 1615, and pictures the rude
and easy training which the colonists of that
period were forced to be satisfied with, As
our readers may imagine, education in the pro-
vince of Quebec in those days, was of a primitive
nature, and it was only here and there under the
guidance of some good priest, that men were
educated beyond their fellows. Doctor Meil-
leur traces the progress of education in Quebec
from that early period up to a recent date, and
traces with. all the research of an experienced
scholar, the trials and struggles which beset
the labours of our early tutors, For such a
task Doctor Meilleur was well adapted, and the
result of his labours in Memorial de I'Educa-
tion du Bas-Canada, and the mass of informa-
tion—archaeological and historical—which it
contains, adds = valuable record to Canadian
literature,.

- M. Chauveau's book, like Doctor Meilleur,
treats the subject of education in Canada, his-
torically and statistically. It is, too, like
Doctor Meilleur’s, exhaustive in detail, but
has the advantage of being somewhat later in
its date of publication, L'Instruction Pub-
ligue au Canada briogs the question down to
1876. The book embraces the Dominion at
large,—gach of the provinces being treated dif-
ferently.

THE WAR.

FIRST BLOOD FOR TURKEY.
LATEST NEWS.
INCIDENTS, &c, &c.
The first engagement of the War was fought
late at the end of last week, at Batoum, in
Asia minor, The Turks

% Clalm a double victory, and assert that the Rus-
sians were driven across the frontier, The latter,
‘however, make light of both affairs, and absolutely
deny the story.of the bombardment and destruction
of Poti. The forces engaged in this quarter are
stated at 50,000 Turks and 125,000 Russians, the
latter of whom will speedily be reinforced by large
bodies of artillery which left Poland on Saturday.

TwenTy Tnovsanp Persians are also marching to
the front to join the Russians, The latter state-
ment is made on the authority of the New York
Herald’s Vienna correspondent, but a Pera special
asserts that the Persian ambassador at Constanti-
nople has officially assured the Grand Vizier that
Persia has made no engagement to support Russia.

Fighting was going on at Kars from day-break on
Sunday, but no particulars bave as yet been ob-
tained.

ConsraniinorLe, April 30.—Complications are
expected to arice in the event of the Russian
squadron in China being ordered to the Mediter-
rane:n, and demanding passage throngh the SBuez
canal,

The Porte, in dealing with neutral shipping,re-
eerves the right of searching suspected vessels, both
on coast and at sea.

The Czar has telegraphed to the Prince of Monte-
negro :~" I am firmly resolved this time to realize
the sacred mission of Russia and my predecessor.
God will aid us.”

The Roumanians have reoccupied Kalafat.

The Russians having concentrated and advanced
their siege train, have attacked the Turks before
Kars. Tbe battle commenced at day-break on
Sunday. Details momentarily expected. Muhktar
Pasha is in Kars.

A telegram from Ibrail announces that the
Russians are building a bridge over the Danube
there.

Loxpon, April 30.—The Vienna correspondent
telegraphs that the Porte, not the Turkish com-
mander, notified the powers that he might find it
necessary in self-defence to cross into Servia. The
powers replied that it was advisable to avoid sach
a step as long as possible.

The Gazetle publishes a letter from Lord Derby
to heads of Departments of State,announcing cer-
tain rules according to which men.of-war of both
belligerents are forbidden from using any British
port for & warlike purpose, bringing their prizes
thereto, embarkiog any warlike stores, or more coal
and provisions than sufficient for immediate wants
or remaining more than 24 hours, except in case of
stress of weather, damage or necessity of obtaining
provisious.

In the House of Commons Gladstone gave notice
that be should introduce five resolutions. They
declare that England has just cause of complaint at
the conduct of the Porte; that until there isa
change of conduct and guarantees aregiven, the
Porte has no claim to the support of the British
Crown; that in the midst of complications, and
with war actually beguo, the House earnestly de-
pires that the influence of England in the Councils
of Europe be employed for the effectual develop-
ment cf liberty and local relf-government in the
disturbed provinces; that the House further desires
that the influence of England be addressed to the
promotion of harmonious action ameng the Euro-
pean POwCrs,

Her Majesty Queen Victoria on Tuesday issued
a proclamation declaring her determinntion of ob-
serving a strict neturality in the war between
Russia and Turkey.

