moniais cf' the Catholic' Church are
merely' asid to ittiét attention andùive
a special outward show to the devotioïma.
Of course, if such 'were the case, the imi-
tation of the ceremonials would br'as
meaninglessalid useless -as £he cere-
monials themselves. But our Anglican
and Ritualistic friends forge, 'or else
they are not aware, that the pomp and
external display found in Catholie wor-
ship are merely the clothing of the tre-
mendous mysteries that such outward
ceremony indicate. We are prepared to
go as far as to say that the vestuenta,
the altar decorations, the misal, the
sacred vessels, the censers, the gold and
silver candlesticks, the sublime prayers
of the Mass, the cerentonies at the altar,
the movements of the priest, and all the
acconpanying forms of worship, woculd
simply be so nucch uuimery and aim-
less, mîîeamingless, useless show, were it
not that the miracle of Transubstacntia-
tion constituted the central abject of ail
the circumstances. It is the mystery of
the altar, the great and adorable Sacra
ment of the Tabernacle, the incotmpre-
hensible and yet indisputable presence
of the Redeemer, that lend imnprtrance
to the external cerenionials. Take away
the idea of the tinbloody sacrifice iai
ail the rest is withouta maeaning ; re-
move the fact of transubstantiation and
whatever poip and grandeur of ritual
acconpany it have no longer ay ramisou

id'etre.

Consequently the mere imitation of
'Mass, ounr cerenmonies, our sacerdotal
vestmentiits, our forres of worship, is liol-
low and meaningless. Not possessing the
substance they strive to dress up it
ettigy in the garmtents of the real and
aill-important object of adoration. It is
not maity' nthoitlas stince we pointed out
that no Protestant sect adores. They
worship God. thev pray, they chant
psalms, they raise catitcles. they glorify
the Aiiighty, they ieet to sing the
praises of the Creittr, to invoke His aid
and to acknowledge His power,-bIut
they have no adoration. There is 110
adoration where there is no sacrifice.
What they do on Sundays in their
ehurchees, and what they call divine
sern ice, correspîonds with what we (do in

nany of our services. For example in
the Vespers, in the various devotions -f
the year whien we meet in the temple,
we sing hymnos fpraise, we pray togeth-
er, we honor the saints, the angels, the
Blessed Virgin. and we worship the
Almighty. But none of ithese are acts of
adoration. We do not adore saints, nort
angels, nor the HIoy Mother of Christ.î
Vast is the chasm that separates theç
tributces we pay to theni and the adora-f
tion we reserve for God alone. It is
really in the Sacrifice of the Mass that
we adore. The Mass is reserved as the
one sublirne and wonderful sacrifice that
has for its victim the Son of God and for
its object the Adoration of the EternaL.
Ail other ceremonies are edifying, soul-
inspiring, heart-elevating; but they are
not real adoration.

The Most High-church Rituîalist can-
not approach within any reasurable dis-
tance the mvstery of the Altar, Not all
the cere'monies of the church, nor all

the pomp and grandeur of her forms, nor
ail the glitter o vstments, nor ail the
sublimity of the prayers recited can suf-
fice to raise the imitation to the level of
the original. In order that such imita-
tions should have a meaning, and that
they should not bc open to the shafts of
ridicule, the participators in the ceremr-
nies should have faith in the great
dogma d! Transubstantiation; the cele-
brant should have the power to perform
sacerdotal functions ; in a word, they
wouid have to bow down, admit their
erroa, renounce them, accept the tetach-
ings of the Catholic Church, and become
members iof the truie fold. .

"I say unqualifiedly that mon are
better teachers than womnen, and we
should have them in the upper grades,
especially for boys."

Gabriel Bamberger, supeintendent of
the Jewish trainingschvoi, was ffea im :

" There are some branches," he as-
serted, that women cannot teach-his.
tory,.patriotisnm, statesmanship-in short,
the lines of interest that go to make up
good citizenship. It is not a reflection
on wonmen te say so. It is out of their
sphere, foreign to their nature. It is
said that women have better controlthan
men. That is not so. If a boy nîlads a
woman toacher better than ho does a,
man, it i fnot that he recognizes lier au-
thority. He doesn't; herecognizes lier
sx. It remnains inperative that boys'
neod men over theni, and manly nien
at that, to look up to and grow up to."

The women have likewise expressed
their opinions,. which. reasonably, are
contradictory to the Bishop's views on
their capacity to prepare the young
Anerican for bis future career of usefut-
ness. There is no denying that some of
their arguments are true; that the gent-
le thougits and sentiments should be
inculcated ; that these things go to
nake up the true mani; and tiat these
are best developed by womîen.

"Whioever can draw out the best iii a
cild," said Mrs. Potter Palmer on the
subject," whether the teacher be man or
woman, is thoroughly qualified. Yet I
alwaysbelieve," she adds, "boys should
learn men's niethods to lit tieni for the
battle with the world. It woutld cor-
