Carlinal, thanks to pbotography, ths public are fa-
miliar enough ; it is therefure scarcely necessary Lo
deacribe him further than by sayieg tbat he was tail
and proportionately atout, and tbat hia features were
large, coarse, und heavy, unul lit up by conversa-
tion, when they besmed with intelligence ‘To his
friends he was always atfable uud kiua, and though
hs had many cnemies, those enemies aross, 0ot out
of any personal feelings . r privaie anlips bies, but
out of the circumstances in which he feund bimself
placed. To the Oxtford converts, or perverts, lay
and clerieal, ke wus always a true end genuine
friend ; and he deserves the credit ~for it really be-
longed to him of having been the ome amoang his
co-religionists who have. most emphutically hailed
und encuuraged the great Romeward movemert iai-
tinted by the Tractariane, and to the issae of which
he contributed by his writings and peraoaal inter—
course. So tar was this the case that it was one of
the Curdinal’s powerfu: articles on the Donatista of
the Early Church woich Grst shook the faith of Dr.

The clergy of the archdiccese are excellent
mea, bus they bave vever been iaentified with popu-
lar movements, and tbey have never been remark-
able for their participation in popular siruggics

It looks very like presumption, or aL izast it i3 re-
gerded as euch by the country, to put into the posi-
tion of philusophers and guides men who are eitber
wholly uoknown, or known only by their avowed
sympsthy with parties and influonces opposed to the
projecs with which they have become identified Had
there been wise heada over it the foolish and incon-
sistent programme which the Associstion bas put
forth would naver have appeared; s:ill less would
there have teen initiated a lige of policy which seems
specially framed to favor vacillation, and cloaked
dishonesty, and open to political trifiers subterfuges
whick their own ingenuity would not ei-able them to
creata. The character of the committes is obvicus
in its action aod the declarations. We do not wish
to dwell upon these dissugreeable matters; but we
may safely sav, if wo are to effect anything for the
good of the counui g, it must be by an agency mare
direct and intelligible—more straightforward and
practical £than thut which is presented to us. We
abhor Toryism, but we could endure it in all its na-
tural ngliness in preference to whining Whipggery.
The bishopa have taken a good step in the movement
they havs inaugurated, but they hace only done half
their work. They should gee tiat the prinziples for
whic’ they contend are carried out in their integrity.
They should not rest satisfied with mersly teiling the
people their duty; and, with all due respeet, they
should masrgn us better political instructors than
Cunon Fasrall, Cousncillor Devitt, and Pr fessor Ka-
vanagh.

Morg Fzperan Exusstxests —The Federal re-
cruiting +geats 1n this country are at their old work
again, From what hes transpired in Liverpool dur-
ing the isst few days, we learn that they nre a3 ac.
tive and impudent &3 cver, carrying on their opera-
tiocs under similar trapsparent pretexte to those
which bave been heratofore exposed. For some time
past agenis have been going throngh the miaing
districts of Wules engaging men to go out to New
York on very ‘asdvantageous torms’ to work, it i8
repregented, io mines at a distance of about a day
and & half’s journey from the city. Several batches
of miners have alreedy been despatched, aud eome of
the Federal sgents busily se: afluat the rumor that
theze men are well setisfied with their ¢ work, what-
ever it msy be. On Monday morning a botch of
#bout 30 men who had been hired by these agents
came down the Holyhead line from the Menai Bridge
Sration 10 Liverpoal, and put up at the Welsh
Hary, a public-house in Union-atreet. Anotker batch
algo arrived, we believe, in the cocrae of the saume
day, trom Merthyr Tgdvil. All tueae men wera to
sign oo agreement oo Tueaday afterncon, What the
aatero of the agreement is we could not discover,
but we bave po!the flightest doubs that these de-
inded men are intesded for the Federsl service, and
that the story about the mines ia the State of New
York is coly & blind, The men themselves toid their
relaiives and friends that they were poing to work !
in & mine, and that they were to receive most liveral |
wages; but the singular disinclination of the miners,
after their arrival in this town, to speak about their
engegement and prospects, showed that they bed
either been bound down to silence or that they were
conscioud of the falgity of their declarations. The
whole of the Welsh miners who arrived in Livarpool
on Monday sailed-on Wednesday in the City of Bos-
ton scraw steamer for New York. A free passuge
had beea provided for the whole of them, but we be-
lieve, cbliged w0 find their own provisions, and they
are torefund the costs of the passage outof their
earnings as miners in other words, & pretty smart
bill for traveiling expesses will be ruu up against
the poor fellows, and the whole amount will ve de-
ductod from the bounty wmoney received by them.
All the so-called ‘omigrants’ who went ont in the
City of Boston were young men, strong, able fllows;
roeny of them have beon for yesars in good and con
‘stant cmployment; most of them took out s large
stock of clothes guitabie for their work and for per-
song in their station of life; and soms few took away
a geore or two of paunds, which they bad msnaged
t. pave from their earnines. This infamons gyste.n
of decoying decent men from their homes in Eoigland
on fulge protences, in order that they may be em-
ployed in the Federal armies, ia still heing carred
on in Wales., Proparations bave already been made
for sending out in apotber fortnight another baich
of Welsh miners, and unless some plan can be adopt-
ed for stoppink the recruiting of the Federal army in
this country we have no doabt that the dispatch of
‘agsiated emigranis’ wili continue as loogas the
Am-rican war shall 12at.  The men employed in this
disgracefal work are no doubt very ingeninna ; they
do eli they can to make kidnappiog and enlisting
weser & legal end volumtary aspect; but eorely itis
not impossible to unmesk and punish their miscoa-
duoct.

