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THE SITUATION.

Canadian cattle slanghtered in England,
Under a recent order-in-council, have all
proved to be healthy, no trace of the
dreaded disease which caused Canadian
cttle to be scheduled having been dis-
covered. Pleuro-pneumonia is one of the
diseases which, if it cannot be absolutely
banished from the world, may be rendered
elatively as rare as small-pox now is.
Thanks to the genius of Pasteur, who has
doue so much before in the same line,
inoculation promises a universal preventive
Of this disease. Already the experiment
has been made on more than 2,000 animals,
net one of which, though they all travelled
inliense distances, contracted the pleuro-
Pueumonia. But, before this remedy can
be generally available, Canada hopes to
prove that, in her case, inoculation is not
niecessary.

There has been a marked increase in the
quantity of grain which has sought the St.
Lawrence route this year ; and persons en-

gged in handling it are of opinion that the
reduction of the Welland Canal tolle has

hel1ped this movement. The fact is one
Over which to pause. We formerly put on
discriminating tolls as a means of drawing
traffic to the St. Lawrence route; but ex-
Perience is now held to have proved that
the way to attract it was to avoid discrim-
ination.

One of the weak spots in the banking
system of Australia eis hkely to be shown
by the present crisis to be the inability of

a considerable portion of the shareholders
to meet calls which the intereste of the
banks' creditors demand. About one-third
of the shareholders of the Commercial
Bank of Australia, who reside in Mel-
bourne, are women who are in no position
to meet any call that may be made. And
it is not probable that one-third is the full
measure of stockholders who will be unable
to meet calls; so that the resource of future
calls is likely to prove to a great extent an
unsafe reliance. Probably not more than
one-half of the amount that may be asked
for will be obtained.

Financially, the firet experience of the
Sunday opening of the Columbian Exhibi-
tion was a great success. No less than
120,000 visitors were present, nearly as
many as had attended during any five or-
dinary days since the exhibition began.
It remains to be seen whether the courts
will finally decide for or against Sunday
opening. Meanwhile Judge Stein has is-

sued a temporary injunction restraining the
directors from closing the fair on Sundays.
This decision comes from one of the State
courts. Upon a new and distinct case the

Federal court, at the instance of the Gov
erument of the United States, will be called
upon to decide the same question, and it is

not impossible that the decision may be in
the opposite direction. Judge Stein, of the

State courts, dealt with the facts on which
the Federal courts will have to pronounce.
Congress, he said, had withdrawn from ite

agreement with the Exhibition company
by withholding part of the grant; and ac-

cording to this view the agreement is no

longer binding on the company. On the

What is called reciprocity in wrecking,
but which is more properly reciprocity in
salvage, between the United States and
Canada, has at last gone into effect. Delay
in giving force to the agreement between
the two countries was caused by the
Americans claiming that the Canadian
canalis were included in the waters te be
operated in. The withdrawal of this claim
has removed the only obstacle te this form
of reciprocity, which does honor to the
humanity of the two countries.

If solar time je the legal time, au the
police magistrate of London decides, it
muet meantime be observed by tavern-
keepers and others who have no option in
the matter. If standard time be intended
te be observed, it muet be legalized. With
what aqthority does this gduty rest, the
Dominion or the Provinces ? The Pro.
vinces do net appear te be certain that they
possess it.

If it be true that the United States
Treasury Department bas prepared and
wilil soon issue an order preventing foreigu-
ers crossing the frontier line into the United
States during the night, from 7 o'clock
p.m. to 6 o'clock a.m., the international
train service from Canada will have te un-
dergo considerable changes. This measure
i said te have regard te infections diseases
and undesirable emigrants, including the
contraband Chinaman. Cholera has again,
by official admission, appeared in Hamburg,
and al the avenues by which it could reach
the United States will be carefully guarded.
While vessels will have to submit te quar-
antine regulations, railways mustisuit their
time to the new prescriptions. This will
cause some inconvenience ; but apparently
there is net likely te be any help for it.

