BAY OF NAPLES DEVASTATED

One Hundred Dead in Cyclonic and
Voicanic Disturbance.

NAPLEB, Oct. 25.—The beautiful
coasts of the Bay of Naples and the
Gulf of Salerno and the lslands of Is-
chia and Proclda have been devastated

by a peculiar combination of the ele-
ments. {

The disaster appears to have come
in the form of a cyclone ‘having three
centres, the first over the Island of
Ischia,’ the second over the Town of
Torre Del Greco, on the east coast of
the Bre of Naples, and the third sweep-
ing the Gulf of Salerno, '

Accompanying the cylone were a
cloudburst, a tidal wave and violent
eruptions of Mount Vesuvius, and from
a crater suddenly opened on the sum-
mit of the long extinct Mount Enomea,
on the Island of Ischia.

Admiral Leonartli, minister of mar-

POULTRY PRODUCTION

One ‘l'b;uund;_Pun Nymouth'v Rocks
Imported Into Thorah Township, >

One car; containing 1000 fmported,
pure bred White Plymouth Rock fowls
-and chickens, arrived by the G. T. It.
at Beaverton station last week, com-
prising a selection of the finest birds
procurable, especially selected for thelr
laying qualities. It is the commence-
ment of an educational compaign in-
troduced by the .large pork packing
and provision houses of Gunns, Limite
ed Toronto, and Gunn, Langlois & Co,,
Limited, Montreal.

For several years past, altho the
@overnments have tried " to educage
farmérs to produce more poultry, still
an actual decrease in production is
taking place. Only last spring dealers
were forced to import eggs from Rus-
sia ‘'and China to supply the Canadisn
needs, and in an effort to regain for
Canada the place that she once held as
an exporting country of poultry ani
eggs, thesa firms have joined hands in
a campaign. Realizing that education-
al work was necessary, a demonstra-
tion station was opened i May in Pe-
terboro, and thé services of an expert
poultryman, engaged to hold meet-
ings in-the neighborhood.  The result
was that whilé the price of ordinary
eggs delivered to storekeepers ran in
the nelghborhood of 18 cents to 17 cents
per dozen, 20 cents to 21 cents Was
paid for eggs whi¢h were marketed
according to the new methods.

The movement spread, and. R, E.
Gunn of Dunrobin Stock Farm, Baa-
verton; Ont., became interested in the
work of his section, but, owing to he
farmers in the Township of Thorah
not raising any quantity of poultry
of the proper breed and type, the pro-
gress was not so marked as in Peter-
borp section. The overcome this diffi-
culty, Mr. Gunn authorized the buying!
agent of the two.firms to procure for!
him a sufficiently large quantity of;
high-class poultry to warrant him in
engaging the services of a poultry ex-
pert. MacDonald College of Bte.
Anne’s furnished the man, in the per-
sor. of Thomas A. Benson, who for the
past month has-been placing the poul-
try division on Dunrobin Farm in
readiness to receive the poultry. Al-
ready the -companies have made ar-
rangements to supply other sections.
