The God of the Bible is all-loving,
ever merciful, and tells us so. It is a
great fallacy which declares that He

,1s death, and that this i1s the explana-
‘tion of the general -prevalence of hu-
man weakness—mental, moral and phy-
sical. In our text St. Paul tells that

It comes not thru Divine persecution

Canadian Northern and Grand Trunk
Pacific are practically the only other
two rallways in Canada. The cost of
both these railways has besr met al-
most entirely by the sale in the Eng-
lish market of bonds. with a govern-
ment guarantee covering principal as
well a& interest. The Canadian Pa-
cific Raiiroad Co. sees of course, that
these Toads must have considerably
more money if they are to be put in
shape for large traffic, or if they are
to build branches, and extensions, in
the west.
“Such a reduetion in rates as the
Catiadian Pacific could afford would
be serious for the other compandes, and
would probably force the government
to meet the interest on the guaranteed
bonds. - The Canadian Pacific could
not afford to appear in the public eyc
as the destroyer of its weaker compe-
titors by a ‘reduction of rates.
