A Shocking Affair at Meadow-
brook, New Brunswick.

MOTHER AND SON KILLED

.

And a Little Daughter Rescued With
Her Cheek Smashed In.

The Dead Woman Kept a Road House and
Was Reputed to Have Comsiderable
Money in Her Possession-A Watch Dog
Disappeared fn an Unaccountable Way
~THe Rescue of the Girl’Revealed the
Awful Nature of the Crime—~The Motive
Supposed to Have Been Robbery.

Halifax, N.S., Sept. 11.—The town of

Moncton, N.B., is greatly excited over
ﬁhé finding of two bodies, that of a
woman named Dutcher, and her son,
found in the ruins g_!a. building de-
stroyed by fire at Meadowbrook, a set-
tlement twelve miles from Moncton.
Later the little daughter was found un-
conscious from injuries received, and
it is supposed the first two were mur-
dered. Rumors are afloat that pre-

vious to the fire a.young man Wwas
seen lurking around the premises and
that the unfortunate people were
known to have had money in the
house. No arrests made yet.

LATER DETAILS.

It was the girl's rescue which re-
vealed the terrible nature of the crime
and shows that the fire was not acci-
dental. The poor little girl’s left ear
was split open, and her left cheek cut
and smashed through the bones, pre-
genting a horrible  sight. This, of
coursc, proved beyond any doubt the
terrible nature of the crime.

* 1T WAS A ROAD HOUSE.

The Dutcher homestead had the re<
putation of being “a road house,”’
where liquor was also sold, contrary
to the Scott Act. Mrs. Dutcher has
frequently figured in Scott Act viola-
tioncases, and on one occasion fhe
served 45 days in juil for such viola-
tion. She would no: vay .ho fina im-
posed for-a first offence. Mrs. Dutcher
was aged 48 years andi her maiden
name was Bliza Groen, daughter of
James Green of the same place. Two
of her brothers, Hugh and James
Green, now reside in that locality
within 26 yards of the Dmtcher resi-
dence.

John Dutcher, whom Eliza Green
married, has been dead for several
years, and she has been keeping house
ever since. She has three adult sons,
Thomas and William, residents in Am-
herst, and Henry, supposgd to be in Al-
bert county..- Her thrée sons, toge-
ther with a boy aged 11 years, living at
home, and a daughter, aged 8, consti-
tuted the Dutcher family. ™" ey

WHAT HUGH GREEN SAID.

Hugh Green, brother of Mrs, Dutch-
er, told a reporter th- following story:
“ About midnight or eariy this morn-
ing I was awakened by cries of/fire
raised by .Mrs. Jane Green, who lives
but a short distance from here, I im-
mediately jumped up and, dressing,
ran across to the Dutcher house, from
which the fire was issuing. I tried a
side door, but it was locked, so I tried
to kick it in. ‘I ran back to my housg,
got an _.axe, and, returning to the
house, smashed the door in. At the
time I entered the house there was no
sign of fire in the downstairs rooms
nor in the upper part facing the rail-
way track, but the blaze was bursting
forth from the bhedroom occupied by
Mrs. Dutcher and her children in rear
of the house. I ran upstairs and en-
tered the hedroom. As I did so I was
met by a cloud of smoke. I groped
my way to the bed and felt for the
children. I lifted one and ran out
with it in my arms and carried it to
my house. When I took Maggie to
the house I discovered. that she had
a severe cut on the side of the head.
There was no probability of this bz-
ing done after being rescued, either Ly
striking against the door or other-
wise. The nature of the wound/shows
that this could not be the case.”

MRS. DUTCHER KEPT A POG.

A significant part of the interview
isas follows: “Mrs. Dutcher kept a
dog, but I don’t know where it is now.
The last time I saw the dog was yes-
terday afternoon. The dog was rather
cross and was in the habit at night
of running out at passing teams and
barking vigorously- and rousing the
house. It did not bark last night and
has not been: seen. It certainly was
not downstairs when I broke in, be-
cause there was no fire there, and as
the doors were all thrown open it
could easily have .escaped. It also
could have escaped had it been in the
bedroom.” 5

Mrs. James Green, wife of James
Green, brother of Mrs. Dutcher, said
to the reportér: “About 12 o’clock last
night I happened to look out of my
bedroom window and saw what I sup-
poséd to be a lamp burning in Mrs.
Dutcher’s room, 1 watched it for a
few seconds and at last decided it was
a fire. I jumped out of bed, put on
my clothes and ran down towards the
house screaming, ‘Fire!” Hugh Green,
hearing the alidrm, rushed out of His
house, which is only 20 yards from the
Dutcher House.” There is more in tHe
reference to the dog in explaining the
mystery than appears on the surface.
Mrs. Dutcher had the reputation of
keepfng considerable money in her
house, and this fact may also fur-
nish a clue. The tragedy 1{is being
sifted.

