Londen, Feb, 15.—(4.20 a.m.)—The British
army, for the first time since the war be-
Lord Ro-
berts, with at Jeast 40,000 infantry, 7000
cavalry and 150 guns, has turned the Ma-
gersfontein lines, before which the British
farces have been encamped for ten weeks,
end, with balf of his corps, he is aiready
operating on Free State territory.

The Work of Three Days.

The despatches of Lord Roberts sketch
three days' work. The forward movement
began on Sunddy, when Col. Hannay set
out with. a brigade of mounted infantry
for Ramah, on the Reit, eight miles from
Jacobsdal, one of the Boer supply bascs.

Monday’s Work.

On Monday, Gen. French, with the cav-
alry division, seized the crossing of the Reit
River at Kekil's Drift, south of Jacobsdal
and - 18 miles east of Honey Nest Kloof.
He skirmished with the Boers, and cleared
the way for 20,000 Infantry, who followed

Tuesday's Work,

On Tuesday, with his three cavalry bri-
gades and the horse artillery, Gen, French
rode to the Modder River, 5 distance of 25
miles, and took three fords, with high
ground beyond the river, and five Boer
camps. He had a few casualties in brushes
with the Boer: horse. Gen. French has now
fixed himself on Gen. Cronje's main line of
communications with Bloemfontein, and 20,-
000 infantry, with 72 guos, are being pushed
up to suppori him there.

Boer Patrols Melged.

Lord Roberts’ despatches, wired from in-
side the Free State and on the Reit River;
left hify Wednesday morning. * His advauee
bad not heeén vpposed by the Boers in force.
Their patrols melted away as the British
moved forward. The Boer army is likely to
be felt in a day or two, and a battle is con-
sequently imminent.

Not to Embarrass England, But It is
Believed She Intends to
Take Herat,

London, Feb. &5.—The st. 1 etershvrg cor-
respondent of The Times remarking that,
“It will not do to place vyer much reli-
ance upon Russia’s official assurances that
nothing will be done to embarrass Eng-
land in the present situation of affairs,”
gives additional details, showing that the
delays in the ordinary traffic on the Central
Asian Railway are not cauged, as bax been
officially stated, by snow falls, but are
due to the bDassage of Russian troops, es-
timated at 20,000, who are being councoy-
trated in the vicinity of Kushk. (The cop-
respondent adds that *Most Russians sre
convineed that Russia intends, sooner or
later, to take Herat.'

The Times’ View of It.

The Times, in an cditorial upon the de-
spatch, says: *“This may not portend any
immediate action, but it can  hardly be
doubted that Russia has come to the conelu-
sim'v that the psychological moment hag
arrived when pressure can be brought to
bear on Great Britain.

“There is no reason to suppose that the
estimate of the 20,000 troops is ahove the
mark. It does mot follow, however, that
this implies an advance ou Herat, Prob-

One of the Last Letters Written by
Steevens From Beleaguered
Ladysmith.

TRIP UP IN THE CONNING TOWER

Where the Naval Brigade Keep an
Eye on the Boer Attackers
and Quiet Their Guns.

London, Feb. 14.—(Correspondence of the
Associated Press.)—Even If all eyes wc.e
not watching beleaguered Ladysmiith, the
accounts sent from there by the now dead
Steevens would irresistibly enthrall those
who follow the course of what promises
to be the most crucial conflict of the cen-
tury. The latest instalment of the work
Steevens managed to send out of Lady-
smith is dated Dec. 6. The article, which
appears in The Daily Mail, Is as fol-
lows?
“ ‘There goes that stinker on Gun Hill,’
sald the Captain. ‘No,vdou't get up; have
some draught beer.’
“I did have some draught beer.
“ “Wait and see if he fires again; If he
does we'll go up into the conning tower
and have both guns in action toge—’
*‘Boom! The Captain picked up his
stick. ‘Come on,” he sald.
*“We got up out of the rocking chairs
and went out past the swinging meat safe,
under the big canvas of the ward room
with its table piled - with stuff to read.
Trust the sailor to make himself at
home, ’

Bluejackets Lined Up.
‘“As we passed thru the camp the
bluejackets rose to a man and lined up
trimiy on either side.
“Up a knee-loosening ‘ladder of rock and
we came out on the green hilitop, where
they first had their camp. Among the
orderly trenches, the sites of the deported
tents, were rougher, irregular blotches, of
holg footprints of shell. |
***That gunner,” sald the Captain, wav-
ing his stick at Surprise Hill, ‘is a Ger-
man. Nobody but a Gerinan atheist would
have fired on us at breakfast, lunch and
dinner the same Sunday. ‘It got too hot
when he put one ten yards from the cook.
Anybody else we could bhave spared; then
we had to.go.

A Conning Tower,

“We have come to what looks like a
sandbag redoubt, but in the eyes of heaven
it is a conning tower. Ongeither side, from
behind a sandbag epaulnmient, a 12-pounder
and a Maxim tbrust forth vigilant cyes.
The sandbag plating of the conning rower
was six feet thick and shoulder high; the
rifts were red earth, loose but binding; on
the parapets sprouted tufts of grass, un-
abashed and rejoicing in the summer
weather. Against the parapet leaned a
couple of men with the| clean-cut, clean-
shaven jaw and chin of the naval officer,
and half a dozen bearded bluejackets. They
stared bard out of sun-puckered eyes over
the billows of kopje and iveldt.
“Forward we looked down on the one
4.7; aft we looked up to the other. On
bow and beam and quarter we looked ont
to the enemy’s fleet. Deserted Pepworths
was on the port bow; Gun HIill, under
Lombard’s kop, on the starboard; Bulwan
abeam, Middle Hill astern, Surprise Hill
on the port quarter.
“Every line was cut {n,adamant.
‘“The Helpmaaker ridge with its little
black ants a-crawl on [ their hill was
crushed flat beneath us,
“A couple of vedets' racing: over the
pale green plain northward (ooked as if
we could jump onto their heads. We
could have tossed a biscuit over to Tom-
bard’s kop. The great yeilow emplace-
ment of their fourth big piece on  Gun
Hill stood up like a Spithead fort.

Could See Boers Loafing,

‘“Thru the big telescope that swings
on its pivot in the ceptre of the tower
you could see that the Boers were loaf-
ing round it, dressed in dirty mustard-
color. ]

“ ‘Left hand gun hill fired, sir,’ said a
bluejacket, with bis eéyes glued to bi-
noculars. ‘At the balloon,” and presently
we heard the weary pinions of the shell
and saw theslittle puff of white below.

‘“ ‘Ring up Mr. Halsey," said the Cap-
tain,

How Bluejackets Did It,

“Then 1 was aware of & sort of tarpaulin
cupboard under the breastwork of creep-
ing trails of wire on the ground and of
a couple of sappers,

‘““I'he corporal turned -down his page of
Harmsworth Magazine, laid it on the para-
pet and dived under the 'tarpaulin.

** ‘“Tlug-a-ling-a-ling!” buzzed the tele-
phone bell.

*“The gaunt, up-towering mountains; the
long, smooth, deadly guns—and the tele-
phoue bell.

“And yet if they never hit a man, this

handful of sailors have been the saving
of Ladysmith.
