TOKIO, JULY 5—GEN. KUROKI
HAS OCCUPIED MAOTIEN PaSs
WITHOUT RESISTANCE. THE RUS-
SIANS HAVE ABANDONED TSIW-
SHANKWAN, BURNING THE SUP-
PLIES. A DETACHMENT OF GEN.
KUROKI'S ARMY HAS OCCUPIED
NORTH FENSHUN PASS WITHOUT
MEETING WITH RESISTANCE. THR
MAIN ARMY ADVANCED WEST-
WARD AND OCCUPIED A LINE EX-
TENDING FROM MAOTIEN PASS
TO THE SHAOMOTIEN AND SINKAI
PASSES.

THRU THE BOSPHORUS,

Corstantinople, July 5.—The Russian
yvolunteer fleet steamers St. Petersburg

;and Sebastopol passed thru the Bos~
phorus from the Black Sea this morn-
ing. The Sebastopol was flying the red:
caross. flag and her: hull was painted
white. The vessels took on board a
quantity of stores and remained in the
harbor until this evening.

STORY OF THE FIGHT.

St. Petersburg, July 5.—The general
staff has received the following de-
spatch from Lieut.-Gen. Sakharoff, the
chief of staff of Gen. Kuropatkin, dated

July &
“On July 3 the advance guard of th2
Russian force, operating east of Liac-

yang, occupied a position at Langtse
Pass. Towards evening the same day
our scouts ascertained that a detach-
ment of the enemy’s advance guard,
1500 strong, had occupied the villages

our front, the main force having re-
mained in Fenshui and Motien Passes.
At this moment we discovered the
movement of a Japanese detachment,
consisting of a battalion of infantry, to
turn left flank positions in the Langtse
Pass in the directibn of Liandiansian.
In order to check this movement a
force was sent forward in the direction
of the threatened point.
Clashed With Enemy.

In order to learn the strength of the
enemy’s position in front of Liaotz Pass
the commander of the detachment or-
dered out was reinforced and a recon-
noitring party of ten companies was
sent in the direction of Ekhavuan,
under the command of Col. Letchitssy.
With the view of making a demonstra-
tion insuring the return of Letschitsky =
detachment, three companies under
Lieut.-Col. Garnitzky marched to Ma-
houmizza, about a mile and a hailf
south of Ekhavuan, to the crossing
of the roads leading to Sinkhi and the
Lok River Passes. Firing began at 2.
p.m. July 4 Garnitzky’s column reach-
ed the cross roads and dislodgea a
company of the enemy’s advance guard,
which was almost annihilated. Simul-
taneously Letchitskyt column dis-
lodged the enemy’s advance posts with- |
out firing a shot, and approached the,
foot of the height, surmounted by a
temple. The temple is less than a mile
east of Ekhavuan, where, altho exposcd
to a heavy frontal and flank fire, our |
troops dashed -forward and dislodged |
the Japanese from their entrenchments
and occupied the pass. As the enemy
was preparing to deliver a frontal and:
flank attack, our column then retired, !
as previously instructed. Three com-
panies of Garnitzky’s force occupied
the position which they had been order- !
ed to secure.

Fired on Japanese.

When Letchitsky’s force began to
withdraw the enemy opened a heavy
fire from the heights. In spite of this
the column retired in .perfect order.
Brave Letchitsky remained continuous-
ly on the fighting line and directed the
column with remarkable ability and|
eoolness. He was the last to retire,
with his chief of staff and adjutant.
Garnitzky’s column behaved with equal
brilliancy and coolness, carrying out
their task with no sign of agitation.
Our casualties were :Letchitsky bruis-
ed and wounded; Col. Poapelow, Lieut.-
Col. Trakhemovsky, Capt. Solieff,
Lieuts. Maroff, Latkine, Bobroslavsky
and Kozine, Second Captain Paly and
geveral other officers wounded and 209
soldiers killed or wounded. I observed
the fighting with my staff from ch»e,
Ekhavuan tower, and I can personally |
testify to the conduct of the troops. T}
cannot pass in silence the remarkable

devotion of the surgeons and of thw:
chaplain who attended the wounded
under a heavy fire and even helped to
carry them off the field. All the
wounded were removed.

