CARS WITHOUT RAILS.

A. sub-committeé of the Manchester
Tramways Committee has been consider-

"ing and has just repofted upon, the sys-

tem of trackless trams, or trolley-fed
electric omnibuses. The system is a
compound of the omnibtis and tramway
systems, An omnibus equipped with one
or more electric motors recelves current
thru overhead trolley wires and a swiv-
eling trolley arm similar to that used on
tramways, Bue thére are no ralls, and
the driver of the 'bus can choose his own
path on the street.

Mechanically and electrically the sys-
tem presents no difficulties. The essén-
tlal difference between the two systems
is the absence of rajls in the trackless
system, which means the \saving of capi-
tal outlay, but a railless ca 8 a much
severer straiu on the overhead construc-
tion than a tram car, bécause of the jolt-
ing of the 'bus, and the side pulls trans-
mitted thru the trolley arm when the car
passes from one sidé of the road to the
other.  And the omhibus requirés to be
more strongly built than the ‘tram ocar
running on well-laid tracks. The railléss
system may be superior for infrequent
services, but in great towns the tramway
is likely to hold its own: -

CHINA,.TO REFORM TIBET.

Lama, Attel" Four -Years' Wandering,
Will"* Return to the ‘Capital.

PEKIN, Dec. 21.—The Dalai Lama of
Tibet left’ Pekin ° this' morning for
Lhassa, his capital, and his departure
marks the teginning of the end of his
four years of wandering over Northern
China. 3

The lama started out from Iihassa
shortly after the arrival there cf a Bri-
tish flield force. IIe felt that his +holy
city had been desecrated by the pre-
tence of the Englishmen,. and -at-the
head of a large.retinue he. started on
wanderings that earried h'm over many
thousand miles . off Manchuria and
China, atways greatly to the arn:y-
ance of the Chinese authlorities, for he
is an unwelcome and expensive visitor.

He came to Pekin last September at
the urgent request of the Chirnese Gov-
ernment, wio wante@@ him to return to
his ‘capital in ordér to make possible

CIVERNMENT ORDER
WHHUHAWINB LAKES

Claims Staked Before ‘Detember
18 Not Affected — Four Town-
ships in the [List.

The announcorpent made exclusively
in The World yesterday morning that
the government had decided to with-

draw from prospecting the bottoms of
the lakes in Gowganda district will be
received - with gredt‘ interest by pros-
pectors in the norgl country and the
public at large. ¥

In the wild staking of|claims around
Gowganda everyone seemed to have
overlooked the water d¢laims until a
few weeks ago. Then someons thought
about it and three claims were staked
on the west side of Lalke Gowganda.
One of these was recorded by Mr. Rice,
edifor of The .Montreal River Ex-
plorer. . i

The government acted: promptly and
has probably averted largely the contro-
versy and litigation arising out of the
sale of Cobalt Lake. The lakes that
have been withdrawn intlude all those
In four surveyed townships and will
affect Wigwam, Lost, Leroy, Everett
and Calcite .lakes. With the bottoms
of the lakes which are withdrawn there
will also be withheld, 66 feet of shore
line in each case.

In any discovery which may be made
on the shore at Lake Gowganda it will
be necessary to sink shafts on the 66-
foot strip and tunnel under the lake.
Il_‘ would be impracticable from an ‘en-
gineering standpoint to drain Gowgan-

da, which is quite a large lake, some
six or seven miles in length and four
Iniles agross, and which is part of a
chain of connected waterways extend-
ing north and south,

The lakes on the discovéery ridge are
embraced in the claims already staked
and surveyed, and these will not be af-
fected. All claims staked out before
Deéc: 18 will be exempt from the order.

Miller Lake is already surrounded and
covered by staked claims and the order
will therefore carry little public value
there. The same may be said of Leroy
Lake. Some water claims have been
started in Everett Lake, Lost Lake,
Calcite and Wigwam Lakes.

There is still little doubt but that

‘there will be an outcry’'from the pros-

pectors who work in the face of great
difficulties and who are impatient: of
any limitations which may be imposed
by the government. The government
has not acted hastily, however, and has
the support of a large public sentiment
that the people as a whole have some
interest in this country. The value of
the water claims, too, is still problem-
atic.
