In the latest proposal, Germany as-
sumes liability for the American lives
iost, offers reparation by the payment
of indemnity and assures the United
States that the killing of Americans
was without intent. The destruction
of the iiner was a act of reprisal for
the British tlockade under the orders
in council, according to the German
view, and reprisals should not be ap-
plied te neutrals. The tentative com-
munication also states that ‘the
method of conducting submarine war -
fare in the North Sea has been modi-
fied because of friendship for the
United States and because of the fact
that American Jives had been lcst.”

The British erders in council were
not issued till after the Germans he-
gan their submarine warfare against
British merchantmen.

“Pacifists, old women of both sexes,
who .advocate a peace. propaganda at
this time, are either crazy or fools.

Sir Glenholme's criticisms of the
eligible man who stays at home were
as flery and sarcastic as any made
previously at a recruiting meeting in
Teronto. There would be no place in
Canada for the stay-at-homes after
the war, he said. The only accommo-
dation he cou'd likely get would be
among the Digger Indians, who sub-
sist on earth worms and insects some-
where in the deervs of Nevada. Yel-
low inside and yellow outside was the
man who hid behind a woman’s skirts
or gave'the miserable excuse of ‘“‘busi-
ress responsibilities.” Sir Glenholme
declared that at the beginning of the
war he offered his services in any
hranch the military authorities saw
fit to utilize them.

Intern All Germans.

Chairman Dr. Allen, referring brief-
iy to the burning of the parliament
buildings at Ottawa, which he charac-
terized as a German outrage, said that
if he were premier he would intern
overy German in Canada. In Germany,
he said, such an act would have re-
sulted in the shooting of a score or so
of British subjects. “A few more such
acts of 'deliberate murder, for the two
women were murdered, and Canadians
will not be lagging in recruiting ac-
tivity.” :

Capt. Bennett, who was wounded at
the second fattle of .Ypres, and is
again going overseas with the 8lst,
gave an interesting account of the
fighting on that memorable day. Give
him a meeting the size of last night'’s,
consisting solely of young men and
he would guarantee to put up reasons
for enlisting which would bring more
than half of them into uniform—and
he wouldn’t have to throw dirt at them,
either, he said. .

The captain said he did not believe
that Canadians were behind in recruit-
ing -because they were afraid—it was
because they had not been brought up
to the military idea to the extent old
countrymen had. But, he said, Cana-
dians on the field of battle, are second
to none.

Drastic Legislation versus
Education -

Tt is beginning to be seen, however, that sobriety,
with its attendant blessings, is to be brought about, not
by drastic legislation, but by education in its widest
sense. This truth is emphasized in the Report for 1915
of The Children’s Aid and Protective Society of the
Oranges, N. J., which says: “The Society firmly be-
lieves that its work along educational lines among the
families with which it deals from year to year has been
a prime factor in reducing intoxication.”

So Frances E. Willard, late President of the
Women’s Christian Temperance Union, says:

“The only way to have a sober people is to strike
at the root of the evil which causes inebriety. Pov-
erty, many hours of labor, the nerve-strain under
which men toil,-the anxiety from the insecurity of
their jobs: remove all these, and in a short time the de-
mand for a stimulant would cease and drunkenness
would be unknown.”’

Study up the question and get to know something about it--that is what
ff-appointed reformers ought to do.

Prohibition Crusaders Should
Study the Question

In the same strain Mary E. Garbutt, Wdmen’s
Christian Temperance Worker, points out that if a
man is employed only a part of his time and his wages
are low, poverty must as a matter of fact follow,
whether he drinks or not; while former Mayor ‘‘Tom”
L. Johnson, of Cleveland, Ohio, uttered a wise truth
when he said: “‘There are more people who drink be-
cause they are miserable than there are people who are
miserable because they drink.”’ :

The difficulty with most of these Prohibitionist
crusaders—although one does not like to say so—is that
they are ill-informed, having studied these questions
only superficially and only from one side. To get down
to bed rock requires time, patience, and honest re-
search; but it is so easy and pleasant to make sensa-
tional speeches and hurl denunciations at opponents
amidst the applause of sympathetic audiences.

