OTTAWA. Feb. 6.—Premier Fishes 

of Australia and Premier Massey of 
New Zealand are on their way to Ot­
tawa, and have passed thru Hololulu. 
They will be met at Vancouver by re­
presentatives of the Canadian Gov­
ernment and conveyed here on a gov­
ernment train.

The Australasian premiers will pro­
ceed from Ottawa to London, where 
they iwill hold a conference with the 
imperial authorities.

It is understood that Sir Robert 
Borden will not accompany them to 
London, but Messrs. Fisher and. Mas­
sey, after discussing various matters 
of imperial concern with the British 
Government, will return to Ottawa and 
a conference will be held here. The 
expectation is that the leading question 
to be discussed in Ottawa will be the 
promotion and protection-of inter-im­
perial and inter-allied trade. The war 
arrangements are thoroly perfected.

Sir Robert Borden, when asked, to­
night if he could give any information 
legarding the visit of the Australian 
premiers, said: T have been familiar 
with their arrangements, but they are 
confidential and I cannot say anything 
at the present time.”

A despatch from Honolulu reported 
the arrival of the premier of Aus­
tralia on board the steamer Malkura, 
on the way to Vancouver. It was said 
that he was to accompany Sir Robert 
Borden to London to attend an imperi­
al conference. It was said that the pre­
mier boarded the steamer seven miles 
from Sydney from a launch, and that 
every effort was made to keep secret 
his identity.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 6.—President 
Wilson and Secretary of State Lansing 
are expected to confer tomorrow on 
the latest tentative draft of the com­
munication the German Government 
hopes will bring the negotiations over 
the Lusitania disaster to a satisfacto^ 
termination.

The president has had the tentative 
draft before him since Friday night.

is now at the rupture point. The Matin 
thinks that either the United Stats* 
or Germany must yield and that It 
will not be the United States.

Parisien, “it will be a great diplomatic 
victory, and if he breaks off relations' 
with Germany it will be an eloquent 
lessor! in morality to the world."

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WAR SUMMARY By s Staff Reporter.
OTTAWA, Ont., Feb. 6.—"There is 

an ‘erroneous impression' ln the 
country," said General Hughes to­
day, “that there Is some German offi­
cer around Ottawa doing intelligence 
work. That German officer Is at the 
front in the trenches. He is one of 
the hundreds of Germans loyally 
fighting with Canada under the 
British flag."

The minister of militia was refer­
ring to the complaints voiced by 
newspapers that Capt. Kahn, his 
chief intelligence officer, was a 
German with two brothers fighting 
ln the German1 army; that he was the 
son of a German officer and that his 
mother was the daughter of an Aus­
trian general.

"It is remarkably strange," con­
tinued General Hughels, “that they 
do not state that 35 Germans have 
fallen In the service, fighting the 
battles of the empire with the Cana­
dian forces. It would be better If 
those who are endeavoring to make 
a race war out of It would follow 
their example- This Is not a race 
war, but a war off liberty.

Rebuke to Smokers.
“There is an agitation all over the 

country regarding military protec­
tion for civic works, such as water­
works. This is a purely municipal 
matter in which the militia deport­
ment has no concern- If the people 
would throw fewer clgarets or cigar 
butts around there would be fewer 
fires. Twice in three weeks there 
have been fires ln the reading room 
of parliament.

little difficulty in forcing them to re-embark. But having gained two 
months’ grace, the allies have had sufficient time to land adequate 
reinforcement and to draw a strong fortified line, furnished with a 
powerful artillery, from the valley of the Vardar, east and south, to 
an unnamed point on the Aegean Sea. Saloniki will be valuable to 
the allies, not only as a gate of entry into the Balkans, but as a base 
from which forces can be sent to the coast of Syria to raid, the rail­
way connecting Constantinople with the Egyptian frontier, and take 
the enemy in the rear, if the Germans and Turks undertake their cam­
paign against the Suez Canal. It is only about four days’ sail from 
the coast of Syria. It is, therefore, on the cards that the allies will 
make a stubborn defence of their vantage point.

