LONDON, June %0, 3.10 a.m.—The
Times Petrograd correspondent sends
the following interview with = Gen.
Brusiloff, commander of the Russian

forces fighting against the Austrians
and Germans:

“The speedy successes we have at-
tained are not the product of chance
or of Austrian weakness, but repre-
sent the application of al’ the lessons
we have learned in two years of bitter
warfare against the Germans.

“At the beginning of the war, and
especially last summer, we lacked the
preparationg which the Germans had
been making for the past 50 years.

‘The main clement of our success
was due to the absolute co-ordination
of all the armies involved, and th«
carefully planned harmony with which
the various branches of the servic:
supported each other,

Simultaneous Attacks.

“On our entire front the attack be-
gan at the same hour, It was impos-
sible for the enemy to shift his troops
from one quarter to another, as our
ettacks were being pressed equally at
all points,

“The most important fizhting has
been in the sector of Rovno. Here we
have made our greatest advances,
which are . striking seriously at tha
strategy of the whole of the enemy’s
front in the east,

“If we are able to take Kuvel there
is every reason to believe that the
whole ecastern front will be obliged to
fall back, as Kovel is really the centre
which has deen oxtraordinarily nseful
for intercommunication between the
Germans and Austrians, That this
menace is fully realized s obvious
from the fact that the Germans ire
supporting this section with all avail-
ezble troops from the west and the
north.”

Capture of Prisoners.

Regarding the huge captures of
prisoners by the Russians, Gen, Brusil-
ofi said:

LONDON, June 19.—The Russians
are continuing their active advance
towards the Sereth River south of
Czernowitz after having crossed the
Pruth at many places, and they have
taken 3000 prisoners in their advance
in this region. They have also cap-
tured 12 guns and 1000 wagons of
provisions and forage near the Village
of Koutchournare, as well as many
caissons full of munitions. They also
captured a depot of engineering ma-
terial at Zoutchka station, north of
Crzernowitz. Well over 3000 other
prisoners wers taken in Volhynia,
bringing the numbers reported up to
6000,

GERMAN ATTACKS
SUFFER REPULSE

Enemy Fails to Capture
French Positions North
of Verdun.

FOE BOMBS VILLAGE

Hits Camp of Prisoners and
Kills Several of

Countrymen,

LONDON, June 19.—~The only in-
fantry action in the past 24 hours in
the sector of Verdun was fought last
night on the right bank of the Meuse
and in the vicinityv of the French po-
sitions north of Hill 321, when the
Giermans came oal of their tronches
to launch what the Paris communique
calls a “proncenced attack,” and were
repulsed by French fire, The rest of
the fighting was confined to artillery
actions in this region, The Germans
and French engaged in a violent bom-
bardment on the front north of the
Thiaumont fortified work and in the
sectors of Vaux, Chapitre and Souville,

The enemy was also engaged in an
active bombardment of the slopes of
Ie¢ Hort Homm ard he  country
arcitnd  Chattavcourt, and the Bronceh
urullery everywhere respondixd (o
these prepararone by throwing out
curtain of fire,

One of the latest incidents of Ger-
man ‘“frightfulness” was the bombard-
ment of a village south of Verdun by
a German air squadron. The suffer-
ers were German prisoners of war
whose camp was hit by bombs thrown
by their own countrymen and several
were either killed or wounded.

Two  German detachments who at-
tempted to approach the French lines
in the vicinity of the front between
the Avre amd the Oise, were repulsed
by French hand grenade throwers.

Two French air squadrons bombard-
ed the barracks and rallway station
at Vouzieres where thé movement of
trains had been reported. A French
machine was shot dodwn west of the
Argonne.

It is asserted in unofficial de-
egpatches that a portfon of the
Austrian forces at Czernowitz had
retired westward ffom  Kolomea
and Kuty, and the remainder has fall-
en back southward in the direction of
Dournavata, The army of Gen.
Pflanzer has been isolated from the
others of the Austrian group, and it
must henceforth depend on its own
resources, Eighty thousand Au-
strians, it is said, comprise the forces
thus cut off, and they must make a
precipitate -retreat to avoid being cap-
tured.

The German press today belittle the
occupation of Czernowitz by the Rus-
sians, saying that the town has small
military value, - Many ; articles and
editoriald are printed on the loss of
this towfi to Austra-Hungary, -

Enemy Has Little to 3ay.

