OF

The Elmatenr Elthletic Flssociation of Canada.

GENTLEMEN,

In presenting you with a summary of the work executed
by your Committee, in accordance with the By-Laws, we cannot boast
of anything very startling in the progress of amateur athletics in Canada
during the past twelve months ; but we earnestly hope that much good
may result hereafter from certain lines which have been undertaken.

Following out the suggestion made at the last Annual Meeting,
viz., that of instituting some effective plan whereby the definition of an
amateur athlete might be propagated throughout the Dominion of Can
ada, and thus preclude, if possible, any chance of an amateur violating
said rule ignorantly, your Committee have much pleasure in stating that
such work was undertaken conjointly with the Canadian Association of
Amateur Oarsmen, and, through the kindness of the Canada News Co.,
some three hundred neatly printed cards were distributed throughout
the stations on the entire line of the Grand Trunk Railway ; and as it
was contrary to rules of the Canadian Pacific Railway Co. to allow any
such matter to ornament the walls of their stations, your Secretary
mailed to every available R.R. shop, factory, mill or club house,
from Halifax to Vancouver, some two hundred others, so that we
believe this part of the work, at least, has been a success. Whether it
will attain the object in view, remains to be told.

Regarding the suggestion of Mr. J. Astley Cooper, of London,
Eng., re sending a team of athletes from Canada, to compete at a
Pan-Britannic meeting to be held in London during the summer, it
would appear that such scheme died a natural death. However, we
are of opinion that such a scheme, so far as Canada is concerned,
would not have been feasible ; but we hope that some day in the near
future, Canada will be represented at such a meeting by a very promi-
nent team of athletes. They reside in Canada, all right, and are
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beginning to make themselves known in the athletic arena (which may
be seen by the number of Canadian entries on the programme to-day),
and only require a few more public competitions to give them the
necessary confidence required for such occasions.

The usual list of applications for reinstatement was received,
amongst which was the annual application of Mr. Chas, Ellard, of
Montreal ; and your Committee makes no hesitation in saying that
each case submitted was received and duly dealt with on its merits.

This list, though apparently small, would furnish ample material
for a Police Magistrate’s docket,

To the uninitiated, it would seem as though the Committee had
decided, as a matter of form, to reinstate every applicant who should
choose to place his case before them ; but a minute detail of the cor-
respondence, evidence, etc., can be furnished at any time, by referring
to the book of “ Reinstatements and Disqualifications,” kept by the
Secretary, which, when read, cannot but convince the reader that the
Committee meted out the proper justice to each one.

In addition to the foregoing cases, your Vice-President, Mr. Stark,
of Toronto, very promptly disqualified Messrs. W. R. Davis, R. T.
Moffatt and R. Moffatt, of the Toronto Police Force A. A., for having
competed against well known professionals for money, and submitted
his action to the Executive Committee, who duly ratified the same,

An application for reinstatement was also received from Mr. Geo.
Sechorn, of Winnipeg, but as it was rather vague, and lacked the detail
of his action which disqualified him as an amateur, the Secretary wrote
him for particulars, as required by the By-Laws, so that his case might
have the proper attention ; but said information is still forthcoming,
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and Mr. Sechorn’s name is entered with other professionals in the
record book of same, as is also that of Mr. H. W. H: ansell, of Regina,
N.W.T,, who wrote to us asking if the fact of his having competed at
some race meeting in ihat town for a small money prize would

disqualify him as an amateur ; to which the Committee replied in the
affirmative.

Protests filed by the Toronto and the Montreal Lacrosse Clubs,
against Mr Tansey, of the Shamrock Lacrosse lub, for having played
on the Peterboro or Port Hope Lacrosse ‘I'eams under an assumed
name, were dropped, as neither of these two clubs were enabled to file
the necessary proofs of same within the time prescribed by the By-Laws,

On the 27th January last, the Argyle S. S. Club, of Montreal, held
the Annual Cross Country S. S. Champions hip of Canada, to Lachine,
permission having been granted by the Executive Committee of [hl\
.\550( 1ation to do so ; and on the 1oth February, 1894, the Montreal

S. Club gave the following snowshoe championship events at their
:\nnunl Races, viz.: 100 Yds, 440 Yds, 880 Yds. 1 Mile, and
120 Yds. Hurdles.

Permission has also been granted the Montreal Garrison Artillery
A. A. to hold the Militia C hampionships of Canada in the Drill Hall,
Montreal, on the 26th October, 1894.

In view of the various applications which have been and are like ly

> be received, for permission to hold various events, it has been
(luxdcd that a member of this Executive shall, wherever feasible, act
as a time-keeper, in order that the result of the performance may be
regarded as official.

An interesting application was entertained by the Committee, who
had been requested by the M. S. S. C. Committee to interpret one of
the laws of snowshoeing, which defines a “green runner,” and the
majority of the Committee rendered their interpretation as follows :
“That a green snowshoe runner is one who never won first place in
any snow shoe race, reﬂardlc.\\ of the elements or track upon which a
snowshoe race was run.”

It would be well, probably, to have the members here assembled
go into this matter more fully, and ratify the decision of the C ommittee,
or otherwise.

Several very important changes in the By-Laws and General Rules
of Athletics will be brought before you to-night (notice of motion
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having been duly given), which, if carried, cannot fail to materially
assist athletics in every branch.

It is with pleasure that we announce the admission of two such
prominent Associations to our ranks as the Quebec A. A. A., and the
Shamrock A. A. A., and trust that this is but the thin edge of the
wedge of Clubs that will soon be found swelling our ranks, as it is our
earnest desire to control amateur athletics in Canada, from the Atlantic
to the Pacific, under one governing body, remindful of the motto that
“Union is Strength.”

We regret to note, however, that such Clubs as the Woodstock
A. A. A, and the St. Catharines A. A. A., have not been heard of for
some two years back, but trust that they will soon revive and retain
their memhership with us.

The Montreal A. A. A. again held the Arnual Spring Champion
ships of Canada, on the M. A. A. A. grounds, on Saturday afternoon,
June 16th, 1894, when a good list of genuine ‘‘ Canadian Amateur”
competitors toed the mark, and made very creditable performances ;
though, we are told, the financial result was somewhat disastrous.

We cannot close this report without returning thanks to those who
so promptly assisted us in search of information bearing on the different
cases of reinstatement before us ; to Mr. Wm. B. Curtis, of the Spirit
of the Times,” for interesting and valuable data given for use on our
programmes to-day; and to Mr. ]. E. Sullivan, Secretary of the
A. A. U,, New York, for general information received throughout the
year.
