He was reponted to ‘have
been implicated in the Jameson Raid,
testified before the Jameson commission
~ and resigned from the boand of directors
of the British Chartered South Africa
Company, but his resigoation was mot ac-
cepted ot the time. Later a suit was
buoughi against Mr. Beit on the ground
% of complicity in the mid and his presecu-
tion wes demanded hy Dr. Leyd, the re:

prosentative of the Transveal in Burope,
and in 1896 his resignation fircm the board
of diredbors of the British Chémtered
South Africa Company was acceprbed
When Cecil Rholes died in 1902 it ‘was
found that Mr, Beit was appecinted one
of his executiors and he thereapon return:
ed to Hhe boand of diréctors of the Buriit-
jsh Chomtemed South Africa Company -
Farly in 1903 Mr. Beit had an apopleptic
atroke wwhile at Johannesbung, and it ap-
pears that e never fully regained ' his
bealth., Sinve thut time hie bhad lived in
\Tondon. Mr. Beit, who is eaid to have
been the richest mun in London, and who
controlled the outpat of gold in Somtih
Africa, was at one time alleged wto be
forming a “gold trust” in wihich * the
names of prominent American financiers
wene memtioned. - Mr. Beit gave lamge'
sums of money to the Red Oross and other
inctititions, amd mwecently donated $500;,
000 to found a university at Hamburg.

HOUSEHOLD RECIPES

Little Savory Potato Cakes—Twelve
tablespoonfuls - of floury potatoes, - eight
tablespoonfulls of white flour, two table-
spoonfuls of grated cheese, one table-
spoonful of creem, e yolks of two eggs,
one teaspoontul of baking powder, ealt and
cayenme o taste. Boil the potatoes and
rub through a fine gieve. Add the butier,
flour, dheese, beking powder amd season-
ing and blend :thoroughly. Mix into a
Yight dough. with the cream amd the yolks
of the eggs. Roll out about half an inch
thick, . cut into little rounds end brush
over with the beaten egg. Bake in a
rather quick oven umtil @ nice brown.
Split in two, butter and sprinkle with a
very lititle finely chopped parsley,

Egg Savories.—Pass the yolks of three
or four hard boiled eggs thmough & sieve
and pound them with an ounce of butter
and a tablespoonful of graited cheese. Sea-
son with celery salt, pepper arl a little
cayenne. Add e teaspoonful of warm
buitter. ‘Wihien it is fiot, spread it on some

i -shaped pieces ‘of toasibed - bread.
Heat carefully in the oven and serve
sprinkled with chopped parsley.

Fill the  hollow
pleces of tomato as expedijiously as -
sible with the cheese mixture. Place them
at once in a well-buttered tin and cook
them in a quick gven unitil the ramikin is
evenly browned, Wwhich ehould take about
a quarter of an hour.” Half the above
quantity would be sufficient if omly six
small portions of tomato were to be filled.

Curried Beans.—Soak half a pint of but-
ter beans for a eouple of hours and then
boil them in salted water until they are
tender. After draining them welll, season
with alt and‘pepper and put them aside
until they are required: Cut a large on-
ion tinto slices, chop it coarsely and put
into @ stewpan containing three table-
spoonfuls of butter. Add two tomatoss,
sliced ‘and cut into emall pieces. and as
soon as the onion begins to acquire a gol-
den color, sprinkle in a tablespoonful ,of
curry powder and let it cook very gemtly
for ten minutes. Pour in three cups of
boiling water, and when the sauce has
boiled draw the pan to the side of the
wtove and let it simmer gently for a'quaxr-
ter of an hour. Then add a tablespoon-
ful of tomato catsup, a teaspoonful of vine-
gar, two teampoonsfuls of lemon juice'and
the beans. Cover with buttered paper
and place the stewpan in a ‘moderately
hot oven for an hour. The curry should
be carefully stirred once or ‘twice during
the time and the heat should not be al-
lowed to increase, or the curry will be too
dry when done.

