G. W. P. read his Report :—

Worthy Brothera.—It becomes our pleasing duty as we are thus
from time to time permitted to assemble together, to acknowledge the
goodness of the God *“ in whom we live, move and have our being,” and
by whose kind care we have been preserved again to assemble in Annu-
al Meeting in Farnham East.

Law or usage, Iam not quite sure which, places on the shoulders of
your G.W.P., the duty of presenting to you at each Grand Division meeting
a report as to the state of the Order within the jurisdiction ; the data for
such report being gathered as is supposed from the reports of the Deputy
G. W. P's scattered throughout the Province; these reports if furnish-
ed regularly and fully would assist the G. W. P. very materially in this
part of his work ; but I regret that I have to echo the complaints of my
predecessors as to the remissness of the Deputies in thigrespect. Infact,
to expect a report from the G. W. P. based on reports which only exist
in imagination is a repetition of Pharoah’s demand upon the children of
Israel to make bricks without straw.

In consequence of the change of the time of holding our Annual
Meeting, only a little over four months and a half has pagsed since we
last met, and the shortness of the time is another barrier to my present-
ing you with the usual report, and has also prevented my visiting as I
would have desired to do, most, if not all of the Subordinate Divisions,
in this jurisdiction. I had the pleasure in part of February and March
to visit & portion of the field that properly belongs to us to work, and I
am hot without hope that my visit was conducive to the good of our
Order and to the building up of the Temperance cause ; for a more ex-
tended notice of my trip and its results I must refer you to the reports
of the Grand Scribe and the Lecture Committee and on this head will
say no more than thatI am more than ever convinced that the right
man in the right place as a Lecturer would meet with the hearty support
ofdourbsubordinate Divisions and soon place the pecuniary results beyond
a doubt.

On the whole I believe the Order to be in a more flourishing condi-
tion than when we last met. 2 Divigions having been organized and three
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recusitated, and I am pleased to know that the prosperity of our noble
Order has not been confined by territarial limits, but that from the
sister Provinces as well as from the neighbouring States, and across the
Atlantic come to us the cheering intelligence that the red, white and blue
is still being born onward, prejudice is giving way, many an one who has
hitherto stood aloof is coming with us in the firm belief that we will do
them good, and that enlisted under the banner of the Sons of Temperance
they ean fight more successfully the common foe, and thus during the
past year we have had to welcome over sixty thousand recruits into our
ranks.

The National Division which is essentially conservative in its cha-
racter, and does not rashly lend its sanction to changes in onr Constitu-
tion or Laws at its late session held in Nashville gave to Grand Divi-
sions, the power to remove the disability imposed on members under
eighteen years of age, in Nection 1, Article 3 of the Constitution of
Subordinate Divisions and which reads as follows * but no member shall
be allowed to vote ir the Division who is under eighteen years of age.”
By the recent change, which has my cordial approval, Grand Divisions
are empowered to confer upon subordinate Divisions the right of enact-
ing & hy-law, giving to all i1s members the privilege of voting, and I
respectfully suggest to this G. D. the desirability of giving the G. W. P,
the power to grant such permission when applied for in the intervals
between the Session, thus removing what is felt in many cases to be a
hardship by the younger members, and sanctions taxation without repre-
sentation.

In view of the general interests of the Order, and which should rise
above sectional interests, | suggest that another effort be made to extend
our boundary line 8o that Divisions now in the Eastern portion of the
Province of Ontario, say east of Prescott and Ottawa, may if they are so
desirous, work under and in connection with this G. D., thus affording us
a larger fie:d in which to work, and giving the Divisions affected by the
change an opportunity of being oftener repregenfed in the Parliament
of the Order, and so creating in them a greater interest; and which would
not, I believe in the end seriously impair the position of the G. D, of On-
tario. 1 would recommend the appointment by this Grand Division
of a Committee to confer with the proper parties ond endeavour to bring
about a ‘* consummation so devoutly to be wished.”

Referring to the oft repeated complaint of the failure on the part of
Depu ies to forward their returns, I would recommend to this G. D.
the repeal of so much of our by-laws as refer to D. G. W. P's. reports, by
which much useless expense may be saved, and in lieu thereof, to provide
that each Division shall either by its representatives, or by post, if un-
repre-ented, forward to the Grand Scribe at each session of the G D.a
letter detailing the progress, or otherwise, of the Divigion during the past
six months, i18 present position, any extraordinary means that may have
been employed for promoting its efficiency or increasing,the interest of
the Division room, and offering any suggestions to the G. D for the
goud and welfare of our Order.

