- tn Princeton, N. J., Completes
Plans and Committee Takes Up
the Work—-A Statement of Chief
Changes :

New York, July 4—The conference of

clergymen and editors, for the purpose of
arranging a tercentenary edition of the
English authorized version of thé Bible,
which conference has been'-in: session in
Princeton, N. J., for ten days, has ad-
journed, and "the remainder of the work
will be' done by a sub-committee.

The object of the work is to bring out

- a newedition of the King James version,
correcting obsolete words, ete. The chief
changes to be made are summed up brief-
ly as follows: s

First. Where a text is misleading it will

* ‘be changed, as an instance in point: the
word  “damnation’” ‘in 1st ‘Corinthians, xi,
29, may be changed to ‘condemnation.’

Second. Where the  authorized vérsion
has an obscure rendering of a passage suf-
ficiently clear in the Hebrew or Greek text,

. it will be changed.

Third. Also where the authorized ver-
sion is infelicitous in,the ghoice of Eng-
lish words, even if hot actually mislead-

_ing. ; .

Fourth. Words absolutély obsolete will
be dropped for words now within the us-
age of good writers. The point was discuss-
ed that ‘“halt” is still. good English; and
while not so’common, is more dignified
than “limp.”. The word /let” or “hinder”

. was considered obsolete.

It is understood that the modern usage
will be followed. thoroughly in'the use of
pronouns, and, generally, where an author-

7 ized version rendering is wholly consistent
with good present day custom.

} It is planned to have this nmew edition
printed in, England: in May, 1911, three
hundred years after the printing of the

.+ first. edition ‘of the Bible.

While the committee proper. has adjourn-
ed, two committees, each’ consisting of
three persons, one on;the:new and (onme
on .the 0ld Testameént, will' continue their
sessions ‘throughout the summer at Asbury
Park. ‘ i ;

At the session of the larger committee,
there was considerable* agitation for are-
vision of the Bible. _ :

Professor Robert Dick Wilson said' that
the committees would do no revising, as
those who “desired the Bibl¢ revised had
been defeated, but that there would be an
adherence ‘to conservative ‘lines,” merely re-
placing old English words whose meanings
have gradually changed, with . modern
words more clearly expressing the intend-
ed meaning. : 1

. gregate displacement of 1,016,950 tons, rep-
resenting five complete fleets and part of
a sixth, will be employed.

Reno, July 4—When the sun that today
lifted its rays above the sage brush hills
enclosing - this ordinarily peaceful valley
sets over the Sierras, there will have pass-
ed into comparative eblivion one of two
mighty men—James Jv Jeffries or John
Arthur Johnson.

Its first rays shot into barrack-like places
where men of home and family were lying
in row after row. It glinted through shut-
ters into ‘strange bedrooms where men
were sleeping three in a bed and on the
floore. It rent - aside curtains of smoke
and saw red-eyed mea grouped at green
tables ‘and standing - around epinning
wheels. And on each of these tables it
met its rival, the gold of earth in heaps.

It saw a great bare structure of pine
boards with a white reped ring in the cen-
tre waiting. It saw ‘the streets already
stirring with the restless life and auto-
mobiles already whirling along the coun-
try roads. §

A Perfect Day

Out of ‘the southeast came a cool wind
and the clear sky:. gave promise of a per-
fect day for what may be the last great
heavyweight fight in the United States.
Here, betwegn the'fire 6f eastern reformers

- The night ‘passed
peacefully at beth camps and 'early this
morning the trainers and handlers were
busy.completing their arrangements to ap-
pear at the ringside promptly and to. get
out of town tomorrow. The gong for the
first round is scheduled to ring at 1.30
p- m. Pacific coast time, but‘what with
introductions and the fuss of.moving pic-
ture game; it. . probably will ‘be half an
hour later hefore time is called.

1t:is probable that the arena, seating
17,000, will be comfortably filled. Early
this morning a long line of purchasers was
in front. of the ticket office. There has
been no.difficulty thus far over: the seat-
ing arrangements and no scalping has been
carried on openly.

