Hon, Mr, Ballantyne Spea
for the Shipbuilding
Appropriation

Thus Far Canadian Merchant
Marine Has Profit — Steel
Plates Cheaper Than in
United Kingdom — Oppo-
sition Speakers Criticize
Government Ownership —
Mr. Keefer’s Plea for West
Indies Trade.

(Canadian Press.)

Ottawa, March 23—In the House of
Commons yesterday afternoon, in com-
mittee of supply the first item under dis-
cussion was a vote of $20,000,000 for con-
struction of the vessels in accordance
with the government ship-building pro-
gramme. Hon. C. C. Ballantyne, minis-
ter of marine, said that the vote was be-
ing asked for to complete the government
merchant marine shipbullding pro-
gramme. A portion of it, he said, was
re-vote. If the House gave its consc
to the passage of this amount, the gc
ernment would have no further estimal
to bring down for ship-building. I
quoted a table showing the passage «
ship-building in Canada during the ls
forty-five years, and said several reasor
had prompted the government in en
its shipbuilding prc
gramme.

In the first place the great loss of ship
ping made it imperative for Canada {
own and operate her own merchant fleet
Canada, also, had become possessed of ¢
great transcontinental railway system
and a fleet of merchant ships was neces-
sary ‘to work in conjunction with {ihe
railways. Six types of vessels were un-
der construction.

Payments made to April 1919 tetalled
$19,510,822, and from that date to March
1 of this year $24,689,078. There remain-
ed to be paid from the vote $15,505851.

Canadian merchant ships, Mr. Ballan-
tyne urged, would prove the best possible
advertisement for Canada. The word
“Canadian” prefixed to the name of all
the ships and in every port they flew

|| the flag of Canada’s merchant marine.

Soon they would be plying the seven
seas of the world. In the last few weeks
had been posted sailings out of Canadian
vorts on a half dozen different routes.

Appeal to Manufacturers.

Mr. Ballantyne said that he would like
to make a public appeal to Canadian
manufacturers to show more interest in
the export trade of Canada than they
have shown in the last year. If Canada
was to overcome her financial burden a
larger export trade was mecessary. The
government proposed to supply ships for
which there was good railway connec-
tions and arrangements were made to
carry on government ships commercial
travelers from Canadian houses, and
special provision would be made for their
baggage, samples, etc. Not only would
Canadian ships be of the greatest import-
ance as carriers of Canada’s imports, but
they would also carry out of Canadian
ports the product of western wheat fields
and of the mines and forests of Canada.
The traffic in these commodities could
be properly regulated, with the advent of
an adequate Canadian merchant marine,
and a long felt want in the development
of Canada would be filled.

Hon. Mr, Ballantyne next went on to
say that had it not been for the facili-
ties which the government provided
through its merchant marine there would
have been a much more serious sugar
shortage. A total of 89,821 tons had
been carried or would be carried by
April 1, and its value was $183,164,164.40.

“After providing for new organiza-
tion, which we had to puf in when we
took over and opened up new rouces,”
he said, “and after providing for insur-
ance, we have, up to Dec. 19, 1919, grcss
earnings of $3,449,030.25 and net carn-
ings of $1,406,006. This will provide an
interest of five and a half per ccnt on
the government’s investment.”

Out of the earnings, he said, they
had paid $500,000 to the consolidated
revenue fund, which met the interest
rate in Dec. 31 last. “So that the Cana-
dian government merchant 1narine is
paying its way, although it has only
been in operation a short {ime, practi-
cally just having got started,” he said.
Hon. Mr. Ballantyne paid a tribute to
D. B. Hanna, and the board of directors.
He said they had done very excellent
work.

Replying to Mr. Duff of Lunenburg
the minister said he could not say at
the moment what amount, if anv. had
been set aside for depreciation, but they
had $15,000,000 in Victory bonds and
cash in the bank.

Steel Plates.

