REPORT FROM THE VATICAN
TODAY IS MORE CHEERFUL;
POPE SHOWS IMPROVEMENT

Temperature Goes

Down and Cough is

Less Troublesome—Physicians Hope-
ful That Pontiff Will Recover

(Canadian Press)

Rome, April 14—The bulletin issued by
the papal physicians early today reads:

His Holiness passed a tranquil mnight.
Bronchial . symptoms are reassuring; tem-
perature 99; general condition good. While
the bulletin is optimistic,”it leaves many
incredulous that the patient really has had

‘| a turn for the better.

Undoubtedly, however, there was a no-

| ticeable amelioration in the Pope’s condi-

tion during the night.
Many Cables From Canada

The family of the Pope are-in‘a. state
of utter despair and have passed from,the
too optimistic - belief of ‘two ‘days to -an
equally pessimistic one’ today. Even the
Pontiff himself was comfoxtmg them by
pointing out the various bad ‘illnesses iof
old men and their complete recovery. He
then added to one of his sisters:

“Dear -Anna, I have not the shghtest
intention:to die now, but your. fage looks
as though: I were ‘near it,”” which hint
induced her to contro] her grief.

So far there have been more: enquiries
about the health of the Pope :from Can-
ada and the United States than from else-
where. -Not ony the cardinals -and high
prelates, but the humble country parish
priest who finds it hard to pay for a-de-
epatch is thus showing the love and rev-
erence wherein Pope Pius is held.

The improvement is coneidered most
encouraging as last night was thé seventh
since the first relapse suffered by the
Pope and the gravest anxiety had been
caused "by his increasing prostration and
weakness, accompanied by a haggard: ap-
pearance rising from malnutrition.

It now appears that the excessive
coughing' at about eleven o’clock last even-
ing accompanied by the emission of blood,
'great]y relieved the Pontiff and enabled
him, as Cardinal Merry Del Val thought
it would do, to obtain that restoration

ATTEMPT TO KILL ALFONSO

Madrid, April 13—For the third time in
his reign, King Alfonso narrowly escaped
today being the victim of an anarchist at-
tempt against his life. Three shots were
fired at the king this afternoon in the
streets of the capital by a mnative of Bar-
celona, Rafael Sanchez Allegro, who was
immediately overpowered. :

King Alfonso- owed his life to his own
courage, quickness and skilled horseman-
sbip. Accompanied by his staff he was
riding along the Calle de Alca on the way
back from the ceremonies of swearing in
the recruits, when a man sprang from the
sidewalk and seized the bridal of the
king’s horse with one hand, presenting a
revolver pointblank with the other.

Remember that eontitiental nations vestrict
emigration; remember that in this country
1t active encouragement proceeds increas-
ingly and ask yourself how long England
can retain its place as a leading nation.
Bad as it is now it will be far worse in a
few years, when we' will feel the loss of
the natural increase, occasioned by the de-
parture of young fathers 'and mothers.
We must copy the continental system and
retain our citizens.” ;

These sentiments may appear strange to
Canadians until it is remembered that Eng-
land is facing the condition dealt with by
a Devonshire writer who says ‘“Our fore-
fathers used to pin their faith to blood-
letting to cure physical ills, but too much
blood-letting sometimes killed the patient.
When emigration reaches the point that
there is a shortage of labor, a shortage of
brains and muscle, a shortage of potential
{ fathers and mothers of a desirable type,
| then, surely it is a public duty to ask why |
{ emigration continues to the danger poin.t,’
and to consider what steps may be taken
to stay it.

“The total emigration from Devon for
twelve months has been not less than 8,456
souls. Not only are we losing our young
men, we are being drained of our capital.
These 8,456 emigrants have required to
| pay their passage money not less than an
| average of £10. To this must be added the
{ money that they have taken as a reserve.
:Some have large sums; more have Just a
| few pounds; a few have little more than
i enough to see them through their neces-
sary expenses. But all have something.
Suppose we add £20,000, or an average of
about £28 each. This £20,000 added to
the traveling money brings the total with-
drawal of capital from Devon for tho
twelve months to £104,560. How long can
we sustain this double strain without rval-
ing it acutely?”

