1 iAlthough the pian of sprinkling oil on 
the streets of the city to keep down the 
dust is generally approved of by the 
citizens, many of them expressed the 
opinion today that watering carts were 
hardly the proper vehicle to be used for 
the purpose, as the. oil was laid on too 
plentifully, causing considerable annoy­
ance to merchants, house-keepers, female 
pedestrians, and more particularly to 
hotel proprietors.

The oil was distributed about the city 
on Saturday with the idea that the quiet­
ness of traffic on Sunday would tend to 
lessen the trailing of the fluid over the 
streets. The store-keepers, hotel pro­
prietors, and others, however suffered, 
and their floors Were before very long 
liberally bespattered with oil-scented 
blotches*. So mpch so is this the case 
with the Dufferin Hotel, that J. H. Doody 
a member of the company, said this morn­
ing that he would take action against 
somebody for the destruction caused the 
carpets and flooring. The carpets were 
practically ruined, he said, and the oil- 
stained tiled floor was apparent, although 
it had been Scrubbed clean with the aid 
of a patent preparation but a short time 
before.

Mr. Doody attributed much of the dirt 
to the fact that the crossing in front of 
the hotel was more thickly coated than 
was the roadway. He had ordered mat­
ting to be procured for the sidewalk in 
front of the hotel, and had also arranged 
for a liberal quantity of sand to be dis­
tributed over the crossing.

City Engineer Murdoch said today that 
the cost of laying the oil oh the streets 
would probably be about 1 and 1-2 cent 
a square yard. At present only three of 
the city watering carts could be used for 
the purpose of oil-sprinkling, and these 
had all been used on Saturday.

Until the Conservatives made it a cam­
paign issue, reciprocity between Canada 
and the United States was a mere matter 
of business, relating only to the exchange 
of commodities between the two countries.

(Construction, Toronto)
An average gain of 40 per cent., repre­

senting a total investment of $1,992,258 eg 
against $10,364,478 in the corresponding 
period of last year, briefly summarises the 
building situation as based on operations 
undertaken in the thirty-one cities report­
ing to “Construction” for the month of 
June. Taking into account the tremend­
ously heavy investment of the preceding 1 
month, the showing made clearly indicates 
that as regards structural development, the 
country in general is moving on apace.
Twenty-two gains in all were noted'in the 
thirty-oflt <sitie* referred to, the totals in 
a large number of instances denoting 'a 
decidedly marked increase.

Winnipeg’s totiil of $2,790,250 is the larg­
est amount registered; Toronto’s expendi­
ture of $2,380,400 shows the next heaviest 
investment; and Calgary comes third with 
an amount of $1,826,250. Calgary's ad­
vance, in view of the high state of activ­
ity experienced m the month of May, re­
flects a most remarkable expansion; her 
increase of 186 per cezit.'being proportion­
ately greater than that noted in the case 
of Winnipeg off Toronto, where the gains 
registered were 15 per cent, and 3 per cent, 
in order named. The west in fact moved ; 
along with its characteristic stride; the 
only two places to suffer a loss being 
Brandon and Vancouver, their respective 
decreases bing 69 and 22 pr cent. Van­
couver’s set-back can be attributed to a 
great extent to labor troubles affecting 
several branchés of the building trades.
So far Vancouver has a two and a quarter 
million dollars increase over the same per­
iod of last year; and according to a report 
from Building Inspector Jarrett, his de­
partment feel confident of an increase cor­
respondingly as great for the next six 
months.

Saskatchewan witnessed heavy opera­
tions throughout, the investments ranging 
from $103,900 to $779,725 id the four prin­
cipal cities. Saskatoon noted an increase 
of 301 per cent.; Regina an advance of 180 
per cent., and Prince Albert and Moose 
Jaw respective gains o£ 283 and 609 per 
cent. In Alberta a like degree of pros­
perity was found in evidence, for aside 
from Calgary’s gain, other increases noted 
are: Edmonton, 63; Medicine Hat, j$93, 
and Lethbridge 6 per cent. In British Col­
umbia, Victoria is ahead by 10 per cent.
At North Vancouver the value of permits 
amounted to $55,415, and at New West­
minster new work was started entailing 
an expenditure of $68,000. Neither of the 
two latter places submit corresponding fig­
ures, but it seems safe to assume, consid­
ering their respective populations, that ! 
both are substantially ahead.

