Two Members of Junkmen'’s
Guild Publicly Shot for
Killing American.

Peking, June 23.—The com-
mander of the British warship
Cockchafer, by threatening to
bombard the city of Wanhsien,
compelled the Chinese authori-
ties to honor Edwin G. Hawley,
an American killed by junkmen,
and to execute, by shooting in
public, two officials of the Junk-
men’s Guild.

Officials of Wanhsien have
promised to take steps to see that
foreigners are not molested here-
after. Hawley, whose home was
in China for 15 years, employed
by & British firm. His company
was._engaged .in_river- transport
of wood and oil by steamers, and
the junkmen resented the in-
trusion of machinery into their
leisurely river life and liveli-
hood. So they beat Hawley to
death on the beach.

Overawed By Guns. :

The commander of the Cockchafer
trained his gums on the city and re-
quired the highest Chinese military
authorities to walk in humility in the
American’s = funeral cortege; after
which two of the leaders of the Junk-
men’s Guild were escorted to the spot
where Hawley was killed and were
shot to death while the populace looked
on. Pl

ported that the inhabitants and Chi-
nese military authorities at Wanhsien

appeared to be “thoroughly awed” by
this example of summary western Jjus-
tice and had given assurance the
offence would not be repeated.

His clothing caught
on a projecting shingle nail and his
body fell and he was found hanging
out of the window—dead.

On Family Outing;
Father Is Killed

Cobalt, Ont., June 23—Plunging
through a bridge railing to a 30 foot
drop in a gulley three miles north of
New Liskeard, yesterday, a motor
car containing WIiifrid Adolph
Soucle, a prominent New Liskeard
merchant and six of his eight chil-
dren, crushed the life out of the
father and perhaps fatally Injured
two of the chlidren who were with
him,

WIifrid Soucle, 17 year old son of
the man who was killed, was driving
the car. The automobile ripped off
100 feet of ralling and turned a com-
plete somersault before crashing to
the rock ground. Mr. Soucle was
probably instantly killed and four of
the six children were rendered un-
consclous.

GOLD RECOVERED
FROM LAURENTIC

Practically Whole Fortune of
Millions Reclaimed From
Ocean Depth.

London, June 23—Practically the
whole of the gold and silver sunk in
the Laurentic in Lough Swilly during
the war and amounting to six and a
quarter millions pounds sterling has
been recovered from its bed off the
northern Irish Coast.

Sir, Frederick Field Asks if
Dominion Thinks Her
Trade is Safe.

Victoria, B. C., Jume 28— Victoria
extended a rousing welcome to the
warships of His Majesty’s special
service squadron on_their arrival here
Saturday. As the big ships steamed
at slow speed into the harbor after
rounding Race Rocks, where they were
welcomed by excursion steamers, the
Victoria shore was lined with a mul-
titude of people who cheered as the
cruisers nosed their way in to the
docks. .

During the afternoon the ships were
inspected by representatives of various
local organizations and by several
thousands of school boys, boy scouts
and girl guides. Hundreds of officers
and bluejackets were released for shore
leave shortly afterwards, and last night
the streets were filled with men from
the fleet. The ancient glory of Esqui-
malt as a naval base is being lived
again.

Addressing a banquet at the Em-
press Hotel in tis honor last night,
presided over }g Lieutenant-Goyernor
Walter C. Nichol,” Vice-Admiral Sir
Frederick Field warned Canadians not
to forget the value of sea power.

The people wete-sick of spending
money, he aamiitted, sick of high taxa-
tion and debt, and in thinking of these
things often forgot the great truth
about sea power which applied to the
Britfsh Empire and its integrity more
than to any other power in the world.

He pointed
out that as long as Britain’s commerce
was® carried on the high seas there
would be a-vital need of naval protec-
tion and he emphasized that airplanes
at their present stage of development
have a bombing range of only two
hundred miles. L

“Jt would be an impertinence on
my part to attempt to influence this
Dominion, but I feel justified in ask-
ing Canada-if she thinks she is saf'e‘,
if her overseas trade is safe pnd w_lh
be safe in war time,” the admiral said.

