London, Sept. 6—William  Burgess, a
Yorkshire man. today successfully’ swam
the English channel from Dover to Cape
Gris Nez. The swimmer landed at Cape
Gris Nez at 10.30 this morning almost ex-
actly 24 hours after leaving Dover.

Burgess has been trying for years to
emulate the feat of Captain Webb in 1875
and seyeral times he got! within a mile of
goal only to be swept away by the tide.
On tins occasion, which Bg:éygeu declared
his last attempt, he started from South
Portland at 10.50 o’clock yesterday morn-
ing. A strong tide was flowing and the
swintmer. had .a ‘tough task. to. get past
Goodwin Sands. Four hours after his de-
parture, the swimmeér was only six miles
on his way. ‘ ! ;

This was the last heard of him until the
news of his success in reaching the French
shorg arvived here dnd considerable anxiety
was heing felt as to his fate. . A heavy fog
enveloped the ‘channel last night and the
crossing steamers failed to sight the swim-
mer. \

Burgess' success in swimming the English
chanmel  followed ‘nine plucky unsuccessful
attempts to negotiate the narrow span of
water between the French and KEngligh
coasts. Numerous attempts have been
made to swim the chaunel since 1875 when
Captain Matthew Webb swam from Dover

Andrew’s University —
The City is the Head

Lord Balfour of Burleigh, a8 chancellor,
and Lord Avebury, as rector, will take
the leading part in the welcome accorded
next week by the great Scotch University
of St. Andrews to the college presidents
and ‘professors who are arriving there from
all other parts of the civilized* world to
participate in the celebration of its 500th
birthday.

St. Andrew’s is the oldest university of
George V’s northern kingdom. Down to
the fourteenth century, education was at
s0 low an ebb in the Land o’ Cakes that
Tytler asserts that it was impossible to
produce an instance of a Scottish baron
able to sign his own name.
instruction the Secots enjoyed, they were
compelled until then to obtain in England,
where John de Balliol laid the founda-
tions of a college at Oxford, still known
as Balliol College, in 1263, for the main-
tenance of poor Scottish studente while
thirty years later the Bishop of \Ioray
founded a simslar- college for Scots in
Paris.

It was thereupon determined to insti-
tute. a university in Scotland, and for
this purpose a society was formed by Law-
rence of Lindores, Abbott-of Scone, Rich-
ard Cornwall, Archdeacon of Lothian;
William Stephen, Archbishop of Dun-
blane; and Archbishop Henry de Wardlaw
of St. Andrew’s Cathedral, for the found-
ation of the University of St. Andrew,
which came into existence in the fall of
1411, on the strength of six papal bulls
obtained from Benedict XIII., and with
the enthusiastic patronage 'and support of
King James I., hims¢lf ‘a scholar .and a
lover of learning.

Its first rector was the Venerable Law-
rence of Lindores, mentioned as Abbot
of Scome. Among the benefactors of St.
Andrew’s, have been Pope Nicholas V.,
Pius II., and Paul III, Archbishop James
Kennedy of St. Andrew’s, who bestowed
upon this seat of learning its great silver
mace which is one of the most beautiful
examples of artistic workmanship of the
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fiifteenth  century; Cardinal = Beaton!
Andrew Melville and Archbishop Alexander
Stewart, and the late Marquis of Bute,
the “Lothair” of Lord Beaconsfield’s novel:

It was singularly fitting that Scotland’s
premier university should be located in
St. Andrew’s, for, from the downfall of
Iona, until the middle ages, the city was
the seat of the primaey oi the entire Rom-

inally bore the mame of Kilrymont, but
after St. Regulus or Rule, the Bishop of
Patras, in Achaea, had arrived there from
the Levant bearing the relics of St. An-
draw, the name of the city was changed
to St. Andrews, St. Andrews becoming
soon afterwards, that is to say,
early in the eighth weentury, the pat-
ron Saint of Scotland. Tt is asserted that
the remains of St. Andrew are buried
somewhere in the neighborhood of the site
of the cathedral, but all trace thereof has
been long lost.

