keeper made a desperate effort to close
the draw, but without success. Luckily
the weight of the engine and the first
coach broke the train in two, and the
rest of it wassaved. The engineer was
Sam Dunn, the fireman, Charles
O’Brien, and the conductor, Ed
Rerath. Of this trio, Rerath escap-
ed through being in the rear partof
the train. It is ramored that Dunn and
O’Brien jumped and swam to safety,
although the report has not been
corroborated, as neither has yet been
seen. When tbe coach fell through
it went completely under water, for the
tide was well in at the time. A number
of passengers in the coach were women
and children and these  being
cooped up, met their death beneath the
water. From the broken half of the
train the passongers swarmed out,
women shrieking, children crying and
men half frantic. There was no occasion
for alarm, though, for although the front
of the coach was splintered, the car was
securely wedged in by the woodwork at
the approach to the bridge.

The awful disaster was witnessed by a
number of water front men, and in a few
seconds about a dozen boats were being
pulled to the scene. They had plenty of
life saving work to do at first, for some of
the passengers could not swim well
enough to reach the shore, but these were
soon picked up, and then the rowers
pulled back to where thirty women and
children lay suffocating beneath ' the
water. They could do but little or noth-
ing, as it took several minutes to beat in
with iron bars the roof of the coach,
which could be dimly seen below the
surface. By the time an opening was
effected into the coach it was too late to
be of use.

The scene on the bridge while the
work of recovery was in progress was
terrible in"the extreme. Pt 8w

o 6 the Epot wild with excitemetit, wnd
it was all that the officials of the
company and the scanty police force
could do to manage the crowd. The
ghastly work went on in a burry. All
the bodies taken out wera frothing at the
mouth and bore evidenceof a dreadful
struggle for life. Two of the women
were almost without a shred of
clothing, their garments having been
torn completely off and there
were cuts and bruises that the
mere fall of the car would not account for.
It looked as though tae wretched occu-
pants of the car had rushed upon one an-
other, and while the water poured in up-
on them, fought to gain the doors and
windows, and made desperate efforts to
force themselves through the shattered
glass. Men used to scenes of disaster
and suffering were visibly affected as the
corpses of the victims were extricated
from the wreck. No such horrible event
has happened since the apron of the old
Oakland bridge broke on July 4, 1868,
and hurled scores of people into the wat-
er. Buteven that scene lacked the grim
horror of the present, as the bodies did
not show such signs of mortal agony.

The matter has
assumed this serious aspect, that owing
to the political spite of certain small beer
politicians who are seeking to advance
their own private interests,the promotion
of a meritorious scheme of harbor im-
provement has been delayed, and the
people are brought to the alternative of
either doing the work themselves and
paying roundly for it, or accepting some
other proposition which they consider
may answer the temporary needs of the
port.

When the whole story of the trans-
action comes to be written, it will be
seen that it is not Mr. Leary who is to
blame for any delay that has taken
place, but the men who in the interests
of Halifax through the press and the
Common Council have endeavored to
block all harbor improvement and to
throw the trade of this port into another
channel.

THE ROVAL. SOCIETY.

We observe that the Sun comes gal-
lantly to the rescue of the Royal Society
which it thinks it is a mistake to belittle,
and  which it declares has given a
good account of itselt during its short car-
eer. The Sun thinks that if we leave out
of the question altogether the merits and
standing of the individuals upon whom
the society has placed its imprimatur
as compared with the best men not so
honored, and appeal to the record of its
work, the organization will be found
worthy of good words. ' The Sun likewise
thinks that the list cf fellows includes
the names of a good proportion of those
who by general consent are the best men
‘we have in their several flelds of know-
ledge. This, perhaps, may be the case
with regard to the scientific section of
the society, and possibly also in the
French section, but it is by no means true
of the section of English literature, which
is in no sense representative of the best
writers in Canada. When the members
were chosen to fill this section it seems
to have been done by a little clique
about Otiawa and withtout any regard to
the fitness of those selected. We will take
the case of the Rev. /Eneas Dawson as
an example, the said gentleman be-
ing universally voted a nuisance,
even by his fellow members in the Eng-
lish literary section. Another instance
is that of the Rev. G. M. Grant, who is
in no sense an eminent literary man,
whatever scme of his admirers may
think to the contrary. Dr. Grant may
be described as a theological lawyer, or a
legal theologian, but certainly he is not
a distingnished writer in the ordinary
acceptation of the term. We could name
others who were improperly placed in the

g circulation and its devotion to
the interests of St. John. These facts
speak vol for the popularity of Tue
GazerTe and do not seem to call for any
particular remark from us.

The New York Herald has the follow-
ing in regard to Secretary Windom's in-
terpretation of the contract labor law :

We do not believe there is a court in
the country that would sustain Secretary
Windom’s latest interpretation of the
Alien Contract Labor law. The Builders’
Exchange of Chicago advertised in a
Canadian paper for carpenters. The
Secretary rules that it is a violation of
tne law for an alien carpenter to come to
the United States to engage in labor in
answer to the advertisement. The
law prohibits the coming of a work-
man only under contract. An advertise-
ment is not a contract, and ‘the alien
who comes in answer to do it does not
come under contract. It is not even an
agreement or a promise either to give or
accept employment. The advertiser is
under no obligation to hire the appli-
cant nor is the applicant under any ob-
ligation to take the place. There is no
contract or agreement, express or im-
plied, until the position is actually offer-
ed and accepted. As this is after the
man comes to this country the law does
not apply and is not violated,

The Herald takes the legal as well as
the common sense view of the situation,
but there is neither law nor common
sense in Secretary Windom’s position.

A visit-to Long wharf will surprize
those who have not seen the property
since it passed into the hands of its pre-
sent owners.
