Resents Interference of Foreigners in the 
National Affairs of Russia—Case 

of States.

Colombians Ready For War Should 
Visit of Reyes to State Prove 

Unsuccessful.THE INVESTIGATION ness
Paris, Dec. 17.—Prince Mestchersky, 

of Russia, in a letter to the Gaulois, 
sharply criticises the interference of for­
eign nations in the national affairs of 
Russia, ,citing particularly the case of 
the United States. The,Prince says: “If, 
for example, public opinion in Russia 
should be moved in behalf of the negroes 
in America to the point of. condemning 
the American officials, I suppose those 
attacked would say, *iou must not mix 
in our internal affairs.’ That would be 
a strictly logical answer, just as much so 
as the answer made by the people of 
Russia.” }

The Prince says that M. Von Plehve, 
the Russian minister of the interior, has 
been (particularly maligned. He says: 
“If Minister Von i Plehve oe guilty, the 
Czar, who is responsible for the acts of 
his minister, is equally guilty.” He 
deeply deplores the calumny he has put 
upon his country, explains the Russian 
view of the Jewish massacres at Kishi- 
neff, and praises the conduct of M. Von 
Plehve.

\ Colon, Dec. 17.—-The. United States 
Cruiser Aftiamta arrived here last night 
from the GuM of Darien.

Bari y in the morning of December 
15th the Atlanta sighted a small schoon­
er in tflie gulf, and followed her to the 
western shore, where the schooner at­
tempted to hide behind an island. Lieut. 
PerriH, of the Atlanta, was ordered to 
board her, and thereupon a whaleboat 
was lowered. Through the courtesy of 
the naval officer the correspondent ol 
the Association Press accompanied the 
party on the whaleboat.

It was found that the schooner bad on 
board a hundred armed Colombian sol­
diers commanded by General Rafael 
Novo, who said General Daniel Ortiz, 
commander-in-chief of the Colombian 
forces on the Atlantic and Pacific, had 
a large camp a mile away on the main­
land.

General Novo requested Lieut. Perrill 
to land and confer with General Ortiz. 
On the whaleboat’s appearance there 
were repeated cries of “Viva Colombia,” 
and there wns a sudden concentration of 
about 150 Colombian soldiers on the 

General Ortiz appeared on the 
beach when Lieut. PerriH went ashore. 
The general insisted that Lieut. Perrill 
should fly the Colombian flag at the bow 
of the whaleboat or lower the American 
flag at her stern, because she was in 
Colombian waters. Lieut. Perrill replied 
that he did not have a Colombian flag, 
and he refused to lower the Stars and 
Stripes. General Ortiz did not insist 
upon his doing so," but he protested- in 
writing, against "the presence of Ameri­
cans in Colombian waters. Lieut. Per­
riH accepted the protest, and conveyed 
it to Commander Turner, who handed it 
to Rear-Admiral Cogbftan on his arrival 
here. t

The Colombian camp appeared to be 
permanent, and was well provisioned, 
and probably destined to be used as a 
base of operations.

General Ortiz and others freely ex­
pressed the determination of Colombia 
to fight to tbe bitter end in case Gen­
eral Reyes’s visit to Washington is not 
successful, and Panama is not returned 
to Colombia.

MORGAN'S PROTEST.

Claims Action of States Regarding Colom­
bia Is Contrary to Laws of Nations.

Washington, Dec. 18.—In the Senate to­
day Senator Morgan introduced a resolu­
tion declaring that the President has no 
right to wage war against any foreign 
power without the consent of Congress 
when such country is at peace with the 
United States; that the provision of the 
canal treaty between the United States 
and Panama guaranteeing the Independence 
of the republic of Panama is In effect a 
declaration of war with Colombia, and that 
the Intervention of the United States In 
preventing Colombia from suppressing the 
secession of Panama is contrary to the law 
of neutrality and the law of nations.

DETECTION OF CRIMINALS. A. B. Aylesworth Urges Confederation ef

The boy, John Kentfield, was sent- 
from the home of his parents, Esquimalt 
street, at 2 o'clock in Che afternoon on an 
errand for his mother. He was not seen 
again until 9 o’clock this morning when 
his father discovered) him in the manner^ 
already stated. The police were immedi­
ately informed, and two constables were 
despatched to fhe scene of the accident.

