the energy of his speech and the t 
of his statements. It is to me a most, 
humiliating spectacle to find a large 
majority of the representatives of the 
people rejoicing at the prospect of an 
immediate and large increase in the 
taxation of the country. It’is a humili­
ating spectacle to find so large a body 
of intelligent gentlemen as are now as­
sembled, representing Canada, taking 
up the cast-off clothing of older nations 
and wearing it, in adopting a policy 
that lias ruined other countries, and 
rejecting a policy that has made the 
Mother Country great and prosperous 
beyond all precedent. And, Sir, it is 
amazing that such an exhibition could 
have been presented in an intelligent 
country in a position of observing, as 
we are in a position of observing, the 
results of Protection in the neighboring 
country. The hon. gentleman, in com­
mencing his speech to-night, referred 
to various matters in connection with 
the remarks of my hon. friend (Mr.- 
Cartwrigfyt). To some of these remarks,
I propose to confine myself this even­
ing. The hon.gentleman referred, in 
the first place, to what had taken place 
in 1874, and I need not say that the 
hon. gentleman, in referring to that, 
has but reiterated the remarks which 
we have heard during every Session. 
He has constantly alleged that there 
was then no prospect of a deficit ; that 
the revision of the tariff in 1874 was 
wholly unnecessary, although it has 
been proved to him, time and again, 
that that revision was absolutely neces­
sary to prevent a deficit of over a mil­
lion of dollars. The hon. gentleman 
says that this deficit was created by 
wrongly charging certain expenditure 
on railways to revenue which ought to 
have been charged to capital. We take 
the ground that, after the railway was 
completed, everything in connection 
with the running of that railroad ought 
afterwards to be charged to revenue and 
not to capital, and, therefore, the half 
million which is alleged to have been 
wrongly charged to revenue, was pro­
perly charged against revenue during 
that year. The hon. gentleman seems 
to think that, because he happened to 
be in power for a few years when there 
was an abnormal expenditure of money 
in the country, when we had excellent 
crops, when the country had all the 
benefits of an enormous sale of all its 
products to the United States, ^which 
country was almost depleted of all its - 
stock, all its agriculture resources were 
exhausted during the long war,—the 
hon. gentleman seems to think that, be­
cause adventitious circumstances occur­
red during those years, he and his col­
leagues are entitled to the credit of 
having created a prosperity which they 
had no more to do with than those who 
were then in opposition. The hon. 
gentleman, on the other. hand, says 
that, wherever deficits exist, they prove 
the incapacity of the Government of 
the day, and the hon. gentleman to­
night amused me by pointing out a dis­
tinguished statesman, a personal friend, 
no doubt, of both of us, Sir Alexander 
T. Galt, as a man who held the views 
which lie is now propounding to the 
House, though 1 doubt much if he has 
any warrant for making such statements 
as that. But, assuming that Sir Alex­
ander T. Galt did represent those views, 
admitting that the policy he pursued as 
Finance Minister was the same which 
the hon. gentleman says he holds now, 
what were the results of that policy? 
It is well known that, when Sir Alexan­
der T. Galt was Finance Minister, from 
1858 up to the time of the Union, in 
the first year, there was a deficit of $1 
500,000 ; in the second year a deficit of 
$1,973,000 ; in the third year, 81,999’- 
000 ; in the fourth year, $2,000,000. 
The hon. gentleman who is now the 
leader of the Government was then the 
leader of the Government, or one of the 
leaders of the Government, during the 
whole of that time ; and if it be true, if 
it be a correct political axiom, that any 
Government which has щ deficit on its 
hands as incapable, I advise the hon. 
gentleman to apply the term to his col­
leagues, who, in five or six years, ran 
up a debt of $10,000,000, at the very 
timg_wlien, by his own statement to- 
pi^it, he had 
which he is urging us to-night to adopt 
as the only proper thing for the occasion.
I may refer, however, to something 
that may come home, perhaps, a little 
closer to the- hon. gentleman himself— 
that is, if it is possible, which I greatly 
doubt, to bring anything home to him 
at all. The hon. gentleman has indulg­
ed to-night in some taunts to my hon 
friend from Centre Huron (Mr. Cart­
wright), because some changes were 
made in the tariff of 1874, after being 
presented to the House. Does the hon. 
gentleman not remember—do not any 
of the Nova Scotia gentlemen in the 
House remember—that, in 1870, when 
the then Finance Minister brought 
down his tariff in the afternoon at four 
o’clock, the same gentleman who has 
j ust been addressing the House, the hon. 
the Minister of Public Works, set to 
work and got up a cabal in the evening 
between six and half-past seven o’clock, 
and this cabal of some Eastern Province 
members compelled the Finance Minis­
ter to come down and move to the right­
about-face later in the evening. And 
yet he has the assurance to mention 
with disapprobation the willingness of 
my hon. friend (Mr. Cartwright) to 
make certain changes in the tariff in 
1874, thinking, apparently, that wo 
have all forgotten the events of that re­
markable evening. But the hon. gen­
tleman says that the true policy is pro­
pounded for promoting the prosperity 
of this country ; he says that a protec­
tive policy is the one thing needful in 
order to make the nation great and 
glorious, and he has pictured to himself 
and to the House a great and magni­
ficent country, flourishing and prosper- 
oifFwith Protection. He says we have 
the best half of the continent ; I only 
wish it were true. But the statement 
is rather an extensive one for the hon. 
gentleman to make. Everyone knows, 
at least 1 supposed everyone knew, that 
we have the worst half of the continent. 
We have a very good country, which 
we can make something of, but not by 
such exaggerated statement?, which 
only make us the laughing-stock of other 
people. Does the hon. gentleman for­
get that, in 1870, when the National 
Policy was first born—bom premature­
ly—and presented to this House, who 
were its opponents, and who were its 
friends ? We remember that, when the 
duty was put on coal and flour, in one 
year, 1870, the very men who introduc­
ed the system of taxing bread and fuel 
саше down, aftea a year’s experience, 
and, by their own votes, voted it out of 
existence. As I have often told the 
lion, gentlemen, they murdered their 
own child, and yet*, now, when it suits 
the political exigencies of the times, the 
hon. gentleman is up again to eulogise 
in 1879 what, in 1871, he denounced, 
and by his votes, as recorded on the 
Journals, declared to be a policy which 
did not suit Canada, and ought to be 
abolished. These are the sort of men 
who are now charged, unfortunately, 
with the administration of affairs in this 
country, and they endeavour to picture 
to the country and to this House the 
glorious era of prosperity which is to be 
inaugurated by an immense system of 
taxation. It is inconceivable to me 
how anyone in his senses can imagine 
that o country is to become great by 
imposition of taxes. The hon. gentle-

To the Editor of the Miramichi Advance.

