In the nine
pavishes where these 886 genuine
names were procured—viz., Bliss-
tield, Blackville, Derby, Northesk,
Southesk, Newecastle, Rogersville,
Alnwick and Hardwick—there are
2767 voters and they embrace the
sections of the County most favorablg
to the ticket. Yet out of the 2767
only 886 could be induced—after a
month’s faithful canvassing—to put
their names on the requisition.—
‘When it is remembered how the true
purport_of the document was mis-
represented in scores of cases, how

A Northumberland ‘“Deal”.

The Ottawa managers have, it is

said, arranged post office, as well as
other matters of patronage and politics
in Chatham and Northumberland, gen-
erally, to suit themselves; but whether
those interested in that locality will be)
equally ‘well pleased, is mot so clear.
Qur advices are to the effect that Mr.
Mitchell has been set aside for this
time, and that Messrs. Costigan and
Burns, acting in the interest of the for-}.

Qur Salmon Rivers.

The following is from the Forest and
Stream of April 8:

The transfer of the salmon rivers from
the Dominion, or general, to the Previn-
cial or Local Governments, has proved
very unfortunate as regards their protec-
tion aud improvement. A gentleman re-
siding in the Dominion, and who is excep-
tionally well posted in this matter, tells
us that, with the exception of such streams
as have fallen within the private control
of moneyed men, chiefly Americans, the
rivers -are rapidly deteriorating. The
loeal, or provincial, authorities confine
their efferts to collecting rents for them,
without making any adequate provision
for their protection and guardianship.

Inthe table of alleged ‘‘savings”
claimed to have been made by the Blair
Government, is the item ‘‘Revenue
fisheries, $2,000.” Mr. Blair has col-
lected a small amount of revenue from
the river fisheries, which he cqulls a
“gaving,” but if Forest and Stream is
correct, it is a revenue that will not hold
out for many years.—Moncton Times.

! The Irish Quostion. -

MR. GLADSTONE PRESENTS HIS LAND DILL.
Loxpon, April 16.

Gladstone propounded his Irish land
bill to ths House of Commons this even-
ing. The house was crowded to its
utmost capacity. Gladstone 10se in his
place at 5.25 o’clock, and wans greeted
with cheers. He said the ain of the
present endeavors of the Government
was directed towards securing content-
ment among the people of Ircland and
the perinanent restoration of social
order. The speaker’s proposals would
greatly benefit the tenants of Ireland ;
but the landlords were the principal
object of the measure, although he
thought many of the landlords were
1nost hostile to the go ;ernment’s policy
at the outset. The speaker wished to
make a most emphatic denial that 1t
was his intention to ask tha Scotch
and English to run any pecuniary risk
on account of the landlords of Ireland.
The history of Ireland was one long
indictment against its land owners.—
Agrarian crime had vriginated and in-
creased under the abseuntecism of land-
lords and the raising of rents, as their
expenses, while away from [reland, in-
creased. Oppression,- married to mys-
tery, had'a hideous progeny of crime
and had been endowed with vitality to
perpetuate itself and hand down its
miserable inheritance. - England was
not clear of responasibility, for the deeds
of Irish landlords were English deeds.
With the power in our hands we have
looked on and done rothing. After
the union absenteeism became general.
National sentiment ceased to have a
beneficial influence on the relations be-
tween lanclord and tenaut. The union
itself was obtained against the sense
and wish of every class by wholesale
bribery and unblushing iutimidation
The land act was intended to go into
effect on the same same day on which
tke home rule bill would become oper-
ative. One could not go on withous
the aperation of the other which would
provide a legislature in Ireland to ap-
point statutory authority to deal with
landed estates and act between the ven-
der and purchaser. Purchases would
be made through the issue of £180,000,-
000 of three per cent. atock issued at
par. These new Irish consols might,
with the consent of the treasury be
commuted for stock of & lower denomi
nation. If the stock could not be issued
forthwith scrip of equal value would be
issued for the same purpose. The act
was to give landlords the option to sell
out under its terms. Its enactments
were confined to agricultural holding,
and did not include mansions having
“Yemesnes and woods. The state au.
thorities, acting between peasant and
landowner, would purchase the land

