The beet breed of fowls to rear for 
the market or as egg producers dspeadi 
upon locality, for while in some pis ora 
one variety is domed the best In othen 
it Would prove the reverra. For s mar­
ket fowl the Brahmas and Cochins will 
uflder almost all cl renias tan ora provs 
the most desirable, they being lees lia­
ble to disease, feathering up quickly, 
and can be bred to weigh, at from 4 tc 
8 months of age, eight to ten'pounds. 
Another good table fowl Is the Dorking 
cock crossed with the Brahma hen. 
The flesh of thle cross le sweet and nu­
tritious and acquires at early age the 
plumpness of the Dorking at maturity. 
There are other breeds, however, which 
are said to be desirable to rear for the 
table. Many claim that the French 
breeds of fowls "are of this number, bnt 
this we very much doubt, as their flesh 
lacks the buttery, golden color that at­
tracts the eye of the epicure. They may 
prove valoable as egg producers, bnt 
they lack many good qualities as a ta­
ble bird. Dorkings are undoubtedly at 
the head of the list as table birds, but 
of late years have become so subject tc 
disease that we question the feasibility 
of rearing them profitably for market 
in our changeable northern climate.

As egg producers the Hamburg* are 
claimed to stand at the head of the list 
This claim we are prepared to dispute, 
for, as winter layers, we And that the 
Brahma, Cochin, Leghorn, Poland and 
Houdan stand relatively in the position 
here named. That the Hambnrgs are 
good egg producers we admit, but that 
they are any better than a number of 
nonsitting fowls, so called, we deny. 
The richness and meatiness of tlieii 
eggs are not to be compared with those 
of the Poland, Leghorn, Houdan or 
Brahma, and their eggs lack the size of 
those named. All things considered, we 
have no hesitancy in saying that for 
eggs we should name the Polands; for 
the table, Dorkings, axd for early mar­
ketable cbickegs, Brahmas and Cochins.

A correspondent of Moore’s Rural 
New Yorker who lias had considerable 
experience in rearing fowls for profit, 
says: ’ ‘The farmer’s breed is the breed 
for profit It consists of Brahma hens 
and colored Dorking oocks, the chicks 
from which are hardy, easily reared, 
grow fast and in four months, without 
extra feed, will dress four to five pounds 
each of flue grained, well formed, 
plump breasted, well colored flesh, flt 
for the table of any amateur or epicure, 
and always commanding a good price 
in market. The hens from this ernes 
are even better and mom continuons 
layers than either pure Brahma or the 
Dorking, but if wanted to breed again 
the farmer must keep eue coop separate 
of Brahmas—cay a ceck and two hens 
—and sn also of the Dorkings, and thus 
yearly with the cross of purebred birds, 
cocks ol the Dorkings and liens of the 
Brahmas, keep np the ‘farmer’s breed 
for pioltt.V’

There ie bnt little profit in keeping 
hene after they have passed through 
their hen year. The White and Brown 
Leghorns frequently continue to lay 
well when 8 or 8 years old, bnt it le an 
exception and not the rule. Females of 
all tbe heavy breeds deteriorate materi­
ally after their hen year. Of coarse there 
Is occasionally an exceptional hen, bnt 
we never find her in large flocks for the 
reason that breedetati-these large flocks 
have no time to study eacKold hen’s 
peculiarities. This is left almost entire­
ly to the back yard fancier.

This can be used for a plunge bath and 
washed out and renewed as often as 
necessary, and water for drinking pur­
poses can bo kept in a fountain or slat­
ted trough.

“ We have the best success with ducks 
during the laying season by allowing 
them to roam at will over the farm dur­
ing tbe day and putting in a lot at night, 
turning them out in the morning after 
they have laid, as they always lay early 
In the morning. Our earliest broods are 
set under chicken hene. We keep about 
20 turkey hens and sell their eggs, and 
after the laying season -we nee all the 
spare ones as incubators to hatch ducks.

"Eggs for hatching should be kept In 
a room of even temperature and tamed 
every other day until they are set, and 
ducks should not be allowed to lay in 
the water, as the eggs may chill and 
fail to hatch.

