Sir Charles Tupper.

(Toronto Ciobe.)

The rumors of Sir Charles Tupper’s re-
tirement from Cabadian political life to
take the position of High Commissioner
in London are at last confirmed. Sir
Charles himself has saved the press a
good deal of trouble by publishing part of
his valedictory through the medium of a
newspaper interview ; the portion missing
can easily be supplied by the Canadian
people of all shades of politics. He
leaves office distrusted by his own politi-
cal allies as much as by his opponents.
He made himself necessary to the former
ip a sabordinate position, but he koew
thas the leadership was beyond his reach,
and has apparently resolved to make a
merit of necessity,

No ons will for a moment dispute Sir
Charles Tupper’s claim to the possession
of a high order of ability. In that re-
spect he towers above all those who
bave been sitting by his side for years,
and to find a match for him one must
cross to the other side of the House of
Commons. He is an energetic adminis-
trator and a powerful debater, and is not
chargeable with any want of courage in
the advocacy of his case, however bad it
niay be. But he is as unscrupulous as he
is able, and displays as much courage in
the assertion of what is false as in the as-
sertion of what is true. With the excep-
tion of his leader, Sir John Macdonald,
he has done more than any other man to
corrupt public life at its very source,
though he made corruption less effective
by clothing it in a more selfish garb.
His party associates never object to him
as corrupt their complaint is that they
are not allowed to share in tite spoils.

Sir Charles Tupper contends that the
public have nothing to do with the private
affairs of public men, but he has waived
that objection by nis own reference to his
affairs, His assertion that he leaves pub-
lic life.a poor man may be allowed to go
for what the word of such a man is worth,
but if he did not make money illegitimate-
ly by his public position he certainly
allowed his friends to duso. His dealings
with the Spring Hill coal deposits and
the Pictou Railway construction in his
own Province have never been satisfac-
torily explained, and to-day he has for
his colleague in the Cabinet a man whoon
the floor of the Nova Scotia Assembly de
nounced him as a ‘“ High Priest of Cor-
.ruption.” Ex-Senator McLelan has never
yet retracted that denunciation, or ad.
mitted that the specific charges he made
of corruption in connection with the Pic.
ton Railway were untrue. He has beena
party to the johbery connected with the
Intercolonial claims, and was the chief
instrument in playing into the hands of
favored contractors on Section B and the
Yale-Moody Section, by machinations
which resulted in heavy loss to the coun-
try. All his protestations cannot pravent
people from wondering whether the con-
tractors alone got the benefit.

Sir Charles Tupper evidently desires the
Pacific Railway contract to be regarded as
the great achievement of his life. The
inver history of that contract has yet to
be written, but the extraordinary nature
of the bargain caused a wide-spread be-
lief that while acting as Minister of Rail-
ways he had a sleeping interest in the
Syndicate’s franchise, and he is quite right
in his presentiment that his approaching
translation to Londen will confirm the
public in that belef. Assuming for a
moment that he is a silent pattner in the
concern, it would be a grand stroke of
policy to secure from the country a salary
and an official position which would enable
bim to do precisely the kind of work his
Cownpany want done. To make matters
still more comfortable the Government of
which he is still 2 member are proposing
to have voted an extra $180,000 for emi-
gration purposes, every dollar of w!‘ch
he will be in a position to disburse v 1
an eye single to Syndicate interests; | )
wonder, with these facts in everybody's
possession, that Sir Charles Tupper deem-
ed it necessary to put in a disclaimer in
advance. Qui s'excuse 8'accuse.

His retirement leaves one candidate less
for the reversion of the Conservative
leadership. It may now be regarded as a
prize to be competed for by Sir Leonard
Tilley, Sir Hector Langevin, Mr. Chapleau,
and perbaps Mr. Dalton McCarthy, Sir
John Macdonald, who stays, and Sir
Charles Tupper, who goes, may each say,
in the words of the old Bourbon Monarch,
“after me the deluge.” Notwithstanding
the dead weight of his political misdeeds,
his party can ill spare Sir Charles Tupper,
and were never more in need than just
now of the peculiar kind of aseistance he
was well fitted to render them. He
leaves no one behind him who can make
even a show of filling his place in debate.
Suave, maundering Sir Leonard Tilley has
too much to do helping Providence to
keep trade matters all right to inform him-
self about matters in other departments
of Ministerial work, and Sir John Mac-
donald never did keep himself accurately
informed about anything except the best
methods of carrying on party intrigues.—
The fact that he leaves no successor asy
competeut as himself renders it cert&i‘ﬁ’
that there is some grave reason for his
somewhat sudden resolution to shuffle off
the political ceil and drop into easier and
probably still more lucrative employment.

