The Men's View and the Ideas of the
Management.

Statement from Manager Cowan Giving Some
Particulars of the Strike.

P

Sprin.ghllfl Jan. 14—The Springhill
miners are out again on strike. To
the scourges of fire, incessant troubles
and the strikés and rumors of- strikes
of the past seven yedrs is now added
another strike, in the depth of win-
ter, when fuel and food are most
needed in the families of the employes.
Phere has been much growing discon-
tent among the men since the, Afire

| which took: place in the east slope on

Christmas day. The fire scattered
many of the miners from their former
places. Some of the employes. had
not yet been found places to work in.
The north islope working places were

aught fire; a.nd the ‘men com-
i that they were making, in
many instances, a mere pittance of
‘s wage by this overcrowding process.
Your readers must remember that
the miners are entirely paid ‘by piece
work, and consequently two men may
be ‘able to make a fair day’s wage
when working at a block of coal, but
when four or five men are placed at
the same area the wages obtained
would be very smaill. Saturday last
was pay day. It was reported -that
many men' drew very small pay, and
quite a number of men, who had been
unable to get work, of course received
nothing. The men met on several oc-
casions and conferred as to the best
method of remedying the sad state
of things. It was suggested that the
north 8lope be worked with two shifts
of men, each shift working for six
hours.* In this way the men thought
that all the employes could secure
work and get an opportunity for all
to make a living wage for themselves
and families. The management
thought ' the suggestion impracticable.
The men who are out of employment
also wanted the preference of work-
ing according to seniority of service.
There is a lodge rule that in the event
of slackness of work the last man
hired should be the first to go. The
men contend that this rule was not
adheréed to, but that many of the old
hands were worried by being kept 'off,
while younger and inexperienced ‘men
were favored.

John McCannon, one of the em-
plaoyes of the pit who had done no work
since the fire, went out to do somie
shooting in the woods last Thirsday
He evidently fell
exhausted on the Junction ‘Road,
where he was found almost pulseless
and frozen to death. He had been
wandering and without food from
Thursday morning until found uncon-
scious late' on Friday afternoon. He
was taken to the Coltage Hospital,
and died shortly after admission.

Joseph A. Likely received the fol-
lowing: particulars of the strike from
J. R. Cowans, general manager, the
same particulars having also been re-
ceived by the Sun from Mr. Cowans:

Following the fire of 24th Dec. last, which
closed No. .1 slope temporarily and threw
375 men and boys out of employment, No. 2
slope was started with 78 hands, and the
balance of the miners -transferred to and
doubled up with the men of No. 3 slope,
with a view to raise the large quantity of
coal mined by the extra number of miners
in this No. 3 pit it was considered advis-
able to ! discontinue - the. riding trollies at
3.30 p. m. and devote the time usually occu-
pied in hoisting the men from the 1,300 foot
level to raising their coal. Miners had the
privilege of ejther walking up two travel-
ling ways maintained in good order, or re-
maining in their places till 5.30 p. m., when
the pit st;)g: hoisting and  all hn.nds are
raised  to surface; the following notice
’J theteﬁore posted, ‘‘Important
“Jan, b e

1897:

“On and after Mondny, the ‘4th inst the
afternoon riding trollies at 3,30 will be dis-
conum.led at No. 3 slope, in order to’ take
the men’s coal away, until other arrange-
ments can be made and another slope start-
ed. We intend to start hoisting a small quan-
tity of coal at No. 2 slope on Monday. and
will make every effort to place the men as
quickly ‘as posisble. By order, signed, J.
R. Cowans,” This arrangement worked sat-
isfactorily till the 9th inst., when a com-
mittee from Pioneer lodge requested riding
trollies at 3.30, which was refused on ' the
ground that the output would be reduced,
and the men ecould be more profitably occu-
pied for all concerned in hoisting coal. On
the 12th inst. a notice was posted, Viz.:

“Important notice to coal cutters, Jan. 12th.
If nothing happens we will soon be in a
position to handle all your coal at No. 3
slope, 'providing you wi]l give us a hand.
We propose to hoist an extra hour, or until
6.30 p. m., commencing Thursday, the 14th
inst., and if the men will remain and fill
their boxes we will arrange on Monday, the
18th inst., to heist until 7.30 p. m., or later
it necessary to take the men's coal away.
Miners will be drawn from No. 8 to No. 2
slope as quickly as repairs can be made and
the pit opened.

For some
time past there has been a great deal
of friction between the membenrs of
this lodge and the managment and
there . have besn  several threatened
strikes on their account. This leads
the miners to anticipate that in a few
days the mechamics will also drop
their work wunless the grievances are
all settled. The key of the positior is
practically in thefr hands. The pits
cannot stand flong without their aid
without immense destruetion of prop-
erty.

‘The men grow more determined with
the passing hours, and many of them
state that not another blow will be
struck before a long list of grievances
have been remedied, in addition to
the putting on of the riding rakes.

One of the leading grievances they
expect to remedy is the fairer equal-
zation of the wages pa'd to the coal
cutters. It is claimed that 4 large
number of the men have received ab-
surdly small pay during the past year,
while many favored ones have receiv-
ed large pay. Many first-class workers
have been unable to pay their bills,
and the men suggest that the manage-
ment punish certain employes by this
process and delight in worrying them.
There will' evidently be a great effort
made for a different distribution of
wages and work.

Before Delivering the Second Blow.

Unconscious and Does Not Re-
- member About the Fire,

It is Said Sullivan Will Take the
Stand in His Own Behalf,

Prisoner’s Counsel Will Ask Crown to Bear
Expense of Witnesses for the Defence.

Dorchester, Jan. 13.—The jury was
selected in the Sullivan murder trial
today without much trouble, as fol-
lows: Frank Trueman, Point de Bute;
Coun. Wm. Peacock, Shemogue; Al-
bert Oulton, Baie Verte; Edward Bab-
ineau, Dorghester; Henry Copp, Port
Elgin; Edgard Weldon, Dorchester;

The jury is regarded 'as one of the
most representative ever selected in
the county:

Solicitor General White, in opening‘
for the crown, detailed the circum-
stances already known, and proceeded
to make the most important state-
ment, which is taken as confirming
the report that startling new testi-
mony bearing directly on what took
place in the Dutcher house on the
night of the tragedy will be forthcom-
ing.