An English army corps of 30,008 or 40,000 men
js being organized for despatch to the East, the
command of which, it is said, will be offered to
Lord Napier, of Magdala,

Itis rumored that the Eonglish flect bas been
ordered to Alexandria, Egypt, to protect English
interests,

The Toronto Field Battery have placed them-
selves at the service of the Imperial Government
if any necessity should arise, but no answer has as
yet been received,

Russia has upwards of halfa million troops along
the Danube and in the Caucasus, while the aggre-
gate of the Turks is only some 150,000. The attack
at Batoum, resumed on Friday night, resulted in
further disaster to the Russians, under the Grand
Duke Michael, The Turkish fleet has been order-
ed to blockade the Black Sea ports.

The New York IHerald's St. Petersburg corre-
spondent states that intense enthusiasm prevails
throughout the Czar's dominions. Russia has
300,000 men on the Danube and 125,000 men in
the Caucasus, while the opposing forces of Turks
are 100,000 along the Danube and £0,000 or less in
Asia Minor. Both sides exhibit weakness in skilled
generals, and the position in Roumania is unfor-
tunata. Austrin and Russia are contemplating an
egreement whereby Bosnia will be ceded to Aus-
tria.

It is stated that the son of Schamyl, the famous
Circassian chieftain, has been sent to Kars to assume
command of the Circassian irregulars. The Porte
is very sanguine. The move will. excite rebellion
in Circassia. .

Tne Surz Cavan.—The Khedive is in favour of
the neutralization of the Suez Canal, negotiations
for which are progressing. IIe is willing to sell
his 1,500 founder's shares.

Loxpon, April 30.—The Times says the orders to
the Davenport dockyard are to press forward the
necessary works on the commissioned and non-
commissioned ships with all speed,and to direct sole
attention to such necessary works, leaving all clse
for future completion,

A Vienna correspondent telegraphs that the Porte,
not the Turkish commander, informed the powers
that it might find it necessary in self-defence to
cross into Servia, The powers replied that it was
advisable to avoid suoh a step as long as possible.

CARDINALS.

A subscriber asks us some questions about the
Sacred College of Cardinals. The Cardinals are the
special councillors or ndvisers of the Sovereign
Pontiff,. When the Sacred College is full, they are
seventy in number. This number represents,
symbolicslly, the seventy disciples sent out by our
Saviour, They are divided into threo classes—
Cardinal Deacons, Cardinal Priests, and Cardinal
Bishops. The full number of these three classes
are, respectively, fourteen, fifty, and six. They
all have equal rights and powers in the Sacred Col-
lege, and may be of any nationality or country in
the world. From the fact that the prelates of Italy,
being most fiequently in commuuication with the
Holy Father, are most familiar with matters of ec-
clessastical administration, respecting which the
Sovereign Pontiff has occasion for consnltation,
the greater number of the Cardinals are Italians,

When, by tho death of a Pope, the Chair of St,
Peter becomes vacant, the right of electing o suc-
cesgor in office is vested in the Cardinals. They
have all equal rights and powers at auch nn elec-
tion. Their assembly on the occasion of an clection
#s called & Conclave, from the fact that it is held in
a chamber or apartment which is closed against
both ingress and egress until the election has been
made.— Catholic Standard.

Rule 11I.—Said Associations are to be formed
exclosively of members belongiog to the Catholic
Church, enjoying a good reputation for honesty and
Christian morality, and therefore each member is
expected to comply with all the Christian duties,
lest on any acconnt blame might be attributed to
the whole Society.

Rule 1Y.—Should any of the members fail in the
above-—30 that instend of giving edification and
encouragement to the others,as he ought, he should
become a stumbling-block to them and a disgrace
to the Society-—-such a one cannot be retained in
the Society, and, after proper charitable admonition,
unless there be nmendment in his conduct, must
be expelled from the Society.

Rule V.—1In order, however, that all may be done
with justice, Christian Charity, and edification,
there will be in each County a Chaplaia appointed
by tke Ordinnry of the Diocese, to be be consulted
by the Division before determining anything relat-
ing to morality or religion.