Some time ago, when a numter of operatives were
induced to go from the menufactaring distriets to
New York o work in & * glass-house’ it was strongly
reprasented that tbey were being conveyed to that
city by recruiting agents for the purpose of being in~
veirled into the ranks of the Northern a&rmy.

Such men would be invalnable for the purpoze of
curryizg on works of sappiog and mining iz connec
tion svith the Federa! armies, and we are afraid that
when they roach Amencsa their skill will bs required
befure Ricbmond. and not in peacefcl occupations in
the Siate of New York.

Qrotas —The following facts are cocdensed from a
letier dated at City Powat, Dee 23, 1364 wristen by
one uf the victims, now before Petersburg, azd pub-
lished in the New Yourk Staats Zetung:

In iay, 1864, P P Allen appea.ea in Hamburg,
and opered his oflice with Meyer & Go, for the de-
clared purpose of engeging laborers to go to the
United States, offering 25 inducements to these who
ghould decide to emigrate, & free pagsage to Americs,
$16 v month, for vze yeur, and & bonug of $100, the
emigrants 10 be employed &t ordinary labor. The
apparent liberality of these offers, with tho well
knowa scarcity and high price of labor in the United
Statez, drew crowds o anxious applicants to his
office to put down their names. Oa the 1ith of
July they embarked, 370 in number, on the steamer
Bellona, for Boston, whither they arnived om the
22d of the seme month. The steamer anchoring in
the barbor, the emigrants wers lunded oa Deer [s~
lacd, noue being sliowed to go to or hold any com-
munication with the mein lund, 8 powerfu! police
force being constantly om duty to guard them.
Nuring their stay here they were examised by o (g0
called} physicing, romething was read to them, in
English, not & word of which they understoed, sad
of the nature of which they were entirely ignorunt,
and they were than iuformed tnat they had sworn to
gerve three yewura in the army of the Urited States.

to tolerate, or not by law to- prohibit, freedom of
worshap to foreigners within ils jurisdiction ; and
anotber and a very differest thing for the said
State to make legal proviston, lege cavere, for
the pubdlic exercise of all manner ot relizions
that foreigners coming within its limits may bap-
pen to bring with them. Now it is the assertion
that 1t 1s tke duty, or praisewortby on the part,
of the Christian and Caiholic State to provide
by law,* ut lege ~autume sit,” for the public ex-
ercise of all manners of religions, indiseriminate-
ly, that foreigners withia its limits for the time
being may happen to bring with them, that the
Pope condemns ; and this proposition all Catho-
lies, laics as well as clerics, condemn with bim,
as a monstrous error. o