For some time past the Chignecto Mar-
ine Railway has been atàa standstill for
lack of funds. The company which has
the work in hand haseundertaken te raise
£800,000 te complete the work, and about
£100,000 has been secured on six per cent.
mortgage bonds. An effort will be made
te obtain the balance by July; but if it
should net be successful, further time will be
asked.

ORONTO AND THE STREET RAIL-
WAY COMPANY.

No one need be surprised that the To-
onto Street Railway Company is trying to
riggle out of the bargain by which it pays
800 a mile per annum for the privilege of
he franchise it enjoys in the use of the
nblic strLets; and the Board of Works is
rying to help it, having already adopted a
esolution which, if endorsed by the coun-
il, will have that effect. The bargain is a
ood one for both the city and the com-
any; and the safety of the city lits in the
igid maintenance of the agreement intact.
What does the company propose to give in
ieu of the $800 a mile? It offers to main-
ain the roads on which the tracks are laid.
t is doubtful whether the city could legally
abandon its obligation to maintain these
oads, or to transfer the duty to the com-
pany ; and if there were no doubt on this
point, the change would be certain to in-
volve a heavy loss to the civic treasury.
Unless the company would gain by the
change, it would not have proposed the
ubstitution. In a matter of this kind the
city ought to know how to protect itself
against possible intrigue and wire-pulling;
but if this is to be done, the citizens muet
bestir themselves at once. The agreement
between the street railway company and
the city was obtained after a great struggle,
and it is perh ps the best of its kind that
has ever been made. Ex-Alderman Mac-
dougall, Mr. Samuel Blake and Mr. Chris-
topher Robinson gave their best energies to
the work, and no change should even be
considered except upon the advice of these
gentlemen. The council managed to
estrange Mr. Blake, who threw up his
brief ; and at present Mr. Robinson is away
in France. The time chosen for the at-
tack -on the agreement is when he is absent.
The exercise of the keenest vigilance by
the citizens may be necessary to prevent a
snap judgment by the council, which may
cost the citizens an amount of money that
would astonish by its magnitude, if a total
could be definitely arrived at.

TORONTO GENERAL TRUSTS COM-
PANY.

At the eleventh annual meeting of this im-
portant company, a statement of cheerful char.
acter was submitted. Mortgage and debenture
inveetments to the extent of 81,165,000 have
been completed for the clients of the company,
and securities to the value of $448,600 have
been paid off, so that the addition to the in.
vestments held by the company has been over
$716,000. The aggregate value of assets in
charge of the company at close of the year is
cloue upon eight millions of dollars, the year
1892 having developed the largest business
(almost #2,000,000) it had ever transacted in
twelve monthe. Notwithstanding the increased
expense attendant upon this influx of business,
the net profits, 849,380, were greater than in
1891. After declaring ten per cent. dividend,
which absorbed $17,396, the directors placed
819,000 to Reserve Fnnd and 110,000 to Con-
tingent Fund, making the reserve and guaran-
tee account dtand at 1225,000, and the contin-
gent at $20,486. But a further cali of 24 per
cent. is t be made upon the subscribed capital,
so as to bring the amount paid up ta 1200,000.
This is wise policy, for while there is a large
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Oum of unoalled subscribed capital behind t
amounts at risk mentioned above, it is w
that there ehould be a considerable aocumul
tion of realised reserve to strengthen a conce
which essumes responsibilities amounting
millions.

An important matter was dealt upon by t
chairman, Dr. Hoskin, namely, that the ra
of compensation oharged by the Toronto Trus
Company, acting as trustee, exeoutor or agen
has been very much below that asked an
received by private individuals acting in th
same capacity. . There is an impression in t
public mind to the contrary, and it is prope
to have explanation made that affaire of a
ministration and agency entrusted to respon
sible companies such as this can be mor
cheaply, as well as often more effectively, cou
ducted than by private persons. In reviewiz
the business of the year and explaining il
nature and extent, the chairman made an en
tertaining diversion in that part of hie a
dress describing the variety of enterprises wit
which the company bas to do. In this partic
ular, i may be said of Dr. Hoskin, that while
in oonsideration, probably, of the very prao

Another
had a contract for a large public building and
nome churches; we had to finish these build
ings. The manager is considering what to do
with a gold mine that we have on hand. We
have had to work farme, manage country
stores, take a part in the winding up of a very
large wholesale establishment. We have aleo
catalogued and sold a lawyer's library ; and nol
only that, but at the present time in Chicago
w~ have a menagerie belonging to an estate in
our charge."