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'Prospector's Lonely Hunt for

Hidden Gold.

HOW HE GETS OVER GROUND

e ——

If He Makes a Good Find He Stakes
Out His Claim With Posts.

Then He Puts Up a Notice Which Fiolds
His Prospect Till l}_(!ll Register 1t at
the Mining Office—His @bligations for
Assessment Work-How Steck Compan-
fes are Formed and How Mines are
Made.

Rossland, B.O., Sept. 11.—(Special.)—A no-
madic being 1s ‘the prospector. In the busy
haunts of men he has no part, and he
scorns the conventions of town and city,
content to wander through the wilderness,
his dwelling a tent when he does not dis-
daln shelter of any kind. His adventurous
spirit was the inspiration leading to the
exploration of the mountali ranges of
North America, from old Mexico to the
Arctic Circle, and he has wielded his pick
in the Australlan diggings, amongst the
ruins that tell of Peru's anclent grafideur,
and in the gold flelds of the Rand. Hardy
and tireless, ever far in advance of civil-
ization, he blazes his lonely trail through
the trackless forests and climbs even the
snow-capped summits of the mountains,
searching out the fastmesses in which,
long ages ago, the vast treasures of Na-
ture were deposited. Naught to him are
constant hardships and dangers. With
the too often vanishing goal of his ambl-
tion in view, the most arduous labor seems$
light. His life of independence has an
irresistible charm, and although he grows

old before his time, though even his rich-
est discoverles seldom bring him ‘wealth,
he is ever an optimist, anu ever a wan-
derer on the face of the earth, migrating
to fresh ftierds as he hears unews of dis-
coveries of the precious metal for which
all mankind labors. Let a prospector in a
new district locate but one rich vein, and
the hills tor miles around swarm, as it by
magie, with prospectors, and their camp
fires by night dot every mountain side.

HOW HE WORKS.

In this camp the prospector’s name is
legion; but his stay 18 always short. If
he has been fortuuate enough to sell a
claim he spends his money with a lavish
hand, knowing meither economy nor pru-
dence, until he tinas nimselt, as he osten
has been before, without the wherewithal
to prolong the season of emjoyment. Themn
he bethinks him of his pick. If he has nol
the money to buy or hire packhorses to
transport his equipment he straps on his
broad shoulders the blankets in which are
rolled his supplies, necenlm{ of _the
{east quantity, and sufticing only to afford
mere sustenance during his trip. Out from
the camp he trudges until he finds the ill-
marked trajizleadqing to the latest mining
district. Following the path around aud
over mountains, across streams, over logs
and rocks, he reaches at last the vicinity
of the new discoveries. Here he spends
days, bivouacking at night beneath the
shade of some evergreen tree and duning
the day searching the vielnity for indi-
cations of gold-bearing veins. His practis-
ed eye notes every plece of float, and he
traces it carefully to the  ledge trom
which it was carried. A little rusty frag-
ment of rock, hidden from careless view,
«ill lead the prospector to the ironcapped
leage whicu experience tells him is the
{ndication of a mineral vein. Chipping the’
rock here and there, he ascertains that the
mineral is *‘in place,” and after assuring
nimself that no one has forestalled him, he
proceeds to locate a claim.

STAKES OUT HIS CLAIM.

Tracing the course of the ledge, as best
bhe may, he stakes lis prospect in this
manner: At the spot® where he toun'q the
ledge he places a “discovery post,” re-
cording the name of his claim and the date
of discovery. He next fixes his ‘*‘location
line”’ along the ledge, chopping a line 1,-
500 feet turough tue brusa. At one eng\
of this line he sets up his “‘initial post,
bearing, perhaps, the following inscrip-
tion: ‘I, Heury Howard, Free Miner,
76,543, have this day located this ground
as a mineral claim, to be kmown as the
Grubstake Mineral Claim, 1500 feet In
Jength by 1500 feet in breadth. The direc-
tion of the location line is mortheast and
southwest, and 700 feet of this claim lies
to the right, and 750 to the left of the lo-

cation line, =

“Dated this 3rd day of September, 1806,

“Henry Howard.”