Russians in Retreat.

On the morning of July 3 our rein-|
forcements occupied Liandiansian. Ona
soldier was killed during the fighting. !
The same afternoon a detachment of |
the enemy, consisting of two battalions
and six squadrons, with six machine
guns, advanced and attacked our out-|
posts. lying south of the valley of the
River Kho, who retreated under the;
vigorous fire of the enemy. The offlder
commanding our advance cavalry ad- |
vanced at 2.30 p.m. with a detach-
ment, and at the same time the enemy
placed machine guns on the heights
northwest of Dounshkhedja, and their|
infantry occupied the outskirts of the
forest near the village. Our horse bat-
tery retreated to the position at Dan-!
sitchjap, near the railread, being cover- |
ed bvi¥mounted dragoons and frontier|
guards,~ Under the fire of our artillerv!
and rifles the enemy quickly evacuated
their positions and retreated toward
Senuchen. Our cavalry pursued them |
until they reached an entrenched po#i- |
tion nccupied by a strong foroe of thy
enemy. The enemy’s princiral forces are
at present concentrated at Vandianudze. !
in the direction of Haicheng, and
Rehikouve. about ten miles west
Siuyen. on the road to Kaichou.

Voted Down Four Clsuses of Mr. Maclean’s BII|.to Amend the

Railway Act—No Relief

Arthur and Locust Hill,

Ottawa, July 5.—(Staff Special.)—Mr.
Maclean’s bill to amend the railway
act met with a cool reception in the
railway committee to-day. The com-
mittee voted down in turn the follow-
ing clauses:

1. To compel the railways of Canada
to give reduced passenger rates by the
application of the Michigan law to
Canada.

2. To bring express companies within
the jurisdiction of the railway commis-
sion. :

8. To compel railway companies to
admit independent telephones into their
stations on the payment of compensa-
tion for direct damages incurred in

ance,

4. To deprive the chairman of the
railway commission of the power to
overrule the other two commissioners
on _gquestions involving points of law.

Not Yet Abandoned.

The fight for the foregoing amend-
ments to the rallway act, tho checked
in the railway committee, has -by no
means been abandoned. Mr. Maclean
intends to carry his bill into the house,
where the friends and enemies of re-
duced passenger rates will be placed
squarely on record. The proceedings
in the railway committee were not a
fair test of the feeling of parliament
on the question of lower passenger
rates. Many of those who said nothing
will hesitate to vote against this clause
of the bill. The Canada Southern bill
was reported without amendment.
This is the bill which Mr. Maclean
held up on the ground that no legisla-~
tion should be granted to the Michigan
Central Railway until it agreed to give
Canadians the same passenger rates
which it gives to the people of Michi-
gan. The committee showed a disposi-
tion to rush the bill thru without im-
posing any conditions in regard to pas-
senger rates. The issue raised by Mr.
Maclean will be finally decided when
the bill comes up in the house,

Stronz Lobby Present.

The railway officials, who were here
in force when Mr. Maclean’s bill was
discussed in the committee two weeks
ago, again camped on the scene of bat-
tle. It was perhaps the strongest lob-
by of joint railway interests that ever
appeared at Ottawa. Members of the
committee supposed that the railway
representatives, or at least some of
them, were present for the purpose of
giving evidence. This evidently was a
The much-talked-of infor-
mation that the railway officials were
going to give to smash charges of dis-
crimination against Canadian passen-
gers did not materialize.

When Mr. Maclean asked to be al-

Amsterdam, July 5—A despatch from
Batavia, capital of the Dutch East
Indies, says'that the commander of the.

The Achinese losses were 432 killed, in-
cluding 281 women and 88 children, and
64 wounded; 17 prisoners were taken,

The Dutch casualties included the

commander, a lieutenant, two sergeants
and 13 soldiers wounded.

On June 23 the Dutch troops attack:d
Tangat Bars when the Achinese losscs

.| were 654 Kkilled, including 188 women anl

130 children and 49 wounded. Twenty-
eight prisoners were taken.