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~ CODERE FOUND GULTY

Prisoner Maintdined His Inno-

- cence and "Received Verdict
i1, Without Visible Emotion.

Evidence Showed Murder of Sgt.
Ozanne Was Deliberately
Planned. . -

Canadian Associated Press Cable,
LONDON, Feb, 6.—Twenty min-

utes after retiring the Jury at the

Winchester assizes returned on Sat-
urday afternoon a verdict of guilty
against Codere. late lieutenant of
th_o 418t Battalion, indicted - for the
murder of Sergt. Ozanne of the 9th
Mounted Rifles.

“You add nothing about the state
of his mind?” enquired Justice Dar-

“We find him guilty,” 8ravely re-
sponded the foreman.

Thruout the two days’ heari the
prisoner sat between his gudrds’ in
the big dock listening -acutely but
never betraying excitement. Now,on
being called upon to say why sen-
tence should not'be passed, he open-
his lips for the , first time since
pleading not guilty.

Denies Guilt, -

“All I have to say is I am not the
man who did it,” he declared, stand-
ing erect and showing no signs of
emotion. 1

“G.a‘gq‘ Codere,” said the judge,
with the “Black cap on his head, and
sheriff and chaplain at his side. “The
Jury have found you guilty of the wil-
ful murder of Sergt- Ozanme. You
have said you are not the man who
did it. There is not e slightest
possible doubt you are the man who
did it. The only ground upon which
you could have defended successfully
fwas that which the jury have care-
fully considered and have rejected,
which was that you were not sane
when you killed him. The circum-
stances of the case show this .was
a carefully thought out murder. You
had resolved upon it some time “be-
fore you did it in order either to ob-
tain money to which you were not
entitled or to avoid paying money
You were bound to pay. The jury
have carefully considered all the cir-
cumstances of the case and have
come to the conclusion that the.
plea that at the time you committed
this orime you were insane is not made
out. I have only one duty to perform.”

Then followed the sentence in the
ueual form, the prisoner and judge,
ig-all appearances, being equally un-
moved. Codere turned calmly round
apd went down the steps to the cells.
The judge left the bench, and in an-

moment, still in scarlet robes,
he was driven from the castle court-
vard in a motor brougham. Mr. Foote,
K.C., leader of the circuit, had plead-
ed ¢loquently that the accused was not
mental.y responsible,

. ~-Bherbrooke Lawyer’s Evidence.

One of the chief witnesses was Emil
Riemx, K.C., of Sherbrooke, who had
known the . accused several yeare.
After testifying to Coderre’s general

. mental instability, Rioux, who was the

colohel of the militia regiment to
which Codere at one time belonged,
epoke of how accused was known
commonly as “Le Fou Codere.” One
day when the regiment was
marching thru the streets, Codere
suddenly dashed from the ranks and
threw a casual beholder into a ditch
hecause he seemed to think the man
had no right to look at the regiment.

Aslked why none of the accused’s re-
latives had attended, Mr. Rioux said
they had been under the impression
that their evidence could be taken by
2 commission. The judge seemed in-
terested to learn from this witness that
in the cricinal courts such procedure
was permissible in Quebec. .

Canon Gunniug, the venerable Ca-
tholic ehaplain at Winchester Jail,
spoke of the accused as seeming to
have no realization of his crime. “May
I say nothing I have said here has any
connection with direct spiritual min-
istration,” added Canon Gunning.

“T would not have you asked
anything you might have learned in
that capacity the judge assured him.

Experts Testified.

Two mental experts gave directly
contrary conclusions of their indepen-
dent examinations of the prisoner.
One of these mentigned the common
estimate was that one out of 27 of
the population of England was insane.

“Thomas Carlyle put the proportion
much higher,” dryly remarked the
judge.