S° rapid and efficient has been the Russian pursuit of the Turks in 
the Caucasus region, south of Erzerum, that the enemy has been unable to 
reform and begin any sort of offensive for the purpose of gaining time to 
save his equipment, and to spare his men. The pursuit has been conducted 
in the midst of a heavy snowstorm, which has covered the surface of the 
mountains with several feet of snow. Heavy losses in men and material- 
have been suffered by the Turks wherever they have halted to make 
stand. The Russians are evidently making for the head waters of th 
Tigris River, so as to be in apposition to strike at Mosul arid at Aleppo.

Of the news from Mesopotamia, the chief feature is thàt. owing to 
heavy rains and hurricanes, the advance of the Kut relief army has been 
held up, and that refuge has been taken in trenches to protect the men 
from the weather and the Turkish sniper. The country being flat troons 
are exposed to a deadly Are at 2000 yards. It has been one of the most 
trying campaigns ever experienced by an Anglo-Indian force, owing to the 
unprecedented climatic cogitions, which resemble those encountered in 
France by the allies last winter, only in a much exaggerated form 

******
The reported partial destruction of the celebrated Skoda Armament 

works in Bohemia, as announced by a Roumanian newspaper is if true a 
serious blow to the central powers, for it was the Skoda guns’ and not the 
Krupp guns, that enabled the Germans and Austrians to make advances 
in Poland and in the Balkans. The Skoda works specialize in the heavy 
artillery that has been so useful in trench warfare, and the blowing up of 
this plant by disaffected Slavs or Austrian workmen would greatly hamper 
the enemy in the prosecution of his spring campaign. Germans have 
fomented plots to destroy munition shops in Russia and the United States 
and it would only be natural justice for the tables to be turned on them in 
their own country. It is believed that a considerable number of German 
and Austrian munition factories have lately been destroyed by explosions 
Roumania would obtain the news of disaster to the Skoda plant thru the 
reports of disaffected Transylvanians, who would keep closely in touch 
with Bucharest.

******
The operations of the week end in France were marked by the turning 

of the enemy’s instrument of destruction against him on the Navarin Pla­
teau in Champagne, when French shells exploded a number of reservoirs for 
poisonous gas, causing the substance to escape, and to be blown by the 
high wind right over the German trenches, thus demonstrating again the 
double-edged nature of this weapon. The customary artillery firing

Russian scoutsrmnder General Ivanoff, discovering a system of Aus­
trian mines, connected it by wire with their own trenches and exploded 
forty of the enemy’s mines.

~ Drastic Legislation versus 
Education -

It is beginning to be seen, however, that sobriety, 
with its attendant blessings, is to be brought about, not 
by drastic legislation, but by education in its widest 
sense. This truth is emphasized in the Report for 1915 
of The Children’s Aid and Protective Society of the 
Oranges, N. J., which says: “The Society firmly be­
lieves that its work along educational lines among the 
families with which it deals from year to year has been 
a prime factor in reducing intoxication.”

So Frances E. Willard, late President of the 
Women’s Christian Temperance Union, says:

“The^only way to have a sober people is to strike 
at the root of the evil which causes inebriety. Pov­
erty many hours of labor, the nerve-strain under 
which men toil,-the anxiety from the insecurity of 
their jobs: remove all these, and in a short time the de­
mand for a stimulant would cease and drunkenness 
would be unknown.”

In the same strain Mary E. Gar^utt, Women’s 
Christian Temperance Worker, points out that if a 
man is employed only a part of his time and his wages 
are low, poverty must as a matter of fact follow, 
whether he drinks or not; while former Mayor “Tom” 
L. Johnson, of Cleveland, Ohio, uttered a wise truth 
when he said: “There are more people who drink be­
cause they are miserable than there are people who are 
miserable because they drink.”

sa Canadian.citizens has been a vexed 
question ever since the war began. In 
dealing with almost any other nation 
there is always a certain amount of 
humanity and chivalrous tradition to 
rely upon, but with the Prussian-train­
ed German there is no humanity and 
no honor and nothing else which cân 
be appealed to but the German Inten­
tion to dominate the world, by fair 
means if possible, but if not then by 
any means that may be available.

Future relations with other nations 
do not trouble the German at all. 
He expects and intends to be master 
of all other nations when the war is 
over, and therefore, he reckons nothing 
of future possible reprisals.