The Austrian official communique on
the operations in Russia convays scant
favorable intelligence to the enemy’s
countries and a great deal of ominouy
intelligence in a few guarded words
without admitting defeat. The only
definite cheering assertion was that the
Russlans failed in an attempt tc cross
the Dniester north of Nieruriska, Con-
cerning the fighting in Volhynia and
on the roads to Lutsk the Austrians
merely say that fighting began again
at Alpa and in the districts of the Wo-
caczy, Stokhod and Styr rivers, In
respect to the operations here the Ger-
mans-have no good news fur them to
give out, their official stat>ment as-
serting that “as regards the army
groups of Gen. Von Linsingen on the
Ntyr west of Kolki and on the Stokhod
in the region of the Kovel-Rovno Rafl-
way, Russian attacks have hcen ‘par-
tially repulsed’ by means of successful
counter-attacks. The Germans also as-
sert that thewar troops are engnged in o
battle northwest of Lutsk and that it
is going in their favor and that south-
west of Lutsk the Russians are attack-
ing in the direction of Gohochov. The
position in regard to the army of Gen.

LONDON, June i9--8ir George
Foster has returned to London thorely
pleased with the outcome of the Puris
economic conference. While unable to
make any statement as to the results,
he bellieves that when pubiished they
will prove remarkably satisfactory to
all the allled countries. The confer-
ence, he said, confined itself to general
principles,

Two distinguishing features, said
Sir George, were the essential unanime-
ity in conclusions and attitude toward
neutral countries. Eight different na-
tionalities distributed around the world
with different Beographical and pol-
itical conditions presented a task of
immense difficulty but the probiem
was solved and the resolutions adopted
will now go to the varfous . govern-
ments for administration and execu-
tion.

Attitude Toward Neutrals,

Regarding the attitude toward neu-
trals, he made this significant state-
ment: “There was no intention mani-
fested on the part of the ropresenta-
tives of the allfed governmeants to take
any measures which wom.d he unjust
to meutral countries whos: interesis
have been so largely on .the side of
the allles during the war and which
have been deeply appreciated and
whose trade and interchan;za will te
so highly valued after the war.”

He added that there seemead to be no
spirit of vindictive aggression ngainst
the central powers but rather a strong
determination to take such measures
of a defensive kind as ara necessary
to protect themselves from ingenious
and organized aggressive business war-
fare, which the Germans before the
war carried on with suci remarkable
success and which the Teutonic em-
pires have bound ‘themselves to con-
tinue.

Before leaving Paris, Sir George was
received in audience by President
Poincare, why spoké in n highly gen-
erous way of how Canada has helped

in the pre?nt struggle.

Altho the matter was not officially
before the property committee, some
of the members yesterday raised quite
a storm over the purchase of a new
Pathfinder car for Mayor Churech at
a cost of $3,3905. Mr, Chisholm said he

“The council made an order some
time ago that cars purchased by
Toronto shduld be of Canadian
make,” - objected Ald, MecBride,
“It was also ordered that cars
should be bought by tender. I don't
intend that the mayor or anybody else
is going to go over the head of our
official appointed to buy cars.” Ald,
Maguire ruled that the discussion.was
out of order; Ald., McBride returned
that he had lots to say concerning the
matter when fit reached the board of
control and council,

The committee received a protest
from the Bell Telephone Co, regarding
the proposal to lift the residential re--
strictions from Asquith avenue, form-
erly Bismarck avenue, and Commis-
sioner Chisholm 4s to ascertain 'the
wishes of the people in that respect.

The committee agreed to cancel the
lighting contracts for 38 drill grounds
which are not now used, but were once
used by the home guard and other
volunteer organizations.

Alderman W, R, Plewman’'s sub-com=-
mittee recommends in a report that
the city should accept the offer of the
C. P. R. to lease to the city for a
dollar a year the old North Toronto
Station for the purpose of establishing
a free market. The committee sent thei~
recommendation along to council, only
three members, Ald. McBride, Wag-
staff and Cowan, opposing.

TO REDUCE PROBATION
PERIOD OF OPERATORS

Picture Men, in Appeal, Say Re-
cruiting Has Made Dearth of
Competent Mechanics.

R. C. Newman, moving picture thea-
tre inspector, is unwilling to grant the
rcquest of the moving plecture men
that he send a memorandum to tho
provincial treasurer -asking that the
period of probation for operators
should be reduced from one year, as
provided in the act, to a period suffi-
cient to satisfy the inspector., The
appeal was made on the ground that
enlistment was reducing the number
of operators in the province so seri-
cusly that unless some such action
was taken theatres would have to
close down for lack of qualified opera-
tors for their machines.