Curnied Rissoles—Mince some cooked
chicken (not too finely) and let it simmer
very gently for half an hour in a mich |
tihick curry sauce, whidh should be nearly
absorbed at the end of the time. Then
stir in @ raw egg (which has been mixed
but not beaten) and remove the stewpan | |
fmom the stove, Spread the curry out on
a flat dish, and when it ds cold, make it
up imbo little balls on a floured board.
Miake a little hollow in the middle of each
and insent a small quantity of well cock-
ed mice. Shape them as before, and after
dipping them into beaten egg and cover-
ing the pan, fry the missoles quickly in a
wire basket, taking care that they do not
acquire more than a deep goldem color,

Savory - Cutlets—Put six tablespoonfuls
of white breadcrumbs which have been
passed through a sieve into a basin, and
add a teaspoonful of finely minced onion,
a tables) ful of chopped parsley, some
sallt, and nutmeg. Mix the ingredi-
emits to a paste with some raw egg and
mask some neatly trimmed mutton cut-
lets with the forcemeat. Then flour them
tightlly, brush them over with beaten egg
and cover them thickly with fine white
breaderumbs, Put the cutlets aside for
about a quarter of an hour for the breed-
corumbs to pet, and then fry them ir a
bath of boiling fat. Drain them on taking
them from ithe fat and allow plenty o
time for them to get cold. :

“Boys will be boys,” but not in Ja-
pan: “The discipline in Japanese sdhools
is no ftrouble to the teacher who kmows
his subject and how to teach it. The
pupils’ mental attitude is earnestness; they
are, above all, anxions to learn; mowhere
inJmpm'isvi'tapoimtoimpnurbobokon
pessons as tomfoolery ‘afid” the teacher as
an enemy o be defeated if possible. The
government, knowing this, has abolished
all comporal pumishment. No Japanese
teacher ever loses his temper without be-
ing disgraced in his own eyes and in those
of his pupils. ‘

“The compulsory eubjects in the ele-
mentary schools are the Japanese language,
arithmetic, gymnastics and morals. Gym-

" pastics @8 very carefully taught in Japan.

Great etress is laid on it in the training
colleges for teadhers, where instruction in
gymnastic methods occupies a longer time
in the ourriculum than any other subject.
The exercises do not seem to be as
much a matter of routine as they do in our
schiools.

. “The eplendid wesults of their moral
teacdhing, as proved by the conduct of the
Japanese soldiers in the late war, render
the teaching of morals the most interesting
of all Japanese education. In the elemen-
tary schools, it receives d couple of hours
sach week,and in the secondary schools one
hour per week. Anger is prohibited, for it
is self-aseention; courage is hardly reckon-
od as a virtue.  He who would chioose his
own ease rather than perform a customary
duty, no matter how hazardous, would be
counted infamous there. Hence the Ja-
panese soldier simply does whatever he
may be ordered, never considering the con-
quences to himself. This tremendous mor-
al force of self-control and self-effacement
bas tthen, at its Toot, public opinion, habit
and patriotism—three of the four strong-
est principles that control our actions. Of
the foumth, religious enthusiasm, there
seemss to be none.”

LONDON

Says it Points a Warning to

States.

(Bostion Herald.)

Henry M. Whitney, who has given
much attention to the trade relations of
thé United States with foreign coumitries,
was asked to give his opinion as to the
significance of the congress of chambers
of commerce of the British empire, wihich
has just been held in London.

“My opinion is,” said Mr. Whitmey,
‘“that this congness was of very great im-
pountance, for it showed decisively that the
direction of thought in the empire is
strongly toward the adoption of a mutuail-
ly beneficial commencial policy. The re-
solution introduced by the Camadian re-
preentattives, favoring a preferential dreat-
ment on a reciprocal basis within the em-
| pire, was adorpited by a vote of 107 bo 41,
with 21 neutral. This vote was by dham-
bers of commerce, and it is said that if
the votes of individual Jelegates had been
coumted e proportion in the affirmiaitive
would have been greaiter.

“The action of this congress is of the
very greatest significance to the people of
the United States. It should teach us
‘that we cannot always hold the trade we
would have with Great Britain and Can-
ada unless we show a disposition to trade
fair. We camnot forewver levy prohibitive
duties on their products and expect ours
bo find veady amd easy access to their
markets. Foom the British standpoint;
 Chamberiain has the right idea, and in
the end his policy is bound to prevail, for
unless international benefits are reciprocal
commercial melations canhot be perman-
ent and lasting. Trade will ultimately
seek the channels which are merked out

\| by intelligent self-imberest.

“And so it 45 bound to be that, if the
United Stabes shows mo favors to Gmeat
Britain and (er colonies, ultimately they
will bind themselves together by prefer-
enlbial tanifis, as this London congress so
clearly indicates.