I would also strongly urge upon the several Dividions the absolute
necessity of making the Division Room so attractive that the regular
mee ings of the Order shall be looked forward to by the young especial-
ly with delight, and this may easily beeffected, ifsome of the older mem-
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bers will forget their age and remembering their periods of youth will
lay themselves out to enlist and keep the youth of our Province in our
Divisions, and thus shall we have growing up & noble army to put on
the armor and bear steadily onwards to victory our banner when
those who are now bearing the burden and heat of the day will have pass-
ed off the stage of action.

On the other hand I would as strongly urge upon Divisions not to
confine themselves to the routine of the Division room,but by the hold-
ing of public meetings, distribution of tracts, circulation of Temperance
literature, the holding of social meetings and all other legitimate means
make our Order aliving, active, powerful agency, for the promotion of the
great work of the temperance reform.

In this connection I would also follow in the steps of some of my
predecessors in office and call attention to the suicidal policy of mem-
bers of the Order joining with and building up rival organizations
where our Order exists. Let menot be misunderstood, I am prepared
to say God speed to all who are engaged in the great work of crushing
out intemperance and feel that there is alas too much demand for all
their energies, but when those energies are expended in fields already\ oc-
cupied, an unhealthy rivalry is created, jealousies are fomented &nd
the common weal is sacrificed. Icannot see how a temperance man
can any more reasonably belong to two organizations in the one place
than he can to two companies of volunteers, it is an old yet still true
axiom that “no man can serve two masters.”

Our P. M. W. P. during his term of office set in motion the necessary

_ machinery for a convention of the friends of temperance on this con-

tinent and with such success that the convention has been called to
meet in Cleveland, Ohio, on the 20th of this present month. I would
recommend that this G. D. be represented on that ion, and subor-
dinate Divisions also are invited to send delegates, I urge this the more
strongly b in recent conventions attacks of a systematic character
have been made upon our Order on account of its alleged secregy, and
it is due to the cause we love that we should have our Champions in
the field ready to repel the attacks of all comers and to prove that our
Order ig maligned, either from interested motives or from ignorance.

Believing as I do that in order to consolidate our cause the creation
of a-National Divigion for the whole of British North America is an
abgolute necessity, I recommend to this G. D. the taking such steps as
may to them appear advisable to forward such an object.

Since we last met the heart of our New Dominion hasbled, and the civi-
lized world has stood aghast at the presence of an assasin amongst us
and who lifted his dastardly hand against one whose kindliness of dis-
position and genial heartedness had endeared him to all classes of the
community ; and upon us as temperance men the blow falls heavily, as
the late Hon. Thos. Darcy McGee was giving such promise of future
usefulness in the promotion of our beloved cause; suddenly his eloquent
tongue has become mutein death ; and all our hopes from him have been
blighted. His sudden death has left us a sad duty to perform and which
1 believe this @. D. will with mournful pleasure hasten to discharge,
viz., to convey to his widow and family our respectful sympathy with
them in their trying and painful bereavement and our deep regret that
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the widow has lost a loving husband, the children a fond fatber, the Do-
miion a )wise counsellor and Ireland a friend of whom might be said
in thecladguage of Antony over Cemsar: “ This was the noblest Irish-
man of them all. His life was gentle and the elements were so mixed
up in bim that nature seemed to stand up before all the world and say
this was »« man "

In conclusion Brethren let me remind you that time is short that
whatsoever our hands find to do should be done with all our might,
that as the rain drops form the shuwer that invigorates and refreshes
the earth, 8o it is united individual action that will break down the
barriers of tyrannical custom and strike off the fetters from the enslav-
ed ones of our land. Onward then Sons of Temperance you have a
noble mission before you the fields are already white to the harvest,
every quarter of the globe is marshalling ber hosts for the conflict, the
battie ry is being shouted in many languages, in this struggle bound-
ary lines are obliterated, geographical distinctions are blotted out, we
are one in purpose and in spirit, never did our cause occupy a better po-
sition than at the present, every section of the civilized world is giving
signs of a new life and the advancing waves of the tide of public opi-
nion are thundering against the barriers of ignorance and prejudice.
Sons of temperance to you belongs the front place in this Legion of
Honor, go ye up and possess the land, better times are drawing nigh
science is coming forward to our aid. the Christian Church is beginning
to understand its true position in relation to our ecause, the night is
breaking the morning cometh, * 'Tis coming, yes 'tis coming,”

And this old world is growing brighter
We may not see its noon sublime
But high hopes makes the heart beat lighter

Sons of temperance, add to your temperance godliness, that thus li-
ving soberly, righteously and godly in this present evil world, you
may each at last hear the welcome plaudit, *“ Well doae good and faith-
ful servant.”