The mainstruggle this morning was to
get somethmg to eat before going to the
arena. The restaurants last night almost
gave up the attempt to feed the hungry
multitude, ..Many places were sold out 'of
every scrap of eatables before morning.
The doors of the main restaurants were
guarded by husky waiters, who let a {ew
hungry patrons sift in at intervals. Once
inside it was a waiter who told the guests
what they could get to eat. Menu cards
were mere ornaments. :

Late specials last night walked until they
were weary hunting a place to eat and
sleep. Some gave it up as a bad job and
remained up all night. It was a wierd
throng that started on its way to the
arena as the clock hands moved toward:
noon. In the crowd were the pugilists and
the sports who follow the pugilists and bet
on them; the men who write of the do-
ings ‘of the fighters—more writers than
ever reported a fight before; women and
boys, thieves and gamblers, beggars and
detectives, and all the casual riff-raff that
follows big sporting events.

Jeffries’ Odds About Same ~

During the ~morning many automobile
parties sped out to the two camps on the
edge of the city, seeking a last tip from the
wise ones.

Jeffries the favorite at 10 to 6%. They
wera pushed down to six at one time by a
bet of $10,000 on Jeffries made by H. I.

George Considine of New York bet $5.000

on Jeffries at odds of 10 to 6%, and an-
nounced that he had more at the same
price. The larger betting is looked for
at the ring side with a possible change of
odds in favor of Johnson.: E. E. Smath-
ers, of New York, said he would bet $20,-
000 on Jefiries later. The latest news from
the eamps is that both men will wait un-
til the last minute before motoring to the
ringside. They will dress at their camps,
Leven to putting the bandages' on their
hands. ' )

Both men arose early and went out for
short spins on the road to limber up.
Johnson had 'not made his final plans, but
Jeffries decided to have all his trainers,
except “Red” Cornell and “Farmer” Burna
precede him to his-quarters at the arema.

Sir Chas. Hardinge’s Record
But Once Surpassed

N SERVIGE 30 YEARS

Man of Charming Manners, is
Fine Linguist and Has Won

London, July 8—Sir Charles Hardinge,
who has just been appointed Viceroy of
India, ‘in 'succession ‘to Lord Minto, who
will resign next November, and who is to
be raised to-the peerage; furniehes-an ex-
ample of rapid’promotion in the.diplomatic
service seldom attained. He arrives at the
pinnacle of diplomatic ambition at the age
of fifty-two, a record beaten only once, by
Lord Curzon, who became viceroy. at forty.

But Sir Charles has spent many years
in the diplomatic service, having entered it
ay twenty-two when he went to Constanti-
nople as an attache, and was lucky enough
to come under the notice of Lord Dufferin,
then ambassador, who made him his pri-
vate secretary. Since then his promotion
has been rapid, and he has served in near-
ly every capital of Europe and Asia.

From Constantinople he went to Berlin,
and from there to Washington, where he
received promotion and became second sec-
ond secretary and acted as charge d’affaires
After Washington he re-
turned to the near East, serving at Safia
and Bucharest; went into the far East at
Teheran for a while, and then to St. Pe-
tersburg as secretary to the embassy. He
also served a short period as aseistant un-
der-secretary of state at the foreign office
in London. !

Places were looked for and
colored, and pickle bottles full of diamonds
were brought into Luderitz Bay from
about. a radius of ten miles, and shopkeep-
ers were asked to give some cash or goods
for them. Mis-belief was still there, and
no one ventured.. Even after the claims
had been pegged off (ome claim being then
one kilometer—two-thirds of a mile—rad-
ius) #nd the government license paid, viz:
60s., these claims were offered in Luder-
itz Bay and Swakopmund for 70s. or 80s.

 and refused.

At last news was received and specimens
of these stones were seen by some one from
Cape Town, who at once understood the
value, quickly got together a number of
fields, and—presto!—a diamond company
which has paid the last year 55 per cent.
on a capital of £150,000 without any effi-
cient machinery or any of the conveniences
which now can be¢ had, and"mainly with
pick, ‘shovel and sieve. Now it is a large
industry, and miles and miles of fields
have been proved to contain diamdnds.
All Jand from the Orange River up to the
twenty-sixth degree was afterward closed
by the’ government to prospectord, and re-
served by the Colonial Gesellschaft Com-
pany, a kind of chartered company of Ger-
man Southwest Africa.