Mr. Ballantyne referred to the con-
tract for steel plates placed with the
Dominion Steel Corporation at Sydney.
The contract was for 50,000 tons a year
for five years with the option of increas-
ing the amount to 75,000 -tons. 'The
price under the contract was $415 a
hundred pounds. The contract was
made during the war and following the
armistice the company was requested to
reduce the price. The company consent-
ed and the price was reduced from $4.156
to $8.65, a saving which would tota] on
the contract §2,800,000. Mr. Ballantyne
added that he thought it possible that
the full 75,000 tons a year would be
taken.

The price for steel plates in the
United Kingdom was much higher. So
much so that it would be possiblesto
ship Canadian plates to any part of the
United Kingdom, meet competition

i
kS| there, and still have a good margin of

profit. No one expected that the price

1 of steel plates in the United Kingdom

would return to the pre-war level, but
there would come a time when the Brit-
ish yards would be filled with orders,
and competition would be keener.

“I am not going to say anything now,”
Mr. Ballantyfxe proceeded, “in regard to
subsidies for'Canadian shipbuilding ex-
cept to say that the government has the
question under very serious considera-
tion. Canadian ship builders had set a
high standard and were securing foreign
orders, but he would not be prepared to
say that they would be able to meet
competition in a year or two without
assistance.

Dr. Clatk.

Dr. Clark of Red Deer, observed that
the decline in shipbuilding in Canada
corresponded with the operation of the
national policy. He said that ship-
building would flourish better under free-
dom than under restriction. If Canada
had the right fiscal policy shipbuilding
would take care of itself. The opera-
tion of steamship lines, he said, would
always be competitive. He referred to
the appeal made by the minister of
marine to the merchants of Canada for
greater exports and would like to give
the governmient fair warning that a re-
striction of imports inevitably meant a
restriction of exports. Financial experts
had estimated that Canada would have

» export a surplus of $200,000,000 for

If those were the government’s plans
he thought every member of the house
would be surprised that only $20,000,000
was asked in this vote. Perhaps the re-
cent caucus had upset the minister’s
plans.

At the time that the government own-
ershiip of steamships had been introduced
in the house the members had supported
it because it was necessary to secure ton-
nage during the war., Mr. Duff thought,
however, that the government should
now be getting out of the steamship
business as the emergency had passed.
He contended that in returning the net
profit $1,500,000, the government ships
had made a very, very poor showing. If
any of his boats returned a similar pro-
fit on the investment, Mr. Duff said, he
would get rid of them quickly. If the
government steamers had only returned
that profit during the conditions that
prevailed in the last year or so, it
would only be & matter of a few months
or a year at the outside, before they were
showing a loss.

Referring to the work which has been
done in the shipyards in Canada, Mr.
Duff said it was a justification of the
calss of the claims of the Liberals ten
years ago when they wanted to build
ships and were told by their opponents
in the House and elsewhere that it would
be impossible to secure either the yards
or the men in Canada. His advice to
the government would be to sell all the
ships which it was claimed they could
easily do and leave the field open with-
out interference to private owners.

Private owners and builders of steam-
ships should have their investments pro-
tected and should be given assistance in
building ships if they needed it.
Duff read an advertisement published by
the United States Shipping Administra-
tion offering for sale a number of ves-
sels to support his contention that there
was no shortage of shipping at the pres-
ent time.

Asked by Dr. Clarke where the money
would come from to provide bonuses for
shipbuilders, Mr. Duff said he did not
know.

West Indies.

. H. Keefer, of Port Arthur, made a
plea for the development of Canada’s
trade with the British West Indies.
Canadian ships would have to meet in
the West Indies the powerful competition
of the United Fruit Company. But they
would bring to Canada the fruits and
raw materials needed here and land them
where they would be carried over Cana-
dian instead of American railways.

The correspondent says the Sinn Fein
asks the country to accept the monster
theory that Lord Mayor MacCutrain
was killed by actual agents of the gov-
ernment. He describes the over-night
riot in Dublin as a danger signal, and
says it is impossible to get an impartial
account of thé incident, the popular ver-
sion being that the soldiers provoked
and assaulted civilians.