LONDON MONUMENT
IN A NEW DRESS

Up 311 Steps to the Tep and

Reward a Fine View

(Times’ Special Correspondence)

London, April 2—Visitors who : come
to London for the first time this year
and pause on their way to the Tower to
ascend the famous “Monument” which
commemorates the great fire of 1666, will
find that renowned work of Christopher
Wren, looking as spick and span as steam
cleansing and new paint can make it. The
Monument, in fact, is undergoing the first
“spring cleaning” that has come its wiy
for a decade or more, and for another fort-
night at least, the “city” football players
who run up its 311 steps four times a |
week for the sake of keeping themselves !
“fit"” will have to indulge in some ofherf
form of exercise; a similar deprivation
being enforced on the many continental
| visitors who visit the Monument in the
fond belief—which is entirely unfounded
—that Paris can be seen from its sum-

Between 70,000 and 80,000 persons toil
manfully up the winding stairs of the
Monument every year and pay six cents
a head for the privilege.

Box Hill, in Surrey, the
former home of George Meredith, is dis-
tinguishable quite clearly, and one can
see the grand stand at Epsom with the
naked eye.

aid without a plebiscite. There was thus

be, only polled 545,518 votes. Clearly
fhere was a large majority aga nst. the
proposed policy of tribute. That major-
ity would be repeated if Mr. Bordén went
to the country.

, A TIDAL POWER PLANT

Whether the enormous power at the re-
v.ersing falla at St. John could be utilized
for induetrial purposes has long been an
interesting theme for engineers, and an in-
teresting source of speculation on the part
of the citizens. .

1t will therefore be of interest to St.
John people that an attempt is to be
made to produce a tidal power plant at
Husum on -~the Schleswig Holstein coast
of the NortheSea. 1t ie proposed to create
there by means of embankments a reser-
voir of four thousand acres, between the
Jaland of Nordstrand and the mainland. to
be divided into an upper and 2 Jower
tank, communicating by sluices with the
soa on the one hand and a turbine plant
\on the other. The theory is that with the
rigse and fall of the tide the turbines would
bhe kept in almost constant operation.
Thue the Electrical Review says:-—

“\When the water in the sea is higher
than in the upper reeervoir, this will be
filled through the sluices; if, on the other
hand. the water in thé upper reservoir be
at a higher level, this will flow oft through
the turbings, thus actuating ‘the ' Jatter.
Thie would commence some time after the
beginnicg of low tide. An opposite pro-
cess is to take place in the lower tank;
when the water in the sea ie higher than

! of extreme toryism, and persons who seek

the beginning of high tide, and stopping
them some time after the beginning of low
tide. If the water in the sea be. lower
than in the tank, water will flow from the
latter through the sluices into the sea.

“The promoters of this scheme, on the
hypothesis of a vegular return of tidal am-
plitudes, presume that the operation of the
turbinee from one of the tanks may begin
at the very moment the operation from
the other tank ceases, thus ensuring a con-
tinuous service; they are.reckoning on a
level difference of five or &ix feet between
the sea amd the tank actually in operation,
the water in both tanks rising and falling
about three feet during each tide.

“The turbines ave to yield 5,000 horse-
power, driving dynamos which will work
without any accumulators, thus ¢ommuni-
cating their output directly to the supply
system. The cost of construction is estim-
ated at $1,250,000, of which about $875,000
is allowed for the embankments and about
$125,000 each for the turbines and sluices,
the buildings and the electrical part of the
plant. The cost of the kilowatt hour, as
produced in the tidal electrieity works, has
been calculated in the first instance at 2 1-2
cents, but in the event of a large consump-
tion it will be reduced considerably (down
to half a cent and less.) Even should the
electrical enterprise fail, the promoters
would in any case recover the value of the
land reclaimed from the sea.”