At present, calves entering the United 
States from Canada are taxeii $2 per head, 
while cattle worth not more than $14 have 
to pay $3.75, Cattle worth over $14 each are 
dutiable at 27 1-2 percent. And yet we 
sold well over $600,000 worth of cattle in 
the United States in 1910.

Considerably over half a million dol­
lars’ worth of sheep and lambs were sold 
in the American market in the same 
year, although the tax on the former was 
1.50, and on the latter 75c. per head.

Of hay, $673,o6o worth was sold in face 
of a duty of $4 per long ton.

In potatoes our sales reached $346,000; 
despite a tax of 25cv per bushel; in turn­
ips of $174,000, notwithstanding a tax of 
25 per cent, and in vegetables of $150,000, 
after payment of the same rate of duty.

All these and many other articles are 
to be made free under reciprocity. It 
needs no argument to show that trade 
must expand enormously when what are 
almost prohibitive barriers have been re­
moved. Farmers, in Lamb ton and Essex 
will gain greatly by freedom in selling their 
beets to Michigan sugar factories.

Constantinople, Aug. 5—The magnificent 
dome of the world-famed Byzantine fane of 
St. Sophia (“Divine Wisdom"), an incom­
parable architectural marvel of ages past, is 
beginning to yield to the heavy weight of 
its sixteen centuries of existence. Time, 
humidity, earthquakes, conflagrations, bom­
bardments, have, each and all, contributed 
their share of damage, findefmining slow­
ly but surely, the strength and solidity of 
a proud memorial of Hellenic inspiration 
and achievement.

It is not likely that the dome will 
be restored to its full original beauty and 
magnificence, as only its designer, Anthc- j 
mius of Tralles, who died in the sixth 
century, knew the myeteri 
the secrets of its marvel]
Already the casual observer perceives that 
the external aspect of the cupola presents 
no more a smooth, even, semicirclar out­
line. The eastern part of it deflects 
downwards. This is the part that has 
suffered most in the course of ages. In 
558 it was destroyed by an earthquake, ; 
together with the apse and the ambon. :
When it was rebuilt the whole dome was 
raised several feet higher than its original 
elevation, a performance which was re­
garded as a wonderful architectural feat.

The Emperor John VI Palaeologus in 
the 14th century did much to preserve the 
temple. In more recent times (1847) the 
enlightened Sultan Abdul Medjid under­
took the reparation of the damage done 
by time and earthquake. He employed 
the Italian architect Fossati, who per­
formed it, on the whole, eiceedingly well.
Thanks to his thorbugh restorations the j 
temple of St Sophia was able to withstand 
the assaults of several disastrous earth­
quakes. j

During the calamitous earthquake of 1893 
the dome was again greatly damaged, and 
several serious fissures were opened. :
Through these rain-water permeated, and \ 
still permeates, the whole masonic texture 
of the dome, thus constantly weakening 
it. Several cracks and fissures also, barely 
perceptible to the naked eye, disfigure the j 
harmony of the superb mosaics in the m-1 
terior of the dome. Several local attempts | 
to fill up these chinks have proved far 
beyond Turkish skill and knowledge, and j 
what once was an object of glory and 
splendor is now a picture of decay and 
of threatening ruin. A Constantinople ex­
pert declares that if nothing is done soon 
the dome will break down in about fifteen 
or twenty years.

Last year the Ottoman government en­
gaged the well-known Italian architect,
Signor Marangoni, who had restored the 
Campanile on the Piazza St. Marco in 
Vienna, to investigate St. Sophia's dome 
and submit a detailed account of 
sary repairs. Signor Marangoni estimated 
the cost of these repairs at about $50#,- 
000. The Ottoman government considered 
this was. too high a sum to be spent on an' 
object that is, after al, of no paramount 
national interest to the Moslems them­
selves, since the edifice is, of course, a 
Christian house of worship. They com­
menced therefore to . bargain with Signor 
Marangoni, who left Constantinople in dis­