DEALING WITH
SHAD QUESTION

(Speclal to Times-Star.)

Fredericton, June 23—The Biological
Board of Canada has under considera-
tion assisting in the propagation of shad
in St. JoHin River waters, by removing
the shad eggs after deposit and fertili-
zation in the colder waters of the upper
river to the warm brackish waters near-
er the mouth. This step is considered
because of the serious depletion of shad
in all five shad areas of Canada, the
catch having fallen from 8,200,000 pounds
in 1875 to 300,000 pounds in 1921.

Over fishing in the rivers, which has
destroyed the fish when on their way to
spawn, is one reason and the loss of
eggs by deposit in too cold water is an-
other. The Bay of Fundy and St. John
harbor shad fisheries have been seri-
ously affected by the same over fishing
in the river.

THE DOGS CONTINUE TO
BARK

To the Editor of The Times-Star:

Sir,—Since the dog question has come
up, perhaps I way be permitted to!
bring before the public a few facts
which, until I moved to my present
abode three years ago, I would have
considered unbelievable. Nobody doubts
for one moment the noble qualities of |
the dog. Nobodv recognizes them bet-
ter than I. No one is a greater lover |
of dogs than 1. But one can be a dog|
lover and yet realize that too many
dogs in one section of the city may
become a nuisance, and that has cer-
tainly become the case in the part of
the city in which I live.

Three years ago I bought my pres-
ent property. It is a corner one with
lawn both front and side. Since that
time I have endeavored in every pos-
sible way to improve in appearance, both
my house and grounds. There has been
nothing which to my knowledge need-
ed repair, that has not received it. Last
year I spent five months working till
ten o’clock at night improving my
grounds, only to have my work this
year absolutely destroyed by dogs, not
one of which belongs to me. For the
last two months there have been from
nine to sixteen dogs, all sizes and all
sexes, racing over my lawns all hours of
the day and night, and although I have
seeded them down again this year, the
work has been useless.

Now, Mr. Editor, and Mr. Reader,
whoever you are, whether dog lover or
dog hater, I ask you, is this not dis-
heartening?

But that is only half of the story.

And there is another thing which
surely should\ receive the attention of
our city lawmakers. The kindly eye,
the trusting heart of a dog, each in it-
self is a beautifil thing. But there is
one thing in life more beautiful, and
that is the innocet mind of a little
child.

I am sure that our Commissioner ot
Public Safety is not a dog hater. There
are very few dog haters in this city.
Personally I have never seen one. I
have not the slightest doubt that the
Commissioner is as much a lover of
dogs as anyone. But he is also a repre-
sentative of the taxpayer, and as such
he realizes that the property-owner has
a right to protection.

It is hard to make a suggestion that
will be practical. The one which has
already been given, as to all dogs being
kept on leash, is a good one. Perhaps
an exception could be made of any dog
which has been known to save lives, or
of those breeds which are noted for
their life-saving qualities. I refer to
those two noble animals, the St. Ber-
nard and Newfoundland breeds. But
it is a well known fact that the major-
ity of the dogs in the city are for the
most part useless except as pets, and 1
know of many fine houses which have
been made very unsanitary because of
them. I was told only yesterday by
a lady who has several tenants that she
would rather rent a house to a tenant
with six small children than one dog.
There should be some way of limiting
the number of dogs in private houses
in which other people reside, and if
dogs are to be raised for breeding or
prize purposes, let it be in a place for
that purpose, away from where peo-
ple reside. If some such law were en-
forced, our city would be much more
beautiful and sanitary than it is.

Gwathmey Says That if
Freed He Will Marry
Mrs. Judd.

New York, June 23.—Colonel Wil-
liam Rand Jr., counsel for Archibald
B. Gwathmey, former President of the
New York Cotton Exchange, who is
being stied for absolute divorce by his
wife, Isabella C. Gwathmey, told
Supreme Court Justice Davis and a
jury that his client was in love with
the co-respondent named in the case
and if the divorce was granted in-
tended to marry her. The co-respond-
ent named is Mrs. Betsy C. Judd,
widow of James C. Judd, a cotton
broker.