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of partncular interest, as the “Mecca of
Golf,” largely because the Royal and Ap-
gjent Golf Club, founded in 1754, is recog-
nized all the world over as the supreme
legislative authority on everything con-
cerning the game.

1t was at St. Andrews, too, that John
Knox first preached in public, and there,
too, that he delievered, on June 4, 1559,

the famous sermon which led to the strip-

ping of all the cathedrals, and to the de-
struction of all monastic buildings and
ecclesiastical art treasures throughout the
length and breadth of Scotland.

There is one feature of St.
University, now I understand, abolished,
but which prevailed for several hnndred
years, namely, the refusal to allow any va-
cations, because
avarice of professors, encouraged the lev-
ity of youth, and added to the irksomeness

of obedience.

Lord Balfour, of Burleigh, the Chancel-
lor of St. Andrew’s and who, huge in stat-
ure and majestic' in bearing presents a
most imposing appearance in his gold-laced
robes of office, has been too recently in
Canada to admit of more than passing
mention here. The rector, Lord Avebury,
is better known here by his former name
of Sir John Lubbock, and has many Am-
erican connections and friends, one of his
daughters being the widow of Ferdinand
Van Zandt of New York. By the working
classes, and in- this category I include
everybody that has to work for a living
whether at a desk or with a pick, Lord
Avebury has been canonized under the
name of “Saint Lubbock,” in recognition
of his initiation and championship of the
movement whereby a law was enacted in
1871, providing for a whole holiday on
Whit Monday and on the first Monday in
August.

Noted as Scientist

But it is especially as a scientist that
Lord Avebury has won a world-wide - re-
putation, the range of his knowledge be-
ing shown by the fact that he has been
clected to preside over four international
congresees, namely, the archaeological, the
sociological, the zoological, and that of the
librarians. His works on ingect life have
been translated into no less than thirty
languages and his stories of his pet hees
and especially of his pet ants, are of the
most amusing and at the same time useful
description.

Ap-
parently they were satisfied with these in-
quiries, for two of them together carried it
very carefully into a neighboring cell, the
tiny insects having thoroughly n.ssured
themselves that the cgg belonged to their
colony and not to the rival establishment.

Lord Avebury can sit and tell stories of
this kind. by !the hour, one more fascinat-
ing than the other, until one ends by be-
coming convinced that ants and bees are
endowed with more than human’ intellie
gence. This interest in insects dates from
his boyhood and when at Kton he had
been get by his tutor to compose some Late
in verses on the 'subject of “The Bee,” he
filled his verses with such a quantity of dee
tails and odd facts concerning the intellis
gence of the bees that he had the utmos$
difficulty in convincing the master that hae
was hot. endeavoring to hoax him.

The Lubbocks are an old Norfolkshire
family, hailing from the Cromer districh
and the first of the house to acquire fame
and fortune was Sir John Lubbock, who
was created a baronet in 1806 as one of the
leading bankers and merchants of London.
Lord Avehury is the fourth baronet of the
line and the first peer, having been raised
to the House of Lords in 1900. Iis father,
the late Sir John Lubbock, was also dis
tinguished as a scientist, acquiring fame as
an astronomer as well as a mathematician
and was vice-president of the Royal Ine
stitute.

In conclusion, let me say that Lord Aves
bury has been the first preeldent of the
Tnstitute of London Bankers, has been
chairman of the London County Council,
and can boast of having added to the
statute book of England, no less than
twenty-five acts of parliament, all design-
ed to improve banking methods, the wel-
fare of the working classes, and also the
treatment of animals, birds and insects.

One
has not done his whole duty when he ap-
ples’ a quantity of earbolic acid or chlor-
ide of lime to a foul garbage heap in the
back yard.

Certainly it is better to do this than to
do nothing; yet, it is surely evident that
the best and logical thing to do is to get
rid of the garbage altogether.

But  disinfectants are some timé
in an entirely
instances, their employment is really worse
than doing nothing, for it creates a false
confidence .that may lead to very serious
results.