When they arrived the body was re­
moved. From, appearance the boy had 
fallen in yesterday afternoon, and had 
remained there all night. The hole is- 
about five feet dieep, and consequently 
the body could not be seen by anyone 
passing by on the sidewalk. This* ex­
plains how it was fhat no discovery was 
made until this morning.

When Mr. Kentfield arrived home last 
night and learned of thW disappearance- 
of his son he promptly set out in search. 
His anxiety grew as no trace was dis­
covered. and late in the evening the 
police were informed. Everything pos­
sible was done fo ascertain the where­
abouts of the missing one without suc­
cess. This morning the worst was 
realized.

How the boy happened fo meet with 
this deplorable accident will probably 
never be known. The hole into which be­
fell is about 20 feet from- the sidewalk 
and 100 yards from Esquimalt road. It 
was just wide enough to admit him, and 
once in he apparently was unable to do 
anything to save himself. When found 
his hands were af his side.

Deceased leaves a father and mother, 
Mr. and Mrs. J. A. Kentfield, and a sis­
ter. He is well known in the Victoria 
West district, and the sad news of his 
death will be received with general re­
gret. He attended the Victoria West 
public school.

The evidence went to show that the 
boy had been sent to Saunders’s grocery 
about 2.15 in the afternoon of Thursday. 
Upon his not returning his stepmother 
became alarmed, and a search was made 
about 5.30 for the boy. The father of 
the boy had searched all night for the 
missing lad, and only on the following 
morning had he found the boy’s body in 
the hole, the feet sticking out.

Dr. Fraser had performed a post­
mortem examination.. The hole was five 
feet three and a half inches deep, twenty- 
six inches across, and had three feet and 
one and a half inches of water in it. 
There were ten other holes in the neigh­
borhood, all covered, but not very well 
A child could fall through into 
them.

Employees of the Telephone Company 
testified that they had covered the holes, 
including this one, when they were co’m- 
pleted.

The taxpayers of the >tmtry are to 
be given an early opportunity of prac­
tically testing the new assessment act 
The Times has endeavored1 to outline 
what its effects will be, and our analysis 
has been challenged. A test is approach­
ing, however, which no editorial denials 
can controvert and which will convince 
the ratepayer through the medium of 
his purse.

We notice that some of the apol­
ogists of the government claim that 
the act will not be burdensome because 
it will not be rigidly enforced. If this 
be thd intention, of the government has 
been gnrlty of a double blunder—we are 
tempted to say, a crime. They have suc­
ceeded in alarming and repelling capital, 
without actually intending to swell the 
revenue of the province to the figures 
they profesS. We confess that with 
the exhibitions of incompetence which 
were given by the administration during 
the last few weeks, it would not be sur­
prising if they took this course.

For our own part we hope the law 
will be properly enforced. There is no 
way of accomplishing the repeal of a 
bad statute so quickly as by rigidly 
carrying out its provisions, and demon­
strating to the people at large its enor­
mity.

At the same, time the course of the 
government in making the bill retroac­
tive is open to grave objection. The 
assessment notices have already been 
issued under the old act, and1 thus re­
assured that, their taxes would stand for 
another year at the old rate, many busi­
ness men have undoubtedly made their 
arrangeménts for continuing along the 
old lines. The sudden abrogation of 
their notices, arid vthe issue of new ones 
under the provisions of the present act, 
upsets all their arrangements, and comes 
perilously near a breach of faith on the 
part of the government.

ENFORCING OUR RIGHTS.

The speech delivered by Lord Dun- 
don a Id in Vancouver, which is repro­
duced in to-day’s issue of the Times, 
makes pleasant reading to those Colo­
nial Britons whose patience has been 
so sorely taxed by the obsequious defer­
ence w’hich public men of a certain type 
in the Old Land pay to foreign nations. 
This gallant soldier approaches no one 
with hat in hand seeking to «eoure by 
concession those rights which the Brit­
isher of the old days enforced1 by the 
logic of the musket and sword. “Port 
Simpson will remain open to our com­
merce,” says the G. O. C. in substance, 
“not by the grace and permission of one 
or two or three nations, but through the 
dominance of that power represented in 
the proud ensign which floats at the 
peaks of our battleships.”