Sir :—I observe in the Advocate of the 
26th inst., that “ a Member of the Board” 
still persists in publishing untrue state­
ments respecting Lazaretto matters. It is 
evident that “ Informer’s” array of facts, 
resolutions and figures have been too much 
for him, and he seems to have been seized 
with a mania for misrepresenting facts and 
stating falsehoods. In a former com­
munication he had “ the Man in the 
Moon” signing bills, and he now has Joe 
Forbes, who, to my knowledge has never 
signed a Lazaretto voucher. I am not sur­
prised to find this Joe Forbes looming up 
between him and a certain light-liouse 
which this grab-all wants to get under his 
control. If all the public money that 
comes into the lower part of Gloucester 
does not go through his hands, he seems 
unhappy and rabid.

No doubt, the year 1867 is vividly im­
pressed on “a Member of the Board’s” 
mind,—a year he never should forget, it was 
j ust prior to the time he was foiled in his little 
plot to prevent the Sisters of Mercy—who 
left their home to aid the Government of 
the Province in the cause of suffering hu­
manity—from coming to Tracadic. It pre­
ceded a year memorable in the history of 
the Lazaretto—the year in which 
that Institution was changed from a state 
of confusion and filth to a happy home for 
the afflicted Lepers. It was in that year 
the Board pledged themselves to the 
Government, that under - the new regime 
the expenses would be materially reduc­
ed, which pledge they would have car­
ried out ten fold if it were not for John 
Young and his unscruplous majority.

The charges made are serious. It may 
be urged that our correspondent, “ In­
former,” is only an anonymous writer, 
but A. K. McDougall, Esq., has pub­
licly endorsed his statements and we 
may say that “ Informer” has noobjec 
tion to having his identity known, if 
the Government will give him an op­
portunity to prove his statements before 
a Legislative Committee.

Books, etc., etc- The Minister of Marine and Fisheries 
having directed the Inspector of Light­
houses and the Medical Superintendent 
of the Marine Hospital to examine and 
report upon the general condition of 
that institution, and they having re­
ported, the keeper has received notice 
that his services are to be dispensed 
with. It is the intention of the Depart­
ment to put the building in thorough 
repair, to improve the drainage and 
ventilation supply necessary furniture 
and make the Hospital more in keeping 
with the importance of the Miramichi 
than it has, heretofore, been. We can 
afford to overlook the misstatements 
made in the report with a view of 
placing this paper in a wrong light, 
being satisfied that the Minister has 
acted promptly and rightly as soon as 
our representative placed the matter 
properly before him.
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The Stumpage.
There is a widespread and, we may 

say, unanimous feeling throughout the 
Province in favor of the Government 
extending to the lumber interest the 
consideration which the condition of the 
trade so strongly calls for. The lum­
bermen have borne the increased tax 
placed upon them since the removal of 
the export duty with very good grace, 
and have contributed largely, year by 
year, to the revenue of the Province.— 
This has been especially true of the 
Northern Counties, whose operators 
have paid the largest proportion of the 
revenue, Northumberland County bear­
ing the heaviest part of the burden.— 
Now, however, those engaged in the 
lumbering business are struggling 
against an unprecedented depression 
and are surrounded by adverse circum­
stances which were never before known 
in thé history of the trade in New 
Brunswick, 
threaten to break down the business to 
a very large extent. If such breaking 
down meant only the stopping of a mill 
or the suspension of operations here and 
there, and the results wfcre only to be 
felt by the larger merchants and mill- 
owners immediately interested, the 
matter might not appear one of public 
gravity, but when hundreds nnd even 
thousands of our working people, with 
dependent families.are threatened with 
enforced idleness and consequent want, 
owing to the inability of the lumberers, 
millowners and shippers to give them 
employment, it is a subject which may 
well claim the attention of the Gbvem- 
ment. The necessities of the situation 
call for a reduction of the stumpage tax 
for this year. The lumbermen are will­
ing to contribute as largely as possible 
to the public revenue when they can af­
ford it,and they hope a revival of trade 
and removal of the disabilities under 
which they now labor will enable them 
next year, to again do as they have 
done in the past. We, therefore, hope 
that the Government will act promptly 
in the matter and seek the approval of 
the Legislature of action in the di­
rection indicated.

“The tariff debate was resumed by Mr. 
Snowball, of Northumberland, N. B., 
who, in a very effective speech, assailed 
the National Policy from a Maritime 
Province standpoint. It was evident 
from the use which he made of statistics 
that he had a master’s knowledge of the 
subject, and was inspired by a firm con­
viction that in speaking he uttered the 
opinions of the majority of the electors 
in the Provinces by the sea. He said 
if the Government were determined the 
people should have such a protective 
policy as the present it had better be 
administered in doses.

THESE TURNED OUT TO BE FALLACIES.
Then we were told of the American 

cotton piece goods being sold in Man­
chester, and that England was losing 
her cotton manufacturing business. It 
is true that a few years ago a large 
quantity of American cottons had been sent 
there, in order to raise money from a sur­
plus production, and had been transported 
abroad as an advertisement fortlieirgoods.