possession as absolute propriesor, sub-
ject to an annual rent charge, until the
total payments equalled the purchase
money. The state would uot force the
small occupiers to hecome proprietors.
Ia districts where the population was
congested the state would have the
power to decide whether the appropria-
tion of too much crowded laud should
be compulsory. Nobody except the
immediate landlords would have the
option to sell to the incumbrancer, and
he must sell by foreclosure and not at
the option of himself. The applica-
tions to sell would have to be made by
all the tenants on.an estate, and all
these applications and sales would be
registered. Applicants would be re-
quired to give security for costsin cer-
tain cases. The land commission would
be empowered to refuse applications.
The basis of prices would depend upon
the rental for a fixed period. The
judicial rental of 1846 would be tl®
standard in all cases wherein the rent of
land to be gold was then fixed. Inall
other cases the land commission would
have the power to arrive at a price by
comparing other judicial rentals with
the Gritlith valuation. The land com-
mission would also be allowed to exam-
ine the state of the bouks concerning
ostates for ten years back. Twenty
years would be the nominal purchase,
and in exceptional cases twenty years’
rent would make the purchase. Ap-
plicatious for sale should not be receiv-
ed after March 31, 1890. £10,000,000
of the atock would be issued during
1887; £20,000,000 in 1888; £20,000,-
000 in each of the two succeeding
years. When propusals were first
placed befora the speaker‘s colleagues
he proposed to raise £130,000,000 im-
wediately. Cbamberlain and Trevel-
yan hoth objected to this as a whole-
sale issue which would depreciate the
values. The speaker, therefore, thank-
ed both gentlemen for having given
him occasion to reconsider that orig-
inal proposition, He now thoughv it
was an error to ask forthwith for any-
thing like the outside estimate, and
believed that by appointing a receiver
for the genersl rents, armed! with
sufficient apthority tocollect them, but
without coming into coutaet with the
new proprietory, the repayment of the
purchase money would be amply secur-
ed.

The charges upon the Irish exchequer
would be £2,000,000 per annum, to
meet which it would be able to levy
£2,500,000 per gnnuin, and this sum
would be a tirst charge on the rents
and taxes raised by the Irish govern-
ment. Adding to the imperial con-
tribution sum paid to England by Ire-
land it would be £6,242,000 per annum
secured on & revenue amounting to
£10,350,000, no portion of which would
be applied to ary purpose until £6,
000,000 were paid into the English
exchequer. The present centribution
of the Irish taxpayers to England was
£6,980,000 of which England paid
back in Irish civil services and in the
gervices of the collection £4,840,000,
the residue of which seemea &0 repre-
sent an imperial contribution for the
army, ravy, national debt and imperial
civil charges was 2,085,000. What did
England dowith it! As an instance,
she sent an army of 26,000 men to Ire-

In
his letter Mr. Chamberlain stated
that Mr. Gladstone’s policy would
throw a heavy burden on Great
Britain, entailing an enormous §ad-
dition to the national debt and prob-
ably an immediate increase of tax-
ation, not to secure the union of the
kingdom, but to purckase separation.
Mr. Chamberlain then went on to
say that the Jand proposals, although
they had been modified since he had
left the cabinet, would still impose a
great burden on Great Britain with-
out sufficient security for the loans
advanced. He opposed the bill on
priuciple because it specially protected
landlords. If the Irish parliamen
was to be entrusted with the protection
of the commercial classes and the
maintenance of social order why could
it not be trusted to protect the land-
lords. The government was putting
on Ireland a burden which no “Irish
member could declare to be a fair
price to remedy.

Mr. Parnell said that, not having
had Mr Chamberlain’s advantage of a
seat in the cabinet, he was mot pre-
pared to express a too confident
opinion upon the werits and demerits
of the scheme until he had seen the
provisions of the bill, Mr. Chamber-
lain had spoken in deservedly com-
plimentary terms of Mr. Davit, and
had expressed a desire to know the
latter‘s opinion of the land purchase
bill. Mr. Parnell assured Mr Chamber-
lain that Mr Davitt would not act
from motives of personal spite or
jealousy (Parnellite cheers), but selely
out of a regard for Ireland. To the
speaker it appeared that the appoint-
ment of & receiver general was unpec-
essary and absurd, because, according
to the premier‘s statement, the re-
ceipts from customs and excise duties
in Ireland will amount to within £20,
000 of the total amount payable by
Ireland to the Imperial exchequer.

the Dominion with the right of the Prov-
ince to control liquor licenses and triumph-
ed. Ithad stood by our rights in the

such a policy as this they paced them-
selves squarely against the interests of
the whole people.