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POULTRY ON THE FARM.

My fere slaters, seys Mrs. D. D. Pi­

per ot Besalie, Kan., «ж Жме» New»,
do yon use tnoabaton .end brooders to 
hetoh and raise year chickens with? If 
not, why not? Perhepe yon think you 
can't afford them, bnt in one sesson 
yon ought to make enough from your 
chickens to bey a good incubstor end 
brooder, end with good cere they ought 
to last e lifetime. Thera ie no place 
these machines can be need to better ad­
vantage than on the farm. For over 
four years I hare tested the good merits 
of one of these “patent hens,” and I 
surely would not try to do without her.

I think a good incubator much supe­
rior to hen hatching. At least that has 
been my experience. I will tell a little 
experience I had with my incubator the 
•econd season I ran it. I «et 17 hens. I 
also pat 17 sittings of eggs in my icon- 
bator at the same time. It took me two 
houra each day to tend to the sitting 
hens. The incubator required about 
one-sixth of test time to sttend to it, 
and the work was much easier. Now 
for results. The incubator hatched twice 
as many chicks aa the hens did.

Another good quality of tbe incuba­
tor—she does not break and eat the egg« 
intrusted to her care ; she does not for­
sake her neat; neither does she tarn the 
baby chicks ont covered with lice. I can 
set my incubator whenever I get ready. 
If any one of my sisters has ever suc­
ceeded in making a hen sit when she 
didn’t want to, please let mo know. 
I tried it before I got my incubator, 
but totally failed. I have hatched chicks 
in my incubator and raised nearly every 
one in my brooders, and they were just 
as fine and healthy as any I ever raised 
with hens. I have hatched ducks, tur­
keys and chicks at the same time in my 
incubator. I hatch from 600 to 700 
chicks in a season. I conld hatch many 
more, but that is all I can manage. Part 
are pure crosses; part are thoroughbred. 
I kpep my thoroughbreds penned, bnt 
my flock at large—about 76 hens and 
pallets—has the run of the 80 acre farm. 
We get eggs the year round. Now, 
brother farmer, if your wife loves to 
care for chickens and want* an incuba­
tor and brooder, get them for her.

She will pay for them with her chick­
ens and eggs. Husband told me I conld 
have all I made from my chickens. I 
bought my inenbator, two brooders, 
bone cutter, grit mill and all the neces­
sary articles for my poultry yards, 
thoroughbreds and eggs and many other 
articles, and my chickens paid it all. I 
have not made a fortune, bat I have 
made it pay. Sisters, there are many of 
you who live on farms who can do as 
well as and better than I have done. Get 
a good Incubator and brooder, test them 
thoroughly, commence in a small way 
and build np as you gain experience. 
Do not become discouraged if you maks 
a few mistakes at first This poultry 
culture is an honorable occupation, even 
for farmers’ wives. Go at the business 
determined to succeed, and if yon are 
faithful success will crown yonr labor.

The Selection of Breeders,
In the first place, is the specimen se­

lected for a breeder hardy? Has it evei 
shown symptoms of dincase or weak­
ness? Has it shown a disposition to 
take care of itself and a strong consti­
tution by taking the lead among its 
mates? Early maturity is a desirable 
quality in all breeds, seen in rapid 
growth, early feathering and activity. 
These points being understood as to 
each specimen, then select with refer­
ence to the following points: The male 
should be elegant in symmetry, good 
in color, slrong, vigorous, courageous 
and galianl; size, a good average of bis 
kind. The iemaies siignld show strong 
constitution, large size and good color. 
The shape or symmetry should be good 
by nil means, and on the whole they 
should be equally as good us the male. 
After the selections, have been made, 
then the next and most important step 
io to cure tor them, for to this may be 
attributed a party of і he success or fail­
ure of the season in the end. If the 
stock designed to breed from is improp­
erly ted and oared for and are suffered 
to go into tho breeding season not fully 
matured, they cannot be expected to 
produce the best of young.—Poultry 
Monthly.