Modern Jows and Samaritans.

A New York Herald Montreal despatch

The Tale of & Shirt.

In the course of a confidential conver-
sation with a friend who recently had two
new shirts made, we learned incidentally
that the style of building shirts had radi-
cally changed, .ard that they were being
made to button in the front instead of at
the back of the neck. The news was :o
good that we could not believe it until we
had it directly from a shirtmaker, who
showedus the ground plan and front
elevation that had been prepared by archi-
tects for the erection of some fine shiris
for our best citizens, and sure enough the
old fashion of folding doors in front in,
stead of a storm door between the
shoulder blades in:the back was the
fashion. We have never felt so much
like passing a resolution of thanks to the
shirtmakers, or a resolfion of condolence
to parties who have got to wear the old
ones in our life. Those shirts that button
in the back have been the cause of more
profanity than any one thing. Shirts that
button in the back have been the cause of
crime. Religious societies cannot prosper
as they should when the male population
has to reach over its head and away round
to the back of the neck to button its shirt.
Talk of spending the thousands of dollars
to find the North Polg ; if half the money
spent in that way was offered as a reward
for the detection of the man wio invent-
ed shirts that buttoned in the back, and
he could be turned loose among men who
have suffered for years by his devilish
contrivance, it would be well expended.
For 14 years the men of this country have
been slaves to this absurd fashion, and
more arms have been cramped, shonlders
dislocated, and backs bent than would be
believed by those who have not seen it.
The spectacle of amild mannered-man,
afler getting into his shirt, making
a conortionist of himself, an acrubat, try-
ing to get on the other side of himself to
button his shirt the back way, is sad in-
deed. Statistics show that the buttons on
the back of a shirt always come off the
second week, and in place of the thin
oyster-shell button that comes off with
the shirt, the housewife always sews on a
big drawers button, four sizes larger than
the button hole, and if he gets the button
in the hole the hole has to be ‘‘bushed”
or a washer put on the button next time.
Go through our prisons, and you will find
that the crimiuals—the bad men—wear
shirts that button in the back. They
have been driven to a life of crime by let-
ting their tempers get the best of them
while searching blindly for a button with
one hand and a button-hole withjthe other,
when their back was turned. They go
from home mad, and commit crime to get
even. The bare idea of having shirts
that open in front will give a feeling of
rest to tired, back-aching humanity ; to
stand up to the glass and button a shirt
and see what you are about will be bliss
indecd. The thonght of a generous slit in
the bosom of a shirt where one’s hand may
wander is elysium. There are times—we
say it advisedly—there are times when
the best of us want to put a hand inside
a shirt bosom, but with the old shirt that
buttons in the backawan might as well
be in a burglar-proof safe with the com-
bination lost as to try and get in. With
the old shirt it would be necessary to hire
a hand. A man’s stomach has been a seal-
ed book for fiftcen years with the old
boiler-iron shirt-bosom with no port-holes.
Occasionly a man’s heart aches, and if he
could put a hand on it without going
around the back way and sncaking in
under the arm he could tell by the feeling
whether it was unrequited affection that
ailed him or rheumatism.

He was taken to both rivers by
John Burchill, Esy., M. P. P. He
was also assisted in making soundings
and measurements of the Southwest by
Messrs. Flett and other leading gentle-
men of Nelson.

RestoraTION.—We hope Mr. Bur-
chill or Mr. Gillespie will, as goon as
rossible, introduce a bill in the Legisla-
ture to so amend the Subsidies Act of
last - winter as to restore the pro-
vision that the Valley Railway may be
built to a point in the parishes of Nel-
son or Chatham. Mr. Adams and
others had this provision, which was in
the original Act, taken out at the time
he consented to the reduction of the
Subsidy, but public sentiment is in
favor of its restoration. When it is re-
stored, the parishes on both sides «f
the river will be upun the same footing
and when the road is undertaken it
will be open to those who build it, to
chouse the route that is most advanta-
geous,

The Moncton T'imes is in the weeping
mood because certain political partizans
of the late local government are in
danger of losing their offices.