Rule VI1.—The Chaplain in each County shall
see that nothing be done or countenanced.by the
Society which might be contrary to the Jaws of the
Chureh, 1he decrees of the Councils of Baltimore,
tho Synodical Copstitution of the Diocese, or the
depositions of the Ordinary, to whom he shall refer
apy difficolty or doubt which he might be unable
to solve,

Rule VII.—Tach and every Division of the A,
0.H,, establisheu throughout the United States,
shall adopt the Constitution and Bg-Laws which
they may adopt for their government, as most
suitable to their objects; provided that they be in
accordance with the same and approved by the
Ordinary.”

IRISH BRAVERY AND HONOR.

On the surprise of Cremona, by Prince Eugene,
in 1702, when Villeroy, the French general, most of
the;officers, military chests, etc,, were takon, and
the German horse and foot were already in posses-
sion of all tho town, excepting one place only, cal-
led the Po gate, which was guarded by two. Irish
regiments, commanded by O'Mahody and Bourke;
before the prince commenced the attack there, he
- sent to expostulate with them, and show them the

rnsbness of gacrificing their lives where they could

have no probabilily of relief, and to assure them, if
they would enter into the imperial service, they
should be directly and honorably promoted; the first
part of this proposal they heard with impatience,
the second with the disdain. * Tell the prince.” said
they, ‘ that we bitherto preserved the honor of our
country, and that we hopc this day to convince him
that we aré worthy of his esteem ; whilo one of us
exists, the German eagle shall not be displayed upon
these walls, This is our deliberato resolution, and
we will not admit of further capitulation.” The at-
tack was commenced by & large body of foot sup-
ported by five thousand curassiers, and after a bloody
conflict of two hours, the Germans retreated; the

Irish pursued their advantage :and attacked them
. in'the streets, and before cvening the enemy were
- expelled the townand the general and the military

Fhe people there aru strangers to those Now Kag-
d laxuries, corn bread acd puddiog, and we
suppose it willbea long time before they will kuow
apythlag of them. Indian corn is one of the most
jmportant and healthtul articlea of human food that
a beneficlent Providence has bestowed upon men;
and to its high nutritive value i3 due in a large
egree the strength and.vigour of the 1aco. of men
who laid the foundatlon of thig groat republic. It
was much more largely used fifty or one hundred
cars ago than now, as fine wheat flour, for some
not well founded reason, hes usurped ita place in
pread making. In the seversl forms, however, of
hulled corn, poped corn, hominb samp, corn starch,
maizenta, etc., vast quantities are consumed by all
classes of people. Meal from Indian corn containg
more than four times as much oleaginons matter as
wheat flour, more starch, and nearly as much nitro.
enous material ; consequently in all cold climates
it is abundantly adapted to sustain the eystem by
farnishing heat forming compounds. The oil gives
warmth, the nitrogenous principle gives muscular
stirength. The combinations of almentary com-
pounds in Indian corn renders it nlone the mixed
diet capable of gustainiog man under the most ex.
traordinary circumstances. It holds the ele-
mentary principles which constitute the basia

of organic life. Ta tbis particular it is
more remarkable than any other vegetable
roduction known to man, There ia a

?uge pumber of dishes of which corn meal

form the basis which are exceedingly palatable,
What, for instance, is more delicions than cold
corn pudding, cut in slices aud fried in sweet
putter and lard? ot corn-cakes when properly
and skilfully made, are almost universally regarded
as a luxury, and Boston brown bread is famong
everywhere in the country. The reagon why corn
meal i not more largely used at the present time
js that it is quite dtificult to obtain it of dealers
and grocers in a perfectly pure and swech taste,
Millers grind the corn as it comes from the West,
mixed with. portions of the cob and saturated with
dust and dirt, and this ig sold for kitchen as well
agstable use, Much of the western corn isdamaged
in transportation, and this is ground up with that
which is sound. 1f good swecet morthern corn ia
properly ground in an old-fashioned stone mill,
aft:r being winnowed to free it from dust, n meal
will result of a rich golden color, and no dish can
be’prepared from it which will not be palatable, and
most nutritious. In our family we use the Lake.
side grown corn, selected for domestic use, pass it
after it is shelled through a winnowing machine,
and bave it ground between milistones which have
been revolving for probably half n century. In
this way we secure meal in its highest perfection,
and this is what ought to be accessible to nll
familics. Io trials at the farm test the comparat-
ive value of meal from home-grown cern, and that
for commercial gources, when fed to cows and
other animals, we have learned the natritive value
of the former isnearly double that of the latter,
and this practical resnlt confirms analytical results,
The difference between the specimens from the two
sonrces is most surprising. Farmers who are so
foolish as to go to the market to purchase corn
and meal for their animals should understand the
great difference in nutritive value Letween what
they can raise and what they purchase