‘We will suppose that Col. Haultain 13 2 mem-
ber of the Church of England ; 1f so would he not
treat as ar error the proposition that the Brilish’
Government would do well to provide &y laswe for
tee public exereise of the religious rites even of all
its subjects—seeing that of those subjects many
are plunged in grossest 1dolatry? -Much more
then 13 Great Britain as a Christian State not
bouad, or rather bound not, to provide by law
for the public exercise of their religious rites by
all foreigners who may happen to come twithin
its Junsdiction.  Would Col. Haultain, for in-
stance, deem himself bound as a member of Par-
liament to make legal provision for the public ex-
ercise of the rites of Buddluam 1 were a stream
of Chinese immgration to be directed towards
Canada, as it already bas been directed towards
Australia ; or would his priociples of tolerance
compe! him, in case of a Mormon immigration
setting n towards Toronto, to insist upon a legal
provision for the pubhe exercise of Mormon
worship? And yet if he should refuse to do
either of these things he, all Protestant as he is,
would only be acting in strict conformity with
the principle laid down in the late Encyclical
and which he nevertheless condemns.

Aund so the Protestant Governuent of Eog-
land, applying this principle,” aud carrying 1t fur-
ther than ddes the Pope, not only makes no
legal provision for the public exercise of tieir re-
ligioa-by its Catholic subjects m England, but it
positively, and by law, makes in many instaacess
of the * ¢ public exercise™ of that religion, an
offence punisbable by the civil magistrate. So
too, wherever Protestants are in power the pub~
'_lic exercize of the Catholic religion 19 virtually
prolubited, sf not by statute law, at all events by
mob law, from which there is no appeal. We
would therefore call upon Col. Haultain, as an
Upper Canadian, and as the friend of rehgious
hiberty, to remedy tiis abuse ; and, it be iodeed
believes it to be right and proper that the State
should by law make provision for the public ex-
ercise of their religions ntes by all foreigaers
within its limits, we espect of him that he will
use his iofluence as a legislator to procure for
his Catholie fellow-subjects of Torento the en-
joyment of their legal right to {reedom of wor-
ship on their own domain, He wmill remercher
that last summer, when the Catholics of Toronto
altempted to exercise thus legal right, they were
brutally set upon and dispersed by a hiberal Pro-
testant mob, and that the law gave. them no re-
dress.

DR. RYERSON AND FINALITY.

When in 1883, uader the thdonald-Sicotte
Minietry, the reforms in the School Law for
which the Catholics bad so .loag eontended in
vain, were in part accorded, a_great discussion
arose a3 to the ¥ finality” of the measure ; as
to whether the Cnthqlic minorily 1o accepting
the Bill known as Mr. Scott’s School Bill, re-
nounced for ever, for themselves and their de-
scendants, the right to demand any amendmen:s
thereunto, should, in practice, 1t .be found insufs-
cient to remedy the evils complained of, or
should unforeseen circumstances arise which
shouid mienace to render the beneficicial prove
sions of that Bill nugatory. Without in any
manger commilting themselves to ¢ finality,”
without in any maoner making renunciatios of
their rights as freemen to demand any amend-
ments of detail that experience might show to be
uecessary to the full and free development of the
principle 1nvolved 1o the said Separate Schoo! Bill
the Catholice of Upper Cauada generally, pro-
fessed themselves satiefied ; to be weary of
agitation, and most desirous, 1f possible, to ac-
cept the measure then passed as a * final” set-
tlemeat of the School agitation. Writing on
the subject under date March 201h, 1863, in the
True WiTNESS, we thus expressed ourselves :

* It would be highly impradent to zceept of it as
8 foli and fisal settlement of tke School Question.
We trust that it may prove to be 50 ; bat before we
neeept it as such, We must give it a fair trisl, end
Bee how it works. It it works well, in spite of
theoretical jmperfections, we will receive it with
gratitude, and o9 the final settlement of o Joog and
painful diseussion.’ '

Agam on the 3rd of April of the same year
we expressed ourselves im the same guarded
manuer, when replying to aa article in the Glode
cawp.ainiog that the Romsh Clergy had not ac-
cepted Mr, Scott’s Bill as figal : —

_'!But withoat presumption we may assert that the
Bishops and Clergy of Canada are * prepared to me-
cept Mr. SBcott's Bill aa' a final geitlement of the
question,’ provided only that, afler & fair trial, it
shall be fonnd to secnre the objects for which the
Bcehool agitation was commenced.”