Another of the vice.presidents, Dr. Mere.
dith, expressed, inter alia, the opinion that the
" unusual development of the oompany's buai.
bes duriug the past year is largely due to our
having decided last year to take the public
into our confidence and let them see what a
large and successful business we are doing.
We acted on the principle that 'nothing sac-
oueds like sucese.' We accordingly published
and distuibuted our annual report with a
manual explaining the scope and powere of
the eompany, and the special advantages
which it affords to the public."

THE DOMINION BANK.

The earnings of this bank for the past year
closed with April, while net quite au large as
last year's, were aI the rate of l4* per cent. on
the paid in capital, enough to pay the dividend
of ten and a bonus of one per cent., to add

MANCHESTER DRY GooDs.-The home trade
has remained in a fairly satisfactory condition,
lace having received a good share of the sup-
port accorded to fancy goods generally. The
mousseline delaine garments now so mach
worn, frequently contain flounces at the bot'
tom of the skirt trimmed with guipure. Lacs
chemisettes for the throat are not uncomn.fl'
The run upon fancy laces on American aC-
count has been fair, but cheap goods have not
been in active request. In spite of the il'
creased price of raw material, silk lace ba1
been bought much more freely, but silk hose
sales have fallen off to a remarkable extent il'
the American market. Ribbed and glazed Or
silk finished styles have also been slower.
The Australian trade remains in a depressed
condition, many orders coming to hand re-
maining unexecuted. Merchants are oar-
tailing the liabilities of their Australial
customers to the lowest possible limite. Thero
is more doing in silks, the outlook for the
trade generally being considerably improved.
Plushes are aleo in mach better demand.

The influence of the Australian banking
crisis in Great Britain may be judged by the
references in these three paragraphe above.

THE SHOPKEEPER'S BOY.

Our remarks will more especially concerni
grocers, butchers and country merchants.
For to a large extent do these dealers transaOt

their business through the medium of boys;
and, indeed, city grocers and butchers have
many customers whom they have never per-
sonally met. It is thus impossible to over-
estimate the importance of good, honest, effi-
cient help; and this is just that whicb, in
many cases, the storekeeper lacks.

We have seen boys go their rounds who
were not only lacking in some of the commonl
decencies of dress, but were alo ragged and
dirty. They came, too, not from the smalleit
hops, dealing with the poorest trade, but
'epresented storekeepers whose boast it was
hat they dealt only with the best castomn.
How niany times has a customer given an
rder at the couter, and before filling it, the
hop-boy has gone to the door to speak to b
assiug friend, or bas done some of the count-
ess little thinge that annoy one who bas a
ight to expeot obliging attendance ? The
eèrchant, too, does he not often find, in his

outhful assistant, carelessness, waste, and in
ome cases actual dishonesty ?
These instances, and we might have ena-

nerated many similar cnes, indicate a wrong

HIDEs ANID SKINs.-Just at present the mar.
ket for hides is quiet, but prices in the United
States have dropped and a change in quota-
tions muet be looked for here. Calfskins are
down l. per lb. for green, while quotations
for cured are merely nominal. The season for
sheepskins appears to be about over and but
little is doing. Tallow is a little steadier;
dealers are paying 5j to 54c. per lb. and asking
5j to 6c. per lb. for rendered, while rongh at
2c. per lb. is lower.

L2ATHER, BOOTS AND SHoEs.-Trade is now
between seasons and business is on the quiet
side; manufacturers appear to be l4olding off;
dealers, however, look for activity after, sy,
the 15th of the month. The boot and shoe
manufacturere complain of bad weather, which
has greatly retarded the sale of seasonable
goods. Travellers, however, it would appear
are booking fairly large orders for fall goods.
The enquiry for rubbers and overehoes is
very active; and a prominent manufacturer
reported that hie house had probablytakien
double the number of orders this year as com.
pared with this time last year. This is due to
the fact that laat winter was excessively
severe, and stocks held by retail men were
pretty well sold up. The usual season's diffi-
culty is found in making collections.