At the other end of the location line he
places his No. 2 post, on which may ap-
pear the words “No. 2 post, Grubstake Min-
eral Claim ; No. 1 post to southwest.” The
osts are often small trees cut off at a
Relght of four feet and faced on each side.
Where there is no tree of suitable size, n
“'floating stake’ is set up, with a plle of
boulders at its base.

HIS NEXT MOVE.

Having thus staked his claim according
to the.regulation Henry Howard proceeds to
the Mining Recorder’s office, there to place
his claim_ on record, which he must do
within 15 days. He produces his free
miner's certiticate, for which he pays §5 a
year, and without which he cannot record
or hold a claim, and he fil's
out a declaration giving the locatien
of a claim. Having made oath that he
has discovered mineral in place on the
ground covered by his claim, and paid a
§2.50 fee, he has complied with the re-
quirements of the law, and is in possession
of the mineral rights on his 52-acre pros-
pect. . To make his title good, however, he
must do. “‘assessment work” ¢to the extent
of $100 eaeh year for five years, or the
location lapses. Having done his assess-
ment work, which he may.do in the-first
year, he can'procure a Crown grant, which
Secures the title to him, his heirs and as-
signs, forever.

- LOOKS FOR FUNDS.

The locator will now probably look _for
someone to furnish the money required to
develop the prospect to some extent, or, at
least, to do the assessment work. By dis-
posing of an interest in the claim this is
done. The location is still further pros-
pected, and. a shaft or tunnel, as the case
may be, is driven into the iron rock, where
it is thought the vein is to be found. Some-
times even the perfunetory assessment
work will uncover tiie vein and show good
ore, and, should favorable results be ob-
tained from the assays, the property im-
mediately becomes valuable, and may be
disposed of at a good ﬂfure. But it more
frequently bhappens in his district that
thousands of dollars are expended on a
prospect before shipping ore is in sight.
In thig case, as the capital of the owners
is probably limited, they will require to
dispose of a further interest in the pro-
perty in order to provide funds for devel
opment. .

A COMPANY FORMED.

If the showing is good, this is not a mat
ter of difficulty, and a stock company may
be formed to complete the work. After
months of slow and expengive work, the
workings are well into pay ore, and at last
the prospect becomes a mine. Then ship-
ments are made, before louﬁ a dividend is
pald, and everyone connecte with the pro-
perty is happy. Doubtless some, at least,
of the prospects around the camp will fail
to enter the list of producing and dividend-
paying mines, but not one property devel-
oped, so far, by experienced miners, has
failed to give results of a satisfactory
eharacter. There gre now a baker’s dozen
of shipping mines, some of which are al-
ready paying big dividends—notably the Le
$25,000 2 month—while a
dozen more will ship ore as soon as
smelting facilities are afforded. Nearly
every property in the camp is being devel-
oped, and the showing Is almost universal-
ly of a high character. A.R.M

mer, Ross, McKinnon and 11Hps, but an
occakslongll 8ceptic may be found who will
ask,’” “Why is It necessafy to send to a
foreign country for a bodt to uphold our
reputation as yachtsmen? Have we no com-
petent boatbuilders within the confines
of our own country?’ And the answer of
the above gentlemen and the racing mem-
bers of the Royal Canadian Yacht Club
will be awalted with no little Interest.
While we have all, in turn, yelled ourselves
hoarse In proclaiming Canada's success |
at Toledo a national victory, we well know
down in our hearts that it was nothing or
the sort.