The Dutch losses were a captain, 142
soldiers and six coolles wounded.

Achin was a former Malay Sultanate,
extending from the River Sinkel to the
west end of the Island of Sumatra.
War with the Dutch, who claim the su-
premacy of the whole island, broke out
in 1873 and resulted in the formal an-
nexation of Achin, altho it has never
been actually conquered. Since 183
there has been chronic warfare and
repeated expeditions have been under-

taken by the Dutch without decisive

result. Achin has an area of 12,000
square miles, with a coast line as long
as' that of France, and the population
is estimated at about 300,000. The peo-
ple are brave and warlike, and invetar-
dte head hunters.

St. Petersburg, July 5.—Thirteen com-
panies of Russian troops, sent out by
Lieut.-Gen. Count Keller, in a recon-
naissance in force, to ascertain the
strength of the Japanese columns’ ad-
vance force moving on Liaoyang, came
into collision with the Japanese be-
tween Motien and Fenshul Passes yes-
terday. Sharp fighting ensued and the
Russians retired before overwhelming
numbers, after ascertaining the exact
strength of the Japanese forces. The
Russian losses are officially stated to
be 200. In case the information ob-
tained by Gen. Keller leads Gen. Ku-
ropatkin to consider that Liaoyang is
seriously threatened, it #s probable
that some of the troops will return
north from Tatcheklao. Then the Jap-
anese are likely to repeat their attempt
to recapture Newchwang.

REPEATED BAYONET CHARGES.

St. Petersburg,July 5.—The fact that
Gen. Sakharoff, chief of staff to Gen.
Kuropatkin, witnessed the fighting
near Motien Pass, is taken here to in-
dicate that 'he is in command of the
forces east of Liaoyang, which include
the army corps -under Lieut.-Gen,
Count Keller.

Agnes,

ADRIFT FOR SIX DAYS.

Another Boat Load of Norge Sur-

vivors Picked Up. »
. Aberdeen, Scotland, July 5.—Another
boat load containing seventeen survi-
vors of the ill-fated Danish steamer
Norge, which foundered off Rockall
Reef, 290 miles froms the Scottish main-
land, on June 28, were landed -at Aber-
deen to-night by the steam trawler

Largo Bay. Bix hundred and twenty~|,

seven souls are still missing. The con-
tingent now being cared for at Aber~
deen consists of 160 ' passengers, the
third mate of the Norge, the quarter-
master, a steward, a lamp trimmer and
one of the crew. :

They drifted at the mercy of the At-
lantic for six days. -When both wates
and food were gone and when the oc-
cupants were almost too exhausted 2ven
to hope, the trawler hove in sight. Tois
was on July 4, and when the boat was
about $0 miles off St. Kilda. Those
rescued had eked out an existence on
two biscuits per day.

When they started. from the ill-fated
ship there was only one small cask of
fresh water in the boat. -Before the
Largo Bay fell in with them the bis-
cuits had been finished and the pangs
of thirst and hunger had set in. They
weat'ered a gale and lived as best they
might, and strived to reach the coust
of Scotiand. From strips of life belis
they constructed a crude sail. The men
had scarcely strength enough to hold
the oars.

wien the survivors were dragged on
board the trawler, the fishermen were
ohliged to forcibly prevent them from
eating and drinking too much. Many

of the survivors have sévere wounds]

sustained in jumping from the decks of
the sinking ship. The legs and arms
of others were swollen from exposure
and from the salt water. On their ar-
rival at Aberdeen the survivors wece
taken to the Sailors’ Home,

The third mate states that three other
boats started with that rescued by the
Largo Bay. One of. these contained. 32
persons, including geveral . women and
children. Another boat had fifteen men,
with the second mate in charge, ‘rthe
third boat had ten'men on board. The
survivors parted
three boats on July 3.

For these boats the British gunboat
Leda. the government fishing cutter
Jackal, a steamer chartered by the
Danish consul at Glasgow, and sevaral
others vessels are diligently searching.

SCIENTIFIC DROPPER.

At one end is fitted a very much
smaller tube, which forms the means of
egrese for the drope. . The dropping is ac-
complished thru the gradunal loosening of
a cork in the other end of the vial.