Directing judge, Justice Darling,
while urging them to give full con-
sideration to all the incidents sub-
mitted to show the prisoner was not
responsible, pointed out that to estab-
lish defence on the ground of insanity
it must be clearly proved that at the
time of the commission of the act the
accused was laboring under such de-
fect of reason or diseased mind as not
to know the nature and quality of the
act, or if he did know that, he did not
know he was doing what was wrong.

Anticipating a cal] -and openings in
this direction, the Women'’s Emergency
Cprps, with Mrs. Willoughby Cum-
mings at its head, have had commun-
ication with J. W, avelle of the Im-
perial Muntions Board, and have alsb
investigated -conditions - and possibil-
itles regarding the empldyment of
women in Toronto factories. :

Results are not encouraging. It
turns out that the complete fuse is
not made in Toronto, the fipishing fine
work of the interior, on which women
might be employed, being all done in
When arrangements for this
were made, it was with the impres-
sion that women-workers in factories
were more plentiful in the eastern city
than in Toronto. This, however, omitted
the knowledge brought to light, thru
the enquiries and other adtivities of
the Women’'s Emergency Corps, that
there are many of those .considered
as members of the leisured class, will-
ing to train for, and work at, the fuse.

The mechanism of the fuse is as
fine in parts as that of a watch, and
in England, the pliable, smaller hand
of the woman has been found in many
instances to .-be even more adaptable
than that of the man.

Whether German enemfes should be
permitted the same freedom in Canada
as Canadian citizens has been a vexed
question ever since the war began. In
dealing with almost any other nation
there is always a .certain amount of
humanity and ch¥valrous tradition-to
rely upon, but with the Prussian-train-
ed German there is no humanity and
no honor and nothing else which can
be appealed to but the German inten-
tion to dominate the world, by fair
means if possible, but if not then by
any means that may be available.
Future relations with other nations
do not trouble the German at all

. He expects and intends to be master

of all other nations when the war is
over, and therefore, he reckons nothing
ot future possible reprisals. Or if he
does, he reverts to the view the crown
prince of Germany took, that Ger-
maay, if she were defeated, had no-
thing to lose; if she conquered, the
others ha¢ to pay. \

Taking this view of the British sen-
timent the German spies are quite
willing tc come among the people of
Brikain and British possessions and
run risks which they would not face
under such conditions as their own
government  establishes. Germans
know that we would not do what they
did with IEdith Cavell. They know
that we do not shoot people for crimes
which in Germany would not even re-
ceive the delay of o trial., VWe are in
their view ckicken-hearied, and we
have no strain of “frightfulness” in
us; They know we are brave in the
face of a foe, but they also remem-
‘ber that we are punctilious before a
magistrate. i .

Germans are always willing to take
the chances before a magistrate, They
have read Shakspere and they un-
derstand Dogberry and Mr. Justice
Shallow. They have made notes of
what has occurred in cases of trials
in Toronto and eclsewhere of people
who were regarded by the community
as alien enemies, and who would un-
der similar circumstances in Germany,
probahly have been shot, but who in
British lands are given a whitewash
and a clear sheet, and allowed to go
their way according to the German
idea of peace, which is to make all the
war possible behind your unsuspect-
ing neighbor’'s back.

Our general impression is that the
authorities are entirely too slack, and
should round up all who are in any
way under suspicion by the police.
This is no time for fine distinctions.
Military law is good enough for alien
enemiecs, who are not gentlemen
cnough to keep parole, or observe the
laws of hospitality. Whiie we do not
expect these alien vagrants to be shot,
they should certainly be interned and
kept fromn doing mischief eikther oc-
tively or passively, directly or indi-
rectly. This may not suit the idea
that some people still appear to cher-
ish that Canada # not at war. It is
the only policy that will suit the facts.