They have made notes of 
what has occurred in cases of trials 
In Toronto and elsewhere of people 
who were regarded by the community 
as alien enemies, and who would un­
der similar circumstances in Germany, 
probably have been shot, but who in 
British lands are given a whitewash 
and a clear sheet, and allowed to go 
their way according to the German 
idea of peace, which is to make all the 
war possible behind your unsuspect­
ing neighbor’s back.

Our general impression is that the 
authorities are entirely too slack, and 
should round up all who arc in any 
way under suspicion by the police. 
This is no time for fine distinctions.

Receiving 84 out of the 113 ballots 
cast at the Peel County Conservative 
convention held in Brampton on Sat­
urday afternoon, James R. Fallls re­
ceived the nomination to stand as 
the Liberal - Conservative candidate 
in the by-election that will take 
place Feb. 24 if the Liberals pul a 
candidate In the field.

Mr. Faille was sent to the Ontario 
Legislature from. Peel County on the 
Conservative ticket June 29, 1914, 
and held that seat until the begin­
ning of last week, when he sent his 
resignation to the government. His 
resignation was the outcome of his 
being Implicated in questionable army 
horse deals investigated by Sir 
Charles Davidson recently.

The following nominations 
posed Mr. Faille: Robert McCul­
lough, Snelgrove; W. Jameson, reeve 
of Inglewood; Reuben Lush, Toronto 
Township; Frank J. Jackson.

NEW YORK, Feb. 6.—The German 
raider which captured the British steam­
ship Appam was the Pongo, according to 
Captain H. G. Harrison, former master 
of the Appam, who reached here yester­
day from Norfolk on the steamship Ham­
ilton. With captain Harrison were his 
officers and crew numbering 160. who 
probably will be sent to England on the 
White Star liner Baltic.

Captain Harrison said he had no other 
recourse than to surrender when <-e dis­
covered the warlike character of the ship 
which stopped him.

When the cruiser was less than two 
ship’s lengths away, he was ordered to 
board her with his deck officers arul a 
number of his men. The name of the 
raider, he declares, appeared In plain 
English on the navigation charts hanging 
In the vessel’s pilot house and chart- 
room, where he was summoned by the 
commander.

“Nothing was taken from the Appam 
except a shipment of gold bars from West 
Africa, valued at about $180,000.”

BRITAIN TO UNDERTAKE. 
LAND PURCHASE PLAN

Scheme Which Has Been Suc­
cessful in Ireland to Be ? 

Copied

TWO-FOLD PURPOSE

Discharged Soldiers to Get Work 
and Food Output to Be 

— Increased.

LONDON, Feb. 6.—One of the re­
sults of the war, according to reliable 
information,,win be the.adoption of 
the government of a tol# scheme of 
land purchase for England, such as
has been so successful in Ireland.

Confronted with the twofold prob­
lem of providing employment for dis­
charged soldiers, tooth during and after 
the war, and t'he desirability also de­
monstrated toy experience in the war 
ol materially increasing home grown 
food suippdes, the home office, the 
tooard of trade and the board of agri- 
cul.ure entered, into consultation with 
the war office and the admiralty, and 
the outcome was the appointment by 
tile board of agriculture of a special 
committee, -presided over by Sir Harry 
C. W. Ver-ney, parliamentary secretary 
to the board of agriculture.

The report of the committee, which 
will shortly be published, is said ' to 
recommend extensive state acquisi­
tions of land by compulsory .purchase, 
for the establishment on a large scale 
of colonies of small holders and the 
development of co-operative buying 
and marketing and of agricultural cre­
dit banks, together with a provision 
for a large state grant to put the pro • 
pesai into operation. Naturally the 
scheme will require parliamentary 
sanction.

—STORE CLOSES AT 6.30 P.M. Andrew Robertson, 
horse-breeder of Melbourne, 
warning to American owners of trotters 
and pacers who might figure they could 
clean up over in Australia because mile 
races are won in 2.20 or worse. There 
are many trotters capable of going in two 
minutes and ten seconds over there.