Since June 1, however, 408 already
qualified operators have renewed their
licenses and 17 new es have been
granted. This makes a total of 425
licensed operators in the province for
81C theatres, not a great many of which
cmploy more than one operator. [t
would theref¥ore appear there. is a
surplus of operators over positions,
instead of a dearth of operators.
fhould recruiting change this Mr,
Newman has promised to bring tho
matter to the attention of Hon, T. W,
MeGarry.

In spite of the slackness of the sea-
son, heavy enlistment, and the amuse-
ment tax, the number of permits is-
sned to operators and theatres since
June 1, the beginning of the year in
this department, has heen at least
cqual to those issued last vear, ac-
cerding to a statement made by Mr,
Newman yesterday.

Lionel Curtis Declares British
Colonies Must Get Repre-

sentation.
AT CANADIAN CLUB

Canada Sends Troops to War,
But Has No Say in Dis-

position.

Lionel Curtis, a 'leading figure in the
Round Table movement, outlined be-
fore the Canadian Club yesterday the
imperial problem as affecting the
British Empire. In Mr, Curtis’ opinion
the British colonies must have a volce
in the foreign policy of Britain before
the real consolidation of the empire is
completed,

Mr. Curtis told the members that to
put the issue in plain words it was a
question of whether the greatest of
the British colonies were ultimately to
break up into little republics or whe-
ther they were to remain as part of
the' empire with a voice in its govern-
ment, He declared that the British
Isles must be given a government
modeled along similar lines to that of
Canada, and that government must be
made representative of each dominion
in alliance with England.

Under present conditions he pointed
out Canada sends thousands of sol
diers to the front nnd has no say in
their ultimate disposition. This state
of affairs he believed to be one of tha
great arguments in favor of Dominion
representation in the British Parlia-
ment,

He made a plea tho that the issue be
kept out of party politics until at all
events after the war, There must be
no division of dominions and mother
country at this time., Journals, too, in
discussing it, he believed, should not
make it a political issue,

Timothy O’Rourke Awarded
Judgment Against A, D.
: Simon.

Justice Clute in the non-jury as-
sixe court yesterday awarded judg-
ment for $1126 and costs in favor of
Timothy O'Rourke, who sued A, D,
Simon for 5 per cent. commission on
the sale ofthe Duke of York Hotel, East
Queen street. Mr., O'Rourke claimed
that, thru his negotiations, the sale of
the hotel at $42,000 was made posstble
and Mr, Simon met the purchaser thru
his introduction.

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SOME MOTORISTS FAIL
TO RENEW LICENSES

Highways Department is Deter-
mined That Regulations of
Act Be Respected.

As reports have reached the high-
ways department that motorists par-
ticularly in the small towns and in
{the north country have been violating
the regulations of the act with regard
to licenses, an employe of the depart-
ment- was sent out on Saturday to
make an investigation as to these re-
ports so that the department may know
what steps to take to enforce the law,

mostly from carelessness, have becen

W. A. McLean, deputy minister of
highways, pointed out yesterday that
it was a scrious offence under the act
for a man to act as a chauffeur unless
he had passed his provincial examin-
ation, and had a certificate to that
effect and a license renewed annually,
Alro it is an offence to employ as a
chauffeur a man not so qualified.
Similarly it is an offence to drive a
car without a number plate, or with
a spurious number plate, or with one
that is out of date,

Only last week it was an-
nounced in Britain that further muni-
tlon contracts with the United States
had been canceled, as the home pro-
duction had overtaken the require-
ments.

BY FRENCH OFFICER?

Passengers Arriving at New York
From France Tell
Story.

OFFICER WAS TRAITOR

When Accused, He Made Mur-
derous Attack on “Savior
of Paris.”’”’

NEW YORK, June 19.—~The death
of (eneral Joseph S. Gallieni, former
minister of. war of France, was due to
the result of a murderous attack by
a French army officer of high rank
under charges of treason, and not {o
natural causes, according to stories
told here thrday by passengers arriving
on the French liner Lafayette, Gus-
tave Heslouin, an attache of the
French war office, here for the second
time on a government mission, would
neither affirm nor deny the tale.

Gallieni was shot and fatally wound-
ed in his Paris office, the arrivals from
France state. He was closeted with
the officer when attendants on guard
at the door heard a shot and rushed
in to find the “Savior of Paris” lying
on the floor unconscious, with his cali-
er standing over him, a smoking re-
volver in his hand, The general, after
an {liness of three weeks, during which
time he underwent an operation for
blood transfusion, died at Versailles
on May 27.