“The Oanadian people meally prefer to
tmade wi¢h the people of the United
States. We ave tiheir close neighbors. Our
markets are easy of agcess, and it is a
pleasant journey to them, and it is only
our shortsighted policy of treating them
as if they were mot embitled bo any re-
ciprocal trade advantages which is inevit-
ably diverting their commercial sympathy
from the United States to Great Britain.
In the campaign which will soon open in

It is a fact, however, that the best fea-
tures of tha cld-time circuses have been
retained—at leaws in their general texture.
['ifere io| still the airy, fawry lady wvider,
though her tasletcn has given way to long
frocks and ghe wears a .pioture bat on
lorseback; there are acrobaus—and plenty
of pretty ginls amcng them, too,—just as
there weve in other days,—but evening
costumes have, to a g.eat exient, taken
the place of tights, and the entrance of
the modern acrobatic family inbo the
arena is-a dazzing revelation of modish
gowns and ravishing wraps; there is the
trapeze performer, but he is po longer
content to show the power of his biceps
by ‘hanging by one arm for an incredibie
pericd, winile twisting 'himself = into a
tihousand ' shapes,’ “‘skinning the ‘cat,” of
risking a tumble and brain-goncussion by
suspending ~ himeelf, head downward, by
bis toes. Nowadays, the trapeze artist is
an ascrialist—a mid-air vaulter—who (like
the Imperial Viennose Troupe with the
Barnum & Bailey circus) makes @ long
flights through space and land upon the
opposibe | bars or in eada citiner’s  hands
wih e ease; grate and certainty of the
winged men of mythology. And eo . on,
through all the vavied acts of the cireus
—tihe foundation of the olditime show is
there, but a uew superstructure has: been
built wpon it, I

The Baimum and Bailey Cireus, which
will be thene Friday is, it is declared, a
Jeader in dhis adaptation of old ideéas in
the arenic world to the more sensaticnal
demands of 'the present. This ds accen-
tuated by the mear approach of . circus
day, and fthe interest that the coming of
the show has amoused. This imterest is
undoubbedly vitalized by the fact that
wihile the acts of the oldtime circus that
represent the survival of the fittest will
be in evidence, there will, it 4s said, be
so much that is new and timely as to
practically comstitute a revolution in
avenic enbertainmient. - “Peace,” ‘a strict-
ly up<fo-date mepresentation of the last
days of - the Russo-Japamese ‘mvar; the
latest things in acmobatic, equestrian and
aenial endeavor; new things in trained
animal displays; maces that are realy rac-
ing ocontests; sensatiomal departures in
wiidh daring women ghoot through space
or turn somersaults in automeobiles; and
bicyelists wiho twirl in. mid-air on their
wheels—these are some of the mcdern
things that the Barnpm & Bailey mamnage-
ment priomises bo make known, and wihich
are calculated to show the différence be-
tween the cirous of memory and the cir-
cus of fact.

A TRAGIC DROWNING

Halifax, July 15—A tragic drowning ac-
cident ocourred on Saturday near Stellar-
ton, Pictou county, when Roderick Mc-
Kenzie, a young man of 27 years, and Leo
Fraser, aged seven years, lost their lives.
McKenzie was swimming actoss the East
River with the little fellow on his back
when both perished.

MocKenzie was bathing in the river with
some boys. One of the youngest of them
was little Leo Fraser and McKenzie took
him on his back and etarted to swim
across the river. This he succeeded in
doing™ without michap. After a Test on
the otner side he started back with the
little chap again on his back. In mid-
stream MecKenzie either took a cramp or
the boy o tightened his grasp round his
neck in some way to cause the swimmer
to. sink, though this would seem impos-
sible. Whatever the cause, both went
down and they were not taken out of the
water for twenty minutes, when life was
extinet. When found the boy’s arms were
still tightly clasped round McKenzie’s
neck. He was the only support of a
mother and. three sisters. An inquest will
be held today. S

A drowning accident occurred in the
river at Middleton yesterday afternoon.
Children were bathing in the river near
the home of Mr. Artz when ope of the
daughters of L. S. Staffner got into deep
water. Mrs. Artz went to her assisbance
but losing her footing and becoming con-
fused was drowned.

Captain Patrick Cassély, a letter carrier
in this city for more than sixteen years,
and ome of the most familiar figures on the
streetls, died last midnight, aged seventy-
one years. The old gentleman had been
very sick since January with heart trouble
and complications.