Thanking you for the honor conferred on me and which I regret hasnot
been more worthily sustained, and acknowledging my great indebted-
ness to our very valuable and indefatigable G. Scribe.

Grand Seribe read his report : —

East FarNman,
Wednesday, July 8, 1868.

To the G. W. P., Officers and Members of the Grand Division of the Pro-
vince of Quebec.

Worthy Brothers,—We are again met to interchange the greetings
of an exalted friendship, to counsel and admonish one another on the dis-
charge of duty and to deliberate on matters calculated to promote the
prosperity of our noble Order and the cause of Temperance. Let our
motto be onwards and upwards, and with a humble dependence on di-
vine aid we shall not labor in vain.

Since our last meeting, the twenty-fourth sesgion of the Natiohal
Divigion has been held at Nashville, Tennesee. The meeting was plea-
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want and harmonious and a considerable amount of business was trans-
acted. There were not so many Representatives present 8s on some
former occasions. Sixteen States and four provinces were however re-
presented at the Session.

The following is a short summary of the principal business trans-
acted :— '

AMENDMENTS TO CONSTITUTION.

.

That Sec. I, Art. III of Qonstitution of Subordinates be amended by
adding thereto, “ and provided further that members between the ages of
14 and 18 may be allowed to vote by a By-Law of their Subordinate
Division permission having been first obtained from their Grand Division
for the enactment of such By-Law.”

That Sec. I Chap. VIIL Code of Laws be amended by striking out
the words * Provided that it shall not take effect until the expiration of
the current quarter,” and in lieu thereof the following words be inserted,

«or notice that such will be done at that or the following meeting.”’
RESOLUTIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS.

«That the bounds of the jurisdiction of each Grand Division shall
be the same as the State, District, Province, or Territory on which,it is
located, except in such cases as where the jurisdiction has been or may
be divided by this body.” .

«That this body highly approves of the holdingof Temperance
prayer meetings and recommend their establishment where practi-
cable.”

“That the National Division recognizes the importance and neces-
sity of creating a sound public opinion on the gubject of Total Abstin-
ence which will demand of the Legislature of the country the enactment
of Laws which will effectually prohibit the trafficin intoxicating drinks.”

“That "all Subordinate Divisions take the oversight of the inter-
ests of the cause in their respective localities, hold public meetings, cir-
culate the pledge, organize the children into Bands of Hope, Sections of
COadets, Cold Water Legions, or other similar juvenile organizations,
and scatter a temperance literature.”

 That the Regalia of Female members be of like form and material
as that prescribed for male members, except that they may be of smaller
dimensions, than those usually provided for male members.”

DECISIONS BY THE M. W. P. CONFIRMED BY NATIONAL DIVISION.

Grand Division Officers may resign and their resignations be ac-
cepted at a special Session.

Elections to fill vacancies in offices can only take place at regular
sespions.

DECISIONS ON APPEALS.

That a motion to expunge & portion of the record is not in order.

A By-Law of a Subordinate Division restricting Brothers in arrear
for dues, from voting is constitutional.

A Ballot retaining & Brother in membefship who had violated his
pledge cannot be re-considered.

The request of the Grand Division of C. E,, for a change of name
has been granted.

The Committee to whom was referred the communication of the
Grand Division of C. E., submitting a scheme for the establishment of
auxiliary Divisions, reported that they had the same under considera-
tion, and were of opinion that the change called for would not be con-
ducive to the interest of the Order and should not be granted. In the
opinion of the Committee the more simple and free from complications
we can keep the machinery of our Order so much more effective will be
our work.