As soon as the south, was closed to

the little /stone which would mean so
much to therh. They said they knew they
were only 100 ~miles from Spencer Bay,
where there was a depot, and they could
do it.

Whe-
ther they ever reached the depot no one
will ever know.

Every now and again a riderless camel
or horge arrives at Walfisch Bay or one
of the southern depots, which tells its
own tale—someone left to die of thirst or
hunger in the ever-shifting, waterless
sard dunes.

SON OF KING
FOR INDIA
DISCUSSED

Proposal to Train a Permanent
Viceroy Pleasing to But
Deemed Premature by Ed-
ward Vil

London, July 3—While it is under-
stood in couri circles to be perfectly true
that “the appointment of the Duke of
Connaught as Governor-General of Canada,
and of Sir Charles Hardinge as Viceroy
of India are in fulfillment of the expressed
| wishes of his late Majesty King Edward
' VIL,” it is none the less known to be a
fact that King Edward had seriously con-
sidered the recommendation that had come
to him from Calcutta last April that one
of the younger sons of the then Prince of
Wales should be trained to represent the
royal family in India, although he believed
that the time for. making the innovation
had not yet arrived.

The project then discussed in the Indian
press has since been revived there, amid
I the general mourning for the dead king
and the influence of such mourning on the
people, and, although the change would
involve an.alteration in the law governing
India, it wonld, it is believed, have an ex-
ceTient influence on native sentiment.

The late king was revered particularly
| from the point of view of caste, which is
!of paramount consideration in India, and
;natives of all classes would appreciate the
{ appointment of a royal prince—the son of
the new king and emperor—to preside over
! the destinies of their country.

“He could not fail,” writes a Calcutta
correspondent,s ‘‘to exercise an influence
much more powerful than that of the
‘most popular Viceroy selected in the us-
|ual way. In the event of a son of King
| George being chosen he would receive spec-
1ial instruction in Indian history, literature,

whem he lived. In this way he became
fluent in Turkish and Persian. To these
accomplishments, he adds the attraction
of a distinguished appearance and the most
charming manners, and it was chiefly ow-
ing to thisart of being able to make him-
self pleasant that the late king chose him
on his tour of the European cities which' he
made shortly after his coronation, with
the object of establishing a friendly foot-
ing with other nations. These experiences
Sir Charles has published in a book on
King Edward’s continental tours.

The Dogger Bank Incident

The next appointment afforded- him an
opportunity of dieplaying his powers. He
was sent back to St. Petersburg as ambas-
sador, and whilst he was there, the famous
Dogger Bank incident took place, when the
Russian fleet, on its way out to Japan,
fired on some English fishing vessels in the
night, mistaking them, it is supposed, for
Japanese torpedo-boats. Excitement ran
hight at the time, and a difficult and deli-
cate task lay before the young ambassador.
He not only succeeded in relieving the
strained relations between the two nations,
but laid the foundation of an enduring
friendship with Russia by assisting in the
drafting and signing of the subsequent
Anglo-Russian agreement. !

1t is these experiences both in Persia and
Russia and the advantages he has taken
of them that make him peculiarly capable
for his new post, for they brought him in
contact with the ‘weightiest issues upon
which the extermal politics of India de-
pend.

He was recalled from St. Petersburg in
1908, and was appointed permanent under-
secretary for foreign affairs, the position
he now holds. It is interesting to note
that his grandfather was Viceroy of India
from 1844-47, aftér having served in the
Peninsular War. Another ancestor of his,
the first Lord Hardinge, was thanked by
parliament for his eervice in India and
was granted a pension of $15,000 a year.

Sir Charles Hardinge married in 1890,
the Hon. Winifred Sturt, and has two
sons and a daughter who has the curious

first name of Diamond. Lady Hardinge,’

who was woman of the bedchamber to
Queen Alexandra, is very beautiful and a
fine violinist; among her most treasured
possessions “is a Stra valued at $4,000.
She is an intimate friend of Queen Mary.
One of her sons was page of honor to
King Edward, who was his godfather, and
he was chosen as one of the playmates of
the children of the present king.