The correspondent hears that the sol-
diers were stoned by a crowd because
they left the theatre singing the national
anthem as a protest against the failure
of the theatre orchestra to play it. He
adds that public opinion throughout the
country is exasperated by a wild charge
against the police and soldiers, who
hardly would be human if they did not
resent the campaign of murder and
calumny.

DISCUSS NEW
PAVING BILL

The proposed new paving bill was dis-
cussed by a special committee meeting of
the common council last night. ‘I’he
first two sections were passed but it was
decided to delete the section referring
to, arbitration before the Public Utilities
Commission. The section callicg for a
four-fifths vote of the council to decide
on work to be done was amended to
read “by unanimous vote.” A section
was added to the effect that the pro-
visions of the bill would not become ef-
fective until the majority of the citizens
voted in favor of it. The compromise
clause was inserted providing for the
payment for only the estimaged cost of
cheaper pavement where #®strcet has less
than twenty per cent of its frontage oc-
cupied for business purposes and is paved
as for a trunk street. Commissioner
Jones said he was opposed to the bill
but was willing that it should go to
Fredericton. Mr. Fisher was not in favor
at all and said he was sure that a pleb-
iscite would condemn it. Mr. Builock
thought the bill was an improvement
and was in favor of getting advanced
legislation on the sfatute books. Com-
missioner Thornton, though opposed to
the bill, said that he would not oppose
it if the provision for the plebiscite was
inserted. Further discussion will take
place today.

He took me to the
house in Dorchester street and after we
had been there a short while he left,
saying he would return. They have kept
me here ever since.”

“Asked why she did not leave the
house when her husband failed to return,
she sald she had nowhere to go and al-
so some of her clothes were missing,
making it impossible for her to leave.

In order to protect the woman until
the husband comes up for trial, a
charge of vagrancy has been laid against
her, and she is being held at police head-
quarters.

Shelled walnuts continue to be a worry
to importers who state that it is almost
an impossibility to fill contracts owing
to the difficulty in getting supplies. Dried
fruits are in active demand and prices
are firm. Lemons have declined ahout
$2 per case. A good business is reported
for apples. Nova Scotia aples are arriv-
ing freely. The potato market is firm,
but prices are expected to break as trans-
portation becomes easier.

Fresh meats are firm in tone and a
brisk demand is noted. The butter mar-
ket is also firm. The egg rnarket has
weakened and changes in prices are a
daily occurrence. Trade in cheese is
somewhat improved. Lard, shortening
and margarine hold steady.

BAKING AT NIGHT
MAY BE STOPPED

Hon. Walter Rollo Inviting
Discussion of Radical
%hange — Means Sunday

Work.

(Toronto Mail and Empire.)
_ The elimination of night work in
bake shops and the substitution of day
baking is one of the matters now re-
ceiving the attention of the Ontario gov-
ernment. Yesterday in response to a
suggestion by Hon. Walter Rollo, min-
ister of labor, a representative deputa-
tion of journeymen bakers, drawn from
various centres in the province,.ca'l!ed
upon him at the parliament buildings
and laid before him the case for day-
time work. The conference was not as
fruitful of results as it was hoped to
be since the master bakers, who were
also invited to attend, did not put in an
appearance. It was stated on their be-
half that they wanted more time to deal
with the matter. They will be given
{“other opportunity to meet the minister
8nd talk the matter over with the re-
presentatives of the journeymen bakers.

The elimination of night work was
strongly urged by the bakers. Much
was said about the hardships of coi-
tinued night employment and the point
was also made that experts had demon-
strated that freshly baked bread was not
as wholesome as bread baked the day
before delivery. Where day-time baking
was carried on it was entirely successful
and the bakers met with little objection
from customers.