Of course the plan i not without critic-
ism. Some eritics argue that fluctuations
of the tide level are often unexpected and
abrupt; that the turbines would’ not be
kept in continual operation, and that the
cost of transmission of power would be
enormous. . Commenting on the project the
Literary 'Digest observes that whether
this scheme succeds or not,, “engineers|
would surely love to see a fidal power
plant in o}emtion, after contemplating so
many pictures of abortive projects.”

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A CHAT WITH A BIG BUSINESS
~ MAN WHOSE START WAS SMALL

| (London Tit-Bits).
*About the same time that Sir Thomas
iLipton opened his little shop in Stobcross
| street, Glasgow, and Sir W. H. Lever de-
termined to make a venture on his own ac-
count by starting a grocery business at
Wigan, af young man of twenty-seven, the
son of a Nottingham herbalist, also de-
cided to launch out. He opened a small
chemist's shop in the lace town.

“I had an idea,” he said to the writer,
during the course of an interview, “that

very much out of date. He was mereiy
marking time while other businesses were
abandoning old-fashioned methods to keep
pace with the progress of the age. I
thought the public would welcome new
chemists’ shops in which a greater and bet-
ter variety of pharmaceutical articles could
be obtained at cheaper prices. It was,
however, with some feelings of trepidation
that T opened my first shop.

“It is true tllat I had had a considerable
experience of pharmacy, having become
manager of my father's shop while still in
my teens, for he died when I was ten
years of age, and I had to leave school to
help my ‘mother in the shop. But I ‘was
entirely without capital, and, as a matter
of fact, I was hampered for some years by
lack of money and inability to get credit.
London houses to whom I wrote for goods
thanked me for my custom and said that
they would like cash with the orders. How-
ever, I persevered, feeling that a cheap
cash chemist would succeed, and in 1880
was able to open branches in Sheffield and
Lincoln.”

Wonderful Resuits

It was thus that Sir Jesse Boot, the
iyoung man in question, started life, and
since those days that little chemist’s shop,
in Nottingham, near (foose Gate, has
lgrown until today the business controlled
by Sir Jesse consigts of more than 550
zﬂourishing branches with a capital and re-
jserve fund of more than £2,000,000. The
{firm of Boot’s Cash Chemists, Ltd., now
{has eeven factories in Nottingahm, one
iin London, one in Manchester, and a shop
{in practically every leading town in the
{ United Kingdom, the total number of per-
isons employed being 7,000,

{ It is a etory of success which is particu-
|larly interesting and valuable to the young
man of today, because of the difficulties
{which Sir Jesse had to overcome. Here
{was a young man with an idea, but no
!money. Neither could he raise any, but he
| just possessed that determination to keep
‘on, and the result was a measure of suc-
icess of which he himself probably, never
{dreamed in those ‘early days. Of course ccu-
’pled with that determination were keen
| business acumen and energy. But when, at
{a subsequent interview, I asked Sir Jesse
if he thought great business qualities were
necessary for the young man who wished
]to succeed today, he replied:—

| “Don’t Be Ashamed””

“To talk of great business qualities ra-
ther tends to discourage the average man.
I would rather prefer to say that the real
secret of success is perseverance — just
keeping on. By doing so a man naturaily
ydevelops great business qualities, particu-
{larly when the work which he is engaged

i upon ie congenial, and he throws his whole
heart and soul into his labors.

“But of course you can make no hard
{and fast rules. One man’s successful me-
| thods might land another into bankruptey.
{ Nor must you be afraid to alter your rules
jand methods. The man in business can-
{not afford to be bound down by conserva-
i tive principles. He must move with the
| times; that is the great essential, and if
| he finds that he is not making progress by
| following out certain preconceived plans,
{then it would be well to see if there are
jnot other methods which would lead the
| way to more rapid development. But per-
{severance and keeping on is the great
thing. ;

*And don’t be ashamed of being in trade.
| There are so many people who are ready
to give it up when they have made a lit-
i tle money, or to change to something else
%should an opportunity arige.”