“This is a most peculiar case,” said
Colonel Rand in court. “In most cases
the burden is usually upon the plaintiff
tc show that the defendant is in love
with some one else. In this case the
jury needn’t bother about that feature.

Colonel Rand said the Gwathmeys
were married in 1895 after an elope-
ment and had lived together unhappily
until five years ago when they agreed
to separate. Their acquaintance ‘with
the Judds, he said, began in 1913.

The Gwathmeys and Judds fre-
quently met to play cards and often
attended the theatre together. When
Mr. Judd died in 1919, Colonel Rand
said, his widow turned to Mr. Gwath-
mey for aid in settling her affairs.

Records show that Mr. Gwathmey
obtained a divorce in Texas since that
time. Mrs. Gwathmey contends that
the ‘Texas decree, obtained by the
broker after she got an injunction here
preventing him from suing her in Flor-
ida is not valid because the papers
were not served on her legally.

THE B. C. ELECTIONS

While the absentee vote has yet to
. be counted, which may make some
changes, the returns from British
Columbia up to this morning indicate
that, while the Liberals have elected the
largest group, they will not’ have a
" majority over all other parties, and
* while they may be able to carry on
" they will be confronted with serious
~~ difficulties. Premier Oliver, personally
defeated in Victoria along with his
whole ticket, will readily get another
seat, and his ministers were all suc-
cessful, but his own prestige and that
of his gover‘nment is badly shaken as a
result of the contest.

On the other hand, while the Con-
servatives made a decided gain, Hon.
Mr. Bowser was defeated in Vancouver.
' and it looks as though a combination
between the Conservatives and the
Provincial party would not supply
sufficient numbers to control the Housc
or set up a ministry which could hope
for continuation in office.

General McRae, who led the new
Provincial party, was himself elected
with one supporter in Vancouver, but
elsewhere the new party made little
impression and will have only three or
four members at best. That is to say,
the General got across but finds himself
with no army following.

Thus confused and doubtfui
situation results. Even the fate of
beer is not yet definitely known,
although it appears from the returns
thus far that the proposal to sell beer
by the glass in licensed premises was
rejected in the larger centres and prob-
ably by the province ds a whole.

Premier Oliver would require twenty-
six members, himself included, in order
to have enough to elect a speaker and
still have a majority over all other
groups in the House, and the indica-
tions are that he will fall considerably
1f there is any satisfac-
tion in the situation for the Liberals—
and there is not very much—it lies in
the fact that no other party made so
good a showing as they did and that
no other party is in a position to rule.
‘The Provincial party very etrongly
. assailed Dith -Liberals and Conserva-
tives during the campaign, and it is
difficult to see how General McRac
sould work with either of the old parties,
." although the Vancouver Province, an

sindependent journal, advises him to
join. forces with the Conservatives.

Among the surprises in the campaign
were the personal defeat of the
Premier in Victoria and the fact that
Hon. Mr. Bowser was: beaten in Van-
couver.. In the last election the Lib-
erals carried three of the four seats-in
Vietoria and five of the six seats in Van-
souver. On that occasion Mrs. Ralpl.
Smith led the Vancouver polls with
© 17,500 votes, nearly 4,000 more tl)ﬂl} the
total of the nearest competitor, while
on the last occasion shé had but 7,99¢
votes. Mr. J. W. deB, Farris, formerly
Attorney-General, was also beaten in
* Vancouver, but it is suggested that the
absentee vote may save both him anc
Mrs. Smith. Mrs. S. D. Scott, formerly
of St. John, was among the Consecva-
tive candidates defeated in Vancouves.