Examples of this mistaken trust in an-
tiseptics are the sprinkling of a few drops
of some pungent smelling substance at ir-
regular intervals, the setting upon the
stove of a weak solution of carbolic acid
#0 that its odor may permeate the apart-
ment and the use of many of the patent
and much advertised combinations on the
market, the real usefulness of which is apt
to be in inverse proportion to their cost.

It should be borne in mind that any
anfiseptic, in order to be efficient must

used

useless way and in these|

be brought into absolute contact with the
germ and in sufficient strength.

As bad odors are rarely of themselves
hurtful, being merely danger signals, to
put, us on our guard, so also sharp and
acrid smells from the presence of antisep-
tics are generally useless as a means of
destroying bacteria. “Be warned there-
fore the presence of a bad smell but|
do not be lured into a false sécurity by|
merely creating an opposing odor to coun-
teract it. There are very many things that
act ‘more or less efficiently as disinfectants,
i but for household use three only are worth
considering. These are heat, carbolic acid
and chloride of lime. There are two or
three others equally efficient, but of so vi-
olent a nature as to forbid their use ex-
cept under strict professional supervision.

Of the three mentioned, heat in the
form of boiling water is by far the best,
‘the most certain and the readiest obtain-
able. It is of course restricted some-
what in its application, for there are a}
good many things in household use we
cannot boil without destroying.

Yet, upon reflection, the multitude of
things we can boil with little or no dam-
age to them is surprising. If an article
be immersed in boiling water for one hour
it is almost always safe to regard it as free
from contagion. It'must be remembered,
however, that merely plunging a substance
in boiling water or dashing boiling water|
upon it is not as a rule as safe a plan to
destroy poisonous life.

Such a process legves many varieties: of
germs and the parts of germs we call
spores, almost as adtive as ever. Prolong-
ed boiling is essential to safety.

“The interchange of livestock, great and
small, of wheat, barley, oats and rye, hay
and - straw, of butter, cheese, milk and
cream, 'is. made absolutely free between
Canada and the United States. Trade in
fish and in rough ‘lumber is also made free.
Any possible increase of price to the con-
sumer is offset by reductions in the duty
on flour, meats, fresh and cured, fruit and
vegetables,

“QOur manufactm®rs of barb wire and
cream separaters,: whose home market is
now free to American competition, will re-
ceive like treatment in the American mar-
ket. Our manufacturers in general will
receive a substantial benefit by a reeiprocal
reduction in the duty on coal.

“The benefit which our farmers, fisher-
men and lumbermen' will receive from a
free entry into the American market will
be shared by the -manufacturing and dis-
tributing classes of the dominion. 4
“The talk of the danger of annexation
i an insult to Canadian intelligence. There
are but two ways in which Canada can
Jose her autonomy—by, coercion or by se
duction.

“To imagine that our cousins across the
border are lying awake at night planning
territorial aggrandizement by the armed
conquest of Canada, is too ridiculous even
for the Anti-Reciprocitjr League.

“Would trade seduce us from our alleg-
iance? In answer let us consider these

facts. Before we had reciprocity under
the Elgin Treaty American sentiment was
present  in - Canada,
leading Conservatives in Montreal. As
soon as we enjoyed the benefits of the
treaty such a sentiment disappeared.

“We buy, more and more, year by year
from the Americans. Has that/ affected
onr loyalty to Great Britain or to .our
Canadian nationality? The Island of Jamai-
ca has enjoyed reciprocity with the United
States'for the last twelve years. Are the
inhabitants less British than formerly

“Our manufacturers buy every year mil-
lions of raw materials and factors of pro-
duction from the United States—coal, lea-
ther, cotton. Is their loyalty affected?

“The market for our ‘silver is in New
York—for our asbestos in Philadelphia—
are we less loyal because of these facts?
What danger then to our farmers, our
lumbermen and our fishermen to sell where
they can get the best price for their goods.
We hold fast to British connections be-
cause of our eentiment and our blood, and
because we believe that British institu-
tions are the best in the world. We buy
and sell on entirely different grounds, viz.:
we buy where we can get the best value
and -sell’ where we can get the best price.
That people should' imagine that the senti-
ment- of loyalty can be s&trengthened by
running eounter to acknowledged ‘principles
of business in a mischevous absurdity.