These sentiments fell from the lips, 
not of a profound student of economics, 
but of a man of action,\ an intrepid mili­
tary commander who is himself a vet­
eran .of many fights, and who has looked 
repeatedly in the stern face of war. His 
remarks are not therefore made in 
ignorance of the effect of war, nor from 
inexperience of its horrors, but are based 
on the knowledge which the militant 
man gains * above aH others, that it is 
sometimes wise to give public intimation 
to the world, that even war is not too 
great a price to pay for the retention 
of national rights.

Lord Dundonald’s speech proves that 
he is worthy of the grand stock from 
which he has sprung—a stock which 
gave to our navy a man like Admiral 
Oochrane, whose exploits rank in in­
trepidity and daring with those of 
Drake, and Grenville, and Nelson, and 
whose career sfied such lustre upon that 
navy to which his descendant so proud­
ly refers.

To the Editor:—There are at least two 
reasons why the imported birds die 
First, because the cages are open only on 
one side, and direct sunshine has little 
chance to enter. In Vancouver the cages 
for small birds are open on three sides, 
and on the fourth side there is a dry and 
well ventilated house, where the birds can 
find shelter.

Secondly, while the Imported birds are 
chiefly insectivorous they are being fed on 
seeds and grain.

The fact is that special cages should be 
constructed in which a few of the import­
ed birds could remain permanently to add 
interest to our rather meagre collection.

B. C. HALIBUT FISHERIES.

To the Editor:—The following, from a 
Vancouver paper, should afford food for 
thought: “The steamer New England ar­
rived in port yesterday with a cargo of 
60,000 pounds of halibut from the Queen 
Charlotte banks.” This boat Is one of 
three that belong to a company which, for 
at least four or five years, has been en­
gaged in depleting the halibut banks of 
British Columbia. Some persons say: “Our 
fisheries cannot be injured because the 
supply is unlimited.” Twenty-five years 
ago the same thing was said of the fisheries 
on the Atlantic coast, and yet American 
methods of poaching and wbol^ale slaugh­
ter have resulted in the practical exter­
mination of food fishes In those waters. 
The same thing will happen here, and 
own people get no benefit from the fisheries, 
because they are excluded from American 
markets, except by paying a heavy duty.

taxes had become legally due and pay­
able on secand January. 1904:

That this section shall be retroactive:
That where any doubt or ambiguity 

arises or appears in the construction or 
interpretation, or in the carrying out of 
the provisions of this section and its 
sub-sections. * or where the said provis­
ions may require enlargement and ex­
tension in regard to dates or duties to 
be performed thereunder, the Minister 
of Finance shall be and is hereby au­
thorized to alter, amend and enlarge said 
provisions, so as to carry out the spirit 
and intent of this portion of this act.

MINE ON FIRE.

Two Men and a Boy Caught In Workings— 
One Hundred and Forty Escaped. Pandora RangeE

Houghton, Mich., Dec. 19.—The Isle 
Royale mine Is burning fiercely, and trap­
ped north of the burning shaft are two 
miners and a drill boy. About 140 miners 
who were working in the two shafts escap­
ed. Air Is being driven down Into the 
north drifts where the fire is burning In th 
hope that the imprisoned men may reacL 
a point in the workings to which the gas 
from the flames cannot reach. They can­
not be rescued, however, until the fire 
burns Itself out, and there is little hope 
for them. Both shafts of the Isle Royale 
are 2,400 feet below the surface and 1,500 
feet apart. They are connected on the 
tenth, eleventh, twelfth and thirteenth 
levels, and as the natural draught of the 
shaft is downwards the majority of the 
men had no trouble in escaping. It may 
be a week or two before the mine can be 
re-entered so as to reacts the entombed men.