It is the fate of newspapers, at times, 
to fall under the lash of those from 
whose judgment or prejudices they may 
honest1 y differ, and the Advance has 
come in for a castigation at the hands 
of Mr. Tweedie, counsel for overseer 
John Hogan, whose conduct we charac­
terised as we believed at the time, and 
are now the more fully convinced, it 
deserved. It was a part of Mr.Tweedie’s 
ease to differ from anyone or anything 
that might work in the direction of im­
pressing the publiq mind with an idea 
of the kind of person this Hogan un­
doubtedly is, but we were not prepared 
for Mr. Blair’s adverse criticism on our 
remarks. We, however, refrain at pre­
sent, for obvious reasons, from making 
an attempt to show our readers that the 
Magistrate was wrong in expressing the 
opinion he did. We hold we have a 
right to be severe in dealing with the 
conduct of public officers, however un­
pleasant our remarks may be to them 
and their sympathisers. In reporting 
proceedings of any court the Advance 

aims to prejudice no party—it gives 
way to no paper in the truthfulness of 
its reports, but we claim the right to 
make such remarks, editorially, as we 
may think the circumstances justify. 
Hereafter we may try to make this ap­
pear more fully. There are times when 
we differ from Mr. Blair s opinions,but 
we always give him credit for sincerity 
and do not join with those who may, 
from interested motives, criticise him 
adversely. He, however, appears to feel 
called upon to give his opinion on our 
editorial treatment of a person whom 
he does not seem to be specially called 
upon to defend—save by Mr. Tweedie. 
This seems rather strange.

Mr. Tweedie appears to have made 
the discovery that the close season for 
smelts is of only one month’s duration, 
because regulations,approved in Coun­
cil in May, 1876, provide that no 
person shall fish for, catch, buy, sell, 
etc., any smelts from the 15th of 
April to the 15th of May. If some 
such oracle as the Inspector of Fisheries 
had propounded bo profound a proposi­
tion it would net be a matter ot won­
der, but Mr. Tweedie is a lawyer, and 
he ought to have remembered that he 
was,—in the very case the Advance re­
ferred to when it said the 28th Febru­
ary was 14 days after the close season 
had commenced—laboring to prove that 
Messrs. Loggie had fish “illegally” in 
their possession, because they could not 
show they were caught before the 15th 
of February. The regulations of May, 
1875, have been altered, amended, and 
repaired and broken up in various ways 
since they were issued, and by an order 
of the Department it is ordained that 
licensee for smelt fishing shall expire on 
14th February. In fact it is so stated 
in every license. When those licenses 
expire the smelt fishing season expires 
and the close season commences. We 
therefore advise Mr. Tweedie not to 
take the “regulations” of May, 1875, 
which his friend showed him, for the 
latest and most authentic authority on 
the subject, and not to venture on the 
role of fishery critic before he recog­
nizes the importance of reading up on 
the subject, so that he may be a little 
certain of his position. It is a danger­
ous thing to be dogmatical when giving 
expression to other people’s opinions.

New Нотзз for tho TTnemployed-
We referred, last week, to a meeting 

held in St. John, in which several lead­
ing Protestant clergymen and others 
took an active part, for the purpose of 
encouraging the unemployed of the city 
to settle upon wilderness lands.

Rev. Father Meehan spoke at length 
encouraging those who only gained a pre­
carious livelihood for themselves and 
families in the city to go to the country 
and make themselves independent by till­
ing the soil.

It was proposed by Mr. Moran, Presi­
dent of the Society that in case the so­
ciety’s membership would increate to, say 
1000, if they would allow themselves to 
be taxed $1,00 each, or as much as they 
could afford, that it would enable the so­
ciety to send about id men annually into 
the farming business at the same time 
giving them aid for a year or eighteen 
months ont of the funds so raised. He

THE FARMER.
From the course of the debate he judg­

ed that there was a great interest felt in 
the farmer. Just now in the cities the 
tendency for surplus population is to go 
out and settle on farms. He held that 
the tariff should have been so framed as 
not to put, as it would do, new burdens 
upon the farming aud industrial classes. 
He was not in favor of protection, but if 
it must come let them give it in small 
doses, so as to only nauseate aud not kill. 
(Laughter.) There are cerrain things that 
might be protected without very great 
injury. Take the article of carriages, for 
instance,of which our importations amount 
to $86,000. We have all the materials for 
their construction and a duty, of 100 per 
cent, would not do very great harm. He 
could tolerate that, though not in favor 
of protection. Then there were clocks, 
&c., of which we imported $65,000 
worth, and furniture, of which we im­
ported nearly $400,000 worth. All 
the furniture used by the poorer and 
middle classes in Canada was made in 
the country, and therefore they might put 
on any duty they liked, it would come out 
of the pockets of the rich. Then there 
were sewing machines and tubing, which 
for some season, he did not know why, 
the Finance Minister had classed together, 
$518,000; pianos and organs, $469,000; 
billiard tables, $11,000; brooms and 
brushes $43,000, and agricultural imple­
ments $141,000. About the latter he was 
more doubtful, but without them here 
were $2,000,000 worth of imports on 
which, if we must have protection, the 
duties could be placed. (Cheers.)

But to return to New Brunswick, and 
see how his own Province would be affect­
ed by this policy. As he had before 
stated, we produce ships, lumber and fish. 
At Confederation, in 1868, New Bruns­
wick paid into the Dominion treasury 
$886,586. Last year we paid $1,731,960, 
or $5.51 per head. Nova Scotia paid $1,- 
471,330, or about $3.45 per head, while 
the Provinces of Ontario and Quebec paid 
less than New Brunswick. To the

The Quebec Governorship.

Our read­
ers will remember that Letellier dis­
missed his advisers more than a year 
ago because they took certain steps in 
regard to public affairs, as a cabinet, 
without consulting him and even used 
the term, Governor in Council, without 
his authority—practically ignoring him.
At that time the Quebec Premier, De- 
Boucherville, had a large majority in 
the Assembly. Leteljier called in Mr.
Joly, leader of the Opposition, who 
formed a Government, the House was 
dissolved, and a new general election 
brought on. The result was that the 
new Government was sustained, and 
Letellier’s action sanctioned and justi­
fied by the people.