The ticket also declared thal “the in-
dustries of the North Shore should not be
heavily taxed and crippled for the support
of Public Works in York and the other
Southern . Counties of the Proviance.”
What Public Works, he would ask, are
there in the centre and south of the
Province that were constructed by this
Government except the Fredericton bridge?
And, did not the late Government pass
the Act which provides for the issue of
Provincial debentures for that work?
Who was it, but the late Government,
that spent $450,000 for the Grand South-
ern Railway, and, at the same time, re.
fused us the Miramichi Valley Road?—
aad did it too inst the express
vote of the legislative council? Who
built the expensive Normal School
building and the Parliament building in
the city of Kredericton, while we, in
Northumberland, were begging in vain for
a bridge over the Southwest Miramichi
at Nelson. It was the late government,
and this ticket ought to hide themselves
on this guestion, instead of having the
audacity to compare the record of the
late government with the present one on
the question of public ‘works in the centre
snd south of the province,

In the conduct of this campaign we
should be free from sectional prejudices,
and strive %o stand by those who were pre-
pared to deal fairly by all parts of the
county. He (Burchiil) proposed to do this,
and he regretted to see in the Advocate
a call made upon every Newcastle voter
to oppose Burchill and Gillespie, on ac-
count of the stand they took in reference
to the Northern & Western Railway, the
bridge at Nelson and the down-river
steamboat subsidy. That, however,
would not injure him in the Nelson
bridge matter, for certain parties had
endeavored to make the Nelson people
believe that it was Mr. Adams to whom
they were indebted for the bridge. The
Nelson people, however, now know that
the bridge was secured to them, that its
blocks were a reality, and that it would
soon be completed, and that, this time, 1t
was no paper bridge.

Dealing with the stumpage question and
the resoiutions tabled in the house at
Fredericton by Mr. Park and himself, Mr.
Bu>chill showed clearly that Mr, Park did
not ask for a reduction of the stumpage,
but a condemnation of the crown lands
policy of the Government. He sought
only to defeat the Government, while he
did not really propose anything definite
for the relief of the lumbermen. He,
Burchill, had given notice of his resolution
before the lumber deputation visited
Fredericton and the matter assumed a
different aspect thereafter. Several lead-
ing men of the deputation waited on him
and said they found Mr. Park’s course
had seriously compromised their interests
and they feared!the forcing of his resolu-
tion to a vote might cotbe so favorable to
them as if it were withdrawn, He told
them he could not recede unless with the’
consent of other North Shore members
with whom he was acting. These gentle-
men, with, himself, then had conferences
with the Government and they afterwards
agreed to act on the suggestion of
the deputation, believing that the Govern-
ment would do what was right, in view of
all the interests involved. That was the
position of the matter and that was why
the lumbermen were supporting Mr. Gill-
espie and himself instead of this ticket, for
they had no faith in it.

During the four years past, while re-
presenting the County, he had conscien-
tiously done™his duty. He could re-
member no vete, act er speech which
he would now wish to recall. It might
be that on the Northern & Western
Railway he had lost some votes, but
the interests of the county at large were
identified with that great work, and were
the same circumstances to arise again he
would pursue the same course, regardless
of consequences to himself, The peti-
tisns on that question which came into
his hands from the County demanded of
him respectful consideration as a repre:
sentative and after weighing them care-
fully hecounld not refuse to comply with
them.

He thanked the electors for the hearing
they had given him and for the enthu-
siasm they manifested in favor of Mr.
Gillespie and himself. e felt that
Chatham would join with the other
parishes, both up and down the river,
ingiving a loyal support to Mr. Gillespie
and himself and thus prove that the
county was in line with the Province in
supporting the policy of a good govern-
ment, °

At the close of Mr. Burchill’'s speech
Councillor Smith was called for and,
after a time, came to the front. He
referred very briefly to the splendid
vindication Messrs. Gillespie and Burchill
had made of the Government's policy
and their own record in the legislature,
and saying it would be out of place for
him to make a speech, called for three
cheers for Hon. T. F. Gillespie and John
P. Burchill, which were heartily given,
followed by three for the Queen, ending
one of the most successful political meet-
ings ever held in Northumberland.