An Important Gland.
There is a gland at the point of the 

rump of fowls lint secretes an oily sub­
stance that tends to keep the feathers in 
this region oily and sleek. This gland 
is the largest of the superficial glands 
of the body, and sometimes the orifice 
through which it discharges its secre­
tion becomes obstructed. Then the re­
gion of the gland swells and becomes 
painful. The afflicted fowl become! 
sluggish and generally indisposed, and 
when it is caught and examined the 
local swelling can be readily discovered.

If the gland cannot be emptied by 
gentle pressure, a small incision should 
be made into it with a sharp knife and 
its contents removed. If, however, the 
condition has existed for a long time, 
the gland may fill with a thick, cheese- 
like material that cannot be squeezed 
out It then becomes necessary to make 
a somewhat larger opening and scoop 
the substance out with the handle of * 
small spoon or some similar object. 
Then the cavity should be washed out 
by injecting into it a very weak solu­
tion of carbolic acid. To prevent the 
pafts from becoming hard while heal­
ing an application of oil or cosmoline 
should be made.

Pure Breeds.
For those who are limited to |mall 

yards for their ponltry one of the best 
breeds is lir.1 Plymouth Rock, with the 
Wyandotte a close second. Where plen­
ty of range is at hand and on the farm 
the Mediterranean breeds are best, al­
though there are inauy persons who pre­
fer a cross of Leghorn and one of the 
Asiatics. Pure breeds are far preferable 
to a c. is* or mixture in any case. Do

of the Dominion government were 
opposing tbe proposition of Hon, Mr. 
Blair for the further extension of the 
Intercolonial Railway system by the ac­
quisition of the Canada Eastern. Our 
people hardly believed the statement 
at first, but it may be assumed that 
there is some truth in it since the 
Toronto Globe—the leading Ontario 
organ of the government—is out 
against the taking over of the road. 
Whether those for whom it speaks 
will euccetd'in forcing the government 
to play into their hands in the matter 
remains to be seen. It may be assum­
ed, however, that if they should do so, 
it might suggest to the people of New 
Brunswick the desirability of giving 
more close attention than they hare 
heretofore done to the treatment their 
interests have been for a good while 
receiving from their fellow Canadians 
of the west.

Owing to the fact that tlie people of 
Ontario and Quebec have -never taken 
tbe trouble to inform themselves of the 
real position of the maritime provinces 
in the confederacy, and the contempt 
too often expressed for them by public 
men of Ontario—even by one promi­
nent member, at least, of the present 
ministry—it has become the habit of 
all Ottawa governments to withhold, 
especially from this section of New 
Brunswick, what has been justly due 
in* the matter of public works. It is a 
fact capable of ample proof that New 
Brunswick contribute* more largely 
per capita to the revenues of the 
Dominion than the average of the 
country, and it is also Well known that 
owing to the hulk of Canada’s impor­
tations being passed through the cus­
tom houses of Montreal and Quebec, 
those ports receive the credit of much 
of the trade and revenue which of right 
should be credited to this province. 
For reasons such as this Ontario 
especially has come to look upon the 
maritime provinces generally as of no 
account and entitled to but scant con­
sideration.

poultry, and for 16 years I have kept в 
small flock of from 15 to 20 hens and 9 
cockerels, the most of the hens now be­
ing full blooded buff Leghorns. From 
th© two numbers of your paper I have 
received ideas that would be cheap at 
$5. Oue article alone on feeding too 
much will save more than 5 per cent in 
grain in a short time. I have been feed­
ing three times daily all they wouldl 
eat, and I have often wondered why 
they stood around so much. Living in 
a village, I kept them in, except spring 
and fall. One thing that has bothered 
me very much has been the wildneea of 
the flock. They remind me of partridges 
somewhat. Since reducing their feed I 
find that they are not nearly eo wild. I 
think even human beings are lew inde­
pendent when hungry. I have no both*- 
with lice of any kind since I began 
using kerosene oil. I have a email tin 
spraying pump, one of the kind used In 
n pail for washing wagons, spraying 
fruit trees, etc. With a quart or two of . 
plain kerosene, costing 5 or 0 cents, and 
the finest spraying nozzle I can put в 
light or heavy film of oil over tho whole 
inside of the house, and goodby lice. I 
use it once n week in summer. I think, 
a thin lime whitewash could be applied 
hi the same way, but I have not tried 
it. I think the oil is a good disinfect­
ant.—Cor. Poultry Keeper.