It happens that no John L. Reid has
been mentioned as a candidate for
oftice nor do we know who John L.

tied with our best Agricultural interests,
and a hot-headed politician named
Julius L. Inches who was a part editor
and proprietor of a paper bitterly op-
posed to Messrs. Blair and others wheu
they were in opposition. Mr. Inches
will, of course, feel proud of being
made a political martyr.

-Bridge Contracts.

There appears to be some mis-
understanding in reference to the
tenders asked for a while ago, fur the
construction of bridges over the South-
west River and Robicheau’s Creek ia
Northumberland. No tender has yet
been accepted in either case. Those
who had the lowest tenders were noti-
tied in the usual way by the Depait-
ment, but no contract has been entered
into. The data on which the plans
were made were obtained under the
regime of the late Government,and it ia
found necessary to recast the designs in
order to get the work down to an
honest basis.

The Valley Railway.

Because the ADVANCE expressed

donbts as to the intention of the Domi-
nion Gov.rnment to give a subsidy to

the Miramichi Valley Railway, the Ad-
vocate intimates that we are throwing
**cold water” on the efforts of Hon. Mr.
Mitchell and Mr. Call to obtain Domi-
nion aid for the undertaking. It says
our course in the matter ‘‘savors of
*‘political spite against R. R.Call, Esq.,
““who is doing his utmost to promote
““the building of the line, and louks
““like an attempt to thwart Mr. Mitchell
‘“in his praiseworthy .endeavors to pro-
“‘cure the help so urgently needed.”

If we could aid Mr. Mitchell in any
efforts he may be making to obtsin a
subsidy for the Valley Railway from
the Duminion Government, we would
cheerfully do so. If, however, we can-
not believe all the assurances set afloat
in interested quarters in reference to
the matter as implicitly as the Advocate
does, it is because we cannot forget the
efforts Mr. Call and others have made
in the past to prevent this very road
from being built. We think the Advo-
cate imprudent in challenging us to an
expression of our views concerning Mr.
Call’s attitude towards the road, becanse
both that gentleman and the paper
which undertakes to impute unworthy
motives to us, in his behalf, cannot
have forgotten how well we are aware
of his past insincerity and obstructive
tactics when he was claiming to be
equally as zealous as now in promoting
the undertaking. The people honestly
interested in the Valley Railway do
not believe all the stuff telegraphed
from Ottawa by or for Mr. Call to the
press. Mr. Mitchell is, no doubt, anx-

Mr. Paterson’s Reply to tho Finance
Minister.

From the St. John “Telegraph”.

The duty of replying to the Budget
speech of the Finance Minister devolved
upon Mr. Patersop, and he discharged it
in a manner deserviug of the highest com-
mendation. His speech, though vigorous
and forcible, was gond tempered and fair.
He gave credit where credit was due, and
in his presentation of facts was singularly
accurate and clexr. Altogether it was an
excellent speech. Among the points
brought out by Mr. Paterson were the
following. Speaking of the increase in
expenditure, he showed that whereas in
five years the total increase of expenditure
under the Mackenzie administration was
a little over a million dollars, in the last
four years the Conservatives have increas-
ed it $5,794.619. When Mr. Mackenzie
took office he found the controllable ex-
penditure $8,324,076 a year, but during
his regime it was reduced to $6.941,577,
while Sir Leonard Tilley asks the House
for $10,073,015 for the ensuing year.
Thus the Liberals reduced the control able
expenditure $1,382,499, while the Con-
servatives have increased it $3,131,438.
These figures, which are official, prove
conclusively which of the two administra-
tions was the more economical. Mr,
Paterson also referred to the great increase
in the proposed expenditure for immigra-
tion.

How comes it that we are asked to de.
vote $358,263 more to promote immigra-
tion than before this company was formed
when we were told expressly that one of
the great benefits conferred by the com-
vany was to be that they would reduce
the cost of immigration, they acting as
immigration agents in bringing men here.
I have not seen the report of the Canadian
Pacific Railway Company, and I therefore
make this remark eubject to correction,
but I have been informed that in the re-
port of that company there does not ap-
pear the expenditure of a single dollar for
inmigration purposes. And yet the
Government of Canada proposes to expend
150 per cent more for immigration pur-
poses than it did before that company
was formed. For whose benefit ? If the
lands in.the Northwest had been ours, if
colonization companies had not been so
largely increased, and if the lands had
not been locked up in the hands of those
companies and the railway company, then
[ could understand that we might derive
some benefit from that expenditure ; but
the land being tied up in every shape and
form, I fear the money voted for the pur-
pose, will be used far more for the purpose
of enhancing and benetitting the Canadian
Pacific Railway Company than for benefit-
ting the country whose money is being
used for that purpose.