Hists ox PooutRy Krerive.—In keeping fowls
- healthy, we have found nothing equal to onious
chopped fino acd thoroughly mixed with meal or
meal and mill-feed. They eat it readily. In the
incipient stages of most of their common diseases,
including cholera, we have always found this, an
effectual remedy. Assulphur enters largely into
the formatioun of the featbers, it should be tre-
quently fed to them. In winter, or when con-
fined, heas, to lay woll, must have meal often,
or pounded bones, the fresher the better, or oyster
ghells.  If fed with these plentifully, with such
variety of grain as they like best, and well’
housed aud watered, they will lay nearly as well
in winter as in summer, and will seldom ever eat
their own egge. .
How 710 Arery Manvre—~When course manure is
applied to a crop, it decomposes very slowly and we
fail to get the whole benefit of it for the first crop
and may lose some of its value. Dut when it is
made completely available before it is applied, the
first crop is enabled to appropriate all that it wants
and the surplus remains for the next crop. 1o get
the greatest benefit from it, therefore, manure for
shallow-rooted plants, such as wheat, oats, etc.,
should be applied near the surtice and mixed with
the soil by harrowing, just before the seed is sown,
50 that the young plant can reach its food when it
will do it the most good. For deep rooted gruss
feeding plants, as the various roots, potatoes, etc.,
the manuro should be covered with a light furrow
in the drill, and a steel extra fine fertilizer be
placed near the ledit.~—Admerican Agriculturist.
4sues axp Iron vor Frowers—Tho observation
of practical and cxperimental gardeners seems to
confirm the fact that, to procure brilliant colors in
flowers, it 15 necessary to supply the soil with an
abundance of ferruginous constituents and silica.
The latter supplies a material (says S, E. Todd in
one of his toreign exchanges) which 1s of vast im-
portance to the production of that brilliancy of the
Petals and the dark grass luster of the leaves. That,
if potagh be added, or the ground be dressed round
about the growing flowers with unleashed wood
ashes, an increased brilliancy will appear in every
petal and leaf, Any person who cultivates only »
few flowers in pots, or ou grassy lawns, or on spaci-
ous parterres, may readily satisfy himself of the
exceedingly useful part the foregoing materials
pluy in the production of beautiful flowers. Even
white flowers, or roses that have petals nearly
white, will be greatly improved in brilliancy by
providing iron, sand and unleacled ashes for the
toots of growing plants, Ferruginous material may
be applied to the soil when floawers are growing, or
wl{ere they are to grow, by procuring 'a supply of
oxide of irom, in the form of the dmik-colored
scales that fall from' the beated bars of iron when
the metal is hammered by the blacksmiths. Iron
turnings and iron ‘filings, which ‘may be obtained
forn trifle at most machine shops, should be work-
ed into the ‘goil near flowers ; ‘and in a few years it
Wwill be perceived that all the ‘minute fragments
will have been dissolved, thus furnishing the
choicest materinl for painting the gayest colors of
the flower garden. ~ When' thers'is an cxcess of
vegetable mould in the flower bed, and a defi-
Clency of silica or sand, the flower will never be s0
tich in color, not so Lrilllant, as they would be
Wwere a liberal dressing of sand, or sandy loam,
worked down into the bed, where the growing roots
could reach it. If wood nshes can be obtained
teadily, let a'dressing be spread over the surface of
the ground about 4l an inch deep, and raked in,