To these guarded terms did we venture to
speak with ‘respect to the *jfinaluy™ of Mr.
Scott’s School Bill ; professiog our readiness to
accept that measure, with a determination to
make the best of it, to aveid all possible agita-
tion for the future, and to put up withit asa
final settlement of the School Question © pro-
vided only” that after a fawr trial it should be
found to accomplish the objects for which the
School agitation had been commenced, This
was what we pledged ourselves 10 ; this the caly
sense in which by any portion of the lay Catbo-
lic community Mr. Scott’s Bill was accepted as
a ¥ finality.”

So much with regard to the action of the Ca-
thohe laity, and their recognised organy of the
press, whose reiterated demands for furtber re-
forms in the Separate School Law bave provok-
ed an indignant pamphlet from the Rev, Mr.
Ryerson, Chief Superintendent of Education in
Upper Canada, and from the Toronto Globe.—
‘We must next see how far the action of the Ca-
thohe Clergy justifies the injnrious imputations of
Dr. Ryerson and Mr. George Brown.

The former affirms in his pamphlet that he von-
sented {o allow Mr. Scolt’s emasculated Schooj
Bill to pass =witnout opposition on his part, only
upon the express condition, agreed to betwist
lnm and the ecclesigstical authorities, that the
Bill shoukt be final. In support of this preten-
sion the Rev. Mr. Ryerzon givez the following
particulars :—

‘Ia a day or two Mr. Scott called npon me again:
statlng that, having consulted his friends, be acced-
ed to my objeotions, and would propose to amend
the Bill ascordingly. I replied that I atill objected
to any other party than the Goveroment condunctiog
a measure of that kind throvgh the Legislature ; bat
a3 he removed from the Bil! whasI considered ob-
jectionable, I would waive my objections on bis pro-
ceeding with the Bill, and would aid him to get it
pagsed, on two conditfons :— First, that it shounld be
assented to on the part of the Government, and
therefora passed on their responsibiliry ; and pecond-
1y, that it should be accepled by the authoriticsof Al
Church as & final seltlement of the-guestion.. On this
latter point, [ addressed Mr. Ssott a3 nesrly asl
can recollect 1o the following effect: “ You.are only
s private member of Paliament; you ara nota repre-
sentative of the Roman Oatbolic Qhureh ; you msy
assure the House; a3 well as myeelf, 1hat this Bill
is accepted ‘as a- finnl settlement of the Beparate’
School guestion } so did Sir Etieuna Tache, when ke
introduced the Separate’Schaol Bill of: 1856, and
even ‘ot ite final Lassage ita advocates. ageured tho

Legislatore hat’ it would “put-.at-rest the sgi

tation of the ‘Separate " School'”guestion.:. . NoW,
it 15 said they “had ‘no -authotlty from ithe -heads
of ‘your Church to make such. statements;-snd
£0 it mey- be gaid in regard to 'any: assurance
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- “you may give a8 to this measurs bieng aecepted as 8
- Hnal pettlernent of the question by the athorities = of
'your " Cburch; ‘and uoless I am satisfed of that, I
“will.do what I can Lo prevent the pagsage.of your Bill,
_however modified, and will urge the standiog upon
“‘the' gottlement of the queston as agreed in 1853,
. ¢ Mr .Scot called upon me agaia, I'think the fol-
Jowing day, and told me that he had seen the Arch-
"bahop of Quebec, the head of ihe Roman Usatbelig
- Qburek io Canads, and that the Arebbishop agreed
" to accept the Bill as I proposed ; and that as the
"* Archbishop wae not sbie to go oat himself, he pro-
posed thas bis Secretary, the Very Rev, Vicar-Gen-
oral Uazean, and the very Rev, VicargGeneral ¥az-
dogne!l, who bad been sent by the Bishops from Up-
per Uannda to watch the legislation on educational
__‘matters should meet me on the subject. 1 agreed
to the meeting proposed, to be held the following
day, in the Parliamentery Library. At that meeting
Mr. Scot pointod out the erasures, and read over the
clauses ameaded,; to ench of which in succession the
ecciesiastical rapresontatives of the Roman Oatholic
hierarcby in Oanada nodded ussent as explicitly as
did apy couple ever nod assent to the vows countain-
" od in the marriage service. Then Mr. Scott had
two copies of the Bill aa thus agreed cpon, mado out,
and compared the one for himself apd the other for
. me, and proposad that we should all wait upon the
Premier, and state to him the result, We progeedad
1o the Speaker's room, where (oot I but) Mr, Scott,
informed him of tbe result of our conference, and the
two venerable ecclesiastics earnestly requested the
Attorney General to give the support of the Govera-
ment to Mr. Scott's Bill, 8s a satisfactory and final
settiement of the Scparate School ¢uestlon. I think
I may, without offecce, eppeai to the Hon, J. Band-
fis]d Meacdonald, for the correciness of what I have
ptated, 1o the interview relerred to with him.