.PINE LUMBER.-Stocks of dry are, for the
most part, pretty well shipped out, and within
thirty days dealers will probably be drawing
on green lumber.

TEk ALETTER.

We condense as under Messrs. J. Lewenz &
Hauser Bros.' London Tea Letter, dated Lon-
don, 19th May: There was this week just
enough pressure to sell, privately and at auc-
tion-though public sales were again compara-
tively moderate-to thoroughly depress the
market, which was in no mood to relieve hold-
ora of much tea just before the Whitsuntide
holidays. The .consequence was that easier
prices had to be accepted in nearly ail cases.
China blackleaf Congous, which were chiefly
An evidence, sold down to 6¾d. for teas that
would have made 7id. two or three weeks ago.
Scented and green seas were also weaker, and
Indian teas ail round had to be saold at unsatis-
factory prices. The same was the case with
Ceylons, which, besides, have lately been
rather disappointing in quality; Javas alone
remain fairly steady.

At Hankow the business transacted in new
teas continues smal, for the heavy arrivale
have made buyers timid. We said in our last
letter that an export of 55 million pounde to
London (including continental transhipments)
would appear to be about all that is wanted
from China this season, if we get as much as
115 millions from India, 75 millions from Cey-
hon, and 5 millions from Java; for, as we aloa
stated, our deliveries for the season 1893.4
might be put down as (at least) 245 million
pounde (including transhipments). With 55
million pounde from China, the supplies would
thus even be 5 millions in exces aof deliveries.

At Calcutta the first public sale of the season,
embracing some 8,000 chests, wae beld yester-
day, and price. obtained show an advance of
one anna for inferior, but a decline of one anna
for botter class teas as compared with opening
pricos lait year.

We hear that shipments of Ceylon tea from
Colombo will this month probably be 8 million
pounds, or 1 miillion larger than previoualy ex-
pected, as all the Australian purchases lately
made will be sent here, owing to the temporary
non-negotiability of drafts on Austraha.

DECISIONS IN COMMERCIAL LAW.

IN RE TOwN oF THORNBURY AND COUNTY OF
GEEY.-Upon the proper construction of the
statute, arbitrators are not entitled to charge
as fees fora day's sitting which extende beyond
six hours more than the maximum amount
dxed by the statute for a single day's sitting.

CoVLTHARD v. PAR.-The Conditionàl Sales
Act only applies to manufactured articles, and
a document evidencing a conditional sale of a
horse, which document contained an agreement
thatthe title or right to possession of the prop-
erty until the purcbase money should be paid,
is valid without registration under the Act as
against a subsequent chattel mortgage.

CENTRAL BANK OF CANADA v. ELLIs.-Accord-

ing to the Court of Appeal for Ontario, the
salary of a judgment debtor not actually due
or accruing due at the time of service of the

attaching order, but which may hereafter be-
come due, cannot be attached to answer the
judgment debt, and the enlarged provisions as
to garnishing have made no difference in this
respect. The salary of a police magistrate ap-

pointed by the Crown, but paid by the muni-
cipality, cannot on grounde of public policy be
attached.

CAMPBELL AND VILLAGE OF LANARK.-A muni-

cipal corporation cannot, according to the
Court of Appeal for Ontario, grant a bonus for
promoting any manufacture, and, what it can-
not do directly, it will not be allowed to do
indirectly or by subterfuge. Therefore a by-
law, valid on its face, purporting to purchase a
water privilege for electric lighting purposes,
but shown to be really a by-law to aid the
owner of the water privilege in rebuilding a
mill, was quashed.