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THE SUNDAY CAR QUESTION. |

The opl"o?ot Chrigtopher Robin-
son, Q.C., justifies lhe:cdntenuon‘ of -
The Worldthat the city ‘was not exn-
titled to additional mileage if Sunday
cars are allowed. Not that we did
inot wish the city to receive the full
measure of its rights, but that we sus-
| pected’ from' the start that the claim
for additional mileage was used by the
opponents of Sunday cars to obstruct
the taking of a vote. The Globe has
had the grace to admit that Mr. Rob-
fnson’s’ opinion ought to guide the
Mayor and council in the matter. The
Evening News and The Evening Tele-
gram also commend the Mayoz_- for
obtaining legal advice. We have as
high an opinion as anyone of Mr. Sam-
uel Blake's legal attainments, but we
hardly would expect even so eminent
a legal mind as his to be unprejudiced
in regard to the construction of an in-
strument drawn by himself. Besides,
Mr. Blake is a strong opponent pub-
licly of Sunday cars.

One evening paper is now out in
fervid terms for the' vote being taken
immediately, irespective of the wishes
of the company. It ignores that the
time ' for taking thé vote is a matter
of agréement betweéen the city and the
company, and both sides’ wishes must’
be respected. Furthermore, the voters’
list to be used is a matter of agree-
ment. The company is in no hurry to
throw away its rights on either of
these points. Neither are the @eople
who desire Sunday cars. :
The Street, Car Company may be &
grasping corperation, and the oppon-
ents of Sunday cars may be, we be-
lieve are, honest in their opposition, '
but so are the thousands of citizens
who desire Sunday cars simply because
they haye ‘need of them and have no
moral objection to using them. It is
for these latter that The World has
fought a. battle that has lasted for
yvears, and is now about to end in a
great victory. And it does look as if
jealousy of The World has more to do
with the opposition to the ecars of
some of our rivals than any real ob-
Jection to them.

hour resolution of the House of Com-
mons, Feb. 13, 1891, and as a partial
remedy<for the continued depression
in the paper and other trades, and
want of employment prevailing, here-
by calls upon the Government to in~
sert a clause in all Government con-
tracts providing that the whole of the
paper and other goods supplied (if ob-
tainable in the United Kingdom) shall
be of British or Irish production and

irstruets the Parliamentary Commit-
lee to take immediate steps for the
furtherance of this objedt' =

“That this Congress is of opinion
that in order to prevent foreign paper
being imported and palmed oif atter
changing the outside wrapper as home
manutacture every sheet of foreign
paper imported into this country must
have a watet matfk which can be seen
if ‘the sheet is held up to the light,
showing the country it was made in;
and every roll of “foreign papeér must
have a similar water mark on at least
every square yard. Al foreign en-
velopes, paper bags and such like
must be made of paper which original-
ly had a similar water mark on every
-sguare yard. $ i

“That, in the opinion of this Con-
gress, the custom prevailing in the
Gevernment dockyards of putting la-
borers to do mechanics’ work in the
construction of H. M. ships ought to
be discontinued, it being an evasion
and subversion of the fair wage reso-
lution passed by the House of Com-
mons on Feb. 13, 1891, We, there-
fore, instruct the Parliamentary Com-
mittee, in conjunction with the trades
affected, to urge upon the Government
the necessity of ‘having trained and
practical . shipbuilders te perform
their special work ‘in the dockxards
on the lines followed in private es-
tablishments where H. M. ships are
built, and failing a satisfactory reply,
that steps be taken by the Parliamen-
tary Committee to have the question
1ais? in .the€ Flouse by - the .Labor
M. P’s during the discussion of the
national ‘estimates. in the ensuing ses-
sion of Parliament.” '

-AGAINST CHILD LABOR.

The Congress decided to send  dele-
gates to the American Labor.conven-
tion, and adopted the following resolu-
tion offered by the Nationai Union of.
Glassmakers and Geéneral Laborergof
QGreat Pritain and Ireland: -

# Considering that the employment

and the subsequent exploitation by the
capitalist 'is injurious to the chiidren,
unjust to their parents and = crims
against the human race; considering
the infamous fact that the children
of the working class' have not ‘the
same opportunities of the class room
and the play ground as the chiidren
of the capitalist class; considering that
in this connection Great. Britain is be-
hind other countries; considering that
unhappy parents under an unhappy
system are actually willing and even
anxious to have théir chidren torn
from school and hurled into. the fac-
tory; this Congress-is of opinion that
the time has come for Great Britain to
cease building its empire upon chil-
dren’s hearts, to give up co.ning its
wealth out of children’s wasted lLives,
and thereby instructs the Pdrliamen-
tary Committee to demand a8 a tem-
porary minimum from the Government
the abolition of child labor wntil the
age of 15, and of all night labor until
the age of 18.”