Some Winners of the Past and Their
Prominence To-Day.

There are two scholarships, one in
classics and the other for mathema-
tics, and they were given by the now
King when he was visiting here in
1860.

Among the notable winners gince then
have been, in 1867, mathematics, A. P.
Grasett, K.C., of Peterboro; 1868, clas-
sics, the late Rev: O. F. Ford, who was
curate of St. Luke’'s at his death; 1869,
classics, George A. Mackenzie, barris-
ter; 1871, classics, Dr. J. A. Worrell,
chancellor of the Diocese of Toronto;
1873, mathematics, Ven. Archdeacon
Worrell of Kingston; 1874, classics, C.
J. Logan, classical master Galt Colle-
giate Institute; 1884, N. Ferrar David-
son, barrister; 1889, classics, Rev. H. H.
Bedford Jones of Brockville; 1890, clas-
sics, Rev. W. H. White, vicar at Bar-
rie; 1892, C- S. Maclnnes, barrister;
1894, classics, Prof. H. M. Saunders of
the University of Pennsylvania.

1t is interesting to note also that the
Wellington scholarship was a gift from
the “Iron Duke” himself. It was first
established in King’s Colleze, but when
that was secularized as the University
of Toronto, it was transferred, in ac-
cordance with the terms, to the Angli-
can College, Trinity. The “Jubilee”
scholarship was founded to commem-
orate Bishop Strachan’s ordination.

We
are a very happy community, tho it isu't
quite nice only getting two malls a week
in the winter. The Indians are very quick
to learn English and to play the tambourine
and other Instruments. Sometimes I heéar
them praying and singing hymns all night
long. They live by fishing and hunting,

“It is difficelt for them .to get rid of
their old superstitions. One came to me
recently with this story : ‘I have seen the
devil.

(none of our people do that), but he wasn’'t
very well, and perhaps he was feverish.

*The Indians who are not converted try
very hard to win back our members to heas
thenism. Old Tom. who liyes next door to
me, is sometimes visited in the middle of
the night by his formey companions. They
say, ‘Come to the feast of the Potlack. All
your friends are there, and your seat is
empty. ~ Your,friends remember you, avd
they are downcast. Do come back.’ is
very trying to poor old Tom's feelings, but
he is staunch to the army, and he tells
them to go away and not comé back any
more.”’

Australia‘s Old-Age Pensioners.

Commissioney McKie from Australia and
New Zealand said :

“In Australasia during the last two years
and a half the army has made splendid
progress all round. We have children’s in-
dustrial schools, and we receive the hoys
and girls who would otherwise go to jall,
the government making us a grant of 10
shillings a week per head, We also receive
government grants for our rescve and
prison-gate work.

“The army looks after the men who re-
ceive old-age pensions'from the state. The

per man, and we house and feed and take
| care of the old folk for 6s. and give them
| the balance for pocket moncy. We have 30
'in our Melhourne home, 40 in our New
South Wales home. Many of them are old
miners who have gambled away thelr earn-
ings. Some are fine old fellows and very
willing to do a bit of work, such as pluck-
ing fruit or cleaning up.

“Officers in charge of our Victoria Insti-
tutions have all the authority of policemen
and can arrest boys who are making for
mischief.

“Gambling is the great sin of Australla,
From children to old men, all will gamble
on anything. This tendency dates from the
old goldfield days, when gamblihg was the
only available amusement. The army goes
for the sin red hot.

“Our most broken down cases out thera
come from this country. They went out
because they couldn't do any good here, and
they don’t do any goed there. Drinking is
pretty prev:lent in Australia, but the peo-
ple don’t get so low-down drunk as they do
in this country.

“I have letters for the general from all
the leading people of Anstralasia from the
chief justice to the chief secrctaries of all
the states; and those letters’ express the
highest appreciation of the work of the
Salvation Army.”

Devil Worship in India.

Major Yesupatham, one of the native
officers of India, chatted about his 20 good
years' army experiences.