Nothing to Worry About

Nothing very encouraging has come
to light lately about the war, and
many people under the influence of the
Ottawa fire and on other accounts are
inclined to be out of spirits, They
should take a course of reading in Ber-
nard Shaw and learn to rejoice that
they are Britons and can defy the
Germans and all their train. The Irish
dramatist has the faculty of irritating
to desperation the less nimble-witted
among his readers, who are unable to
appreciate his detached and impartial
view.
~n a war like this, to be detached
and impartial seems like treason to
many. But some one must be detach-
ed and impartial we shall never
learn the facts. Shaw says there is
too much romancing going on, and as
he is a romancer by profession, he
knows just how much value to at-
tach to the stories in circulation. The
only thing to be depended upon ik
facts. Probably he would add, with
Mark Twain, first get your facts and

*

way. The alleged efficlency

ful German army which was to make
& mouthful of Paris in a fortnight, had
to wait before the fortresses of Liege
for two weeks till the ‘Austrians sent
them some slege guns, These two
weeks’ delay cost them the war.
The brilliant intelligence department
of the German army, hesays, with its
amazing organization of sples gather-
ing Information which could be, ob-
tained in Whitaker's or any other
almanac, was unable to tell the Ger-
man staff how many horse marines the
English had at Antwerp., If it had
known how many there were the Ger-
man army could have wiped them out
in ten minutes.

The German army s waking out of
its dream, and is all the more to be
regarded, but fhe people have
still to be awikened from their drearm,
and this, according to Shaw, is the
important necessity of the situation.
On the other hand, the British have
dreamed dreams of woe which are un-
warranted. Shaw shows that the
losses are very slight in the war com-
pared with the losses of peace, which
no one minds at all. Only 2 1-2 per
cent. have been killed by the whole
German army firing shot and shell at
them. We kill 87 1-2 per cent. of our
population in peg& thru inefficient
health measures, and no one protests.
In New Zealand, with care, this loss
has been brought down to 6 per cent.,
80 it is merely carelessness we have
to thank. There are worse things than
war, and the social crimes of peace are
as terrible as the German trenches.

 “Afraid of Being Shot”

Germany counts upon the softness,
as she regards it, of nations like Great
Britain, which would not resort to the
dastardly methods whith the Germans
have devised as part of their policy
of frightfulness. They kill our women
and children because they know we
would not kill their women and chil-
dren. They fully believed that the
British were a nation of shop-keepers,
and had/no fighting spirit in them,
judging them by the mass of peace-at-
any-price menin Canada and the Unit-
ed States, who would do anything
rather than fight, or who were, as
President Wilson expressed it, too
proud to fight.

Many of the young Canadians who
have been interviewed privately by the
recruiting officers, have confessed that
the reason they did not enlist was be-
cause they were afraid. They feared
being .shot. It may be a psychological
problem how it is that men of British
birth should have to make this con-
fession, but it #s well to note it. There
may be too much imaginative force,
so that the idea of wounds and pain,
and the fear of hell in the popular
theology may combine to scare him
from his duty. Or it may be that the
school training he has had unfits the
young Canadian for the duty of stand-
ing by his flag when it needs him.

It has been said for years before the
war the rule of women teachers in the
schools was rendening our boys effe-
minate, and making “Sissies” of them.
It would be of interest to interview
these young men who decline to en-
list and find out where they were
trained and by whom. Probably an
outery would be raised that this was
a step in the direction of militarism,
but a little common sense ought to be
exercised, and the question considered
what advantage these young men will
have if Germany wins and they come
under the compulsory conscription law
of the kaiser. It would be better to
fight for the actual freedom they now
enjoy under the British flag, than be
compelled to fight for a flag under
which there is only one will—the will
of the kaiser.

Our British conscription is not com-
pulsion in the German sense, but an
agreement among ourselves to defend
our rights and liberties. Any who re-
fuse to! join in that agreement have
really no right to privileges and liber-
ties any more than if they refuse to
pay their taxes, when compulsion in
this land of freedom is by no means

unheard of. There is no freedom
about jury service any more than
taxes, nor about various other re-

gponsibilities which citizenship in the
empire involves. The young man who
is afraid of being shot, however, is a
phenomenon which we cannot be proud
of. He is perhaps ashamed of him-
self, for it is much pleasanter to be
shot than to be conscious of being a
coward. ’

MAILS WERE RETAINED.
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Received Nomination at Cc;i‘miy
Convention Held in Bramp-,
ton Saturday.