The explanation is that the standing 
starts hold forth in the antipodes, and it 
easily makes a difference of ten seconds 
to get off winging. Then, too, the races 
are handicap affairs at various distances, 
such as nine furlongs and the like. Amer, 
lean horses have not been trained to the 
system, and they are at a disadvantage 
to compete with the Australian trotters 
and pacers.

In this country a horse is schooled to 
start from a turn and score up to the 
starter for the word. The fields are not 
sent oft until a horse is in his stride and 
going at a pretty fair speed. We have 
classes for horses: that is, when a trot­
ter or pacer wins a race in 2.10 or a frac­
tion he has to go In the 2.11 classifica­
tion the following year.

It is all changed in Australia, and the 
system works fine, according to the pro­
minent Australian, who is visiting this 
country. The horses are handicapped. 
The sulky star with the fastest record is 
put back at the limit mark of say 25 
yards in back of the wire. The other 
Starters are ranged along up to the for­
tunate ones that start at the wire. The 
field is placed on the marks, and from a 
standing start the word is given to go.

The Australian horses are schooled to 
jump right into a trot or pace, as their 
gait might bt. It usually takes the 
American horse some time to get going. 
Naturally time is lost before a horse 
reaches his top speed, and that makes 
the difference in the tl

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At a depth of 860 feet the main 
vein on the Hollinger Is 12 feet wide 
and values average $20. per ton. Ap­
parently the ore Is increasing in 
tenor and in quantity with depth. 
And it to certain that the mine has 
not yet reached its fuU earning 
power.

Some experts think that consider­
able improvement could be made in 
the mill in the way of reducing the 
cost of treating the ore. The plant 
at the Dome Is more automatic and 
has several labor-saving devices 
that might he applied to advanfage at 
the Hollinger. Then there is no doubt 
the mine can keep a much larger 
mill running to full capacity. Four

This is a 
great economic advantage. At seme 
other points in Northern Ontario t 
formation is very hard, and this in­
volves a considerable Increase in the 
costs of mining and milling. There 
«.re large quantities of the precious 
metals in the fused magmas below 
the solid crush of the earth, but these 
can reach the surface only when ade­
quate channels or opening are avail­
able. Its great susceptibility to As­
suring accounts for the preponderance 
of the silver veins in the conglo­
merate at Cobalt, and the Intense 
shearing which has taken place in 
the basement igneous rock at Porcu­
pine has produced the many large 
ure bodies which we find there. In 
respect ctf its great shearing, its soft 
rocks and many large ore bodies. 
Porcupine is unique among the gold 
fields of the world.

Elizabeth F. Mohr was 
night by a Jury in the supreme court 
of a charge of having instigated the 
murder of her husband, Dr, C. Frank­
lin Mohr.

Mohr, a physician practising in 
city and Newport, was shot fatal­

ly on the evening of Aug. 31, 1916, as 
he was sitting In his stalled automo­
bile in a lonely spot in Barrington.

Chauffeur Revealed Plot.
George W. Healls, the chauffeur, 

made a confession in which he alleged 
that Mrs. Mohr had. agreed to pay him, 
Brown and Spellman, $6000 If they 
Would murder her husband.

Tne police also claimed that the two 
other negroes made confessions which 
were subsequently repudiated. Healis 
pleaded guilty to manslaughter and 
became a witness for the state.

Dr. and Mrs. Mohr had. been living 
apart for tiwo years as a result of 
quarrels growing out of his alleged at­
tentions to Miss Burger and other 
women. Separation suits were pend­
ing, and the state claimed that Mrs. 
Mohr sought her husband’s death for 
revenge and to obtain his estate. The 
defence maintained that Mis. Mohr 
loved her husband and that she had 
been Involved by the actual murderer, 
who hoped thus to mitigate his own 
punishment

Ducks 
continued to be quite scarce, the few 
brought in selling at 24c per lb., whole­
sale.

In thé wagon section, the hothouse pro­
ducts (green onions, rhubarb and lettuce) 
are being brought in In fairly large quan­
tities, and are of splendid quality. Rhu­
barb sold at 10c per bunch, and two 
bunches for 25c; onions at two for 5c, 
and lettuce at two for 5c, or 26c per 
dozen.

There were a few bags of potatoes on 
sale at $2 per bag; turnip» at 40c per 
bag, and apples at 33 to 34.50 per bbl.