Gallieni's assailant was arrested, the
Lafayette’'s passengers stated, and his
faté is unknown. He had been sum-
moned to the office of Gallien|, it is re-
ported, to answer the charge of hav-
ing negotiated with the Germans for

LINCOLN PLEADS GUILTY
70 CHARGE OF FORGERY

But He Declares Accusation of
. Treason is “Devilish
Lie.”

PLANNED AGAINST HUNS

He Devised Scheme to Destroy
German Navy, He
Declares.

LONDON, June 19.—After a prelim-
inary hearing on the charge of forg-
cry, at tHe conclusion of which he was
committed for trial, Ignatius T. Lin-
coln pleaded guilty. He exprossed the
hope to the court that justice would

be tempered with mercy.

Lincoln addressed the court for two
hours, Toward the close of his specch,
he _said:

1 was driven on by ambition, lured
by the deceptive prizes of life. Having
lost nearly all my money, I did forge
those documents,”

He added that while he vas in the
employ of the British Government
he devised a scheme to destroy the
German navy, but that Great Britain
declined to adopt his plan because it
would involve disclosure of the where-
abouts of the British navy.

“Devilish Lie.”

Describing the manner in which, he
sajd, he obtained valuable informa-
tion about the German system of
egplonage, which he placed at the dis-
posal of the British Government, Lin-
coln said it was “a devilish lie” to
accuge him of treason.’ On the con-
trary, he had bhetrayed Germany. Hz2
concluded his address with an expres-
gion of the hope of mercy.

The magistrete remarked that he
had only two legal points to decide,
and was against Lincoln on both of
them. Accordingly he committed him
to await the action of the higher court
at the next session.

KELLY’S TRIAL OPENED
HIS PROTESTS USELESS

Contractor Argued That He Was
Not Ready, But in Vain.

WINNIPEG, June 19.—Mr. Justice
Frendergast at noon today ordered that
the trial of Thomas ¥elly, the parlia-
ment buildings contractor, on charges
of theft, perjury and false pretences,
should proceed immediately, and the
calling of the petit jury was begun.

This followed un elogquent protest Ly
Kelly that h¢ was not ready, and that
o great wrong would be dove if he
werc forced 1o trial. His lordship in-
Mcated that he would have heen pre-
pared to grant a postponement of the
trial for several days or wecks if evi-
dence had been presented that Kcelly's
lawyers “abendoned” the case without
the accused’s consent, or that he was
“left in the lurch.” No new material
had been said the judge,
und therc was nothing to show that
uny new situation had developed.

o EVERS TELLS WHAT INSIDE BALL (&
| REALLY MEANS ON THE DIAMOND

Quick Thinking or Knowing What to Do As the Situation

Arises—Some Get Credit f or Pullin
Can't Think Quick: Enoug h to Cat

a Cold.

BOSTON, June 19.—What is inside
baseball? What mysteries o , play
does it encompass? Many times these
questions are propounded by those
who have never been brought in clos-
er contact with the sport as it is play-
ed in fast company than a seat in the
stands, They have heard much about
inside baseball, and to them the term
implies intricate manoeuvring on the
diamond-—carefully concealed tricks to
ensnare less artful opponents.

But when inside baseball is defined
it is found that the term embraces no-
thing more than common sense, Quite

recently “Johnny” Evers, second base-
man of the Braves, and recognized as
a strategist without peer, was ques-
tioned regarding this phase of playing
the game. Unhesitatingly he replied:
“For the most part inside baseball is
simply quick thinking, Of course there
are some plays which are sprung at
opportune moments that have been
thought out in advance, but they are
in the minority, and for the most part
inside baseball is played according to
the dictates of situations as they drise,
and regulated by the amount of think-
ing power a player possesses.”

Unquestionably this is the most con-
cise and at the same time most®com-
plete definition of inside baseball that
has ever been offered.

“Inside baseball is an overrated in-
stitution in baseball,” continued Evers.
“Many times players have made plays,
seemingly out of the ordinary, but in
which they have been prompted solely
by the realization that it was the pra-
per thing to do at that particular time.
Quite promptly they have been credit-
ed with having acted a leading role in
an inside baseball act.