T believe it to be the duty of your Grand Scribe to lay before you
such information as may from time to time come to his knowledge as to
what may transpire in other localities in temperance matters. In pur-
suance of this belief, I now lay before you a copy of a stringent license
law recently enacted by the Legislature of Prince Edward Island, which
has been forwarded to me by the Grand Scribe of that jurisdiction.
Some of the friends in that locality are much dissatisfied with this law
as not going far enough, but it is at least a step in the right direction
and ought to be accepted as such. A half-loaf is better than no bread.

This law inter alea enacts ;—That no tavern or store licensed to
retail spirituous liquors in less quantities than two gallons, (except in
certain places mentioned) shall be granted unless on- the production by
the applicant for such license of a certificate signed by one of the two
Justices of the Peace nearest to the proposed tavern or store of the ap-
plicant, setting forth that at a public meeting held by the said Justice of
the Peace, a majority of the inhabitants present at such meeting quali-
fiéd to vote for school trustees in the school district where such tavern or
gtore is situate, were desirous of having guch tavern or store in opera-
tion. That no meeting shall be convened by such Justice unlegs upon a
requisition in writing addressed to him and signed by at'least three re-
sident house-holders stating the name of the party or parties professing
to apply at such meeting for a tavern or store license.

The Most W. Scribe informs me that a National Division for Austra-
lia, was, on the 14th day of March last, organized in the city of Sydney,
New South Wales. There are about seventy divisions and eight thou-
sand members at present under the jurisdiction of that National Divi-
sion, From the same source I have also received information of the or-
ganization of divisions in the States of Georgia and Florida.

I lay before you & communication from the Grand Secribe of the
Grand Division of Prince Edward Island conveying resolutions passed
by that Grand Division, in favor of the formation of a National Division
for the British North American Oolonies. This is a subject 9f vast im-
portance and ought to be well weighed and maturely considered. In
forming our judgment on the matter, the main thing to be considered is
what course will best conduce to the good and welfare of our Order.

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any suggestions to the Grand Division for the Good and Welfare of our
Qrder.

Tt affords great satisfaction to your Committee to learn that two new
Divisions have been organized, and three old ones recusitated and that
the prosperity of our Noble Order is extending, not only in our own
ijmmediate locality and continent, but that other continents are participat
ing in itsadvantages.

Relative to the recommendation of G. W. P., advising that all mem.
bers be allowed the privilege of voting, we fully conour in the suggestions
made by him and unhésitatingly recommend that this G. D. give power
1o the G, W. ﬁ toextend this indulgence to Subordinate Divisions.

We are also of opinion that it is desirable we should endeavour to
extend our boundary line, and that a Committee should be named on thig
qtiestion as suggested by G.W.P. -

We fully endorse the sentiments of G. W. P. relative to making the
Division room.as attractive as possible, and recommend public lectures,
distribution of tracts, and circulation of Temperance literature.

We highly disapprove of the practice of members of our Order
uniting themselves with similar organizations where Divisions of our
Order exist already.

That provided the various Grand Divisions of the British North Amer-
ican Provinces, are in favour of it, this Grand Division will give its hearty
assent to the formation of a National Division for British North America.

In respect to the dastardly assassination of the late Hon. Thomas
D'Arcy McGee, we strongly urge this G. D. to appoint a Committee to
draw up a resolution expressing our abhorrence of the detestable crime,
our sorrow for. the 1oss of our distinguished statesman, and our sincere
sympathy with the members of the bereaved family.

By the G. S's report we learn that amendments to the Constitution
have been made, and hope they will prove beneficial to the interests of
our Order.

We are pleased to learn that our request for a change of name has
been granted, and suggest that this G.D. do at this annual session change
the name from its present one to that of the G. D. of Province of Quebec,

It is & matter of satisfaction that Legislatures are enacting laws in
a measure suppressing the traffic in intoxicating liquors and we do glad-
Iy hail it as a sign that public opinion on this question is being aroused,
and that more stringent measures will quickly follow, that total prohibi-
tion will yet become the order of the day, and we believe it to be the
duty of ail Sons of Temperance to use their endeavours to their utmost
capacity to accomplish o desirable an end.

Respecting the often reiterated complaint of Subordinate Divisions
not farnishing their Quartérly Returns, thereby preventing the G. 8. from
giving & correct return, we are of opinion that if the attention of Sub-
ordinate Divisions were called to this very important item of duty by this
G.D., we feel agsured amore satisfactory state of things would be attained.