During the month the nurses gave treat-

to schools and twelve to dispensaries. Nine

'| children were excluded from school because

of chicken pox, measles and. other con-
tagious diseases. Five cases 'were reported
to the Children’s Aid Society. As the re-
sult of visits to homes of the children, 37
had glasses fitted, 8 had tonmsils and ade-
noids removed, and 32 had teeth filled.
Also 30 parents promised to have children’s
eyes attended to in the vacation, 74 to have
tonsils and adenoids removed and 69 to
have teeth taken care of.

It will be seen that a large percentage
of the children in Toronto schools were
suffering from some defect. The sooner
such cases are attended to the more easi-
ly they will yield to treatment. Hence
the importance of a competent inspection.
Many children who are regarded as dull,
because they do not learn as rapidly as
others, are really suffering from a phynnal
defect of some kind.

The course that has been adopted in To-
ronto should be adopted in St. John.
Careful examination of all the children,
revealing defects and reporting them to
parents, would be of very great bemefit. It
would benefit the children individually,
and would also tend to prevent the spread
of contagious diseases through the medium
of the schools.

THIN COOKIES.

One-half cupt butter, 1-3 cup sugar, 1
egg well beaten, 3-4 cup flour, 1-2 teaspoon
vanilla. Cream butter, add sugar, little
by little, then egg, flour and flavoring.
Put on buttered sheet in teaspoonfuls,
spreading thinly with knife dipped in cold
water. lLeave about 1 inch apart an
put nut in centre of each cake.

CODFISH SALAD.

Put.a thick piece-of white codfish, soak-
ing over night.

Put 14 cup butter and 12 cup milk
into a saucepan over fire. . When hot add

family or any male over 18 years old,
may -homestead a quarter section of -avail-
able Dominion land in  Manitoba,
Saskatchewan, or Alberta. The applicant
must appear in person at the: Dominion
Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for the dis-
trict. Entry by proxy may be made at any
agency, on certain conditions, by father,
mother, son, daughter, brother or sister of
intending homesteader.

Duties.—Six months’ residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of thrce
years. A homesteider may’ live within nine
miles of his homestead on a farm of at
least 80 acres.solely owned and occupied by
hin: or by his father, mother, son, daugh-
ter, brother or sister.

In certain  districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter sec-
tion alongside his homestead. Price $3.70
per acre. Duties—Must reside upon the
homestead or pre-emption six months in
each of six years from date of homestead
entry (including the time required to earn
homestead patent) and cultivate fifty acres
extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted his
homestead right and cannot obtain a pre-
emption may enter for a purchased home-
stead in certain districts.

VCTORUAN ORDER, A
 STATEMENT BY
LADY ABERDEEN

Replies to Suggestion of ‘Needs
of Women on OQutlying- Farms
in the Canadian West

(Ottawa Free Press.)

As we expected in our re¢ent comment
upon it, the letter to the London Times
from Mrs. George Cran, urging the elaims
of wives on outlying farms and ranches in
Western Canada. to assistance in child-
birth, provoked a speedy reply from the
Countess’ of Aberd een, who pointed out,
as it was ceftain '{ﬂ]e would do, that al-
ready Canada posgéssea the necessary or-
ganization, in the : Victorian Order of
Nurses. Her ladyship teils-the readers of
the Times:—

“In 1897 the Vietorian Order of Nurses
was formed in Canada, in remembrance of
the diamond jubilee of Queen Victoria,
with the, object of bringing nursing assist-
ance to the people of Canada, both in the
cities and settled country districts of the
east, and also in the far away prairie and
mountain districts of the west, and not
only to look after the sick poor, but also to
care for persons of moderate means in
their times of sickness at a moderate cost.

“The needs of the latter class are exceed-
ingly urgent. The nurses employed must
all have the highest possible qualifications
and training in hospital, maternity, and

| distriet work. They are all subject to one

central board, and have one chief lady su-
perintendent, but they work under local
representative committees in all parts of
the dominion from ocean to ocean. The
order is supportéd by all creeds and class-
es of the people, and -possesses the entire
‘confidence of the medical profession.