One of the difficulties in the way is
Sunday baking. If night work is elim-
inated the bakers must either work on
Sunday or consumers must on Monday
take bread -baked on Saturday. The
men made it clear that while they would
prefer to have no Sunday work they
would, if it was necessary, be content
‘o work on Sunday for four or five
hours.

A representative of the Lord’s Day
Alliance was on hand to watch proceed-
ings. He took no part in the discus-
sion other than to suggest that the
bakers get together and let the alliance
know what they had in mind in regard
tos Sunday labor.

stitution.

New York, March 24—Hundreds
cases undoubtedly exist wherein persons
absolutely sane are ihcarcerated in mad-
houses throughout the United States,
according to Clarence Alexander, attor-
ney, who secured the release of Phocbe

six, respectively, from the State Hospital
for the Insane of Kifigls Park, Long Is-
land.

The sisters had been in the asylum for
ten years, when Supreme Court Justice
Tempkins declared them sane and or-
dered their release.

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TEACHERS' SALARIES.

An approximate estimate of the total
expenditure for public  school services
in New Brunswick last year, exclusive
of grants for schools for the blind and
the deaf and dumb, is $1,530,255.94, made
up as follows:

Grants by districts ........ $1,158,168.00
County school funds 99,097.07 |
Provincial grants 277,995 .87

The average salaries of teachers for
the year were as follows:

Grammar school
Superior school
First class, male
Second class, male .89
Third class, male T2
First class, female |
Second class, female

Third class, female

Chief Superintendent Carter, in his
annual report, expressed the hope that
provision would be made so that no
teacher’s salary would be less than $500.
When we consider the wages paid for
any and every kind of manual labor this
is surely a modest enough plea in behalf
of the teacher.

The Times yesterday printed the re-
port of the provincial committee on
teachers’ salaries. The committee first,
recommends that equal pay be given for
equal work, and this should certainly
appeal to the legislature, even if it should
involve, as estimated, from $50,000 to
860,000 per year more from the pro-
vincial treasury. By doubling the county
tax, from thirty cents to sixty cents per
head of population, $100,000 would be
added to the resources from which sal-
aries might be increased. The commit-
tee recommends $500 as the minimum
salary in districts with a valuation of
$20,000 or under; and as there are dis-
tricts with as low as $1.000, and 625
with a valuation bélow $20,000, it is
obvious that special measures would
have to be taken in many cases to secure
that minimum. A larger county fund
erant is suggested where the valuation
is below $5,000." Where the valuation is
from $20,000 to $50,000 a minimum sal-
ary of $600 is recommended; and where
it is above $30,000 a minimum of $700.
The committee would have a penalty
imposed on: trustees engaging a teacher
under the minimum, and on any teacher
who accepted less.

What appears to be a very wise sug-
gestion is that of parish school boards.

In every parish are found prosperous
school districts and poor ones. It is in
the interest of all that all the childreni
should have good school privileges. A,
parish board, by spreading the assess-|
ment, could take care of all its districts
to good advantage. l

The committee has made the discov-
ery that some districts pay as high as
87 on the $100 in school taxes, and some
as low as fifteen cents. It is found thati
in some poor districts the people tax
themselves and provide excellent schools
while in much more prosperous ones the
schools are very poor. It is also found
that assessment values vary a great deal
in different parishes and counties. This
makes) it very difficult to standardize
salaries. Some method of overcoming
these difficulties should be devised.

One fact stands out very clearly. The |
salaries of teachers must be increased. |
The future welfare of the province de-
pends upon its schools, and they cannot
be made good while starvation salaries
are paid to teachers. The problem is
not confined to this province. It is con-
tinent-wide, and has also to be faced in
Great Britain. Juslice to the children
demands well-paid teachers in the
schools. A Virginia newspaper puts the
case admirably as follows:

“It is absolutely a waste of money to
put poor teachers in the classroom. So
much money might as well be poured
into a hole. With all due respect to any
people who might have been bearing the
cross of the underpaid teacher, a person
who will work for an average of $27
per month in these times surely lacks
the ambition that ought to be standing
before our boys and girls day in and
day out as an example of success. We
don’t want anything but the real robust
type of doers to be the teachers of our |
children, and it is a mistake to fill the
schoolrooms with anything but the best
trained.”