Excellent Maxims

“Since my health broke down,” he said,
1 “T have been strongly tempted to retire,
ibut for me there is no such thing as rest.
i I feel. on the contrary, the way seems to
| open out for more work than ever. Char-
i les Kingsley says that as a reward for do-
! ing work well God gives us more wora to
[do. I cannot say 1 have always done my

i

work well; there have been frequent per-
iods when 1 have lost heart of faith. But
I do feel strongly the call to do more
work.

or to enter into rest.

Referring again to his early days, Sir
Jesse remarked: “Yor years after our
business was started no one seemed to
understand our position. We were Ish-
maelites, our hands against everyone and
everyone's hands against us. I recollect
the manager of the bank where we had
our first account saying to me, in a tome
of surprise: ‘You seem to make this sort
of thing .pay.” quite as though it was the
most surpriging thing that it should pay,
and hardly the proper thing for it to suc-
ceed. I remember one day two ladies of
some position were in the shop, and,
though mutually acquainted, each scemed
rather ashamed to meet the other in our
place. One of them remarked, apologeti-
cally: ‘Well, really, you know, by coming
Lere we can save a little and have a liftle

more to give away in charity.’’

A Strenueus Fight

Three years after he had opened branch-
es on Sheffield and Lincoln, Sir Jesse
floated Boot’s as a limited company with
cleven shops, and from this sprang the
hundreds of branches which now comprise
this great firm of cash chemists. It was
a strenuous fight at first, and Sir Jesse
has ' confessed that so strong and bitter
was the feeling of the trade against them
in the past that it developed in himseclf
and his colleagues an equally strong fight-
ing spirit. ‘“Looking back,” he has said,
“with the calm view one attains after
twenty years’ experience, one fecls that
perhaps we rather overdid the fighting.
Certainly in those days we called a spade
a spade, without any superfluous adorn-
ments. But a]l that is forgotten now, and
our shops are no longer places dnyone need
apologize for entering.”

And the sterling qualities of Sir Jesse's
character were generously recognized by
his sternest antagonists of years ago when
a knighthood was conferred upon him in
1909.

‘However much antipathy chemists may
feel towards the man who has gathered
into his hands such a large proportion of
the drug trade of Ingland,” wrote the
editor of one of the biggest druggist pa-
pers in the world, “and who stands head
and shoulders above his competitors as
the embodiment of the idea of company
pharmacy, it is impossible to deny admir-
ation of the ability, energy, and indomi-
table perseverance which have raised him
from the owner of a small herbalists’s
business into the controlling spirit of the
world’s largest retail undertaking in chem-
ist ‘goods.”

Ambitions and Ideals

It is not easy, however, to get Sir Jesse
to talk of his great business. Rather does
he prefer to speak of his ambitions and his

ideals. His father was noted for a de-
sire for self-improvement. He never lost
an opportunity to help others, and his
successful son is actuated by the same
principles. His keen interest in the af-
fairs of his employes is illustrated in many
ways. For some years past it has been
a practice of the firm to give about £200
a year to young men employes who are
studiously inclined. Under this scheme
some twenty-five employes have become
qualified chemists. As an instance of the
spirit * of prudence which prevades the
whole establishment, Sir Jesse Boot has
been instrumental in inducing a large
number of the managers of the firm to
take out insurance policies. The induce-
ment takes the practical form of financial
kelp, the company undertaking to pay the
first two annual premiums and half of all
stbsequent premiums. Boot's Cash Chem-
ists, Limited, have now established a pen-
sion for their assistants, and funds to the
value of £40,000 have been allocated.

“If I live to get through all I want to
do for the comfort of the men and wo-
men in the works,” says Sir Jesse, “I
would like to do something for the better
housing of the unskillful laborer, com-
mencing with those in our empley. The
housing question weighs heavily on my
mind.

“The improvement in the condition of
our workers, the improvement of our
work, and the improved dwellings schemes
seem a pretty heavy task for a man of my
age to take on; but the prospect makes
me glow with enthusiasm, though I may
not live to:finish my programme.”