The Liberals made their fight mainly
on their own record in office and tou)
credit for their efforts to secure be'ter
transportation rates for British Colani-
bia, which they said promised succe-s
They were attacked very fiercely by
both the Conservatives and the Provin-
cial party on the ground of extrava-
gance and of corruption in connection
with the Pacific Great Easterny Rail-
way which the Government took off
the hands of the contractors in 192¢
and upon which they were charged
with expending millions unjustifiably.
While a Royal Commission which in
vestigated this project found no one
guilty, the enquiry did not help either
the Liberals or the Conservatives. In
the campaign just closed the Conserva-
tives had in their platform planks for
the conservation of the province's
timber resources, advocating legislation
which would prevent the export of
timber in its raw state and designed to
promote provinclal industries.

All the parties promised taxation
reform and each charged the others
with most of the political crimes in
the calendar. :

.To-day the situation approaches
stalemate. Since 1911 British Columbia
has had a stormy experience in politics.
After the elections in 1912 the Con-
servatives had forty seats and the
Liberals none. Before the elections in
1916 the Conservatives still had thirty-
eight seats, the Liberals two, and the
Socialists two. Then, as a result of
political scandals, there was a revoiu-
tion, and after the 1916 vote the
Liberals had thirty-seven seats, the
Conservatives nine and the Sociali:ts
ope. When the House was dissolved
in May the Liberals had twentv-six
.members, the Conservatives fourteen,
the Independents four, and there was
one Labor member and one Socialist,
-with one seat vacant.

MACDONALD AND HERRIOT.

Although the French Premier had
: announced that his conference with
the British Prime Minister on Saturday
and Sunday was to be personal and
private, the meeting was followed by

lan official

communication from the
Foreign Office which is of hopeful
tenor. While it is guarded in tone
this communication indicates that the
British and French leaders are substan-
tially in accord with respect to
Germany, that they are agreed that the
Dawes report should be carried into
effect as soon as possible. As the
official statement phrases it: “The
conversations revealed a general agree-
ment between the French and British
points of view, and, on the part of the
two Prime Ministers, a common deter-
mination to meet the difficulties which
beset their countries, and indeed the
whole world, by continuous co-opera-
tion. It was agreed that, subject to
the convenience of the other Allies, a
conference should be held in London
not later than the middle of July for
the purpose of definitely settling the
procedure to be adopted” in carrying
the Dawes report into effect. All of
this is subject to pending consultations
with the Italian and Belgian govern-
ments, but it is expected that thesc
will readily fall in with the British and
French programme. Mr. MacDonald
and M. Herriot have agreed to go to
Geneva together in September for the
opening of the Assembly of the Leaguc
of Nations.

The public had been led to believe
that no official statement regarding the
conferente would be issued, and thc
fact that the British Prime Minister
deemed it wise to announce substantial
agreement and progress is regarded in
London as a most favorable sign. With
Britain and France standing together,
Germany will scarcely be able to resist
or evade the application of the Dawes
report, although she may be expected
to pursue the usual policy of seekinyg
delay and striving to create misunder-
standing anfong the ‘Allies. Following
the meeting at Chequers there is much
reason for thinking that a long s{ep
towards the restoration of Europe will
soon be recorded.

“PROFESSIONAL POLITICIANS.”

' The “professional politicians” have
found a friend. The term “professional
politician” is often used as one of re-
proach, sometimes justly enough, but
sometimes by people who forget that
politics is the art of governmént and
who feel themselves too good to go to
a primary and take an active part in
the business of giving their country
rood administration.

That some professional politicians
are bad is not to be denied, but that
‘s true of some of any class of people,
and just now, in the midst of a hot
political campaign, the Victoria
Colonist comes forward to testify on
hehalf of men at whom a great many
bricks are shown. It professes a wide
1equaintance with professional politi-
‘jans and says that, while they are
yrobably not a whit better than other
nen, they are certainly not any worse.
I'he Colonist includes Gladstone, Mac-
lonald and Laurier in its list of “pro-
‘cssional politicians,” and it says:—