60 
tons; Emma,-to Nelson and Trail smelt­
ers, 891 tons; Oro Denoro, to Boundary 
Falls smelter, 528 tons; Senator, to 
Granby smelter, 99 tons; Ath-elstane, to 
Gréenwood smelter, 330 tons. Total for 
the week, 19,737 tons. Total for the 
year to date, 653,661 tons.

The Grahby smelter this week treated 
12,909 tons, making a total of 348,784 
tons treated for the year to date.

“The idea that a receivership order 

is a form of execution is, in my opin- / 
ion, erroneous. A receiver was appoint­
ed by the Court of Chancery in aid of 
a judgment at law where the plaintiff 
showed that lie hia<J sued out the proper 
writ of execution And was met by cer­
tain difficulties arising from the nature 
of the property, which prevented his ob­
taining possession at law, and in these 
circumstances only did the Court of 
Chancery Interfere In aid of a legal 
judgment for a legal debt. Relief by 
thq appointment of a receiver went on 
the ground that execution could not be 
had, and, therefore, it was not execu­
tion.”

Both of these opinions were after­
wards adopted, verbatim, by the Court 
of Appeal in its judgment in Harris vs. 
Beauchamp (1S94), 1 Q. B., 808, where 
all the decisions given with respect to 
“equitable execution,” both before and 
after the passing, in England, of the 
Judicature Act of 1873, winch, in its 
main features, has been adoptetd here, 
are re view'ed. The substance of that 
judgment is that sub-section 8 of section 
25 of that act (which is section 14 of 
our Supreme Court Act) gives no juris­
diction to appoint a receiver by way of 
“equitable execution” in cases where 
prior to .that act no court had such 
jurisdiction; next, that in order to jus­
tify the making of an order for the ap­
pointment of a receiver at the instance 
of a judgment creditor, the circum­
stances of the case must be such as 
would have enabled the Court of Chan­
cery to make such an order before the 
Judicature Act; and, consequently, that 
no court had jurisdiction to appoint a 
receiver merely because, under the cir­
cumstances of the case, it would be a 
more convenient mode of obtaining sat­
isfaction of a judgment than the mode 
of execution prescribed by O. XLIIL, 
r, 3, (No. 458 of our Rulesi of Court) 
which cannot be extended except by leg­
islation; and lastly, that in order to pro­
cure relief in equity the creditor must 

'show, as stated in Mitford’s Chy. Plead- 
mg9, 9th Ed., p. 126, that he has pro­
ceeded at law to the extent necessary to 
give him relief.

In the present case, the plaintiffs* 
solicitor states on affidavit that no writ 

‘of.fi. fa. against the goods of -the debtor 
has been issued, because, as- he alleges, 
such a proceeding would “be very costly 
and highly inconvenient** as the defend­
ant resides at Port Essington—a distant 
part pf the province. The term “very 
costly and highly inconvenient** is a rela­
tive one, and I have no information that 
would enable me to say what it means 
under the circumstances. Counsel for 
the defendant, however, remarked, dur­
ing thè discussion that took place about 
it, that the sheriff of the county in whf ch 
Port Essington is situated could have 
employed a deputy, months ago, at an 
expense of about $10, to levy execution 

goods that the defendant might 
have had; and this was not denied. In 
any event, the authorities that I have 
cited are to the effect that a judgment 
creditor imaist show that there is a sub­
stantial legal impediment in the way of 
his realizing his judgment at law before 
he will be entitled to such equitable 
lief as is now claimed. In Herns vs. 
Beauchamp, (supra), it was contended, 
a montât other things, on behalf of the 
defendants^ that they had book debts 
to a liinge amount which could be reach­
ed by garnishee proceedings; and, hence, 
that there was no legal impediment to 
their being realized by execution at law.
On the other hand, it was said that such 
proceedings would cost more than the 
aggregate of the book debts was w'orth; 
but it was held that this was no valid °* 
excuse for the garnishee proceedings not 
having been taken; and hence a similar 
motion to the present one was refused.

The result is that the plaintiffs* appli­
cation must be dismissed with costs.