DeBoucherville’s political allies and 
friends—the Conservatives—had the 
matter of the constitutionality of LetellL- 
er’s action brought before parliament at 
Ottawa just a year ago by Sir John A.
Macdonald and interference therewith 
was voted down. Sir John A. Macdonald, 
doubtless, did not expect that his own him. 
action would so soon cause great trouble 
te himself, and his party, but he is now 
realising that it is not safe at all times 
to dig pits for others. Conservatives, 
who were the minority in the late House 
at Ottawa are now the majority, and 
they have the mover of the Letellier 
resolution, Sir John, at their head.—
Since Parliament met one of their num­
ber moved a resolution just like Sir 
John’s of last winter, and it was carried 
by an overwhelming majority. The 
only course left open to Sir John and 
his Cabinet by their supporters was to 
dismiss the Lieut.-Governor. But he 
knew he would not be justified in doing 
so high-handed an act, and he delayed 
action until an irate combination of 
Quebec followers seriously threatened 
to prevent further progress in the adop­
tion of the new Tariff. This meant de­
feat for the Government, so Sir John 
advised His Excellency, the Governor- 
General,on Thursday last.that the mem­
bers of the Cabinet had determined 
upon the removal of the Lieut.-Gov­
ernor of Quebec from office. But the

His Lordship then explained 
that having read what others in the com­
munity were doing in regard to settling 
the Tobique lands, he called the meeting 
to see what good men he could get 
together who would be willing to go and 
farm, getting their share of whatever aid 
the Government might give, 
had been proposed that the $25,000 grant­
ed by the Government for the relief of the 
sufferers by the tire might be utilized for 
the purpose of helping families In our city 
who are unable to earn a livelihood, to go 
into the country and farm.

Even if all the smelts claimed 
to have been legally caught were shipped 
there would still be some ten tons to be 
accounted for. The Loggies must, when 
they did not соле forward and clear them­
selves—when they neglected to come for­
ward as witnesses—take the responsibility 
of their course ; they must not place the 
onus of their position on Hogan and hide 
behind him from the consequences of their 
own wrong. Why were they not brought 
forward ? It must be because they dare 
not come ! Mr. Tweedie went into figures 
to show that 30 tons and 7 cwt. of smelts

aware there was no regulation at all relat­
ing to the time smelt fishing should stop. 
He did not care whether Hogan was a 
fishery officer or clergyman of the Church 
of Scotland, as any one could prosecute 
in such a matter. If Hogan seized any 
property then it would be necessary to 
prove his commission, but not other­
wise. It was enough for him to charge the 
Loggies ; they must prove the law allow­
ed what they had done. He contended that 
he had proved by the Loggies’ own conver­
sations that they knew the fishery season 
had expired. M r. Tweedie contended that 
the law, instead of being so tyrannical as 
represented was a lenient one, inasmuch as 
it provided that ignorance of it might be 
taken as an excuse for its violation. He 
had proved, sufficiently, that the fishing 
season had expired on the night of 14th Feb­
ruary, and he thought the 19th section dis­
posed of the objection that the smelt-fish­
ery could not be dealt with under the Act. 
fhe Law wisely puts the onus of proving 
legal possession at an illegal season, just 
the same as a man found with stolen goods 
in his possession must show how he got 
them. Under the prima facie case which 
he had made out the Loggies must dis­
prove it

Mr. Carman said that when Hogan 
swore he laid a complaint as a Fishery 
Officer he was bound to prove his posi­
tion and also the regulation. ' If he (Mr. 
Carman) contended there were no such re­
gulations the prosecution would break 
down. It was a question whether Hogan, 
as a Fishery Overseer had a right to prose­
cute before a Magistrate as he might make 
a conviction himself. There must be 
something under all this prosecution or 
Hogan would have his instructions and 
the Gazette in Court.

The Magistrate said he would decide to 
go on with a hearing of the case of the 
defence reserving one point raised by Mr. 
Carman—that relating to the non-produc­
tion of the Royal Gazette to prove the reg­
ulation defining the time when the fishing 
with bag-nets should cease. He was of 
opinion that Secs. 11 and 39 of the Act 
empowered the Department and its officers 
to deal with the smelt as well as the other 
fisheries.

clients were cleared upon the evidence as 
to the facts. It was not right for a Fishery 
Officer to go beyond his duty— 
In discharging this duty lie ought to 
do it as a gentleman. He would not say 
that Hogan had prosecuted these parties 
because they did not sail in the same po­
litical boat with him, but it was proper to 
enquire why the Loggie’s were singled out 
among all other fishermen and dealers 
It had been stated by Mr. Perley that 
there was considerable illegal fishing, yet 
that officer had not troubled the Loggies, 
because he knew they had taken their 
nets off the ice the day the fishing season 
expired and he had their licences. Mr. 
Loggie also gave Hogan liberty to go and 
see the fish they had and appeared to act 
all through like a man wbo had nothing to 
conceal in his business. If it had come to 
this that because a Fishery Officer saw fish 
in a man’s possession he was to pounce 
down upon him and put him to trouble, 
without enquiring as to the man’s mode of 
doing business,and in a hasty and unseem­
ly manner, fishermen had better leave off 
following their calling—that was so long 
as Hogan was retained as a Fishery 
Officer. Why! he had gone down, fa 
stranger in the district and seeing a few 
fish posted off to Chatham and laid a com­
plaint ! It was possible he had two ob­
jects in view. He would get one half of 
the penalty if he could succeed in getting 
one imposed, and the chance of bringing 
out, by this prosecution, the names of 
others whom he might proceed against. 
Hogan had evidently not done his duty as 
he should do it

Mr. Carman claimed that if there was 
any doubt in the mind of the court his 
clients were entitled to the benefit of it, 
though he thought the fish in their pos­
session were properly accounted for and 
no doubt of the fact remained, and as the 
matter was one involving a penalty, the 
law should not be strained to secure a con­
viction.