The candidates and electors present pro-
ceeded down town to Masonic Hall,
where the - nomination speeches were
made, Mr. Gillespie opening, followed in ]
order by Messrs. Park, Burchill, Hutch-
ison, Tweedie and Adams,
Mr. Gillespie made a most favorable
impression, and gthose who had believed
the stories about his being ‘‘no spsaker”
were most agreeably surprised. His vin-
dication of the governmen: was satisfac-
tory, the main features of his address
being the same as in his speech to the
Chatham electors published in this issue,
It was the best we have yet heard from
him, and the few questions asked by
Messrs. Tweedie and others elicited
effective answers which brought down
the house,
Mr. Park made aspeech in good temper
and taste and, with a better cause, would
carry his audience entirely with him, He
had a good hearing and was deservedly
applauded.
Mr. Burchill’s speech was full of good
points and the riddling he gave the ticket,
showing up its inconsistencies and weak
oirits, was heartily enjoyed. Mr. Park
Eud said that Mr. Gillespie’s reference to
the lawyers’ticket was an insult to the
memory of such men as John M. Johnson,
George Kerrand Edward Williston, who
had so ably represented Northumberland,
but Mr. Burchill retorted by saying that
theinsult to the wemory of Messrs, John-
son, Kerr and Williston was for the three
lawyers on the ticket to compare them-
selves with them. Replying to Mr,
Park's charge that he had been afraid to
do anythiug save as Mr. Blair directed or
approved, he said he had the boldness
to run his elections of his own merits
and the merits of the coursehe had pur-
sued and did not have to tack himself
to the coat tails of any man, as three
members of the ticket’ {sd tacked them-
selves fo the coat tail of Mr. Adams,
Referring to the composition of the tic-
ket he remarked on the saying that there
was nothing new under the sun but said
he saw something new under the moon
the other night at Tabusintac and it was
Mr. Michael Adams amnd Mr. Ernest
Hutchison sleeping peacefully in the same
bed. Itwas an evidence of the advance
of the christian feeling and sentiment of
the ageand he hoped it .would continue.
He observed, however, that they were
placed as far apart on the ticket as possi-
ble. He had nothing to say against his

he never knew him to be for anyone but
himself. Mr. Burchill went on inter-
sgersing his speech with. happy hits at
the ticket candidates and replying ef-
fectively to Mr. Park’s misrepresentatiom
of his remarks at the Chatham meeting
in referenceto the lien law, Mr, Park
having charged that he said a lien law was
an insult to capitalists. He repeated what
he had said, as given in his Chatham speech.
in another column. Our space will not ad-
mit of further reference to this admirable
speech, which was frequently cheered, and
followed by great applause.

Mr. Huyvchison'sspeech was conceived
in good taste, It dealt with the usual
charges of Mr. Blair's non-fultilment of
his opposition pledges, the Lien law and
lumber question. He admitted that the
Blair Goveinment had been economical.
Mr., Tweedie's speech was a ready one,
but at times. marred by unnecessary in-
vective and evident personal animus
directed against Mr. Burchill and his
father. His Scripture quotations and
application thereof, also, displayed the
fact that the ticket was obliged to draw
on a wide range of subjects in its at-
tempts to sustain its position. In the
wain, however, Mr. Tweedie spoke quite
effectively and won spplause: A cor:
respondent in another column refers io
his turning and pretending to address a
guestion to Mr. Burchill, when he knew
that gentleman was not in the hall, but
we believe, ‘‘the ticket” holds that kind
of thing to be legitimate warfare.

Mr. Adams was quite himself in reck-
lessnessof statementsinvective,and personal
abuse of Mr. Burchill and his father and
of Mr. Gillespie. He made an outrageous
statement in reference to the Jatter com-
ing to him and asking him to use his
intluence at Ottawa to secure the post-
m:steiship of Chatham for him, for which
service he would abandon the Govern-
ment and let Mr. Burchill take care of
himself, etc. This Mr. Gillespie—who
was not in the hall when the statement
was made—brands as a falsehood,and says
he never asked Mr. Adams to doanything
for him in reference to the post office
matter.

Mr., Adams’ speech was well received
in the main, although a large number of
voters left the hall during the delivery
—owing partly on doubt to his personal
references and also to their being wearied
with thesix hou:s’ speech-making they
had tried to sit ous,