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POULTRY FARMS.BUSINESS

Chicken R&ieing by Women Near Cities 
and Small Towns.

The raising of poultry is one of the 
most suitable occupations for women 
who live in small towns or in thB coun­
try, and when properly aud practically 
Vianaged money can always be made. 
Children usually like to help about 
chickens, and the mother can nearly al­
ways count on her boys and girls taking 
an interest in the poultry farm, espe­
cially if they are allowed to have a few 
chickens of their own. The statistical 
bureau reveals an interesting and sig­
nificant fact. The cash value of the cot­
ton products of tho United States for a 
certain year was given at $410,000,000, 
the dairy products $254,000,000, while 
tho poultry products showed the robust 
sum of $560,000,000. Surely this telle 
the value of the poultry farm.

The city and state of New York oon- 
вите about $48J)00,$00 worth of pouV 
try and eggs every year, and the United 
Status consumes about $500,000,000. 
England imports annually $48,000,000 
worth of eggs and fowls for domestic 
consumption.

If yon are to 
raise brown eggs, yon must not keep 
pure breeds of the nonsitting varieties. 
Ton may cru s them with the breeds 
that lay brown eggs and get excellent 
stock that produce brown eggs. If yon 
are to keep your stock -pure, you have 
from which to cbooee White and Buff 
Wyandottes and White Plymouth Rocks, 
which have no feathers on their legs, 
and Light Brahmas and Buff Cochins,- 
which, dp j hqve feathers on their legs. 
They also make most excellent yellow 
poultry. If you cross for brown eggs, 
mate large White Leghorns or Buff Leg­
horns with Light Brahmas or Buff 
Cochins rather than with Wyandottes 
or Plymouth Bqdtit as tire-results will

To Beginner. In Ponltry.
Select carefully your breeder from 

whom you wish to purchase, inquire 
into his reputation and standing, and 
when you decide to send him your mon­
ey do not expect too much. Be reason­
able in your demands If you wish a 
show bird fit to take a prize, do not ex­
pect to obtain one for 46. There are 
oases where this sum may buy a winner 
for a small show, but they are rare. If 
you want strong, healthy, vigorous 
stock, yen cannot buy it for 60 or 76 
cents unless under extraordinary cir­
cumstances Therh are bargains offered 
at such figures occasionally. Good stock 
of kuown strains costs money, and it it 
worth the price. Per example, a pullet 
bought in the fall and fit to lay is not 
dear at $2 if she comes from a known 
strain of egg producers She will lay 
over $2 worth of eggs her first season 
and give you besides many good chick­
ens. A cockerel for a breeder should 
bring from $3 to $6, depending upon 
his strain, health and rigor; Cheap, in­
ferior stock is never Cheap at any price 
and will cost more for feed generally 
than it is worth.—Exchange.

POULTRY AND DAIRY.
How Much West. Cen Be Converted Into

» Pro Ot.
Professor Myen of the West Virginia 

experiment station would combine the 
dairy and poultry and so insure suooere 
on the farm. He writes as fallows:

“The poultry business requires no 
large amount of capital, and labor up­
on the farm that would otherwise be 
idle can very largely be utilized ia 
caring for it The same families that 
take the dairy products will be only too 
glad to get the poultry supplies, so that 
there is no additional expense in mar­
keting the supplier Every hen, proper­
ly oared for, cau be expected to pay the 
owner at least gl net per year in eggs 
and considerable additional, either in 
the form of eggs or of chickens raised 
tor sale. Considerable poultry can be 
kept largely upon what would other­
wise be wastes of the dairy business. 
Buttermilk or skimmilk fed to hens 
Will pay better than used any other 
Way with which I am acquainted. There 
are wastes about the dairy stables which 
eaunot be utilized in any way as effect­
ively as by poultry, which pick up the 
lost grain, whether in the manger or in 
the manure pile, and convert .it Into 
profit

“Poultry properly handled gives the 
farmer a certain and epaple income at 
the time of year when dairymen are 
generally moat anxious to have the de­
ficiencies of the dairy made good, and 
there is never a time in the year when- 
poultry products may not find a fair 
market.