After reviewing the departmental ex-
penditure, some of which he justified, but
others, mnotably those in the Inland Rev-
enue Office, he condemuoed, Mr. Paterson
proceeded to review the trade relations of
Canada with Great Britain and the United
States, pointing out the fallacy of the Fi-
nance Minister’s claim that the effect of
the tariff was to reduce the trade with
the United States and to increase that
with England. He then proceeded to
question of the balance of trude. His re-
marks upon this branch of the subject

The next point touched upon by the
hon.

Finance
Minister telis us that we stand to day ina
happier and more prosperous position than
before.  How to reconcile these things is
not for me to say; that is a task which de-.
volves upon the hon. gentleman and it is one
to which I wish to direct his attentio...
What has been the course of trade during
the six months that have elapsed since the
trade and navigation returns were com-
pleted in June last? I have the figures
here, and they show very badly from the
standpoint of the hon. Finance Minister.
In the six months ending December 31xt,
1882, as_compared with the six months
ending December 31st, 1881, our imports
iucreased by $9.546.436. That, according
to the hon. Finance Minister, indicates
the ruin of the country ; because when he
introduced his tariff, and time and again
afterwards, he stated that it was absolute
ly necessary for the welfare of the coun
try that we should decrease onr imports.
Had we covered them with corresponding
exports the case would nut be a matter for
regret ; but what are the facts ¥ Daring
the same six months our exports, instead
of increasing. decreased $3,709,249. All
these tigures show that, according to the
theory of the hon. Finance Minister,
everything is working wrong.  These
figures will require a better explanation
than they have yet received at the hands
of that hon. gentleman before we shall be
able to accept unreservedly his statemeut
that at no period in the history of Canada
was the country more prosperous than it
is now. With reference to this question
of the balance of trade, the hon.

[ quite agree with some of the statements
made by the hon. gentleman on that point;

be taken ; and if the explanation that he
gave this afternoon as to the influence of
certain items upon this question are to be
taken nuw with reference to the balance
of trade, they must also be taken with
reference to the period of the Mackenzie
Administration. When we find that in
the case of Britain the balance of trade
against her amounts to hundreds of il
lions in the course of a few years we can
readily understand that she cannot possi
bly be that much poorer than she was he
fore. How can it be explained, then,
that England goes on increasing in wealth
with this balance of trade against her ?
Mr. Paterson, after discussing in con-
siderable detail various points relied upon
by the Minister, proceeded to show that
according to Sir Leonard’s own test, name*
ly the increase in prices of farm produce
and bank and other stocks, the advent of
2ood times and of the tariff were not co-
incident, as all through 1879, when the
tariff was in full force, there was a steady
decline. He then said :—

Now, sir. that being the case, I will
point out the trne reason why we had not
¢nod times in 1879. And why was it?
Simply becanse of the products of the
field, of the forest, and of the mine, we
were then able to export less in value than
was the case in previous years, You will
tind, taking the year 1879, that we export-
ed on'y $60,000,000 worth of goods, the
products of Canada. Now, sir, what has
been the result since the year 1879—the
tirst year under the new tariff, a year of
the greatest hardships, of the most fail.
ures, of the lowest prices in bank
stocks, of the lowest prices in produce ?
Why, sir, I find that, in 1879. we export-
ed $60,089.578 worth ; in 1880, $70.096,-
191 worth ; in 1881, $80.921.379 worth ;
and in 1882, $90.042.711 worth ; in other
words, Sir. v7e exported $10.000,000 worth
more in 1880 than in 1879 ; $10.000,000
extra in gold was circulated in this coun
try in 1880 than was the case in 1879, and
this very considerably lessened the pres
sure and tightness which was then upon
us. 1In 1881 we had $20,831,801 more in
circulation than we had in 1879; $20,000,-
000 more of gold bronght into the country
in addition to the $10,000,000 so circulat-
ed the previous year ; and this still fur-
ther mitigated the stringency which was
then upon us: In 1882, the vear just
past, the increase was $29,953,143. another
£30,000,000 placed upon the top of the
830,000,000 of the two previous years, or
$60.000,000 in these three years more of
gold, thar was brought back into the
country in 1879, and circnlated amongst
us.