In g0 far as the Reverend M. M. Macdonpeil
and Cazeau are conceraed, or implicated by the
above statement we wili allow them to speak for
thewselves. It will be seep that they give a
full, and formal contradiction to the allegations
of Dr. Ryerson, and the Toranto Gilede. The
annexed is the rejoinder of the above named
reverend gentlemen, and which we bave been

- requested 1o pubhsh:— .
To the Editor of the True Wilness,

As the pames of the undersigned have beea very
jmproperly made use of, both in the Toronto Globe,
and in & pamphlet wrillep, ag it appears, by Dr,
Ryerson, Chief Superintendant of Bducation for
Upper Canada—ia connection with a Memorial from
the Catholics of the zame seciion of the Province,
requesting that ome smendments muy be made 1o
the present Separate Scheol Bill— they deem it proper
in order to elucidate the truth, to make the follow-
irg declarations:—

(1.) 1t ismo! true that one of them bad been deputed
by the Archbishop, or that the dther repressnted the
Oatholic Bishops of U. Caoada, with the view of
coming to an understanding with Dr Ryerson. jn
reference 1o tho smendments to be made to the Se-
narate School Bill, or that he bad been deputed by
them in any mannoer whaigoever; or thai they had
even a koowledge of his being in Quebeo, exoept
perhaps through ibhe newspapers.

(2.) It is quite true that both of them —geeing that
the gaid Bill hed no chance of being accepted by o
majority of the Hovae, a8 it was introduced by Mr.
Secott, H.P.P, for Ottawa, owing to Dr. Ryerson’s
violent cpposition to some of its provisions,—cor-
sented, reluciantly, to have it introduced with Dr.
Ryerson’s smendwents ; but upon their own respon-
sibility, and without consultiog either Bigbop, or any
other perscn. They did 8o because they consmdered
the Bill even 30 amended, te be some improvement
on the praviously existing Separate Schootl law.

(3.) Itisalso true thst both of the undersigned
oongen‘ed to call on the Hon. J. 8. Macdonald, the
prime Minister, in compsauy with Mr. Seottand Dr.
Ryerson; and that they both reqnested him to get
the @overnmept to support the Bill in its amended
state; but it is not true that either of them ever con-
sidered the Bill ag a fina! settlement of the Separate
Schoo! Question, or that either of them everso mach
ag thought of any thing of the kind. They merely
aocepted it a8 av instalment of what ihey believed
the Oatholica of U. Oapada were juetly entiled to;
and had they tkought that a day would come when
their conduct should receive a difterqpt construction
—they would not have fuiled to protest against it.

Dr. Ryerson’s fanciful iterpretation ‘of “these
“nods,” we oppose the posilive statement that,
at the interview alluded Lo, neither of the reverend
gentlemen pamed by Dr. Ryerson entertained
any idea of accepiog Mr. Scot’s Bill as a
¢ final settlement,” should experience prove that
it was nsuffictent to remove the grievances of
which the Catholics of. Upper Canada com-
plained: and that if it had been suggested to
them, even, that theyr interview with Mr. J. 8.
Macdonald would, or eould be looked upon 1o
the light in which Dr, Ryerson represents i, ¢.e.,
as an agreement to accept Mr, Scott’s Bill as fina},
they would have immediately pratested against
such an interpretation being put on ther acts,
since nothiog of the sort bad ever presented it-
self to their 1maginations.