BANK OF HAMILTON v. ESSERY.-Where the
defendant had, before judgment against him,
executed a bill of sale of his stock-in-trade which
had been registered : Held by Ferguson, J., that
upon his examination as a judgment debtor,
he was compeliable to answer questions in re-
spect to the dealings with snch properties
after the date of the billel sale, and that he
could not shelter himiself behind the alvice cf

THE BANKING CRISIS1 iN AUSTRALIA.

Meetings f the English depositors and
sharewolders ef the National Bank of Aus-
tralasia were beld in London on the 18th May
te consider theal ee of reconstruction formu-
lated in Australia.

At the depositors meeting Mr. C. J. Stewart,the officiai receiver, presided, and there was alarge attendance. The chairman said that at
present the bank'e bille reniitsd were £2,865,-
000; the bille drawn, £2,504,000; and the noteissue, £472,900. The note issus bad inoreased
by £281,000 since September last. The flxed
deposits in Australia were £4,429,700, and in
England £1,296,200. During the past year
the Londondepositsb adlincreased by £850,000. The assets, bullion, and caeh balances inAustralia were £864,700, and in London
£14,200, or a diminution of £700,000 ince
September. Including bank premises, &c.,
the total assets were estimated to realize £11,.
199,500, and taking ie liabilities ai £9,488,-
700, there appeared a surplus of £1,711,800.
hpeaking of the cheme of reconstructioq, ho
thoug it was framed more in the interesta of
the shareoiders and the current account
hoders in Australia than in 'he interests of
the depositors.in this country. (Hear, hear.)The directors in Australia had agreed to make
some alteration. It was hard upon the credi.
ors that after three and a-half years they
hould rank only as ordinary creditors. By
clause l0.depositors were toltake two-thirds of
neir deposits in deposit receipts and one-third
n preferenoe hares. If the scheme, as it

Btood, was adopted, it would be hard on the
Aritish depositors as compared with the
hustralian. (Hear, hear.) He understood

that the directors were willing, on certain con.
Litions, that the depositcrs should take de-
osit receipte and got b. compelled to take
referen bshares, and that these receipte
Bhould bpayable in twelve years. (" Oh.") ffese receipts would bear interest at the rate i
f 4 per cent. for seven years and 4 per cent. 1
f -er that. However; a cablegram had just o

ber of Australian banks. There are hundreds
of towns in Australia with from 500 to 1000
inhabitants, and un each are three stately banXbuildings, where managers, accountants, etc.,are located, and in which one bank would sut-fice. The sworn value of these bank premises
in Australia is £5,840,000. We could do with
bank premises of the value of £3,000,000, andhere as once would be an asset of £2,840,000,
wiT eample provision for ail possible business.
There woulcî aise b. a greatseving cf officiaisalaries and directors' tees, and we should no
longer bave the spectacle of Government offi-cials, such as agents-general, adding to their
incomes by acting as bank directors in London.
One wora more. I do not think that in the
istory of banking we bave ever beard a moreunfair arrangement than that proposed and

carried at a recent meeting of eharenoiders toturn a seventh of our deposits (of ten millions)into shares in order to reconstruct a bank."

Quoting and commenting on the article in
our issue of the 18th uit., entitled, "Too Many
Stores," the Northern Advance says:

"In most of car cities and towns there are
too many shops for the business to be dons,
and, as ea result, too large a percentage of themn
remain unoccupied, giving the places the ap-
pearance of business depression, which in
reality may not exist. Ii is true, Barrie bas
no great deal to complain of in that linse, butin many places this shop business is greatlyoverdone. It is a poor speculation for builders
to erect business places in excess of a town's
neessities, just as it is courtingfailure for five
or six men to engage in a business three or
four times beyond the necessities of the loca-
lisy. The Monetary Times of last week shows
that Toronto bas committed this mistake.
[Here follows part of the article in question.]There are two points here that deserve at-tention and consideration. lst. Do not build
business houses beyond the needs of the locality.2nd. Check the centralizing system that isdestroying the smaller towns to the building
up of the larger cities, and putting the bulk ofhe country's business into the bands of a
few. The firet admits of an easy remedy, buthow to remedy the second is a pretty difficult
problem. Yet it seems that the best interests
f the country demand a solution."