It was agreed that the next Con-
gress should be held.in Birmingham,
SHORTER HOURS OF LABOR.

The Congress also passed the follow-
ing resolutions:

** Resolved, That in the opinion of
this Comgress further restrictions for
working women are undesirable.
‘““Resolved, That this Congress, re-
cognizing the evil effects of long hours
of labor, welcome the introduction into
the House of Commons, on the- initia-
tive of the National Union of Shop As-
sistants . and Warehousemen &and
Clerks -of the ‘Shop - Assistants’
hours regulation,’ which pro-
poses a uniform hour of closing all
shops (except coffee houseg and places’
of refreshment ) at 7 o’clock on three
days, 1 o’clock one day and 9 and 10
o’clock respectively on the other two
days of the week. This Congress fur-
ther calls upon ‘all members of the
House-of Commons to assist in passing
the bill into law as’ beirg a measure
urgently needed in the interests of
shop workers, <A

- PLEA FOR RAILWAY MEN.

* Resolved, That this Congress is of
opinion that railway servants, in the
interests of themselves and of the tra-
veling public, should hot be employed
continuously for more than eight
hours nor for more than 48 hours in
any one week., Also that their condi-
tion of hiring, which compels them to
glive their whole time to the service of
the company employing them without
any guarantee of a week’'s wages, 18
inequitable and unjust. The Congress
therefore instructs the Parliamentary
Committee to introduce a bill in Par-
liament at the earliest opportunity to
limit the hours of railway servants as
aforesaid, and to render illegal all con-
tracts’ which demand entire service
without payment of a full week’s
wages.

‘ Resolved, That this Trades Union
Congress strongly advocates the prin-
ciple of all docks, quays, wharves and
warehouses being municipalized, being
of opinion that the present system of
private ownership is economically un-
sound and injurious to the community
generally, whilst also acting preju-
dicially on workers employed;
and, further, is of opinion that the
only solution to-the dock question lies
in the docks, wharves and warehouses
being democratidally controlled.”

Flagler has advocated the manufac-
ture of such a gun, although the navy
has contended that a 12-inch . calibre
is sufficierit not only for.war vessels
but coast defences: The army has
maintdined . that the difficulties in
mounting and handling a heavy gun
on shipboard do not prevail in shore
batteries, and that with vessels pro-
tected with armor of great tough-
ness the heaviest guns will be

Which Will be the Largest of Its
Kind in the World.

A Wonder Among Wonidcers, Work Upon
Which ¥ias Already Been Begun-The
First Contract of the Kind Ever Inder-
taken on the Continent-The Arch Span
Wil bs 530 Feet-The O1d Eridge 1s
Sound Yet, But Imcreased Capacity 13
Absolutely Necessary.

Niagara Falls, Sept. 11.—(Special.)—
Since the ecrection of the Cantilever
bridge by the Michigan Central Rail-
way Company many years ago, the
Grand Trunk system at this point has
been handicapped with only’ a single
track across the gorge, omn ‘the Sus-
pension’ Bridge. ~Within the past few
months,  however, the Suspension
Bridge Company, in which the G.T.R.
directors hold controlling stcck, has
decided to remedy this drawback by
building an entirely new -bridge, 'This
structure is to be a single stee! “arch
span, stretching from cliff to cliff, the
largest of its kind in the world, and
when completed will be a credit to
its makers - and its owmers, a sight
within this locality of scenes, a monu-
ment of mechanism, and another
wonder of the world. -

The masonry tor thé new - bridge
was started a féw weeks ago, and 18

The work of construction will com-

The start will®
be made at the-base of the arch and
built out in eantilever fashion, being
anchored back through the top cord of
the end span. These anchors are built
some distance back from the buuff in
19 1-2 feet of solid rock. The trusses mn
the arch span will ge graduaily com-
pleted and’ carried up to the middle,
where the two sides will mget and be
joined.

The trestle work for the lower floor
system, which really supports the
bridge, will then be put in and
the temporary anchor will be remov-
ed, Thé old tower and cables can
then be torn down and the old bridge
upon its new and modern supports
will be gradually replaced by the new.

ALL NEW MATERIAL.