“I belong to Travancore,’” he said, ‘“‘and
14 years ago there were villages theye full
of people worshipping the devil. - g spe-
clally difficult to make the lowest classes
give up heathendom, Decause they hove
been so imbued with the idea that the dev-
ils will punish them if they become Christ-
fans. When one of our people has a child
ill, his former assoclates are sure to tell
him it Is a visitation from the devil, and
that the best thing to do Is to, bring a fowl
or a pig or a goat as an offﬂ‘lng.

“The strong caste feeling 18 also a great
hindrance. People of high caste say, ‘If
we get converted and hecome Christians
we shall have to mingle with low-caste peo-
ple’ and that is a great difffculty. We
don’t mince matters. We tell them that the
gospel of Christ recognizes no differences,

that they must make a clean sweep of all
their old beliefs,

“The drink is a great curse in our coun-
try—arrack, in particular, which Is brewed
from a kind of bark, and a toddy made from
the cocoa-nut tree.

“But we are making splendid progress.”

And that was the universal testimony.

Montreal, July 5.—(Special.)—The Do-
minion government have retained the
service of J. A. Jamieson, the Canadian
grain elevator engineer, to prepare
plans and specifications for a large fire-
proof grain elevator to be built at Port
Colborne, the Lake Erie entrance :o
the Welland Canal, and which will be
an adjunct to the canal system. The
transportation commussion recently re-
commended that an elevator be built at
this point for the purpose of trans-
ferring grain from the large lake vgs-
sels which carry cargoes of 150,000 to
250,000 bushels to canal sized vessels
or barges which will then transport it
thru the Welland, Lake Ontario and
St. Lawrence canals to Montreal.

SCHOLARSHIPS FOR TEAGHERS.

¥or 3 Months’ Course in Macdonald
Institute Offered Thru Ontario,

The minister of education is prepar-
ed to grant fourteen scholarships to Lhe
value of $50 in.the case of each woman,
and $75 in the case of each man, to
teachers taking a three months’ course,
commencing in September, at the Mac-
donald Institute, Guelph. An allowance
also at the rate of Gc per mile for the
actual distance from' the teaghers'
school is offered from the Macdonaid
rural schools fund, together with ua
allowance of $25 to every approved
teacher who has taken a full course
satisfactorily. s

Candidates are expected to hold at
least second-class provificial certifi-
cates, and to be recommended by th2
public school inspector. In making the
selection, while the qualifications of
each applicant will be the main factor,
an effort will be made to have various
parts of the province represented.

The courses to be taken at the Mac-
donald Institute for the teachers se-
Jected will have special reference to
nature study, and such other subjects
as will fit them to take charge of
schools having school gardens, and to
become teachers in consolidated schools.
Applications should be received by
John Millar, deputy minister of educa-
tion, accompanied by the inspectors’ re-
commendations not later than July 20.

Chicago, July 5.—The Tribune to-day
publishes a partial list of casualties re-
sulting from Fourth of July celebra-
tions all over the country. The list gives
the total number of dead as twenty-
five; injured,:1384, and a property loss
of '$177,800.

A year ago the accidents reported on

the night of July 4 were torty-eight'

de&d and 3431 injured. In twenty-four,
bours the totals had jumped to (ifty-
two dead and 3665 injured.

In Chicago this year's victims re-
ported early to-day numbered one dead
and eighty-two injured. Chicago's
figures a year ago to-day were two
dead and 117 injured.

Thruout the country the fire losses
were generally smaller than in former
years.

In Chicago 115 alarms were sent in
during the twenty-four hours, fourteen
mgare than last year. The losses were
all small.

FIFTY INJURED.

Tacoma, Wash.,, July 5.—Fireworks,
which were to have been set off in
Wright Park as\a finish to a big Fourth
of July celebration,caught fire from ai-
most the first rocket that was sent up,
and in an instant :the entire heap of
explosives was flying in every direc-
tion.

The board of control yesterday com-
pleted the first revision of the propos-
ed telephone agreement and made a
number of changes. The term of 'the
franchise will be ten years, renewabie
for five-year periods, and the percen-
tage to be paid the city will be 2 /1-2
per cent. upon all receipts within the
city for the first five years and 5 per
cent thereafter. Revenue from long-
distance connection will not be includ-
ed. An amendment was inserted pro-
viding that in case the city should
take over the plant, it should be con-
sidered as a going concern.