REJECTED LIBERAL OFFER
Defended Conduct in Purchase of

Horses—Blain Appealed for
Unanimity.

Receiving 84 out of the 113 ballots
cast at tgi Peel County Conservative
convention held in B n on Sat-
rday afternoon, James R. Fallis re-
ceived the nomination to stand as
the Liberal-Conservative candidate
in the . by-election that will take
place Feb. 24 if the Liberals put a
candidate in the field.

Mr. Fallis was sent to the Ontario
Legislature from Peel County on the
Conservative ticket June 29, 1914,
and held that seat until the begin-
ning of last week, when he sent his
resignation to the government. His
resignation ‘was the. outcome of his
being implicated in questionable army
horse deals investigated by Sir
Charles Davidson recently.

The following nominations op-
posed Mr. Fallis: Robert McCul-
lough, Snelgrove; W. Jameson, reeve
of Inglewood; Reuben Lush, Toronto
Township; Frank J. Jackson, Mecad-

owvale; E. A, Walshaw, reeve of
Bolton, who stood; J. J. Donahy,
Brampton; C. E. Elliott, Port Credit;

D. McClure, Huttonville; L. J. C.
Bull, reeve of Brampton, and J. D.
Limeheer, reeve of Caledon, <who
withdrew. Only one ballot was ne-
cessary, as the opposing nominees
only Teceived 40 ballots between
them. The meeting made the choice
unanimous after the vote was an-
nounced.

Griffin’s Theatre, in which the
meeting was held, was crowded to the
doors by enthusiastic voters. Every
‘polling wsubdivision in the constitu-
ency was represented by its chair-
man and one or more delegates,
Excitement ran high when a letter
from the Peel Liberal Association.
signed by President Petch and the
secretary, was read by the chairman,
Leslie H. Pellatt, to the effect that
they would not contest the seat if the
candidate was other than Fallis. Cries
of “We don’t need the Liberals to
pick our candidate,” “They’ll select
Peck’s bad boy for us,” “Letthem keep
on thelr own side of the fence,” greet-
ed the statement, and it was only
after considerable persuasion by
Richard Blain, the federal member
for Peel, that the crowd was quieted.

Horse Dealer Always.

The chairman then called for Mr.
Fallis, who was warmly received-
“For some time I have been under
criticism resulting from the dealings
I had with the purchasing of horses
and selling them to the government,”
he commenced. “I have always beena
horse dealer, but of recent years
have devoted most of my time to
selling cattle. I was not very con-
versant with the proper procedure of
a member of the legislature when I
went in. I wasg sent to the legislature
with a ty. of 627 in June, 1914.
Four months after the war broke out
a number of people in the county
asked me to become interested in
buying horses from the farmers and
selling them to the government. I did
this in the same way as was done by
the late Dr, Quinn, the Liberal mem-
ber, during the South African warn
and there was nothing said then.
The horses were sold to me as a
dealer and a government permitted

it.

PONGD FANE OF RADER
THATCAPTURED APPAM

Capt. H. G. Harrison Saw Name
Plainly Posted Up in Cabin of
German Privateer.

NEW YORK, Feb. 6.—The German

‘raider which captured the British steam-

ship Appam was the Pongo, according to
Captain H. G. Harrison, former master
of the Appam, who reached here yester-
day from Norfolk on the steamship Ham-
ilton. With Captain Harrison were his
officers and crew numbering 150. who
probably will be sent to England on the
White Star liner Baltic.

Captain Harrison said he had no other
recourse than to surrender when wue dis-
covered the warlike character of the ship
which stopped him.

‘When the cruiser was less than two
ship’s lengths away, he was ordered to
board her with his deck officers and a
number of his men, The name of the
rajder, he declares, appeared in plain
English on the navigation charts hanging
in the vessel’'s pilot house and chart-
room, where he was summoned by the
commander.