“In a commercial business where
competition is rife the business man,
applies himself and endeavors to
evolve methods that will put his busi-
ness to the fore. Tu accomplish this
he spends considerable time in the
study of conditions, popular demands,
elc. 8o it is in baseball. It is a busi-
ness, thi§ striving for pennants,

“The player who merely thinks about
baseball while he is actively engaged
on the  fleld seldom . achieves more
than a passing success gained by na-
tural ability alone. It is the player
who makes a study of baseball, just
how much leeway the rules will permit
in certain things, the methods of op~
posing managers and players, how cer-
tain players, particularly pitchers, con-
duct themselves in pinches, and other
features of the game, who generally
ascends to stardom,

“Sometimes it happens that this
player i{s not as great a natural play-
er as others who do not shine as
brightly. This i true because baseball
is not a game exclusively of physical
prowess. The mental side of the play-
ér plays a big part in it. A player must
be able to run, fleld and bat, but the
player who can do these things and
can think quickly at the same time is

v

. )

the one all managers seek. He is of
far greater value to a club than the
player who is a natural hitter and
fielder, but whose ablility abruptly
stops at his neck.

“To muny patrons of baseball it
may. seem that a player’s work con-
sists of a little morning practice when
the club is at home and playing a
game in the afternouvn. With ' some
players this is true, but with those
players who aspire to succeed, who are
anxious to climb to the highest pin-
nacle of efficiency, actual play merely
represents putting into effect the

knowledge gleaned in hours of con-
scientious study.

“It is this that is so often construed
to be inside baseball. When I was a
member of the old Chicago Cubs we
were fortunate in having a team of
thinkers. Most of the members of that
chub made an exhaustive study of the
game. They were dontinually awake
to symptoms of weakness or signs wf
strength in the different departments
of play manifested by opposing teams,
And they made use of the knowledge
thus gained, . | iy

“We were wont to gather in the
clubhouse after a game and play a
game over again. This was true pérti-
cularly if we had been beaten. We
went over the play carefully and dis-
covered where we had made the wrong
moves. In morning practice we de-
voted much time to developing team
work. For the most part that com-
prised our inside work. It is nothing
more than is done in any other busi-
nees.

“In other flelds of endeavor wffice
detall represents team play. The in-
side playing is done by those who de-
vote time and study.to their business.
The clerk who does no more than is
required of him—who works in a me-
chanical wort of way-—generally con-
tinues to be a clerk. But the efforts
of a clerk who is alert and ever ready
with suggestions that may work to the
benefit of his employers is quickly re-
cognized, appreciated and rated at his
true value. He is an asset in his
business.
bility. 8o it is in baseball, for base-
ball. while primarily g sport, is a busi.

U. 8. SOCCER TEAM GOING
TO NORWAY AND SWEDEN

Will Represent America in Com-
ing International Games to
Be Played There.

NEW YORK, June 17.—A meeting
of the international games committee
of the United States Football Associa-
tion was held here on Thursday even-
ing, Mr., Douglas Stewart in the chair,
to select the team to represent
America in the coming international
games to be played in Norway and
Sweden.

GARDENER

It is easy to grow most plants from
cuttings if one goes at it In the right
way. Make sure, in the first piaoce,
that the cutting is in the proper con-
dition, This is where so many fafl,
for they seem to be governed by the
belief that a cutting is always in a
condition to start readily. Not so. It
it is too old it often fails to malee roots,
and if too new it generally decays be-
fore the roots start,

It /is impossible to lay down any
hard and fast rule by which one can
determine this matter, but it is safe
to say that if a cutting breaks square-
ly when doubled back upon itself it
will form roots, nine times out of ten,
provided the directions given below
are followed,

The best soll to start cuttings in is
pure sand, Fill a dinner plate with it -

If you have but few to start, and ap-
ply enough water to make it moist all
thru, Then insert the cuttings, putting
ebout an inch of them below sur-
face. Pinch the sand firmly together
about the base of them. Then set the *
plate in a rather warm plﬁ

After that be careful to see that the
sand is never allowed to dry out, If
it does your ocuttings will be ruined.
But do not apply enough water to
make mud of the sand. What you are
to aim at is as even a condition of
moisture a8 possible. Most cuttings of
soft-wooded . plants, like fuchsias,
will require “o longer period.

It is well leave the plants in the
sand until they have made a second
set of leaves. Then remove them, and

ut them into small pots of good soil

. this without disturbing the deli-
cate roots, if possible. Instead of pull-
ing the cutting out of the sand, cut
down about it with a sharp knife, and .
lift the cube of soil containing the
roots of the plant without braaking it
apart. ik -

Every spring the plants in the win-
dow will be likely to require more or
less pruning. Do not throw away the
bits of branches that you cut off. Make
cuttings of them, and grow: these for.
your .own dse in # , or, it you
have all the plants you care for, give
them: away to some omne who loves
flowers as well as you do, but who is
not fortunate enough to have a supply.