“At first the work of the order was con-
fined to district nursing, the cottage hos-
pitals only existing in connection with such

‘nursing centres; but later the hospital side

of the undertaking grew in prominence
owing to the efforts of Lady Minto, and a
fund was created from which grants are
given to assist in building small hospitals
in newly settled and far away districts
which 'urgently need such institutions.
Special attention js now being given to the
increase of country district nursing under
4 scheme of Lady Grey's, in order to
meet the pressing needs of the new set-
tlers who are crowding into Canada, and
especially to care for the women in that
land of great distances.”

This being the case, Lady Aberdeen
warns against duplicating of organizations,
and asks that any persons willing to aid
in the good work being done by the Vie-
torian Order should send their contribu-
tions to either the treasurer of the order
at the headquarters on Somerset street.
Ottawa, or to herself. There is no need
for any addition to the organizations al-
ready existing. What is wanted is co-
operation between those who are anxious
to assist in the good work, either by money
or by personal service, and it is pleasing
to note that that co-operation is willing-
1y given by the officers and mej bers of
the Queen Victoria’s Jubilee I

James J. Jeﬁ'nes and John A. Johnson,
through the Associated Press last night de-
livered their tast messages of confidence in
their fitness, which they will give before
they shake hands in the ring tomorrow
afternoon.

James J. Jeffries said:

“When the gloves are knotted on my
hands tomorrow aftermoon and I stand
ready to defend what is really my title it
will be at the request of the public who
forced me out of retirement. I Tealize full
well just what depends on me and I am
net going to disappoint the public.

“As to ‘my condition, just how I feel
on the eve of the battle, there’s no use
going into detail. That portion of the
white race that has been looking to me to
defend its athletic supremacy may feel as-
sured I am fit to do my very best. If I
had as much as a light pain, a sore finger
or the most trivial thing imaginable that
might annoy me I would immediately in-
sist on a postponement. Fortunately I'm
as sound as a dollar. I think I will surely
beat Johnson. I would not have signed
to fight at all unless I was reasonably cer-
tain of victory. It 'is impossible for me
to say just how I will fight this colored
man. My method of fighting will develap
ag the actual ecrapping is'on. Neither can
I say whether the bout will be short or
long. Suffice it to say that any time I
hit the other fellow I’m going to hurt him
and that I will win just' as quickly as I
can.”

Jack Johnson said:

“When I go into the ring on the fourth
of July to tight Mr. Jeffries I will do so
with full confidenge that I am able to de-
feat him at the game of give and take. I
honestly believe that in pugilism I am Jef-
fries’ master and it is my purpose to
demonstrate this in the ‘'most decisive way
possible. I think I know Jeffries thor-
onghly as a fighter and, with this knowl-
edge reassuring me; I am more than 'will-
;ng to defend the title of champion against

.

“It has never been my policy before a
battle to discuss the method I will employ
during my fight. In this fight more than
in any other it is impossible to tell in
detail just how things will go. I am going
to win. I will be there, fighting at every
turn. I don't look forward to the tight
pinches, but I think my superiority over
Mr. Jeffries eliminates the need of any

The fight ih Qll probability will
be fast throughout every roumd, no mat-
ter how far it goes.

Johnson’s recorded ring career shows 64
battles since 1901. Of those only two were
decided against him. He lost a twenty-
round decision to Marvin Hart in 1005,
and lost to Joe Jeanette in the same year
on a foul., With the exception of Jim
Corbett gnd Tom Sharkey, he has met all
the big men whom Jeffries bested, and has
vanquished them all.

Jeffries’ ring career lasted eight years—
from 1897 to 1905. He has the shortest
fighting record of any champion—twenty
battles. Only one—a four-round bout with
with Jack Munroe—was decided against
him. Jefiries was never called upon to
fight second raters. His twenty battles
were either champions or aspirants to the
title. He is a fighter born great, and
knows nothing of the grinding process of
achieving greatness fhrough which John-
son has toiled.