The provincial legislature must deal
with this problem. It has before it the
report of the committee, which is non-
political in its personnel. The members
of the house will do well to support a
progressive policy, and if necessary
carry on an educative campaign among
‘the people to enlist their hearty sympa-
thy and co-operation.

THE SANATORIUM
AT KENTVILLE, N, S

(Halifax Recorder.)

The Nova Scotia Sanatorium, situ-
ated in Kentville, has had a successful
career of fifteen years and in his latest
report Dr. Miller presents some inter-
esting statistics. During the year end-
ing Sept. 80, 1919, there were 87 civilian
cases treated and 637 ex-military pa-
tients. Of the cases treated, 48 were re-
admissions, 63 were found to be non-
tuberculdt, were incipient, 217 were
moderately advanced and 28, were far
advanced. = Of those discharged from
the institution the disease was arrested
in 41 or 144 per cent, apparently ar-
rested in 53 or 18.3 per cent, quiescent
in 68 or 24 per cent, improved in 64 or
22.5 per cent, unimproved in 87 or 13
per cent, while 22 persons or 7.8 per
cent, died. It fs a pathetic thing not to
find the word “cured” in the list of dis-
charges. Possibly that may come yet
as the methods of treatment are im-
proved. An explanation of terms used
is found on page 28 of the report. “Ap-
parently cured” means that all constitu-
tional symptoms and expectoration with
baccilli have 'been absent for a period
of two years under ordinary conditions
of life.
above for a period of six months. “Ap-;
parently arrested” means absence of all
constitutional symptoms for three |
months. Quiescent means practically the
same as above for two months. The
sanatorium now comprises an extensive
plant of twenty or more buildings and
its annual running expenses reaches the
great total of $284,792, or $2.74 per pa-
tient per day. The income from the
patients comes to $211,840.71, while the
provincial government pays $21,5648. Per-
haps the most valuable part of the work
done by this great institution is that of
teaching the patients how best to live,
so that when they return home they
may be able to keep their general health
in the best possible condition, and thus
preserve the benefits received while pe-
tients in the sanatorium,

CANADIANS AT CARNARVON.

As March was closing in 1900 several
thousand sons of the dominion were en-
during great hardships on the march in
South Africa. They were the men of
the Canadian Mounted Rifles who had
been sent there to help the empire in its
war against the Boers. Some of the
biggest engagements of the struggle had
already been fought but tnere was a
great amount of “mopping up,” as i
was called in the great war, to be done
vet. The Canadians formed part of the
troops to serve under Sir Charles Par-
sons. They took their 12-pounders and
two Vickers Maxims for the fray. On
March 12 and 18 the force got under
way along the dusty road leading to
Carnarvon with the word that 3,000
Boers lay in their pathway. But the
inhabitants of the district were exces-
sively loyal, for they had heard of the
big successes of the British so that when
Carnarvon was reached on March 19 the
whole place was a sea of British flags,
while public offices were gay with bunt-
ing and the women of the place had
gallons and gallons of tea and coffee
and cakes ready for the troopers. The
sight of the husky gunners riding with
the 12-pounders may have aided their
loyalty suddenly. !

‘At Carnarvon great floods of water
poured-down, converting the roads into
seas of impassable mud. The Boers had
hoped for a long drought but instead it
poured steadily. The troops, however,
were fairly well sheltered, many of them
finding very dry sleeping places in the
jail cells that were opened for the vc-
casion. But in a few days the rains
stopped as suddenly as they had begun
and they were off again. The roads
dried up rapidly and there was little de-
lay in chasing the fugitive bodies of
Boers and in the chase the hardships of
the way were forgotten in the plans for
victory.