“We have been brought into contact,
lirectly and indlrectly, with a consider-
ible number of professional politicians
in the course of our professional career,
and have found much to admire in the
characters of most of them. There are
black sheep in every flock, of course.
Sir John A. Macdonald was a profes-
sional politician, and his name is
honored by many thousands of Cana-
dians. Sir Wilfrid Laurier was a pro-
fessional politician, and there are
thousands of Canadians who uncover
their heads when his name is' men-
tioned. Both cultivated the political
field and lived upon the produce of it.
Both died comparatively poor men;
both made mistakes, Sir John in con-
nection with what is known historically
as the Pacific scandal, and Sir Wilfrid
in connection with ‘the Grand Trunk
Railway scheme, which Canadians are
paying for now and probably will con-
tinue to pay for for a considerable
number of year; but those errors of
judgment are condoned by all liberal-
minded Canadians of the present day
and the names of the two most dis-
tinguished of our professional politicians
are held in reverence by all the people.

“Rt. Hon. William Ewart Gladstone
was a professional politician; the
Marquis of Salisbury was a profes-
sional politician; FEarl Balfour is a
professional politician; but the status
of those eminent men was somewhat
different from the status of most
Canadian politicians. They  were
gentlemen of independent private
means. The Canadian who attains
eminence in the political field must
give up all his time to his profession
and live upon it, as a rule. Our
Dominion Parliament sits for about
six months in the year; and doubtless
its members talk too much; the ses-
sions of our Legislatures seem to be
unduly prolonged, but those things are
products of the times and apparently
cannof be remedied; business and pro-
fessional connections are broken, and
even professional politicians must live.
For those reasons we deprecate all
sneers at men who are described as
professional politicians.”

The Colonist more or less begs the
question by the character of the ex-
amples it selects to illustrate its

argument, yet there is much in what
it says. - Generally speaking, however,
the public wants less mere politics and
The politician
with a real message, with a gift for
leadership, “with both the ability and
the determination to serve his country
highly will not lack either recognition
or reward. It is those who are mecrely
servants of the political machine, who
fight for it instead of for the country,
that help to give politics a bad name.

With the exception of Toronto and
one or two smaller places in Ontario, |
the postal strike is over.

THE MARITIMES,

(Toronto Globe.)

It should be remembered, in con-
nection with the renewed talk of a
union of the Maritime Provinces, that
that was the original object of the con-
ference at Charlottetown in September,
1864, out of which grew Confederation
of all the Provinces. There had been
talk here and there of the larger union,
but it did not come to anything.|
Therefore young Dr. Tupper, after-
ward Sir Charles, then a member _of
the Nova Scotia Cabinet, secired the
adoption of a resolution calling a con-
ference of the three Provinces by the
sea.

“I am satisfied,” he said, “that, look-
ing to immigrants, to the elevation of
public credit, to the elevation of public
sentiment which must arise from
enlarging the sphere of action, the in-
terests of these Provinces require that
they should be united under one Gov-
erpment and Legislature. It should
tend to decrease the personal element
in our political discussions and to rest
the advocacy of public questions than
it is possible at the present moment
while these colonies are so limited in
extent.”

How did it work out? The delegates
fram the three Maritime Provinces met
at Charlottetown on Sept. 1, but they
had scarcely organized before it be-
came evident, says J. W. Longley, in
his Life of Tupper, that a Maritime
union was practically impossible, as
the delegates from Prince Edward
Island flatly refused to consider any
scheme tnless the Capital was fixed at
Charlottetown. As this little city is on
an island, and.at that time was al-
most inaccessible in the winter months,
such an arrangement could not possibly
be agreed to by the delegates from the
larger mainland Provinces.

The deal might have ended there
had not the delegates from Canada
opportunely’ arrived. Confederation talk
had taken active form in Upper and
Lower Canada that summer, and the
coalition of Macdonald and Brown had

been formed to promote the idea. Hear-
ing of the Charlottétown meeting, the
Governmient of  Canada asked if they
might send delegates, too, and these!
arrived on Sept. 2. The larger plan:
was quickly favored, and took definite
form at the conference at Quebec in|
the following month. [

Le Figaro believes that the presence
of the Premiers at Geneva will ra'se
the prestige of the League, but not to
such an extent that so weighty a ques-
tion as France’s security can be handed
over to the international organization
without danger for that country and
for the League itself.*

Our forests may
be likened to an annuity; the old trees
the principal, the seedlings, the interes,
and the time, infinity.