IN R LAND CASE
DECISION IN FAVOR

OF THE DEFENDANT

Mr. Justice Walkem Dismissed Plain­
tiffs’ Application in Action of 

Davidge vs. Kirby.

Fotltowing is the judgment recently 
handed down by Mr. Justice Walkem 
in the Supreme court in the action of 
Davidge vs. Kirby :

In this action the plaintiffs recently
recovered a judgment against the de­
fendant, for the sum of $982.23, for 
debc and costs, aud registered a cer­
tificate of it in the land registry office, 
Victoria, so as to bind the defendant’s 
land, which consists of a pre-emption 
that has been paid for, and for which a 
certificate of improvements has been is- 

The defendant is therefore en­sued.
titled to a crown grant on payment of 
the usual fee of $10. As nothing has 
been paid on the judgment, the plain­
tiffs’ counsel now move» for the appoint­
ment of a receiver, in order “to obtain 
equitable execution against” the land; 
and for that purpose he asks that the 
receiver be authorized to collect any 
rents and profits; apply for as well as 
obtain the crown grant for the land, 
which he proposes 
defendant’s name; and thereafter sell 
the land and apply the purchase money 
and any rents and profits> or a com­
petent part thereof, in satisfaction of 
the judgment. He also undertakes, on 
behalf of the plaintiffs, to pay the fee 
for the crown grant. The interest of 
the defendant in. the pre-emption is ob­
viously only an equitable interest. Un­
der such circumstances the appointment 
of a receiver would, according to the 
decision given by Jessel, M. R., in the 
ease of the Anglo-Ifcdlian Bank vs. 
Davies, (1878), 9 Ch. D., 275, be equiv­
alent to execution urtdfer a writ of elegit. 
This writ was part of our procedure 
until a fi. fa. digkinst lands was sub­
stituted for it by section 1 of the “Exe­
cution Act, 1874,” which section ap­
pears in cap. 72 of our Rev. Stats, of 
1897, as section 25. This substituted 
writ has, in turn, been abolished by the 
“Execution Act Amendment Act, 1899,” 
cap. 27, section 2, without any provision 

made in that act for any process 
in lieu of it. Such a provision has* how­
ever, been made in section 8 of the 
“Judgments Act, 1899,” and is as fol­
lows:

“Where any judgment creditor in an 
action has registered a certificate of 
such judgment and alleges that the 
debtor or person to pay is entitled) to of 
has an interest in any land, a motion 
may be made to th» Supreme court, or 
to a judge thereof, in Chambers, by the 
creditor calling upon the debtor, and 
upon any trustee or oftier person having 
the legal estate in the land in question, 
to shtfw cause why any land in the land 
registry district or land titles district 
(sic) in which such certificate is regis­
tered, or the interest therein of the 
debtor, or a competent part thereof, 
should not be sold to realize the amount 
payable under the judgment.”

The obvious effect of this enactment 
is, in common with that of the “Execu­
tion Act Amendment Act,” to do away 
with writ6 of execution against lands, 
and hence to repeal all sections in cap. 
72 of the Rev. Stats, of 1897, which re­
late to that subject, and more particu­
larly sections 25-30, as they are grouped 
under the heading, in the body of the 
act, of “Execution Against Lands”— 
such headings in a statute being regard­
ed as part of it, and as preambles to 
the clauses respectively grouped under 
them : see Bryan vs. Child (1850) 5 Ex., 
368; Hammersmith P. Co. vs. Brand 
(1869) L. P., 4 H. L., 171. This dis­
poses of the contention of the defend­
ant’s counsel that section 2f> (one of the 
noôve mentioned group) is in forcé ffa 
it has not beep specifically repealed.

Iiandls, it in no way impairs the effect of 
section 26 of the Lands Act, tvhich is as 
follows:

“No transfer of any surveyed or un­
surveyed land pre-empted under this 
act shall be valid until after a crown 
grant of the same shall have been is­
sued.”

This language is, in my opinion, an 
insuperable obstacle to the granting of 
any order, whether by way of so-called 
“equitable execution” or not, that would 
have the effect of authorizing or per­
mitting the plaintiffs to sell, or alienate 
the defendant’s pre-emption, as the 
crown grant for it has not been issued. 
The plaintiffs’ counsel seems, to have sc 
fully realized this fact that he has ap 
plied, as I have stated, for authority to 
be given to the receiver to personally 
obtain the crown grant on paying the 
fee for it.