Mr. Tweedie, in addressing the Court, 
said he would refer only to a few points, 
as he was suffering from a cold. Counsel 
for the defence was laboring under a 
misconception of the law applicable to the 
case. The presumptions of the law were 
against the defendants. For instance, it 
was not to be presumed that the shippers 
had fish in the cars proved1*by McNeil, 
but if such was the fact, the defence was 
called upon to prove it Why were not 
the Loggies called? they had been in 
Court ; they could prove a good deal in 
their own favor if they had been doing 
everything fairly and right. There seem­
ed to be a great feeling manifested in the 
case and animus was charged upon the 
prosecution. So far as he was concerned 
this was incorrect Opposite counsel 
asked why did Mr.' Hogan not bring suits 
against others. That was all in good time 
yet ; a commencement must be made 
somewhere and Hogan had acted rightly 
in beginning with a large concern like 
the Loggies, and not with some poor 
man, as opposite counsel seemed to think 
he ought to have done.

The Advance had dealt, as he thought, 
unfairly with his client in this matter. 
That paper had styled the case an “extra­
ordinary” one. He w ould like to know 
what there was extraordinary about it.
It had been brought under a well known 
law—a law which had been called tyrani- 
cal and unjust, but which was like the 
game laws and not unfair to those who 
might be accused under it There was, 
however, one provision in the game law, 
which was not in this, for that law ad­
mitted of a person in whose possession 
animals or parts of animals were found in 
the close season, to give evidence in their 
own defence, but although there was a 
doubt as to whether similar evidence 
could l»e given under the Fisheries Act, 
he had offered no objections to the Loggies 
being allowed to give} evidence, for he 
wished to give them fair treatment.

He found in the Advance allusions 
to the case which were unfair and un­
justifiable. That paper stated that a case had 
been brought against the Loggies by Over­
seer John Hogan, of Newcastle, “ whose 
“ name is associated with acts of official 
“ persecution against his neighbois, which 
“ have made him an object of contempt.” 
Further down in the article it was set 
forth that “ the unmanliness of Hogan, 
“in bringing the suit will be understood 
“ when we state that Mr. Wyse and 
“ other personal friends of his were pack­
ing and shipping smelts at the same 
“ time the Loggies were, while he allow- 
“ ed those others to go undisturbed. ” 

Nowfcwhile he gave credit to the'editor 
of that paper for the accuracy of the re­
ports of local matters which he published 
from time to time, he submitted that the 
above was not a proper way to treat the 
matter when it was before the Court. 
The animus of the Advance article was 
apparent ; it placed Hogan in a wrong 
light before the pubiic and he did not de­
serve such severe treatment. There was 
always a public prejudice against officers 
of a certain class—such as tax-gathers and 
those charged with the public interests, 
and the editor of the Advance should not 
have maligned Hogan. It was because of 
the treatment Hogan had received from 
the Advance that he (Mr. T.) had re-call­
ed him to prove that he had beeen direct­
ed by the Department to go and prosecute 
as he had done and to show that he did 
not pursue the Loggie’s of his own motion 
and in the spirit charged by the Advance.
A man who simply does his duty will not 
be condemned by the public but it is 
those who seek to break the law and who 
have to be brought in subjection to the 
law, those also who sympathise with them 
and would shield them from the con­
sequences of their illegal acts who bring 
contempt upon themselves.

It was right that fish should be protect­
ed. The interest was a growing and im­
portant one, a few years ago smelts were 
used all along our rivers to manure the 
land, but they had become valuable in the 
markets abroad, they had developed a 
large trade and it was right they should 
be protected—therefore there was nothing 
“ extraordinary ” in the case.

He observed that the Editor of the Ad­
vance, who, he admitted, knew a great 
deal about our fisheries, referred to the 
28th of February as “14 days after 
the close season commenced,” and his 
learned friend had fallen into the same er­
ror, but that was not the close season at 
all, for the regulations only prohibited the 
catching of smelts between the 15th April 
and 15th May.

There was nothing whatever in the ob­
jection that smelts were not mentioned in 
the Fisheires Act for Sec. 19 disposed of 
that and as the Department had dealt with 
smelts and the Governor in Council had

Q.—If a duty of 50 cents per bbl. be 
placed on flour and 10 cts. per bush, on 
wheat imported, will it increase the price 
of flour in this country to consumers, es­
pecially the poor man ?

Ans.—No; Because the noble-minded 
fanners and millers of Canada won’t take 
any advantage of ^he duty and won’t 
charge any additional price for their goods, 
and should the millers require to import 
wheat they will be quite willing to pay 
the duty out of their own pockets for the 
benefit of their fellow countrymen ! ! !

Q.—If a duty of 40 cts. per bbl. be 
placed on com meal, will it increase the 
price to the consumer ?

Ans.—No ; Because although not much 
Indian corn is grown in this country (the 
country for the most part not being adapt­
ed for its growth on a large scale), the 
farmers, from purely disinterested motives 
and in a spirit of self-sacrifice, will im­
mediately begin the cultivation of this 
cereal to the exclusion of better paying 
crops ! 1 !

Q.—If a duty of 2 and 3 cts. per lb. and 
20 per cent ad. val. be changed on tea 
when imported from the United States, 
will it increase the price to the consumer 
as compared with the old tariff ?

Ans.—No ; Because it will encourage 
direct importation with only a 10 per cent 
ad. val. duty and for the honor and glory 
of carrying tea to Canada, shippers wont 
take into consideration such items as, the 
want of return cargoes, loss of time looking 
for them, additional length of voyage etc. 
and in this way the tea would cost us 
almost nothing tor freight, and the price 
would not be increased—noble shipown­
ers ! ! —

Q.—Why should a duty of 50c. per ton 
be placed on hard coal ? and can soft coal 
be used in the same manner as hard 
coal ?—

Ans. —A duty of 50c.'should be placed 
on hard coal because we have none in the 
Dominion—but if no stop were put to our 
consumption the supply might become ex­
hausted ! Soft coal cannot be used in the 
same manner as hard coal, but that should 
not be taken into consideration as the N. 
P. will “readjust ”—the whole matter !

Q.—If peaches be taxed 40c. per bushel 
and the duty on vegetables be raised to 
20 per cent (doubled) will it increase their 
price to consumers ?

Q. —What is a National Policy ?
Ans.—A National Policy is doing your 

best to prevent your neighbor from sup­
plying you with what you can’t grow or 
maaufacture for yourself and generally to 
increase the cost of living ! ! !