“Much of the mixed food for dairy 
cattle is admirably adapted for feeding 
poultry; little additional building is 
necessary; no additional help is re­
quired. The capital invested in poultry 
can be withdrawn in a few days by the 
sale of the ponltry; the waste products 
of the dairy are converted into profit, 
and the combination of the ponltry in­
dustry with the dairy business is the 
most natural, the most attractive and 
perhaps the most profitable adjunct to 
dairying that can be thought of.

“It is only a step from a general 
ponltry business to the fancy poultry 
businesa. For myself I prefer the egg 
producing varieties to the all purpose 
fowl or fowl that is especially adapted 
for killing as meat In the long run I 
|ЬІцк the egg producers more profitable 
than the meat producers, but that is a 
question of opinion, and the point is not 
to keep any fowls upon the farm that 
do not pay a profit to the owner. The 
man who expects to secure both quali­
ties in a chicken is like the man who 
wants a good beef and a good dairy oow 
fp the same animat It is best to detes, 
mine what a man wishes to do and 
work to that end. "

Sc 
long as there is no radical kick against 
limed or cold storage eggs being deliv­
ered as the fresh article, so long will 
dealers palm off the poorer and cheaper 
and charge for the richer and dearer.- A 
knowledge of the source and nature of 
distinct flavors in eggs, as well as in 
butter, will be of material service in 
protecting from fraud and insuring a 
choice, freeh product. To neglect this is 
unjust to oneself; to protect is one’s 
highest duty. Demand fresh eggs, pay 
for the same and then charge back for 
every one proving faulty. This in itself 
will bring deale* to terms, make them 
more critical and insure better egg fruit 
for the table no matter what the form 
in which it cornea.

PROFIT IN POULTRY.
sn Enterprising Man With Small 

Capital May Do.
A correspondent of The Country Gen­

tleman describes a ponltry farm he vis­
ited some time ago to show what an en­
terprising farmer who is looking for 
larger profits can accomplish. A small 
farm, mostly in timber, but having a 
few acres of tillable land and a com­
fortable house, had been purchased very 
pheap. The timber had been cut and 
nearly enough lumber and stove wood 
marketed to pay for the farm. A part 
of the lumber had been saved and ufied 
for building poultry houses. Several of 
these houses had been cheaply built ont 
of the rough lumber, the owner doing 
most of the work himself. They were 
double boarded, with paper between the 
boards ; also board roofs and earth floors 
were made and windows on the south 
side. They were made very warm, hut 
no money was spent on appearance or 
ornament The inside fixtures were few 
and simple. The houses wer<H10 to 40 
feet long and about 12 feet wide. On 
one side were the perches, running the 
whole length of the building, with a 
platform under them. On the other side 
were pest boxes and feeding troughs; 
The space between these was given to 
the hens for a scratching floor and cov­
ered with hay or straw.

These houses were several rods apart, 
and from 100 to 160 fowls were kept in 
each. The houses contained no divisions, 
and the fowls were not yard» d, but bail 
the whole range of the form. Instead of 
fencing in the hens he had fenced in his 
garden and other places he wished to 
protect from them. Rear the buildings 
were some springs of running water. 
This water had been carried to some of 
the houses in pipes, so that, fresh water 
was easily provided for the fowls. Cen­
trally located among the houses, was a 
granary, which was quite liage and 
contained a stove with ‘a large kettle 
for cooking the meut which was fed to 
the hens in the winter. In the building 
was also a power bone mill for grind­
ing the bones.