Cape Breton had received no assistance to-
wards railways and had been deprived of
many advantages which that Island had
enjoyed hefore Confederation.

Ia answer to Mr. Wheeler Sir Leonard
Tilley said it was not the intention of the
Government to remove the ten per cent.
duty on tea imported from the United
States.

A long discussion took place on Mr,
McCarthy’s bill respecting carriers by
land, Messrs. Abbott, Onimet, Girouard
and Amyot holding that the bill was an
invasion of the Legislative powers of the
Provincial Legislatures.  Finding their
own supporters falling into line with the
Opposition in defence of provincial rights
the Government had the debate adjourned.

Mr. Weldon moved the second reading
of the hill to amend the act repealing the
duty on promissory notes.

Mr. Mitchill objected that the bill was
intended to effect pending litigation,

After remarks by Messrs. Blake, Cam-
eron (Victoria) and Weldon, the bill pass-
ed through the committee.

Mr. McLean moved the house into com-

Principal Roberts and the Bad Boy

(From the Fredericton Reporter.]

Much interest has been manifested in
the case of Hayes ts. Roberts, tried this |
week before Police Magistrate Marsh. It :
appears taat on Monday last shortly after
the morning session was dismissed, Mr. [
Roberts, who is Principal of the School,
when leaving the grounds noticed three or
four boys snowballing a smaller boy on
the public street. He ealled to the boys
to come to him, two of them returned but
one, Willie Hayes, kept running away
but subsequently returned, when Mr.
Roberts took him by the collar and shook
him, tearing the front of - his shirt, charg-
ing him with disobedience, and striking
him on the leg with his walking cane. A
black mark was left on his leg from the
blow.

J. A. Vanwart, Esq., appeared for the
prosecution, and E. L. Wetmore, Esq.,
was counsel for the defence. Several
wituesses were examined for the prosecu-
tion, and for the defence Mr. Roberts was
the only witness. The case was closed on
Wednesday evening, and His Honor was
addressed by the counsel on Thursday
afternoon. The arguments on both sides
evid d great ear on the part of
the counsel and familiarity with the School
Law and Regulations of the Board of
Education. Mr. Wetmore strongly con-
tended that Mr. Roberts as Principal of
the School had control over the children
of every department of the School while
in session, and over all the children while
going to and from School, and based his
contention upon Regulation 22 (3), and
Reg. 28, (5), He also justified the punish-
ment with a cane, under the circumstances,
and cited Common Law, and Statutes, in
support of the Act
Mr. Vanwart commenced his exhaustive
argument by at once pronouncing the
Regulations above quoted ultra vires, and
asserted that the Board of Education or
any other body had no power beyond
what was given by the North America
Act. The lad was on the Queen’s high.
way when punished. While assuming
the regalations to Le all right he held they
did not give Mr. Roberts authority to
punish Hayes as he was not a pupil in his
grade, but belonged to Miss Atherton’s
department. If anybody had a right to
punish the boy it was Miss Atherton. In
closing Mr. Vanwart said that in case His
Honor concluded to fine Mr. Roberts, for
assault Mr. Hayes would be well satisfied
with & nominal fine, as he did not wish to
put the defendant to any extra expense.
To this statement Mr. Wetmore at once
dissented and said that Mr Roberts wish-
ed no favors from Mr. Hayes. At the
conclusion of the arguments His Honor
stated that he would consider the case
strictly from the point of law, and would
deliver -judgment at eleven o'clock on
Monday morning.

The Chief Superintendent of Education
was present on Thursday during the de-
livery of a portion of Mr. Wetmore’s ad-
dress. Rev. G. G. Roberts, father of the
defendant, closely watched the progress of
the case, and among the other visitors
were séveral school teachers and ex-In-
spector Frecze.  The Secretary of the
School Board was aleo present during the
whole of the trial,

The Police Magistrate stated that this
was only the second case of the kind he
had ever tried in the city; although sever-
al application had been made to him for
summonses, he invariably advised a more
moderate course of redress.

FreperIcTON, April 9.—In the Police
Court, to-day, Marsh delivered judgement
in the case of Ruberts for beating the lad
Hayes, finding Robeits guilty of assault.
He quoted the law showing that the
principal of the school had not the right
to beat scholarsnot of his own department.
According to the request of counsel for the
plaintiff the fine was made nominal, only
$1 and costs.