We will lastly consider the charge of iscon-
sistency and breach of faith which Dr. Ryersog
and the Globe urge agamst His Lordship the
Bishop of Toronto, in that ke does not admit the
¢ finality * theory in the matter of the U. Capnada
school laws.  This says the Globe, [ollowing the
lead of Dr. Ryerson, this *is nothing less than
a breach of faithb—a repudiation of a solemn
agreement *’; and in support of their charge they
both cite a letter written in the name ot His
Lordship 10 March 1863, in which he disavowed
tbe Torosto Freeman as his official organ, and
ju general terms expressed hunself satisfied with
Mr. Scott’s Bill :—

It would not be easy to sbow that, because a
Bishop writing 1p a newspaper 1’63 expreszed
himself so far satisfied with a certain Bill then
just pasced, that he did not wish to appear as if
countenancing the attacks upon it made by the
Torcnto Freeman, the same Bishop cannot in
365, and after two years experience of the de-
fects of the same Bill, express & wish for certamn
amendments Lhereunto, without being guilty of
a “breach of laith, and the repudiation of a
solemn agreement.” When, with whom, and ia
what terms, did Dr. Lynch, or any one of the
Bishops of Upper Canada, contraci, or agree, to
accept Mr. Scott’s emasculated Bill as fioal 7—
There must be two parties to & contract or
agreement : and it does not follow that because
the Globe, and the Protestant press of Upper
Canada insisted that Mr. Scott’s Bill should be
final, therefore Catholics are in conscience bound
to admit 1ts finality.

But what is conclusive asto the dishonesty,
not of,the Biskop of Toreato, but of the Globe
in this ma‘ter is this:—That i March 1863,
when it Brst published the above given letter
from the Rev. Mr. Northgraves, the Globe
pretended to find therein, not the acceptance by
the Clergy of Mr. Scott’s Bl as * figal,” but
the repudiation of that finality theory, but the
contradiction of an unauthorised statement made
by Mr. Patrick ia the Legislature, to the effect
that the Hierarchy bad accepled Mr. Scott’s
Bill as a final settlement. In March, 1863, the
Gloke attacked Dr. Liyach, because he did not
apd would oot uncenditiovally recognise the
« finality” of the new School Act ; w March 765,
the same Globe attacks the same Dr. Lyach as
guilty of a breach of faith, and the repudiation of
a solemn agreement, upon the grouads that he
did at the first nac.2d epoch accept the Schoof Act
as fina},and bad entered into a solemn agreement
to that eflect. The fact is that the Rev. Mr,
Nerthgrave’s letter of the 20th of March, 1863,
was non~commitial ; and so completely was this
felt to be the case by the Glode, that 1t went so
far as to insinvate that Mr. Nortbgrave’s Jetter
was a virtual repudiation of the finality theory.
This is of ijlself a complete refotatten of the
charges which the Glode, together with Dr.
Ryerson, urge w March 1865 against the
Bishop of Toronto’s good faith.

CarnoLics 1¥ Russia.—An Ausirian jowrnal pub-
lishes gad accounts of the persscations 1o which the
Catholica are subjected in the Russian empire,
under the pretext of watching over the proceedings
of the Poles who adhere to the national party, while
the Government, at the time, menifeatly favours the
Jews. In conformity with the present order of things,
it is stated that the .children of Cathelos can oo
longer be baptized until docaments are produced cer-
tifjing thut the husbend, hia wife and all bis prede-
cessoas were Catholices. Poor people find it impos-
gible to get their children bapiized a3 Cetholics be-
cause of their inabilty to pay the fee of ten roubles
demaunded on each occasion. The orthodux Metropo-
liten ot - Kief has interdicted the erecticn of new
croases without his konowledge and conseat, anc also
the repuration of .0ld ones. The orthodox police,
taking advantage of thizs order, demolished uencly-
ull the croszes and little chapels in ome nigh:, 8o
that there remain no exterior sigas which can recal!
the Catholic religion. It is also stated that Count
Plater, & Polish Catholic, who proceeded to Vienna
at the commencement of the insurzection movement
in Poland, who remained there during all the time
it continued, snd who , consequently, took noc the
least part in it, has been informed that all his pro-
pety is confiscated, on the pretext that he is one of
the chiefs of the Polish party.