The structure will be of entire-
ly new s'material, not a bar, bolt or
plank being left as a relic of th
bridge which has sustained its millions
while they in safety crossed over the
most historic waters in the world.

The material at present in use, un-
less some company or corporation pur-
chase it and rebaild it, will be sold as
old metal, ~The steel bars which com-
pose the four great cables are valu~
able, .
Many people suppose the old bridge
to be weakening, but this is not the
case, the real cause being the neces-
gity of fncreased capacity, both on the
upper and lower floors, The action of
the Upper Suspension Bridge Com-
pany in beginning oprations on a sim-
flar structure with a capacity for a
double track electric railway, a car-
riage way and.-a foot path has awak-
ened the older company to the neces-
sity of a bridge wide enough for an
electric raillway line. The lower floor,
therefore,swill be completéd with reem
for a single track and carriage way
and a footpath outside on the right
from the Canadian bank. The lower
floor -will have 15 feet head room.

The strength of the new structure
will be almost unlimited, and the
heaviest weight which can be put up-
on it will not tend to weaken it the
slightest. It f8 being built not ly to |
acoommodate the present business, but |
with a view. to a great increase of
traffic.

THE COST OF IT.

The actual cost of this immense work,
which will not be completed until next
summer, will not be given to the pub-
lic, and even the estimate -is kept a
secret. However, an engineer has
placed the amount which will probab-
ly be expended upon it at $500,000.

Mr. Fullerton said there was no
doubt at all that the Washington com-
panics were non-assessable.

Mr. H. F. Wyatt stated that it would
be a good thing if the British Colum-
bia Government would decide the ques-
tion one way or the other.

The Spolls System.
Evangelical Churchman.

The “Spolls System” is looming up
in Canadian politics, we regret to say.
In the course of a speech the other
day the Hon. Mr. Davies, Minister of
Marine, said: ‘“When I meet a, man on
the platform who is a Government em-
ploye, and he abuses me and my lead-
ed and my party, and I subsequently
have the power, that man shall cease
to be a public officer.”” The Montreal
Witness, a strong supporter of the
Government, makes this remark about
the faregoing: “We have no hesitation
in sayiig that this remark of Mr.
Davies is a piece of the most danger-
ous political immorality. Mr. Davies
here takes an attitude from which
there I8 no logical stopping place till
we reach, Andrew Jackson’s-dictum,
‘To the victors belong _the spoils/’
which reduces popular government to
mere brigandage.” It would be well
to remember. that Cabinet Ministers
are no_less public servants than de-
partmental clerks—both -being employ-
ed by the state, and that the doctrine
of Hon. Mr. Davies Is very little re-
moved- from one of revenge, all the
more objectionable because it is wield-
ed by a powerful over a powerless pub-
lic servant. We do not uphold *‘of-
fensive partisanship,” but we do not
think civil service clerks should be de-
nied the right of free speech simply be-
cause of their employment. Public
sentiment does not approve of the
terrorism of employers of labor. Nor
will it approve of terrorism when ex-
ercised even by Cabinet Ministers, no
matter of what political party.

The following information is pre-
pared specially for this paper by
Messrs Marion & Laberge, engineers
and patent solicitors, Temple Build-
ing, Montreal:

Ten thousand three hundred and
thirty-three patents have bheen granted
for harvesters, In 1871 some of the
essential features of the modern har-
vester had already been invented and
Some experimental machines had been
tested in the fleld, but farmers were
then using nothing more than the or-
dinary mowing machines and reapers,
from which the grain was raked in
gravels and bound by men whe fol-
lowed the machine,

Since that time the art of harvesting
grain has been revolutionized by the
invention ‘and introduction of the au-
tomatic self-binding machine, The pat-
ents to Locke No. 149,233, March 21,
1874, and No, 121,290, November 28; 1871,
show a wire binding attachment for
harvesters; under which a great many
machines were built, and which con-
tinued in use umtil development of the
twine binder.

158,506, February 9, 1875, was probably
the first twire binder to operate suc-
cessfully in the field, and was consid-
ered a pioneer invention by the court
in the recent case of the McCormick
Harvesting Machine Co. vs. C. Ault-
man & Co.

Almost all the twine binders bulilt
in the United States have been built
under one of two patents—one to H. A,
& W-. M. Holmes, No. 210,633, December,
1878, and the other to Appleby, No.
212,420, February, 1879.