H. H. Dewart, K.C.,, and Robert Mec-
‘Kay appeared for the Canadian and
:Stark Companies respectively and oh-

‘Jected most strenuously to the forfsi-
ture clause. Mr. Dewart said that no
self-respecting city should put in such

NOXIOUS WEEDS DESTRUCTION. |

The amendment passed at the last
session of the Ontario legislature to the
law respecting the destruction of nox-
ious weeds should be put into force by
every municipality desirous of ridding
the country of these objectionable soil
destroyers. The amendment reads as
follows: \

“An ACT TO AMEND THE LAW RE-
SPECTING THE DESTRUCTION Of
NOXIOUS WEEDS,” as follows:

2. Section 8 of the said act is repgal-
ed and the following substituted there-
for: |

8 (1) *“I: shall be the duty of every
owner or occupant of land in a munici-
pality to cut down and destroy, or cause
to be cut down and destroyed, at ths
proper time to prevent the ripening of |
their| seed, all noxious weeds growing,
on any highway adjoining such land,
not being a toll road, from the bound-
ary of such land to the centre line of
such road, and in case of default after |
notice from the inspector or overseer
of highways, or where no inspector or
overseer is appointed from the clerk of |
the municipality, the council of such |
municipality may do the work, and may I
add the cost thereof to the taxes agains: |
the land in the collector’s roll and col- |
lect sueh cost in the same manner as
other taxes.”

(2) “In the case of lands assessed as
non-resident lands in townships, the
council of the township shall direct the
work mentioned in sub-section 1 of .this
gection to be done and may add the cost
therepf to the taxes against the lands
and may collect the same in the same
manner as other taxes.”

Under the old enactment governlng!
the destruétion of noxious weeds, a;
stipulated date, viz., July 10, was given
as a time limit for cutting weeds to pre-
vent spreading. In some cases, such as
burdock, it was found that the plants
afterwards grew and seeded, and no
time [limit has now been named, thus
permitting weeds to be cut at the pro-
per time before seeding at any time
during the summer. One of the most
dangerous weeds not yet generally in-
¢cluded in the‘category as noxious, s’
sweet clover. The introduction of this
prolific plant by the railroads for th2,
retention of embankments was an un-'
fortunate oversight. Its spread is very'
rapid ,and township councils are begin-
ning to regard it as one that increasing
war will have to be waged against to
bring about its extermination. The
Noxious Weeds Act allows this plant
to be included in the list to be destrov-
ed, and no time should be lost in mak-
ing its reproduction as difficult as pos-

During June the prices for
export and butcher cattle of good
quality have been in advance of the
prices pald a year ago. The Ontario
raiser and feeder of good grade cattle
need not fear that he will overcrowd
the market; there is plenty of room for
many more farmers to enter the lists
in the raising of good commercial
There is little cause for com-
plaint on the part of the hog buyers.
The grgat bulk of the hogs that came
to market were in good condition. It
is a debatable question, whether On-
tario will furnish her full quota of
hogs for the last half of the year. The
usual number of sheep and yearlings
have passed thru the markets and
prices have maintained an upward
tendency. Buyers on the Toronto mar-
kets are now purchasing lambs at so
much per 100 pounds; this is as: it
should be; the old system of so much
per head is passing away, like the old
turnpike tollgate. The price per pound
live weight shuts out guesswork and
the rising generation of farmers are
running their farms on business prin-
ciples, of which this is one.

FUTURE OF WHEAT PRICES.