“Nothing was taken from the Appam
except a shipment of gold bars from West
Africa, valued at about $180,000.”

for the establishment on a large scale
of colonies of small holders and the
development of co-operative buying
and marketing and of agricultural cre-
dit banks, together with a provision
for a large state gramt to put the pro-
rcsal into operation. Naturally the
sgcheme will require parliamentary
sanction. .-

KNGSTON POLCE AR

Two Groups of Suspected Persons

The woman, who was taken to the
police station, appeared to take the pro-
needings as a joke, and she smiled all the
time she was in the station.

CHAUFFEUR'S CONFESSION

He Alleged Woman Agreed to
" Pay for Murder of

Husband.
PROVIDENCE, R.I., . 6, —Mrs
Elizaberth F. Mohr was uitted last

night by a jury in the supreme court
of a charge of having instigated the
mmurder of her husband, Dr. C. Frank-
lin Mohr. C. Victor Brown. and Henry
H. Spellman, who were accused of the
actual killing, were found guilty. The
jury was out seven hours.

The trial began Jan. 10 and the jury
had been kept together all the time.

Mohr, a physician practising in
this city and Newport, was shot fatal-
ly on the evening of Aug. 31, 1915, as
he was sitting in his stalled automo-
bile in a lonely spot in Barrington.

Chauffeur Revealed Plot. ’

George W. Healis, the chauffeur,
rfade a confession in which he alleged
tbat Mrs. Mohr had agreed to pay him,
Brown and Spellman, $5000 if they
would murder her husband.

Thne police also claimed that the two
other negroes made confessions which
were subsequently repudiated. Healis
pleaded guilty to manslaughter and

‘hecame a witness for the state.

Dr. and Mrs. Mohr had been living
apart for two years as a result of
quarrels growing out of his alleged at-
tentions to Miss Burger and other
women. Separation suits were pend-
ing, and the state claimed that Mrs.
Mohr sought her husband’'s death for
revenge and to obtain his estate. The
defence maintained that Mmrs. Mohr
loved her husband and that she had
been involved by the actual murderer,
who hoped thus to mitigate his own
runishment.

GOT FIFTY-ONE RECRUITS

Rabbi Price, Dr. John Hunter, and
Returned Soldiers Made
Appeals.

Park Theatre, which holds the record
for obtaining recruits at the Sunday
evening recruiting meetings, increased
that record considerably last night when
51 young men volunteered for overseas
service. Before 8 o’clock the recruiting
sergeants. had lined up 18 at the door,
and the call of Pte. Baker, a raturned
soldier, who has a brother and father at
the front, brought three to the platform
just as the meeting was about to close.

Among the speakers were Rabbi Price,
Dr. John Hunter of the board of educa-
tion, John Stewart, who has three sons
at the front; Pte. Gibbons and Pte.
Baker, both returned soldiers.

““Those who have contributed to the
patriotic fund and other funds that have
been raised for purposes caused by the
war have not given one iota of what can
be given,” said Rabbi Price. ‘Do you
know that these same women that you
have given patriotic money to are spend-
ing it in your own city? Therefore I
repeat that you have not made one iota
of a sacrifice. Phone down to any of
the theatres at six o’clock and see if you
can get a ticket for the evening perform-
ance and you will find that they are all
taken. Does this look as if the city had
given its all?

Flirts at Front.

John Stewart, who has three sons in
khaki, sald: “I am appealing to parents
tonight. I have three boys in uniform,
and if T had 33 T would tell them to 80O
and fight. T tried to go myself, but they
stopped me on account of my age. There
are a lot of men who are flirting on
Yonge street who should be in khaki.
The boys who have gone to the front
have gone to protect their sisters and
sweethearts. while these flirts are mnot
affording much protection to women here.

Pte. Gibbons, who was wounded at St
Julien, gave a very interesting account
of his stay in Germany as a German pris-
oner. He said : ‘I was very glad when
the news came that I was to be ex-
changed. T can tell you. We were given
only rags to wear, and our meals con-
sisted of black bread and soup. If you
committed an offensive, it would go very
hard with you. You would have to carry
a pack of bricks up a hill, with a soldier
walking after you, with.a gun pointing
at you. Prisoners were made to work in
‘he mines or make munitions. and that
was the hardest of all. I was four
months in Germany, and I would rather
fight every hour in the day than have to
go there argal?."