“God gave us our forests, they cost
us nothing; we do not even need to
repair them; His gifts are precious, let
us treat them as such. The woodlands
were not given us for a plaything; God
expected us to care for them. Are we
doing it?

“Boys and girls, we will soon be
men and women, and on us will de
scend the protection of forests. Can
they be safely placed in our hands?
I.et us learn more of their care and
so prove ourselves worthy of that
trust.

“We must remember that the forests
were not given us to destroy, but to
love and protect for our own use and
that of the generations to come,” says
Lillian Sadler of Chatham Grammar
School, Northimberland County, age
18, in her essay, which was awarded
second prize, $10. Her essay follows:

“How many people of New Bruns-
wick realize that seventy per cent. of
their province is timberland, and that
the forest industry ranks next to agri-
culture in importance? The total value
of forest products amounts, annually.
to about twenty-five million dollars, of
which five million is paid out in
wages. This gives us an idea of the
value and extent of our forests.

“If there were no trees in New
Brunswick we would have no lumber-
ing industry, and as this industry
gives employment to a large percentage
of our poptlation, this would, indeed,
be a serious loss.

“Pulp-making is another very im-
portant industry. Most of the pulp is
now made from spruce.

“Besides the value of trees from a
financial standpoint we must consider
their beauty. Our province is one of
the most beautiful in Canada, but
what would it be if it were not for
its trees? Our gtreets and parks are
made beautiful by elms, maples and |
other shade trees. On a hot day, what!
is more refreshing than a walk in the
cool woosts? In fact, I think it would
be impossible to live without trees, if
it were only for their beaiity.

“The greatest enemy of the forests
is the “Red Demon”—the terrible for-
est fires. I.ast year in New Bruns-
wick there were two hundred and
sixty-four fires. Of these, two hundred
and eight were extinguished without
doing much damage, but the remain-
ing fifty-six caused damage, amount-
ing to over three million dollars to
Crown Lands and one-half million to
private property. Homes and other
buildings. as well as the timber, were
destroved on these lands, and valuable
fur-bearing animals driven from those
regions forever. It is rather startling
that ninety-nine per cent. of all the|
fires are caused by man’s carelessness,
or ignorance. The remainder are
caused by natural forces, chiefly light-
ning. A man drops his cigar-stub, it
catches on some dry moss, then a
{ree catches and in a few hours the
forest is ablaze. Smotildering camp-
fires and sparks from locomotives also
start large fires. Campers should al-
ways remember: ‘One tree can make
a million matctes; one match can kill
a million trees.

“The Government is trving in many
ways to prevent forest fires. The five
principal means are by the New

Brunswick Fire Law, by Look-out
Stations, Telephone T.ines, Forest
Rangers and Forest Wardens. The

j.\'ew York, Jine 23.—Two Russian
princes and a princesg, who, before the
fall of the Czar, owned vast estates
and property worth at least $10,000,000
were found in the steerage of the
Tnited States liner President Harding,
out of Bremen, by way of Cherbourg
and Southampton.

Prince and Princess Engalitscheff are
bound for Baltimore to visit their chil-

In Orel, Russia, the~prince had an
estate of 3,000 acres.

Blind Sell Readily

Nashville, Tenn., June 28. — The
state of Tennessee employs ' seventy
blind persons in the manufadture of
brooms. The state’s broom factory for
the blind is located on property in the
vicinity - of the Main States prisen, at
Nashville, and every employe except
the truck driver engaged in this work
is blind. "1rere are about 15 women
among the workers.

The industry has a capacity of 100

dozen brooms a day; is operated at a
profit to the state under the supe:vision
of the commissioner of institutions,
and the employes are paid a living
wage for their services.
. ; The brooms are placed on the market
along the products of other like fac-
tories ano find ready sale. The indus-
ry also operates a Tug weaving and a
mattress cleaning department, all of
which affords an opportunity for mak-
ing provision for many who otherwise
would becomc wards of the state.