The next question is, What is “Equit­
able Execution” ? During the argument 
I referred both counsel to the explana­
tion given of it by Cotton, L. J., in *the 
well known case of In re Sheppard 
(1890) 43 C. D., at p. 135, where he says 
that:

“Confusion of ideas has arisen from 
the use of the term ‘equitable execution,* 
anjl the expression tends to error.
It has often been used by judges, and 
occurs id some orders, as a short ex­
pression indicating that the person who 
obtains the order gets the same benefit 
as he would have got from legal execu­
tion. But what he gets by the appoint­
ment of a receiver is not execution but 
equitable relief, Which is granted on 
the ground that there is no remedy by 
Execution at law: it is a taking out of 
the way of a hindrance which prevents 
execution at common law. Until recent­
ly nobody ever thought that an'order for 
a receiver would be obtained in aid of 
a legal judgment, unless there was a 
hindrance in obtaining execution at

gestion, as the other boards might form 
a wrong impression and might -think that 
there was strong objection raised locally 
to the motion.

G. L. Grant believed in the postpone­
ment of the discussion as there were 
other interests involved than mercantile.

The chairman then stated that he had 
mentioned Capt. Cox and Richard Hall 
because as the matter had been left in 
his hands he considered that sealing in­
terests should be represented on the 
committee.

Unless 
the chairman rectified the matter he 
would no longer have anything to do 
with the board. He therefore felt that 
he would have to move a vote of want 
of confidence in the chairman.

DAMAGES AWrARDED.

Victoria & Sidney Railway Company 
Must Pay $250 for Killing a 

Horse.

In the County court on Friday the 
case of the Victoria Transfer Comp 
vs. the Victoria & Sidney Railway C 
pany was completed, and a judgment 
given. The case was one arising out of 
the killing of a draft horse belonging to 
the plaintiff company. It was urged 
that the defendants were responsible 
owing to the cattle guard over which the 
animal crossed being defective. The 
jury in the case brought in a verdict in 
accordance with this, and the plaintiff 
company was awarded damages to the 
extent of $250. The claim was for $300.

On Monday court will be resumed, pre­
sided over by tli^ Chief Justice, the next 
case to be called being Minor vs. the B. 
C. Electric Company. This also is a 
jury trial, the plaintiff claiming $1,000 
for the killing of a dog.

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STORM! BOARD OF

MEMBERS OBJECT TO
ACTION OF CHAIRMAN

Strong Protest Made Against the New 
Assessment Act—Its Measures 

Discussed

Members of the board.of trade Friday 
night strongly condemned the new as­
sessment act passed by the legislature 
last Saturday, and took action to put 
00 record for the consideration of all 
other boards of trade in the province a 
motion of disapproval of the legislation.

President C. F. Todd presided at the 
meeting.

S. J. Pitts gave illustrations of the 
working of the new assessment tax, 
pointing out that on a retailer particu­
larly the law would work a great hard­
ship. The government should net do 
anything that would deter the building 
up of trade. Could any man carry on 
a business here and pay 20 per cent, of 
his profits? AH hoped to see an Ori­
ental trade built up, but how, he asked, 
could this be done under the cir- 
cumstancts? If the case of the busi- 

was presented properly to the 
? government it would doubtless appoint 

a commission to inquire into the whole 
working of the law. This is what he 
hoped would be done, and it would re­
ceive the hearty support of the business 
men of the whole province. The report 
of the commission on the assessment 
act was then read.

The chairman thought that if the 
board had been backed' up in Vancouver, 
no doubt the government would) have 
acted differently, and he cited the case 
of the lumbermen, who had protested 
and had obtained a reduction of 49 per 
cent, on stumpage tax.

Dr. Milne referred to the discrimina­
is >n given the merchants of the East by 
the acf. Under its provisions merchants 
of this city could not expect to keep or 
retain northern trade. He would like to 
enter bis strongest protest against this 
suicidal act of the government.