Q.—What is the result of a National 
Policy ?

Ans.—The result of a National Policy 
is a general increase of prices all round so 
that no one is in any way benefitted, ex­
cept those who have monopolies of certain 
lines of manufacture ! ! !

Dm Atimtisritmits.The hearing of the Hogan-Loggie fishery 
case waa continued on Monday last, at the 
Chatham Police Court, before G. A. Blair, 
Esq., Police Magistrate ; Mr. Tweedie ap­
pearing for the prosecution and Mr. Car­
man for the defence.

Joseph McNeill station agent, Chatham 
Railway, was called by Mr. Tweedie for 
the prosecution. In response to request 
by Mr. Tweedie, he referred to his freight 
book, and showed that Messrs. A. & R. 
Loggie shipped from the Station after 15th 
Feby., fish, as follows:—

19th, 1 car load—20,000 lbs., gross 
weight, to L A. D. & Co., Philadelphia.

25th., 1 do., da, gross weight, 20,000 
lbs. to same address.

26th., 20 boxes smelts, 850 lbs., to J.F. 
Fry & Co., Boston.

Mr. Carman here objects that the prose­
cution is not for shipping fish at the Sta­
tion, but for having 2 tons of smelts at 
Black Brook, and it is not competent for 
them to go into shipments made before 
the date of the complaint.

WHARVES and PRE-The collection of duties on periodicals 
underthenew tariff will be attended with no 
little difficulty; indeed it is impossible that 
an equitable enforcement of the N. P. in 
this .particular can be made. As 
amide of the difficulties that arise we may 
state that there are dealers in periodicals 
in nearly all Canadian towns and cities. 
When they receive their supplies by 
press or freight from publishers of the 
United States or Great Britain they pay a 
duty of six cents per lb. for them. If, 
however, they receive them through the 
mails they are required to pay a dnty of 
eight cents per lb, The reason for this is 
not apparent ; But the worst feature of 
the “periodical ” question is that indi­
vidual subscribers living in country places 
who have magazines sent to them by pub­
lishers through the mails, must be annoy­
ed by having them stopped in transit by 
or for the Customs authorities, for the 
duties must be collected. It would be 
absurd to suppose that every country post­
master should keep a “ Customs account,” 
but he must do so unless periodicals are 
sent to the Custom House nearest to their 
destination.

When he did go thus to their 
office he found that they made no attempt 
to conceal anything, but were plain and 
aboveboard with him. It was true the 
law gave the power to Hogan to act as he 
had done but if that kind of thing was to 
be the regular practice, dealers might* as 
well stop their business and our fishermen 
take their nets from the water. At any 
rate dealers would have to see that they 
did not hare a fish on hand after the day 
the fishing season closed.

turers. I think, Sir, that both state­
ments are true and provable, beyond a 
doubt. The protectionist system of the 
United States was inaugurated before 
the war, or just when the war was com­
mencing. All the men available were 
sent to the war, labourers became scarce, 
and wages rose high. Everyone had an 
abundance of money. Between four 
and five thousand millions of dollars 
were spent during that terrible struggle. 
The country was depleted of men and 
materials of every kind, aud just then 
the Protectionist policy was brought in­
to play ; but how long did it last Î 
From 1862 to 1870 it undoubtedly en­
riched a number of manufacturers ; but 
the prosperity which was partly ac­
cidental and partly owing to a Pro­
tectionist policy—the effects, of which 
will be always shown in this 
ner—reached its culminating point in 
1870. Then it began to decline, and 
before 1877 more than two-thirds of the 
whole manufacturing class of the United 
States were ruined ; more than a half of 
the iron blast furnaces were closed, and 
more than a hundred million dollars 
was lost in that one interest in those 
few years. No doubt the country was 
exceedingly prosperous in those few 
years ; and no one can now deny that 
the most extensive misery has prevailed 
through the manufacturing classes in 
the cities of the United States since 
1873. In New York and its suburbs, I 
was told, by one of the officials, that 
there were 80,000 men out of work. 
What gave rise to the Communistic 
movement in Pittsburg and the great 
manufacturing centres of Pennsylvania Î 
Was it not that the Protectionist policy 
had reduced the people to beggary ; that 
their employers had been ruined by it ; 
that employment could not be found, 
and that they thought, as a mob 
thoughtlessly will sometimes, that the 
only remedy was an equal distribution 
of property, that assailing the rights 
and property of the rich was the way to 
obtain a share for themselves of what 
was enjoyed by some classes in the 
country. In this new country, I had 
fondly hoped to be able to look forward 
to see an earnest desire to follow the 
path of the Mother Country, and there­
by become a prosperous community, a 
great and powerful nation in connection 
with the Mother Country. I h ad hoped 
to see our country follow in the wake of 
the land which has shown such an ex­
ample to the world of the immense beni- 
fits to be derived from freedom in trade 
and commerce. But it seems, Sir, that 
we have a certain class of politicians 
here who seek to obtain power, not for 
the purpose of using that power for the 
benefit of the nation, but for personal 
aggrandizement and selfish pur­
poses. Every candid man will ad­
mit, and I am sure the hon. the 
Minister of Public Works, in his cool 
moments, speaking to himself, will also 
admit, that no Government can be held 
responsible for the depression which 
will occur in commercial affairs, from 
time to time, and that no commercial 
system can avert such calamities. There 
are periods when some mysterious in­
fluences seem to creep over the whole 
commercial community, and I am sure 
that those who remember the events of 
1856, 1867,1858, and 1859, wiU remem­
ber how much more serious the dep 
sion was in Canada then than it has 
been during the last four or five years. 
What was the policy then of the Liberal 
party Î Is anyone able to point to a 
single speech of myself or of my col­
leagues, or of the then leaders of the 
party with which we are connected, 
which can be tortured into an accusa­
tion against the Government of the day 
that they were responsible for the com­
mercial depression that overshadowed 
the country. The hon. gentleman 
knows very well, and everyone should 
be ready to adihit it, that it is the duty 
of the Government, under such circum­
stances, to consider not what would 
have the appearance of obtaining a suffi­
cient revenue, or of encouraging, as he 
says, certain industries, but what is the 
best policy to be pursued with reference 
to the whole mass of people. At a time 
when employment is scarce and money 
not plentiful, is it not desirable to make 
everything as cheap as possible to the 
poorer classes ? We felt that it was not 
our duty to impose additional taxation 
— whether it was the interest of our 
party or not, is another matter. The 
hon. gentleman has taunted us with 
not seeing that it was our interest. Ї 
never failed to perceive that it was 
possible to secure the conciliation of 
certain manufacturers by imposing pro­
tective duties two or three years ago ; 
but, Sir, I would rather go out of par­
liament, as well as out of power, than 
adopt a principle so affecting the near, 
as well as the remote, interests of my 
country. The hon. gentleman 
Protectionist in 1870, denounced Pro-,, 
tection in 1871, and in 1874 denounced 
us on the ground that we were intro­
ducing the thin end of the wedge of 
Protection. In 1876, as he admitted 
tonight, he was prepared to denounce 
us if we introduced a protective policy. 
But, as it turned out, he was equally 
prepared to denounce us because we 
did not. The hon. gentleman stated 
tonight that a member of the Govern­
ment telegraphed to his paper in Prince 
Edward Island, that certain changes 
were to be made in the tariff.