But few chickens are raised on the 
farm. ч Every fall the owner starts cut 
with à large wagon filled with crates to 
buy chickens. He buys both the pullets 
and cockerels at the market price by 
weight, keeps the pullets for his laying 
stock and ships the cockerels to the 
city. He keeps his hens two years, raid 
then pratçs them alive and ships them 
to the city market in August and Sep­
tember, so he must replace one half of 
his stock every year, He obtains nearly 
as much for the fowls he sells as they 
cost, so saves the trouble and expense of 
raising chickens. Of course by this plan 
he cannot keep thoroughbred stock, but 
he says that he is in the business for 
thé money there is in it, and there is 
more money for him in buying chickens 
than in raising them.

The reason why this man is able to 
make a good profit from his hens is that 
the greater part of their food is pro­
duced on the farm. As fast cs his land 
was cleared it was sown with grain, 
which saved his money in buying grain 
for his hens, and now, after years of 
hard toil, he has removed the stumps 
and stones and fitted his land tor grow­
ing crops, so that now he can grow 
about all that is wanted, for his hens 
and team, and their manure furnishes 
the fertilizer. His family do most of 
the work in caring for the hens in the 
summer, so that he is able to give his 
time to his farm work.

His hens pay him a profit of nearly 
$1 each, for there is but little outlay 
for food. Probably $700 to $800 із re­
ceived for eggs. A buyer comes after 
them twice a week, and ая he can get 
so many clean and fresh eggs at one 
place he pays 1 to 2 cents above his 
price for common eggs. If to the 
amount received for eggs we add the 
produce of the orchard and garden, 
house rent, etc., the income to about 
$1,000 per year, with an investment of 
only perhaps $3,000.

There are many small farms of 25 to 
60 acres, with a house and other build­
ings, that in these times can be pur­
chased very cheaply, and an outlay of 

few hundred dollars more would crept 
suitable buildings and stock them with 
poultry. Ten or 15 acres of oats, buckr 
wheat, com and perhaps other grains, 
with cut clover, milk, etc,, would fur» 
nish food for over 600 fowls. Two or 
three cows could be kept and fruit and 
vegetables grown for family use. For a 
man and family of children who can as­
sist in caring for the poultry, and who 
has some capital, there seeing to be a 
better prospect to make a living than in 
dairying or other kinds of farming at 
the present time. Nearly eyery business 
is full and pushed ta the utmost, and 
because of the intense competition and 
large production the margins are grow­
ing smaller. If we engage in a business 
that requires skill and the close atten­
tion to details that many persons are 
pot willing to give it, we can, to a cer­
tain extent, get ont of the general com­
petition and make fair profits,

With this accessory, which a 
farmer has room for winter or summer 
and with the garden a little way off or 
fenced with two foot wire netting, the 
farmer can then get eggs in summer 
find at small expense, for they will hunt 
much of their living. With a scratching 
pen and not loo cold quarters to house 
the flock and with the barnyard to 
work in, the birds will shell out eggs 
in winter at a great rate.

Value of Green Bone».
The liberal feeding of green oat bone 

will donble the egg yield from a given 
number of hens. Green bone ie the 
cheapest egg food on the market today 
and in many places can be had for the 
mere asking. In those places where it 
has acquired a commercial vaine it can 
be bought for 25 to 30 cents per 100 
pounds. This is ranch cheaper than 
wheat, which is the best of the cereal 
rgg producing foods. Green cat bone 
bas such a potent force in increasing 
egg production that it will be found es­
pecially helpful at all seasons, but es­
pecially in winter, producing large quan­
tities of eggs when they are of greatest 
value.

Double Yolked Eyp.
When double yolked eggs are found, 

it is to be regretted, as they invariably 
indicate that thfthens are out of condi­
tion—-too fat. A hen in good laying 
condition will never produce an egg 
other than of the normal size peculîâr 
to her breed, and if fat she is entirely 
unfitted for laying. If a fat hen is kill­
ed, she will be found full of eggs, so to 
speak, but they will be noticed tq be 
of nil eiafis, and the poultryman 
be amazed pver the fact that she did 
not lay, but examination will show 
that obstructions of fat were the cause, 
and that the hen ів then more profita­
ble dead than when alive.