TURKEY.

ProTssTaNTISM IN Torgey -The attempis made
by varioas religious socisties to extend the Christizn
faith in Turkey have :ecently crezted some excite-
ment among the Moslem population, and compelled
the intervention of the Eoglish Ambassador. The
immediate result is a long correspondence just pre-
gented to Parliament. It is doubiful -hether those
who have caused the egitation are under the direct
control of the Protestan: Societies who have ewploy-
ed migsionaries in Turkey, as it appears to bave ar-
iginated in the conduct of some native converrs,
who have ventured to preach their adopted creed
amocg their own countrymen, at the risk of disturb
ing the public peace in # dangerous mauner. The
ngitation commenced in July last, when Sir H.
Bulwer, in a despatch dated the 13th of that month,
reported that* u cass of some dificulty and danger
had arisen, which would probably cense a disagree-
able impreasion in Eagland.”. Four aor five convarts
had been preacbing in Coustautioople, ia the ‘khans’
or inag, to trevellers from the {atericr of Turkey,
who sare the most fanatical portion of the po-
pulation. The attacks publicly wade on thel
faith by those who had renouuced it roused
great indignation amosg the Moslems of the
capital also, a3 they cobsidered it & public in-
sult. The poople will not tolerats from a re-
negade what they will listen (o calmly from a
foreigoner bora in the oreed bie professcs be inter-
ference of the police became necessary to protect the
lives of these converts, and some of them were ar-
rested. The shops where Bibles wero sold have baen
cloged, a3 well as the piaces where the preaching
took place. The Government iiself has no appre
bension of the religions consequences, but dreads any
excitement of the public mind in euch a city as Con
stantinople, where, a8 Sir H. Balwer states, ‘if any
-aifray oceurred, and any vlood were shed, it wounid
be impoasible to foresen the consequances.’ He pro-
miges to obtain the release of the cuaverts, and per-
mission for the quiet sale of tue Bible, But he had
told an English clergymen intimate with these con
verts that *they bad better ramain goiet for & time’
The subject has, of course, exeited great intereat
amozg the E.glish religious societies. They have
ioterposed in behalf of the converis, who, as it ap-
pears by a despatch dried the 4th of October, have
beea relemsad, This, bowever, bas by no means
closed the question, which iz vary fully atated by
Sir H. Bulwer in a raport addreszed to the commtice
ot thz Evangelical Society. The gquestion, he aays,
parrows iteslf to this .—* Tho Qttoman Government
13 willing to allow all OGhristiana to exercise their
own religion guietly, as al home, bui it will not al-
low Mahommedanism to be publicly assailed. Ita
policy isto protect all religiona, butnotto allow
persons of one religion to attnck those of aaother.”
Higs argoment appliea more or less to all missionaery
vocationa. [t may be sufficieat %o say tha* be con
siders their conduct neither °prudest nor politic.’
On the other hand, the Archbishop of Cautecbury,
President of the Society for the Propogation of the
Gospel, expresses to Lord Russell his- beliet that the
facts proved ¢justify the strongest repregentation to
the Geveroment of the Sultan.” Asg the discuasion
of the whole subject fitla 99 despatches, it is impos-
sible to foilow the details, But as the oconverts
bave been released and the depot for the gals of Bi
biea hns been reopened, itis to-be boped that ogia-
tion will.not extead. Lord Ruszell apgears to have
gummed up the whole contioveray in his despatch of
Dec. 15,whers be says, ¢ If the wmissionaries will bere-,
afier show somewhat more prudence and the Turk-
ish Government somewhat more of friendly focbaat-
auce 8 recurrence -of thase painful gcenes may be
prevented.'— Tumes. .