‘Whetheér the tendency of wheat prices
is up or down from present levels, is
a . matter that {is affording much
diversity of. opinion, and as
many reasons are advanced by
those favoring higher prices as
by those who expect that the incoming
crop will have to be marketed below
that of last year. Those who talk for
a higher market cite the continuance
of what may mean a long and tedious
war; the small supply of visible wheat
inn Canada and the United States; the
partial failure of the winter crop and
the dangers yet open against an .as-
sured spring crop. On the other side
the position is taken that for a year

those of Europe, that the flour demand
is not good enough to sustain current
wheat prices, and that a large crop is
probable in all wheat producing coun-
tries, In the matter of cereal prices,
as is the case in fact with other com-
modities, considerable allowance must
A bullish or
bearish sentiment is largely in the
hands of manipulators, and at Chicago
to-day the leverage of the powerful
interests who attempt to control the
prices of futures is working for a lower
range of prices. Taking as an instance
the July wheat option, in which set-
tlers have the privilege of tendering
delivery up till the last day of the
month, the price latterly has averaged
nearly ten cents a bushel below the
cash prices. The reason. assigned for
the difference is that new wheat will
be moving freely before the month is
out, and that farmers will be willing
to sell their output at a figure named
by speculators {n advance for them.
The difference now existing betwe2n
the option and the actual wheat is cal-
culated to have an effect on the farm-
ers’ mind and gradually lead him to
think that after all his wheat is not as
valuable as he would like to believe.
This feature of the future of prices is
one that cannot be estimated in actual
cents per bushel, but it is one that
cannot be ignored in reviewing’
the possibilities in prices for
the new crop. Manipulators for lower
prices are relying upon the old theory
that the buyer finally dictates terms
to the seller, and the process, tho
gradual, has favored the Chicago bear
for some years now.

' Scotchman Reported From
Across the Line,

New York, July 5.—The Tribune says:
Whitestone, Queens Borough, has not
yet come to that state of mind where
it can contentedly see the English flag
flown on July 4 One was thrown to
the breeze yesterday. The owner said
he acted in good faith, and as he had
done for years in Manhattan, but the
flag was taken down. Five soldiers
from Fort Totten, who were on leave for
the day, removed the flag.

There are two stories of just how it
all happéned. William T. Butler of No.
84 Sumner-avenue, Brooklyn, sometime
secretary to Bird 8. Coler, tells one side,
and John Armstrong, who owns the
flag, another. Mr. Butler is visiting al
friend who lives ‘in Thirteenth-strezt,

between Seventh and Eighth-avenues,
in Whitestone. Mr. Armstrong lives,
next| door.

Mr. Butler saw the flag on his way,
to the village. There he heard 1alk!
which caused him to go to Mr. Arm-|
strong as soon as possible and ask him
to remove the flag, or else hang ~ut
an American flag above or alongside it. |
Mr. Armstrong had no American flag
and declined Mr. Butler’s offer to pro-
vide one. Mr. Armstrong is a native
of Glasgow. He has lived in White-|
stone for five weeks. The flag was a|
handsome one, measuring about six feet
by four feet eight inches.

Several movements to take down the
flag were started, but nothing was ac-
complished until a party of artillery-
men reached the station on their way,
to Manhattan for an outing. Those
who | had been itching to get the flag
down and dared not attempt it th2rr-
gselves lost no time in urging the sol-
diers to do it. - |

The party consisted of Sergeant Chas.|
E. Montgomery, Corporal Wm. Mosely,
and Privates Brown, Clark and Wins-|
low. The soldiers asked that the fiag
be taken down. Mr. Armstrong re-
fused. Sergeant Montgomery ordered
Private Clark up the veranda, and he
shinmed to the roof and removed the
flag.| It was carried to the rear of the
house, where Mr. Armstrong was, and
offered to him. He refused to touch it,|
qn the ground that it had been defiled.'

Mr. Armstrong declares that the sol-
diers acted in a boisterous and disor-!
derly manner and treated the flag
roughly. {

Mri Butler, who was present, declares’
that all the roughness was on the part
of Mr. Armstrong. He asserts that 'he
soldiers went about their act quietly,'
that Mr. Armstrong was asked to re-|
move the flag, that he refused in most
emphatic language and that the tilag,
was removed gently and without harm,
to it

Mr. Armstrong said last evening that
he had no idea that he was going to|
cause any trouble. He had been in this’
country for years, but had no desire to
become a. citizen. His two boys and
his girl were born in this country nnd‘
he intended they should be American
citizens. He said that he had displayed|