Conglomerate More Likely to Con-
tain Gold Than the Mas-
sive Keewatin.

At a depth of 860 feet the main
vein on the Hollinger is 12 feet wide
and values average $20. per ton. Ap-
parently the ore is increasing in
tenor and in quantity with depth.
And it is certain that the mine has
not yet reached its full earning
power. .

Some experts think that consider-
able improvement could be made in
the mill in the way of reducing the
cost of treating the ore. The piant
at the Dome is more automatic and

has several labor-saving devices
that might he applied to advanfage at
the Hollinger. Then there is no doubt
the mine can keep a much larger
mill running to full capacity. Four
thousand tons per day or a gross
output of $12,000,000 per year is the
objective now aimed at by the man-
agement. ;

Owing to the extensive shearing to
which the ground has been subjected
there are many large ore bodies on
the Hollinger and other properties
at Porcupine. - The more fracture the
more ore is .the rule both at Cobalt
and Porcupine. Eighty-five per cent.
of the silver at Cobalt has  beoen
found in the : fragmental conglo-
merate.

When the camp was discovered Dr.
Willet G. Miller, the provincial geo-
logist, stated that the Keewatin,
which is an igneous massive rock,
was not likely to hold as many veins
as the conglomerate.. His reasons
were that the Keewatin was tough
and hard, while the friable conglo-
merate yielded much more readily to
vein formation. This pronouncement
has been amply verified. Porcupine
also affords striking testimony to Dr.
Miller’'s prescience. It is certain that
its many large ore bodies are due to
the great shearing and shattering to
which the originally hard complex has
been subjected. That afforded faci-
lities for the ascension and infiltra-
tion of the hot solutions which car-
ried the precious metal.

In Northern Ontario this lesson has
been so well learned that prospectors
now avoid the massive greenstones.
It is well-known that the favored
habitus of gold is in the softer rocks.
Where the formation is “tight” veins
are not numerous; they are gernerally
small and do not as a rule persist to
great depths.

Mining is also less expensive in
rocks which are well sheared and
broken, and then the prevailing ore
at Porcupine is a mixture of quartz
calcite and silicified country rock,
which crushes very easily.

At scme
other points in Northern Ontario t
formation is very hard, and this in-
volves a considerable increase in the
costs of mining and milling. There
are large quantities of the precious
metals in the fused magmas below
the solid crush of the earth, but these
can reach the surface only when ade-
quate channels or opening are avail-
able. Its great susceptibility to fis-
suring accounts for the preponderance
of the silver veins in the ' conglo-
merate at Cobalt, and the intense
shearing which has taken place in
the basement igneous rock at forcu-
pine has produced the many large
vre bodies which we find there. In
respect cof its great shearing, its soft
rocks and. many large ore bodies,
Porcupine is unique among the gold
fields of the world.

A R. CREELMAN DEAD -
A PROINENT LAWYER

Was . General Counsel” and a
Director of the Canadian

Pacific Railway

A.*R. Creelman, K.C., one of the
most eminent lawyers in Canada, died
at his home, 694 Sherbrooke street,
Montreal, yesterday in his 67th year.

The apparent
slowness of cxport demand counted
for the bears. This circumstance was
given more decided emphasis later
\when word came that Argentina was
underbidding the United States axr
Canada. Besides, reports of Italian
efforts to resell were current and
were to some -extent coupled - with
rumors of an Italian cabinet crisis
being likely.

‘Moderating temperatures were of
gome effect in lowering the price of
wheat, late in the sgssion. Uneasiness
regarding possible damage to the
‘winter crop was in a measure re-
moved by the improved weather, and
there were predictions also that the
cessation of cold would mean en-
larged arrivals at Minneapolis and
perhaps at other leading points. Corn
weakenéd owing to liberal receipts
and as a result of heavy increase ex-
pected on Monday. The break that
took place in prices uncovered many
stop-loss orders.