George Carter then moved the follow­
ing Resolution :

That this board considers that the provi­
sions adopted in the present Assessment 
Act will tend to hamper trade, and mtue 
particularly this board considers that the 
endeavor should be not to tax more than 
a firm’s net worth and net profit or gains,

and that the present Assessment Act goes 
beyond this in not permitting the deduction 
of liabilities from the gross value of stocks 
of merchandise and debts, and In othe 
spects.

Mr. Carter referred in terms of strong 
protest against the new law, and told 
of how it worked, particularly on the 
commission man, who ofiten had to run 
on a 2 per cent, profit.

The chairman advised that no “snap 
shot” action should be taken in passing 
resolutions. Anything done should) be 
very delicately considered. If Mr. Car­
ter had read the Colonist, and it seemed 
to be inspired, he would see that liabili­
ties were going to be taxed.

Mr. Carter contended that if British 
Columbia was going to uphold her posi­
tion she coudd not afford to pay, for in­
stance, on tea one per cent, as against 
one-quarter per cent, paid in Montreal. 
Under these circumstances Victorians 
could not compete with eastern mer­
chants. No one could come here to work 
for the government. He brought the 
resolution forward for discussion so that 
something might be evolved out of it.

J. J. Shall cross endorsed the motion 
of Mr. Carter. He. referred to the fact 
that among other things debentures were 
to be taxed as personal property. It 
could not be to the advantage of the 
province to keep money out of the prov­
ince, and it was not to the advantage 
to tax deposits in the bank. Not long 
ago he was told by a banker that these 
deposits amounted to at least $8,000,000 
a year. The old and new act should 
be read and compared by all. The ques­
tion should be taken out of politics. The 
board should approach the government 
and the opposition from a non-party 
standpoint. A non-political commission 
should be appointed. There Should be 

j no act on the books that would induce 
evasion of the law. No act was wanted 
that wotild induce merchants to keep 
empty shelves at certain times of the 
year. He did not know it would be 
wise to pass the resolution immediately, 
as it was important that it should be 
fully and well considered..

Anton Henderson thofight it would be 
Weil not, to pass the resolution. The' 
questyoii was not clear to ail. He read 
the deductions given in the Tiînés, and 
an answeo* to them in the Colonist, and 
he had not yet determined which was 
correct. There were other interests 
than merchants affected, and there 
should be a committee appointed repre­
senting the lumber, mineral and other 
industries to prepare a full and compre­
hensive report on the working of the 
whole act. If a merchant is taxed on 
one stock it does not imply that lie 
is going to be taxed on the many which 
may pass through his hands during the 
year. A report should be made out for 
presentation to the government, which 
could not be pulled to pieces.

Mr. Gutman also advised careful con­
sideration of the resolution.

G. H. Lugrin, although himself pre­
pared to vote on tne resolution, thought 
that from the feeling of the meeting 
further consideration of the subject 
should be deferred to next month.

R. Mowat regretted that the mer­
chants did not come to the meeting bet­
ter prepared to discuss the act. From 
his own standpoint he could say that the 
new act was going to work very hard 
on the retailer. He himself could hon­
estly state that it was going to cost him 
ten times as much next year as this.

A. J. Moriey said that there was not 
so much to be feared in passing the 
resolution as might be thought. The 
figures given in the Times were, with a 
few misprints, those made by some of 
the best financiers of the city, and they 
would stand all tests. Vancouver busi­
ness men were now alive to the situa­
tion, and it was desirable to pass the 
resolution and have it thoroughly thrash­
ed out throughout the province. If the 
resolution was not passed one should be 
substituted that would show to the busi­
ness community of the province that 
the act was against the best interests 
of the country.

F. More pointed out that m the case 
of the manufacturer assessment would 
now not be levied' on the average stock 
but on what might at a time be a very 
large stock.

Mr. Shall cross suggested that the 
board should not pass the resolution 
after one meeting’s discussion, but tbat 
the motion shoufid be sent out as it is 
to other boards in the province 

S. J. Pitts disagreed with this sug-
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