Mb. Tupper : I said it was a tele­
gram sent to a paper owned by a mem­
ber of the Government.

Mb. Mackenzie : Then, Sir, I would 
advise the hon. gentleman not to make 
such rash statements in future. I have 
had the paper in question examined, 
and am informed there is no snch tele­
gram in it during that month. Then it 

'^seems that the statement appeared in 
the Globe, and, because the correspon - 
dent of a paper in Toronto sends a tele­
gram, containing news, no doubt, pick­
ed up on the streets, the Government, 
and the whole Government party, is to 
be charged with it Is this the charac­
ter of statements to be made by a gentle­
man who has always claimed to be a 
statesman? It was perfectly well known 
to my colleagues as well as myself, that 
there was no foundation for the state­
ment. Everyone knew there was a de­
ficit, and, probably, expected that some 
legislation would take place to meet it. 
The hon. gentleman is to-day blaming 
us upon such evidence with having fore- 

• told what our policy was, and, at the 
same time, defending what has taken 
place. Now, when it is shown that the 
Finance Minister made known, weeks 
ago, his scheme of taxation, then, Sir, 
in order to get quit of the blame and 
inconsistency with which he is saddled 
in this matter, he says the circum­
stances are different ; that every person 
knew that there was to be a change at 
present. Well, how did every person 
know ? How conld it be possible that 
every person knew ? I ask any of the 
gentlemen here who have traced the 
history of the hon. gentleman, his 
leader and his colleagues during their 
whole political life—I ask if

Smtlw’ (Column.y*dM. Earn, etc.sea. Everyone must know, who has 
studied thejeubject, that, immediately after 
the United States adopted their protective 
policy,their marine progressed backwards. 
That, from that time, there has been a 
steady decrease in the American 
not merely a relative decrease as compar­
ed with their increase of population, but 
an absolute decrease. Previous to then, 
the Americans were carrying 78 per cent, 
of the traffic from the great port of New 
York ; they are not r.ow carrying over 27 
per cent. ; while British ships, free from 
every restraint, with her harbours open to 
all nations, have taken the place of United 
States ships, even in American ports. 
Who docs not know that the trade of the 
United States with Cuba, Venezuela, and 
indeed with all the States in South Ame­
rica, is actually carried on by British 
steamers, and at this moment the United 
States have only one steamer of their own 
plying from New York to South America, 
while English steamers are able to do all 
this trade. Is it because the people of 
the United States are iess enterprising, 
less ingenious,than the people of England, 
that this is the case ? No ; it is because 
they have a protective tariff—a prohibi­
tion against purchasing vessels built in 
any other country,'and because a proteg- 
live policy has made native-built ship)? 
dear, thus preventing them from carrying 
on their own traffic. It is not the time 
now to discuss, in detail, the resolution 
the Government has put before the House, 
but I might call the attention of the Com­
mittee to some anomalies in that resolu­
tion. Everyone knows, who knows any­
thing of the manufacture of flour, that4£ 
bushels of good wheat arc required to 
make a barrel of flour ; well, 4À bushels 
at 15c. amounts to 67£c., while the tax on 
flour is 60c. Is it intended there shall be 
a discrimination against the millers ? How 
is it there is a larger tax put upon wheat 
than upon the flour ?

An idoN. Member : Protection to the 
Americans.

Mb. Mackenzie: This no doubt, must 
be intended, if we are to take the figures 
as they exist аз an intimation to the mill­
ers that they are to receive no protection, 
as the difference, 17£c. per barrel, ia quite 
enough to enable foreign millers, if the 
protection, as the hon. gentleman states, 

effective, to obtain a monopoly of 
trade. I was quite gratified to find 

that the hon. member for Cumberland 
(Mr. Tupper) was perfectly candid for 
once. He frankly confessed that Mr. 
Tilley’s loan was a poor one, compared 
with the previous loan, by Mr. Cartwright, 
but asked us to consider the circumstances.
I am willing to make all allowances for 
the circumstances, but what was the 
course of the hon. gentleman himself? 
Did he consider any circumstances ? Did 
he not spend hours in denouncing, with 
the utmost virulence, the loans which men 
like Sir Francis Hincke declared to have 
been the best ever made ? Was he not 
then willing to decry the credit of the 
country ? He says my hon. friend, by his 
criticism of the loan, was injuring the 
credit of the country. Everyone knows 
the extreme ground taken by the hon. 
gentleman in all his violent speeches, even 
to the extent of imputing improper mo­
tives or actions to my hon. friend who con­
tracted that loan. The hon. gentleman 
said that this last loan should have been 
obtained before this Government came 
into office, that wc were without any 
money or means to meet our obligations. 
Far from it. We had all the money we 
wanted ; we had the Imperial guarantee, 
the prospective Fishery Award, and wc 
knew there could be no difficulty what­
ever to prevent the Finance Minister, 
whoever he might be, in November, from 
going to England to get a loan. I do not 
doubt that the Finance Minister did his 
best in raising this loan. I would scorn 
to take the ground taken by the hon. mem­
ber for Cumberland (Mr. Tapper) on every 
occasion in connection with previous 
loans, that the Ministers who made them 
had mismanaged them, and acted with 
improper motives. During the admin­
istration of the late Minister of Finance, 
he managed to reduce the total expendi­
ture from year, to 
one who took up 
counts could see at a glance. He not 
only succeeded in carrying on the affairs 
of the country with a vastly increasing 
responsibility, and with no increased tax­
ation worthy of mention, bat also raised 
the credit of the country to a higher pitch 
than it had ever enjoyed. No man ever 
before obtained the same price for an 
English loau. We know that, while in 
1877-78 the entire expenditure was only 
$23,500,000, or a little over that in 1873- 
74, for the expenditure of which year the 
hon. gentlemen opposite were responsible, 
for it was within $200,000 of this amount, 
although in 
a million an

I was somewhat amused to-night, Sir, 
when the hon. gentleman opposite 
passed a compliment upon a distinguish­
ed statesman to whom we have both al­
luded. I think he is a distinguished 
statesman, and I have the very highest 
personal regard for that gentleman ; 
but I could not help remembering that 
that gentleman a few years ago, who is 
so distinguished now as a statesman in 
the estimation of the Minister of Public 
Works, propounded the theory that it 
was high time that Canadians should 
manage their own diplomatic affairs. I 
had the honour of supporting him in 
that movement, and I recollect well a 
gentleman opposite denounced him as 
entertaining a doctrine that, from a 
colonial point of view, was not to bo 
entertained for a moment. It was to 
be productive only of a feeling incon­
sistent with our colonial relations, and 
lead to independence absolutely. But, 
Sir, time passed on ; circumstances 
changed, and it became convenient for 
gentlemen opposite to change also ; so 
they sent this same gentleman on a 
diplomatic mission. Such is a speci men 
of the political tergiversation of hon. 
gentlemen opposite. We all remember 
that that gentleman declined to go on 
a mission with certain other gentlemen 
opposite, for what reason he has not ex­
plained to me, though possibly he has 
to them.

Mb. Mills : Hear, hear.
Mr. Mackenzie : The hon. member 

for Cumberland says the moment we 
came into office, speaking of the tariff 
and the system of taxation which the 
then Government had inaugurated, we 
pulled down a noble edifice. Well, 
Sir, the noble edifice was their own 
tariff. He was speaking in connection 
with the sugar duties ; and he is under 
the impression, for he stated it in his 
speech, that, after undertaking to deal 
with the sugar duties in 1874, we only 
made a small but mischievous change. 
The hon. gentleman forgets, and I am 
sure he ought to know, and I am sure 
he will find by looking at the books, we 
made no change at all. There was no 
change whatever made, but it seems we 
pulled down the noble edifice of 
duties they had left us and brought ruin 
on the refineries.

Mr. Tupper : If the hon. gentleman 
will ask his colleague he will tell him 
that he did make a change.

Mr. Cartwright : None in 1874.
Mr. Mackenzie : We made no change 

in 1874 ; but afterwards, acting upon 
power contained in the Customs Acts, 
we reduced the duty on a certain class of 
sugars 25c. per 1001b. Tncre was no 
change made at the time in the tariff*.
I was about to explain what lie, no 
doubt, alluded to, and I merely menti 
it to show that the statements made by 
the hon. gentleman are sometimes in­
accurate. But, Sir, the hon. gentle­
man says that the moment this change 
was made in 1874, when no change at 
all was made, the price of sugar went 
up a cent a pound because the refine­
ries stopped ; and that, from the time 
the refineries stopped in Canada, sugar 
went up. Now, the refineries did not 
stop for two years after that, and the 
refiners had not made any of this class 
of sugars for two years before that, so 
no possible effect could have taken place 
from that cause ; and, besides that, the 
price of sugar did not go up ; the price 
of sugar went down. So the hon. 
gentleman is wrong in every particular. 
He is absolutely without a shadow of 
foundation for any of the statements 
that have been made. Now ,Mr. Chair­
man, I propose, for a moment, to revert 
to the hon. gentleman’s statement 
ceming the coal duties. The hon. gen­
tleman says that there is no reason why 
coal should not be taxed,and he gave as 
a reason why it should be taxed that we 
had already taxed blankets and the 
clothingtof the poor ; and that, because 
we had taxed some things already, it 
was right aud proper and just that we 
should tax everything they wore or ate. 
Why, Sir, I imagined that there were two 
things in our cold climate that were es­
sential to human life—that is : food and 
warmth. Now, Sir, in the greatest cities 
of Ontario—for some of them are getting 
to be great cities—in the city of Toronto, 
for instance, almost the entire fuel of the 
population is coal. The winter is not so 
long there, doubtless as it is in Montreal 
and Quebec : but in all these cities the 
price of coal is a very material factor in 
every household. And I say it is, a part 
from all other considerations, one of the 
most cruel enactments that ever a Govern­
ment was guilty of preparing. Anything 
that taxes the absolute necessaries of life 
is, in principle, wrong. It may be some­
times unavoidable that some articles— 
such as frnit—should be taxed ; articles 
such as rice, sago, and that species of food, 
have always been more or less taxed. It 
may be unavoidable that such articles 
should be taxed to a certain extent, but 
these are not the prime necessaries of life. 
To tax flour and breadstuff's 
to tax coal upon the supposition that hon. 
gentlemen opposite have adopted, that it 
will raise the price of these articles ; if 
that is true, then it is wrong legislation,it 
is a cruel enactment, and one that will 
touch most nearly the poor in winter. I 
believe, in a very large proportion of the 
Dominion, that the tax on flour will pro­
duce no effect, though, in some districts, 
a great hardship. I believe that the tax 
npon grain, upon nearly every kind, will 
only produce this effect—that it will des­
troy our carrying trade, and it will shut 
up our oatmeal and wheat mills. Hon. 
gentlemen will say that this will not affect
